
Grounds of appeal and main arguments

In support of her appeal, the appellant contests in particular paragraphs 69 and 70, 73 to 77, 83 to 91, 109 to 116, 126 to 
139, 149 and 150 of the judgment under appeal. The appellant puts forward a single ground of appeal, alleging distortion 
of the facts and manifest errors of assessment resulting in an inadequate and inaccurate legal reasoning.

1. Is the second sentence of Article 38(3) of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 (1) (the General Data Protection Regulation; ‘the 
GDPR’) to be interpreted as precluding a provision of national law, such as, in the present case, the first sentence of 
Paragraph 6(4) of the Bundesdatenschutzgesetz (Federal Law on data protection), which makes dismissal of the data 
protection officer by the controller, who is his or her employer, subject to the conditions set out therein, irrespective of 
whether such dismissal relates to the performance of his or her tasks?

If the answer to the first question is in the affirmative:

2. Does the second sentence of Article 38(3) of the GDPR have a sufficient legal basis, in particular in so far as the 
provision covers data protection officers who have an employment relationship with the controller?
