Having regard to the Treaty on European Union, and in particular Article 31(2) thereof,

Having regard to Council Decision 2010/788/CFSP of 20 December 2010 concerning restrictive measures against the
Democratic Republic of the Congo and repealing Common Position 2008/369/CESP ('), and in particular Article 6
thereof,

Having regard to the proposal from the High Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy,
Whereas:
(1)  On 20 December 2010, the Council adopted Decision 2010/788/CFSP.

(2)  Further to the review of the autonomous restrictive measures laid down in Article 3(2) of Decision
2010/788|CESP, statements of reasons relating to two persons should be amended.

(3)  Annex II to Decision 2010/788/CFSP should therefore be amended accordingly,
HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION:

Article 1

Annex I to Decision 2010/788/CFSP is hereby amended as set out in the Annex to this Decision.

Article 2

This Decision shall enter into force on the day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the European
Union.

In breach of the political agreement
settled on 31 December 2016 be-
tween the presidential majority and
opposition parties, broadcasts of
a number of media outlets remained
cut off for several months.

In his capacity as Communications
and Media Minister, Lambert Mende
is therefore responsible for obstruct-
ing a consensual and peaceful solu-
tion towards elections in DRC,
including by acts of violence, repres-
sion or inciting violence, or by under-
mining the rule of law.
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
