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INTRODUCCION

1. El presente Informe de situacion sobre la aplicacion de la Estrategia de la Unién Europea contra la proliferacion de
armas de destrucciéon masiva, adoptada por el Consejo Europeo en diciembre de 2003 (doc. 15708/03), abarca las
actividades realizadas en 2017. El Informe no es exhaustivo y se centra en los acontecimientos mds destacados. Todas
las actividades se llevaron a cabo en el contexto mds amplio de la politica de seguridad y la prevencion de conflictos
de la UE.

2. Los principios rectores de la UE, basados en la Estrategia Global sobre Politica Exterior y de Seguridad de la Uni6n
Europea (doc. 10715/16), la Estrategia de la Union Europea contra la proliferacion de armas de destruccion masiva y
las Nuevas lineas de actuacion (doc. 17172/08) siguen siendo:

a) el multilateralismo efectivo, incluida la salvaguardia del cardcter central y la promocién de la universalidad de la
arquitectura de tratados mundiales de no proliferacién y desarme, a través de la accion diplomadtica y la ayuda
financiera a terceros paises y organizaciones internacionales;

b) la estrecha cooperacién con paises para fortalecer el régimen internacional de no proliferacién;

¢) el tratamiento de los asuntos relacionados con la no proliferacion en los didlogos bilaterales politicos y sobre no
proliferacion y desarme, y en contactos mds informales;

d) el uso efectivo y complementario de todos los instrumentos y recursos financieros disponibles —l presupuesto de
la politica exterior y de seguridad comtn (PESC), el Instrumento en pro de la estabilidad y la paz, y otros
instrumentos— a fin de maximizar la incidencia de las actividades de la UE encaminadas a alcanzar sus objetivos de
politica exterior.

3. El Servicio Europeo de Accién Exterior (SEAE), en particular el enviado especial en materia de no proliferacién y
desarme, representé a la UE en una serie de reuniones internacionales clave en 2017:

— las reuniones del Grupo de Directores del G-7 en el dmbito de la no proliferacién celebradas en Roma;

— la ceremonia inaugural del banco de uranio poco enriquecido del Organismo Internacional de Energia Atémica
celebrada en Astana (29 de agosto de 2017);

— la 61.% Conferencia General del Organismo Internacional de Energia Atémica (OIEA) celebrada en Viena (18-
22 de septiembre de 2017);

— las reuniones del Grupo de Contacto sobre Seguridad Nuclear;
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— el 72.° periodo de sesiones de la Primera Comision de la Asamblea General de las Naciones Unidas.
El enviado especial prest6 especial atencion a:

a) promover la adhesién universal y la entrada en vigor del Tratado de Prohibicion Completa de los Ensayos
Nucleares (TPCE) y dar mds visibilidad al compromiso suscrito por la UE;

b) entablar y mantener el didlogo sobre la no proliferaciéon con socios importantes e incorporar a las relaciones
bilaterales de la UE los asuntos relativos a la no proliferacion.

4. El Grupo «No Proliferacion» del Consejo de la UE se reunid en once ocasiones en 2017, también a nivel de directores,
para debatir las posiciones de la UE y sus actividades futuras. Las delegaciones de la UE en Viena, Ginebra y Nueva
York prepararon diversas declaraciones de la UE destinadas a foros multilaterales y contribuyeron activamente a la
elaboracion de politicas mediante reuniones periddicas de coordinacion de la UE.

CUESTIONES NUCLEARES

5. La UE estd plenamente comprometida con la promocién de una aplicacion plena, completa y efectiva del Tratado
sobre la no proliferacion de las armas nucleares, la pronta entrada en vigor del Tratado de Prohibicién Completa de
los Ensayos Nucleares (TPCE) y la creacién de una zona libre de armas de destruccién masiva y de sus sistemas
vectores en Oriente Proximo. Otro aspecto al que se concede gran importancia en los proximos trabajos es el inicio y
la pronta conclusién de negociaciones, en el seno de la Conferencia de Desarme, sobre un Tratado de prohibicion de
la produccién de material fisionable para la fabricaciéon de armas nucleares u otros dispositivos explosivos nucleares.

El Tratado sobre la no proliferacién de las armas nucleares (TNP) y el Organismo Internacional de Energia
Atémica

6.  El ciclo de examen del TNP comenzd en 2017 con el primer periodo de sesiones del Comité Preparatorio de la
Conferencia de las Partes de 2020 Encargada del Examen del TNP, celebrado en Viena entre el 2 y el 12 de mayo
de 2017. La UE hizo cuatro declaraciones: una en el debate general y tres en los debates sobre desarme, no
proliferacion y usos pacificos, respectivamente; también se formulé una declaracion especifica de apoyo a la creacion
de una zona libre de armas de destruccion masiva en Oriente Proximo. Ademas, la UE organizé dos actos paralelos
en relacion con el apoyo de la UE al Tratado de Prohibicion Completa de los Ensayos Nucleares y la cooperacion entre
la UE y el OIEA en materia de aplicaciones de la ciencia nuclear y presenté dos documentos de trabajo sobre no
proliferacion nuclear y usos pacificos de la tecnologia nuclear. Todos los Estados miembros de la UE apoyaron la
declaracion en la que se reclamaba la aplicacion estricta las Resoluciones del Consejo de Seguridad de las Naciones
Unidas sobre la Republica Popular Democratica de Corea.

7. La UE mantuvo su apoyo a las responsabilidades basicas del OIEA en materia de no proliferacion, energfa nuclear,
seguridad nuclear, seguridad fisica y cooperacién técnica. La UE acogié favorablemente la adopcién del Plan de
Seguridad Nuclear 2018-2021 del OIEA y participé en la promocion de la necesidad de recursos previsibles y
sostenibles para la seguridad nuclear. Sumando las contribuciones bilaterales de sus Estados miembros, la UE es el
segundo mayor donante del Fondo de Seguridad Nuclear del OIEA. La contribucién financiera de la UE, asignada con
arreglo a siete Acciones Comunes o Decisiones consecutivas del Consejo, asciende a mds de 45 millones EUR para el
perfodo comprendido entre 2009 y 2017. Basdndose en los éxitos y las ensefianzas extraidas de la sexta Decision del
Consejo [2013/517/PESC ()], la UE adopté la séptima Decisién del Consejo sobre el apoyo de la Unién a las
actividades del OIEA en el dmbito de la seguridad nuclear con arreglo al Plan de Seguridad Nuclear del OIEA para el
periodo 2017-2019.

