Article 8(5) of Regulation No 207/2009;

Pleas in law

— Infringement of Article 8(5) of Regulation No 207/2009 in respect of the analysis of the conditions for its application.

— Infringement of Articles 63(2) and 75 of Regulation No 207/2009 in respect of a possible infringement of the right of 
the defence and the right to be heard at the appeal stage.
