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Uplatiiovani globalniho pFristupu k migraci ve vychodnich a jihovychodnich regionech

sousedicich s Evropskou unii

Uvop

V prosinci 2005 pfijala Evropskéa rada globélni pfistup k migraci. Tento pfistup se
pivodng soustfedil na Afriku a Stfedomofi. Ve svych zavérech z prosince 2006
vyzvala Rada Komisi, aby s ohledem na uplatiovani globalniho pfistupu ve
vychodnich a jihovychodnich regionech sousedicich s EU ,,piedlozila navrhy tykajici
se posileného dialogu a konkrétnich opatieni®. Toto sd€leni reaguje na uvedenou
vyzvu. Navrhuje pfistup zalozeny na konceptu ,,migracnich tras* (viz piiloha I
uvadéjici seznam vSech pojmi pouzitych v tomto textu a vyznam zkratek).

Toto sdé€leni se zaméfuje predevsim na vychodni a jithovychodni regiony sousedici
s EU, kam podle nazoru Komise patfi:

Turecko, zapadni Balkdn (Albanie, Bosna a Hercegovina, Chorvatsko, Byvala
jugoslavska republika Makedonie, Cerna Hora a Srbsko, véetng Kosova®); partnerské
zem¢ evropské politiky sousedstvi (EPS) z vychodni Evropy (Ukrajina, Moldavsko
a Bélorusko®) a jizniho Kavkazu (Arménie, Azerbajdzan a Gruzie) a Ruska federace.

Pfi provadéni tohoto sdéleni by méla byt doporuceni, ktera se vztahuji pfimo na tyto
zemé, zvazena jako prvni. Uplatiovani globdlniho pfistupu ve vychodnich
a jthovychodnich regionech sousedicich s EU v souladu s konceptem ,,migrac¢nich
tras® vSak rovnéz vyzaduje, aby do tvahy byly vzaty i vzdalenéjsi zemé plvodu
a tranzitni zemé&. Proto je tfeba vénovat pozornost:

partnerskym zemim EPS na Stfednim vychod¢ (Syrii, Jordansku a Libanonu), Irdnu
a Irdku; stfedni Asii (Kazachstanu, Kyrgyzstanu, Tadzikistdnu, Turkmenistanu
a Uzbekistanu) a asijskym zemim piavodu, jako jsou Cina, Indie, Pakistan,
Afghanistan, Bangladé¢s, Sri Lanka, Vietnam, Filipiny a Indonésie.

Pro tyto zem¢ a regiony uvadi toto sdéleni sttednédoba a dlouhodobé doporuceni.

Pro vSechny uvedené zemé ma SpoleCenstvi platny instituciondlni ramec, podle
kterého byl zahajen politicky a ekonomicky dialog a navazany vztahy spoluprace, jez
vSeobecné zahrnuji i oblast migrace. Pro kazdou skupinu zemi byl v tomto sdéleni
uveden vycet téchto ramci. V nékterych piipadech se dialog a spoluprace v oblasti
migrace a souvisejicich oblastech (jako naptfiklad zaméstnanosti a vzdélavani)
nachazeji jiz ve velmi rozvinutém stupni. Jakékoliv mozné posileni dialogu
a spoluprace v oblasti migrace by mélo vychazet ze stavajiciho dialogu a spoluprace,
pficemz by mélo pln¢ zahrnovat souvisejici otdzky a zucastnéné strany, zejména
v oblasti pracovni migrace. Pfiloha II uvadi orienta¢ni seznam mnoha probihajicich
projektl spoluprace v oblasti migrace, viz a ochrany hranic financovanych v téchto

Na zaklad¢ sdéleni Komise Globdalni pristup k migraci rok poté: smérem ke komplexni evropské politice
migrace, listopad 2006, KOM(2006) 735 v kone¢ném znéni.

Jak je uvedeno v rezoluci Rady bezpecnosti OSN ¢. 1244.

V ptipadé Béloruska by mél byt dialog veden v souladu s omezenimi platnymi pro vztahy EU-
Bélorusko v oblasti kontaktii s organy a v kontextu regionalniho ramce.
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zemich Evropskym spoleCenstvim a je diilezité, aby takova spoluprace byla 1 nadale
vyzdvihovéna a zviditelilovana.

Pfi uplatiiovani globalniho pfistupu je zapotiebi ucelené analyzy v oblasti zakonné
a nezakonné migrace, globalni poptavky a nabidky pracovnich sil, pracovni migrace
a fizeni hospodarské migrace a potfeby mezinarodni ochrany. Je potfeba rovnéz
prosSetiit migracni trasy, tendence a mozné zmény tras. V této souvislosti uvadi
priloha III né&které predbézné zaveéry tykajici se regionu, jakoz i rtzné soubory
statistickych udaji. Vyznam tohoto regionu pro EU je jiz jasny. Piiblizn¢ jedna
ttetina vSech statnich ptislusnik tietich zemi zijicich v EU jsou statnimi ptislusniky
sousednich zemi jizniho a jihovychodniho regionu a Ruské federace. Rozsiteni EU
smérem na vychod v letech 2004 a 2007 zménilo pro mnohé sousedni zem¢ pravni
zaklad pteshrani¢nich pfesunid a migrace, pficemz vyhody c¢lenstvi v EU, které
s sebou pfinasi vysoky hospodaisky rlst a pracovni ptilezitosti, ¢ini nové ¢lenské
staty pfitazlivéjsi pro migraci ze zemi, se kterymi sousedi na vychod¢. Sousedni
zemé¢ jsou postizeny uc¢inky jak ziskavani mozkd, tak jejich odlivem, a Cisté vyhody
pomahaji zmirnit tlak v podobé vysoké nezaméstnanosti a nizkého piijmu, ktery
casto plyne z obtizi spojenych s politickym a hospodaiskym prechodem.