8. La financiacién de la UE en virtud de la Decisién (PESC) 2016/2383 del Consejo (), de 21 de diciembre de 2016,
tiene por objeto fomentar el avance hacia la universalizacién de los instrumentos internacionales de no proliferacion
y seguridad nuclear; ayudar a los Estados a establecer la formacion técnica, cientifica y humana local necesarias para
una seguridad nuclear efectiva y sostenible; reforzar la capacidad de prevencion, deteccion, respuesta, proteccion de la
poblacion, las propiedades, el medio ambiente y la sociedad frente a actos no autorizados delictivos o intencionales
que supongan el uso de material nuclear o radiactivo fuera del control reglamentario; reforzar la deteccion del trafico
ilicito de materiales nucleares y demds materiales radiactivos, asi como la respuesta a dicho tréfico; contribuir a la
seguridad informdtica en el campo nuclear; reforzar la seguridad de las fuentes radiactivas para que puedan
almacenarse de forma segura en los paises que necesitan apoyo, incluida la repatriacién al pais de origen o al
proveedor; reforzar la proteccion fisica de los materiales nucleares y demds materiales radiactivos.

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9. El Centro Comtn de Investigacion de la Comision Europea siguié prestando apoyo a la base de datos del OIEA sobre
trafico ilicito. El OIEA ha reconocido la mejora lograda en la presentacién de la informacién gracias a la
modernizacion del sitio web de formularios de notificacién de incidentes. La UE seguird prestando apoyo a este
respecto. En paralelo a la 5.* reunién de altos funcionarios de la UE y el OIEA (15 de febrero de 2017), el Centro
Comin de Investigacién y el OIEA firmaron unas disposiciones practicas sobre cooperacién en materia de
aplicaciones de la ciencia nuclear destinadas a desarrollar actividades conjuntas y evitar la duplicacion de esfuerzos.

10.  La UE sigui6 contribuyendo a la aplicacion del Plan de Accién Integral Conjunto (PAIC) mediante la coordinacion de
la Comisién Conjunta establecida en virtud del PAIC, asi como diversos grupos de trabajo de expertos creados bajo
los auspicios de la Comision Conjunta. Todas las actividades de coordinacion se llevan a cabo respetando plenamente
la misi6n del OIEA a largo plazo de verificar y vigilar los compromisos de Irdn en materia nuclear. Ademds, la UE
emprendio la aplicacion del anexo III del PAIC en estrecha coordinacién con el OIEA para fomentar la cooperacién
nuclear civil con Irdn, especialmente en proyectos destinados a mejorar la seguridad nuclear.

11. El enviado especial de la UE en materia de no proliferacion y desarme particip6 en la conferencia inaugural del banco
de uranio poco enriquecido del Organismo Internacional de Energla Atomica celebrada en Astana el 29 de agosto
de 2017. Con su Decisién (PESC) 2016/2001 del Consejo (>) sobre una contribucién de la Unién de mds de
4 millones EUR al establecimiento y la gestion segura del banco de uranio poco enriquecido, la UE contribuye a
garantizar que el combustible nuclear se suministra de manera segura. La contribucién ayuda al OIEA a garantizar la
seguridad y la proteccién de los transportes de uranio poco enriquecido, desde la obtencién hasta el suministro, asi
como durante su almacenamiento en las instalaciones del citado banco. La Comisiéon Europea ya ha facilitado, a
través del Instrumento en pro de la Estabilidad y la Paz, 20 millones EUR que se destinardn a la adquisicién de uranio
poco enriquecido una vez que el proyecto esté plenamente operativo.

12.  Los acuerdos de salvaguardias generalizadas y los protocolos adicionales constituyen la actual norma de verificacion,
y la UE sigue pidiendo la adhesion universal a dichos instrumentos. La estrecha cooperacién entre Euratom y el OIEA
permite aplicar salvaguardias eficaces. La UE respalda activamente el sistema de salvaguardias del OIEA mediante el
programa de apoyo a las salvaguardias de la Comisién Europea y los programas de apoyo de algunos Estados
miembros.

13.  Con objeto de impulsar los usos pacificos de la energia nuclear, la UE ha destinado 225 millones EUR a promover la
seguridad nuclear, la proteccion radioldgica y la aplicacion de salvaguardias eficaces en terceros paises durante el
periodo comprendido entre 2014 y 2020. La UE y sus Estados miembros conceden la mdxima importancia a aplicar
y mejorar continuamente las medidas de seguridad nuclear en todo el mundo. Uno de los objetivos de la
Directiva 2009/71/Euratom del Consejo, de 25 de junio de 2009, por la que se establece un marco comunitario para
la seguridad nuclear de las instalaciones nucleares (*), es prevenir los accidentes y, en caso de producirse, mitigar sus
consecuencias evitando liberaciones radiactivas tempranas y de gran magnitud. La UE y sus Estados miembros siguen
apoyando firmemente el Programa de Cooperacion Técnica del OIEA, en particular mediante contribuciones
sustanciales al Fondo de Cooperacion Técnica y a la Iniciativa sobre los Usos Pacificos. La posicion de la UE como
segundo mayor contribuyente del Programa de Cooperacion Técnica pone también de manifiesto su compromiso
con los tres pilares del TNP.

14. La UE y el OIEA celebran una reuni6én anual de altos funcionarios para revisar y planificar su amplia cooperacién. La
ultima reunion fue organizada por la UE/SEAE el 15 de febrero de 2017 en Bruselas. EI Comité Politico y de
Seguridad de la UE visit6 Viena el 22 de mayo de 2017 y celebré reuniones con el director general del OIEA, Yukiya
Amano. Los debates abarcaron las actividades del OIEA en el dmbito de la verificacién, incluidas las cuestiones
regionales, la seguridad y la proteccién nuclear y las aplicaciones nucleares. La Alta Representante de la Unién para
Asuntos Exteriores y Politica de Seguridad y Vicepresidenta de la Comisién (AR/VP) mantuvo conversaciones con el
director general del OIEA en paralelo a la Conferencia de Seguridad de Munich y el Foro Estratégico de Bled.