Je tieba poznamenat, Ze Latinskd Amerika a Karibik nebyly v souvislosti s globalnim
piistupem k migraci zatim projedndvany, ackoliv migrace je soucasti pravidelného
politického dialogu s timto regionem. S ohledem na rostouci vyznam otazek
tykajicich se migrace ve vztazich s Latinskou Amerikou a Karibikem se bude
Komise dodatecné zabyvat otdzkou migrace spole¢né se svymi partnery b&hem
piipravy na pfisti vrcholnou schiizku EU-Latinskd Amerika a Karibik (konanou
vLim¢ v kvétnu 2008). To bude provedeno zplisobem, ktery je v souladu
s globalnim pfistupem a ktery rovnéz umozinuje provadéni zavazki ptijatych obéma
stranami na videniské vrcholné schiizce konané v kvétnu 2006.

ZEME VYCHODNICH A JIHOVYCHODNICH REGIONU SOUSEDICICH S EVROPSKOU
UNII

V ramci vypracovani globalniho pfistupu s africkymi zemémi se pii zaclenovani
partnerskych zemi do spoluprice osvédcCily riizné nastroje, jako naptiklad migracni
profily a platformy spoluprace v oblasti migrace a rozvoje (viz pfiloha I). Tyto
nastroje by mohly byt pouZity pfi uplatiiovani globdlniho ptistupu ve vychodnich
a jihovychodnich regionech. Jejich pouziti je vSak tfeba zvazit sohledem na
jednotlivé zemé& a/nebo regiony, zejména vezmeme-li v uvahu stdvajici ramce
a vztahy s danymi zemémi a regiony, ve kterych by pouziti uvedenych nastroji
mohlo pfidat na hodnoté. Toto sd€leni by ddle mélo byt ¢teno ve spojeni se sdélenim
O cirkulacni migraci a partnerstvich mobility mezi Evropskou unii a tretimi zemémi,
které bylo ptijato soucasné s timto sdélenim.

2.1.1.

Turecko a zapadni Balkan®
Stavajici ramec pro dialog

Migracni otazky tykajici se Turecka — které ma s EU dohodu o ptidruzeni od roku
1963 — jsou zahrnuty do pfistupového partnerstvi z roku 2006.

V ptipadé¢ zapadniho Balkénu jsou otazky tykajici se migrace obsazeny v dohodé
o stabilizaci a pfidruzeni (DSP), coZ je ramec smluvnich vztahd vypracovany ¢i
vypracovavany skazdou zemi zapadniho Balkanu’. O otazkach souvisejicich
s migraci dale — Casto velmi podrobn¢ — pojednavaji prislusna evropska ¢i pristupova
partnerstvi (pfipad Chorvatska a Turecka). Provadéni partnerstvi je sledovano
zejména prostiednictvim kazdoro¢nich zprav o pokroku a prostfednictvim jednani
s dot¢enymi zemémi. Migraéni otazky jsou rovnéz projednavany v ramci
kazdoro¢nich ministerskych setkani pro oblast spravedlnosti, svobody a bezpec¢nosti
potadanych se zemémi zapadniho Balkanu.

Pokud jde o kandidatské zemé Chorvatsko, Turecko a Byvalou jugoslavskou
republiku Makedonii, jsou otazky tykajici se migrace podrobné projednavany na
zasedanich piislusnych podvyboriti a mohou byt vzneseny i v souvislosti s Vyborem
aRadou pro pfidruzeni. V souvislosti s pfistupovymi jedndnimi vedenymi
s Chorvatskem a Tureckem byly otazky tykajici se migrace prezkoumany a jsou
sledovany mj. v kapitolach Spravedlnost, svoboda a bezpecnost a Volny pohyb
pracovnik.

S ohledem na ostatni zem¢ v regionu se o migracnich zalezitostech jedna v ramci
konkrétnich politickych doporuceni a procest sledovani (poradni pracovni skupina
s Albanii, proces sledovani reforem v piipadé¢ Bosny a Hercegoviny, zesileny staly
dialog v ptipadé Cerné Hory a Srbska), véetné prostiednictvim jednani odbornych
skupin. Co se tyka Kosova, jsou tyto otazky feSeny v ramci mechanismu pro
sledovani pokroku vedouciho ke stabilizaci a pfidruzeni (STM).

Yevror

Proces spoluprace v jihovychodni Evropé (SEECP) hraje stale dalezitéjsi ulohu jako
forum pro regiondlni spolupraci v celém regionu jihovychodni Evropy a zahrnuje
spolupraci v oblasti otdzek tykajicich se spravedlnosti, svobody a bezpecnosti.
SEECP je soulasti procesu tvorby nového regiondlniho ramce, ktery bude
regionalnim nastupcem Paktu o stabilité pro jithovychodni Evropu.

Vsechny kandidatské zemé nebo zemé, které maji uzndvanou Sanci na pfistoupeni
k EU, se jiz pln¢€ vénuji pfijimani acquis EU. Aby tento proces probihal bez prodleni
a aby toky po migracni trasich jizni Evropy byly prozatim lépe fizeny, jsou jako
prvotradé ukoly navrhovéana nasledujici opatieni.

Turecko bylo oficialné¢ uznano za kandidatskou zemi v prosinci 1999. Jednani o pfistoupeni byla
zahajena dne 3. fijna 2005. Chorvatsko je rovnéz kandidatskou zemi, kterd jedna o clenstvi v EU.
Byvalé jugoslavské republice Makedonii byl udélen statut kandidatské zemé v prosinci 2005,

pristupova jednani vSak jest¢ nebyla zahajena.

Zatimco DSP s Chorvatskem a Byvalou jugoslavskou republikou Makedonii jsou v platnosti, DSP
s Albanii byla podepséna, ale prozatim nebyla ratifikovana, DSP s Cernou Horou byla parafovéna,

jednani o DSP s Bosnou a Hercegovinou byla ukonéena a jednani o DSP se Srbskem jsou v soucasnosti

pozastavena.
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2.1.2.  Doporuceni

e Za ucelem doplnéni dialogu o migraci vedené¢ho ve dvoustrannych a regiondlnich forech
by dialog mezi vSemi zOCastnénymi stranami mohly dale usnadnit wvnitrostatni
a subregionalni platformy spoluprace v oblasti migrace za vyuziti zkuSenosti z iniciativy
MARRI.