Tratado de Prohibicion Completa de los Ensayos Nucleares

15. La pronta entrada en vigor y la universalidad del Tratado de Prohibicién Completa de los Ensayos Nucleares son
objetivos importantes de la estrategia de la UE contra la proliferacion de armas de destruccion masiva. Todos los
Estados miembros de la UE han demostrado su compromiso con el Tratado ratificdindolo y aplicando
provisionalmente sus obligaciones bdsicas. La UE promociona constantemente los beneficios y el valor afiadido
del Tratado para la paz, la seguridad y la no proliferacion, inclusive en sus aplicaciones civiles, y brinda apoyo
financiero a la Organizaciéon del TPCE (OTPCE).

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16. A invitacién del Dr. Lassina Zerbo, secretario ejecutivo de la OTPCE, la AR/VP particip6 en la Conferencia de nivel
ministerial de 2017 sobre medidas para facilitar la entrada en vigor del TPCE, también conocida como Conferencia
del Articulo XIV, que se celebré el 20 de septiembre de 2017 en Nueva York. En la Conferencia, la AR/VP Mogherini
formuld una declaracién en nombre de la UE. Asimismo mantuvo reuniones bilaterales con el secretario ejecutivo de
la OTPCE en paralelo a la Conferencia de Seguridad de Munich, al Foro Estratégico de Bled y a la Asamblea General
de las Naciones Unidas.

17.  La UE aprovecha toda ocasion para defender la ratificacion del Tratado en foros internacionales y en reuniones con
paises que todavia no lo han firmado o ratificado, y sigue utilizando los medios diplomdticos ante tales paises para
promover la entrada en vigor del Tratado. La UE abordé la cuestion del Tratado bilateralmente en didlogos politicos y
sobre no proliferacién con la India, Pakistdn y los Estados Unidos. La UE animé también a Tailandia a avanzar hacia la
ratificacion.

18. La UE seguird apoyando resueltamente el TPCE y a su Organizacién. Desde 2006, el Consejo ha adoptado siete
Acciones Comunes o Decisiones destinadas a respaldar las actividades de la Comisién Preparatoria de la
Organizacién del Tratado y a seguir reforzando las capacidades de observacion y verificacion de la Comision
Preparatoria. El apoyo financiero total de la UE a la OTPCE supera los 18,5 millones EUR.

Iniciativas relativas a la seguridad nuclear

19.  La UE sigui6 prestando apoyo a la Iniciativa Mundial para Combatir el Terrorismo Nuclear y a su mision destinada a
reforzar la capacidad mundial para prevenir, detectar y responder a actos de terrorismo nuclear. La UE participé en la
reunién del grupo de aplicacion y evaluacién de la citada Iniciativa Mundial (8, 9 y 10 de febrero de 2017)
organizada por la India y en el pleno de la misma, celebrado en Tokio (1 y 2 de junio de 2017). La |UE y sus Estados
miembros intervienen activamente en los trabajos del grupo de aplicacion y evaluacion de la Iniciativa, en todos los
ambitos: deteccién nuclear, criminalistica nuclear y respuesta y mitigaciéon. La UE contribuyé activamente al
contenido de todos los documentos de referencia de los grupos de trabajo del grupo de aplicacién y evaluacion. En el
pleno, se eligié a Finlandia como coordinador del grupo de aplicacién y evaluacién para el periodo 2017-2019. La
Uni6n Europea y sus Estados miembros organizan y participan en actos para contribuir a fomentar la concienciaciéon
internacional y el compromiso con la seguridad nuclear, como el taller Sentinel 2017: las mejores prdcticas de los
programas nacionales de ejercicios de seguridad nacional, organizado por los gobiernos del Reino Unido y Bulgaria, bajo la
égida de la Iniciativa Mundial para Combatir el Terrorismo Nuclear, el taller de antecedentes técnicos «Magic
Maggiore» organizado en el CCI de Ispra (Italia), el taller de marcos juridicos «Vigilant Marmot» organizado por
Eslovaquia conjuntamente con Canadd y la Oficina de las Naciones Unidas contra la Droga y el Delito en el marco de
la Iniciativa Mundial para Combatir el Terrorismo Nuclear, y el Olimpo de Ejercicios: didlogo sobre antecedentes
técnicos y policiales, organizado por el gobierno de Rumania en colaboracién con la Iniciativa Mundial para
Combatir el Terrorismo Nuclear y la Interpol.

20. El Centro Europeo de Formacion en Seguridad Nuclear (EUSECTRA), destinado a la deteccién y respuesta ante actos
ilicitos cometidos con materiales nucleares u otros materiales radiactivos, es plenamente operativo desde 2013 y
ofrece sus servicios a los Estados miembros de la UE y a paises asociados, entre ellos varios miembros de la Iniciativa
Mundial para Combatir el Terrorismo Nuclear. El Centro, con sede en Karlsruhe (Alemania) e Ispra (Italia), estd
gestionado por el Centro Comun de Investigacion de la UE en estrecha colaboracién con otras iniciativas
internacionales promovidas por el OIEA y varios paises asociados a la Iniciativa Mundial para Combatir el Terrorismo
Nuclear. El Centro se usa también para efectuar unos ejercicios practicos relativos principalmente a la erradicacion
del contrabando de material nuclear.

21. La Comisién Europea y los Estados miembros de la UE siguieron con sus actividades de criminalistica nuclear
encaminadas a realizar una caracterizacién basica del material nuclear interceptado, empleando un método avanzado
de investigacion en el Instituto de Elementos Transurdnicos del Centro Comun de Investigacién. En total se
examinaron materiales nucleares localizados y confiscados en mds de cincuenta incidentes, con lo que se ha prestado
apoyo a las autoridades competentes de los Estados miembros de la UE y de terceros paises.
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Iniciativas relativas a la seguridad nuclear

22.  LaUEy sus Estados miembros apoyaron la Resolucion de la AGNU de 2016 sobre la verificacion del desarme nuclear
en relacion con la creacion del grupo de expertos gubernamentales con el fin de examinar el papel de la verificacion
en el fomento del desarme nuclear, y la decisién consiguiente de la Primera Comisién, en 2017, de mantener dicho
punto en el orden del dia. La UE apoya el trabajo de las asociaciones generales y disposiciones de verificacién
cooperativa y ha participado en los trabajos del Acuerdo Internacional para la Verificacion del Desarme Nuclear
(IPNDV, siglas en inglés) desde su fundacion en 2015. En la fase IT del IPNDV, que se inici6 en la quinta sesion plenaria
celebrada en Buenos Aires en noviembre de 2017, la UE (el SEAE, el Centro Comtn de Investigaciéon -CCI- y
la DG ENER) seguird trabajando en la preparacion de las capacidades técnicas para la verificacion efectiva de los
futuros acuerdos de control de armamento nuclear y desarme. Se definieron como objetivos principales un apoyo
sustancial al grupo de expertos gubernamentales sobre verificacion del desarme nuclear y la Conferencia de 2020
encargada del Examen del TNP.