¢ Dialog s organy kandidatskych a partnerskych zemi by mél zahrnovat diskuzi o tom, jak
muize dopad migrace na rozvoj posilit stabilitu a podpofit rist v regionu. M¢ly by byt
vypracovany politiky, jak zabranit odlivu mozki, jako naptiklad investice do odborné
ptipravy a budovani kapacit s cilem zlepsit pracovni podminky a zvysit pocet pracovnich
prilezitosti, a takto tudiz zabranit odlivu kvalifikovanych pracovniki. Déale by mély byt
analyzovany zpusoby sniZzeni ndkladi na pievod financnich prostfedkli a posileni jejich
dopadu na rozvoj zemi v tomto regionu. Pro odborniky by mély byt organizovany studijni
pobyty, jejichz cilem je upeviovat kontakty, podnécovat pifimou spolupraci mezi
spravnimi organy a piezkoumat instituciondlni kapacitu. RovnéZ by mohly byt
organizovany seminafe o ruznych aspektech migrace a rozvojové agendy. Na zavér by
mély byt podporovany iniciativy zaméfené na napojovani vysoce kvalifikovanych
migrantii jako naptiklad vyzkumnych védeckych pracovnikii na zemé jejich ptivodu.

e M¢ly by byt zvySeny piilezitosti pro cirkula¢ni migraci, ptiCemz je potieba vzit v tvahu
stavajici kratkodoby sezonni preshrani¢ni pohyb v regionu. S vyjimkou Chorvatska, které
Jiz poziva vyhod bezvizového styku s EU, je tieba v regionu déale zdokonalit a sjednotit
vizové rezimy s cilem umoznit cirkulaci pracovnich sil. Rovnéz by méla byt prozkoumana
proveditelnost nabidky Siroké fady vyménnych programii pro vyzkumné pracovniky
a studenty. Dale je tfeba se dikladné zamyslet nad tim, jak zajistit, aby migranti byli fadné
pfipraveni na odjezd a méli realistické predstavy o Zivot€ a pracovnich pfileZitostech v EU.
Odborné vzdeélavani ¢i specidlni programy a slad’ovani poptavky a nabidky na trhu prace
by tento proces usnadnilo. Migra¢ni portdly zde budou hrat klicovou ulohu a budou
uvedeny do provozu do konce roku 2007. Po vyhodnoceni zkuSenosti se stavajicimi
stiedisky migracnich sluzeb by mohl jejich pocet vzriist. Ziizeni kontaktnich bodii na
kazdém ministerstvu prace ¢i vnitra by bylo uzite¢né pti formulovani vhodnych
politickych reakci, které udrzuji rovnovahu mezi potfebami trhu prace a bezpecnostnimi
hledisky migrace. Pokud jde o kratkodoba viza, ptispéje provadéni dohod Spolecenstvi
o zjednoduseni vizového styku, které byly dosud parafovany s nékterymi zemémi
zépadniho Balkénu, ke zdokonaleni a zjednoduSeni postupli vydavani viz pro urcité
kategorie ob¢anti téchto zemi.

e Pravni predpisy v oblasti azylové politiky a ochrany uprchliki by mély byt posileny ¢i
doplnény tak, aby poskytovaly ucelené pravni zaruky v oblasti prav osob, které mohou
potiebovat mezinarodni ochranu. Cernd Hora a Srbsko teprve musi pfijmout zikladni
zékony o azylu a je tfeba je v tomto usili podporovat. Turecko musi upravit své hlavni
pravni ptedpisy v oblasti azylové politiky v souladu s ptisluSnym acquis, zabezpecit jejich
ucinné provadéni a vytvorit spravni kapacity v souladu s osvédéenymi postupy EU. Ve
vSech statech je zapotiebi vyvinout dal$i Usili a zajistit provadéni vhodnych pravnich
predpist v praxi. Boj proti ilegalni migraci a obchodovani s lidmi musi byt zesilen.
Agentura FRONTEX by méla v této souvislosti dale rozvijet své stavajici vztahy se
zemémi regionu. Partnerskym zemim by méla byt poskytovana technicka pomoc, ktera by
zahrnovala dal$§i odborné vzdélavani pohranicni straze a imigracnich ufednikid, jakoz
i vypracovavani spolehlivych statistik o hlaSenych piipadech, a to prostfednictvim



takovych nastroju, jako jsou piedvstupni nastroj ¢i twinning a TAIEX. V ramci nastroje
predvstupni pomoci by mohla byt rovnéz podporovana néktera opatieni tykajici se ochrany
hranic a fizeni migrace v kandidatskych zemich EU a moznych kandidatskych zemich. Je
tieba provadét readmisni dohody ES se zemémi zapadniho Balkénu i readmisni dohoda ES
s Tureckem musi byt neprodlené uzaviena.

e EU musi podporovat uzsi regionalni a multidisciplinarni spolupraci pri prosazovani
prava v oblasti boje proti organizovanému zlocinu, zejména prostiednictvim posilené
spoluprace mezi Europolem a regionalnim stfediskem pro boj s preshrani¢ni kriminalitou
(SECI) v Bukuresti. V této souvislosti je tfeba uzaviit memorandum o porozuméni mezi
Europolem a stfediskem SECI, které se zaméfi zejména na otazky obchodovani s lidmi,
pricemz dlouhodobym cilem je uzavieni dohody o operativni spolupraci.