Cuestiones regionales

23.  Los programas de armas nucleares, armas de destruccién masiva y misiles balisticos de la Reptiblica Popular
Democrdtica de Corea y la decision de este pais de poner fin a toda cooperacion con el OIEA siguieron siendo un
importante motivo de preocupacion para la Unién Europea. La UE condend con la méxima firmeza posible los
programas nuclear y de misiles balisticos de Corea del Norte. El mensaje de la Unién Europea es inequivoco: Corea
del Norte debe abandonar sus programas nuclear, de armas de destruccién masiva y de misiles balisticos de modo
completo, verificable e irreversible, cesar inmediatamente toda actividad relacionada con los mismos y volver al
Tratado sobre la no proliferacion de las armas nucleares y a las salvaguardias del OIEA. El presidente del Consejo
Europeo y la Alta Representante de la UE para la Politica Exterior y de Seguridad Comun formularon sendas
declaraciones, en términos firmes, a raiz del ensayo nuclear realizado por Corea del Norte el 3 de septiembre
de 2017. La OTPCE reaccioné inmediata y efectivamente al ensayo nuclear realizado por Corea del Norte: demostr6
la capacidad del régimen de verificacion de proporcionar datos independientes y fiables. Esta es una contribucion
importante a la estabilidad regional e internacional. Asimismo se formularon inmediatamente declaraciones de la UE
en la Conferencia sobre el Desarme de Ginebra y en la sesién informativa técnica organizada por la Secretarfa Técnica
Provisional de la OTPCE en Viena.

24.  El 25 de septiembre, la Fondation pour la Recherche Stratégique (FRS) organizd, con el apoyo del SEAE, un seminario de
un dia titulado «La crisis nuclear y balistica de Corea del Norte: el camino a seguir». Entre los participantes figuraban
diplomaticos de alto rango de los Estados miembros de la UE, la Reptiblica de Corea y Japén, la FRS, el Instituto
Internacional de Estocolmo de Investigaciones para la Paz y el Centro de Viena para el Desarme y la No Proliferacién,
el OTPCE, el Ministerio de Defensa francés y el Servicio Europeo de Accién Exterior. El seminario analizé la rdpida
progresion de los programas balistico y nuclear de Corea del Norte, las dimensiones estratégicas de la crisis y las
perspectivas regionales, y estudi6 los posibles planteamientos comunes de la gestion de la crisis.

25.  El régimen de sanciones de la UE contra Corea del Norte es actualmente el mds restrictivo de los vigentes. El 16 de
octubre, los ministros de Asuntos Exteriores de la UE adoptaron un nuevo conjunto de nuevas medidas restrictivas
auténomas de la UE, que superan a las decididas por las Naciones Unidas.

26. Enlo que se refiere a otras regiones, la UE siguié demostrando su compromiso en los foros multilaterales pertinentes
con la creacién de una zona libre de armas nucleares y otras armas de destrucciéon masiva y sus sistemas vectores en
Oriente Proximo. Esta cuestion entra también dentro del dmbito de los debates del Grupo sobre no proliferacion y
reduccién de armamentos de la UE y la Liga de los Estados Arabes creado en el marco del Didlogo estratégico UE-
LEA. El Grupo celebrd una reunién el 27 de noviembre de 2017.

Conferencia de Desarme y Tratado de prohibicién de la produccién de material fisionable para la fabricacién de
armas nucleares u otros dispositivos explosivos nucleares

27.  La Conferencia de Desarme, de conformidad con su mandato, desempefia un papel decisivo en la negociacién de
tratados multilaterales de desarme; por lo que a la UE le preocupa que persista su estancamiento. La UE hace un
llamamiento a todos los Estados parte en la Conferencia de Desarme para que inicien sin demora negociaciones sobre
ese Tratado y empiecen a trabajar sobre las otras cuestiones de su agenda, conforme al programa de trabajo CD/1864
adoptado y reitera su prolongado compromiso con la ampliacion de la Conferencia.
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28. La UE destaca el importante papel que la Comisién de Desarme de las Naciones Unidas estd llamada a desempefiar
como organo deliberativo de la Asamblea General de las Naciones Unidas en asuntos de desarme, y apoya los
esfuerzos por mejorar sus métodos de trabajo. La UE celebra la adopcién por consenso, en abril de 2017, de unas
recomendaciones sobre medidas pricticas de creacién de confianza en el dmbito del armamento convencional, por
primera vez desde 1999. La UE celebra asimismo el consenso sobre las recomendaciones de objetivos y el orden del
dia del cuarto periodo de sesiones extraordinario dedicado al desarme.

29. Para la Unién Europea sigue siendo una clara prioridad en la Conferencia de Desarme el inicio inmediato y la pronta
conclusién de las negociaciones sobre un Tratado de prohibicién de la producciéon de material fisible para la
fabricacién de armas nucleares u otros dispositivos explosivos nucleares, a partir del documento CD[1299 y del
mandato que este contiene. Todos los Estados miembros apoyaron la Resolucién 71/259 de la Asamblea General de
las Naciones Unidas, de 2016, relativa a la produccién de material fisible para armas nucleares u otros dispositivos
explosivos nucleares, que establece un proceso inclusivo mediante la organizacién de reuniones oficiosas consultivas
con todos los Estados miembros de la UE y el Presidente del grupo preparatorio de alto nivel de expertos sobre un
tratado de prohibicién de la produccién de material fisible. Mediante la Decisién (UE) 2017/2284 del Consejo (°),
de 11 de diciembre de 2017, la UE resolvid prestar asistencia a los Estados de Africa, Asia y el Pacifico, América
Latina y el Caribe a efectos de su participacion en el proceso de consulta del grupo preparatorio de alto nivel de
expertos sobre un tratado de prohibicién de la producciéon de material fisible.

30. La UE anima a todos los paises poseedores de armas nucleares que no lo hayan hecho ya a declarar y defender una
suspensién inmediata de la produccién de material fisible para armas nucleares u otros dispositivos explosivos
nucleares.

ARMAS QUIMICAS

31. La UE siguié apoyando a la Organizacion para la Prohibicion de las Armas Quimicas (OPAQ) con contribuciones
voluntarias a los objetivos esenciales de la Convencion sobre las Armas Quimicas y a las operaciones especiales de la
Organizaci6n relativas al programa de armas quimicas de Siria.