2.2, Partnerské zemé evropské politiky sousedstvi z vychodni Evropy a jiZniho
Kavkazu

2.2.1.  Stavajici ramec pro dialog

Réamcem pro vztahy se zemémi vychodni Evropy a jizniho Kavkazu je evropska
politika sousedstvi. Ackoliv se o spolupraci v oblasti migrace, vizovych otazek,
azylové politiky, spravy hranic a dalSich souvisejicich hospodarskych a socidlnich
otazek nepfimo zminuji dohody o partnerstvi a spolupraci, které tvoii pravni zaklad
vztahu ES s t¢émito zemémi, jsou tato témata zahrnuta rovnéz do vSech akénich planid
evropské politiky sousedstvi, které byly s vychodnimi partnery sjednany. Nékteré
z téchto partnerskych zemi maji v této souvislosti rovnéz své vlastni vnitrostatni
akéni programy. V ptipadé¢ Ukrajiny existuje zvlastni akéni plan pro oblast
spravedlnosti, svobody a bezpecnosti, ktery odpovidd ¢asti tykajici se této oblasti
v akénich planech sjednanych s Arménii, Azerbajdzanem, Gruzii a Moldavskem,
a Komise rovnéz spolupracuje s Ukrajinou na zéklad¢ hodnoticich vysledkt
vychézejicich z akéniho planu v oblasti spravedlnosti, svobody a bezpecnosti, ktery
je smeérnym bodem.

O migracnich otazkadch se jiz podrobné diskutuje s Moldavskem a Ukrajinou
v pfislusnych podvyborech a jsou rovnéZ probirdny na pravidelnych setkanich
ministerské trojky EU-Ukrajina pro oblast spravedlnosti, bezpecnosti a prava, jakoz
ina zasedanich Vyboru pro spolupraci a Rady pro spolupraci. Podobny piistup
nasleduje v pfipad¢ tfech zemi jizniho Kavkazu, jejichz akcéni plany byly piijaty
v listopadu 2006. Dialog a spoluprace s jednotlivymi zemémi postupuje rtiznym
tempem, a to podle jejich schopnosti, velikosti (coz plati obzvlast¢ v piipadé
Ukrajiny) a situace. I kdyZ je B&lorusko zvlastnim piipadem’, technick4 spoluprace
v otazkédch pohranicni politiky, migrace a organizovaného zloinu je moznd na
zaklad¢ kontaktl s béloruskymi piedstaviteli na pracovni Urovni a v ramci
regiondlniho dialogu a regionalnich programd.

Readmisni dohoda ES s Albanii plati od kvétna 2006; readmisni dohody s Bosnou a Hercegovinou,
Srbskem, Byvalou jugoslavskou republikou Makedonii a Cernou Horou byly parafovany a o¢ekava se,
ze vstoupi v platnost do konce roku 2007.

V ptipadé Béloruska neexistuje platna dohoda o partnerstvi a spolupraci a v souladu se zaveéry Rady je
vztah EU s Béloruskem upraven dvousmérnou politikou, v jejimz ramci je politika omezenych kontaktt
na ministerské trovni doprovazena pomoci ES zaméfenou na demokratizaci a podporu potieb obyvatel.
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2.2.2.  Doporuceni

Vztahy s jednotlivymi zemémi se samoziejm¢ navzajem lisi, ale ke kratkodobym
prioritam by mély patfit nasledujici prvky:

e Ackoliv potfebny rdmec dialogu na dvoustranné Urovni se vSemi témito zemémi
(s vyjimkou Be¢loruska) jiz existuje, je tfeba zahdjit skute¢ny dialog o téchto otdzkach
s Arménii, Azerbajdzanem a Gruzii v ramci jejich akénich plant evropské politiky
sousedstvi, zatimco stavajici dialog s Moldavskem a Ukrajinou je prohlubovan. Ackoliv
jsou vztahy s Béloruskem omezeny, mély by byt v otdzkach migrace navazany kontakty na
urovni odbornikt. Takovy dialog je rovnéZz dllezity pro feSeni problému xenofobie a jejiho
dopadu na migraci a integraci.

e Na regionalni urovni, kde se fesi migracni otazky a souvisejici problematika, by mohly
byt vyuzity zkuSenosti ze séderkdpingského a budapest’ského procesu. Rovnez by méla byt
posilena podpora zaméfend na zlepSeni schopnosti partnerskych zemi vypotadat se
s nezakonnymi migranty v souladu s mezinarodnimi standardy. To by se mohlo tykat
otazek souvisejicich s vySetfovaci vazbou nezdkonnych migranti a potfebami obéti
obchodovani s lidmi a jinych zranitelnych osob, jakoZ i mezinarodnich norem ochrany
uprchlikti, kdy uvedené zem¢ maji zavazky (mj. jako Clenové Rady Evropy), ale nemaji
jesté k dispozici ucinné zédkony, postupy a opatfeni v oblasti azylové politiky a ochrany
uprchlikti. M¢éla by pokracovat spoluprace s pfisluSnymi organizacemi, véetné spoluprace
v oblasti opétovné integrace navracenych osob.

e Pfi prosazovani ucelen¢ho pfistupu k migraci ma éernomoisky region zvlastni vyznam,
pokud jde o tranzitni migraci a obchodovani s lidmi. S vyuzitim zkuSenosti ziskanych pti
spolupraci v Baltském mofti by méla byt prozkoumana proveditelnost zfizeni platformy
regionalni spolupréce, kterd bude zahrnovat piislusné ¢lenské staty EU, agentury EU, jiné
zemé hrani¢ici s Cernym mofem a regionalni organizace, jako jsou SECI, Organizace pro
c¢ernomoiskou hospodaiskou spolupraci (BSEC), pracovni skupina pro otazky
organizovaného zlo¢inu v Baltském moii (TF-OC) a Cernomoiské forum, s cilem lépe Fidit
migraci. V této souvislosti by mohlo byt podporovano ptredavani informaci a koordinovéno
vykonavani hlidek ¢i dozoru. Piinos EU mutze mit rizné formy, od odborné piipravy
(partnerskych programi) osob povéfenych prosazovanim prava az po spolupraci
s agenturou FRONTEX a Europolem a mtze se tykat fady otazek, od socidlni ochrany
a odborné ptipravy osob cinnych v oblasti pracovnich otazek az po rehabilitaci obéti
obchodovani s lidmi.