32. A este respecto, la UE apoyo la decision del director general de la OPAQ de que la Misién de Determinacion de los
Hechos prosiga sus trabajos y de que el Grupo de Evaluacién de las Declaraciones siga estudiando las lagunas y
discrepancias de las declaraciones de Siria. La UE acogié favorablemente la adopcién de la Resolucion 2319 (2016)
del Consejo de Seguridad de las Naciones Unidas por la que se prorroga un afio el mandato del Mecanismo Conjunto
de Investigacién OPAQ-Naciones Unidas creado por la Resolucién 2235 (2015) del Consejo de Seguridad para
determinar la autorfa de los ataques quimicos en Siria, al tiempo que tomaba nota con gran preocupacion de que, una
vez mds, en 2017 se impidi6 que el CSNU renovara el mandato del Mecanismo Conjunto. Los informes de 2016 y
2017 del Mecanismo Conjunto reconocian el uso de gas de cloro en tres ocasiones, y en una ocasién el uso de gas
sarin, siempre por parte de las fuerzas armadas sirias. El Mecanismo determiné ademas la responsablhdad del EHL en
el uso de gas mostaza en dos ocasiones. Con la Decisién (PESC) 2015/2215 del Consejo (°), adoptada
el 30 de noviembre de 2015, la UE ofreci6 ayuda financiera por valor de 4,6 millones EUR para los costes asociados a
las actividades del Mecanismo Conjunto de Investigacion en virtud de la Resolucién 2235 (2015) del Consejo de
Seguridad de las Naciones Unidas. Con la Dec151on (PESC) 2017/2303 del Consejo ('), de 12 de diciembre de 2017, y
la Decisién (PESC) 201 7/ 2302 del Consejo (%), de 12 de diciembre de 2017, la UE proporciond asistencia a la OPAQ
para el suministro de imdgenes por satélite en apoyo de las operaciones en Siria (1 millén EUR) y para la
descontaminacion del antiguo centro de almacenamiento de armas quimicas libias en Ruwagha (3,3 millones EUR).

33. LaUE 51gu10 asimismo supervisando la aplicacion para los afios 2015 a 2018 de la Decisién (PESC) 2015/259 del
Consejo (*) adoptada en febrero de 2015 en apoyo de los principales elementos de la agenda de la OPAQ.

34.  La Decisién 2014/74/PESC del Consejo (*°), de 10 de febrero de 2014, asi como el Reglamento (UE) n. 124/2014
del Consejo ('), de 10 de febrero de 2014, introdujeron una excepcién para la posible utilizacién de activos sirios
inmovilizados a fin de cubrir gastos relativos a las actividades de verificacién y destruccion de la OPAQ en Siria. En
noviembre de 2014, la UE remiti6 una carta al director general de la OPAQ en la que se le informaba de la posibilidad
anteriormente mencionada y se le solicitaba que efectuase gestiones a tal efecto ante las autoridades sirias. La
propuesta se ha transmitido a las autoridades sirias, que hasta ahora la han rechazado. No obstante, la UE volverd a
plantear esta propuesta en todas las oportunidades en las que resulte apropiado, en particular en las declaraciones de
la UE en la OPAQ.
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35.  Aunque todavia no se han cumplido plenamente los objetivos esenciales iniciales de la Convencion sobre las Armas
Quimicas, como la universalidad, la destruccion de los arsenales de armas quimicas restantes y la aplicacion nacional,
la UE y sus Estados miembros, con miras al futuro, han decidido comenzar a reflexionar sobre la fase posterior a la
destruccién de las armas quimicas. Con vistas a la IV Conferencia de Examen de la Convencidn sobre las Armas
Quimicas (diciembre de 2018), la UE y sus Estados miembros han empezado a estudiar los retos futuros para que la
organizacion siga siendo relevante (por ejemplo, la prohibicién de la reaparicion de armas quimicas, su uso por
agentes no estatales y terroristas, la convergencia con la biologfa), reforzando asi la eficacia de la Convencién. Al
respecto, la UE respaldé la creacion del Grupo de Trabajo de Composicién Abierta de la OPAQ sobre las Prioridades
Futuras y participé en la redaccion de una Posicién Comin para contribuir al debate correspondiente en la OPAQ.

ARMAS BIOLOGICAS

36. A pesar de la falta de acuerdo sobre el programa de trabajo entre periodos de sesiones en la Octava Conferencia de
Examen de la Convencién sobre armas bacterioldgicas y toxinicas (CABT) celebrada del 7 al 25 de noviembre
de 2016, la UE mantuvo su firme apoyo politico y financiero a la aplicacién y universalizacién de la Convencién,
entre otros medios con la aplicacion coherente y global por parte de la Dependencia de Apoyo para la Aplicacion de
la Convencién (DAA) del cuarto programa de ayuda de la UE establecido en la Decision (PESC) 2016/51 del
Consejo (*?). Se organizaron sendos seminarios regionales en favor de la adhesién universal a la Convencién en la
region del Pacifico y del refuerzo del didlogo sobre ciencia y tecnologia en Europa Oriental y Asia Central. Ademds, la
DAA inici6é diez programas de asistencia ampliada para la aplicacién nacional de la Convencién.

37.  Por otra parte, la Unién Europea y sus Estados miembros participaron de manera activa y constructiva en los debates
mantenidos antes y durante la reunién de Estados parte en la Convencién, celebrada del 4 al 8 de diciembre de 2017.
La Unién Europea apoyé firmemente el cumplimiento del mandato de los Estados parte que figura en el documento
final de la Octava Conferencia de Examen e incluye alcanzar un consenso sobre el proceso entre periodos de sesiones,
y la adopcién de una decision sobre un programa de trabajo para el periodo que se extiende hasta la Novena
Conferencia de Examen. A este respecto, la Unién Europea realizé gestiones diplomdticas ante un gran ndmero de
Estados parte en la CABT y presenté un documento de trabajo en el que se describian las actividades y posiciones
pertinentes de la Uni6n. La Unién Europea acogi6 con satisfaccion el acuerdo alcanzado por la Conferencia de los
Estados parte sobre un programa de trabajo entre periodos de sesiones para el periodo 2018-2020, que servird para
mantener la pertinencia de la Convencion e impulsar la labor de promover su universalizacion y ejecucion. La Unién
Europea seguird ofreciendo ayuda al desarrollo de capacidades en el marco de la Decisién (PESC) 2016/51 del
Consejo de la UE y de otros instrumentos, como los centros de excelencia para la mitigacién de los riesgos quimicos,
bioldgicos, radioldgicos y nucleares (QBRN).