e Jak Komise objasnila ve svém sdéleni z prosince 2006, je mobilita osob nesmirn¢ dulezita
pro partnery evropské politiky sousedstvi a rovnéz pro EU, aby mohl byt tento cil
zahrani¢ni politiky plné splnén. Komise proto navrhuje ,,velmi dikladné ptezkoumani
toho, jak lze u postupu udélovani viz zmirnit jeho charakter piekdzky pro opravnéné
cestovani ze sousednich zemi do EU (a naopak) ... v kontextu obsahlejsiho prezkumu
souvisejicich problému (v oblasti spravedlnosti, svobody a bezpecnosti)*“. Pro tyto zemé je
tudiz potfeba zvazit partnerstvi mobility, véetné moznosti zjednoduseni vizového styku,
pracovnich povoleni a informaci tykajicich se potteb trhu sezénni prace v ramci EU. Jako
prvotady ukol by méla byt prozkoumana proveditelnost takového partnerstvi mimo jiné
s Ukrajinou.

e ZjednoduSeni vizového styku by se dile mélo vztahovat na nepracovni ucely (napf.
obchodni a vzdélavaci ucely a ucely cestovniho ruchu) a na ufedniky, ktefi se zucastiuji
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prislusnych jednani tykajicich se reformy, jak to jiz umoznuji stdvajici Spolecné konzularni
instrukce. Komise nyni dirazné¢ doporucuje uplatitovat tyto pokyny, zejména ze strany téch
Clenskych statli, v nichz se kona vétSina piislusnych jednani (tj. stati, v nichz se nachazi
instituce EU, a statil, které stfidavé predsedaji Rad¢). Komise pozaduje zejména, aby se
uvedené pokyny s okamzitym uclinkem vztahovaly na osoby cestujici za ucelem
pracovnich zalezitosti tykajicich se EU (coz predstavuje velmi maly pocet vizovych
zédosti). Témto osobdm Komise poskytne doporucujici dopis pro velvyslanectvi ¢i
konzulat pfislusného ¢lenského statu EU a bude v této souvislosti s velvyslanectvim ¢i
konzulatem spolupracovat.

Finanéni prostifedky migranti jsou v tomto regionu rovnéz dileZité a Arménie, Gruzie,
Moldavsko a Ukrajina patii v celosvétovém méfitku mezi zemé, které jsou na téchto
prostiedcich nejvice zavislé. Mély by byt prozkoumany moznosti, jak snizit naklady na
ptevod finan¢nich prostfedki a jak posilit dopad téchto prostfedkli na rozvoj zemé ptivodu
(ptiCemz je tieba mit na paméti, Ze financni prostfedky jsou soukromé povahy). Rovnéz je
tteba podpofit zplisoby podnécovani socidlné-ekonomického rozvoje téchto zemi, a to
zabranénim dalSitho odlivu mozki, usnadnénim dobrovolného navratu (vysoce)
kvalifikovanych osob a podporou velkych diaspor s cilem pfispét k rozvoji jejich zemi
puvodu. M¢ély by byt podporovany iniciativy zaméiené na napojovani vysoce
kvalifikovanych migrantii jako naptiklad vyzkumnych védeckych pracovnikii na zemé
jejich ptivodu.

Pozornost by méla byt vénovana uzavieni readmisnich dohod. S Ukrajinou jiZ byla
readmisni dohoda parafovéana a jednani s Moldavskem byla dokoncena s cilem, aby
dohoda vstoupila v platnost co nejdiive béhem roku 2007. Rovnéz je tfeba do budoucna
zvazit zahéjeni jednani s dalSimi zemémi. U téch zemi, které s EU takové dohody maji, by
se tudiz méla pozornost soustiedit na jejich schopnost provadéet tyto dohody, jakoz 1 na
podporu zaméfenou na uzavieni obdobnych dohod s jejich vlastnimi vychodnimi
a jthovychodnimi sousedy.

Ackoli Spole€enstvi v této souvislosti jiz poskytuje znacnou podporu, mélo by byt
budovani kapacit u téchto zemi posileno, at uz jde o spravu jejich vlastnich hranic (¢i
prosazovani prava obecn¢) nebo zvySovani jejich vzajemné spoluprace (v tomto ohledu
stoji Ukrajina pfed konkrétnimi tkoly vyplyvajicimi z jeji polohy a velikosti a z charakteru
jeji ochrany hranic; Bélorusko vyjadiilo zdjem na spolupraci v oblasti ochrany hranic
a boje proti organizovanému zlo¢inu, pticemz u¢inné feseni problému obchodovani s lidmi
sméfujiciho z Béloruska by mohlo byt dale posileno). Stavajici mise EU pro pomoc na
moldavsko-ukrajinskych hranicich (EUBAM) je dobrym piikladem. Tato opatieni musi byt
v souladu s probihajicim bojem proti korupci a organizovanému zloc¢inu.