38. La UE lleva prestando desde 2006 un apoyo fundamental a las actividades esenciales de la CABT mediante cuatro
programas de ayuda consecutivos. La Decision (PESC) 2016/51 del Consejo, adoptada el 18 de enero de 2016,
establece el marco mds completo al respecto. Ofrece financiacion para proyectos de la Convencion relacionados con
la universalizacion; talleres regionales sobre la evolucién cientifica y tecnoldgica pertinente para la Convencion; la
aplicacion nacional; apoyo a los preparativos de la Octava Conferencia de Examen; apoyo al Mecanismo del
Secretario General de las Naciones Unidas para la Investigacion del Presunto Empleo de Armas Quimicas, Bioldgicas
o Toxinicas; concienciacion y educacion. El importe financiero para la ejecucion de los proyectos correspondientes al
perfodo de 2016 a 2018 es de 2,3 millones EUR, con lo que el apoyo total de la UE a las actividades esenciales de la
Convencion alcanza los 6,3 millones EUR.

MISILES BALISTICOS
Cédigo de Conducta de La Haya

39. El Cédigo de Conducta de La Haya contra la Proliferacion de los Misiles Balisticos es el resultado de los esfuerzos de la
comunidad internacional por regular el dmbito de los misiles balisticos capaces de transportar armas de destrucciéon
masiva. Es el tnico instrumento multilateral de transparencia y fomento de la confianza relativo a la proliferacién de
misiles balisticos. La UE ha apoyado firmemente el Cédigo desde sus comienzos. Todos los Estados miembros de la
UE lo han suscrito.
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40. Al suscribir el Cédigo de Conducta, los miembros se comprometen politicamente de forma voluntaria a presentar
notificaciones previas al lanzamiento sobre los lanzamientos y vuelos de ensayo de misiles balisticos y de lanzadores
espaciales. Los paises suscriptores se comprometen también a presentar una declaracion anual de las politicas de su
pais relativas a los misiles balisticos y los lanzadores espaciales.

41. Desde la firma y entrada en vigor del Cédigo politicamente vinculante en noviembre de 2002 en La Haya (Paises
Bajos), el nimero de signatarios ha pasado de 93 a 139.

42.  La UE desempeiia un papel destacado en la promocion y el apoyo de la universalidad, la plena ejecucion y la mejora
del funcionamiento del ICOC en apoyo de los tres objetivos principales del Cédigo: universalidad, aplicacion y
mejora. Durante mds de una década, el Consejo de la UE ha ido adoptando, en el marco de la PESC, una serie de
Decisiones o Acciones Comunes que han proporcionado los medios para mantener el apoyo de la UE al Cdigo de
Conducta de La Haya y a la no proliferacién de misiles en general. A través de dichas Decisiones del Consejo, la UE
financia actividades divulgativas sobre el Cédigo, reuniones de expertos y sesiones regionales de concienciacion. Las
actividades las lleva a cabo la Fundacion para la Investigacion Estratégica con sede en Paris, y habitualmente cuentan
también con la participacién de la Presidencia rotatoria del ICOC.

43.  Con la reciente adopcién, el 18 de diciembre de 2017, de la Decisién (PESC) 2017/2370 del Consejo (*?), la UE
seguird promoviendo la suscripcién al Cédigo y, en dltima instancia, su universalidad; apoyando la plena aplicacién
del Cédigo; promoviendo el didlogo entre los Estados suscriptores y no suscriptores con el fin de contribuir a
instaurar la confianza y la transparencia, fomentar la moderacién y aumentar la estabilidad y la seguridad para todos;
dando mayor proyeccion publica al Cédigo y concienciando a la opinién publica sobre los riesgos y las amenazas que
supone la proliferacién de misiles balisticos; y explorando, en particular mediante estudios académicos, las
posibilidades de reforzar el Cédigo y de promover la cooperacion entre este y otros instrumentos multilaterales
pertinentes.

Régimen de Control de la Tecnologia de Misiles

44.  El Régimen de Control de la Tecnologia de Misiles es un acuerdo politico informal entre paises que pretenden limitar
la proliferacion de los misiles y la tecnologia de misiles. Las Directrices y las listas de control del Régimen constituyen
un punto de referencia de las buenas pricticas internacionales para controlar las exportaciones de elementos y
tecnologias relacionados con los misiles.

45.  Lareunién plenaria del RCTM de 2017 se celebr6 en Dublin, Irlanda, los dias 18, 19 y 20 de octubre. La UE realiz6
cuatro declaraciones sobre los puntos del orden del dia pertinentes, concretamente acerca de la reciente evolucion de
la proliferacién de misiles y la calidad de miembro. La UE apoy¢ la adopcién de una declaracién publica més firme
que reflejara la inquietud internacional respecto del lanzamiento de misiles balisticos y del considerable desarrollo de
la tecnologia de misiles por parte de Corea del Norte desde febrero de 2016. Un problema importante para la UE en
el marco del RCTM sigue siendo el bloqueo de la adhesion de Croacia, Chipre, Estonia, Letonia, Lituania, Malta,
Rumania, Eslovaquia y Eslovenia al régimen.