Je tfeba dale zdlraznit mezery v pravnim a institucionidlnim ramci a vyzdvihnout
vnitrostatni kapacity pfi shromazd’ovani idaji a sledovani migraénich tokti. Mohla by byt
poskytnuta piislusna technickd4 pomoc, napiiklad v oblasti zabezpeceni cestovnich
dokladti, povoleni k pobytu a vizovych Sstitkii proti zneuziti a v oblasti zabezpeceni
souvisejicich obcanskych informacnich systéml. Snahy vedouci ke zdokonaleni
bezpecnosti dokumentli budou muset vyuzit nejnovéjSich poznatkti s uplatiovanim
biometrickych prvkd. Do reziml technické podpory by kromé toho mohlo byt zaclenéno
vytvofeni zvlaStnich stfedisek poskytujicich informace o pracovnich pfilezitostech
a stiedisek odborné ptipravy a vzdélavani.
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2.3. Ruska federace
2.3.1.  Stavajici ramec pro dialog

Plan pro spolecny prostor v oblasti svobody, bezpecnosti a spravedlnosti, piijaty
v kvétnu 2005, je postupné vypracovavan v ramci dohody o partnerstvi a spolupraci
mezi EU a Ruskem. Schiizky Stalé rady partnerstvi EU-Rusko na urovni ministrii
spravedlnosti a vnitra, pofddané dvakrat rocné, sleduji celkové provadéni uvedeného
spolecného prostoru. Déle je veden neformalni dialog a konaji se schiizky na trovni
odbornikii. Strategické partnerstvi je zaloZeno na spole¢nych hodnotach, které jsou
zékladem vztahu mezi EU a Ruskem a jsou zakotveny v dohodé¢ o partnerstvi
a spolupraci a v planu pro spole¢ny prostor. Tyto hodnoty vyslovné predpokladaji
posileni nasi spoluprace dodrzovanim lidskych prav a zakladnich svobod v ¢lenskych
statech EU a v Rusku, které jako ¢len Rady Evropy musi dodrzovat ustanoveni
obsazena v Evropské umluvé o lidskych pravech.

2.3.2.  Doporuceni

Od zaniku SSSR je Rusko hlavnim Gtoc¢istém uprchlikl a hospodaiskych migrantt ze
sousednich zemi, jakoz i statem s vysokym poctem vnitiné¢ vysidlenych osob.
V nedavné dob¢ se rovnéz stalo hlavni tranzitni zemi pro migracni toky sméiujici
predevsim z jihovychodni Asie, Ciny a Afghanistanu do zapadni Evropy. Spoluprace
s Ruskem v oblasti migracni politiky a pohybu osob je proto zaleZzitosti, jejiz vyznam
roste.

e Je zapotiebi prohloubit komplexni dialog s Ruskem ve vsSech otazkach souvisejicich
s migraci, vcetn¢ azylové politiky, boje proti nedovolenému pristéhovalectvi
a obchodovani s lidmi, pracovni migrace a vSech pfislusnych socialnich hledisek migrace.
Podpora vymény zkusenosti mezi ¢lenskymi staty EU a Ruskem z fizeni pracovni migrace
by byla obzvlasté plodna.

e Provadéni klicovych ukoli stanovenych planem pro spoleény prostor by mélo byt
posileno, zejména pokud jde o cile vymény informaci o politikdch fizeni migrace
a vymeénu osvédcenych postupl, véetné vyhodnocovani statistik a ptipadné spoluprace ve
vztahu s tfetimi zemémi. V této souvislosti je tieba podpofit spolupraci mezi piislusnymi
organy zodpovédnymi za provadéni readmisnich dohod a dohod o zjednoduSeni
vizového styku, uzce sledovat proces provadéni a pfispét k uCinnéjSimu boji proti
nedovolenému pristéhovalectvi a usnadnit osobni kontakty. Jak je uvedeno ve spolecném
prostoru, byl zahajen dialog, jehoz dlouhodobym cilem je pfezkoumani podminek pro
bezvizovy styk.

Rovnéz vyvstava potteba zdokonalit ochranu vnitingé
vysidlenych osob v souladu s mezinarodnimi standardy, v neposledni fadé i proto, aby se
zabranilo tlaku na azylové systémy sousednich zemi.

e Mc¢la by byt prosazovdna vyména informaci o pravnim ramci v souvislosti se vSemi

formami obchodu s lidmi, a to i v ramci Cinnosti pracovni skupiny pro otazky
organizované¢ho zlo¢inu. Posileno by mélo byt zejména provaddéni dohody o spolupraci
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mezi Europolem a Ruskem z roku 2003 v oblasti boje proti riznym formam nadnarodni
trestné ¢innosti. Déle je tieba podporovat i pracovni skupinu pro otazky organizovaného
zlo¢inu v jejim boji proti obchodu s lidmi, pfi¢emz tato podpora je nastrojem ke zlepSeni
spoluprace v oblasti prosazovani multidisciplinarnich pravnich ptedpisi v Pobalti,
a zejména spoluprace s Ruskou federaci. M¢ly by byt prozkoumany zplsoby posileni
ulohy Europolu a agentury FRONTEX v Pobalti.

Ucinna operativni spoluprace, kterou ptedjima i rozdéleni pravomoci mezi agenturou

FRONTEX a ruskou pohrani¢ni sluzbou, je dualezitd, zejména pro prosazovani
osvédcenych postupti pti spraveé hranic.

OSTATNI REGIONY

3.1. Partnerské zemé evropské politiky sousedstvi z vychodniho Stifedomofri (Syrie,

Libanon a Jordansko) a jiné zemé Stiedniho vychodu (Iran a Irak)

3.1.1.  Stavajici ramec pro dialog

Pokud jde o Libanon a Jordansko, jsou migrace a souvisejici otazky projednavany
v pfislusnych podvyborech pro migraci a socidlni zaleZitosti v ramci konkrétnich
dohod o pfidruzeni a ak¢nich plant evropské politiky sousedstvi. AkcEni plan
s Libanonem obsahuje konkrétni odkazy na spolupraci v oblasti migrace a spravy
hranic, partnerstvi s agenturou FRONTEX, moznosti lepsiho fizeni pracovni migrace
a zjednoduSeni vizového styku. Soucasti akéniho planu pro Jordansko je oddil
tykajici se migracnich otazek, vcetné moznosti projednani spoluprace v oblasti
tranzitni migrace, azylové politiky, jakoz i1 vizovych zélezitosti. Sprava hranic je
dalSim prvoradym tkolem ak¢nich planti obou zemi. V rédmci stavajici dohody
o spolupraci neni se Syrii veden formalni dvoustranny dialog. Evropsko-
sttedomotské partnerstvi, kterého se Libanon, Jordansko i Syrie ucCastni, rovnéz
umoziiuje vést mezi EU a partnerskymi zemémi regiondlni dialog o migraci. Pro
dialog s Irdnem neexistuje Zadny ramec® a neprobihd ani oficilni dialog o migraci
a souvisejicich otazkach s Irakem’.