RESOLUCION 1540 DEL CONSEJO DE SEGURIDAD DE LAS NACIONES UNIDAS Y MITIGACION DEL RIESGO QBRN

46. La Resolucion 1540 (2004) del Consejo de Seguridad de las Naciones Unidas sigue siendo el pilar fundamental de la
estructura internacional de no proliferacion. Se trata del primer instrumento internacional que se ocupa de forma
integrada y global de las armas de destruccion masiva, sus sistemas vectores y materiales conexos. La Resolucién
1540 (2004) del CSNU establece obligaciones vinculantes para todos los paises. El objetivo de estas obligaciones es
evitar que los agentes no estatales obtengan acceso a tales armas y materiales conexos y disuadirlos de obtenerlo. La
Resolucion, adoptada en virtud del capitulo VII de la Carta de las Naciones Unidas, exige que todos los paises adopten
la legislacién necesaria para impedir que los agentes no estatales consigan armas nucleares, quimicas o biolégicas y
establezcan controles nacionales adecuados de los materiales conexos a fin de prevenir su trafico ilicito. El examen
amplio de 2016 de la Resolucion 1540 reafirmaba su importancia, centralidad y autoridad, tal como se refleja en la
RCSNU 2325.
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47.  Con el fin de ayudar a aplicar el resultado del examen amplio de 2016 y de apoyar la plena aplicacion de la
RCSNU 1540, el 11 de mayo de 2017 el Consejo Europeo adopté la Decisién (PESC) 2017/809 del Consejo (**) en
apoyo de la aplicacién de la Resolucién del Consejo de Seguridad de las Naciones Unidas 1540 (2004) sobre la no
proliferacion de armas de destruccién masiva y de sus vectores. La Decisién del Consejo cubre un periodo de treinta y
seis meses y estd siendo aplicada por la Oficina de Asuntos de Desarme de las Naciones Unidas en Nueva York, que
ha subcontratado algunos de los aspectos de la aplicacion a la OSCE, en Viena. La UE comparte los objetivos de
ayudar a los paises a determinar la asistencia técnica especifica, concienciar sobre los programas pertinentes de
asistencia técnica y mejorar la cooperacion con las organizaciones internacionales y regionales para apoyar la
capacitacién nacional.

48. Lainiciativa de los centros de excelencia para la mitigacién de los riesgos QBRN de la UE es un programa de creacién
de capacidades en todo el mundo que retine a 58 paises asociados agrupados en ocho secretarfas reglonales situadas
en las regiones siguientes: fachada atldntica de Africa; Asia central; Africa oriental y central; paises del Consejo de
Cooperacién del Golfo; Oriente Proximo; Africa del norte y Sahel; Asia sudoriental; Europa sudoriental y oriental.

49.  El centro de excelencia QBRN se financia con cargo al Instrumento en pro de la Estabilidad y la Paz y tiene por objeto
mitigar los riesgos relacionados con los materiales QBRN, reforzar la preparacion de los paises asociados y consolidar
la cultura de seguridad y la gobernanza. Los paises participantes reciben apoyo en sus esfuerzos por crear, con
cardcter voluntario y siguiendo una estructura ascendente con planteamiento regional, estructuras de coordinacién y
gobernanza nacionales y regionales. Estas plataformas elaboran propuestas politicas y capacidades a partir de
evaluaciones de las necesidades especificas y planes de accion nacionales. Reciben el apoyo de varios proyectos de
cooperacién regional financiados en el marco de la iniciativa y abiertos a otros instrumentos de financiacién.
Desde 2010 se han financiado 66 proyectos regionales. El presupuesto de la iniciativa para el decenio iniciado
en 2010 asciende a 250 millones EUR.

50. Lared de centros de excelencia estd actualmente bien desarrollada y ha permitido a la UE acometer ejercicios tedricos
de simulacién y transfronterizos sobre el terreno sobre cuestiones entre las que figuran la proteccién civil, la
respuesta a incidentes, la bioseguridad y la gestion de residuos en el marco de los proyectos de los centros de
excelencia con el fin de reforzar la visibilidad y evaluar sus consecuencias de forma concreta. Ademds, la iniciativa
estd suficientemente madura como para apoyar medidas adicionales que aborden cuestiones de gobernanza de la
seguridad relacionadas con la ciberdelincuencia, el terrorismo, las infraestructuras vitales, los medicamentos
falsificados, las amenazas hibridas y los explosivos, asi como para seguir desarrollando la cooperacién en los dmbitos
de la criminalistica nuclear, el control de las fronteras y el control de las exportaciones de productos de doble uso. El
modelo de los centros de excelencia también ha sido bien recibido por el Tr1buna1 de Cuentas Europeo (*°) y
posteriormente por las Conclusiones del Consejo de 26 de octubre de 2015 (*9).

51.  En octubre de 2017, la Comisién present6, como parte de un conjunto mds amplio de medidas de lucha contra el
terrorismo, un Plan de Acci6n para reforzar la preparacion contra riesgos para la seguridad quimicos, bioldgicos,
radioldgicos y nucleares. El nuevo Plan de Accion, basado en los logros del Plan de Acciéon QBRN de la UE para
2010-2015, propone medidas muy diversas para mejorar la preparacion, la resiliencia y la coordinacion a escala de la
UE. Propone la creacion de una estructura QBRN mds orientada a la seguridad a escala de la UE, e insiste en la
necesidad de hacer un mejor uso de los recursos existentes y de poner en comiin la experiencia disponible. El Plan de
Accién insta también a reforzar la preparacion de la UE en materia de riesgos QBRN vy la respuesta a los mismos
mediante formaciones y ejercicios transfronterizos e intersectoriales. Destaca la necesidad de incluir siempre que
resulte oportuno a las autoridades fronterizas y aduaneras y a los socios militares. El Plan de Accion insiste también
en la importancia de establecer vinculos estrechos entre las actividades interna y externas relacionadas con la
seguridad frente a riesgos QBRN, asi como en la cooperacién con las organizaciones multilaterales especializadas,
como el OIEA, la Organizacion para la Prohibicion de las Armas Quimicas (OPAQ) e Interpol. Desde el punto de vista
financiero, se apoyard la aplicacién del Plan de Accién a través del Fondo de Seguridad Interior-Policia.

52. El Plan de Accién QBRN ha recibido el apoyo cientifico y técnico de una serie de proyectos de investigacion
financiados por el programa Sociedad Segura del Séptimo Programa Marco. La investigacion abarca todo el ciclo de
gestion de crisis, desde la prevencion hasta la recuperacion. Las actividades para determinar las necesidades de
normalizacién podrian dar lugar a normas europeas. El programa Horizonte 2020 reforzard los trabajos en curso en
la investigacion quimica, bioldgica, radioldgica y nuclear a través de temas centrados en esos dmbitos.
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GRUPOS DE REFLEXION

53. Basdndose en la Decisién 2010/430/PESC del Consejo ('), de 26 de julio de 2010, la aplicacién de la Estrategia de
la UE contra la proliferacion de armas de destruccién masiva ha sido activamente respaldada por el Consorcio de No
Proliferacién de la UE, que inicié sus actividades en enero de 2011. En 2017, el Consejo debati6, con vistas a su
adopcion a finales de afio, una nueva Decision que amplia el apoyo de la UE a las actividades del Consorcio durante el
periodo 2018-2021 basindose en los logros obtenidos hasta la fecha y con la adicién de nuevos proyectos.