3.1.2.  Doporuceni

Dialog s Libanonem a Jordanskem v oblasti migrace, viz, azylové politiky a spravy hranic
bude aktivné veden v ramci zasedani pfislusnych podvybori a v souladu s prvoradymi
ukoly vyty¢enymi v ak¢nich planech evropské politiky sousedstvi. Pokud jde o Syrii, bude
ihned po podpisu dohody o pfidruzeni zahdjen dvoustranny dialog o migraci.

S ohledem na rostouci vyznam otdzek uprchliki v téchto zemich, zejména v souvislosti
s konfliktem v Irdku a jeho dopadem na sousedni zemé¢, a s ohledem na skuteCnost, ze

Jednani s Iranem o dohodé€ o obchodu a spolupréci byla zahdjena v roce 2002. V disledku iranské
jaderné krize se od ¢ervence 2005 nemohlo konat zadné kolo jednani. Jakmile bude mozné opét zahajit
jednani o dohodé o obchodu a spolupréci, je mozné, ze EU a Iranska islamské republika shledaji, Ze je v
jejich zajmu zahrnout do jednani konkrétni ustanoveni tykajici se dialogu a spoluprace v migracnich
otazkach.

V listopadu 2006 zahdjila Komise s Irdkem jednani o dohod¢ o obchodu a spolupraci. Dialog s Irdkem o
migraci, vizovych otazkach a azylové politice bude velmi zaviset na bezpecnostni situaci v Irdku, jakoz
i na rozsahu, do jakého iracké vedeni zvysi své vlastni kapacity.

Casem mize dojit k tomu, ze EU
systematicky zafadi migracni otdzky do politického a hospodaiského dialogu se
zemémi stfedni Asie.

Komise se domniva, Ze politicky a hospodéisky dialog je potieba postavit na
regiondlni troven, naptiklad v ramci fora ASEAN a ASEM. Rovnéz by mél byt tento
dialog zintenzivnén na dvoustranné urovni.

Pokud jde o Cinu, konaji se pravidelné konzultace se Spoletenstvim na vysoké
urovni o otazkach, které se tykaji boje proti nedovolenému pfist¢hovalectvi
a obchodovani s lidmi, pficemz pozornost je zaméfovana na vyménu informaci a na
opatieni pro posileni duveéry. V této souvislosti dochazi k vyméné informaci
o pravnich pfedpisech zavedenych obéma stranami a vedle diskuzi o pravnich
prostiedcich cestovani do Evropy a po Evropé probihaji i informativni rozhovory
o readmisi.

Je tfeba zvazit moznou pracovni migraci z Asie. ZvySend a dobie fizend mobilita
u uritych kategorii osob ze zemi tohoto regionu muze byt pro EU i pro socialné
hospodaisky rozvoj zemi samotnych velmi dualezitd. Pracovni migrace je dilezitym
prvkem na pofadu jednani neddvno zahijeného dialogu mezi EU a Indii a v ptipadé Ciny
existuje moznost rozsifit dialog v zdjmu obou stran tak, aby se jeho stdvajici obsah

aregionech se jiz provadi fada rGznych iniciativ. S ohledem na skute¢nost, Ze
hodnota globalniho pfistupu by vzrostla, pokud by byla zajisténa vétsi ucelenost a
navaznost mezi témito iniciativami, Komise navrhuje, aby se Clenské staty zpocatku
podilely na propojeni seznamu vsech iniciativ provadénych Spolec¢enstvim v zemich
a regionech, na které¢ se vztahuje toto sdéleni (viz ptiloha I), se seznamem svych
vlastnich iniciativ, s cilem vytvofit si ucelenéjsi predstavu o stavajici situaci.

2. G LOSSARY

Asia-Europe Meeting: ASEM is an informal dialogue process initiated in 1996. The EU
Member States, the FEuropean Commission and thirteen Asian countries (Brunei,
Burma/Myanmar, China, Cambodia, Indonesia, Japan, South Korea, Malaysia, Laos, the
Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam) participate in the process. The ASEM 6
Summit held in September 2006 decided to admit India, Mongolia, Pakistan and the ASEAN
Secretariat to the ASEM process, upon their completion of the necessary procedures.

Bali Process: brings participants together to work on practical measures to help combat
people smuggling, trafficking in persons and related transnational crimes in the Asia-Pacific
region and beyond. Initiated at the "Regional Ministerial Conference on People Smuggling,
Trafficking in Persons and Related Transnational Crime" held in Bali in February 2002, the
Bali Process follow-up is a collaborative effort participated in by over fifty countries and
numerous international agencies.

Budapest Process: a consultative forum of more than fifty Governments from the wider
European region and ten international organisations, which aims to promote good governance
in the field of migration, a harmonised approach in dealing with irregular migration
challenges and support for the transfer and common understanding of migration concepts and
policies.

Cooperation platforms on migration and development: A concept proposed in the 2006
Communication on the Global Approach and endorsed by the December European Council.
The idea is to bring together migration and development actors in a country or region to
manage migration more effectively, in the interests of all, along specific migratory routes.
Such platforms would bring together representatives of the country or countries concerned
with Member States, the Commission and international organisations.

Global Approach to Migration: brings together migration, external relations and
development policy to address migration in an integrated, comprehensive and balanced way in
partnership with third countries. It comprises the whole migration agenda, including legal and
illegal migration, combating trafficking in human beings and smuggling of migrants,
strengthening protection for refugees, enhancing migrant rights and harnessing the positive
links that exist between migration and development. It is underscored by the fundamental
principles of partnership, solidarity and shared responsibility and uses the concept of
'migratory routes' to develop and implement policy.