54. Las actividades del Consorcio incrementaron la proyeccion publica de la UE ante terceros paises y la sociedad civil, y
contribuyeron sustancialmente a la definicién de las politicas de la UE en materia de no proliferacién y desarme. El
Consorcio ofrece una plataforma para el establecimiento de contactos informales entre profesionales y fomenta el
didlogo entre distintas partes interesadas. Sus actividades han contribuido a sensibilizar acerca de los retos que
plantean las armas nucleares, quimicas y bioldgicas. Cuenta con una amplia red de mds de 70 grupos de reflexion en
toda Europa.

55. La Sexta Conferencia de No Proliferacién y Desarme de la UE, organizada por el Consorcio de No Proliferacion de la
UE, se celebré los dias 12 y 13 de diciembre en Bruselas.

CONTROLES DE EXPORTACIONES

56. En 2017, la UE sigui6 actualizando periddicamente sus Reglamentos para reflejar la evolucion en los regimenes
multilaterales de control de las exportaciones. Asi, la Comision Europea adopté un Reglamento Delegado
el 26 de septiembre de 2017 (**) por el que se actualizaba la lista de control de la UE con arreglo a las decisiones
tomadas en los regimenes multilaterales de control de las exportaciones en 2016, e introdujo cambios, por ejemplo,
en el control de los productos o funciones destinados a la seguridad de la informacién (restructuracion de la
categoria 5, parte 2) o la adicién de nuevos controles para circuitos integrados con convertidores analégico-digital y
para instalaciones para ensayos aerodindmicos y cerdmica de temperatura ultra alta.

57. El Grupo de coordinacién sobre productos de doble uso siguié apoyando la aplicaciéon de unos controles de las
exportaciones eficaces y sistemdticos en la UE. Se introdujeron nuevas funcionalidades en el sistema electronico para
productos de doble uso, que mejoraron los intercambios técnicos y de informacion dentro de la UE. La UE adoptd
notas de orientacion para la aplicacién eficaz de pardmetros de control especificos, por ejemplo, relativos a productos
de cifrado. Se publicé un informe anual para garantizar la transparencia en lo que se refiere al control de las
exportaciones y la concesién de licencias y se organizé un Foro de Control de las Exportaciones el 19 de diciembre
de 2017, que reunié a partes interesadas de los Estados miembros, la industria y la sociedad civil.

58.  Continué la revision de la politica de control de las exportaciones de la UE. El Consejo y el Parlamento Europeo
debatieron activamente la propuesta legislativa de la Comisién para la modernizacién de los controles de
exportaciones y su adaptacion a circunstancias tecnoldgicas, econémicas y politicas en rdpida evolucion. El proceso
legislativo se bas6 en numerosos documentos, talleres y seminarios técnicos. La Comision de Comercio Internacional
del Parlamento Europeo aprobé su informe el 23 de noviembre de 2017 y el Pleno del Parlamento Europeo aprobd
una posicion en primera lectura el 17 de enero de 2018.

59. Las posiciones y declaraciones de la UE se coordinaron de forma apropiada en preparacion de las reuniones
pertinentes de los regimenes de control de las exportaciones: reunién plenaria del Grupo de Suministradores
Nucleares en Berna (24 y 25 de junio de 2017); reunién plenaria del Grupo Australia en Paris (26-30 de junio
de 2017); y reunién plenaria del Régimen de Control de la Tecnologia de Misiles en Dublin (18, 19 y 20 de octubre
de 2017).

60.  Siguid aplicindose el Programa de control de las exportaciones entre socios de la UE para mejorar la eficacia de los
sistemas de control de las exportaciones de productos de doble uso y materiales, equipos y tecnologias conexos.
Actualmente abarca 34 paises de seis regiones. Se ampli6 en septiembre de 2015 para permitir la cooperacion con
nuevos paises socios. Se pusieron en practica nuevas actividades en Marruecos, Tanez, Jordania, Ucrania, Georgia y
en los Emiratos Arabes Unidos. Se enviaron a Kazajistdn y Jordania expertos de la UE a largo plazo para reforzar los
lazos con los paises socios. Se establecié un programa especial en el sudeste asidtico.
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61. Prosiguié la coordinacion intensiva del Programa de control de las exportaciones entre socios de la UE con el
Programa de control de las exportaciones y cuestiones conexas de seguridad fronteriza del Departamento de Estado
de los EE. UU. Se organizaron ejercicios de simulacién conjuntos UE-EE. UU. para estimular la cooperacion
transfronteriza interregional entre las autoridades de control de las exportaciones. Se cre6 un cursillo universitario de
verano anual de la UE sobre no proliferacion y control de las exportaciones en el marco del Foro Europeo Alpbach. El
portal de divulgacién entre socios de la UE (https:/[export-control,jrc.ec.curopa.eu/) siguié sirviendo de plataforma
para todos los programas de divulgacion de la UE en materia de control de las exportaciones de productos militares y
de doble uso, con objeto de personalizar el intercambio de informacién con los paises socios de la UE. El programa se
financia con cargo al Instrumento en pro de la estabilidad y la paz.

ESPACIO

62. La UE apoy6 la continuacién de los trabajos sobre prevencion de una carrera de armamentos en el espacio
ultraterrestre y en favor de un entendimiento comun de los principios vigentes de gobernanza global del espacio
como medida para prevenir conflictos y promover la cooperacién internacional.

63. La UE apoyd el trabajo llevado a cabo por el grupo de trabajo sobre sostenibilidad a largo plazo de las actividades en
el espacio ultraterrestre de la Comision sobre la Utilizacién del Espacio Ultraterrestre con Fines Pacificos (COPUOS),
que concluyd las negociaciones sobre un primer conjunto de orientaciones en 2016. La UE trabajard con la
Presidencia y con todos los socios para concluir las negociaciones dentro del plazo establecido para la disolucion del
grupo de trabajo en junio de 2018.

67. La UE también estd comprometida con la Alianza mundial contra la proliferacién de armas y materiales de
destruccién masiva, en particular, a través de la asistencia técnica (evaluacién de amenazas, planes de acciéon
nacionales) prestada en todo el mundo por la iniciativa de centros de excelencia de la UE sobre la mitigacion del
riesgo quimico, bioldgico, radioldgico y nuclear.

REUNIONES DE DIALOGO POLITICO

68. El enviado especial del SEAE para la no proliferacion y el desarme celebré reuniones de didlogo en materia de no
proliferacién y desarme con la India, Pakistdn, la Federacion de Rusia y los Estados Unidos.