MARRI: an initiative forming part of the South-East European Cooperation Process which
aims to enhance regional cooperation. Participating states are Albania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Croatia, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Montenegro and Serbia.
Its regional centre is located in Skopje.
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Migration portals: web portals with information about legal migration opportunities and
various other aspects of migration. The establishment of these web portals will be financially
supported by the new budget line, 'Preparatory Action: Migration management — Solidarity in
action'.

Migration profiles: a tool to bring together and analyse all the relevant information needed to
develop policy in the field of migration and development and to monitor the impact of
policies implemented.

Migration routes initiative: work along the main migratory routes through a particular
region and towards the EU is identified and takes into account the need to work in close
collaboration with the third countries along these routes.

Mobility partnerships: would provide the overall framework for managing various forms of
legal movement between the EU and third countries. Such partnerships would be agreed with
those third countries committed to fighting illegal immigration and that have effective
mechanisms for readmission. Mobility partnerships are in the process of being developed —
see the Communication on Circular migration and mobility partnerships between the
European Union and third countries, adopted simultaneously.

Regional networks of ILOs: coordination mechanisms to bring together Immigration Liaison
Officers so as to better coordinate and share information at the regional level.

Soderkoping Process: supported by the EC, its strategic objective is to facilitate cross-border
cooperation between a number of EU Member States, Candidate countries and the countries
of Eastern Europe on asylum, migration and border management issues.

2.3 Asian countries of origin

As regards Asiatic countries, a big distinction is to be made between 1) actions providing material help
to internally displaced people (IDPs) of countries in crisis situations or to its nationals having
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massively fled in a neighbouring country, which were carried out mainly through the "Aid to Uprooted
People" budget line, and 2) actions more specifically addressing other aspects of migrations and in
particular migrations towards the EU.

As concerns the "Aid to Uprooted People" budget line, there have been several large scale
interventions concentrated in a few countries. Among them Afghanistan was a priority. €145.4 million
was allocated between 2001 and 2006. Interventions aimed at facilitating return and reintegration of
internally displaced Afghans or Afghans willing to repatriate in particular from Iran and Pakistan by
facilitating land and houses recovery, access to information and employment, removal of various legal
and material obstacles. The programme also supported the functioning of the Afghanistan
Comprehensive Solutions Unit (ACSU), whose task is to steer the overall collection of information on
Afghans abroad and promotion and coordination of their return and reintegration back home, while
coordinating among all the State agencies and the actors involved into this process.

Furthermore, the "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line mobilised between 2001 and 2004 up to €3.8
million to support Bhutanese refugees in Nepal. In the same period, €26 million were allocated to help
Burmese refugees in Burma, Bangladesh and Thailand. Additional €18 million were allocated under
the budgets 2005 and 2006 of that budget line.

In Indonesia €15.7 million were mobilised by the "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line, with focus on
Sulawesi and Timor populations.

The "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line mobilised €8.5 million between 2001 and 2004 for projects
implemented by UNHCR in the Philippines aimed at assisting internally displaced people, with special
focus on Mindanao.

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Annex III:
Overview of the migratory situation and flows from and in the Eastern and South-Eastern
regions neighbouring the EU and statistics

The latest available data indicates that around 5.5 million migrants from countries in the Eastern
and South-Eastern regions are residing legally in the EU, which represents nearly 30% of all
resident third-country nationals. The most important countries of origin are Turkey, Serbia,
Montenegro, Albania and Ukraine.

In terms of illegal immigration, and in comparison to migration from Africa, migration from the
Eastern and South-Eastern regions is different in nature: the flows are more constant (there is no
specific seasonal cycle), more diffuse (given the multiplicity of possible entry points and the fact
that an important share of illegal immigration is due to persons who enter the EU legally but
overstay their visa) and more under the control of networks connected with organised crime and
involved in multiform criminal businesses.

As regards numbers, a rough analysis suggests that migration flows to the EU originating in
neighbouring countries reached its peak at the end of the 1990s and that this is now stabilising if not
slightly declining; this is a trend that is likely to continue due to economic growth and increased
political stability. At the same time there is evidence that migrants from Asia are seeking new
routes into the EU via Africa, the Mediterranean and the Atlantic. It is predicted that flows from
Asia will increase.

While illegal immigration negatively impacts on the EU, countries of origin are also significantly
affected by migration. Whilst in some cases, attracting migrant labour is an important concern for
the EU given the sharp decline in population, for countries of origin difficult economic situations
can generate high levels of emigration among people of working age, people who may then
however remit important earnings to their country of origin.

Assessing the scale and nature of migratory flows from, through or to the countries in the Eastern
and South-Eastern regions neighbouring the EU is a difficult task which must take into account the
changes in the EU's external borders: following enlargement of the Union to include Bulgaria and
Romania, the EU now has more extended external borders with Serbia, the former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia, Ukraine and Turkey; a new external border with Moldova; and an
additional external sea border at the Black Sea which brings the countries of the Southern Caucasus
closer. Land borders are also due to change as soon as the newer Member States join the Schengen
area. As the borders of the EU shift, migratory routes also shift, displacing existing routes or adding
new ones. New routes also appear when certain routes are closed off following increased action by
enforcement agencies charged with tackling illegal immigration and organised crime. In addition, in
recent years migratory flows have increasingly diversified and new migratory flows are emerging
alongside traditional and relatively long-standing ones. In this context, migration is more difficult to
manage and Member States increasingly turn to the EU to seek solutions via cross-border dialogue
and cooperation with and within the partner regions.

Regarding asylum, according to UNHCR, seven of the ten main countries of origin of asylum-
seekers in the EU in 2004 were countries in the Eastern and South-Eastern regions neighbouring the
EU, namely in the Western Balkans, the Middle East and Asia. This is compared to three countries
in sub-Saharan Africa. Capacity to ensure proper asylum processing in many countries of these
regions is weak. Even when refugees staying in the region enjoy legal security, the poor social and
economic climate is a barrier to integration.
