Presidente. - Il primo punto all'ordine del giorno reca la discussione sulle dichiarazioni del Consiglio europeo ¢ della
Commissione sulle conclusioni della riunione del Consiglio europeo del 19 e 20 ottobre 2017 e la presentazione
dell'agenda dei leader «Costruire insieme il nostro futuro» (2017/2745(RSP)).

Dopo le proposte del Parlamento europeo, che troverete nei vostri uffici in un riassunto, abbiamo ascoltato il discorso
del Presidente della Commissione europea Jean-Claude Juncker sulle proposte della Commissione, e oggi ascolteremo il
Presidente del Consiglio europeo in questo emiciclo, che vuole continuare a essere il luogo del dibattito sul futuro
dell'Unione europea. Ecco perché, in occasione dell'ultima riunione del Consiglio europeo, ho invitato i capi di governo
a partecipare a una serie di incontri in questo Parlamento con i rappresentanti dei cittadini europei.

Pero, nel momento in cui in Europa si verificano cose che offendono la nostra sensibilita, io vorrei ricordare a tutti che
non possiamo parlare del futuro della nostra Unione, del futuro dellEurozona, del futuro delle nostre Istituzioni, del
futuro dei nostri cittadini, se non abbiamo la forza e la volonta di difendere i valori fondanti della nostra Unione. Si sta
insieme, si € parte di una comunita se si condividono i valori, questo lo dobbiamo sempre ricordare.

E non posso quest'oggi non condannare fermamente cio che € accaduto a Roma, in Italia, dove un gruppo di hooligan ha
utilizzato I'immagine di Anna Frank per offendere tifosi di un‘altra societa sportiva. Utilizzare l'immagine di Anna Frank
come un’offesa nei confronti di altri ¢ un fatto molto grave.

Ognuno, nella nostra Unione, ha il diritto di essere praticante della propria religione. Le comunita ebraiche fanno parte
della nostra Unione europea; io sono fiero di avere concittadini europei di religione ebraica e credo che l'antisemitismo
debba restare soltanto un’orribile esperienza del nostro passato, un’orribile esperienza del secolo che si ¢ concluso.

Donald Tusk, President of the European Council. — Mr President, as you know, [ am obsessed by unity. This obsession was
with me during the last European Council, but in fact it has been with me since the first days of my work in Brussels.

This is why I rejected the idea of removing Greece from the eurozone in 2015. And it is also why I pursued a common
position of the EU vis-a-vis Russia during the conflict in Ukraine. For many months I was building agreement among
the 27 in order to give Prime Minister Cameron arguments to stay in the EU, even though this meant that each of
the 27 had to make a sacrifice. Unfortunately, this was not enough for the Brits. After Brexit, I worked towards creating
unity of the 27 in the negotiations with the United Kingdom. We have shown also during the last European Council
that no one can divide the 27 in these negotiations.
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Striving for unity is also the main reason for creating the Leaders’ Agenda. Last Friday, all the leaders agreed that the
priority for them is unity among the 27. This was voiced in unison. On this most important issue to me, we reached
full understanding right from the start. The Leaders’ Agenda invalidated a dangerous assumption that together we can
only stand still, and that we can only move forward when we divide. It is about reconciling dynamism and unity. About
being ambitious and staying together at the same time. This, of course, does not rule out enhanced cooperation as the
last resort, open to all, and in accordance with the Treaties.

My intention is to build on what connects, not on what divides. But it does not mean that we should not stand up with
courage to the issues that are — or could be — divisive so that we can find common solutions to them. I will just
mention migration, the EMU and Brexit.

When it comes to the migration crisis, I appealed from the very beginning to build Europe’s response on what connects
us: on the protection of our external borders. I did so being aware that there are also ideas that put Member States in a
permanent conflict.

One such question is relocation: precisely speaking, the mandatory quotas. On this issue, consensus is as unlikely today
as it was many months ago. But I do see a real chance of full agreement by June on matters like protecting external
borders; decisive support for front-line countries (Italy, Greece, Spain and Bulgaria); strategy vis-a-vis Africa and
adequate support for international organisations helping refugees and migrants — UNHCR, IOM and the World Food
Programme; European management over return and readmission policy; and most of the elements of the Dublin reform.
If on these matters we are really effective, we will be close to a lasting solution to the migration crisis.

As regards EMU reform, following the publication of the Five Presidents’ Report no one should have any doubts what
we need to do: everything is crystal clear. The problem is Member States” conflicting interests. One of the first effects of
the Leaders’ Agenda is the agreement to find potential solutions in the nearest possible future, despite these differences. I
will do everything in my power to take the first very concrete steps by June towards establishing the European Monetary
Fund and strengthening the stability of the Banking Union.

I still believe that this is possible. In June it will become clear if [ am an incurable optimist. But one thing I can promise
you today: if we do not reach agreement by June, I will say precisely why it was not possible, and who is responsible.

As for the Brexit negotiations, we have managed to build and maintain unity among the 27, but ahead of us is still the
toughest stress test. If we fail it, the negotiations will end in our defeat. We must keep our unity, regardless of the
direction of the talks. The EU will be able to rise to every scenario as long as we are not divided. It is in fact up to
London how this will end: with a good deal, no deal or No Brexit. But in each of these scenarios we will protect our
common interest only by being together.

We continue to look for the best way towards a Europe that is united, solidary and sovereign. Our quest must be
accompanied by a constant and profound reflection on the essence of our community. I would like to say a few
words on three of its dimensions.

First of all, we are a territorial community, which means that we have a common territory and common external
borders. Our duty is to protect them. The migration crisis has made us aware, with full force, of the need to rebuild
effective control of our external borders, while the aggressive behaviour of certain third countries, and the destabilisation
around Europe, has made us aware of the need to defend our territory. For this reason, we want to launch Permanent
Structured Cooperation on Defence, the so-called PESCO, by the end of this year. In order to protect our external
borders, we must build a model of durable and efficient financing on a bigger scale than ever before. It should become
a part of our discussions on the future MFF.
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Secondly, we are a cultural community, which does not mean that we are better or worse — we are simply different from
the outside world. Our openness and tolerance cannot mean walking away from protecting our heritage. We have the
right and obligation to care for what distinguishes us from other cultures — not in order to be against someone, but to
be ourselves. Without a feeling of superiority, but with a feeling of justified pride. I remember a great hashtag by one of
your leaders, which said: T am European and I am proud’. This is why the first point on the Leaders’ Agenda for our
meeting in Gothenburg in November is culture and education.

Thirdly, we are a political community. It is high time we renewed our vows in the name of our political values
enshrined in Article 2 of the Treaty on the European Union. Let me quote: ‘The EU is founded on the values of respect
for human dignity, freedom, democracy, equality, the rule of law and respect for human rights, including the rights of
persons belonging to minorities.” These values are common to the Member States in a society in which pluralism, non-
discrimination, tolerance, justice, solidarity and equality between women and men prevail.

I would like to remind all those in power, all the Member States, that by signing the Treaty you have also signed this
article. So either you respect it, or you clearly say you reject it, with all the consequences of this fact.

Finally, I would like to refer to an issue it would be hard to avoid, being here in Strasbourg: the future composition of
the European Parliament. For this topic, I have planned a special European Council in February next year. As you know,
we must deal with this matter because of Brexit and because of the changing demography. I take all the proposals that
have surfaced in this debate seriously; they are all interesting and pro-European ideas. I, personally, believe that the most
natural solution would be to adopt a simple rule: fewer countries, fewer mandates. It is not only pragmatic and logical,
but also what is expected by public opinion. Of course, such a solution in no way invalidates the idea of transnational
lists. I am aware that this will be our common decision, since Parliament will be proposing and co-deciding on this
matter. This is why I would like you to take such a possibility into account.

When I was here in March this year, you may remember that I recalled a proverb: ‘If you want to go fast, go alone. If
you want to go far, go together’. Today I feel we have a real chance to go together, far and faster.

Jean-Claude Juncker, Président de la Commission. — Monsieur le Président, Monsieur le Président du Conseil européen,
Mesdames et Messieurs les députés, mon intervention sera breve parce que, a part quelques nuances peu importantes, je
partage entierement les points de vue qui ont été exposés par le président Tusk et je n'ai pas envie de paraphraser ce
qu'il vient de dire, puisque je suis largement d’accord.

Je voudrais tout d’abord rappeler, dans un esprit de solidarité, la tragédie que le Portugal et que I'Espagne viennent de
vivre. Ces feux terribles nous ont tous choqués, interpellés. Tel fut le cas également pour les pluies torrentielles qui ont
frappé, il y a quelques mois, les trois pays baltes. La solidarité est une vertu clé de notre Union, et lorsque I'un d’entre
nous se trouve confronté a des difficultés, il est évident, nécessaire, élémentaire, que I'Union européenne vienne en aide a
celui qui souffre.

Cest la raison pour laquelle j'ai chargé le commissaire Stylianides de réfléchir d’ici un mois — en fait, avant la fin de
lannée — au remodelage, a la réarticulation de nos mécanismes de protection civile, qui ne fonctionnent pas a 100 %. 11
n'est pas normal que, lorsqu’un feu se déclenche un dimanche matin au Portugal, nous devions attendre le mercredi soir
pour voir arriver a l'aide le premier avion européen. Il faut accélérer le processus.

D’ici 13, nous allons déclencher, en vérifiant s'ils sont applicables, tous les mécanismes du Fonds de solidarité européen
pour le Portugal, I'Espagne et les trois pays baltes.

Je ne développerai pas devant vous les propositions que la Commission a faites en matiére de politique migratoire et de
marché intérieur numérique. Toutes les propositions que la Commission a élaborées sont sur la table du Parlement et du
Conseil et je voudrais vous inviter a accélérer les travaux, notamment pour ce qui est du régime d’asile commun. Nous
perdons du temps et il est urgent que nous nous mettions d’accord sur l'ensemble de ces propositions. Je voudrais
rendre hommage a la commission LIBE de votre Parlement, qui a pris, il y a une semaine, les bonnes décisions et je
vous en félicite.
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Nous avons parlé de I'Afrique. Nous parlons toujours de I'Afrique, et jinvite, a intervalles réguliers, les membres du
Conseil, c’est-a-dire les Etats membres, a faire correspondre leurs actes a leurs paroles. Nous avons mis en place un
Fonds fiduciaire d’urgence pour I'Afrique, doté de 1,8 milliard d’euros, avec l'espoir — je dois dire aujourd’hui naif — de
voir les Etats membres faire exactement le méme effort. Ils ne lont pas fait, ce qui a pour conséquence que la
Commission a dii augmenter sa part contributive a 2,9 milliards, a financer sur le budget européen.

Les Etats membres ont fait a ce jour l'effort considérable de mettre a la disposition de ce fonds 175 millions d’euros.
Ceest scandaleux. Parler de I'Afrique les larmes aux yeux, et ne pas faire ce a quoi on s'est engagé, c’est inacceptable.

(Applaudissements)

Pour ce qui est de I'Europe numérique, la Commission a proposé 43 initiatives, dont 24 de nature législative. A ce jour,
le Conseil et le Parlement ont adopté six directives. Ce n'est pas, a vrai dire, ultra-impressionnant et donc il faudra
— puisque tout le monde parle du numérique — faire en sorte que les choses avancent.

Méme remarque pour tout ce qui reléve des réseaux a haut débit et des réseaux fixes. Nous voudrions, pour ce qui est de
la 5G, que nous accélérions les travaux qui nous permettront, d’ici 2020, de mettre a la disposition des opérateurs
économiques des bandes du spectre radioélectrique. Ces décisions doivent étre prises le plus rapidement possible.

Evidemment, nous avons évoqué entre nous la politique commerciale, a linitiative de certains d’entre nous, dont
notamment le président Macron. Jai rappelé, a lintention des membres du Conseil européen, que la Commission
persiste a croire qu'il est nécessaire et urgent de conclure les accords commerciaux avec les pays du Mercosur. Cest un
vaste ensemble économique. Ce sera le plus important accord commercial que I'Union européenne aura conclu jusqua
ce jour.

Mais nous insistons sur la nécessité qu'il y a de mettre en place des mécanismes de réciprocité, qui vont prouver aux
Européens et aux autres qui nous observent que I'Europe est ouverte, mais que I'Europe n’est pas offerte, et, par
conséquent, il faut insister davantage sur les éléments qui refletent la volonté de mettre en place des régimes réciproques.

Herr Prisident, meine sehr verehrten Damen und Herren! In wenigen Wochen werden wir uns in Goteborg treffen, um
unter anderem und vornehmlich iiber Sozialpolitik zu reden.

Im November 2017 machen wir etwas, was wir uns im November 1997 vorgenommen hatten. Im November 1997
fand der erste Beschaftigungsgipfel der Europiischen Union statt. Ich bin wahrscheinlich der einzige, der sich daran
erinnert, weil ich im Vorsitz war.

In den Schlussfolgerungen steht, dass einmal pro Jahr ein Sondergipfel zu Fragen der Beschiftigungspolitik stattfinden
soll. Er findet jetzt 2017-20 Jahre spiter — statt. Ich kann mich iiber die Emsigkeit in Sachen Sozialpolitik nur wundern.
Aber gut ist, dass dieser Gipfel stattfindet, und wir miissen dafiir sorgen, dass die soziale Dimension Europas nicht ein
frommer Spruch bleibt, sondern dass wir die sozialen Absichten — die es gibt — auch mit Inhalt fiillen.

(Beifall)

In dem Sinne bin ich froh, zufrieden, fast gliicklich dariiber, dass es uns gestern im Rat gelungen ist, uns auf die
Entsenderichtlinie ist verstindigen. Nicht alles ist bei dem gefundenen Kompromiss perfekt, aber dass es iiberhaupt
moglich war — auch mit Hilfe des Europdischen Parlaments, auch auf Druck des Européischen Parlaments —, in Sachen
Entsenderichtlinie zu Fortschritten zu kommen verdient Lob und Zustimmung.

Dass die Sozialminister sich gestern auch inhaltlich, von der Sache her und von der Form her auf den europiischen
Sozialpfeiler, den die Kommission vorgeschlagen hat, haben einigen konnen, ist auch eine gute Nachricht.

In Sachen Wirtschafts- und Wihrungsunion wird die Kommission am 6. Dezember ihre Endvorschlige vorlegen. Wir
werden in Vorbereitung des Dezember-Gipfels hier im Hause tber die Vorschlige der Kommission in Sachen
Wirtschafts- und Wiahrungsunion zu reden haben.
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Heute nimmt die Kommission ihr Arbeitsprogramm fiir nichstes Jahr an. Dieses Arbeitsprogramm soll dazu fithren, dass
Europa einiger, stirker und demokratischer wird. Herr Vizeprasident Timmermans wird Thnen, wenn ich richtig
informiert bin, heute Nachmittag im Plenum das Programm der Europiischen Kommission vorstellen.

What should I say about Brexit? I would like to say that the Commission is not negotiating in a hostile mood. We want
a deal. Those who don’t want a deal, the «<no dealers», have no friends in the Commission. We want a fair deal with
Britain and we will have a fair deal with Britain. «No deal» is not our working assumption.

Le Président. — Monsieur le Président de la Commission européenne, en ce qui concerne le Portugal et I'Espagne, le
Parlement partage votre position et la position de la Commission. Je souhaite vous informer que, hier, j'ai annoncé en
pléniere que, vous, le Président du Conseil et moi-méme avons décidé de donner l'argent du prix Princesse des Asturies
aux Portugais et aux Espagnols victimes de la tragédie qui a frappé ces deux pays il y a une semaine.

Manfred Weber, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Mr President, first of all, the European Council discussed the right
priorities. First, about Brexit. We have unity, thanks to the engagement of all the leading figures and personalities. We
underlined that there is not sufficient progress. We clarified that there is no cherry-picking possible. You are preparing a
scenario for leaving without an agreement. I think that is a good step, and the business community — that is what we
see from the London side — is getting more and more nervous, and the Brexiteers have no common plan for the future
of their country, and especially the relationship towards the European Union. That is the outcome, and I look to what
happens in the Council and we look to what happens in London. One thing is, additionally, clear for us as the European
People’s Party (EPP): if we are discussing about the treaty, the contents of which will, finally, be asked for in this House,
then we are ready for a kind of a transitional period. But I have now to clarify that we cannot accept that a country
outside the European Union will have the same conditions and the same status as a country inside the European Union,
so there must be a difference. That is Brexit.

The second thing is about innovation. I thank Donald Tusk for this priority : that is our future, it is needed. Combine
resources, strengthen our budget: that is what we need, and we need clear projects. One of these projects is Defence
Union — this was also a discussion. The EPP is strongly in favour. We have a momentum on the table to go forward with
our Defence Union. One aspect is important for us. On the one hand, that we discuss about funds, about better
financing of our defence structure, but I think towards the people we also need visibility about what we are doing
there. I can give you one concrete example which we are discussing in the EPP Group. There is a new threat about
cybersecurity which is on the table. We think that small/medium countries and even the bigger countries in the
European Union cannot defend themselves alone anymore in this globalised cyberworld. That means for us: let’s
combine our forces, let’s really establish a European cyber-defence brigade where we have this at European level, and
let's make it visible with officials and soldiers who have on their uniforms the European flag, to make people aware that
Europe together can defend our cyber infrastructure.

Ein anderer Punkt war die Diskussion iiber die Tiirkei. Wir begriifen als EVP-Fraktion die Kiirzung der Beitrittshilfen.
Wir miissen gezielt deutlich machen, dass uns die Entwicklung in der Tiirkei beunruhigt und besorgt. Wir werden das
im Europdischen Parlament beim Budget diese Woche auch tun: die Beitrittshilfen kiirzen. Insofern gehen wir doch Hand
in Hand in die gleiche Richtung. Und natiirlich miissen wir iiber einen gezielten Mitteleinsatz reden. Deswegen: Ein
Bekenntnis zu den Mitteln fir die Fliichtlinge ist auch notwendig.

Wir brauchen aber auch mehr Klarheit in den Beziechungen zur Tiirkei. Und da muss uns bewusst sein, dass wir eine
Partnerschaft brauchen, aber die Vollmitgliedschaft kann kein weiteres Ziel sein, so wie es dieses Plenum mehrfach zum
Ausdruck gebracht hat. Ich war tiberrascht, dass der tiirkische Staatsprasident vor Kurzem in Warschau war und dort die
polnische Regierung, die sich ja so damit profiliert, gegen den Zuzug von Moslems aufzutreten, und stark gegen Islam
und den Zuzug von Moslems polemisiert, der Meinung war, dass die Tiirkei aber Vollmitglied der Europdischen Union
werden muss. Das hat ja zur Konsequenz, dass dann 80 Millionen tiirkische Staatsbiirger die Freiziigigkeit in der
Europdischen Union bekommen — das heifst, sie diirfen sich frei ihren Wohnort in ganz Europa aussuchen. Aus meiner
Sicht passt das nur schwer zusammen. Das darf man schon ansprechen.
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Liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen, wir haben die Priorititen auf dem Tisch liegen. Aber wir alle wissen, dass wir zu
langsam sind im Umsetzen — das wurde besprochen. Ich mochte nur einen Punkt herausgreifen. Neben dem
Afrikathema, das Jean-Claude Juncker dankenswerterweise sehr deutlich angesprochen hat, méchte ich einen zweiten
Punkt herausgreifen. Wir haben bei uns nachzihlen lassen: Es ist mittlerweile in der zwanzigsten Beschlussfassung des
Europdischen Rates fixiert worden — zum zwanzigsten Mall —, dass man einen engeren und stirkeren europiischen
Grenzschutz aufbauen will. Zum zwanzigsten Mal ist das beschlossen worden! Und was haben wir erreicht? 1 500 Beamte!
Ich habe das mal umrechnen lassen: Wenn man eine solche Distanz an der Grenze von Stralburg in Frankreich nach
Briissel hitte, dann wiirde alle 33 Kilometer ein Beamter stehen. Alle 33 Kilometer wiirde ein Grenzschutzbeamter
stehen, mit dem, was wir heute aufgebaut haben. Und deswegen: Es wird geredet, aber leider Gottes viel zu wenig
gehandelt.

Deswegen miissen wir die nichsten Monate nutzen, so wie unser Kommissionsprisident uns zu Recht ermutigt, jetzt zu
liefern, jetzt Antworten zu geben. Und, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen, wir haben ein Momentum auf dem Tisch liegen,
dass die Menschen in Europa sehen — auch die Umfragezahlen zeigen, dass die Menschen das sehen —, wie wertvoll diese
Gemeinschaft ist. Die Katalanen und auch die Briten zeigen uns, dass es ein Risiko ist, diese Europdische Union in Frage
zu stellen. Deswegen miissen wir dieses positive Momentum zur Weiterentwicklung Europas jetzt nutzen. Und weil
heute — das darf ich so sagen — auch der Deutsche Bundestag seine Konstituierung durchfithrt, méchte ich auch
Richtung Berlin appellieren, dass die neue Bundesregierung in Berlin diesen positiven Mut aufnimmt, dieses positive
Momentum aufnimmt, dass Europa in eine gute Zukunft geht.

Gianni Pittella, a nome del gruppo S&D. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, il Consiglio ha preso atto dello stallo
sulla Brexit. Ha detto bene il Presidente Juncker: noi siamo favorevoli a un accordo, ma lo stallo ¢ determinato
dall'impreparazione del governo britannico.

Tuttavia il distacco del Regno Unito non ¢ l'unica frattura che sta toccando 'Unione europea. Abbiamo altre fratture:
dalla Catalogna fino al Nord Italia, ci sono forze al lavoro che fomentano le divisioni allinterno della nostra Europa. Si
fa strada una sorta di egoismo dei ricchi, da una parte, una sindrome di Robin Hood alla rovescia, che vuole togliere alle
regioni pill povere per dare a quelle piti ricche, e non mi stupisco che ci sia di mezzo la questione fiscale. Non ¢’¢ nulla
di male a volere pill autonomia — io sono un federalista, sono per un’Europa federale, quindi voglio maggiore autonomia
- ma non a scapito della solidarieta. Ridistribuire risorse dalle regioni ricche a quelle piti povere non € un atto di
beneficenza, ma ¢ il fondamento del patto di cittadinanza.

L’Europa rischia poi un’altra forma di secessione, pit silenziosa e pitt drammatica: la secessione degli ultimi, il distacco di
chi non ce la fa pit. I dimenticati della globalizzazione si stanno ribellando contro l'ordine costituito negli ultimi
vent'anni. E il paradosso — dobbiamo stare attenti a questo — & che a cavalcare I'onda di questa rivolta degli ultimi ¢
proprio chi ha approfittato del sistema di questi anni: spesso sono i miliardari, i plurimiliardari, che danno voce alla
rabbia degli ultimi. Crescono anche in Europa tanti piccoli Trump, come abbiamo visto nelle elezioni recenti in
Repubblica ceca. Se non vogliamo un’Europa «trumpizzata», divisa e indebolita, bisogna agire da subito per sanare questa
doppia frattura, territoriale e sociale.

I Presidente Tusk ha presentato la sua proposta per una nuova agenda per il Consiglio europeo: pil riunioni, un lavoro
piu efficiente e pit efficace... benissimo, ma bisogna concentrarsi non solo sul metodo, ma sull'efficacia dei risultati. II
nostro Parlamento ha dato buona prova di sé: ha approvato la revisione delle regole di Dublino sulla richiesta di asilo —
¢ un grande passo in avanti del Parlamento europeo, fatto insieme, un passo storico — e ha approvato la revisione della
direttiva sui lavoratori distaccati, anche questo un grande passo in avanti del Parlamento europeo.
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Quindi noi, come istituzione eletta democraticamente dai cittadini, stiamo rispondendo a domande precise che ci fanno i
nostri cittadini su due temi fondamentali, e vogliamo che si proceda e si finalizzino questi dossier con un accordo con il
Consiglio. E vogliamo dare sostanza al pilastro sociale, che ha richiamato il Presidente Juncker. Dopo vent'anni si ¢ fatto
un Consiglio, ora non facciamo del pilastro sociale uno slogan, perché di slogan i cittadini ne hanno piene le tasche e le
orecchie, hanno bisogno di misure concrete. Il distacco del lavoratore ¢ una misura concreta, ma se diamo una risposta
anche ai giovani disoccupati, se diamo una risposta agli emarginati, a chi non ha una casa, a chi ¢ cacciato fuori dal
progresso tecnologico e deve essere protetto dagli effetti della globalizzazione, allora riempiamo quella parola magica —
«pilastro sociale» — di contenuti concreti.

Infine, un’affettuosa raccomandazione al Consiglio: sia zelante su queste cose e si interessi di meno su come deve essere
composto il Parlamento europeo. Sarebbe ben strano che il Parlamento europeo dicesse al Consiglio come questo deve
essere formato; non accettiamo che il Consiglio ci dica come dovra essere il Parlamento europeo nel 2019.

Syed Kamall, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Mr President, Gianni, I admire your idealism when you speak, and it is
important that we all tackle poverty but I prefer community-led solutions rather than top-down. Let me just correct you
on one of the myths that you highlighted, which is about Robin Hood’s motivations. Let us remember that Robin Hood
stole money from the tax collector to give the money back to taxpayers. Let us remember that when we are looking at
the Robin Hood story.

Last week’s Council meeting highlighted one simple fact: that the EU is sometimes in danger of allowing idealism to get
the better of pragmatism. This is certainly true when looking at the European Council’s and Parliament’s positions on
the migration package and negotiations with the UK.

The European Conservatives and Reformists Group (ECR) welcomes much of the Council’s current strategy in tackling
the migration crisis, closing trafficking routes across the Mediterranean, strengthening cooperation with international
partners, returning unsuccessful applicants and strengthening the role of Frontex.

Two years ago the ECR published these papers that called for exactly these kinds of sensible measures. Maybe if they had
been introduced at the time, then maybe there would be more confidence in our migration and asylum system today.

Instead, this Parliament appears to have a position on adopting a regulation that throws out the rulebook and long-
established asylum laws to pursue a relocation system which has not exactly been a success, with proposals which mean
that an asylum seeker would no longer have their application processed or even have a first admissibility check in the
country that they arrive in and continuing to force quotas on countries which have already said that they do not
support relocation.

This approach gives asylum seekers false hope and EU citizens false solutions. These proposals will not increase
solidarity but they may increase voters’ frustrations with politicians. Please let us rethink the unintended consequences
of Parliament’s proposals in a pragmatic way.

On the Brexit negotiations, let us be more pragmatic. As a British MEP, who leads one of the largest political groups in
this House, who enjoys good relations with people on both sides of the negotiating table and who, like Jean-Claude,
wants a mutually beneficial deal, I hope that we avoid becoming trapped by the sequencing of negotiations.

For there to be real progress, we must take a step back and look at the process as a whole. Just as there needs to be an
understanding from the UK as to where the EU 27 are coming from, there also needs to be an understanding from the
EU 27 as to where the British people are coming from.

The UK joined the EEC 40 years ago because more than anything it believed in open trade. That remains the UK’s main
motivation for its current relationship with the EU, and it will be a major motivation in creating the UK’s future
relationship with the EU and vice versa. So perhaps the more the EU talks about the issues that resonate with the UK,
it may find that the UK is more willing to give concessions on the issues that the EU 27 care most about and prioritise.

On both migration and UK negotiations, we may all find that while idealism may be a wonderful way to view the world
and sequencing may appear to be perfectly logical, it will be pragmatism that delivers the solutions that we all want to
see.
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Guy Verhofstadt, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, first of all, I want to thank President Tusk for his
intervention, and also for the publicity he has made for my hashtag campaign. Thank you. I am a proud European, so
you are also an adept of it, Mr Tusk. And I have to tell you, after the State of the Union of our President of the
Commission a few weeks ago, we got a speech at the Sorbonne by Emmanuel Macron, and we now have your agenda
for the coming European Councils.

I have to confess that each time I have heard these proposals — this State of the Union, your agenda — I have felt an
enormous excitement. The same eagerness that I felt when I was a young boy and was browsing through the colourful
catalogues my mother received at the end of every year — the 3Suisses, was that in France? I think also in Luxembourg it
exists. [ think it is the Otto in Germany. The shiny things in these catalogues seemed always so far away, dreams on
colourful paper, and to be very honest, that is rather what I am feeling today again — that we have great plans, that we
have huge ambitions, but are we really ready now in this European Union to make the radical changes needed to make
it happen? Because, Mr Tusk, there are a number of structural flaws in the European Union that we need to solve.

The first, as we know, is the unanimity rule that is still applied in the European Union, and especially in the Council,
which has been blocking progress for decades now. The European Arrest Warrant has taken more than a decade to
implement because of the unanimity rule; with the European Patents we had to wait more than 25 years because of the
unanimity rule; the same is happening for the Energy Union — we do not have an Energy Union because of the
unanimity rule; we do not have a fully-fledged Banking Union because of the unanimity rule. The Americans were
capable in nine months to react to the financial crisis by cleaning up the banks, with an investment programme of
USD 900 billion and with quantitative easing of USD 1.2 trillion, and we, after nine years, are still debating all this
because of unanimity. Maybe it is a good moment to recall that, because with the posting of workers the Council has
taken a position for once. Why? Because they did not apply unanimity. For once, they have voted in the Council and
have reached a position. So that is the first thing to do. Are we ready? There is a proposal by Jean-Claude Juncker to
massively use ‘passerelles’ to solve the problem. Are we ready to finish this unanimity rule inside the Council and inside
our institutions?

The second flaw is structural weakness: we know that there is a long, endless list of things, of doubts, of earmarks, of
exceptions in our institutions. Are we ready to finish this Europe a la carte instead of continuing it as we still do?

Finally, the third disease we need to cure is what I call the ‘Potemkin syndrome’ of the European Union: that we always
make beautiful plans, but without creating the necessary instruments, the necessary tools, or the necessary budget to
make it happen. Schengen without the border and coastguard; the euro without the Treasury; foreign policy without a
European defence community. So the moment of truth, Mr Tusk, is coming on the day — which is coming very soon —
when we will decide on the new Multiannual Financial Framework. Are we really ready to implement these ambitious
plans of Jean-Claude Juncker, of Emmanuel Macron, and of your agenda? Then it is necessary that we also be ready to
open this financial framework and to give more than the former 1%, which is ridiculous if we want to fulfil all the
ambitions that we have today. It is not really even 1% if you deduct from that the contributions that we received from
the Member States and are going immediately back to the Member States; it is only 0.14% to protect our citizens against
external threats, to protect our citizens and our borders internally, and at the same time to also organise the Currency
Union. With 1%, sorry, that is not possible. To those populists and nationalists who are always saying ‘oh, this European
superstate’, to have a budget of 1% and then talk about the European superstate is ridiculous and makes no sense at all.
But that is the moment of truth. The moment of truth will not be the whole list of summits; the moment of truth will
be when we discuss the money — when we discuss the budget, and when we discuss the new Multiannual Financial
Framework.

That brings me, finally, Mr Tusk, to the remark you made on the composition of Parliament and the announcement that
there will be an informal summit on it on 23 February. Fantastic! Maybe there are other things that I could organise to
have an informal summit about, but you have to know that the legislative initiative for the composition of the
Parliament is of this Parliament and not the European Council. I have to tell you that.

(Applause from the House)
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What I expect is for the European Council to back the proposal that will be made by a huge majority here in the House.
That is what I expect! It will be a proposal based on the reduction of the number — that is a fair point. It will be a
proposal that finally puts justice in the system with degressive proportionality, so that we do not take all five years to
restart the work. And it will be — if everybody is of that opinion — a proposal in which we create a European democracy
with transnationalists securing the Spitzenkandidaten.

If I may give you one little piece of advice — do not open again the Spitzenkandidaten. We decided here in 2014 that it is
an enormous achievement of European democracy. It is because of the Spitzenkandidaten that we have our President,
Jean-Claude Juncker, here, and we will not accept any more changes to this system and this achievement of European
democracy.

Gabriele Zimmer, im Namen der GUE/NGL-Fraktion. — Meine Herren Prisidenten! Der letzte Gipfel hat in einem Umfeld
innerhalb der Europdischen Union stattgefunden, das deutlich gemacht hat, dass die voreiligen Einschitzungen noch vor
wenigen Wochen — wir seien raus aus der Krise — nicht zutreffen. Wir haben seitdem die Wahlen in Deutschland gehabt,
wir haben die Wahlen in Osterreich gehabt, in der Tschechischen Republik, wir haben die Krise in Spanien — mit Blick
auf Katalonien. All das zeigt, dass vieles noch in Bewegung ist, dass vieles auch am Brodeln ist und wir uns dem
gemeinsam stellen miissen.

Nun haben Sie, Herr Prisident, vorhin deutlich gemacht, wie Sie sich vorstellen, dass der Rat kiinftig seiner
Verantwortung besser nachkommen kann. Sie haben die Regierungschefs an ihre eigene politische Verantwortung
erinnert und — so wie ich Sie verstanden habe — auch deutlich gemacht, dass es Thnen darum geht, dass Verantwortung
nicht ewig abgeschoben werden kann, dass wichtige Entscheidungen, die im Rat zu treffen sind, nicht im Nirwana
verschwinden, nach dem Motto: Lost in Translation, oder im Bermudadreieck des Rates dann nimmer mehr auftauchen.

Sie stellen in Aussicht, dass auf der Basis von Thnen vorgelegter decision notes innerhalb kiirzester Zeit festgestellt werden
kann, wo Einigung ist, und dort, wo Einigung aus Threr Sicht nicht erzielbar ist, schlagen Sie vor, dass dann mit der
verstirkten Zusammenarbeit begonnen werden kann.

Fiir mich ergeben sich daraus jetzt folgende Fragen: Bedeutet das, dass Sie sich aus den Vorschldgen, die die Kommission
im Frithjahr zu den fiinf Szenarien unterbreitet hat, Elemente herausgenommen haben und bereits umsetzen, ohne dass
es wirklich eine breite Debatte auch mit den Biirgern und Biirgerinnen in der Europdischen Union in den Mitgliedstaaten
gegeben hat?

Herr Verhofstadt und andere haben auch auf Widerspriiche hingewiesen, was die ganze Struktur der demokratischen
Entscheidungsabldufe innerhalb der Europdischen Union betrifft. Ich wiirde deshalb auch gerne wissen, ob die
Zustimmung zur Leaders’Agenda bedeutet, dass es eine Abkehr von der gescheiterten intergouvernementalen Methode
gibt, die von Kanzlerin Merkel mal durchgesetzt worden ist und auf deren Basis beispielsweise ja auch der fiscal compact
durchgesetzt worden ist — am Europiischen Parlament vorbei —, die aber die Kommission zur Durchsetzung dieser
zwischenstaatlichen Abkommen verpflichtet?

Bedeutet das Bekenntnis zur politischen Verantwortung der Staats- und Regierungschefs im Rat, dass die Kompetenzen
demokratisch nicht legitimierter Gremien, wie zum Beispiel der Finanzministerrunde der Eurogruppe, beschrinkt
werden, auf das notwendige Mafl zuriickgestutzt werden, und dass es kiinftig nicht mehr moglich ist, dass dieses
Gremium, das sich auch dem Parlament gegeniiber tiberhaupt nicht verpflichtet fuhlt, in der Lage ist, Auflagen in
GroRenordnungen an Mitgliedslinder zu geben und dort das Leben von Menschen, von Biirgerinnen und Biirgern,
erheblich zu beeinflussen?

Wird innerhalb des Rates geklart, wer kiinftig Koch und wer Kellner ist? Oder ist es nach wie vor moglich, dass
Finanzminister ihrem Regierungschef sagen, was diese zu tun und zu denken haben? Welche Vorstellungen
entwickelten die Ratsmitglieder, wie kiinftig die Zusammenarbeit mit dem Europaparlament und auch den nationalen
Parlamenten in dieser sehr verkiirzten Debattenzeit, die sie angemahnt haben und die sie vorschlagen, denn konkret sein
wird? Wie werden wir eingebunden? Was hat das fiir Konsequenzen, auch moglicherweise fir die interinstitutionelle
Zusammenarbeit? Es ist doch nicht mehr einfach so, dass Sie jetzt sagen kénnen: Wir machen das jetzt so, fertig und
basta. Das wird aus meiner Sicht so nicht gehen.
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Auch gerade die Debatte um die soziale Siule, von der Sie gesprochen haben, hat ja gezeigt, dass es hier Klirungsbedarf
gibt. Der Rat hat einen Vorschlag von uns entgegengenommen, die Kommission hat einen Vorschlag unterbreitet. Dann
wird aber erst einmal monatelang diskutiert, wie denn das Parlament dann zum Schluss wieder mit eingebunden wird,
wenn es mit unterzeichnen soll. Hier gibt es Kliarungsbedarf, und das kann nicht einfach nur per Postulation von
Vorschldgen sein.

Zum Brexit nur ganz kurz. Meine Fraktion bewegt zwei Dinge: Wir mochten gern geklart haben, dass der Rat konkret
definiert, was die Kriterien zwischen der Ratssitzung letzte Woche und der Ratssitzung im Dezember sind, so dass man
dann feststellt, jetzt gibt es ausreichenden Fortschritt. Woran messen Sie das? Oder ist das mehr oder weniger so eine
politische Verhandlungsmasse, und wir werden mal sehen, wohin es uns treibt?

Wir halten an zwei Punkten fest: Wir wollen nicht, dass die Biirger und Biirgerinnen in Grofbritannien oder in einem
anderen Mitgliedsland der Europiischen Union fiir das Nichtzustandekommens eines Vertrages, fiir einen no-deal, bestraft
werden. Aber wir wollen einen Deal haben, bei dem gesichert wird, dass die citizens’ rights und auch die Rechte der
Biirgerinnen und Biirger in Nordirland letztendlich auch durchgesetzt werden und dazu gehort dann natiirlich auch ein
verniinftiges financial settlement.

Eine Bemerkung noch zur Migrationskrise. Ich habe vernommen, bis zum Juni gehen Sie davon aus, dass Sie
einschitzen, zu bestimmten Elementen der Arbeit an der Migrationskrise weiterzukommen, eine bestimmte Einigung
zu erreichen. Aber was ich vermisse, ist eine ganz klare Ansage: ein Ende der Unterstiitzung des libyschen
Kustenschutzes, solange dieser nicht humanitire Verpflichtungen einhilt und internationale Seerettung beziehungsweise
Seerecht blockiert, keine Kriminalisierung von Flucht und keine Kriminalisierung der internationalen, der privaten
Seenotrettungsaktionen.

Philippe Lamberts, au nom du groupe Verts/ALE. — Monsieur le Président, cher Président Tusk, c’est toujours un plaisir de
vous accueillir, et je suis sérieux, car nous sommes tous convaincus, ici, que la consolidation et 'approfondissement du
projet européen ne se feront pas contre les Etats membres mais avec eux, et c’est vous qui en présidez le Conseil.

C'est pourquoi, aprés ce qui fut probablement le meilleur discours sur I'état de 'Union prononcé ici par le président -
Juncker en septembre, je me réjouissais a I'idée de vous écouter évoquer ici votre vision de l'avenir de I'Europe. Je dois
bien vous avouer ma déconvenue, parce qu'en fait de programme des dirigeants, ce que vous nous offrez, c'est un
calendrier de réunions agrémenté des sujets que vous voulez traiter, un calendrier finalement comme celui que notre
Parlement ou la Commission publie depuis des années sans que personne ne s'en émeuve.

Et donc grande nouvelle — haut les cceurs — le Conseil européen se met a organiser ses travaux. Qui sait, peut-étre va-
t-il bientot rendre publics ses débats? Mais au-dela de la boutade, je veux pointer le contraste de plus en plus saisissant
entre l'institution que vous présidez et celle a laquelle jai I'honneur d’appartenir.

Je voudrais prendre pour exemple la politique d’asile et de migration, sujet capital du sommet de la semaine derniére, au
cours duquel vous avez réaffirmé — et on s’y attendait évidemment — l'option de I'Europe forteresse, préte a passer les
accords les plus infAmes avec les régimes, voire les chefs de guerre, les plus détestables, pour qu'ils nous assurent que
plus aucun de ces malheureux ne mette un pied, un orteil sur le territoire de I'Union européenne.

Mais, comme aucune forteresse, Monsieur Tusk, n'est impénétrable, il se fait qu'un certain nombre de nos Etats membres
continuent a étre confrontés au défi des migrations — je pense bien stir a la Gréce, a I'ltalie, a 'Espagne, a Malte ou a la
Bulgarie — et ils sont laissés seuls vis-a-vis de ce défi. C'est bien siir du réglement de Dublin dont je veux parler.

En juin 2016, la Commission européenne, présidée par M. Juncker, a fait une proposition visant a corriger ce systéme
injuste. La semaine derniére, apres un travail intense mené de main de maitre par M™ Cecilia Wikstrom, ici, le Parlement
a amélioré le texte initial pour que désormais les Etats membres assument de maniére solidaire la réponse au défi des
migrations et 'accueil des demandeurs d'asile.
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Cher Monsieur Tusk, j'étais en salle de presse du Conseil la semaine derniére et je suis allé vous écouter a la conférence
de presse. Javoue que jai été sidéré de vous voir affirmer benoitement que le Conseil se saisirait du probleme en
décembre, dans lidée d’arriver peut-étre & une conclusion a la fin du premier semestre 2018, c'est-a-dire deux ans
apres la proposition faite par la Commission et huit mois apres l'accord obtenu ici au Parlement européen. Trés
sincérement, quand jentends parler de «Leader’s Agenda», je pense que les termes d'«agenda des suiveurs» serait beaucoup
plus approprié.

Je voudrais continuer en évoquant la lutte contre une concurrence fiscale débridée. Ici encore, alors que la Commission
et le Parlement veulent avancer, le Conseil que vous présidez est le garant d’'un immobilisme dont les seuls bénéficiaires
sont ceux qui devraient étre les plus gros contribuables — je pense évidemment aux multinationales et aux grandes
fortunes.

Vous me direz que, sur un autre sujet épineux — la question des travailleurs détachés, qui empoisonne depuis des années
le débat européen —, le Conseil a pu s'accorder hier soir. Je m’en réjouis, mais c'est sur un texte nettement moins
protecteur que celui adopté par le Parlement sous la houlette de Mmes Morin-Chartier et Jongerius. Soyez certains que
nous défendrons bec et ongles notre texte, qui vise d’abord et avant tout non pas a protéger le marché intérieur, mais a
protéger les travailleurs de l'exploitation.

Monsieur Tusk, je vois que cela vous intéresse... Je vois que cela vous intéresse, Monsieur Tusk, mais enfin continuez, il
n'y a pas de probleme.

Le Parlement rassemble des personnes issues des mémes pays et des mémes familles politiques que le Conseil. Alors
expliquez-moi comment il est possible, dans ce Parlement, de traiter de sujets aussi compliqués que ceux dont vous
traitez et d’arriver a des accords a la fois ambitieux et soutenus par de tres larges majorités, chose qui se révele souvent
difficile, voire impossible au Conseil.

Et je me prends a réver de chefs d’Etat et de gouvernement déterminés a prendre de la hauteur. Ils auraient pour
boussole la conviction quil n'y a, au XXle siécle, de souveraineté que partagée et que leur mission est la protection du
bien-étre de tous et pas d’'une minorité. Armés de leur courage — parce qu'apres tout, ce sont eux qui sont investis de
Tautorité politique supréme dans chacun de leur pays —, ils sauraient chaque fois que nécessaire donner les impulsions
requises pour dépasser les égoismes nationaux et les mesquineries politiciennes. Au lieu dincarner la force de
Iimmobilisme, ce seraient eux qui pousseraient la Commission a faire preuve d’encore plus de célérité et d’ambition
pour apporter des solutions innovantes aux défis de ce siecle.

Je pense, par exemple, a la numérisation de I'économie. Comment fait-on pour éviter de créer un «cyberprolétariat»? Je
pense évidemment a la question de la transition écologique de nos sociétés qui devrait étre la stratégie maitresse de
I'Union. Ce serait le Conseil qui mettrait au défi le Parlement d'aller plus vite pour trouver un accord afin qu’on soit en
mesure de négocier.

Alors permettez-moi de conclure en citant un compatriote, Jacques Brel: «Réver un impossible réve, [...] tenter, sans
force et sans armure, d’atteindre I'inaccessible étoile, telle est ma quéte». Telle est notre quéte! Ne me dites pas, Monsieur
Tusk, quelle est vaine.

Raymond Finch, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, I say to President Tusk that we see that yourself, Mr
Barnier and President Juncker have all stated that there is some progress being made in negotiations with Prime Minister
May, and that the EU will evaluate progress on each of these issues in December.

However, the underlying meaning of this progress is plain for all to see. The meaning is that the British Prime Minister
is conceding ever more ground to the EU, rather than standing up for that which the people of the UK voted.

The people of my nation voted not just to leave the EU 28, but to regain our sovereignty. What Mrs May is doing is
quietly surrendering, so that we will end up neither leaving nor sovereign. We will remain subservient to the EU, both
financially and legally, a nation condemned to serfdom by its own leaders.
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For this I do not blame the EU or its negotiators. You are only pursuing your perception of the interests of your project.
For this, I condemn the UK Government. By its supine behaviour it has forfeited the trust of the British people, whether
they originally voted either to leave or to remain. More than that, it has betrayed those who voted her into power at the
last election, this Conservative Party that won the election with the slogan ‘Brexit means Brexit'.

The fact this government is slowly backtracking on its commitment to the British people must stick in the craw of those
who voted for it. Although the EU is, in the way it is conducting these negotiations, breaking the United Nations
Declaration on Principles of International Law, which clearly states that no state may use or encourage the use of
economic, political or any other type of measures to coerce another state in order to obtain from it the subordination
of the exercise of its sovereign rights and to secure from it advantages of any kind. And indeed its own Treaty
commitments to sincere cooperation and the progressive abolition of restrictions on international trade.

The fault lies with Her Majesty’s Government for not having the courage of our convictions, and saying ‘enough is
enough’. The other side is not seeking negotiation but capitulation, and walking away.

Whatever the financial settlement Mrs May finally agrees to pay, whether it is GBP 100 or GBP 100 billion, it will
simultaneously be too much and too little: too little for those in the EU who seek to punish us for having the temerity
to seek our own path. For those ideologues no punishment is too great for those who seek self-determination. And too
much for those of us who wish nothing more than to be good friends, neighbours, allies and partners of those we leave

behind.

Because this extortion will poison UK-EU relations for years to come. For the good of us all we should now shake hands
and walk away.

Nicolas Bay, au nom du groupe ENF. — Monsieur le Président, Mesdames et Messieurs, chers collégues, les relations
commerciales ont largement figuré au menu du Conseil européen.

Monsieur Juncker, vous avez déclaré que vous ne voudriez pas, je cite, que nos concitoyens considérent tout accord
commercial comme un attentat contre nos principaux intéréts. Mais il ne tient qu'a vous, Monsieur Juncker, d’éviter que
les traités de libre-échange soient négociés en catimini contre les intéréts vitaux de nos peuples, comme cela a été le cas
avec le CETA.

Aujourd’hui, il y a quelques minutes seulement, vous nous disiez que vous souhaitiez en faire autant avec le Mexique ou
le Mercosur, cest-a-dire que vous allez a nouveau placer notre agriculture, notamment, en situation de concurrence
déloyale face a des pays qui ne respectent aucune des regles, ni sanitaires, ni sociales, ni environnementales, provoquant
ainsi la mort de pans entiers de notre économie.

Je vous rappelle quen France, il y a des suicides d'agriculteurs chaque semaine. Il serait temps d’'en finir avec ces folles
politiques, qui sont évidemment en infraction totale avec nos droits et nos intéréts vitaux.

Concernant le détachement des travailleurs, tout le monde a bien compris que l'accord négocié hier ne constitue en rien
une avancée significative et ne régle rien au fond du probléme. Des secteurs clés, comme le transport routier, par
exemple, ne sont méme pas concernés, et vous ne remettez pas en cause l'aspect central que revét le paiement des
cotisations sociales dans le pays d’origine, qui crée évidemment une concurrence déloyale, et fait que le salarié détaché
cotite 1,5 fois ou, parfois, 2 fois moins cher qu'un travailleur local. Vous organisez ainsi la concurrence déloyale intra-
Union européenne, le dumping social et, par la-méme, la préférence étrangére dans nos pays.

Enfin, sagissant de la Turquie, vous évoquez, je cite, une réduction des fonds de préadhésion. Je vous rappelle que la
Turquie bénéficie par ailleurs de sommes considérables de la part de 'Union européenne pour une maitrise des flux
migratoires, qui ne donne souvent pas de résultat significatif. C'est un régime autoritaire islamiste.

Quels que soient les accords qui peuvent exister, notamment en matiére économique, avec la Turquie, il faut maintenant
que notre position soit claire. La Turquie n’a pas vocation a entrer dans I'Union européenne. Il faut mettre un terme aux
accords de préadhésion ou d’adhésion. La Turquie n'est européenne, ni par sa position géographique, ni par son histoire,
ni par sa culture.
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Janusz Korwin-Mikke (NI). — Panie Przewodniczacy! Problem migracji polega na nieprzestrzeganiu zasad ukladu z
Schengen, ktéry — mialem nadzieje — przetrwa nieunikniony upadek Unii Europejskiej. Przyczyng jest panujgcy w Unii
Europejskiej rasizm. Gdy przyjedzie mieszkaniec Australii, Ameryki czy, nie daj Boze, Rosjanin i chce bez dokumentu
przekroczy¢ granice Schengen, to si¢ go zatrzymuje sila, a w ostateczno$ci — nawet strzela. A jezeli przyjdzie dziesigé
tysiecy Somalijczykéw, Nigeryjczykoéw czy mieszkancow Nigru, to si¢ ich wpuszcza i zalatwia si¢ im bez pytania
wszystkie dokumenty. Prawo ustepuje przed silg. Unia jest staba w stosunku do silnych, ustgpuje przed masa. Jest silna
w stosunku do slabych. I to jest upadek, jezeli prawo ustepuje przed sila. A towarzyszowi Pittelli chcialem wyjasnié, ze
on ma racje. Socjalizm polega na rabowaniu biednych i dawaniu bogatym. Dlatego wiasnie tacy bogaci jak Buffett
popieraja socjalizm, popierajg lewice, a nie, bron Boze, wolny rynek. A poza tym sadze, ze Unia Europejska musi by¢
zniszczona.

Elmar Brok (PPE). — Herr Prisident, Herr Prisident des Europdischen Rates, Herr Kommissionsprisident, Kolleginnen
und Kollegen! Einmal bin ich nach den beiden Darlegungen von Herrn Juncker und Herrn Tusk doch eigentlich gliicklich
und ein bisschen optimistisch geworden. Es wird langsam auch auf der Seite der Exekutive, auf der Ratsseite begriffen,
dass man den Fortschritt Europas und den Kampf gegen demokratiefeindlichen Populismus nur gewinnen kann, wenn
wir in bestimmten Bereichen Fortschritte machen — Fortschritte, die unsere Biirger auch als mehr Sicherheit verstehen.

Eine anstindige Afrikapolitik ist Sicherheitspolitik; eine anstindige Sozialpolitik — und deswegen Gliickwunsch zur
Entsenderichtlinie und zu den sozialen Pfeilern — ist auch Sicherheit, Sicherheitsgefithl fiir den Biirger. Das gilt
insbesondere bei den Fortschritten in der Sicherheits- und Verteidigungspolitik. Und das, was wir mit PESCO machen,
das ist erst ein lahmer Anfang, aber wir sollten hier vorangehen. Und deswegen sollten wir endlich nicht bei 1 % des
Haushalts stehenbleiben, sondern die vollen 1,24 % ausnutzen, die im Grundsatz schon genehmigt sind. Und ich meine,
dass das von uns deutlicher gemacht werden muss.

Lassen Sie mich aber einige Bemerkungen zum Brexit machen. Ich mochte mich beim Rat bedanken, aber insbesondere
auch bei der Kommission und bei Michel Barnier, dass das Mandat beibehalten und eine klare Linie gezeigt wird. Wenn
die Tories Schwierigkeiten haben, insbesondere bei den Finanzverpflichtungen, zu einer Einigung zu kommen, die
verhandlungsfihig ist, dann ist das fiir uns kein Anlass, im Interesse der europiischen Biirger dieses klare
Verhandlungsmandat zu verlassen. Ich meine, dass wir konstruktive Verhandlungen haben wollen. Wir wollen ein
anstindiges Ergebnis haben, wir wollen gute Bezichungen in der Zukunft haben, um den Schaden des Brexit so gering
wie moglich zu halten. Aber die Verpflichtungen, die man hat, Herr Kamall, als trade-off fiir bessere Handelsbezichungen
zu nutzen, das scheint mir ein etwas seltsamer Eingangspunkt zu sein.

Uber die sequences hatten wir uns geeinigt. Ich meine, aus diesem Grunde heraus sollte man sich jetzt bewegen, damit
wir im Dezember zu der Entscheidung kommen konnten, dass die zweite Phase eingeleitet wird. Und dabei bin ich mir
nicht ganz sicher, Herr Kamall, wer in dieser Frage die Rolle des Robin Hood spielt.

(Der Redner ist damit einverstanden, eine Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“ gemdf Artikel 162 Absatz 8 der
Geschdftsordnung zu beantworten.)

David Coburn (EFDD), blue-card question. — Surely, Mr Brok, it is not a matter of right that the European Union
demands this money, it is a matter of necessity. Would you not agree with me? Because you are broke.

Elmar Brok (PPE), Antwort auf eine Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“. — Herr Kollege Coburn! Wenn ich mir die
Haushaltsverschuldung per capita anschaue, habe ich den Eindruck, dass Grofbritannien in einem groferen und
schwierigeren Problem steckt als die meisten europdischen Lander, denn IThre Staatsverschuldung pro Jahr ist hoher als
im Durchschnitt der Mitgliedstaaten.
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Der zweite Punkt ist: Wenn man Schulden hat, muss man Schulden bezahlen. Das gehort zur Politik eines ehrbaren
Kaufmanns. Sie haben Bestellungen mit uns gemeinsam vorgenommen, dann miissen Sie diese Bestellungen auch
mitfinanzieren. Das ist eine normale Art und Weise, wie Dinge auseinandergerechnet werden miissen, und ich glaube,
dieses miissten Sie entsprechend anerkennen. Die Europdische Union ist kein Golfklub, den man einfach so verlassen
kann und dann seinen Beitrag noch ausbezahlt bekommt. Hier haben Sie Verpflichtungen tibernommen, Verpflichtungen
fur die Biirger lhres Landes und unserer Linder, und diesen Verpflichtungen gegeniiber den Biirgern miissen Sie
nachkommen. Und dann sind wir bereit, faire Verhandlungen zu fithren.

Maria Jodo Rodrigues (S&D). — Mr President, the European Union needs this ambitious road map to meet the future
challenges. That is for sure. We can see a promising alignment of the European institutions — Parliament, Council and
Commission — but let me be clear: we need to deliver on the road map with concrete measures.

This means that if we want to have a real social pillar we need to translate these into measures, making sure that all
people in employment, whatever their job, can count on a decent labour contract and full access to social protection. If
we want to have a real reform of the eurozone in order to promote growth and convergence, we need to provide the
eurozone with the fiscal capacity to help and support Member States in this direction.

If we want to have a real European asylum system, the Council should adopt the recent reform of the Dublin system
just adopted by the European Parliament. If we want Europe to promote a better world order, then yes, we need to use
trade agreements, but we need to push the Sustainable Development Goals together with these agreements.

These are very concrete measures to deliver on the road map with credibility, but the main test will be the next
European budget, because all this ambition needs to be matched by a real overhaul of the Community budget in a
way that enables us to meet these new priorities.

Finally, like many other groups, the S&D Group is underlining here that we see the system of Spitzenkandidaten, the
choice of the present European Commission by electing him or her in the European Parliament, as a major democratic
development, which must be completely respected. This is our wish and our warning.

IN THE CHAIR: MAIREAD McGUINNESS

Vice-President

Ryszard Antoni Legutko (ECR). — Madam President, there is not much that can be said about the last Council
meeting. Nothing really happened that would amount to a breakthrough, Brexit being a case in point. On the other
hand, this need not be a bad thing, considering that the hyperactivity of the European institutions usually creates more
problems than it solves.

On the positive side, immigration seems to be treated with conspicuously more sense than in the past. The President of
the Council himself has admitted that mandatory relocation was not a good idea. It took him a lot of time to admit
what many governments had said right at the outset. He should have listened to us, not those he usually listens to.

There is also the problem of Nord Stream 2, this notorious and politically hostile Russian-German energy enterprise. As
might have been expected, the Council failed to give a sufficiently strong signal to the Commission to dump it, the
German Government being clearly supportive of Nord Stream. The Commission, which so eagerly roars like a lion when
confronted with weaker partners, in cases like Nord Stream seems to behave more like a sheep; pardon the comparison.
I conservatively predict that it will continue to do so.

Let me now reply to Mr Weber. I want to thank him for pointing out the alleged — I would say — inconsistency in Polish
politics and, by way of courtesy, I would like to reciprocate though he is not here.
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I wonder which is the real thing: what Mr Weber, representing the ruling party in Germany says here, criticising Nord
Stream or the German Government policy that relentlessly carries out this impossible and politically dangerous project?
So which is the real thing? Is it confusion or is it maybe, as some say, a deliberate strategy?

Cecilia Wikstrom (ALDE). — Madam President, migration and the need for reform of the Common European Asylum
System was discussed last week in Council. This was very timely, to say the least, not least since the Committee on Civil
Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs adopted, on Thursday, with a very large majority, our position on the necessary
reform of the Dublin Regulation.

I have managed to gather behind me and to unite this House in a very bold proposal, creating a truly European Asylum
System, and we have managed to do so through long negotiations and by listening to each other.

Now I think it is high time that you, in Council, do exactly the same: listen to each other and start paying respect to
each other, leaving national egoism behind. This belongs to history and not to the current situation in Europe. We can
never create a functioning Common European Asylum System as long as every Member State is obsessed with their own
national situation.

We now need to create a fair system that works for all of Europe, with all its Member States. And such a system has to
include automatic relocation of asylum-seekers and must be based on the principle of solidarity, as in Article 80 of our
Treaties. The goal has to be to fix the asylum system, not merely to find some watered-down compromise that can reach
unanimity in Council.

It is high time that you take a qualified majority vote on this, because otherwise we will never change reality. I welcome
that Council has signalled that it will continue working on this and set the goal of reaching a mandate before the spring.
Negotiations in trilogues will be long and difficult, but I look forward to opening those trilogues sooner rather than
later.

The European Parliament has delivered, and it is now high time that you do the same. We owe it to the citizens of
Europe who expect this from us.

La Catalogna non ¢, come ha detto l'on. Pittella, una frattura, ¢ un impegno di maggior democrazia.

Dos. La Comisién aplaude las medidas del Gobierno espafiol para suplantar la democracia en Catalufia y dirigirla desde
Madrid como si Catalufia fuera una colonia. Se suplanta la democracia y aplauden, scémo es posible?
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Tres. Como presidentes del Consejo, de la Comisién y del Parlamento, los tres han recibido el premio Princesa
de Asturias en Espafia. Después de escuchar sus discursos de agradecimiento se comprende que les hayan dado el
premio, pero no se entiende que se lo hayan dado a la concordia, ;qué concordia?

Cuatro. Como eurodiputado, me siento desprotegido por el presidente de mi Parlamento y lamento que no esté él
presidiendo. El, a semejanza del rey de Espafia, ha abandonado su funcién de mediador imparcial. Al presidente le
corresponderfa hablar y mediar con todos los diputados de las distintas opciones, que no son solo los espaiioles. Es
una lastima que algunos le sintamos tan lejos y es inaceptable.

Por todo ello y por mucho mds, no les puede extrafiar si en el pueblo cataldn, tradicionalmente proeuropeo, empiezan a
surgir graves dudas sobre la Europa que ustedes presiden. ¢Es esta la Europa que se preocupa por los ciudadanos, por la
diversidad y por la democracia? Desde luego, no lo parece. La democracia debe estar al servicio de las personas para dar
paso a mas democracia sin suprimirla ni golpearla ni encarcelarla.

Josep-Maria Terricabras (Verts/ALE), blue-card answer. — First, the European Union is concerned about all Member
States, and it discusses events in Hungary and in Poland first, not just those in Spain. Second, the Spanish
Constitution has been interpreted in the way the Spanish Government has said, but over 600 experts have said that
having a referendum in Spain is allowed.

Rolandas Paksas (EFDD). — Svarbiausia problema, nusversianti Europos Sgjungos ateitj, $iandien yra Katalonijoje.
Tiksliau, Europos vadovy pozitryje, kad Zmonés neva griauna demokratijg. ISgirskime pagaliau Europos intelektualus,
kurie sako, kad tikroji Europa yra tauty bendruomené, turinti savo kalbas, tradicijas, sienas. Ne primesta imperiné
vienybé, kuriama melu ir netgi fizinés jégos naudojimu, yra Europos Sgjungos ateitis. Ne $eimos kaip vyro ir moters
sajungos niekinimas, ne krik§¢ionybés pakeitimas surogatine religija su deklaruojamu solidarumu. Bet atjauta ir
atsigrezimas  svarbiausius Europa vienijan¢ius dalykus yra vienintelis masy i$likimo bendrijoje kelias. Nustokime kalbéti,
kad jvykiai Katalonijoje yra tik Ispanijos vidaus reikalas. Prisiminkime JAV prezidento Wilsono kalboje nusakyta idéja dél
kiekvienos tautos galimybés apsispresti dél savo valstybés.

Mieli Europos Sgjungos vadovai, séskite prie deryby stalo kartu su Ispanijos ir Katalonijos politikais ir padékite jiems
rasti optimaliausig ir taikia iSeitj i§ dabartinés situacijos. Pone Junkeri, pone Tuskai, Jis galite, Jis privalote tai padaryti.

Marcel de Graaff (ENF). - Voorzitter, elke conclusie van de Raad is verkeerd, maar de conclusie ten aanzien van Turkije
is werkelijk volledig onacceptabel. De Raad debatteert over Turkije en concludeert dat de lidstaten de migrantendeal

volledig moeten uitvoeren en blijk moeten geven van volledige toewijding aan deze samenwerking. Wat een hypocriete
bende!

Voorzitter, Turkije is een islamitische dictatuur. Het is een land dat minderheden uitmoordt, dat de vrije pers vervolgt en
dat de politicke oppositie in de gevangenis gooit. De conclusies hadden moeten zijn: de EU moet elke toetredingssteun
aan Turkije stoppen, Griekenland moet elke migrantenboot naar Turkije terugslepen en de migrantendeal moet in de
prullenbak. En ten slotte had de Raad moeten besluiten de buitenlandse financiering van moskeeén, van islamitische
opleidingsinstituten en van islamitische ngo’s te verbieden. En ik dring er bij de Raad op aan, mijnheer Tusk, om de
volgende keer deze conclusies over te nemen.

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Doru-Claudian Frunzulicd (S&D), blue-card question. — Taking into consideration the importance of Turkey for the
European Union’s security and stability, do you not think it is better to cooperate, to have cooperation of some kind
with Turkey instead of having Turkey as an enemy, or as a foe, of the European Union? Do you not think it is better to
cooperate with Turkey?

Marcel de Graaff (ENF), “blauwe kaart”-antwoord. — Voorzitter, samenwerken met Turkije kan op vele manieren. Hier gaat
het over toetreding van Turkije tot de Europese Unie. Dat willen wij absoluut niet. Samenwerken met Turkije, ja, handel
drijven met Turkije. Maar is Turkije een betrouwbare militaire partner? Turkije heeft inmiddels ook al S400-
wapensystemen gekocht van Rusland. En dat is ons NAVO-lid, onze NAVO-partner. Ik zou willen zeggen: Turkije is
dusdanig onbetrouwbaar dat je daar geen zaken mee moet doen.

Diane Dodds (NI). — Madam President, most of us watching from the United Kingdom were pleased to see that the
Council meeting ended up in a better mood, and a better spirit, of cooperation than what we have previously seen. I
welcome the progress that seems to have been made in moving towards trade negotiations, hopefully in December.

The United Kingdom seeks a deal that is mutually beneficial. It seeks a deal that recognises a strong, independent United
Kingdom, cooperating and working beside a European Union. That cooperation can be in areas of defence, areas of the
economy and things that are important to all of us.

Can I say, in respect of Northern Ireland, that I fear that these institutions are in danger of overreach? The guarantors of
the Belfast Agreement are the British and Irish Governments, not the European institutions. While Europe has been
enormously helpful in building peace, we need to remember who are the primary operators and the primary legislators
in this particular area. It is most important.

President. — Mr Coburn wants to ask a blue-card question but he has already had a blue card. I am going to be a bit
restrictive on this occasion, so one blue card only. I apologise but I have made my decision.

Janusz Lewandowski (PPE). — Pani Przewodniczgca! Najbardziej pozadanym dobrem publicznym wspdtczesnej Europy
jest poczucie bezpieczenstwa. To jest najwigkszy deficyt naszych czaséw i najwazniejsze pole starcia z lewicowym i
prawicowym populizmem, ktéry zyje z podsycania ludzkich lgkow. Jest to tez najlepsza miara wiarygodnosci instytucji
europejskich. Czytajac pod tym katem konkluzje ostatniej Rady, mozna by¢ umiarkowanym optymistg, dlatego ze chaos
z roku 2015 w roku 2017 zamienia si¢ w zarzadzanie migracjami. Zamiast leczenia objawéw pod presja czasu i
wydarzen pojawia si¢ prewencja, sieganie do Zrédel problemu, odgadywanie nowych zagrozen, a nie tylko automatyczna
relokacja, ktéra moim zdaniem nie ma wielkiej przyszlosci w Unii Europejskiej. Wyrazam satysfakcje, ze uczestniczy w
tym Parlament Europejski, wnoszac dobry wklad w reforme prawa azylowego.

Teraz kilka zdan o Agendzie przywddcéw w aspekcie, ktéry najbardziej mnie interesuje, a mianowicie przysztosci
budzetu unijnego. Nietrudno zauwazy(, ze kalendarz Agendy przywddcéw nie do korica pokrywa si¢ z oredziem o
stanie Unii i z rezolucjg, ktérg przyjmie dzisiaj Parlament, a ktéra wyraza pragnienie, by dokonczy¢ negocjacje i zawrze¢
porozumienie na okres po roku 2020 przed wyborami europejskimi w 2019 r. Uczestniczytem w tych rozmowach,
dzielac si¢ wlasnymi watpliwoSciami i pamietajac, Ze ostatnio zajefo nam to dwa i pét roku. Ale widzg w tym
stanowisku Parlamentu co$ wigcej niz pobozne Zyczenia, widz¢ w tym determinacj¢, aby pokazaé, ze Unia potrafi
dziala¢ i zawiera¢ kompromisy w najtrudniejszych sprawach. To jest takie europejskie ,yes, we can”. Dlatego wiedzac,
ze nie zrobimy tego bez lideréw, bez szeféw rzadéw, koniecznie nalezy uzgodni¢ scenariusze pomiedzy instytucjami
europejskimi, zeby i$¢ razem i i§¢ szybko.

Tanja Fajon (S&D). — Lani ob tem Casu so se migranti zbudili na otoku Lezbos v globokem snegu. Temperature so
zdrsnile skoraj na minus 18 stopinj. Nekateri od njih so na grskih otokih ujeti Ze skoraj dve leti. In evropski voditelji
vztrajate, da dogovor s Turcijo deluje in da boste po zahodno-balkanski poti zaprli tudi osrednjo sredozemsko pot.

Namesto da bi vzporedno s financiranjem in urjenjem libijske obalne straZze pospeseno iskali tudi varne in pravne poti
za ljudi, ki so upravieni do mednarodne zaicite, vso pozornost namenjate temu, kako migrantom prepreciti pot v
Evropo. Namesto premalo ali ni¢ pa bi se lahko ukvarjali z radikalno reformo evropskega azilnega sistema.
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V Parlamentu smo prejsnji teden sprejeli dober predlog, po katerem breme ne bo ve¢ le na drzavi vstopa. Strinjali smo
se, da je nujen stalni in avtomatski mehanizem premescanja ljudi, v katerem bodo sodelovale vse drzave ¢lanice. Ta
dogovor zdaj pri¢akujemo tudi od evropskih vlad.

Zaradi nedelujoce evropske azilne politike imamo notranji nadzor meja v vrsti schengenskih drzav. Maja letos je komisar
Avramopulos dejal, da bodo lahko Avstrija, Nemcija, Danska, Svedska in Norveska le Se enkrat podaljsale notranje
kontrole, da bo to zadnji¢. Pol leta pozneje Avstrija ohranja notranji nadzor na meji s Slovenijo, za kar ni absolutno
nobenega razloga. Zato vasi zakljucki, spostovano predsedstvo, da ste zavezani Schengenu, niso iskreni in Zal mi je, da je
tako.

Hans-Olaf Henkel (ECR). - Madam President, I would like to remind the House that I was against Brexit. Mr Brok, you
mentioned the term ‘golf club’. Let me also remind you that the European Union was, from the viewpoint of the British,
once a football club. If the management of the club changes the football club to a golf club, then I wonder who has
really left whom.

I think it is time that we also criticised the negotiation strategy of the Commission and the Council. It is illogical, it is
dangerous, and I think it is unfair. It is illogical because the EU insists on a financial offer by the British Government
before any agreement on trade. I just wonder, Mr Juncker, would you ever agree on a price for something when you do
not know what you are buying.

It is dangerous because everybody here agrees that peace in Ireland must be preserved at all costs. Nowhere in the world
is there a border arrangement without a trade or customs arrangement. How will you ever get such an agreement
without negotiations on trade?

Finally, it is grossly unfair. Mr Tusk, you have mentioned European values many times. Let me remind you of the fact
that democracy, freedom of the press and human rights are not European values; they are universal values. I would also
like to remind you that we have British values, one of which is fairness, and it is about time that you recognise fairness
as a European value.

Elmar Brok (PPE), Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“. — Herr Henkel, wer hier verhandelt, das will ich jetzt gar
nicht von Thnen wissen. Aber jede Entwicklungsphase der Europiischen Union — von der Einheitlichen Akte, die von
Mrs. Thatcher vorangetrieben worden ist, von Maastricht, von Nizza, von Amsterdam bis zum Vertrag von Lissabon — ist
mit qualifizierter Mehrheit im House of Commons ratifiziert worden.

Deswegen kann man nicht sagen, es sei ihnen aufgezwungen worden. Sie haben es mit verhandelt, und sie haben es in
ihrer Volksvertretung beschlossen. Erzahlen Sie nicht solche Geschichten von damals.

Hans-Olaf Henkel (ECR), blue-card answer. — The British entered the European Union under three conditions:
subsidiarity, self-responsibility for a country’s debts and competition. You can find all three factors in the Lisbon Treaty.

In the course of various attempts to save the euro, these three principles have been grossly violated, and that led to a
continuous centralisation and bureaucratisation of the European Union, and that finally contributed to Brexit.

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Ernest Urtasun (Verts/ALE). — Sefiora presidenta, sefior Tusk, sefior Juncker. Escuchando al portavoz de la Comisién
—el seflor Margaritis—, ayer, pareceria que ustedes dan la cuestion catalana por cerrada: se aplica el 155 y aqui no ha
ocurrido nada. Nada mds lejos de la realidad: estamos a tres dias de un auténtico desastre.

La intervencion de la Generalitat supone la intervencién de una institucion restablecida antes de la promulgacién de la
Constitucion de 1978 y nos va a llevar a una crisis politica, social, de enormes dimensiones y, ademds, se va a afiadir
eso a las detenciones de dos personas de la sociedad civil catalana que son dos detenciones injustas y arbitrarias.

Y, por otro lado, seguimos teniendo encima de la mesa también una posible declaracién unilateral de independencia que
no genera consenso en la sociedad catalana y que también es un gravisimo error.

Estamos a tres dias del desastre, y yo les digo que hay muchos ciudadanos en Catalufia angustiados que esperan una
respuesta. Si nuestros gobernantes son incapaces de dialogar, de hablar y de llegar a algiin consenso que establezca una
salida negociada, los ciudadanos de Catalufia esperan del presidente del Consejo, de su Consejo y de su Comisién
Europea una respuesta a la altura.

Sophia in 't Veld (ALDE). - Madam President, I would briefly like to say something about the asylum policies. Mr Tusk
very proudly announced that they will, at some point in 2018, agree on border control, but that is actually not the
same as a proper asylum policy. Fortress Europe: that is what the Council is trying to build — keeping people out — and
it is remarkable that this House, with 751 MEPs representing more than 200 political parties, is able to come to
agreement. We are one legislator and the Council, with 28 individuals, is totally unable to reach agreement on one of
the most important challenges of this moment.

[ think that is totally irresponsible and only shows the total bankruptcy of the intergovernmental method. I really hope
that the Council is now going to move forward on the files that have been adopted here — Dublin, the reception
conditions — because we have been waiting. We voted on reception conditions almost half a year ago. The Council is
completely paralysed and we cannot wait until next summer for a solution. We need a decision by the Council now; it is
their responsibility.

Peter Lundgren (EFDD). — Fru talman! Vad giller ssmmansittningen av parlamentet, som Donald Tusk nimnde, ir det
s att jag héller med Donald Tusk ndr han siger att firre lander ocksd ska innebdra firre platser. Det dr sunt férnuft, och
det uppskattas av folket ocksa.

S& linge mitt land Sverige d4r medlem mdste ndgot goras for att stoppa den sociala dumpning vi
ser pd arbetsmarknaden. De som sdger att vi har ordning och reda pa svensk arbetsmarknad, de har nog inte varit ute pd
ritt linge och besokt den svenska arbetsmarknaden. De har formodligen inte heller sett hur den inhemska
transportmarknaden, till exempel, slds sonder av utlindska aktorer som lonedumpar sonder de svenska foretagen.
Byggbranschen dr Oversvimmad av oseridsa aktorer som utnyttjar arbetskraft pa ett hansynslost sitt. Manniskor offras
pa profitens altare, och det kan jag inte stilla mig bakom.

Harald Vilimsky (ENF). — Frau Prisidentin, meine sehr geehrten Damen und Herren! Wenn wir jetzt den Blick
zurlickrichten auf die Debatte des Rates vom 19. Oktober und feststellen, dass Migration wiederum eines der
dominanten Themen war, dann kann man nur sagen: Es fehlt hier an Entschlossenheit, es fehlt hier an
Durchsetzungsstirke, und es fehlt auch an Selbstindigkeit, denn wiederum setzt man auf die Tiirkei, wissend, dass die
Tiirkei kein verldsslicher Partner ist. Es wire doch viel schlauer, wenn man endlich auch eine Verwirklichung der Plane,
die es seit langerem gibt, in den Regionen selbst nach Betreuungsmoglichkeiten zu suchen, anstrebt. Es kam aus
Deutschland, von Innenminister Schily, von Innenminister de Maiziere, es wurde im Bereich der Kommission angedacht,
in den Regionen selbst Betreuungsstitten zu finden. Man tut es nicht. Richten wir den Blick auf Libyen beispielsweise,
wo man mehr Hilfe braucht, richten wir den Blick auf den Libanon, wo es mehr Hilfe bediirfte. Schauen wir, ob wir
Abkommen schaffen mit Tunesien, mit Algerien, mit Marokko, um hier die Menschen in der Region zu halten und nicht
eine Politik des Exodus von Afrika Richtung Europa zu ermdglichen.
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Zweiter Punkt: die Tirkei, die auch Thema war. 640 Millionen an Vorbeitrittshilfe werden gezahlt; bis 2020 sind es,
glaube ich, iiber vier oder viereinhalb Milliarden Euro, obwohl Erdogan selbst sagt, er mochte nicht mehr in die EU und
auch hier der Ruf, die Verhandlungen abzubrechen, immer stirker wird. Daher: Bitte folgen Sie dem Ruf, brechen Sie die
Verhandlungen der Europiischen Union mit der Tiirkei iiber eine Mitgliedschaft in der Europiischen Union ab!

Diane James (NI). - Madam President, Halloween is nearly here and, on cue, the European Union rises to the occasion
with two positions and two leaders. Truly, European Union Jekyll and Hyde politics is alive and kicking. What have we
learned in the last couple of weeks? We have learned that insufficient progress should be translated as ‘give us more
money’. With Ms Merkel looking to finance budget matters, trying to handle a EUR 100 billion deficit in her own
country and knowing that No Member State will cover the deficit created by the Brexit negotiations, it is no wonder
that is happening.

Then we get this document and all those arch-federalists here, I am sure you are delighted with the fact that Mr Juncker
and President Macron have authored this. For anybody proud of their country and proud of sovereignty, this is not the
document that Brexit supports and, thankfully, Brexit will happen.

Franck Proust (PPE). — Madame la Présidente, le dernier Conseil européen a montré que les chefs d’Etat ou de
gouvernement ont compris les messages que nous envoyons depuis des mois.

L’accord trouvé hier soir au Conseil sur la révision de la directive sur le détachement des travailleurs le montre. La lutte
contre le dumping social et la concurrence déloyale est la priorité en Europe. Nous allons y parvenir grice, notamment,
au travail mené par notre collegue Elisabeth Morin-Chartier.

En matiére de controle de flux migratoires et de lutte contre 'immigration illégale, il s'agit d'insister sur le renforcement
et l'application des accords de réadmission avec des pays étrangers et, surtout, de conditionner les aides européennes a
des résultats tangibles, car les pays tiers ont aussi une part de responsabilité.

Renforcer les moyens de '’Agence européenne de garde-frontieres et de garde-cotes est aussi fondamental pour continuer
a mieux protéger nos frontieres. Les citoyens attendent aussi des résultats concrets pour leur sécurité. La Commission a
récemment annoncé la mobilisation d'un fonds de plus de 100 millions d’euros pour financer des équipements de lutte
contre les menaces dans des lieux publics. 1l faut s'en réjouir.

Cette sécurité accrue passera aussi par la construction d’'une défense européenne digne de ce nom. Mais, pour que
lefficacité soit de mise, il faudra que la coopération structurée permanente lancée en juin dernier soit une réalité
partagée par tous les Etats membres, en paralléle a I'élaboration d’'un programme européen de développement industriel
dans le domaine de la défense.

Je déplore, cependant, le manque de clarté dans nos relations extérieures. Dans les conclusions du Conseil, une seule
ligne est dédiée a notre relation avec la Turquie. Bien que des intéréts communs nous rassemblent, trop de différences
fondamentales nous séparent de ce pays. Sortons enfin de 'ambiguité et de I'hypocrisie. Les citoyens et les acteurs
économiques attendent de la clarté. Disons une bonne fois pour toutes que le partenariat avec la Turquie ne passera
pas par une adhésion a I'Union européenne.

Enfin, pour le Brexit, il y a certes de la diplomatie, mais aussi une dimension politique. Respectons pleinement nos
lignes rouges et, surtout, divor¢ons d’abord avant de stabiliser une relation d’avenir. Clest en étant clairs sur ce que
nous sommes et sur ce que nous voulons que nous ferons avancer une Europe avec cohérence.

Victor Bostinaru (S&D). — Madam President, the EU’s security and defence is not only PESCO, but PESCO is certainly
an essential element of today’s European security and defence and is a powerful tool to help in the long path towards
truly integrated European defence. This is why we strongly welcome what we hope can be considered a promise that, by
the end of this year, PESCO will become a reality.
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Until recently, the logic of national sovereignty prevailed over the logic of integration in the defence field, but in the
current circumstances the EU can no longer afford this. Now that all the necessary work has been done to prepare the
framework for PESCO, it is time for the Member States to take the final step and notify their readiness to take part in
permanent structured cooperation. As I will never stop repeating, we are well aware that some Member States are more
ready and more capable of joining PESCO from the outset, but that must not prevent the others from joining as soon as
they are ready, on the basis of the same predetermined criteria applying to all forms of enhanced cooperation.
Accordingly, 1 will invite the national parliaments, firstly, to debate and follow the implementation of the common
security and defence policy and PESCO with a view to defining space for further progress on integration. Secondly, I
will invite the European Parliament to strengthen its partnership and cooperation with the national parliaments in the
area of defence and PESCO.

I have one final question for President Tusk. When will the Council implement the Commission’s proposal to invite
Romania and Bulgaria to join Schengen as soon as possible as full members? This is becoming a sort of Carthage for
Romanians and Bulgarians.

Sander Loones (ECR). — Dank u wel, mevrouw de Voorzitter. Mijn mailbox zit de laatste tijd vol met berichten over
Catalonié en over Turkije. Vorige week was er dan die top van de Europese regeringsleiders in Brussel en daar is
gesproken over Turkije en over het feit dat meneer Erdogan niet tot de Europese Unie kan toetreden. Een goeie zaak.
Eindelijk zou ik zeggen. Al mag het best nog wel wat meer zijn.

Maar over Catalonié, over Catalonié is geen woord gesproken. In Europa worden nochtans vaak en veel dure woorden
gebruikt over vrije meningsuiting, over politicke vluchtelingen, over democratie, over respect voor de rechtsstaat.
Europese politici zijn er vaak als de eersten bij om de wereld lessen te leren. Vingertje in de lucht. Maar vandaag
wordt de rechtsstaat aangevallen onder onze neus, in de Europese Unie. Mensen worden politiek gevangengenomen,
hier in Europa. En daarover geen woord. Geen woord in de conclusies van de Europese Raad. Geen woord ook hier
deze week op de agenda van dit Parlement in Straatsburg. Wel in bedekte termen zonet een verklaring van meneer Tusk
— gelukkig maar. Maar voor de rest toch vooral zeer selectieve verontwaardiging. En dat toont toch de hypocrisie aan in
deze Europese instellingen. Daar is maar één term voor: schande!

Laura Ferrara (EFDD). — Signora Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, negli anni 2016 e 2017 quasi 300 000 migranti, pil
della meta di quanti ne sono arrivati in tutta Europa, sono sbarcati in Italia e circa il 60 % di loro non ha diritto a una
qualche forma di protezione internazionale.

Oltre alle solite affermazioni di principio del Consiglio europeo, non si riesce a prendere alcun impegno concreto su
come deve essere ripartita I'accoglienza solidale tra Stati membri, soprattutto a causa di quei paesi che chiudono le porte
ed elevano barriere, mentre in Parlamento viene propagandata come rivoluzionaria una riforma di Dublino che cancella
solo sulla carta il principio del paese di primo arrivo.

Con l'introduzione di criteri e filtri che lasceranno i migranti economici nei primi paesi di arrivo, di un meccanismo di
ricollocamento che non sard né immediato né automatico e che si attivera solo dopo verifiche di sicurezza e dopo
'esame preventivo della domanda di asilo, senza la previsione del tasso di disoccupazione per ridistribuire i richiedenti
asilo, questa disunione europea perde un’altra occasione per dare piena attuazione ai principi di solidarieta ed equa
ripartizione delle responsabilita previsti dall'articolo 80 del trattato.
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Gerolf Annemans (ENF). — Voorzitter, met de ietwat bombastische term “Leaders Agenda” heeft meneer Tusk hier het
belangrijkste principe daarvan toegelicht: the preservation of the unity. Laat mij toe om te zeggen dat het een totaal
achterhaalde en gescleroseerde visie is, die preservation of the unity. De nieuwe tijd, waarvoor ik pleit, is er een die zich
kant tegen centralisering en tegen bureaucratisering en die teruggrijpt naar de oorsprong van de Europese
samenwerking, namelijk uitgaan van de eigen identiteit en de samenwerking op basis van subsidiariteit. De verschillen
die de kracht van Europa vormen, die moeten voorrang hebben op deze rare, ietwat rare unity.

Ik keer mij dus namens steeds meer volkeren tegen de versnelling die u hier hebt uitgeroepen na de Franse, na de
Nederlandse, na de Duitse verkiezingen. U vergeet even dat er inmiddels ook nog Oostenrijkse en Tsjechische
verkiezingen zijn bijgekomen die allemaal één ding illustreren: de kracht van de nieuwe tijd. Daartegen moet u zich
niet verzetten. U moet daarin meegaan en u moet minder Europese Unie hebben in plaats van meer.

Esteban Gonzdlez Pons (PPE). — Sefiora presidenta. Gracias por su agenda, sefior Tusk. Europa se ha construido desde
la politica y desde la ambicién y solo con politica y con ambicién podremos tener un futuro seguro.

Sesenta afios después de la firma de los Tratados de Roma los europeos seguimos siendo diferentes, pero ahora somos
iguales. Hemos aprendido a vivir y a convivir bajo las mismas leyes, con los mismos derechos y hasta con la misma
moneda. Hemos aprendido a llamarnos ciudadanos antes que enemigos; hemos aprendido a escucharnos antes que a
acusarnos y hemos aprendido a construir puentes en lugar de levantar muros. No pasa nada porque reconozcamos que
lo hemos hecho bien.

Sin embargo, hoy —y esto es politica como hace cien aflos—, tenemos que enfrentar el fantasma del
nacionalpopulismo, que todo lo envenena, como hoy ocurre en mi pais, Espafia. Hoy, como hace cien afios, hay
politicos insensatos capaces de poner en riesgo a sus ciudadanos por el soberanismo y la supremacia étnica. Hoy,
como hace cien afios, volvemos a oir hablar de nuevas fronteras, de nuevas segregaciones culturales y de nuevas
divisiones lingiiisticas. De nuevas naciones.

Por eso hoy, como en el 56, debemos recordar que la prosperidad y el bienestar de Europa dependen de la paz y la
seguridad, pero que no puede haber paz ni seguridad sin leyes ni Estado de Derecho; que la democracia solo es
verdadera cuando pueden votar todos los ciudadanos y que las instituciones, por muy legitimas que sean, no son un
fin en s{ mismas: estdn para servir a los ciudadanos.

Los democratas luchamos por la Europa de la integracion y del euro; del programa Erasmus; la del espacio Schengen; la
de las veinticuatro lenguas de este Parlamento y la que lidera el gasto social en el mundo. Desde que el ser humano
existe, nadie ha tenido la calidad de vida de que disfrutan los europeos del siglo XXI.

Debemos construir esa Europa, seguir construyendo esa Europa, para que no se convierta en el futuro en un suefio que
no termind de ser. Si no somos conscientes del peligro que entrafia el nacionalpopulismo no habrd un error del pasado
que no volvamos a cometer. El futuro de Europa es mds Unién Europea y no mds nacionalismo.

Josef Weidenholzer (S&D). — Frau Prisidentin, geschitzte Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Der vergangene Gipfel wird nicht
in die Geschichte eingehen. Wieder einmal bewahrheitet sich, dass bei groffen Fragen, wo sich die Selbstdarsteller im
Scheinwerferlicht tummeln — wie bei der Migration — nichts weitergeht. Die vier Seiten Schlussfolgerungen sind
enttduschend: nicht mehr als eine Auflistung der vergeblichen Bemithungen, keine Zukunftsperspektiven und keine
Sensibilitit fur die Vorgange. Das Wort Fliichtlinge kommt kein einziges Mal vor.

Ganz anders ist das Ergebnis bei Fragen iiber die Ausfithrungen zum digitalen Europa, wo die Sacharbeit im
Vordergrund steht. Hier werden konkrete Schritte vorgegeben, Perspektiven formuliert, wie bei den Fragen einer fairen
Besteuerung der IT-Firmen oder bei Cybersecurity. Dieser ergebnisorientierte Pragmatismus bringt uns weiter. Es wire gut,
wenn auch bei den spektakuldren Fragen weniger Aktionismus und mehr Pragmatismus vorherrschen wiirde.

Bas Belder (ECR). - Mevrouw de Voorzitter, twee opmerkingen van mijn kant over de Turkije-discussie tijdens de
laatste bijeenkomst van de Raad.
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Ten eerste, de Europese Unie wenst het gesprek met Turkije te blijven zoeken. In dat geval verwacht ik dat van Europese
zijde de geloofsvrijheid van Turkse christenen zal worden geagendeerd, want de druk op hen neemt allengs toe — dat
hoorde ik vorige week nog — inclusief recente pogingen tot kerksluitingen in Izmir.

Mijn tweede opmerking, mevrouw de Voorzitter, is meer een vraag en wijst op een tegenstrijdigheid in het Europese
beleid. Hoe consistent is een Europees beleid dat Turkije enerzijds — begrijpelijk genoeg — wil korten op
pretoetredingsgelden of die wil ombuigen naar de civil society vanwege — ik citeer kanselier Merkel — de absoluut
onbevredigende situatie van de mensenrechten, en dat anderzijds Turkije via Europese banken ruimhartig financieel
bijstaat bij de bouw van de trans-Anatolische gaspijplijn? De Raad zal zich over deze inconsistenties moeten buigen en
ook de Commissie.

Matt Carthy (GUE/NGL). — Madam President, the Good Friday Agreement recognises that there are unique
circumstances that require special arrangements regarding the North of Ireland. That Accord essentially conferred a
special status regarding the political and constitutional framework on which the six counties of the North operate.
That Agreement is the basis on which we have been building peace in Ireland. Anyone who now says that there must
be no special provisions for the North of Ireland in any Brexit deal is not only ignoring the realities of the Good Friday
Agreement, but is in fact trying to undermine it.

It is disappointing that the British Government is cherry-picking the Peace Agreement, but it would be worse, it would
be a travesty, if EU negotiators allowed them to do so by agreeing to the removal of European legal protections for the
North of Ireland. As someone from the border region, I tell Parliament today, I tell the Council and the Commission that
our community will not accept any return to the days of physical manifestations of the border in Ireland, knowing as
we do the economic, political and social catastrophe that that would be. All of Ireland must remain in the Customs
Union and the single market, and all of Ireland must have the protections of EU law. The EU must stand firm on these
positions.

Laurentiu Rebega (ENF). — Doamna Presedinte, domnilor Presedinti, cand a creat Uniunea Europeand, Dumnezeu s-a
gandit sd dea celor trei institutii principale urmdtoarele calitdti: stiintd, putere si vointd. Dar a venit diavolul si i-a spus:
,Doamne, e prea mult.” lar Dumnezeu a spus: ,Bine, atunci si aibd numai cate doud din aceste calititi.”

Consiliul European are putere si stiintd, dar, din nefericire, nu are vointd. Lucrdrile de sdptimana trecutd au demonstrat
acest lucru. In dosarul Europa digitald, da, s-au ficut cateva progrese. In privinta PESCO, s-au formulat numai intentii
bune. In chestiunea refugiatilor, ca si in cazul Brexit, se vorbeste despre progrese, dar se recunoaste ci nu sunt
semnificative. In privinta reformei Uniunii Europene nu avem, insa, nimic. Or, aceasta este principala noastrd problema.

Inaintea lucrdrilor s-a vorbit despre un roadmap. Foarte bine, dar problema este ci nu avem incd acest road. Pand nu vom
decide cu totii: Consiliul, Parlamentul, Comisia Europeand, si construim acest drum, Uniunea va bate pasul pe loc, iar
drumul incepe cu o reformd, oricat ar fi ea de durd si de costisitoare.

Paulo Rangel (PPE). - Madam President, [ have three messages: one for all colleagues, one for President Tusk and the
other for the Commission. I will be very sharp, very loud and very clear.

To all colleagues, I am shocked and ashamed when I hear that there are in this House Members of this Parliament who
think that there is no respect for fundamental freedoms in Catalonia. Only a person who does not know Spain, who
does not know Catalonia, can think there is no strict respect for rule of law and fundamental rights. I would like to live
in a global world where human rights are as well respected as they in are Catalonia, even today.

The second message is to President Tusk. I am very worried about this idea of an extraordinary Council on the
composition of the European Parliament. This is a competence and a power of our Parliament that then has to be
approved by the Council, it is true, but we have made huge progress.

I, as a professor of constitutional law who teaches his students about the English revolution, say that we will not give
up, we will not resign, and we will define our own composition because we feel we are the sovereign representatives of
the European people. The Council should be aware of this in any case.
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Finally, the third message. I would like to say to the Commission that I put all my hope in establishing a European civil
protection force. That should be a body like the coast guard that could be a cornerstone of our future defence frame-
work.

Csaba Sogor (PPE). — Az ’56-os magyar forradalom és szabadsdgharc iinnepe alkalmaval engedjék meg, hogy Albert
Camus 1957 oktéberében irt sorait idézzem: ,A magira maradt Eurépdban csak tgy maradhatunk hivek
Magyarorszdghoz, ha soha és sehol el nem aruljuk, amiért a magyar harcosok életiiket adtdk.

Es most Schengen: jogos azoknak az eurépai polgiroknak a felhdboroddsa, akiket kozvetleniil érint a schengeni belsé
hatdrellendrzés fenntartdsa. Mindenki megérti az egyes orszdgok aggodalmait, de vegyiik észre, hogy itt az Eurdpai Unid
egyik legfontosabb vivmanya sériil folyamatosan. Mikozben az eurdpai intézmények nem fogalmaznak egyértelmden, és
tulajdonképpen elismerik, hogy a jelenlegi helyzet a végtelenségig fenntarthat6, a polgdrok ebbdl annyit érzékelnek, hogy
a kilsé hatdrokon mindenki bejohet, és a bels6 hatdrokon viszont visszadllitidk a hatdrellenérzést. Ha az dllamok
képtelenek garantdlni a biztonsdgot a szabadon atjarhaté bels hatdrok mellett, akkor valahol stlyos hiba csiszott a
rendszerbe.

Romdnia és Bulgdria schengeni térséghez valé csatlakozdsit még mindig ellenzik egyes tagdllamok, mikozben a kiilsg
hatdrok biztonsdgos ellendrzésében nem ezek az orszagok teljesitenek alul, hanem olyanok, amelyek mdr a schengeni
Ovezet tagjai.

Birgit Sippel (S&D). — Frau Prisidentin! Flucht und Migration gehéren zu den groflen Herausforderungen unserer Zeit
— auch fur uns.

Dieses Parlament hat sich nach schweren Verhandlungen auf eine Reform des Dublin-Systems verstindigt: mehr
gemeinsame Verantwortung, Staaten mit Auflengrenze nicht allein lassen. Doch es fehlt eine Position des Rates. Der
Eindruck: Zu viele ergeben sich den lauten Rufen von Populisten und Extremisten. Offentlich erkennbar: Abschottung,
Ziune, Tirkei-Deal, Vereinbarung mit Libyen, Forderungen an Transitlinder.

Mit Blick auf Armutsmigration miissen wir gemeinsam mit den Herkunftslindern erreichen, dass diese ihre Biirger
zuriicknehmen und weniger Menschen auf der Suche nach einer Perspektive ihr Land verlassen. Da stimme ich dem
Rat zu. Wir miissen im Dialog mit diesen Staaten bei Entwicklung, Handel, Visa und anderen Bereichen zu neuen
Losungen kommen. Der Rat konnte da vielleicht konkrete Vorschlige machen.

Gestalten wir also unsere Zukunft fiir uns und fiir unsere Nachbarn.

Roberto Gualtieri (S&D). - Madam President, I'm here supposed to talk about Brexit, and 1 will do that, but before
that I would like to make a short comment about the basis of our community identified by Donald Tusk. And yes, we
are a territorial community; yes, we have a cultural identity; yes, we are a political community. I also would like to stress
and reiterate that we are seen in the world as one of the most civilised jurisdictions, because of our social model: the
social market economy — a market economy but not a market society. Europe is a place where every child goes to
school, every sick person has health care, every elderly has a pension, and labour rights are protected. This is always
fundamental to recall for us.

On Brexit, we welcome the Article 50 conclusions of the European Council, which are fully in line with our Parliament
resolution. We recognise the progress and the new dynamic put in place by the Florence speech of Theresa May, but also
we see that we are not yet there to open the second phase, as sufficient progress has not yet been reached. We look
forward to the next weeks and months of negotiations in order to arrive there, and that requires to fully recognise the
UK financial obligations, to fully safeguard the rights of citizens, and to fully agree on the common principles on the
Irish issue. We are at touching distance, yes, but we also need to arrive to a conclusion and we encourage our UK
counterpart to be constructive at the negotiations table.

Ludék Niedermayer (PPE). — Madam President, I came here mostly to listen, not just to speak for 90 seconds, and
these were two hours very well spent. Let me just remind you of a few words that were said in the debate.
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Let me start with three words said by our three Presidents. These were: values, unity and solidarity. I guess that most of
us believe that this is the essence, the core of our common Europe, and we must find a way to convince more national
politicians and, more generally, as many people as possible to see things the same way.

How can we do this? We know it is not easy, but let me borrow two words that were said by the heads of two of our
parliamentary groups, the words are visibility and results. We must find a way to reach the results that will be visible
and that will allow people to understand the benefits of the European Union.

Lastly, let me also mention two words whose results are more difficult to grasp. These are pragmatism and unanimity,
also used by the Chairs of our groups. Concerning pragmatism, let me say that sometimes it is a good thing, but I don’t
think that it is good for the sake of so-called pragmatism to obey the rules, the principles and common sense. And this
is, I guess, quite important. Unanimity is also a tricky word, because we must find the right balance between unanimity
and unity in order to reach the visible, optimum results that will ensure our Union has support in the minds of its
people.

Knut Fleckenstein (S&D). — Frau Prisidentin, Herr Prisident Tusk! Ich habe stundenlang geritselt, wen Sie meinen
konnten, als Sie eine Leaders’ Agenda vorgelegt haben: Das Parlament oder die Spitzen der Kommission — bis ich
herausbekommen habe, dass Sie diejenigen meinen, die in unserem europiischen Zug im letzten Wagen sitzen und
mithsam immer mitgeschleppt werden miissen. Nun gebe ich auch denen recht, die sagen, es reicht nicht, immer auf
den Rat zu schimpfen. Deshalb mein Appell auch an uns hier im Parlament: Wir miissen die innenpolitischen
Diskussionen auch bei uns zu Hause fihren, um unsere Regierungen in Berlin, in Budapest und wer weiff wo davon
zu tberzeugen, dass sie mit uns diesen Weg gehen. Wir kénnen uns nicht darauf verlassen, dass es reicht, sozusagen
alleine hier weise Beschliisse zu fassen.

Und wenn das geschieht, dann bin ich sicher, gibt es auch im Rat eine bessere Chance. Und deshalb ist meine Bitte an
Sie, sich nicht im Februar tiber uns den Kopf zu zerbrechen, sondern lieber diesen Sondertermin zu nutzen, um die
Fragen, die Sie selbst aufgezihlt haben, zu losen.

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Richard Corbett (S&D). — Madam President, it was decided as expected that insufficient progress had been made in the
negotiations. This was a statement of the blatantly obvious. Yet when this Parliament said the same thing just two weeks
prior to that, with most British MEPs voting in favour of Parliament’s resolution, two Conservative MEPs were
suspended by their party for daring to tell the truth.

This gives us a clue as to why progress is so minimal in the negotiations: the divisions within the governing
Conservative Party. Theresa May spends more time negotiating with her party than negotiating with the European
Union. And some of her party actually want Brexit without a deal. They present this as a negotiating tactic. If Britain
threatens to leave without a deal the EU will give us what we want. Yet, as everybody knows, this will be hugely
economically damaging to Britain. That tactic amounts to holding a gun to your own head and saying, give me what I
want or I will shoot myself. It will not work. But they do not actually want it to work. Those people want a Brexit
without a deal because they want to create maximum distance between Britain and its neighbouring countries. No
matter how damaging that is, no matter how costly that is, that is what they want.

Nobody should have any illusions as to where the responsibility lies and I think that President Tusk was quite right
when he said it is up to Britain. In his words: ‘It's up to Britain to choose a deal, no deal or No Brexit'. You were right,
President Tusk.

Othmar Karas (PPE). - Frau Prisidentin, meine sehr geehrten Damen und Herren! Ich méchte dort ankniipfen, wo
Kollege Verhofstadt, Herr Rangel, aber auch Herr Fleckenstein sich eingebracht haben.

Der Sondergipfel, den Sie fiir Februar angesprochen haben, Herr Prisident Tusk. Wenn schon einen Sondergipfel iiber
diese Frage, dann sollten Sie einen zur Stiarkung der européischen Demokratie einberufen.

Und daher misssen wir dariiber reden, wie wir gemeinsam die Institutionen stirken, um unserer demokratischen
Verpflichtung gerecht werden zu konnen. Die Frage des Afrikafonds, die Frage des Aufengrenzschutzes, die Frage der
Migrationspolitik hingen doch auch damit zusammen, dass sie primir nationale Kompetenz sind, aber wir ein
gemeinsames europdisches Problem haben. Daher Ja zu einem Sondergipfel iiber die Zukunft der europdischen
Demokratie und eine Diskussion dariiber, was wir im Rat zu dndern haben, damit die Europiische Union im
Zusammenspiel der Institutionen handlungsfahiger ist und die Beschliisse auch tatsdchlich rasch umsetzen kann.

Ich mochte daher auch sagen: Wir benétigen nicht nur Geld fiur Afrika, wir benétigen eine gemeinsame AufSen-,
Sicherheits-, Verteidigungs-, Entwicklungs- und Investitionspolitik. Ja, wir benotigen den Auflengrenzschutz, aber wir
bendtigen dafur die européische Kompetenz, das Geld und das Personal. Dafiir bitte ich Sie, Sorge zu tragen.

Nicola Danti (S&D). — Signora Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, qual € I'unita di misura con cui valutiamo i risultati di un
Consiglio europeo?

In questo senso, salutiamo con favore l'iniziativa di alcuni paesi,
Germania, Francia, Italia e Spagna in testa, ma a cui altri hanno gia aderito, e auspichiamo una risposta rapida e ancor
pitt ambiziosa a livello di Unione.

Tonino Picula (S&D). — Gospodo predsjednice, Cestitam zemlji predsjedavateljici na impresivnim rezultatima u
digitalizaciji nadajudi se usvajanju direktiva koje Ce cijeloj Europskoj uniji, urbanim i ruralnim dijelovima, planinskim
podrugjima i otocima omoguditi zajednicku digitalnu buduénost s jednako dostupnim sadrZajem i uslugama.

Kati Piri (S&D). — Madam President, after a three-hour discussion by EU leaders on Turkey, the only sentence that made
it to the conclusions was: ‘The European Council held a debate on relations with Turkey’. On such an important topic, it
would have been good to start seeing strategic thinking on the part of our Heads of State. It is clear what EU leaders do
not want — no opening of accession chapters, no modernisation of the Customs Union, no lifting of the visa require-
ment for Turkish citizens, no harsh words on fundamental human rights abuses — but all these noes do not add up to a
strategy on how to make an attempt to keep Turkey anchored to the EU.

On the eve of the Summit, another low point was reached in Turkey with the arrest of Osman Kavala, a leading activist
in building a more tolerant and open Turkey. How is the EU showing its solidarity with civil society in Turkey and with
millions of citizens who are going through very difficult times? Cutting back on pre-accession funding is no more than
logical in the light of current events, but a good signal would be to use that money to help Turkey’s democrats. They are
the ones who deserve our fullest support.

Iratxe Garcia Pérez (S&D). — Sefiora presidenta. Hoy nadie puede negar que Europa estd ante grandes dificultades y
también amenazas, amenazas como los egoismos y la falta de solidaridad.

Falta de solidaridad con los de fuera, con quienes llaman a las puertas de Europa huyendo del hambre, huyendo de las
guerras y se encuentran con una parte de Europa que no entiende que son necesarias medidas comunes para hacer
frente a estos desafios, a los desafios de la inmigracion y de los refugiados.

Expulsio de
refugiados, desrespeitando normas do direito internacional e revelando quio fundo vai o compromisso da Unido
Europeia com os direitos humanos, complacéncia ou mesmo cumplicidade perante as brutais agressdes de que muitos
deles sdo vitimas nas fronteiras da Unido Europeia e a chantagem para com os paises africanos — ou fazem o trabalho
sujo de travar os que fogem da miséria e da guerra ou a Unido Europeia fecha-vos a torneira dos fundos.

Quanto a Unido Econdmica e Monetdria, a estratégia continua a ser a de acenar com a cenoura e esconder o pau. A
cenoura que nunca vem, seja o terceiro pilar da Unido bancdria, que agora, sem surpresa, caiu por terra, seja um
mirifico Fundo Monetdrio Europeu. O pau, esse é certo, uma ainda maior concentragio de poder, usurpagio de
soberania, dependéncia econémica e subordinagdo politica.

Uma dltima palavra em relacdo aos incéndios de que falou Jean-Claude Juncker, em Portugal. A solidariedade é devida,
sim, senhor, mas a solidariedade exige adicionalidade e ndo uma mera reprogramagio dos Fundos Estruturais.

Frans Timmermans, First Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, what our citizens expect of us is that we
provide European answers where European answers are necessary, that we provide the answers that will allow them to
regain control of their destinies individually and collectively, that we provide the answers for issues that are manifestly
beyond the control of individual Member States. That is our mission.

If we are to be successful in our mission we, the three institutions represented here today, need to act collectively. If we
are successful in providing answers that work for our citizens, Europe will be rewarded for it. If we are not successful in
providing these answers we will all share the blame.

The blame-game here — saying ‘Parliament did the right thing’, ‘the Commission did the right thing’, or ‘the Commission
failed’, ‘Parliament failed’ or ‘the Council failed’ — is useless because our citizens do not distinguish between our
institutions. They will say that Europe has failed. So, in that sense, we are in this together.

Two of the institutions now represented here today only have limited time left before the next elections and before the
next Commission will come in. We need to make the best use possible of that limited time. That is why in a moment I
will go to the College meeting to decide on the Commission Work Programme for next year, and then present that
programme here in Parliament this afternoon.

I think the work programme will contain the concrete steps that will allow us to deliver on the promises we are making
to our citizens, and it will allow us to use the 18 months that we have left in our mandates to effectively show that
Europe can come up with answers when it is called upon to do so.

Donald Tusk, President of the European Council. — Mr President, I would just like to clarify a few misunderstandings. The
leaders’ agenda is not an alternative version of the State of the Union address. It is a plan on how to organise the work
of the European Council in the next two years. The leaders’ agenda is not about changing the Community method. It is
an attempt to speed up decision-making processes under binding rules while respecting the competences of all
institutions, and that includes the competences of the European Council.

According to the Treaty, when it comes to the composition of the European Parliament, we — this House and the
European Council — must work out a common solution. It is not our pleasure or ambition, but our formal obligation.
I am the last one to want to violate the Treaty and our rules. By the way, the composition of the European Parliament
will not be the only topic for the extraordinary European Council in February. We will also deal with the MFF. I
personally consider the MFF to be an even more important part of our meeting in February.

As for the Spitzenkandidaten, the European Council was not the weak link in 2014. Jean-Claude Juncker was elected
by 26 to 2 votes in the European Council, whereas in Parliament he got 422 out of 729 votes. So it is easy to imagine a
situation in which it would be more difficult for the winning Spitzenkandidat to win sufficient support in the European
Parliament than in the European Council.

The spirit of the Tallinn digital summit finds a strong response in the conclusions,
endorsing the list of conclusions and suggestions made by the Estonian Prime Minister.

Specially important is the call for boosting the development of e-governance in Europe, following the already existing
principles of Estonian e-society, such as once-only, one-stop government, and ensuring accessibility. In a joint effort
between all the institutions, this has to be put into practice in the shortest time possible, as it would provide the best
service to citizens. It is vital that current negotiations on legislation, i.a. on geo-blocking, the Audiovisual Media Services
Directive (AVMSD), and future negotiations for example on e-privacy, are led in a practical, consensual manner to enable
real solutions in near future. The digital single market should mean losing all digital barriers for citizens and businesses.
I look forward to seeing the free movement of data as the fifth freedom decided at the next Council.

E necessario andare avanti con
misure per vietare la produzione, la fabbricazione, la messa a disposizione sul mercato, l'importazione nell'Unione e poi
il trasporto e 'esportazione. Serve migliorare il sistema di allerta rapido nel caso in cui gli stupefacenti siano veicolati sul
web e servono norme di diritto penale per punire produttori, fornitori e distributori.

Monica Macovei (ECR). — Agentia Europeand pentru Medicamente ne spune ci, numai anul acesta, peste cinci sute de
tineri au devenit dependenti de substantele psihoactive, care se procurd foarte usor. Tocmai de aceea, numdrul lor creste
in fiecare an, in fiecare lund.

Substantele psihoactive trebuie definite ca droguri si trebuie interzise. Raportul cere sanctiuni minime, deci sanctionarea
lor cu limite minime la sanctiuni, si aplicarea unitard in statele membre. Aici eu am o pirere diferitd de raportor, in
sensul cd, nainte de sanctionare §i de condamnare pentru cei care sunt numai consumatori, trebuie s asigurdm ingrijire
medicald i tratament medical, pentru ci scopul este si-i facem bine, nu neapdrat si se duci la inchisoare sau si fie
sanctionati si apoi sd continue si ia droguri.

Subliniez un alt aspect bun al raportului, si anume cooperarea dintre Europol si statele membre si Agentia Europeand
de Droguri, evident, prin care se face schimb de informatii pentru aceste tipuri de infractiuni. Traficantii, insd, trebuie
pedepsiti, nu consumatorii — ei trebuie ingrijiti medical.

Morten Messerschmidt (ECR). — Hr. formand! Jeg tror, at alle hilser varmt velkommen, at der bliver sldet hirdt ned pa
den narkotikahandel og det misbrug af unge mennesker, der foregdr, iseer rundt omkring i Unionen, og jeg vil gerne foje
min stemme til, at vi nu fir opdateret listen over narkotiske stoffer. Det er ekstremt vigtigt, at bdde vi som
medlemslande men ogsd som Union ger alt, hvad vi kan for at sikre os imod dette stof. Jeg kan dog ikke lade vaere
med at sige, at med de dbne granser og med det generelle forbud, der er imod gransekontrol landene imellem, sd har
man givet narkohandlerne en enorm hdndsrakning.

— Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, credo che mai come in questo momento sia opportuno
parlare di droghe: di droghe che sfuggono al controllo che le agenzie e i governi possono effettuare, di droghe che
minano la salute dei nostri ragazzi e che, soprattutto, creano un'instabilita nella societa. Sono droghe che spesso trovano
la loro collocazione attraverso il mercato nero e anche attraverso il web, che diventa lo strumento piti semplice per
poterle acquistare, e questo senza limiti di eta e senza alcun controllo effettivo.

Credo che questo provvedimento, e soprattutto la categorizzazione di queste droghe, inserendole sotto questo vero e
proprio profilo, sia uno dei provvedimenti piti immediatamente recepibili da questo Parlamento proprio per poter
garantire che la giusta repressione vada fino in fondo, soprattutto per salvaguardare gli elementi pitt deboli della societa,
che sono spesso coloro che diventano preda di questi mercati illegali, mercati che diventano poi strumento non
semplicemente di morte, ma di guadagno.

Rosa D’Amato (EFDD). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, la relazione nasceva dalla volonta di incrementare 'uso
dei fertilizzanti organici, contribuendo cosi allo sviluppo dell'economia circolare, e di ridurre la dipendenza dell'Unione
europea da fertilizzanti importati da paesi terzi.
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Abbiamo chiesto di estendere la scelta degli agricoltori europei ai fertilizzanti da materie organiche riciclate, ma anche
su un tema cosl importante I'Europa arriva in ritardo. Ben il 50 % dei concimi attualmente sul mercato sono esclusi dal
campo di applicazione della normativa esistente. Quest’Aula avrebbe potuto e dovuto osare di piit: legiferare a favore
degli agricoltori in modo chiaro e offrire loro la possibilita di riciclare le sostanze nutrienti in modo pitt sostenibile. I
fertilizzanti per l'agricoltura biologica devono essere classificati in modo chiaro, evitando di fuorviare I'utente con
etichette complesse.

Ho presentato emendamenti in commissione Agricoltura per sottolineare la specificita della loro natura e del loro
utilizzo da parte degli agricoltori, sottolineando le difficolta nell'individuare l'esatta percentuale di sostanze dannose
per la salute e l'ambiente. Ho chiesto l'introduzione di una green label per i fertilizzanti particolarmente poveri di
inquinanti, inquinanti che impoveriscono il terreno ed espongono la nostra agricoltura a diverse fitopatie, come nel
caso del CoDiRO, erroneamente conosciuto come Xylella fastidiosa.

Per questi motivi il nostro supporto non vi ¢ stato e quindi abbiamo dovuto votare contro.

José Indcio Faria (PPE). — Senhor Presidente, o meu voto foi no sentido favordvel, porque se trata de uma iniciativa
fundamental para melhorar as normas de seguranga dos produtos fertilizantes e reduzir os limites dos metais pesados,
especialmente do cddmio, que sdo um verdadeiro e comprovado risco para a satide humana e animal.

Os adubos proporcionam beneficios relevantes quanto ao rendimento das colheitas, mas ndo podemos esquecer que
existem importantes desafios em termos de ambiente, da satide ptiblica e da seguranca alimentar associados a sua
utilizacdo.

O atual regulamento ndo aborda as questdes ambientais associadas a contaminag¢do dos solos, das dguas interiores e das
dguas marinhas e, em dltima andlise, da cadeia alimentar. Esta proposta vem introduzir limites de cddmio harmonizados
para os adubos fosfatados, com vista a minimizar o impacto negativo da utilizacdo de adubos no ambiente e na satde
humana.

Estou convicto de que a aprovagdo desta proposta tornard possivel proporcionar um melhor nivel de protegio da saide
humana e animal, da seguranca alimentar e da protegdo do solo e da dgua.

Morten Messerschmidt (ECR). — Hr. formand! Jeg bliver ofte beskyldt for af mine modstandere, hvoraf der sd ikke er
nogen i hvert fald fra den danske delegation til stede her i salen, at jeg aldrig er for noget i EU. Derfor glaeder jeg mig
over at kunne bekendtgare, at jeg faktisk har stemt for denne betaenkning. Det giver god mening i et indre marked at
have falles CE-regler, der siger, hvilke varer der mé handles, og hvilke varer der ikke ma.

Przyczynilo si¢ do tego wprowadzenie
ogdlnonarodowego programu zapobiegawczego, wspOlpraca rodzicéw, nauczycieli i naukowcéw, edukacja, ale i
propagowanie zaje¢ pozalekcyjnych i sportu, poSwigcanie dzieciom wigcej uwagi i czasu, zastosowanie kontroli,
zakaz6w, pomocy finansowej. Przypadek ten powinien stanowi¢ dla wszystkich inspiracj¢ w zakresie profilaktyki.

José Indcio Faria (PPE). — Senhor Presidente, votei a favor desta resolugdo no reconhecimento de que é necessirio um
combate sem tréguas as novas substincias psicoativas, que representam uma grave ameaca sanitiria de alcance
transfronteiri¢o. O seu consumo compromete a saide e provoca a morte de milhdes de pessoas todos os anos, afetando
0s seus processos mentais e cognitivos, de acordo com a Organizacdo Mundial de Sadde.

O consumo de substancias entre os jovens ¢ um importante problema de satide pablica mundial, agravado pelo facto de
haver um niimero cada vez maior de novas substncias psicoativas disponiveis, lancadas no mercado de drogas da Unido
Europeia.

Estima-se que mais de 450 substincias estejam a ser monitorizadas pelo Observatério Europeu da Droga e da
Toxicodependéncia. O rdpido aumento das novas substancias psicoativas impde novos desafios as sociedades e é urgente
o reforco do sistema de vigilancia e de alerta rdpido na Unido, simplificando os procedimentos para assegurar maior
eficicia e celeridade no combate a esta ameaca.

O papel cada vez mais importante da Internet na oferta e comercializagdo destas drogas e das redes sociais, cada vez
mais ativas na compra e venda de droga, lancam novos desafios que implicam novas e dgeis respostas, como esta
resolucdo é disso expressio.

Jasenko Selimovic (ALDE). — Mr President, when the UK leaves the EU, it will leave a hole of 14-19% in the EU
budget. It will be a major shock for some countries, especially net receivers. Some governments in these countries, for
example in Hungary, are almost unwillingly part of the EU. They don't like the Union and they don't like the criticism
we are delivering from here, but they are laughing all the way to the bank.

The question is, what will they do when there is no money in the bank? Will they continue to laugh or will they
reconsider their membership and, by doing that, cause the next crisis in the EU?

There is no doubt that we have to reform the EU budget. We do not know the missing numbers, but we know that we
cannot do business as usual. Somebody was saying that we have to do less, but I beg to differ. We probably have to be
more efficient and focus more, but it is time to start doing that now. The sooner, the better.
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Diane James (NI). — Mr President, unsurprisingly, as a Brit and as a United Kingdom Brexit supporter I voted against
this. I was able to do so because, if you look at the European Court of Auditors’ report of 2016, it highlights all sorts of
issues which are best summarised as: ‘bloated’, ‘running out of control, ‘high levels of financial mismanagement and
criminality’, and ‘eye-watering levels of bureaucratic costs’. And the detail is there for you to look at yourselves: 3.1% of
total payments made in error, meaning that EUR 4.2 billion went missing. A huge increase in the amount of money
allocated to administering the EU — up to EUR 9.4 billion. And then it talks about the future of EU obligations and it
talks about a figure of EUR 238.8 billion, but admits it could actually be as high as EUR 262 billion.

When you look at a paper that merely says for the EU that ‘we’re going to pat ourselves on the back for a job well
done, stresses the minimal impact of EU contributions and overlooks all of the financial mismanagement, it is not a
paper you can support or vote in support of.

Alex Mayer (S&D). — Mr President, [ welcome this timely debate and vote on minimum income schemes, not least
when the British Government is making such a hash of universal credit, a policy meant to help but which, in reality, is
forcing people further into poverty, debt and even homelessness, a policy that is disincentivising work. It needs to pause
and think again.

In contrast, a couple of weeks ago I was delighted to visit Rapid Drop in Peterborough in my constituency. From
Wembley Stadium to Zagreb Airport to Tivoli Gardens you can find the products of this thriving fire sprinkler business,
which does not, however, only improve safety in buildings. It cares about the security of its employees too and is proud
to be a living wage company, paying people enough so that they can really get by. Its subcontractors, cleaners and
maintenance workers get the same treatment too. According to the Living Wage Foundation, more than half of living
wage employers report that the scheme has improved both recruitment and retention. It is good for business, good for
employees and good for society. A win-win-win situation.
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Eleonora Forenza (GUE/NGL). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, ho votato a favore della relazione Agea in
quanto ¢ in continuita con la risoluzione del 2010 sul minimum income.

It is yet another power-grab by Brussels at the expense of the Member States, this time set up as
a policy against poverty.

The report fails to recognise that each Member State needs to have different measures in order to meet its own unique
challenges and different causes of poverty, which is why I voted against the motion.

Once Britain is outside the European Union we will be free to take such measures for ourselves. Just one more reason
why I believe that Brexit will be a success.

President. — The next item is the debate on the Commission statement on the Commission work programme for 2018
((2017/2746(RSP)).

Frans Timmermans, First Vice-President of the Commission. — Madam President, I have just come from the College
meeting where we agreed on our Work Programme for 2018 and I am pleased to be here to present it to you
straightaway, this afternoon.

The Work Programme is the Commission’s commitment to you, and to Europeans, about what we will do in the coming
year. It is a crucial period because together we have just over 18 months to show results before our citizens go to the
ballot box to re-elect this House. There are no surprises in what we announce today. The Work Programme reflects fully
the ambition, content and tone of Jean-Claude Juncker’s State of the Union speech and the letter of intent we sent you in
parallel.

At the same time, our Work Programme has certainly been enriched by, and builds on, the fruitful exchanges we have
had in this Chamber with the Conference of Committee Chairs and the Conference of Presidents, as well as on our
exchanges with the Member States in line with the Interinstitutional Agreement on Better Law-Making. We have also
discussed with the Council and have had contributions from the Economic and Social Committee and the Committee of
the Regions. I would like to thank you for the excellent cooperation we have had and continue to enjoy. We need to
build on this in the decisive months to come. I think we have now established, after three years, quite a routine in doing
this and it is working well.

The Work Programme sets out an agenda for a more united, stronger and more democratic Europe. It has a twofold
focus. First, we set out a limited number of new proposals, which we will deliver by May 2018 so that the legislative
work here and in the Council can be finished before the elections. The Commission has already tabled more than 80%
of the proposals needed under the 10 priorities set out by President Juncker in 2014. Now we will focus on getting the
remaining proposals on the table and working with you and the Council to see them adopted.

Our focus is on the limited number of proposals needed to complete the strategies we have set out. To boost jobs,
growth and investment, we will pursue work to deliver on the circular economy action plan and to complete the digital
single market, the energy union, the capital markets union and the banking union. We will propose the creation of a
dedicated euro area budget line within the EU budget, along with other measures to complete the economic and mon-
etary union, including transforming the European Stability Mechanism into a European Monetary Fund.

To create a deeper and fairer internal market with a strengthened industrial base, we will present an initiative on fair
taxation in the digital economy and a proposal to improve the EU food supply chain. We are — like you — looking
forward to the proclamation of the European pillar of social rights next month.

We will follow up with a social fairness package that creates a European labour authority to help address labour
mobility and social security challenges. We will improve the rules requiring employees to be properly informed about
their contracts and will present an initiative on access to social protection so that everyone who works, whether in
traditional or new jobs in the gig economy, can contribute and have access to social protection.
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We will also table targeted new measures to complete the security union, in particular as concerns the fight against
terrorism and ensuring the interoperability of stronger and smarter databases for our border migration and security
needs. We will strengthen the Union’s Civil Protection Mechanism so that we are better prepared to help in situations
such as the tragic and devastating forest fires we have seen recently in Portugal and Spain.

We will continue to work on our comprehensive approach to migration with an emphasis on returns, protecting our
external borders, solidarity with Africa, opening legal pathways and, above all, agreeing on Dublin reform and the Blue
Card proposal. We will set out our ideas about how to modernise our visa policy. We will keep up the focus on
migration management in our relations with third countries and we will deliver on the global strategy, whilst also
pursuing a balanced and progressive trade policy to harness globalisation.

The second focus of our Work Programme is more forward-looking and aims to shape the Union until 2025. This
vision is based on three principles which must always anchor our Union: freedom, equality and the rule of law. A
more united Union will require opening the Schengen Area fully to Romania and Bulgaria, as well as a credible
enlargement perspective for front-runner candidates in the Western Balkans. By the way, the Schengen area should
also be opened to Croatia if it can fulfil the requirements.

To build a stronger Union, we will table a proposal for the future multiannual financial framework, including own
resources. We need a budget that helps us to meet citizens’ expectations of an EU that delivers on the things that matter
most and that contributes to the long-term sustainability of the Union. We will also propose more efficient decision-
making for the single market and certain foreign policy decisions. We will adopt a reflection paper on a sustainable
European future and a communication on the future of EU energy and climate policy and propose an extension of the
tasks of the European Public Prosecutor’s Office to also tackle terrorism.

For a more democratic Union, we will make proposals for the creation of a permanent and accountable European
Minister of Economy and Finance and an initiative on further enhancing subsidiarity, proportionality and better
regulation in the daily work of the European Union. We will also propose an initiative on strengthening the enforcement
of the rule of law.

Furthermore, since what matters is results on the ground, the Work Programme sets out the Commission’s commitment
to step up its work on the enforcement of EU law, working closely with national authorities and the various European
networks. In parallel with our Work Programme, we are also presenting today a communication on completing the
Better Regulation Agenda. Our work here is grounded on strong stakeholder involvement, including the input of the
REFIT Platform.

Given the forthcoming European Parliament elections, we are now firmly in a period where we need to deliver. Priority
legislative files need to be adopted and, where possible, implemented before the end of Parliament’s mandate. The Joint
Declaration on EU legislative priorities, signed by the Presidents of the three institutions last December, has proved
valuable in helping us to find shared priorities and stick to them. The Commission looks forward to an agreement
later this year on the new Joint Declaration shaping our common work for 2018 and we can then also take stock of
what we did on the basis of the Declaration of 2017.

We need to use the current momentum to ensure real progress in order to finish what we have started and to deliver on
our positive agenda because, when you rise for elections in a year and a half's time, the success of the EU will not be
judged on the number of proposals that the Commission has launched. We will be judged collectively on the answers
we have delivered and how we have responded to the big challenges like climate change, globalisation, the security of
our citizens, migration, jobs and growth, on which Europeans expect effective European solutions.

Jézsef Szdjer, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Madam President, I would again like to thank First Vice-President
Timmermans for the gesture of immediately coming to us with the adopted Commission Work Programme. I am saying
this because I am sure that some of our other colleagues will tell you that we do not do anything about this, except
what you have said, but I think it is much worse if you know it from secondary and later sources, and we will definitely
be able to learn about the details later on. However, on the general lines, I think it is very important in this last point to
make some of the points of procedure clear.
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This year, Parliament failed to adopt a joint declaration on the Commission Work Programme, so you had to do it
without Parliament’s help, in a way. Next year — because it is close to the election year — and the year after there is no
need, according to the interinstitutional agreement, to have such a resolution. I think it is a very difficult and tiresome
exercise, but we should use these two or three years to rethink what is the best way. Would it be best to influence
Commission decisions and to have a general resolution on the whole thing every year with tiresome negotiations and
with no consequences? It depends on us (I am saying this to the colleagues here), but we can also maybe find other,
more flexible ways to influence this.

The EPP welcomed the Commission’s proposal that less and better regulation is better for the legislation than in
previous years, and I appreciate the discipline which the Commission brought to this process by really restraining itself.
Having this figure which you mentioned — 80% — is really remarkable. Never before has the Commission, with such a
high level of complacency, already reached the level of the programme which they were putting forward at the
beginning of the term. That also goes to show that there is a clear attempt — albeit not always successful — to
concentrate on the most important things.

On behalf of the EPP, we agree on the content in most cases, especially in the area of jobs: that we still have to deliver
to enable companies to compete in domestic and global markets. In the area of migration, we are still in the midst of
negotiations and resolutions here in Parliament. But to concentrate on fighting the root causes of migration and to use
the private sector in the financing of this kind of migration crisis is key in achieving development objectives, as is much
closer cooperation with the neighbourhood.

In the area of longer-term goals, the debate on the future of the European Union has started. It was launched by the
Commission, and I would like to thank them for that. I would just say on behalf of my Group that we are happy to
engage in this debate in the future.

Maria Jodo Rodrigues, on behalf of the S6D Group. — Madam President, the presentation by the First Vice-President of
the Commission on the Commission Work Programme is welcome, because we need an ambitious road map for the
European Union. But we also need to have it really delivered, and delivered with credible solutions.

We all know that this is the last shot for this European Commission, and let me be precise on what our demands are: to
have real, fair and credible solutions. Yes, we do need a European Social Pillar, but let me be precise: the pillar needs to
be translated in outstanding measures, notably making sure that everybody in employment — in whatever kind of job —
can count on a decent labour contract and on full access to social protection.

When it comes to the reform of the eurozone, we need a eurozone not only with stability, but with roles and
conversions — this means having a European semester working in this direction, a fiscal capacity supporting investment
and supporting upward conversions, and a Minister of Economy and Finance who should be accountable to this
European Parliament.

On migration, the long-term crisis in front of us and behind us can only be responded to via the proper reform of the
European asylum system, legal corridors for legal migration, and a much stronger partnership with Africa. We also
know that when it comes to the role of Europe in supporting the multilateral system and an open world order, a lot
depends on the kind of trade agreements we are able to do. The kind of trade agreements that we are pushing for are
those which should be inspired by sustainable development goals, and all these must be translated into to the European
budget. This will be our last chance to redirect the European Union. This is our expectation.

Anneleen Van Bossuyt, namens de ECR-Fractie. — Ik denk dat iedereen het erover eens is dat de prioriteiten van Europa
inderdaad jobs, veiligheid en migratie zijn. Wat migratie betreft, verwachten wij eindelijk actie van commissaris
Mogherini in verband met het afsluiten van de terugnameakkoorden, waarover al heel lang gesproken wordt.

Wat veiligheid betreft, hebben we meer Europese samenwerking nodig. Ik denk aan het aanpakken van
cybercriminaliteit. De helft van de misdrijven vandaag de dag zijn immers cybermisdrijven en voor veel Europeanen is
dit een grote bron van zorg. Daarnaast moeten we op het vlak van defensie nauwer gaan samenwerken Hier is het
industrieel ontwikkelingsprogramma voor de Europese defensie een goed voorbeeld van.
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Wat jobs betreft, liggen er nog heel veel mogelijkheden in de verdere uitbouw van de digitale interne markt. Hier
wachten we onder meer op de voorstellen van de Commissie rond het business-to-business platform en op verdere
samenwerking van de Commissie bij het afronden van de dossiers rond geoblocking en de onlineverkoop. Ik hoop ook
dat de Commissie bij de voorstellen rond het nieuwe meerjarig financieel kader meer geld vrijmaakt voor Europees
onderzoek. Want 1 euro die hierin geinvesteerd wordt, levert een economische meerwaarde van 11 euro op. Dat lijkt
mij dus een goede investering. Laten we op deze zaken focussen en niet op zaken waarvan geen burger wakker ligt,
zoals een Europese minister van Financién of transnationale lijsten.

Sophia in ’t Veld, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Madam President, thank you, and thank you, Commissioner. I have
only just received the text, so I have not been able to read all the details yet, but I am going to say something which
may shock you. Indeed, I intend to praise you for what you have just said — yes, I know you are going to need months
of therapy to get over it. Nevertheless, we do seem to be past the stage of thinking that delivering results lies in
scrapping red tape. What you have just told us here sounds like a vision for the future, and, unlike some other people,
I do not believe that you need to see an eye doctor if you have vision.

On migration, the Commission has done what it needs to do. Parliament has done its homework. It is actually those
who are absent who have not done their homework. As we said this morning, migration is more than Fortress Europe,
for the question is not only how we keep people out, but also how we are going to process people, the rapid inflows of
migrants.

[ am very, very pleased to hear that you are going to work on a mechanism for the enforcement of the rule of law: that
is, of course, most welcome, but in the short term there are also things that we need to do. For example, I would be
really, really pleased if the Commission were to reinstate the corruption reports: we have just seen last week in Malta
what corruption and in particular those who are investigating corruption can do. We urgently need a strong tool for
investigating corruption and also the rule of law — in Poland, for example. What does it mean if the Commission has
more or less concluded that the judiciary in Poland is no longer independent? What does that mean for cooperation?
What about the European arrest warrant, ECRIS, the Schengen Information System — are we going to use Polish
material? What are we going to do? And finally, I am very curious to see the details of your proposals for a Minister
of Economic Affairs and Finance, which, to my mind will contribute greatly to a more accountable and transparent
European Union.

Ska Keller, on behalf of the Verts/ALE Group. — Madam President, we are very much looking forward to Commissioner
Timmermans’ proposals and I am sure, Commissioner Timmermans, that on a lot of them we will work together with
you. A few others we might not like so much, but that's life! I still want to point out some of the areas where we think
that we absolutely need more progress and some of them have already been mentioned by colleagues.

Number one: the rule of law. We have a dramatic situation in a couple of Member States. I think we all agree that we
need to stand firm and that we need to be coherent in what we are doing if we want to achieve a good result and we
should never let go, we should never give up on such a fundamental thing as making sure that the safeguards against
arbitrary leadership, and even despotism, are not endangered in Europe, and this goes to the very heart of the European
project.
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In Parliament we are currently working towards asking for Article 7.1 to be triggered against Hungary and I think that
the Commission must do the same now also with regard to Poland. So you will come to the Committee on Civil
Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs — we are looking forward to your report — but we need to get active on that as
well. As has been mentioned, I am glad that you are also taking that up, to look too into other measures, measures that
have been proposed by Parliament in the past and which are more sophisticated, more varied as well, and I think we
need to go ahead with that to make sure that we are firm and strong on our European core principles and values.

I also would like to mention the whole issue of sexual harassment because no woman should ever have to put up with
such treatment — not on the street, not at work and not in this House or in any European institution. I really would like
to applaud all of the women who in the past weeks have taken the courageous step — because it is an incredibly
courageous step — to go out and say ‘this is what happened to me’. We must make sure that it is not just a matter of
individual courage but that we actually also do something against sexual harassment.

I would also say generally about sexism because sexism is what enables sexual harassment in the end, and there we
really need to do more. We need to do more, we can do more as the European Union. I would like to see this play a
part in the Work Programme too, that there will be initiatives, because I think we should not just have a debate and
then say ‘okay, well, next time we will have another debate’, but we should really get serious about this and say we do
not accept it any longer.

Next on social justice, and colleagues have also mentioned that. I think social justice is absolutely key if we want to take
the European Union further and I think most of us here want that. We want to protect European citizens but that also
means social protection. To have a proclamation on the European Pillar on Social Rights, as is envisaged, is absolutely
great and fantastic but proclamations alone are simply not enough.

I think, for example, that the Commission should propose a framework directive on an adequate minimum income for
all Europeans or different minimum incomes. We Greens have also proposed an EU sustainability and prosperity pact
for the European Monetary Union (EMU) and the EMU must go hand in hand with a binding roadmap for social,
economic and environmental convergence. I think the issue of tax justice also forms part of the whole social justice
package; the income part, so to say. All companies must contribute their fair share to welfare in the European Union
and therefore we also need to look at minimum tax for companies and common tax instruments because tax fraud and
evasion must be fought with all consequence.

Lastly, on climate change, we do need much more effort. If we want to reach our targets then we have to get serious.
We have to adjust our targets upwards and that is, I think, what we need to do because, as you rightly said, this is the
last year before the European elections. We want people to vote and we want them to know why we make a difference.

Peter Lundgren, fér EFDD-gruppen. — Fru talman! Ja, det dr alltsd 18 mdnader kvar tills det dr dags att hélla
Europaparlamentsval igen. Jag kunde inte 1ata bli att se att man nu har tagit fram en publikation som ldg hir utanfor.

Man tar bara med PPE, S&D och ALDE. Man tar inte med ECR och de grona och sdklart inte EFDD eller ENF. Och hur
rittfirdigar man att Macron lyfts fram som EU:s nya ledare, eller bedriver han redan kampanj for att ersitta Jean-Claude
Juncker 2019? Det hir 4r sa illa, att jag fir visa vad jag tycker om demokratin i detta hus, och det ar det hir [ljudet av
ett papper som rivs]. Det finns ingen demokrati i det har huset lingre.

Olaf Stuger, namens de ENF-Fractie. — We praten vandaag over het werkprogramma van de Commissie. Maar wat werkt
er nu eigenlijk echt? Natuurlijk, we zien de heer Juncker aan het werk: duidelijk aangeschoten zoent en tikt hij erop los
alsof de hele me too-hype niet bestaat. We zien de heer Timmermans bezig, bestraffend naar de landen die opkomen
voor hun eigen bevolking, zoals Polen, Hongarije en Slowakije. Let wel, Voorzitter, dit zijn democratisch gekozen leiders,
die op de vingers worden getikt door mensen hier op wie niemand heeft gestemd. Niemand.
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Klimaat is ook zo'n onderwerp waarbij het craquelé in je bril springt als je dat leest. We gaan de opwarming van de
aarde met enkele duizendsten van graden tegen als we de CO,-uitstoot met de helft laten dalen. Dat kost honderden
miljarden aan belastinggeld. Dat werkt dus ook niet.

Ik sluit af met het onzalige plan om te gaan werken aan een Europese minister van Financién. We zien in de
verschillende landen de desastreuze gevolgen van een falende euro.

José Manuel Fernandes (PPE). — Senhora Presidente, Senhor Vice-Presidente, Caras e caros Colegas, todos temos a
obrigacdo de proteger a vida humana. Sei que a competéncia da protegdo civil estd nas mios de cada Estado-Membro,
mas a Unido Europeia também deve ajudar. E espero que, em 2018, haja a concretizacio de uma forga rdpida de
intervengdo na drea da protegdo civil.

Também ¢é urgente a prevengdo e os Fundos Estruturais disponiveis em cada Estado-Membro sdo importantes para essa
mesma prevencdo. A solidariedade, um fundo de solidariedade para fazer face aos danos, é urgente que funcione
rapidamente, até porque essa solidariedade tem de se sentir.

Também em 2018, Sr. Vice-Presidente, vai haver a proposta para a apresentagdo do novo quadro financeiro plurianual. E
um quadro financeiro plurianual que tem de estar a altura dos seus objetivos e isso significa que tem de ter meios
financeiros em consonincia com os objetivos a que se propde.

Precisamos destes meios e também precisamos de uma outra coisa: é que novas prioridades tém de ter um
financiamento adicional. Espero que haja um quadro financeiro plurianual para mais de 7 anos, para dar previsibilidade,
com a flexibilidade que se exige para podermos responder a imprevistos.

Também espero uma nova rubrica para a seguranca e a defesa e também gostava, para finalizar, que o Sr.
Vice-Presidente nos dissesse, se é que jd tem essa informagdo, relativamente a linha consagrada no orgamento para a
zona euro e para aqueles que querem aderir a zona euro, qual é o montante que estd previsto para essa linha or¢amental
que vai estar dentro do or¢amento da Unido Europeia.

Udo Bullmann (S&D). — Frau Prisidentin, Herr Vizeprisident, werte Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Eine der vornehmsten
Aufgaben dieser Kommission in den nichsten Wochen und Monaten wird es werden, die Europdische Union als ein
demokratisches Projekt zu verteidigen. Warum sage ich das? Ja, natiirlich ist unsere Fraktion dafiir, dass wir bei der
Vertiefung der Wirtschafts- und Wahrungsunion voranschreiten. Natiirlich, wir wollen einen européischen
Wihrungsfonds. Aber das kann doch keine zwischenstaatliche Angelegenheit werden. Oder wollen Sie
mit 19 Finanzministern — oder besser noch mit 27 — regeln, in welcher Weise wir auf die Schocks dieser Welt reagieren
sollen und was wir fiir Mafnahmen wo abstimmen und wie lange das dann dauern soll?

Wir haben diesen Unsinn bei der Troika erlebt. Wir haben erlebt, wieviel Unsinn in die Welt kommt — gut gemeint, aber
schlecht gemacht —, wenn es keine parlamentarische Kontrolle gibt. Wir stehen Ihnen zur Verfigung, weil wir diese
Vertiefung wollen. Wir wollen die Verbesserung unserer wirtschaftspolitischen Instrumente. Aber die Kommission
muss aufstehen und ihre eigene Rolle verteidigen.
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Wir wollen auch nicht, dass die Ubersicht iiber die mitgliedstaatlichen Finanzen auswandert aus der Kommission; sie
gehort in die Kommission. Thr Chef heifft Juncker und nicht Regling. Wir haben Sie hier gewihlt und Herrn Juncker und
die Kommissionskolleginnen und Kollegen. Aber wir haben hier nicht Herrn Regling gewdhlt. Es braucht demokratische
Kontrolle — es braucht das Europiische Parlament. Dabei wollen wir Sie gerne unterstiitzen, heute und auch in Zukunft;
ich danke dafir.

Ich will einen letzten Satz sagen, vielleicht auch im Namen der Kolleginnen und Kollegen. Ich mochte mich aus
gegebenem Anlass einmal bei den Dolmetscherinnen und Dolmetschern bedanken. Sie machen einen grofSartigen Job.
Sie machen das nicht nur heute, sondern sie machen es das ganze Jahr. Herzlichen Dank dafiir.

President. — We can agree with that as regards the interpreters. Our thanks to them.

Peter van Dalen (ECR). — Voorzitter, Europa moet het vooral van zijn soft power hebben en het sterkste soft power-
instrument dat Europa heeft, is handel. Op mondiaal gebied is Europa in de handel echt een heel belangrijke speler. Het
systeem van handelspreferenties is specifick bedoeld om landen aan te sporen de eerbiediging van de mensenrechten te
verbeteren. Laten we vooral dat specifieke doel niet vergeten.

Een van de landen die momenteel het GSP+-handelsvoordeel geniet, is Pakistan. Helaas worden in Pakistan de
mensenrechten met voeten getreden, ook door de overheid. Immers, waarom staat er nog altijd de doodstraf op
blasfemie? En waarom zit Asia Bibi al 7 jaar in een dodencel? Ik roep de Commissie op tot een serieuze evaluatie van
de handelsvoordelen voor Pakistan en ik schat in dat deze voordelen helaas het verschil niet hebben kunnen maken. Als
dat zo is, dan moet die GSP+-status worden bevroren of ingetrokken. Ten slotte ben ik van mening dat het mandaat van
de speciale gezant voor godsdienstvrijheid komend voorjaar moet worden verlengd.

Cecilia Wikstrom (ALDE). — Madam President, as the Chair of the Conference of Committee Chairs I would like to
thank you, Vice-President Timmermans, and all of the Commissioners for a very good and fruitful cooperation that has
improved throughout the years. On a practical note, I hope that the Commission will expedite any remaining legislative
proposals and present them to the co-legislators at the latest by April 2018 to give us a fair chance to conclude before
the end of this mandate.

It is abundantly clear from the Eurobarometer of May this year that citizens expect the Union to deliver in areas like
migration, defence, the environment and foreign affairs — more than two-thirds of citizens have asked the European
Union to deliver on that. We also know that 81% of citizens underline the importance of the free movement of citizens
in the Union: speaking about migration, last week this House managed to unite 751 MEPs from five Groups that consist
of more than 200 political parties. Council, though, was not present here today. They could not up until now unite 21 -
Ministers. I find that quite remarkable, and I urge the Commission to give them a push in the right direction when it
comes to pushing this area to a qualified majority vote.

Jodo Pimenta Lopes (GUE/NGL). — Senhora Presidente, mais uma vez, a Comissdo insiste em apresentar as mesmas
propostas e os mesmos caminhos: perda de soberania econdmica, monetdria, fiscal e bancdria em beneficio das grandes
poténcias europeias, a austeridade, o empobrecimento, a exploracio, a concentragio da riqueza para uns, a miséria e a
incerteza para os demais, mais investimento na inddstria da guerra e em medidas securitdrias e a supressdo dos direitos
de asilo e dos refugiados. Mais do mesmo, sem que se retirem quaisquer ligdes das politicas que impuseram e querem
continuar a impor.

As necessidades, essas, sdo claras e evidentes: o reforco dos fundos para a coesdo, contrariando as crescentes assimetrias,
a necessidade de defesa da democracia no quadro da soberania dos Estados, a defesa de politicas de desenvolvimento
progressistas que respondam as necessidades dos povos e que facam uso dos recursos e capacidades em proveito
proprio, apoios aos paises afetados por catdstrofes e direcionados para mecanismos de prevencdo, a necessidade de
apoiar a recuperagio dos setores produtivos em paises como Portugal, com apoios direcionados a pesca, a agricultura
e a industria, apoios que se canalizem prioritariamente para as micro, pequenas e médias empresas, apoios e politicas
que favorecam necessdrias politicas ptiblicas em setores estratégicos, como a energia, os transportes e as comunicagdes,
apoios e politicas assentes na oferta de servicos publicos, gratuitos e de qualidade, em setores como a satide, a educagio
e a justica, apoios que reforcem a capacidade de producio cientifica e de investigagdo, politicas que promovam a criagdo
de empregos, o trabalho com direitos, a contratagio coletiva, o aumento de saldrios, a reducdo de hordrios e uma
seguranga social publica e universal.
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Yannick Jadot (Verts/ALE). — Madame la Présidente, Monsieur le Vice-président Timmermans, il ne vous a pas échappé
que nous n'en avons pas fini avec les extrémes droites et les nationalismes de gauche et de droite.

IIs prétendent rassembler — nous le savons — les perdants de la mondialisation et les perdus de 'Union européenne, mais
I'Europe d'aujourd’hui dégoit aussi les plus convaincus. Comment leur en vouloir? Le néolibéralisme comme horizon,
laustérité comme solution et la technocratie comme méthode dégoivent forcément I'ensemble des citoyens européens, y
compris les plus convaincus, et rendent nos institutions détestables.

La question de la mondialisation — on le sait — est un enjeu majeur de souveraineté. Evidemment, sans Europe, nous
serons balayés par la mondialisation, mais quand I'Union européenne devient une petite mondialisation libérale et qua
travers ses accords de libre-échange, elle met en concurrence les salariés, les territoires et, aujourd’hui, de maniére
croissante, les choix de société, elle met a portée de canon de quelques multinationales le climat, la santé,
l'environnement, la protection des données personnelles ou les services publics. Evidemment, 3 ce moment-la, 'Europe
ne remplit pas sa mission.

Monsieur Timmermans, il faut changer notre politique commerciale pour quenfin les droits sociaux, environnementaux
et humains priment sur le droit du commerce et sur celui des investisseurs. Si nous ne réussissons pas cela, 'Europe sera
diluée dans son essence méme.

Ne
abbiamo la prova: ¢ successo alla Catalogna e, a poche settimane, in un‘altra delle aree — come la Catalogna — piu
produttive, di gente onesta, che lavora e che produce: in Lombardia e nel Veneto milioni e milioni di persone vanno a
votare, vogliono un referendum. E una grande manifestazione, esattamente come quella di Barcellona, di voglia di liberta,
di democrazia diretta, di partecipazione e di rappresentanza.

C’¢ una grande crisi di rappresentanza in questa Europa, che voi dite proiettata verso pili democrazia. Ma se adesso non
ne parliamo, se nel vostro documento non esaminate neanche lontanamente la questione catalana, la questione del nord
Italia e la questione delle minoranze che chiedono rappresentanza, quale sarebbe questa nuova democrazia? Non ne
avete il coraggio, siete lontani dal sentire e I'unica soluzione ¢ I'Europa dei popoli e delle regioni, non quella della
burocrazia, delle banche e delle multinazionali che vi stanno molto a cuore.

Janusz Korwin-Mikke (NI). — Pani Przewodniczaca! Pan Verheugen powiedzial dwa dni temu w wywiadzie, ze musimy
zwigkszy¢ konkurencyjno$é, bo przegrywamy z krajami Dalekiego Wschodu.

Ja wierze, ze
Europa si¢ odrodzi, ze zrzuci okupacj¢ Unii Europejskiej i znowuz powstanie wolna Europa.

Lambert van Nistelrooij (PPE). — Commissaris, vicevoorzitter Timmermans. Ik wil u graag complimenteren met uw
verhaal over de voortgang, maar toch wil ik een uitnodiging aan u overreiken. 2018 wordt hét jaar van het MFK met
tientallen uitvoeringsverordeningen die voor de periode na 2020 moeten worden voorgelegd.
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Wat is nou onze ervaring? In de afgelopen periode hebben we gezien dat zij te laat kwamen om daarmee daadwerkelijk
bij de aanvang 2014, 2015 en 2016 te beginnen. Dit had bijvoorbeeld op een aantal terreinen, zoals het cohesiebeleid
en de tweede pijler landbouw, tot gevolg dat die uitgaven pas heel laat op gang zijn gekomen. Dat moet nu beter. Dat
moet nu sneller. Dat kan ook als de verordeningen in één keer, midden 2018, worden gepresenteerd. Als we dat niet
doen, dan krijgen we een herhaling van datgene wat we gezien hebben, namelijk dat uitgaven heel laat in de periode, in
de 5 of 7 jaar, worden gedaan.

We zagen vorige keer dat er een geweldige stapel van onbetaalde rekeningen kwam. We zien nu al dat in 2016 8 miljard
euro naar de lidstaten teruggaat. Ook dit jaar zal dat deels gebeuren en we krijgen een geweldige lawine van rekeningen,
straks in 2019 en 2020. En dan spreken niet over de Brexit. Dus inderdaad, betere regelgeving en ook tijdige regelgeving
om in 2019 te kunnen laten zien dat het Parlement die richting ook echt geeft. Het kan niet zo zijn dat we midden
2019 met elkaar in een situatie komen van debatten die niet zijn afgerond en dat 2020 en 2021 slechte jaren worden.
Dat is mijn oproep: tijdige regelgeving.

Jeppe Kofod (S&D). — Madam President, the Commission’s annual work programme is a key tool to addressing shared
European challenges. Sadly, I have to say tax fraud, tax evasion and money laundering remain an enormous shared
problem in Europe, costing EU Member States what amounts to EUR 2 000 on average per citizen in lost taxes every
year. | therefore welcome the initiative on taxation of the digital sector, but I think we have to do much more.

I have spent the last few years working as a co-rapporteur for the Parliament’s inquiry committee into the Panama
Papers. Our investigations show how unregulated intermediaries in Europe and in offshore tax havens help the super-
rich hide their wealth in tax havens. We have to stop this shadowy industry of tax dodging, and also stop the corrupt
global elite that are doing this.

That is why we, the Socialists and Democrats, want to break new ground to put an effective end to tax fraud, money
laundering and tax havens by introducing a common EU licence for wealth managers, tax advisers and other
intermediaries, so that licences can be instantly revoked throughout the EU in the event of illegal actions.

Only a common system with EU licences will make sure that we can put an effective stop to the industry of tax fraud in
Europe. I hope that the Commission supports this idea in the next year’s work programme.

Ich begriile den Vorschlag der Kommission, dass alle noch
zu erwartenden legislativen Vorschlige spdtestens bis Mai nidchsten Jahres vorzulegen sind. Dies muss auch den
Vorschlag zum MFR nach 2020 umfassen, damit unverziiglich umfangreiche interinstitutionelle Verhandlungen
aufgenommen werden konnen. Das Ziel muss es sein, diese Verhandlungen bis zum Ende der laufenden Wahlperiode
erfolgreich abzuschliefen. Alle erdenklichen Anstrengungen miissen unternommen werden, um eine neue Zahlungskrise
abzuwenden, auch durch einen Beschluss iiber die angemessene Hohe der Mittel fiir Zahlungen in den kommenden
Haushaltsplanen. Ein strukturierter Dialog tiber die Gesamtmittelausstattung, die politischen und finanziellen Priorititen,
die Gestaltung und Flexibilitatsbestimmungen des kiinftigen MFR ist unabdingbar. Ein Standpunkt zur Laufzeit des
Finanzrahmens muss erreicht werden.
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Die EVP-Fraktion hat sich eindeutig dafiir ausgesprochen, dass die Kommission einen legislativen Vorschlag zur
Lebensmittelversorgungskette vorlegen soll. Daher freue ich mich sehr, dass diese Forderung eine breite Mehrheit im
Parlament und in der Kommission gefunden hat und im Arbeitsprogramm, im Legislativvorschlag vorgesehen ist. Der
Vorschlag muss eine Rahmenregelung auf EU-Ebene zu unlauteren Handelspraktiken enthalten, und die amtierende
Prisidentin hat hier sehr massiv mitgewirkt.

Ich fordere die Kommission auch auf, einen legislativen Vorschlag zur Weiterentwicklung der Gemeinsamen Agrarpolitik
vorzulegen. Hier ist auch ein konstruktiver Dialog notwendig. Herr Timmermans, die Landwirtschaft sorgt dafir, dass in
Europa iiber 41 Millionen Arbeitspldtze vorhanden sind. Wir geben 32 Cent pro Einwohner und Tag dafiir aus, dass wir
diese Arbeitsplatze sichern und jeden Tag iiber eine halbe Milliarde Menschen geniigend Lebensmittel erhalten. Ich
glaube, das ist ein geringer Betrag, der auch in Zukunft dafiir vorgesehen werden muss.

Isabelle Thomas (S&D). — Madame la Présidente, Monsieur le Vice-président, la Commission présentera en mai
prochain le projet de cadre financier pluriannuel pour l'aprés-2020, afin de permettre un débat fructueux et partagé
sur l'avenir financier de 'Union. Or, le fameux programme des dirigeants présenté par le Conseil prévoit une conclusion
des négociations fin 2019, ceci au mépris du Parlement et de la Commission, car, en accord avec le commissaire
Oettinger, nous avions élaboré un calendrier qui ouvrait la possibilité d’'un accord entre Parlement et Conseil début
2019.

Je rappelle larticle 312, paragraphe 5, du traité sur le fonctionnement de I'Union européenne: «tout au long de la
procédure conduisant & I'adoption du cadre financier, le Parlement européen, le Conseil et la Commission prennent
toutes mesures nécessaires pour faciliter cette adoption».

Le Conseil ne respecte pas ses obligations en envisageant une conclusion des négociations au moment ot le Parlement et
la Commission seront en pleine reconstitution. Il ne respecte pas le Parlement quand il imagine que son consentement
ne sera qu'une formalité.

Jen appelle donc au président de la Commission pour dire, avec le Parlement, au président du Conseil: <Amendez votre
programmel». Ne donnons pas le sentiment d’'une Union qui attend toujours le dernier moment. J'en appelle a la
Commission, gardienne des traités, pour tout faire afin que les négociations soient démocratiques et fructueuses.

Bogdan Brunon Wenta (PPE). — Pani Przewodniczaca! Panie Komisarzu! Tu w skrécie stanowisko mojej grupy
politycznej w odniesieniu do priorytetéw programu prac Komisji Europejskiej na 2018 r. z perspektywy dziatan
Komisji Rozwoju, komisji DEVE. Popieramy ustanowienie mechanizméw nadzoru implementacji celow
zrownowazonego rozwoju przez Uni¢ Europejska, jak i pafstwa czlonkowskie, zgodnie z nowym europejskim
konsensusem w sprawie rozwoju. JesteSmy Swiadomi obecnej ograniczonej zdolnosci Europejskiego Funduszu Rozwoju
do wspierania inicjatyw dotyczacych jednocze$nie bezpieczefistwa i rozwoju. Opowiadamy si¢ za ustanowieniem
nowego instrumentu finansowania, pozwalajacego na kompleksowe wsparcie dzialan na rzecz demokracji, dobrego
zarzgdzania i ochrony praw czlowiecka. Nawigzujac do postulatu dotyczacego przeciwdzialania przyczynom migracji,
ponownie wyrazamy poparcie dla innowacyjnych metod rozwigzywania kryzysu migracyjnego, proponujac i promujac
wspOlprace z sektorem prywatnym, umozliwiajgcg rozwigzywanie probleméw ekonomicznych lezacych u podstaw
migracji. Z perspektywy stosunkéw Unii Europejskiej z panstwami Afryki, Karaibéw i Pacyfiku, jak wiemy, rok nastepny
jest momentem, w ktérym powinni$my rozpoczaé negocjacje w sprawie partnerstwa, ktore zastapi umowe z Kotonu.
Nasza wspllpraca z partnerami afrykariskimi powinna zakladaé wigksza regionalizacje i wspieranie odpornosci
panstwowej, a takze by¢ oparta przede wszystkim na dialogu politycznym i wspieraniu rozwoju oraz handlu.

Pervenche Berés (S&D). - Madame la Présidente, Monsieur le Vice-président, nous sommes ici pour parler du
programme de travail de la Commission pour 'année 2018.

Jéprouve un certain malaise car, pendant ce temps-la, le président Tusk a proposé au Conseil européen une feuille de
route, non pas pour étre en harmonie et mettre en ceuvre ce programme de travail — s'en servir —, mais en donnant
l'impression de vouloir mettre en ceuvre un agenda paralléle.
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Je voudrais dire que la méme chose semble se retrouver au niveau des propositions que vous allez faire dans le domaine
économique et monétaire, olt vous vous proposez de transformer le Mécanisme européen de stabilité en un Fonds
monétaire européen — proposition qui devrait étre sur la table le 6 décembre —, tandis que le président de I'Eurogroupe
vient d’étre recruté par le Mécanisme européen de stabilité lui-méme pour réfléchir a cette réforme, ce qui pose tout de
méme question quant a la crédibilité des institutions dans leurs roles respectifs.

Quelle sera la proposition sur la table? Je vous mets en garde contre ce que nous sentons venir: une proposition dans
laquelle la Commission serait au final dessaisie de ses compétences en matiére de supervision budgétaire au bénéfice du
Mécanisme européen de stabilité, la Commission restant, elle, seule compétente pour mettre en ceuvre des réformes
structurelles dans le cadre d’'une conditionnalité macroéconomique que ce Parlement européen a toujours refusée.

Andrzej Grzyb (PPE). - Pani Przewodniczaca! Panie Komisarzu! Chcialem podzigkowaé za te prezentacje celéw Komisji
na rok 2018. Jest wiele waznych kwestii, ktére Komisja postawila, proponujac jak gdyby bycie wielka w sprawach
wielkich, takich na przyklad jak unia energetyczna, kontynuacja tego projektu, Unia Obrony, w tym obrony granic
Unii Europejskiej czy agenda cyfrowa i laczace si¢ z nig oraz z Unig Obrony cyberbezpieczeiistwo. Bardzo jestem
zadowolony z faktu, ze jest deklaracja w sprawie rozszerzenia o kraje Balkandw, przynajmniej o jeden z krajéw
Balkanéw i prace nad tym.

No i jest co$, co bardziej — ze tak powiem — dzieli czy jest kontrowersyjne — to jest kwestia specjalnej linii budzetowej
dla strefy euro. Musimy o tym dyskutowal. Ale tez zaproponowano miedzy innymi pakiet ,mobilno$¢ a zmiany
klimatyczne”, ktéry jest potrzebny, ale tez budzi wiele kontrowersji, bowiem przyszle regulacje dotyczace kwestii emisji
powinny by¢ skorelowane z dtugoterminows wizja transformacji sektora samochodowego w kierunku bezemisyjnym. Tu
nam potrzeba pewnej mapy drogowej do elektromobilnosci, ktdra jest wazna, potrzebna i przyszto$ciowa. Musi ona
jednak braé pod uwage réwniez rozwdj rodzimego europejskiego przemystu samochodowego — w moim kraju to jest
ponad dwiescie tysiecy miejsc pracy i oni chcieliby wiedzie¢, jak ma wygladaé ten projekt transformacji.

No i by¢ moze sprawa mala: to jest kwestia dyrektywy Parlamentu i Rady z 2001 r. w sprawie czasu letniego. W moim
kraju, na przyklad, toczy si¢ dyskusja i jest wielka aprobata dla tego, aby podejs¢ do rezygnacji z tej dorocznej
dwukrotnej zmiany czasu. To nie jest tylko kwestia mojego kraju, ale réwniez, na przyklad, wielu innych krajow
europejskich, ktére podnosza zasadnos¢. Wydaje mi sig, ze skoro ta debata si¢ rozpoczela, to réwniez nalezaloby si¢
do niej odnies¢.

Roberto Gualtieri (S&D). - Madam President, I welcome the Commission Working Programme on the EMU and also
the key choice that has been made for the Community method. This has a number of implications, and I would like to
focus on them, in particular on two implications.

First, the ESM integration into EU law is really essential. It is essential because with Article 352 of the Treaty we will
have full EP involvement via the consent procedure; it is essential because it will ensure EP scrutiny to the new body; it
is essential because this is the only way to obtain the meaningful budget line that is in your programme; and it is also
essential if we want to fully safeguard Commission competences on economic policy coordination and budgetary
surveillance, including by avoiding to building up a parallel capacity to do Article 4 reports by the ESM.

Second, on the Fiscal Compact incorporation: incorporation requires reform which means also that full co-decision
procedure and double legal basis are necessary.

Claude Moraes (S&D). — Mr President, clearly, such a big proportion of the Commission Work Programme lies in the
field of migration, fundamental rights and security because that is where our clear challenges lie, and it is appropriate
that Vice-President Timmermans is here today.

On migration, after all the difficulties of relocation and after all the work we have done with the Commission here in
Parliament, we now need to seize the challenge of Dublin. Let’s get the mandate from the Council and let’s get the
mandate from the Member States. So much hard work was done here. This will also release the asylum package
qualifications, the Asylum Support Office, and all of the files that come behind this and create a package in the run-
up to the European elections in 2019. That is a prize that is worth seizing.

On fundamental rights and the rule of law, we want to see a proposal for a democracy, rule of law and fundamental
rights pact, and that is something that I know the Commissioner will also want to see. On security, which is also close
to the hearts of our citizens, ETIAS, ECRIS and SIS II must also have impact assessments to make better implementation
key. We want quality legislation. We do not want legislation just in name, but in quality that will last and that will have
privacy at its heart, but which will also be effective for the security of our citizens.

Bernd Lange (S&D). — Herr Prisident, Herr Vizeprisident Timmermans! Unter Punkt 15 des Arbeitsprogramms steht:
Auslieferung der Trade for All strategy.

Ich glaube, wir konnen nicht nur ausliefern. Wir miissen auch noch ein bisschen Gewiirz in die Handelspolitik
bekommen. Nicht nur eine normale Pizza, sondern eine spicy Pizza muss dabei rauskommen.

Drei Punkte seien dazu genannt. Die Handelsabkommen, die auch aufgezihlt sind, sind nicht hinsichtlich der Quantitit,
sondern hinsichtlich der Qualitit zu bewerten. Ich glaube, heutzutage miissen wir auch die Frage der Steuervermeidung,
die Frage der Korruption hineinbringen, so dass es letztendlich ein gutes Abkommen ist und nicht nur die Anzahl von
Abkommen zihlt.

Zweitens: Wir haben einen Vorschlag fiir ein multilaterales Investitionsgericht. Das miissen wir in der Tat puschen, damit
wir hier eine Reform hinkriegen. Heifdt aber auch, Herr Timmermans, dass wir die 1 200 bestehenden europiischen
Investitionsabkommen auf den Priifstand stellen und entsprechend auch dndern, insbesondere die Energiecharta, denn
sonst sind wir unglaubwiirdig, wenn wir zwei MafSstibe haben.

Drittens: Wir miissen enforcement durchsetzen. Es kann nicht sein, dass bei der finanziellen Unterstiitzung
Konditionalititen nicht beriicksichtigt werden - der Rechnungshof hat ja einen Bericht vorgelegt — und auch
Arbeitnehmerrechte miissen durchsetzbarsein. Sie haben das in einer Rede im Mai gesagt: Enforcement ist der dritte
richtige Schritt fir mehr Gewiirz bei der Handelspolitik.
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Cécile Kashetu Kyenge (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, pochi mesi fa il Presidente Juncker, rivolgendosi
a quest’Aula, ci illustrava uno scenario su cui costruire il fondamento della nostra Unione: la liberta, I'uguaglianza e lo
Stato di diritto.

Frans Timmermans, First Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, I have listened very carefully to the
contributions from this House on the Commission Work Programme for next year, and I retain a few things from our
discussion.

First of all, I sense that we share a sense of urgency — that we understand that the challenges Europe faces are daunting —
and I also see that the vast majority of this Parliament wants to act, and wants us to try and help our citizens regain
control over their destinies with measures at a European level that can no longer be taken only at the national level.
There is a part of this Parliament that believes in fleeing in a form of nostalgic nationalism, talking people down all the
time as though we are on the brink of extinction; as though everything is going wrong, etc. Yes, the challenges are
daunting. Yes, we are coming out of a deep economic crisis that has increased disparities in Europe, and that has not led
to the convergence we want. But we do have a new sense of shared destiny, which was expressed also in the European
Council.

But one thing that perhaps did not get enough attention in that European Council is that if you want that sense of
purpose to be translated into concrete measures, you need the co-legislators. You need someone to make a proposal, and
you need Council and Parliament jointly to take a decision so that you can implement it. And that is why the
Commission Work Programme is not just a bureaucratic exercise; it is a concrete translation of the ambitions that are
formulated in this House, in the European Council, and in the Commission. I believe speeches will not solve problems;
even the most brilliant speech does not solve a problem. Concrete steps forward on social policy, on the digital single
market, on completing the internal market and the banking union, on making sure that the very fundamental issue of
the rule of law is something we strengthen in Europe and do not weaken in Europe, and on the fact that we need to
deliver concrete results — and we do not have much time left until the next election — that is what we have reflected in
the Commission Work Programme.

Yes, there are disagreements amongst us, but this is the Commission’s proposal, and we will look for a majority in this
Parliament in a debate. That is how democracy works. I even heard somebody say that the only legitimate democracies
are at the national level. What nonsense: every single Member of this House has been elected directly by European
citizens and therefore has a mandate to decide with the Council on legislation that affects every single European citizen,
and I think we need to understand this responsibility we have. We need to be able to face our voters in 2019 with
something we have accomplished and with a plan for the future, and for those of you who have raised the issue of
governance in the economic and monetary union, saying that this cannot be a bureaucratic process: that is exactly why
the Commission has made this proposal. This should be discussed and mandated in this Parliament if we take these
major decisions.
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So that is the gist of our proposal for next year, and let me end on one thing: I believe it is also a matter of honour that
we acknowledge that some of the problems we face are very, very complicated to solve, but we will not let them go. I
refer to what the honourable Member Mr Marias has said: the situation on the Greek islands is still unacceptable,
completely unacceptable, and this Commission will never let go of its responsibility to make sure that we solve it.
And I do agree with those of you who have said that this requires pan-European solidarity by all Member States. I
believe we are in our full right to demand this responsibility in Member States. And responsibility also means that we
adhere to the truth, that we do not tell fairy tales about a secret plan to ‘Brusselise’ — or whatever they call it — European
populations, or about a secret plan to force people to take migrants. This is not the case.

The only plan we have is to provide European citizens with the tools so that they can shape their futures and their
destinies on the basis of their values, and we need to do this collectively. Globalisation will not go away if we take
refuge in nation states only. Globalisation can only be harnessed if we as Europeans, act together with a common sense
of purpose.

Der Prisident. — Als nichster Tagesordnunsgpunkt folgt die Aussprache iiber den Bericht von Siegfried Muresan und
Richard Ashworth im Namen des Haushaltsausschusses iiber den Standpunkt des Rates zum Entwurf des
Gesamthaushaltsplans der Europdischen Union fiir das Haushaltsjahr 2018 — alle Einzelpline (11815/2017 — C8-
0313/2017 — 2017/2044(BUD))

Siegfried Muresan, rapporteur. — Mr President, I would like to welcome Minister Kivine from the Estonian Presidency
and Commissioner Oettinger to the European Parliament. The position of the European Parliament on the 2018 budget
of the European Union which we are going to vote on tomorrow proposes to you a realistic and honest budget of the
European Union. We propose a budget which is innovative, which is future oriented and which enables the European
Union to provide the prospect of prosperity and safety for its citizens.

The priorities of the budget for next year in the eyes of Parliament should be firstly growth and jobs, and secondly, the
safety, the security of citizens. We want to achieve this by investing in research and innovation, infrastructure, small and
medium-sized enterprises, the Erasmus programme; we want to strengthen measures on combating youth
unemployment, we want to stand by the side of young farmers. In order to provide for more security, we want to
strengthen the agencies of the Union which have responsibility for justice and home affairs, these being: the European
Union Agency for Law Enforcement Training (CEPOL), Eurojust, the European Asylum Support Office (EASO), Frontex,
Europol.

We want to do more in terms of defence at European level because it makes much more sense to spend money once at
European level for defence and then share the benefits of our work, of our cooperation, amongst 28 Member States,
many of us being also in NATO and NATO saying it is good that the European Union does more on defence together,
that Member States of the Union are also cooperating together. This is a new task for the Union. It is a future-oriented
task.

Commissioner, I believe that the draft budget which you presented at the end of May is a very good starting point for
the upcoming negotiations between Council and Parliament that will start tomorrow with our vote and which will go
on for 21 days. The draft budget is a very good starting point because the Commission is the institution best placed to
evaluate the implementation of projects and the real needs on the ground. Beyond this draft budget, in order to achieve
the priorities of Parliament which 1 have just outlined, the European Parliament proposes to increase financing by
EUR 22.5 million for COSME. This is the programme which is financing small and medium-sized enterprises. It is
there that the job creation process is taking place.

We propose to finance the European Research Council by EUR 15 million more; the SME instrument by EUR 10 million
more because there is a very high demand, it has a very good implementation rate; the Marie Curie Excellency Research
Programme, because there are many good research projects applying, by EUR 10 million; and EUR 32 million for
Erasmus. As we know, 80% of research and innovation programmes under Horizon 2020 would not take place unless
they were financed at European level, so there is a clear added value there. In terms of strengthening the agencies of the
Union we want EUR 10 million for Europol, EUR 26 million for EASO and EUR 3 million each for Eurojust and CEPOL.
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In terms of external relations, because it is in the fundamental interest of the Union to be surrounded by safe countries,
we believe we have to allocate our resources primarily to the immediate neighbourhood. It is there that the big risk for
the Union is coming from. So we propose to use the resources existing in the budget to finance the southern
Mediterranean appropriately and to increase funding there by EUR 120 million. We propose EUR 27 million more for
the Eastern Neighbourhood and EUR 35 million more for the Western Balkans.

When it comes to our relations with our partner Turkey, with which we have jointly managed to overcome the
migration and refugee crisis, I want to say the following very briefly: as long as Turkey is drifting apart from
European standards, we should make sure that particularly the pre-accession funds targeted at supporting political
reforms in Turkey should be reduced because, in terms of political reforms, Turkey is moving for the time being into a
direction which is completely opposite to European standards.

I am looking forward to the debate, and to the upcoming negotiation with the Council and the Commission in the
coming three weeks.

Richard Ashworth, rapporteur. — Mr President, I want to put on record my thanks to my co-rapporteur Siegfried
Muresan, and [ want to compliment him on his very sensible approach and the excellent work that he has done. I
also want to record my thanks to the shadow rapporteurs for their continued support throughout the process.

Members will recall that, in April this year, this House agreed to increase the European Parliament budget for next year
by 2.3%. Bearing in mind the effect of inflation and the cyclical cost of preparations for the 2019 elections, I
thought 2.3% was reasonable and responsible. It has therefore been my intention that an increase of 2.3% be taken as
the benchmark against which all other institutions would be measured, and the level be the target for the overall budget
increase. I was particularly pleased to note that the Council followed our lead when they too set their budget at an
increase of just below 2.3%.

However, it has not been possible or indeed desirable to peg all individual institution budgets at that level. I have had to
take into account a number of exceptional cost demands for 2018. First, the Court of Justice and the Court of Auditors.
Both have significantly increased workloads, as well as a number of significant security issues which will have to be
addressed. Second, the Data Protection Supervisor. He has been tasked with a new role for which we will have to make
provision. Thirdly, the question of strategic communications. I am aware that many in this House consider this to be a
key priority, and I know that this view is shared by a number of the Member States. So, to meet that expectation, we
shall have to oppose the cuts which are currently proposed by Council when it comes to the coming negotiations.

Finally, the EU Special Representative. Both Parliament and the EEAS have been pressing for some time to transfer the
cost of special representatives over to the EEAS budget. Clearly, this would be budget-neutral, and so in our proposals
Parliament has indicated that it is willing to make provision to cover this transfer in the 2018 budget.

I recommend to Parliament that these cost increases are both reasonable and justifiable, but I would, however, wish to
remind Members of the importance of exercising fiscal discipline in order to keep public expenditure under control. To
that end, I have identified a number of areas where cost savings could be made. Specifically, I would give the example
that I propose a freeze on the budgets of the Committee of Regions and the Economic and Social Committee, and while
I am grateful to those groups who have supported this initiative, I am disappointed that the larger groups were not
prepared to do so.

Colleagues, in voting on this budget and resolution, this House will set the mandate for the forthcoming negotiation
with the Council. I look forward to that negotiation and I look forward to reporting a favourable outcome in November.

Mirt Kivine, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, it is a great pleasure and opportunity to address you for
the second time during this budget process, as I did on 12 September.
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I wish to reiterate the same main points I made at the time: that the Council will continue to prioritise the highest
European added value points in its 2018 budget proposal, as it has already been doing. And we intend to do that during
those three weeks that, Mr Muresan has already highlighted, stand ahead of us. We stand to stimulate jobs and growth,
bolster security and work with migration.

At the same time, as you have noticed, the Council has expressed a clear determination to see sufficient margins in the
2018 budget, as this is only prudent. In its deliberations, the Council has scrutinised the implementation capacity
extremely carefully to ensure the realistic and efficient use of EU citizens’ funds. Consequently, after the Council
adjustments none of the priority areas will see a drop in funding relative to the 2017 budget.

I will take, and T have taken, due note of various amendments to Council positions that Parliament has discussed and
will discuss. Allow me to make a few very brief remarks in this connection. We are extremely pleased to see that the
financial gap between the Council position and Parliament’s position is lower than in many previous years. The Council
is, however, extremely concerned about significant increases to certain appropriations proposed by the European
Parliament that go beyond the ceiling fixed in the Multiannual Financial Framework.

Second, the alarmingly high rate of under-implementation of the Union’s budget, as confirmed by the last amending
budget of 2017, and the payments forecast for the next year, as recently published by the Commission, argue for taking
a very frugal approach in order to preserve the credibility of both the budget process and the participating institutions.
That said, our course of action over the coming weeks has been set out in order to reach a balanced and satisfactory
agreement on the 2018 budget.

The Council is set to keep to the schedule agreed between our institutions on budget negotiations and to reach an
agreement within the deadlines laid down in the Treaty.

Giinther Oettinger, Mitglied der Kommission. — Herr Prasident, lieber Herr Minister Kivine, liebe Berichterstatter Muresan
und Ashworth, Damen und Herren Abgeordnete, meine Damen und Herren! Ich will den beiden Berichterstattern meine
Anerkennung aussprechen fiir die Qualitit ihrer Vorarbeit. Sie haben in einem beeindruckenden Mafle eine breite
Position des Parlaments herbeigefiihrt. Ich danke Thnen auch fiir die Anderungen, die Sie vorschlagen, denn mit Thren
Anderungen konnten Kiirzungen vom Kommissionsentwurf vermieden werden, ja in einigen Bereichen gehen sie sogar
tiber den Mittelansatz, den die Kommission vorgeschlagen hat, hinaus.

Wir alle haben uns, glaube ich, mit diesem Haushalt 2018, der vielleicht der letzte normale Haushalt sein wird, der noch
nicht in irgendeiner Form vom Brexit berithrt sein wird, zwei Schwerpunkte vorgenommen: Wachstum und
Beschiftigung — wir sollten alles tun, damit die zarte Pflanze eines Wachstums in den meisten europiischen Regionen
und mehr Arbeitsplitze in vielen Regionen gestirkt werden — und zweitens, das Thema Migration sowie dufSere und
innere Sicherheit auf europiischer Ebene erfolgreich anzugehen.

Wenn man die Unterschiede zwischen Rat, Parlament und dem Ansatz der Kommission nimmit, sollte eigentlich in den
ndchsten drei Wochen bei dem vorhandenen guten Willen aller Beteiligten eine Einigung auf einen Haushalt 2018 im
Vermittlungsausschuss moglich sein.

Parlament und Rat haben in einigen Programmen unterschiedliche Vorstellungen, was den Finanzbedarf angeht. Zum
einen beim Thema Wettbewerbsfahigkeit und Forschung, zum zweiten bei der Beschiftigungsinitiative fiir junge
Menschen und zum dritten beim Thema der europiischen Aufenhilfe. Die hoheren Ansitze des Parlamentes sind fuir
uns nachvollziehbar. Wir wollen trotzdem hier erwahnen, dass es ja gerade auch mit der Halbzeitpriifung
Vereinbarungen zwischen Rat und Parlament gibt, die man auch im Haushalt 2018 nicht aufgeben sollte.

Die Aufstockungen: zum ersten Wettbewerbsfihigkeit. Das Parlament stellt eine Aufstockung um 1,4 Mrd. EUR in
Rubrik 1A fur die Wettbewerbsfahigkeitsprogramme vor. Dies unterstiitzen wir nachdriicklich, denn wir konnen im
Haushaltsvollzug der letzten Jahre nachweisen, dass zum Beispiel Horizont 2020 oder die Connecting Europe Facility
hocheffiziente Investitionsprogramme sind, mit denen wir einen Mehrwert auf europdischer Ebene im Interesse der
Mitgliedstaaten, unserer Wirtschaft, unserer Menschen nachweisen konnen. Deswegen bin ich nachdriicklich an dieser
Aufstockung interessiert.
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Die erforderlichen Mittel fiir Wachstums- und Beschiftigungsprogramme wollen Sie sicherstellen und steigern. Auch dies
ist begriiflenswert. Wir sollten trotzdem hier an frithere Vereinbarungen denken und uns daran halten.

Die Mafnahmen zur Unterstiitzung junger Menschen: Uns allen bleibt der weitere Abbau der zu hohen
Jugendarbeitslosigkeit, der in den meisten Regionen begonnen hat, ein zentrales Ziel. Wir haben deswegen ja in der
Halbzeitpriifung die Verlingerung der Beschiftigungsinitiative beschlossen und eine Aufstockung der Mittel in den
Jahren 2017-2020 um insgesamt 1,2 Mrd. EUR vorgesehen. Weitergehende Mittel sollten wir in den nichsten Tagen
priifen, entlang der bestehenden Arbeitslosenquote und entlang der Absorptionsfihigkeit in den Mitgliedstaaten, das Geld
auch sinnvoll ein- und umzusetzen.

Beim Europiischen Solidaritdtskorps schligt das Parlament vor, im Augenblick noch keine Mittel zu veranschlagen. Dies
respektieren wir, da der Gesetzgebungsprozess noch nicht so weit ist und deswegen noch abgewartet werden muss. Wir
sollten aber in jedem Fall alles tun, damit keine Unterbrechung in der Startphase unseres Europiischen Solidarititskorps
eintritt, und damit junge Freiwillige, die sich gemeldet haben und die mitmachen wollen, auch ohne Unterbrechung ihre
Bereitschaft zum Ehrenamt einlésen und realisieren konnen.

Die Aufenhilfe der Européischen Union, Rubrik IV — Europa in der Welt, Global Europe: Hier gehen wir die Ursachen
von Flucht und Migration an. Auch hier sind die Aufstockungen nachvollziehbar. Sie schlagen parallel gewisse mafSvolle
Kiirzungen bei dem Heranfithrungsprogramm, bei den Vorbeitrittshilfen fur die Tiirkei vor. Das kann ich politisch
durchaus nachvollziehen. Mir ist sehr wichtig, dass wir beim Thema Tiirkei-EU-Abkommen handlungsfihig bleiben. Sie
werden gelesen haben, dass sechs Mitgliedstaaten — nimlich Osterreich, Dinemark, Finnland, Frankreich, Schweden und
Deutschland — uns jetzt gebeten haben, die Fortfithrung des Fliichtlingsabkommens EU-Tiirkei zu ermdglichen. Ich kann
Thnen berichten, dass die drei Milliarden, die uns durch Umschichtung im europiischen Haushalt und durch frische
Mittel aus den Mitgliedstaaten bereitgestellt worden sind, in Form von commitments jetzt weitgehend ausgeschopft sind;
die payments folgen Zug um Zug nach. Wenn wir aber glaubwiirdig bleiben wollen, wenn wir fiir Fliichtlinge aus Syrien,
Irak, Afghanistan, die in der Tirkei derzeit hausen und leben, Menschenwiirde kofinanzieren wollen, dann miissen wir
jetzt iber die nidchsten drei Milliarden sprechen. Dies wird sicherlich ein Schwerpunkt unserer Beratungen im
Vermittlungsverfahren in den nichsten Tagen sein.

Alles in allem: Ich sehe keine fundamentalen Gegensitze, sondern guten Willen, zu einer Einigung zu kommen. Ich darf
noch erwihnen, dass unser Berichtigungsschreiben Nummer 1 vom 16. Oktober die Landwirtschaftsausgaben zum
Gegenstand hat und hier von uns aus Griinden der Aktualisierung gewisse Umschichtungen vorgesehen sind und
namentlich auch eine Aufstockung der Betrdge fiir Junglandwirte darin enthalten ist.

Ich freue mich auf eine Debatte heute und dann auf gute Beratungen, Herr Minister und verehrte Berichterstatter, unter
Threr Fithrung in den nichsten Wochen, mit dem Ziel, dass wir in wenigen Wochen einen stabilen Haushaltsrahmen fiir
das nichste Jahr haben werden.

Barbara Matera, relatrice per parere della commissione per i diritti della donna e l'uguaglianza di genere. — Signor Presidente,
onorevoli colleghi, parlo come relatrice per parere della commissione FEMM.

Siamo riusciti nell'intento di destinare una linea di bilancio separata per Daphne III nell'ambito del programma «Diritti,
uguaglianza e cittadinanza». Il programma Daphne destina risorse finanziarie alla protezione dei bambini, dei giovani e
delle donne contro tutte le forme di violenza e ha come obiettivo quello di raggiungere un elevato livello di protezione
della salute e del benessere. Soprattutto alla luce di una violenza subita ogni giorno da tante donne in tutta Europa, c'¢
stata l'esigenza di porre proprio delle linee di bilancio e l'attenzione dei colleghi della commissione per i bilanci
dell'Unione europea.

Nella nostra commissione la maggioranza dei colleghi si € espressa per continuare a finanziare anche Ilstituto per
l'uguaglianza di genere, cosi da poter utilizzare tutte le sue competenze e risorse per listituzione di un Osservatorio
europeo sul femminicidio e sulla violenza contro le donne. Infine, per incentivare la partecipazione femminile
alleconomia, abbiamo condiviso I'esigenza di stanziare fondi per sostenere I'imprenditorialita femminile nel programma
COSME.
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Barbara Spinelli, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Constitutional Affairs. — Mr President, I am intervening on
behalf of Ms Hiibner, Chair and Rapporteur of the Committee on Constitutional Affairs, who unfortunately cannot be
present. I am very pleased that in its reading on the 2018 Budget, Parliament is defending the spending for programmes
that encourage citizens' participation in the democratic life of the Union, such as Europe for Citizens, the European
Citizens’ Initiative and the line dedicated to communication of Commission Representations with citizens. 2018 is the
year where preparations for the European elections in 2019 will be in full swing, and we should take this opportunity
to inform citizens of their rights and the impact their vote carries for themselves and for Europe as a whole. This was
the main concern of our committee, and I am glad the Committee on Budgets took our suggestions into consideration.

Charles Goerens, rapporteur pour avis de la commission du développement. — Monsieur le Président, jai peu de sympathie
pour le Conseil, qui réduit le budget dédié a l'aide au développement de 90 % pour ce qui est des crédits d’engagement,
et de 20 millions pour ce qui est des crédits de paiement.

Par ailleurs, les Etats membres sont accusés par la Commission de contribuer trop peu au Fonds fiduciaire pour
I'Afrique. Or, en 2015, lors de la conférence internationale sur le financement de l'aide publique au développement,
'Union européenne, conformément aux conclusions du Conseil de la méme année, renouvelle son engagement de porter
a 0,7 % laide publique au développement au plus tard en 2030.

Cet engagement est une promesse en l'air, contredite par les faits. Cette promesse n'engage pas ses auteurs, mais ceux qui
y croient. Ce comportement est inadmissible, et d’autant plus qu'il est en porte-a-faux avec les déclarations récentes de
I'UE dans le cadre du consensus européen pour le développement, ou lors des journées européennes pour le
développement.

Il serait judicieux, Monsieur le Président, d'exiger des Etats membres qui ne tiennent pas leurs engagements qu'ils
viennent s'expliquer devant la commission du développement du Parlement européen.

Morten Lekkegaard, ordforer for udtalelse fra Kultur- og Uddannelsesudvalget. — Hr. formand! Vi statter tilgangen om at
fastfryse de tildelte midler til den europziske solidaritetsfond fra Erasmus+, som Kommissionen har lagt op til, indtil det
nedvendige lovgivningsmassige grundlag foreleegger. I tillaeg til det finder vi det i udvalget nedvendigt at tilfere 50 mio.
EUR som forudset til Erasmus+ allerede i 2018. For at adressere den kroniske underfinansiering af bade det kulturelle
underprogram under Et kreativt Europe og Europa for Borgerne-programmet, sd stotter jeg ordfererens tilgang med at
booste finansieringen til disse programmer. Jeg vil ogsd gerne statte, at der gives flere penge til budgetposten for
multimedieforanstaltninger for at sikre en underskov af uathaengig dakning af EU-stof af tilstraekkelig hej kvalitet.
Endelig vil jeg til slut gentage min intention om at indfere aktiviteterne fra den meget succesfulde forberedende aktivitet
En ny fortelling om Europa inden i Erasmus-programmet som ungdomsprogram.

Cristian Dan Preda, raportor pentru aviz Comisia pentru afaceri externe. — Domnule presedinte, am fost raportorul pentru
aviz in Comisia pentru afaceri externe pentru bugetul 2018. Comisia si Consiliul au cerut reduceri de o jumditate de
miliard de euro in privinta politicii externe. Comisia noastrd a fost impotriva acestei pozitii si le multumesc colegilor din
Comisia pentru bugete care au sustinut pozitia AFET.

In AFET am subliniat trei domenii de mare importanti: primul este sustinerea vecindtitii Uniunii Europene atat in est,
cat si in sud; al doilea domeniu este finantarea corectd a politicii externe i de securitate comund; si, nu in ultimul rind,
a treia prioritate: susinerea politicii de extindere in Balcanii de Vest. in ceea ce priveste Turcia, Comisia AFET a fost
foarte clard: vrem ca o parte din fondurile de aderare si meargd citre societatea civild pentru a ne putea asigura cd vom
avea iIn viitor, poate, o Turcie democraticd la masa discutiilor.

Alain Cadec, rapporteur pour avis de la commission de la péche. — Monsieur le Président, Monsieur le Commissaire, mes
chers collégues, comme tous les ans, la procédure budgétaire est 'occasion pour les commissions parlementaires de
présenter des projets pilotes en vue d’améliorer les politiques publiques de 'Union.
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Cette année, la commission de la péche a proposé un projet pilote pour améliorer la gestion du bar dans I'Atlantique. Ce
poisson est péché non seulement par les pécheurs professionnels, mais aussi par des pécheurs récréatifs. Il importe donc
de mettre en place des mesures de gestion adaptées a cette réalité, qui permettent a tous les acteurs d’avoir leur place
dans cette péche.

Le projet pilote de la commission de la péche permettra de tester des moyens de contrdle innovants pour la péche
récréative du bar. Cela permettra au législateur d’envisager l'introduction d’un carnet de péche mensuel pour les pécheurs
de loisir afin de remplacer les actuelles limites journaliéres. Ce projet pilote permettra également d’améliorer la collecte
des données sur les stocks de bar. Il devra aussi accompagner la mise en place de plans de gestion pluriannuels.

Concretement, il s’agit de programmer des mesures de gestion des péches sur le long terme afin d’assurer une nécessaire
visibilité aux pécheurs professionnels. Cela est indispensable pour atteindre les objectifs de la politique commune de la
péche.

Szanyi Tibor, a Mezdgazdasdgi Bizottsdg véleményének eléaddja. — EInok Ur! A jelentést a Mezgazdasagi és Vidékfejlesztési
Bizottsdg részérél el6adéi minGségben segitettem. Igy a szakteriiletért felelgs kollégdkkal egyiitt a mezdgazdasig és
vidékfejlesztés koltségvetésben betoltott kulcsfontossigli szerepét erdsitettem. Ez a teriilet, tehdt az agrdrteriilet
hozzdjarul az EU alapvet§ célkittizéseihez, éppen ezért nem engedhetiink meg semmiféle koltségvetési csokkentést
vagy atcsoportositast.

Az olyan teriiletek, mint példaul az aktiv gazddlkodok, a termel6i csoportok, a kiizdelem a tisztességtelen kereskedelmi
gyakorlatok ellen, a piaci megfigyel6kozpontok iigye, novény- és egészségiigyi intézkedések, és az okos megkozelités
jelentSs biztonsdgot és kitorést nydjtanak Eurdpa elnéptelenedd vidéki térségeiben, és egyben biztositjdk Eurdpa
élelmiszertermel8 képességeinek fenntartdsat.

Kilon ki kell emelnem a kisérleti projektek és az elSkészit6 intézkedések szerepét, amelyek politikai prioritdsok
kialakitasaban és 1j kezdeményezések elGkészitésében kiemelten fontosak. Olyan édllandé unids tevékenységeket és
programokat alakithatunk ki, ezek dltal, mint példdul a ,Smart villages” — ,Okos falvak” koncepcié.

Deirdre Clune, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Employment and Social Affairs. — Mr President, the Committee
on Employment and Social Affairs reached political consensus on the opinion that lines should be maintained at the
level that has been proposed by the Commission and as has been said, 2018 will be a pivotal year for the Union. As we
approach the end of this mandate, we must ensure that we leave a good framework in place. That means funding must
be maintained for important employment lines like the European Social Fund (ESF), and the year-on-year increases that
have been proposed in smart and inclusive growth and indeed in economic, social and territorial cohesion are
welcomed.

In particular, the Committee wanted to ensure that youth employment initiatives were protected and that funding for
the Youth Guarantee has been held and that funding increases for the Youth Employment Initiative are agreed as a
matter of urgency. The proposal for establishing the European Solidarity Corps was welcomed by the Committee
which made it clear that the funding should not come from established priority funds like the ESF but should come
from the global margin for commitments.

We also welcomed the proposed increase to the maximum envelope of the European Globalisation Adjustment Fund
(EGF). However, we would stress the need for flexibility in this area, in its applicability criteria, because unemployment
numbers can affect smaller rather than larger Member States to different degrees.

Jerzy Buzek, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Industry, Research and Energy. — Mr President, this is the last
budget of the EU 28 and we need successful implementation of our ambitious policies because there are citizens’
expectations. So, in this context, the Committee on Industry, Research and Energy regrets the significant cuts in
Horizon 2020. We cannot expect the EU to be more innovative and competitive when our framework programme is
used as a financial source for other projects, no matter how important.

Another issue: cuts to COSME and the Council’s reductions to the SME instruments: to create an SME-friendly business
environment it is crucial to provide the necessary financial instruments.
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Last but not least, financial resources for the European Institute of Innovation and Technology (EIT), the Agency for the
Cooperation of Energy Regulators (ACER), the European Union Agency for Network and Information Security (ENISA)
and the European Global Navigation Satellite Systems Agency (GNSS).

Markus Ferber, Verfasser der Stellungnahme des mitberatenden Ausschusses fiir Wirtschaft und Wahrung. — Herr Prisident,
Herr Kommissar, Herr Ratsprisident, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Wir im Wirtschafts- und Wahrungsausschuss
haben nur ein kleines Budget zu administrieren.

Das Wichtigste bei uns sind die drei Aufsichtsbehorden. Wir sind uns — glaube ich — im Klaren, dass die drei
Aufsichtsbehorden finanziell gut ausgestattet sein miissen, um ihr Mandat zu erfillen. Aber sie sollten sich auf ihr
Mandat beschranken und nicht dariiber hinausgehen.

Die Pramisse muss immer sein, dass es ein Budget nur fir Aufgaben gibt, die auch vom Gesetzgeber her gedeckt sind,
und das erfordert Mandatstreue der Aufsichtsbehorden. Hier sehen wir durchaus noch Verbesserungsbedarf.

Wir finden es richtig, dass die Kommission fiir die review der drei Aufsichtsbehorden vorgeschlagen hat, dass hier auch
die Industrie einen Beitrag leisten soll. Wir wollen aber sicherstellen, dass auch weiterhin das EU-Budget mit
herangezogen wird, um die Aufsichtsfunktionen wahrnehmen zu konnen.

Letzter Punkt: Eine der drei Aufsichtsbehorden wird ja nach dem Votum der Briten London verlassen miissen. Hier
wollen wir schon, dass jetzt auch fiir das Haushaltsjahr 2018 erste Mittel bereitgestellt werden, damit der Umzug der
Europiischen Bankenaufsicht geschmeidig erfolgen kann.

Joachim Zeller, Verfasser der Stellungnahme des mitberatenden Haushaltskontrollausschusses. — Herr Prisident, Herr Minister,
Herr Kommissar! Im Haushaltsjahr 2018 treffen sich zwei zeitliche Linien. Die EU-2020-Strategie, der gegenwartige MFF,
die gegenwirtige Forderperiode und die Amtszeiten von Parlament und Kommission ndhern sich ihrem Ende.
Gleichzeitig gilt es, die Grundlagen zu legen fiir die europdische Politik nach 2020. Bilanz und Ausblick treffen
aufeinander. Darum ist es notwendig, aus Sicht der Haushaltskontrolle zu iiberpriifen, ob unsere Anstrengungen und
Instrumente die vereinbarten Ziele erreicht haben. Gleichzeitig gilt es festzustellen, wie wir uns neu ausrichten.

Zum Beispiel: 80 % der Direkthilfen in der Landwirtschaft gehen an 20 % der Zahlungsempfinger. Haben wir so die
Einkommen, insbesondere kleineren der Agrarbetriebe, stabilisieren konnen? Eine Vielzahl von Finanzinstrumenten
macht es fast unmoglich, die notwendige parlamentarische Kontrolle des Haushalts aufrechtzuerhalten.

Erhebliche Beitrdge des Unionshaushalts fliefen in Treuhandfonds. Sie entziehen sich aber bisher einer sinnvollen
Uberpriifung durch das Parlament.

In diesen und &hnlichen Fragen, die wir in unserer Stellungnahme niedergelegt haben, erwarten wir 2018 mehr
Transparenz.

Petr Jezek, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs. — Mr President, it is clear

that there are not enough funds available to deal with the migration crisis as well as the security challenges we currently
face in the EU. Indeed, polls have suggested that these areas are the ones Europeans expect the EU to do much more on.
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As rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs on the 2018 budget, I
advocated that further money be allocated to deal with these crucial areas. In addition, we pushed for more funds for
the agencies which are at the forefront of the Union’s response. We also need to ensure that the agencies in the area of
justice and home affairs are adequately staffed. Therefore, we advocated that these agencies be exempt from the staff
reduction targets of 5% under the multiannual budget.

In tomorrow’s vote I call on our colleagues to give the rapporteurs a strong mandate for their discussions with national
governments in order to ensure that the Union and its agencies can respond in the most effective way possible to the
challenges we face.

Reimer Boge, Verfasser der Stellungnahme des mitberatenden Ausschusses fiir internationalen Handel. — Herr Prasident! Der
internationale Handel und die damit einhergehenden Abkommen kénnen ein entscheidendes Instrument der
Aufenpolitik sein, indem sie Wachstum und Beschiftigung in die Regionen dieser Welt tragen.

Sie haben aber auch, wenn sie offen und regelbasiert sind, damit zu tun, dass Werte und Prinzipien einer offenen
globalen Gesellschaft eroffnet werden. Wenn wir jetzt in den nichsten Jahren eine ambitionierte Strategie des Handels
fur alle mit vielen neuen ergdnzenden Handelsabkommen haben werden, dann ist es wichtig, dass wir erstens die
Kommission mit geniigend man and woman power ausstatten, nicht nur zu verhandeln, sondern auch nachzuvollziechen
und zu schauen, wie sich Handelsabkommen entwickeln. Wir missen dafiir Sorge tragen, dass die Mittel fiir Handelshilfe
ein unverzichtbares Instrument sind, um Strukturen und Projekte gerade in weniger entwickelten Lindern voranbringen
zu konnen, damit sie Nutzen aus diesen Entwicklungen ziehen.

Ich glaube auch, dass die technische Unterstiitzung und die Wirtschaftshilfe fur unsere direkten Nachbarn im Osten und
im Siiden der Europdéischen Union von groffer Bedeutung sind.

Ein Letztes, Herr Prisident: Wir werden lingerfristig auch dariiber zu reden haben, die Makrofinanzhilfen, die besser
ausgestattet werden sollten, in das europdische Nachbarschaftsinstrument aufzunehmen, um die Kohidrenz der
Mafinahmen der Europdischen Union zu verstirken.

Paul Riibig, im Namen der PPE-Fraktion. — Herr Prasident, Herr Kommissar, Herr Berichterstatter! Ich glaube, fiir uns alle
ist es wichtig, dass auch der Haushalt des Europdischen Parlaments Prioritdten setzt. Wir beginnen damit: Wie vom Rat
gewiinscht, wird die Dienstpostenreduzierung von 1 % pro Jahr natiirlich auch von uns eingehalten; es wird interne
Umschichtungen geben. Aber ich glaube, dass dieses Ziel natiirlich nicht nur ein Ziel fiir die europdische Ebene ist,
sondern es wire auch sehr erfreulich, wenn die Finanzminister zu Hause in ihren eigenen Lindern die 1-
%-Dienstpostenreduktion durchfithren wiirden, um zu zeigen, dass es mit dieser Auferung wirklich ernst ist.
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Wir haben natiirlich auch die Vorbereitung der ndchsten Wahlen zum Europdischen Parlament 2019 im Fokus. Wir
wollen vor allem die Demokratie in Europa schiitzen. Wir wollen nicht, dass Krifte, die gegen die Demokratie sind
und nur in Militir investieren, uns hier die soft power Europas schwichen. Wir wollen auferdem unsere Verwaltung
deutlich effizienter gestalten, das heifSt, wir haben das Konrad Adenauer-Projekt in Luxemburg dementsprechend forciert.
Wir wollen die Digitalisierung von Abldufen und die Fortsetzung der Einfithrung der irischen Sprache dementsprechend
konsequent umsetzen und auch die Studien iiber Brexit und die Forderungen von griinem Transport dementsprechend
tiberpriifen.

Auch im Parlamentshaushalt fiir die Abgeordneten gibt es einiges zu tun. In den letzten Jahren hat sich hier im Haus
sehr viel Biirokratie breitgemacht, mit vielen Uberpriifungen und Audits. Das erfordert bei den Abgeordneten zusitzliche
massive Aktivititen. Auch die Beamten im Parlament werden hier dementsprechend belastet. Wir sind deshalb dafir,
dass wir wieder zu den Pauschalsystemen zuriickkehren, dass Pauschalen bezahlt werden. Das ist effizient, das ist
kostenwirksam und fiir den Steuerzahler die beste Variante. Die Pauschalen sind auch bei uns in den Mitgliedstaaten
selbstverstindlich. Wir wollen niemandem eine Pauschale wegnehmen, wir wollen dieses System forcieren.

Letzter Punkt: Ich glaube, dass wir jetzt vorgeschlagen haben, dass Praktikanten im Auswirtigen Europaischen Dienst
bezahlt werden miissen. Das finde ich richtig, aber diese Haushaltszeile muss man auch dotieren, damit wir jungen
Menschen die Chance geben, den europidischen Dienst kennenzulernen und fiir den added value von Europa zu arbeiten.

Daniele Viotti, a nome del gruppo SED. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, consentitemi di partire con un
ringraziamento non rituale al relatore, il collega Muresan, per il lavoro che ha fatto e per come ha voluto coinvolgere
tutto il Parlamento e tutti i gruppi politici nella costruzione di questo bilancio, che presentiamo oggi e che voteremo
domani. Lo ringrazio per la sua disponibilita e per aver compreso e interpretato le richieste che arrivano dai cittadini e
anche per aver presentato oggi il bilancio.

Io lo dico in modo molto sincero, perché non ci siano fraintendimenti: penso che siamo tutti d’accordo in quest'Aula,
almeno noi parlamentari, che questo non € ancora il bilancio che noi desideriamo, perché non possiamo pensare che un
bilancio pari all'l % del Pil dell'Europa sia qualcosa di soddisfacente e che dia delle risposte alle sfide che noi abbiamo. E
non sono sfide di poco conto: il lavoro, la crescita, Iaiuto alle nostre piccole e medie imprese, un’economia che risponda
alle sfide ambientali che abbiamo, le risposte sulla crescita, i temi legati ai flussi migratori, i trasporti, la difesa comune,
come ci chiedete.

Con questo bilancio proviamo a dare alcune risposte, cerchiamo di dare quelle risposte che, secondo noi, dal nostro
punto di vista, i cittadini ci chiedono: i 600 milioni di euro in pitt che mettiamo sull'iniziativa per i giovani, gli aumenti
per ripristinare le cifre corrette che la Commissione aveva messo su Orizzonte 2020, sul CEF, tutto questo significa dare
delle opportunita alle nostre imprese, alle nostre universita, ai nostri enti di ricerca, ai comuni e alle regioni, questo
significa.

Allo stesso modo sul tema delle migrazioni proviamo a fare un ragionamento, finalmente, che esca dalla logica della
crisi, perché non si pud pit parlare di crisi migratoria, si possono invece dare delle risposte che siano durature nel
tempo, sia per quanto riguarda gli aiuti umanitari, sia per quanto riguarda l'accoglienza nei nostri paesi e quindi avere
delle risorse anche per la solidarieta — anche se la solidarieta, onestamente, non la si pud comprare e non ha una cifra,
quella ce la si deve dare.

Vede, ministro Kivine, io ho sentito le Sue parole: Lei ¢ preoccupato, ha detto di essere preoccupato per gli aumenti
proposti dal Parlamento. Io onestamente sono preoccupato dallaumento e dai numeri sulla disoccupazione, tanto per
farLe un esempio. E credo che la conciliazione che andremo ad aprire fra poche settimane sia una fase in cui noi
dobbiamo cercare delle risposte a quelle preoccupazioni e non alle preoccupazioni di regole di bilancio.

Inoltre vedo che siamo tutti preoccupati anche di come stanno prendendo sempre pit piede i populismi, i partiti
antieuropei, ecc. Provo a darvi una soluzione, provo a dirvi quale puo essere la risposta: tornare a fare politica.
Tornare a fare politica e dare risposte ai problemi concreti e veri dei cittadini.
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Io penso, signor ministro, che ci siano queste opportunita nella fase di conciliazione che si sta aprendo. Sta a voi. Non
voglio mancare di rispetto, ma sono un po’ stufo — credo che lo siamo tutti — di sentire i capi di Stato e di governo che
ci dicono che questEuropa non funziona, e poi quando c’¢ l'opportunitd di mettere in piedi qualcosa, di dare delle
risposte e di avere un’Europa che funziona, poi non c’¢ la volonta politica di dare queste risposte.

C'¢ un accordo, c'¢ la possibilita di un accordo — ci stiamo arrivando, possiamo farlo. Quello che Lei chiama un accordo
soddisfacente ed equilibrato, signor ministro, dev'essere un accordo soddisfacente per i cittadini ed equilibrato per le
risposte alle sfide che ho elencato.

Bernd Kolmel, im Namen der ECR-Fraktion. — Herr Prisident! Wenn wir iiber das Budget 2018 reden, dann erleben wir
das gleiche Spiel wie jedes Jahr: Die Kommission macht einen Vorschlag, der Rat kiirzt diesen Vorschlag, und das
Europiische Parlament erhoht das Ganze wieder, regelmifSig sogar iiber das Niveau der Kommission hinaus. Man muss
kein Prophet sein, um zu sagen: Am Ende, nach allen Verhandlungen, werden wir wieder sehr nahe beim Vorschlag der
Kommission sein.

Wir haben hier einen entscheidenden Fehler in unserem ganzen Prozess, der darin begriindet ist, dass man speziell hier
im Europdischen Parlament glaubt, immer nach mehr Geld rufen zu konnen. Wir sollten uns endlich klarmachen: Das
ist Geld der europiischen Steuerzahler; tiber das konnen wir nicht endlos verfiigen, sondern wir sollten das Geld in
diesem Rahmen nutzen, wie es uns zur Verfigung gestellt wird, und das ist nun mal in der Regel irgendwo in der
Nihe des Kommissionsvorschlags beziehungsweise des Vorschlags des Rates.

Entscheidend ist fur mich nicht der Ruf nach mehr Geld, sondern dass wir unser Geld entsprechend sinnhaft,
zielgerichtet, fokussiert einsetzen. Dazu gehort insbesondere, dass wir ausreichende Mittel haben fiir die Migrationskrise,
aber auch fiir den Bereich der Sicherheit, der Forschung, und letztlich der Wettbewerbsstarkung. Der Wettbewerb wird
durch Dauersubventionen nicht gestirkt, sondern, im Gegenteil, sogar geschwicht. Deshalb pladieren wir dafiir, dass wir
Dauersubventionen abschaffen, von kleinen Ausnahmebereichen wie zum Beispiel dem Umweltschutz abgeschen.
Stattdessen miissen wir Subventionen eher degressiv ausstatten. Das wire eine Stirkung des Wettbewerbs, das wire
echte gelebte Subsidiaritit, dass wir wieder zur Freiheit und Selbstverantwortung der Mitgliedstaaten iibergehen.

Deshalb werden wir diesen Entwurf nicht mittragen konnen. Dennoch danke ich ganz herzlich sowohl dem Herrn
Kommissar fiir seinen Entwurf als auch den Berichterstattern fiir die hervorragende Arbeit.

Paul Riibig (PPE), Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“. — Herr Kolmel! Meine Frage ist: Wir haben ja auch hier im
Parlament beschlossen, dass Praktikanten bezahlt werden miissen, also wir wollen die unbezahlten Praktika abschaffen.
Jetzt haben wir im Auswirtigen Dienst eine Erhohung dieser Summe vorgesehen. Glauben Sie, dass es gerechtfertigt ist,
in diesem Bereich Praktikanten zu bezahlen?

Bernd Kélmel (ECR), Antwort auf eine Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“. — Herr Riibig, vielen Dank fiir diese
Frage. Selbstverstindlich ist es absolut in Ordnung, dass man Praktikanten bezahlt, so wie man jeden, der eine Leistung
erbringt, bezahlen sollte, und zwar angemessen bezahlen sollte. Wenn Sie sich allerdings die finanziellen Summen hier
mal in der Dimension vorstellen — wir reden hier iiber ein Budget im Volumen — je nachdem, ob Sie die Verpflichtungen
nehmen oder die Zahlungsmittel — von 160 Mrd. EUR —, da, glaube ich, kénnen wir mit den Praktikantengehiltern keine
Sanierung unseres Budgets herbeifiihren.

Anneli Jaitteenmiki, ALDE-ryhmdn puolesta. — Arvoisa puhemies, hyvit kollegat, kiitdn esitteliji Muresania hyvisti ja
tehokkaasta yhteistyostd. Me olemme mielestdni saaneet muodostettua tasapainoisen kannan. Panostamme kestdviin
kasvuun, nuorisotyottomyyden hoitoon ja pk-yritysten mahdollisuuksiin luoda uusia tydpaikkoja. Nama kaikki ovat
erittdin tirkeitd Euroopan tulevan kasvun elinehtoja.

Olen tyytyvdinen siihen, ettd kannassamme on vaatimus EU:n ilmastorahoituksen kasvattamisesta. Emme voi jdada
jalkeen itsellemme asettamistamme tavoitteista emmekd kansainvilisistd sitoumuksista. Komission on annettava
realistiset esitykset tavoitteiden saavuttamiseksi.
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Haluan muistuttaa, ettd olemme budjettivallan kiyttdjind paljon vartijoina. EU:n hyviksyttivyyttd mitataan kansalaisten
silmissd usein sen kautta, miten unioni kédyttdd rahojaan, miten tehokkaasti, oikeudenmukaisesti, avoimesti ja
tuloksekkaasti. Tddlld parlamentissa vallitseva kanta on pitkddn ollut, ettd EU:n budjettia voidaan jatkuvasti kasvattaa.
Esitimme hanakasti lisdyksid, mutta sddstokohteiden etsimisessdé emme ole kylld kunnostautuneet, se meidin on
sanottava. Monissa jisenmaissa todellisuus on kuitenkin toinen. EU-budjetin kasvattamiseen suhtaudutaan hyvin suurella
varauksella. On ilmiselvas, ettd sddst6jd on tehtdvéd Britannian ldhdettyd tai lahtiessa.

Toivon, ettd seuraavia vuosibudjetteja ja erityisesti seuraavaa rahoituskehystd silmalld pitden kokoonnumme yhteen
miettimaddn myos kohteita, joista voimme sddstdd tai kdyttdd olemassa olevia rahoja tehokkaammin. Unionin prioriteetit
muuttuvat ja uusiin prioriteetteihin on oltava tarvittava rahoitus.

Indrek Tarand, on behalf of the Verts/ALE Group. — Mr President, | am glad to take the floor to share my agreement with
the position taken so far by this Parliament. Our Group very much welcomes the increase to the Commission’s budget,
with EUR 2 billion in commitments and EUR 3.3 billion in payments and other good things mentioned by rapporteur
Mr Muresan earlier in his speech.

Of course, one can argue that the budget is still not green enough, and I hope that next year the Commission will come
up with a better proposal, but in that context, I would like to underline the great help and understanding given by the
Alliance of Liberals and Democrats for Europe (ALDE) Group and in particular by Mr Deprez and Ms Jditteenmiki to
improve their understanding in the budget to address the climate change policies.

I will not pursue in this debate my stance on some of the other institutions’ budgets and their questionable techniques
in assuring the funds they want. Mr Ashworth as a co-rapporteur mentioned them all, and I am a man who remembers
— or perhaps in this context, does not forget — so that is why I will wholeheartedly support the position of Mr Ashworth
taken in this aspect. And of course in the end of my intervention I have an appeal for the Council Presidency: however
small and pressed you feel there between Berlin, Paris, Rome, Madrid and Warsaw, always remember the national epic of
the Estonian nation: ‘Kalevipoeg’.

Jonathan Arnott, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, a bit like a merry-go-round at a fairground, everything
comes back around — regular as clockwork —once a year. In fact, I could probably save myself a couple of minutes and
simply play a recording of last year’s speech, because the issues are pretty much the same this year as they are every
year.
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We know the drill: I could very easily say that these are our taxes, that we voted for Brexit, or that the EU is not
spending its money efficiently or effectively, but I will not repeat and rehearse all the old arguments. I would note,
though, that when politicians focus on the EU budget as a share of gross national income (GNI), that does not tell the
whole story to the general public because the percentage of government spending is, of course, much higher than the
percentage of GNI, and of course other government spending may well entail compliance costs with EU legislation.

When I spoke on this subject in committee, and indeed it has been the same in this debate today, I pointed out that the
language that we use in these debates seems to be always the language of ‘cuts’ — it is all about how much a proposed
cut here or a cut there is supposed to be. But, actually, what we are talking about here is still an increase, and the
discussion is whether it is an above-inflation increase or a below-inflation increase.

What I want to see are genuine cuts, and for two reasons. One is that, with Brexit coming, there will, at one time or
another — depending on how negotiations go — eventually be a shortfall. Two, I believe that on many projects it is just
better and more efficient to cut out the middleman and for nation states to do things directly themselves.

For saying that in committee, [ was accused of populism, so I thought I would take a look at the word ‘populism’. I
looked it up in the dictionary, and it tells me that populism is support for the concerns of ordinary people and the
quality of appealing to — or being aimed at — ordinary people. It just strikes me that only in this place could caring
about ordinary people possibly be construed as being some kind of insult.

André Elissen, namens de ENF-Fractie. — Voorzitter, vandaag bespreken wij het EU-budget 2018. Tot mijn spijt bevat het
nog steeds de grootst mogelijke onzinnige uitgaven. Om enig tegenwicht te bieden aan het eurofiele feestje heb ik samen
met collega’s een aantal amendementen ingediend. 1k geef een aantal voorbeelden. Stoppen met Europese fondsen voor
de bestrijding van werkloosheid, economische recessie, armoede, de migratiecrisis en de veiligheidsbedreigingen. Laat dit
vooral gewoon over aan de soevereine staten.

Het Jeugdwerkgelegenheidsinitiatief heeft volledig gefaald bij het oplossen van de jeugdwerkeloosheid en moet direct
worden gestopt.

Ondanks immense uitgaven door de EU in de afgelopen jaren is er nog steeds geen oplossing gevonden voor de
grootscheepse migratie en mensensmokkel in Europa.

En ten slotte, de houding van de EU ten aanzien van Turkije is hypocriet en laf. Turkije mag nooit lid worden van de EU.
De onderhandelingen moeten daarom worden stopgezet en er mogen geen miljarden meer naar Turkije gaan. Als het
aan mij en mijn partij ligt, stoppen wij vandaag nog met de ondoelmatige, geld verspillende Europese Unie en het
Parlement. Deze begroting sterkt mij in die overtuiging.

Diane Dodds (NI). — Mr President, I acknowledge that this is a budget about normal budgetary procedures and is in a
pre-Brexit scenario. For my part, I believe it should be directed at growth, jobs and prosperity, and not the usual list of
unnecessary items. However, in voting to leave the European Union, the British electorate declared that Brussels could
no longer demand their taxes or dictate the spend.

Our legal obligations to the EU budget should end in March 2019. That is not to say that we will cut and run: we
should honour existing commitments under a fair and reasonable settlement. However, this cannot be done in isolation.
The block on trade talks is about coercion and not cooperation. It is detrimental to mutual progress, and we should find
ways of moving forward.

José Manuel Fernandes (PPE). — Senhor Presidente, Senhor Comissdrio, Senhor Representante do Conselho, caras e
caros Colegas, mais uma vez, temos o Parlamento unido e com prioridades claras: queremos mais emprego e,
nomeadamente, emprego jovem, queremos solidariedade externa e interna, queremos uma economia competitiva e
queremos coesdo social e territorial.

Também se repete o facto de o Conselho, mais uma vez, fazer cortes, e cortes sem nenhuma racionalidade. O Conselho
chega a cortar nas suas préprias prioridades — cortes contra as suas proclamagdes e cortes contra os seus proprios
COMpromissos.
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Nio € aceitdvel, por exemplo, cortar o Horizonte 2020, que tem uma excelente execu¢do, que é o maior programa de
investigagdo do mundo e que ¢ essencial para a inovagdo e para a competitividade da nossa economia. Desafio a que nos
expliquem porque é que cortam 491 milhdes de euros em autorizagdes e 111 milhdes de euros em pagamentos neste
programa.

A iniciativa Emprego Jovem deve ser melhorada, mas tem de continuar. O apoio a espinha dorsal da nossa economia,
que sdo as PME, também tem de ser incrementado.

A politica de coesdo é essencial. A solidariedade externa também ¢é importante. E depois, Sr. Comissdrio e Conselho, é
essencial aumentarmos a execu¢do da politica de coesdo. E também essencial termos os pagamentos suficientes para o
objetivo destes programas, que estdo nas mios e na gestdo dos Estados-Membros.

O orgamento da Unido Europeia ¢ apenas 1% do rendimento nacional bruto. Seria interessante perguntarmos quanto é
que custaria & Unido Europeia ndo ter este orcamento. Ndo tenho davidas de que seria um custo muito superior a
este 1% do rendimento nacional bruto, o que prova a necessidade de o aumentarmos, mas também a importancia e o
valor acrescentado deste mesmo orgamento.

Jens Geier (S&D). — Herr Prasident, lieber Herr Kommissar Oettinger, Herr Minister, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen!
Wir haben heute bei den Abstimmungen eine EntschlieBung zum nichsten mittelfristigen Finanzrahmen angenommen,
und in dieser Entschliefung wird erneut betont, dass der Haushalt der Europdischen Union zurzeit unterfinanziert ist.

Vor dem Hintergrund ist mir noch einmal besonders wichtig, hier zu unterstreichen, dass neue Aufgaben, die die
Mitgliedstaaten der Europdischen Union iibertragen, eben auch nur mit zusitzlichem Geld zu finanzieren sind. Dabei
denke ich besonders an die Forderung nach zusitzlichen Anstrengungen im Bereich der gemeinsamen Sicherheits- und
Verteidigungspolitik.

Der Kollege Kolmel von den Konservativen hat gerade in seinem Beitrag gesagt: Wir sollen mit dem Geld auskommen,
das uns zur Verfiigung gestellt ist. Das ist eine hehre Forderung. Wenn ich mir vorstelle: Wir haben einen Topf Suppe,
und um den herum sitzen die Esser, und sie werden so gerade eben satt. Und dann kommt ein zusitzlicher Esser dazu,
das ist in dem Fall die Sicherheits- und Verteidigungspolitik, aber die Suppe wird nicht mehr. Dann werden eben nicht
mehr alle satt, und insofern kann man eben mit dem Geld nicht immer auskommen, das einem zur Verfiigung gestellt
wird.

Besonders deutlich wird das, wenn wir auch an den Europdischen Fonds fiir strategische Investitionen denken. Wir alle
wollen, dass dieser Fonds Erfolg hat. Wir alle wollen aber auch, dass es Investitionen in Innovation und Forschung gibt —
sogar der Rat will das. Kollege Fernandes hat da gerade auch vollig richtig darauf hingewiesen.

Ich kann daher nicht nachvollziehen, Herr Minister, warum Sie sich hier iiber die Erhohungsvorschlige des Europiischen
Parlaments an zusitzlichen Anstrengungen in Hohe von 416 Mio. Euro in der Forschungspolitik und iiber 800 Mio.
Euro fiir bessere Verkehrswege und transnationale Stromtrassen in Europa besorgt zeigen. Das sind eben Investitionen in
die Zukunft und in Arbeitspldtze in der Europiischen Union, und darauf sollten wir uns verstindigen.

(Der Redner ist damit einverstanden, eine Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte* gemdf Artikel 162 Absatz 8 der
Geschdftsordnung zu beantworten.)

Bernd Kolmel (ECR), Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“. — Herr Kollege Geier, nur eine kurze Frage. Sie fragen
zu Recht nach: Ja, wo soll man denn kiirzen? Wiren Sie mit mir einer Meinung, dass man den Bereich der
Wettbewerbsstiarkung kritisch hinterfragen miisste, wenn es Bereiche gibt, die seit Jahrzehnten gefordert werden und
offensichtlich die Wettbewerbsfihigkeit bisher nicht gesteigert wurde?

Jens Geier (S&D), Antwort auf eine Frage nach dem Verfahren der ,blauen Karte“. — Ich habe keine genauen Vorstellungen,
an welchen Bereich Sie dabei denken. Wenn wir in Deutschland so eine Diskussion unter solchen Vorzeichen fiihren,
dann denkt man im Allgemeinen an die Agrarpolitik.
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Ich sage nicht, dass es nicht moglich ist, in diesem Haushalt einzusparen. Aber ich sage, wenn die Mitgliedstaaten sich
auf eine Position stellen und sagen, wir wollen nicht mehr in den Haushalt einzahlen, wir wollen aber, dass der Haushalt
immer mehr leistet, dann sind an bestimmten Punkten Spannungen eben unvermeidbar.

Zbigniew KuZmiuk (ECR). - Panie Przewodniczacy! Panie Komisarzu! W debacie nad projektem budzetu na 2018 r.
chcialbym zdecydowanie poprze¢ stanowisko Parlamentu, polegajace na anulowaniu wszystkich cig¢ dokonanych przez
Rad¢ w projekcie przedstawionym przez Komisje. Na podkreslenie zastuguje réwniez proba zwigkszenia przez
Parlament $rodkéw na zobowigzania na kwotg¢ blisko 2 mld euro ponad pulapy zaproponowane przez Komisje, w
tym 366 mln na inicjatywe na rzecz zatrudnienia ludzi mlodych, a takze odbudowe Srodkéw programéw
~Horyzont 2020” i ,Laczac Europe”.

Na poparcie zastuguje réwniez zwigkszenie $rodkéw w dziale ,Bezpieczenistwo i obywatelstwo” o kwote 110 mln euro,
poniewaz chociaz liczba imigrantéw przybywajacych do krajow unijnych spadla, to przez dziewigé miesigcy przybylto
ich ponad sto tysigcy, co stwarza konieczno$¢ dodatkowego wsparcia dla krajéow, ktére ich przyjmujg. Takze
wzmocnienie dzialu ,Globalny wymiar Europy” dodatkowa kwota 300 mln euro stworzy szans¢ na hojniejsze niz do
tej pory wsparcie funduszy powierniczych krajow afrykanskich, stuzacych wspieraniu ich rozwoju, a tym samym
zapobieganiu kolejnym falom imigracji z Afryki do Europy.

Jean Arthuis (ALDE). — Monsieur le Président, Monsieur le Ministre, Monsieur le Commissaire, mes chers collégues,
nous voterons demain notre propre vision du budget 2018. En ma qualité de président de la commission des budgets, je
veux rendre un hommage tout particulier a nos rapporteurs, Siegfried Muresan et Richard Ashworth, pour leur excellent
travail.

Je soutiens les deux axes majeurs que notre rapporteur général a souhaité donner a ce budget, la croissance et 'emploi,
notamment la formation professionnelle des jeunes, d'un coté, et la sécurité et les flux migratoires, de l'autre.

Je souligne principalement les compléments de dotations nécessaires dans des programmes particulierement
performants, comme Horizon 2020 et Erasmus+, ainsi que dans des agences qui montent en puissance dans le domaine
de lasile, du controdle des frontieres extérieures et de la coopération policiere. Erasmus+, dont on a célébré avec éclat le
trentieme anniversaire, génére des frustrations puisque plus d'une demande sur deux est écartée faute de crédits.

Les parametres de la négociation qui s'annonce sont assez simples: pas de révision du cadre financier, pas darriérés de
paiement. Mais rien n'est joué et, si nous voulons conduire la conciliation en novembre et la conclure, je conseille
vivement a la Présidence de s'émanciper des éternelles contradictions internes au Conseil, entre le rigorisme a courte
vue des contributeurs nets et les intéréts acquis des pays bénéficiaires, entre les coupes sombres dans les programmes
d’avenir et la sous-utilisation des crédits de cohésion — puis-je souligner que nous allons rendre 10 milliards d’euros en
cette fin d’année 2017 du fait de la sous-consommation? —, entre les grandes déclarations du Conseil européen et les
faiblesses de la solidarité européenne sur le terrain.

N'oublions pas que ce budget, du fait du Brexit, sera peut-étre le dernier financé par 28 Etats membres sur douze mois.
C'est dire combien il est urgent de convenir de I'avenir que nous entendons donner a I'Europe. Quel budget pour quelle
Europe? A ce stade de la procédure budgétaire, nous restons confiants, nous sommes impatients de voter des budgets
donnant a I'Union des moyens de préparer notre avenir et de nous protéger, des budgets parlant aux Européens, des
budgets démontrant a I'opinion publique l'effectivité de la valeur ajoutée européenne.

Xabier Benito Ziluaga (GUE/NGL). — Sefior presidente, pese a la propuesta de aumento del presupuesto para 2018,
seguimos sin dar la talla. En este presupuesto sacrificamos fondos de migracion y asilo a favor de una politica nefasta de
control migratorio que intentan disfrazar como cooperaciéon al desarrollo, pero que es una politica indigna de tal
nombre.

En cuanto a las inversiones, ustedes mantienen su plan Juncker, dando financiacién a inversiones privadas que
seguramente se iban a hacer igualmente, y cuando deciden invertir, como con el Mecanismo «Conectar Europa», lo
hacen en grandes infraestructuras de energias fosiles, es decir, mds y mds gasoductos.
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Sin recursos, sefiorfas, no hay una politica real. Por ejemplo, sin inversiones, tras los planes de empleo juvenil, no habrd
nuevo empleo juvenil. Sin inversiones apropiadas, seguiremos con un modelo productivo nefasto y destructor de puestos
de trabajo. Lo que hace falta es un plan ptiblico de inversién para Europa.

Estos presupuestos solo sirven para ensuciar la atmosfera, engordar las cuentas de las grandes empresas energéticas y
alimentar los falsos fantasmas de la inmigracion. Europa no necesita mds o menos velocidad, sino que lo que necesita es
una direccion distinta.

Jordi Solé (Verts/ALE). — Mr President, as we are approaching the final period of the current multiannual financial
framework (MFF), we would like to see a budget that finally gets closer to our priorities in terms of EU policies which
are: full and higher-quality employment, solidarity towards poorer territories, but also to those citizens that have to
endure harsher economic and social conditions across the EU, commitment towards sustainability of our planet, and
tackling real sources of instability and inequalities across the world.

Therefore, we basically support the deal reached in the Committee on Budgets, according to which we reinforce
programmes such as COSME, Horizon 2020, Erasmus+, or the Youth Employment Initiative, as well as climate related
programmes like LIFE +, further measures on migration and refugees, and so on.

I hope that Parliament’s position, which is a bare minimum to us, to our Group, will not be yielded during conciliation
and I thank the rapporteurs for their work.

Marco Valli (EFDD). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, mi duole far notare a quest'Aula che anche questanno non
¢ stato fatto alcuno sforzo per cercare di ridurre i costi della politica.

Il Parlamento, infatti, vuole ripristinare la maggior parte dei tagli fatti dal Consiglio per molte voci sulle quali si poteva
prevedere un risparmio concreto e consistente, soprattutto sulle spese di natura amministrativa. Lo stesso Parlamento ha
previsto un innalzamento dei propri costi, incrementando il proprio budget del 2,3 % rispetto al 2017. Parliamo di quasi
due miliardi, anche quest'anno, sulle spalle dei contribuenti. Ogni anno i costi della politica purtroppo aumentano, la
doppia sede di Bruxelles e Strasburgo continua a costare centinaia di milioni I'anno e, anche se ¢’¢ una maggioranza in
questo Parlamento e tra gli Stati membri, non la si vuole eliminare. I finanziamenti europei per i partiti e le fondazioni
sono continuati ad aumentare, passando da meno di 17 milioni nel 2009 a una proposta di quasi 52 milioni per il
2018. Questa linea di bilancio, che il Movimento 5 Stelle giustamente non utilizza, dovrebbe essere completamente
annullata.

E ancora troppo forte, tra laltro, il divario tra i privilegi di chi fa politica e gli enormi sacrifici richiesti ai cittadini. Basti
pensare al privilegio dei membri di questo Parlamento: ¢ prevista una pensione senza versare un euro di contributi, tutta
a carico dei cittadini sulle cui spalle, invece, si fanno delle riforme delle pensioni, come in Italia la riforma Fornero.

Oltre agli sprechi amministrativi bisogna tagliare, secondo noi, i progetti inutili e dannosi, quali la tratta ferroviaria
Torino-Lione, che non porta alcun valore aggiunto per la cupola, anche criminale a volte, degli appalti e subappalti
pubblici, che, nelle opere infrastrutturali in Italia, si € visto come lavori molto bene. Per non parlare poi del fallimento
del piano Juncker, che non ha portato nessuna addizionalita con i suoi progetti.

Infine ¢’ un punto per noi fondamentale, che & quello relativo agli allevamenti e ai finanziamenti ai tori. E importante
che non si finanzi pitt questa voce perché ¢ una tradizione medievale, che non supporta in alcun modo i principi
fondanti dell'Unione europea, e continuando a permettere la regolarita di questi finanziamenti continuiamo a finanziare
una pratica barbara e medioevale.

Jean-Paul Denanot (S&D), question «carton blews. — Cher collégue, vous parlez de désinvestissement, et notamment
du Lyon-Turin. Pensez-vous que cest en s'abstenant d'investir que 'Union européenne va donner du travail a ses enfants
et, dune maniére générale, permettre le développement économique?
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Marco Valli (EFDD), Risposta a una domanda «cartellino blu». — Bisogna fare una valutazione d'impatto ambientale ed
economico quando si spendono tanti soldi. Il progetto Torino-Lione pone sul piatto decine di miliardi di euro per i
prossimi anni. lo credo che ci siano altre prioritd rispetto a questopera inutile, quando si potrebbe soprattutto,
spendendo meno, mettere a posto la linea gia esistente.

Questo tipo di progetti megainfrastrutturali di solito fanno guadagnare i grandi subappaltatori che poi dopo, molto
spesso, hanno sotto anche il crimine organizzato, per quanto riguarda lltalia, e le aziende che lavorano, anche
transfrontalieramente, tra Francia e Italia. Quindi bisogna valutare meglio i progetti infrastrutturali, tra cui la
Torino-Lione, che non andrebbe finanziata.

Barbara Kappel (ENF). — Herr Prisident, Herr Minister, Herr Kommissar! Im Haushaltsjahr 2018 werden Mafinahmen
der Union finanziert, die in erster Linie in wirtschafts- und sozialpolitischer Hinsicht fiir nachhaltiges Wachstum und
mehr Beschiftigung stehen. Erreicht werden soll dies durch mehr Investitionen in Bildung, in Forschung und
Entwicklung, in Infrastruktur, in Klein- und Mittelbetriebe.

Ich mochte hier zwei Schwerpunkte hervorheben, die der Berichtsentwurf des Parlaments vorsieht. Es sind dies die
Mittelaufstockung fiir die Jugendbeschiftigungsinitiative von 366,7 Mio. EUR auf insgesamt 600 Mio. EUR und die
Wiederherstellung der Budgets der Connecting Europe Facility und von Horizont 2020. Diese beiden Programme wurden
zugunsten der Mittelausstattung des EFSI-Garantiefonds gekiirzt; allein bei Horizont 2020 sah der Ratsvorschlag
Kiirzungen im Ausmafl von 500 Mio. EUR bei den Verpflichtungen und 120 Mio. EUR bei den Zahlungen vor, und
das, obwohl derzeit pro Jahr 150 Mrd. EUR bei F&E in Europa fehlen und 83 % der im Rahmen von H 2020
finanzierten Projekte ohne EU-Forderung nicht moglich gewesen wiren.

Mehr Mittel soll es laut Parlament auch fiir andere Programme geben, die Wachstum und Beschiftigung schaffen. Es sind
dies Erasmust+ mit plus 32 Millionen, COSME mit plus 22,5 Millionen und die REC. Wesentlich ist auch die
Bereitstellung finanzieller Unterstiitzung fiir Klein- und Mittelbetriebe. Das ist der wichtigste Treiber fir Wachstum und
Beschiftigung in Europa. Entsprechende Haushaltslinien auch fiir den Ausbau der digitalen Infrastruktur und fiir die
erfolgreiche Implementierung des Projekts WiFi4Europe.

Marian-Jean Marinescu (PPE). - Domnule presedinte, domnule comisar, asa cum s-a mai spus in aceastd sald, am votat
astdzi o pozitie a Parlamentului European referitoare la noul CFM, referitoare, bineinteles, la comunicarea
dumneavoastrd. Cred ci este o pozitie foarte solidd si foarte bund, care cred ci vd poate sprijini in elaborarea noii
propuneri pentru CFM. Colegii nostri cred ci au lucrat foarte bine. Este aici un coleg, celdlalt nu stiu dacd este in sala.
Cred cd vi va ajuta, de asemenea, si veniti mai repede dect s-a anuntat, adici in mai 2019, cu aceastd propunere.

Referitor la bugetul pe 2018, colegii nostri au fdcut, iardsi, o treabd foarte bund si cred cid directia principald a bugetului
este dezvoltarea economicd, locuri de munci, lucruri de care are nevoie Europa in acest moment. Sper ca, la conciliere,
dumneavoastrd s sprijiniti Parlamentul, pentru a nu se mai intdmpla ca de obicei, cu Consiliul nevrand si dea absolut
nimic, ci incercdnd doar pe principiul de a-si micsora contributiile nationale si micsoreze diverse directii care sunt
importante, inclusiv Erasmus, si sd sprijiniti Parlamentul, care doreste s fie un buget pentru oameni.

As vrea sd sprijin, de asemenea, cteva cereri ale Comisiei pentru transport. In primul rand, recuperarea banilor din CEF
pentru FC, lucru foarte important pentru Comisia pentru transport. Ati vdzut cd lucrdrile au avut mult succes si ¢ au
fost foarte multi participanti la licitatii si as vrea doar sd atrag atentia asupra unui lucru foarte simplu: nu inteleg de ce
nu se pot gisi sume foarte mici de bani, sub zece milioane de euro, pentru a se putea completa acoperirea sistemului
EGNOS, sistem care este vital pentru transportul aerian.

Isabelle Thomas (S&D). — Monsieur le Président, je voudrais, 8 mon tour, féliciter nos rapporteurs, Siegfried Muresan et
Richard Ashworth, qui ont fait un remarquable travail et qui ont travaillé en bonne intelligence avec la majorité du
Parlement.
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Avant de passer au budget, je profite de la présence des représentants du Conseil pour vous demander, Mesdames,
Messieurs, de bien vouloir modifier le programme des dirigeants. En effet, il a été validé en faisant fi et au mépris du
respect du Parlement et de la Commission, proposant de conclure le futur cadre financier pluriannuel fin 2019, c’est-a-
dire au moment ot il y aura, a la fois, constitution du Parlement et de la future Commission. Merci d’entendre cette
demande.

En ce qui concerne le budget, je voudrais insister sur deux points. Le premier est un principe simple: la cohérence. Nous
partageons avec la Commission et le Conseil la plupart des priorités pour 2018: I'investissement, 'emploi, la croissance
durable, la gestion des défis migratoires. Preuve en est que nous prévoyons d’augmenter ces lignes budgétaires. Clest
pourquoi, pour maintenir cette cohérence, nous ne pourrons accepter aucune diminution de ces montants lors des
négociations.

Le second point est notre détermination dans la lutte contre le chomage des jeunes, ce fléau qui affecte I'avenir méme de
I'Union européenne. Monsieur le Commissaire, je ne voudrais pas qu’il y ait de mauvaise interprétation sur ce que nous
proposons. En aucun cas nous ne proposons une avance, un frontloading en 2018 des crédits prévus par la révision du
cadre financier pluriannuel afin de relancer l'initiative pour les jeunes.

Ce que la majorité de ce Parlement veut, c’est que 'Union européenne investisse un demi-milliard d’euros dans la
garantie jeunesse pour 2018. On annonce des milliards pour soutenir les industries stratégiques, des milliards pour
relancer les investissements, trés bien! Alors pour 2018, il faut un demi-milliard contre cette catastrophe sociale qu’est
le chomage des jeunes, un demi-milliard pour la solidarité et pour préparer I'avenir. Ce sera, soyez-en siir, un point sur
lequel le Parlement se montrera intransigeant dans les négociations a venir.

James Nicholson (ECR). — Mr President, I would also like to congratulate both rapporteurs. I think we are all well
aware that the months and few years ahead could be quite rough, and we will have quite a rocky road to travel. Not
only is the overall budget going to be under pressure, but with the UK leaving, the remaining 27 will probably also have
problems, as the UK may have.

As it stands, with the UK’s departure the CAP budget is going to be hit particularly hard. That is something I would
certainly want to see put right, because this is just one of the many areas that the 27 Member States will have to face up
to.

However, I have always put on record that Europe, through the budget, has been extremely positive for my region of
Northern Ireland, and I hope that will continue. But I fail to see how that can continue if the UK is not here to represent
its regions.

I hope that this message will get back to Mrs May, that when she makes her proposals for continuing aid it is taken into
account. Because if you do not have representation it is very difficult to make sure matters are managed properly.

Gérard Deprez (ALDE). — Monsieur le Président, mes félicitations tout d’abord a nos deux rapporteurs, Siegfried
Muresan et Richard Ashworth, qui ont fait — nous en convenons tous — un travail remarquable.

Pour ma part, je ne vais pas répéter ce qu'ont dit avant moi, et excellemment, le président de notre commission et
plusieurs intervenants. Je veux me limiter a saluer quelques avancées que je considére comme significatives dans le projet
de budget pour 2018.

Je veux saluer le renforcement des crédits affectés a la recherche en matiére de défense. C'est une nécessité impérieuse
dans I'état actuel de déstabilisation de nos flancs est et sud et nous devons progresser vers une Union européenne de
défense.

Je salue la réduction ou la réaffectation des aides de préadhésion dont bénéficie actuellement la Turquie. Il est temps de
montrer & M. Erdogan que sa dérive autoritaire n'est pas supportable et quil doit arréter d'insulter les dirigeants
européens.

Je salue le renforcement, demandé dailleurs par les citoyens de tous nos pays, des moyens consacrés a la lutte contre le
terrorisme. Europol, en particulier, a besoin de plus de personnel et de plus de crédits opérationnels pour améliorer la
coordination entre les forces de police et de sécurité de nos Etats membres.
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Je salue, enfin, le fait que la résolution qui nous est proposée demande expressément, sur ma proposition, la création
d'un mécanisme d'aide financiere pour les victimes d’attentats terroristes. Notre solidarité financiére ne peut se limiter
aux conséquences des incendies, des tremblements de terre et des inondations. Dans une Europe qui se veut une Europe
des valeurs, le sang qui coule mérite au moins autant d’attention que les dégats des eaux.

Marie-Pierre Vieu (GUE/NGL). — Monsieur le Président, le budget est la transcription comptable de nos priorités
politiques. En période de difficile reprise de l'activité économique, il me parait important et positif que I'Union donne
la priorité a la recherche, a I'éducation, au changement climatique et, bien stir, a la lutte contre le chomage des jeunes. Je
pense que la réside la valeur ajoutée européenne qui, face au repli identitaire et aux tentations nationalistes, peut faire
contrepoids a 'obsession de l'austérité qui caractérise les politiques budgétaires de ces derniéres années.

Je voudrais néanmoins faire deux remarques essentielles sur le budget proposé. D’une part, je suis contre le financement
croissant d’une Europe militariste et sécuritaire, car la recherche militaire et le cofinancement de renvoi de migrants ne
peuvent constituer la base d’un projet européen mobilisateur.

D’autre part, la politique de libre-échange, dont les traités heurtent de plein fouet les politiques industrielles et agricoles,
annule tout ou partie du bénéfice de celles-ci. Priorité donc a I'écologie, a la démocratie et a la sécurisation des parcours
de vie.

Marco Zanni (ENF). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, ancora una volta nella procedura di bilancio c¢’¢ poco
coraggio e la dimostrazione che I'Unione europea ¢ un progetto fallimentare, un progetto che non avra un grande
futuro.

Come al solito assistiamo a questa negoziazione, a questo dibattito dove la Commissione chiede piu risorse — ogni anno
chiede di aumentare la dotazione di bilancio — e il Consiglio e gli Stati membri vogliono tagliare e si rifiutano di dare
maggiori risorse, anzi ne vorrebbero alcune indietro.

Credo che questa sia veramente la dimostrazione che questo progetto non puod andare avanti. Dobbiamo domandarci
perché gli Stati membri non vogliono investire ulteriori risorse nel bilancio ma vogliono trattenerle sul territorio
nazionale per investirle in altra maniera, senza mandarle in maniera complessa a Bruxelles. Ci sara un motivo se
preferiscono non investire in uno strumento che oggi non da i risultati sperati in termini di crescita, in termini di
nuovo sviluppo, in termini di creazione di posti di lavoro.

La realta ¢ che il bilancio dell'Unione europea oggi brucia miliardi di euro in progetti fallimentari, che hanno fallito nel
raggiungere quegli obiettivi che ci erano stati promessi — parlo del piano Juncker, parlo dei miliardi bruciati per la
Garanzia per i giovani, parlo, ad esempio, dei nuovi progetti sulla difesa comune o sul supporto di fondi per I'Africa.
La mia domanda ¢: se facciamo cosi fatica gia a raggiungere risultati entro i nostri confini, figuriamoci quali possono
essere i risultati andando a operare in altri paesi.

E ovviamente ¢’¢ un continuo incremento delle spese amministrative. Cosa fa 'Unione europea? Decide di chiedere piu
soldi per la propaganda, per comunicare ai cittadini — che hanno scoperto 'inganno dell'Unione — quanto 'Unione
europea ¢ bella e quante cose belle fa. Questo non ¢ il modo di procedere, e lo vedremo nei prossimi mesi.

- Senhor Presidente, este orcamento estd condicionado por um quadro financeiro curto
face aos objetivos proclamados pelas institui¢des da Unido Europeia e que reflete uma profunda crise de confianca que
levou os Estados-Membros a cortar neste plano plurianual.

Um quadro financeiro que corta na coesdo e na politica agricola comum em favor das rubricas ligadas a defesa e ao
armamento e a que este or¢amento dd, naturalmente, expressio, como ¢ o caso do Servico para a A¢do Externa, que
pretende recrutar cinco mil pessoas. Um or¢amento que atribui a Turquia o dobro do que estd previsto para o programa
Erasmus, em virtude de um negécio concluido pela Alemanha a revelia dos restantes de Estados-Membros, mas a que
ninguém se opds. Um orcamento que aposta nos instrumentos financeiros e na condicionalidade dos apoios, a0 mesmo
tempo que corta nas verbas atribuidas a investigacio.

Em suma, trata-se de um orgamento que ndo apresenta solugdes consistentes para relancar o investimento e contrariar a
rota de divergéncia social e econdémica que se acentua com o aprofundamento deste processo de integracdo capitalista
da Unido Europeia.

Dominique Bilde (ENF). — Monsieur le Président, ce budget dénote, une fois de plus, une absence flagrante de vision a
long terme, en éludant les conséquences financieres du Brexit, qu'il conviendrait pourtant d’anticiper.

Je ne soutiendrai donc pas ces arbitrages, qui sont symptomatiques d'une Europe sans projet, enfermée dans le court-
termisme et la fuite en avant.

Daniel Buda (PPE). - Domnule presedinte, doamnelor si domnilor colegi, bugetul general al Uniunii Europene pentru
exercitiul financiar 2018 pare a fi unul echilibrat, desi a avut un start mai putin dorit, in conditiile in care Consiliul a
operat tdieri in anumite domenii-cheie, dar care au fost partial corectate pe parcurs, motiv pentru care ii felicit pe cei doi
raportori.

Consider, insd, cd este extrem de important si fim ancorati in realitdtile de pe teren atunci cand discutim de eficienta
cheltuielilor pe termen lung. Nu este suficient si bifim o cheltuiald aferentd unui domeniu fird sd evaludm, in mod
concret, impactul acestor cheltuieli si, mai ales, beneficiile si durabilitatea investitiilor. in domeniul agriculturii, trebuie si
avem in vedere provocirile majore ale acestui sector plecind de la fenomenul unei imbatraniri agresive, de la lipsa fortei
de muncd, pand la ciutarea de noi piete de desfacere. Tocmai de aceea, sunt de pdrere cd programul privind instalarea
tinerilor fermieri trebuie si fie sprijinit mai departe, ca o garantie a prevenirii depopuldrii spatiului rural. In acelasi timp,
trebuie sd asigurdm durabilitatea acestor ferme pe termen mediu si lung, prin identificarea de noi piete in conditiile in
care ne confruntdm mai departe cu embargoul rusesc.

Cu toate acestea, apreciez cd trebuie s fim extrem de atenti cu acordurile comerciale care sunt incheiate la nivelul
Uniunii Europene, referindu-md, in special, la cel cu tdrile din Mercosur. Un astfel de acord este de naturd sd ne creeze
dificultdti majore, avand in vedere faptul cd fermierii din aceste tdri nu sunt obligati sd respecte nicio limitd la cadmium,
la glifosat sau la antibiotice, ceea ce le permite obtinerea unui pret de cost pe unitatea de produs mult sub cel obtinut de
un fermier european, iar acest lucru afecteazd pe termen lung durabilitatea investitiilor europene in agriculturd. Cred cd
sectorul agricol, cercetarea si inovarea in acest domeniu trebuie si cunoascd mai departe o finantare consistentd, astfel
incat si putem asigura atat o eficientd a fermierilor, cit i protejarea intereselor consumatorului, care s poatd beneficia
de produse calitative la preturi accesibile.

Luigi Morgano (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, la posizione del Parlamento sul bilancio europeo per il
2018 ¢ chiarissima sul versante culturale: rafforziamo i programmi per l'educazione, la formazione, i giovani e la
cultura, non usiamo Erasmus+ come un tesoretto da cui attingere secondo le necessita.
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Ripristinare la dotazione di bilancio stornata verso il Corpo europeo di solidarietd non ¢ una contrarieta all'iniziativa,
ma adottare e riaffermare il giusto ordine delle cose. Allo stesso modo ¢ pitt che mai opportuna la proposta formalizzata
di aumentare i finanziamenti previsti in particolare per il settore gioventt di Erasmus, una posizione unanime della
commissione CULT, che si inserisce nella strategia volta a raggiungere con i finanziamenti Erasmus sempre piti ragazzi
e giovani fuori dai percorsi formativi tradizionali. Donde l'indicazione ¢ di moltiplicare la dotazione di Erasmus+ nel
prossimo quadro finanziario e farne un programma per tutti gli europei.

Sul piano pitl generale, poi, se vogliamo un’Europa piu all'altezza delle proprie ambizioni, comincia con il bilancio 2018
un percorso verso un significativo aumento delle dotazioni del prossimo quadro finanziario, da ottenere in misura
maggiore con risorse proprie. E una scelta non pit eludibile.

David Coburn (EFDD), blue-card question. — In the annual budget report, the Council proposes to cut EUR 240 million
in payments, and you call another EUR 750 million proposed by the Council unjustified. Normally economic liberals
want to cut taxes. In the European Parliament, they want to do the opposite. Guy Verhofstadt in the 1980s and 1990s
was called the ‘baby Thatcher of Belgium’, and he believes now that we need special European supranational taxes.
Surely you would agree with me that taxpayers in Europe are fed up having their pockets picked just to pay for more
grandiose and mad projects? Surely you agree with me, sir?

Luigi Morgano (S&D), Risposta a una domanda «artellino blu». — Mi pare che stia ponendo un problema di natura pilt
generale. E chiaro che, se si va verso la direzione delle risorse proprie, si diminuiscono quelli che sono i trasferimenti
dagli Stati membri. Questa € una scelta di campo, ma anche per rafforzare I'Unione europea.

Penso che Lei non sia daccordo perché ha chiaramente una posizione politica preconcetta; purtroppo il dialogo, quando
ci sono preconcetti, ¢ molto difficile. Non sto sostenendo per nulla, con la mia posizione, quanto Lei ha detto.

Tiemo Woélken (S&D). — Herr Prisident, sehr geehrter Herr Kommissar Oettinger! Ich mochte hier nur ganz kurz auf
drei Themen eingehen: Erstens, die Bekdmpfung der Jugendarbeitslosigkeit in der Europdischen Union. Diese hat fiir
meine Fraktion und mich besondere Bedeutung. Deshalb freut es mich, dass wir immerhin eine Aufstockung der
Gelder fiir den Kampf gegen die Jugendarbeitslosigkeit auf 600 Mio. EUR erreicht haben, auch wenn ich mir mehr
gewiinscht hitte.

Zweitens: Finanzierung des Europdischen Solidarititskorps. Die Idee des ESK begriife ich; es bringt junge Menschen
zusammen und starkt die europdische Solidaritdt. Als Haushaltsberichterstatter fiir dieses Thema ist es mir aber wichtig,
auch an dieser Stelle noch einmal zu betonen, dass neue Initiativen neues Geld verlangen.

Drittens mochte ich den Punkt der Armutsbekimpfung weltweit ansprechen. Wir haben die verantwortungslose
Kirzung um 6 % bei den Entwicklungsausgaben verhindert. Mit der Mittelerhohung in Rubrik IV des Budgets —
Europa in der Welt — haben wir bereits jetzt ein erstes richtiges Zeichen gesetzt. Letzte Woche hatten ich und viele
Kolleginnen und Kollegen viele ONE-Jugendbotschafter da, die sich fur die Bekimpfung der Armut weltweit einsetzen,
und sie fordern uns auf, im Bildungsbereich und Entwicklungshilfebereich 100 Mio. EUR mehr auszugeben — ich finde:
eine angemessene Forderung.

Andrey Novakov (PPE). — Mr President, in my view, this budget will be the biggest jewel of Europe’s crown next year —
not because it is one of the biggest ever proposed, but because it is reflecting European cities, European regions and
European citizens’ needs — and I am underlining this: needs, not wishes!
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EUR 2.5 trillion in 20 years are invested in European regions. No one has ever been even close to this, and it was the
right thing to do. Moreover, this institution has always been one of the most ambitious when it comes to the budget —
the right thing to do. It was the right thing to do to ask to restore all cuts proposed by the Council. It was the right
thing to do even to increase the draft budget proposed by the Commission, because a great step forward needs brave
investment, not cuts.

Mirt Kivine, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, thank you for this opportunity to listen to the extremely
succinct points made by the committees, the surprisingly balanced views made by the political groups and the extremely
rich interventions by the Members.

Highlighting or commenting any of one would do gross injustice to the others, so I will not do that. I will just reiterate
the Council’s willingness to work really hard with the rapporteurs appointed by Parliament and Commissioner Oettinger
to turn this summer of discontent into an autumn of conciliation.

Siegfried Muresan, raportor. — Domnule presedinte, v mulfumesc. Multumesc mult comisarului Oettinger §i ministrului
Kivine pentru spiritul constructiv al interventiilor domniilor lor. As dori sd multumesc in mod deosebit si colegilor din
Parlament, raportorilor din umbrd de la toate grupurile politice, cu care am lucrat foarte bine. Aceastd pozitie clard si
puternicd a Parlamentului nu ar fi fost posibild fird sprijinul lor.

— Mr President, the annual budget is always a complex process and this 2018 budget,
being the last year before Brexit and the last before the set of European elections in 2019, will bring its own unique
challenges.

I want to thank colleagues for their comments this afternoon and I have taken on board the views that they have
expressed. It serves to remind us what a wide range of spending priorities there are in this Parliament and it serves to
remind us of the strength of expectations there are within the committees.

Tomorrow we vote on a mandate. It is a mandate which will take us into the budget negotiations with the Council. I
hope that we have a clear mandate because then we, the rapporteurs, will go into negotiations united, we go into the
negotiations with a clear set of priorities and we go into the negotiations with the determination to ensure that we
deliver value for money, and added value, not just to the Member States but to European citizens.

Presedinte. — Urmitorul punct de pe ordinea de zi este dezbaterea privind raportul lui Bart Staes, in numele Comisiei
pentru bugete, referitor la descircarea de gestiune pentru executia bugetului general al Uniunii Europene aferent
exercitiului financiar 2015, sectiunea II — Consiliul European si Consiliul (COM(2016)0475 - C8-0271/2016 -
2016/2153(DEC)) (A8-0291/2017).

Bart Staes, Rapporteur. — Voorzitter, meneer de Raadsvoorzitter, beste collega’s, voor het zevende jaar op rij kan ik helaas
jullie niet aanbevelen kwijting te verlenen aan de Raad. Kwijting verlenen, beste collega’s, dat is niet iets abstracts. Dat is
het eindresultaat van een grondige oefening, een oefening in toezicht en controle door het Parlement op hoe het geld
van de Europese begroting, en dus van de Europese burger en belastingbetaler is besteed over het voorbije jaar. Werden
de juiste procedures gevolgd? Kan gestaafd worden hoeveel geld waar werd ingezet? En bovendien, zorgden de ingezette
middelen ervoor dat de burger waar voor zijn geld kreeg? Het uitgangspunt van elke goede en degelijke kwijting moet
zijn dat iedereen die geld uit de Europese begroting uitgeeft, op een transparante wijze moet worden gecontroleerd ten
aanzien van de manier waarop dat gebeurde en ook of dat op een verantwoorde manier gebeurde.

Overeenkomstig de Verdragen van de Europese Unie is het Europees Parlement verantwoordelijk voor deze oefening.
De Raad doet in dezen een aanbeveling aan het Europees Parlement. Helaas weigert het Europees Parlement nu al sinds
2011 aan de Raad kwijting te verlenen en dit op basis van het feit dat er een machtsstrijd gaande is tussen het Parlement
en de Raad, en ook op basis van het feit dat het Parlement de gewoonte heeft om alle instellingen waaraan het kwijting
moet verlenen, vragen te stellen, zowel schriftelijk als mondeling.

De Raad stelt zich op een zuiver legalistisch standpunt en is van mening dat het Europees Parlement eigenlijk alleen
maar kwijting moet verlenen aan de Commissie. Dat strookt niet met de praktijk. Het Parlement stelt vragen aan de
Commissie, stelt vragen aan de secretaris-generaal van het Europees Parlement, stelt vragen aan het Economisch en
Sociaal Comité, aan het Comité van de Regio’s, aan alle agentschappen. De Raad daarentegen weigert onze vragen te
beantwoorden. De Raad weigert dus de dialoog.
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Het moet gezegd — ik geef het toe: er is vooruitgang. De Raad presenteert steeds meer en meer informatie op zijn
website waardoor we beetje bij beetje te weten komen wat er met de begroting van de Raad, de Raad van Ministers en
de Europese Raad gebeurt. Toch bleven tot vorig jaar de verhoudingen tussen het Parlement en de Raad van Ministers
bijzonder gespannen. Laat ons wel wezen: alleen dialoog leidt uiteindelijk tot een oplossing.

Bij de aanvang van mijn mandaat als rapporteur ontmoette ik dan ook de secretaris-generaal van de Raad. Mevrouw
Grifle, voorzitter van de Commissie begrotingscontrole, deed hetzelfde. Wij wilden te weten komen wat de contouren
zijn om tot een modus vivendi te komen, om de verhoudingen tussen Parlement en Raad te verbeteren als het gaat over
het verlenen van kwijting.

Na lange en uitgebreide gesprekken met mijn schaduwrapporteurs, in nauw overleg met de voorzitter van de Commissie
begrotingscontrole en in nauw overleg met de coordinatoren van alle fracties in de Commissie begrotingscontrole, zijn
we tot een akkoord gekomen. Dat akkoord werd vorige donderdag voorgelegd aan de Conferentie van Voorzitters en
sindsdien hebben wij als Commissie begrotingscontrole een mandaat om in onderhandeling te treden met de Raad
van Ministers, ikzelf als rapporteur, mevrouw Griffle als voorzitter van de Commissie begrotingscontrole en in
aanwezigheid van Klaus Welle, secretaris-generaal van het Europees Parlement.

Wat zijn die contouren? Wat is dat mandaat?

1. Raad en Europees Parlement spelen een verschillende rol in de kwijting. Het Europees Parlement verleent kwijting.
De Raad geeft een advies, geeft een aanbeveling aan het Europees Parlement over de kwijting.

2. De erkenning dat de Raad en het Europees Parlement dit moeten doen op basis van correcte feiten en correcte
informatie.

3. We vragen de Raad toe te zeggen dat ze antwoorden op de schriftelijke en mondelinge vragen die het Europees
Parlement hen stelt. In ruil zeggen wij als Europees Parlement: als jullie, Raad, vragen hebben voor het Europees
Parlement, dan zijn wij bereid die vragen te beantwoorden in een vorm van goede wederkerigheid.

Het resultaat van dit mandaat en van de onderhandelingen zou moeten zijn dat de spanning tussen Parlement en Raad
wordt opgelost en dat we in een open en transparante manier met elkaar kunnen omgaan, zodat de burger ook te weten
komt tijdens de kwijtingsoefening hoe er omgegaan wordt met de 540 miljoen euro die de Raad jaarlijks spendeert.

Ik hoop, meneer de Raadsvoorzitter, dat ons aanbod een aanbod zal zijn waarbij we tot dialoog kunnen komen, waarbij
we eindelijk ons conflict kunnen oplossen en een kwijting tussen Raad en Parlement op een behoorlijke manier kunnen
oplossen.

Mirt Kivine, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, as a Council President I have the somewhat ambiguous
pleasure of standing in front of you and speaking on the matter. However, I will try to be as to-the-point as I can and,
taking it from where the honourable rapporteur ended, from the Council’s position we also see a faint glimmering, a
sparkle of hope, in moving things towards improvement.

Going through my formal statement, it is my duty as President of the Council to identify the two aspects of this
reiterative annual process: both going through the same procedure as every year, but also now seeing some potential
for movement.

The Council’s position, however, stands. It says that the Council has always scrupulously respected Article 319 of the
Treaty according to which the European Parliament, acting on a recommendation from the Council, gives a single
discharge to the Commission. As you know, over recent years the Council has considerably improved access to relevant
information about the activities, the governance and the financial management of the institution. This is, by the way,
recognised in the text of the resolution you will be voting on.

As in previous years, the European Court of Auditors did not detect any serious weaknesses in respect of the issues
examined for the Council.
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In 2011, the Council transmitted to Parliament the draft memorandum of understanding in order to organise better the
cooperation between our two institutions during the discharge procedure. The Council has always been open to discuss
concrete issues and concrete drafting. I understand today that the Conference of Presidents has recently agreed on a
mandate in this regard and we think this could be a new momentum. I hope that our institutions will have the
opportunity to discuss this soon.

Marian-Jean Marinescu, in numele grupului PPE. — Domnule Presedinte, am ascultat cu atentie rdspunsul presedintiei. Eu
cred cd trebuie ficute mult mai multe eforturi in a ajunge la un acord intre Parlament si Consiliu, un acord cumva
artificial pentru cd, pand la urmd, tratatul spune foarte clar: trebuie si ne ocupdm de acest discharge si pentru Consiliu.

Cred cd anul acesta Parlamentul a ficut eforturi mari. Am avut un grup de lucru §i, cu ajutorul raportorului si al
celorlalti raportori ai grupurilor politice, am reusit s ajungem la o propunere, cred eu, decentd si normald — repet
incd o datd, in conformitate cu ceea ce spune tratatul — si care va da posibilitatea si se arate clar publicului ce se
intampld cu banii publici care sunt repartizati Consiliului.

Restul cred cd sunt lucruri care nu trebuie sd se intdmple intre doud institutii care, de fapt, sunt responsabile pentru
acordarea descdrcdrii bugetare, conform tratatului, si cred ci trebuie si trecem peste acest lucru. Asa cum am mai spus
de mai multe ori in plen, in alti ani, cu ocazia descircdrii bugetare, de atata timp nu se acordd descircarea bugetard
Consiliului, nimic nu se intdmpld, pand la urma aceastd procedurd intrd in derizoriu pentru ci de ce am face la alte
institutii descdrcare dacd tot nu se intdmpld nimic cu neacordarea descircirii bugetare pentru Consiliu. Deci, cred eu cd
trebuie si fim pand la urmd doud institutii serioase, care trebuie sd indeplinim prevederile tratatului.

Inés Ayala Sender, en nombre del Grupo S&D. — Sefior presidente, si, este afio 2017, el Tribunal de Cuentas nos ha
ofrecido la posibilidad de una DAS por fin no negativa. En cambio, en el caso del Consejo, y a pesar de los esfuerzos
que les reconozco al sefior Staes y a la sefiora Grafle, va a ser el octavo afio en el que denegamos y no pasa nada.

Sin embargo, como somos optimistas, creemos que en este momento hay pequefios pasos, pero que son significativos.
Como se ha dicho, hay un nuevo secretario general con mandato hasta el 2020, el sefior Tranholm-Mikkelsen, en el
Consejo, que ya en 2012 hizo los mayores esfuerzos a la cabeza de la Presidencia danesa en el caso de la aprobacién de
la gestién de 2010.

Hay un mandato también de la Conferencia de Presidentes a un grupo de trabajo parlamentario —de este Parlamento—
que debe ser capaz de reconstruir la confianza y la cooperacién entre instituciones, tan fundamentales en aras de mayor
transparencia. Y hay algunos movimientos de acercamiento que se han conseguido como parte de los informes anuales
de actividades de partes del Consejo —direcciones generales—.

Son pequefios pasos, es verdad, pero son necesarios para rehacer la confianza y quién sabe si algtn dia, al final, en el
Acuerdo interinstitucional tendremos unas directrices claras para esta aprobacién de la gestion.

Ryszard Czarnecki, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Mr President, [ feel like I am experiencing déja vu during today’s
debate. The lack of cooperation from the Council, and the difficulties repeatedly encountered in the discharge procedure
that we have because of that fact, keep on going. First, the Council continues to be silent in relation to the remarks
made by us in our discharge resolution from April, reiterated from previous years. Then, neither have the budget of the
European Council and the budget of Council been separated, nor has the Council joined the Union transparency register.
The Council’s whistle-blowing rules continue to be publicly unavailable and the detailed anticorruption guidelines do
not exist.
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Regarding building policy, the information provided on the Council's website does not include details about the cost
incurred in relation to the Council’s buildings, and that is unacceptable. We know, of course, that there is a critical
exchange of information on buildings policy between the building departments of Parliament and the Council, but the
exchange should definitely become regular and detailed information should be given to Parliament in the Council’s
Annual Financial Report. Here, I would like to recall once more that we need progress reports on building projects
with a breakdown of the costs incurred to date, together with information on the costs related to the delayed
completion of the Europa building.

Hannu Takkula, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, to my great regret we are again forced to refuse regarding
the granting of discharge to the European Council and the Council because of the lack of information and
communication. This ongoing disagreement about the legal competence to provide the discharge is an unfortunate
situation which remains unsolved. I am pleased to note that there has actually been some discussion between
Parliament and the Council on the matter, but I still find it an insufficient basis for granting discharge.

When it comes to discharge procedures regarding the Commission and other European institutions, we have a certain
set of rules that must be followed and there shall be no exceptions or privilege for any institutions. Transparent
governance when using European taxpayers’ money is a fundamental right and the current unsolved situation severely
undermines this right. We should be able to guarantee that all of the European Union institutions use EU citizens’
money transparently. As for Parliament, it is currently unable to scrutinise how the Council budget is spent. The
situation allows unfortunate grounds for questions on the use of the budget.

Discharge is not a voluntary procedure but an official procedure to make sure that the EU budget is used in the way it is
meant to be used. I hope that the dialogue between Parliament and the Council will continue and that this issue can be
solved in a way such that in the future there is a possibility to grant discharge to all European institutions.

Jonathan Bullock, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, I am in the unusual position for a UKIP MEP to be in
favour of this proposal; the proposal being to refuse to grant a discharge to the EU Council. Every year, the Parliament
looks through the books of each of the EU institutions and agencies to approve them, and every year, these bodies
comply with the process, with the exception of the Council. Why does the Council not comply?

The EU Treaties may say that the Parliament only grants discharge to the Commission, but I think there is a moral
obligation to comply with what is essentially a transparency process. When you look at why the Council may not want
to go along with this, you see that just last week, on the day that Brexit negotiations continued, the Council put out a
public tender for 4000 bottles of champagne.

Well, Mr President, perhaps we in Britain could have our share of that; I think it works out at about 500 bottles by our
budget contribution to celebrate Brexit. We would even settle for 148 bottles, if we divided equally between the
countries. That would be enough to celebrate Brexit! But seriously, when half of Europe is in some form of crisis and
with austerity biting, you are ordering four thousand bottles of champagne.

This needs to be stopped; this needs to be audited, this needs to be looked at by the Parliament, and we must have this
transparency over the budget and use of taxpayers’ money in this Council.

President. — Probably 3 900 would have been more appropriate.

Ingeborg Griflle (PPE). — Herr Prisident, Herr Kommissar, Herr Ratsprisident! Ich mochte mich an Sie wenden, Herr
Ratsprisident. Wir freuen uns, dass Sie hier sind: Herzlich willkommen. Wir haben hier schon Ratsentlastungen
debattiert, und die Ratsprasidentschaft war nicht da.

Sie machen keinen Entlastungsvorschlag fiir die anderen
Institutionen. Sie machen keinen Entlastungsvorschlag fiirs Parlament. Die Gegenseitigkeit, die Sie im memorandum of
understanding einfordern, Sie hitten sie lingst, wiirden Sie Ihre Moglichkeiten nach dem Vertrag wahrnehmen und
niemand konnte Sie daran hindern. Niemand. Niemand wiirde Sie im Ubrigen auch daran hindern.

Den Vorschlag der einen Entlastung, dieser Vorschlag bildet einen Vertragsstand von vor 60 Jahren. Die Bestimmung der
Entlastung wurde niemals upgedated und das ist ein Versiumnis aller Arbeitsgruppen, die sich bis jetzt um den Vertrag
gekiimmert haben. Sie fordern uns eigentlich auf, die Kommission nicht mehr zu entlasten, wenn wir Sie nicht entlasten
wollen. Ich meine, Herr Kommissar, das machen wir mal, dann werden wir sehen, was in diesem Europa los ist!

Matti Maasikas, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, today’s debate has been triggered by the horrific
assassination of Ms Daphne Caruana Galizia.

First of all, I wish to express my sincere condolences to her family, friends and colleagues. The circumstances of the
death of Ms Caruana Galizia have rendered us speechless, but this debate shows that we shall not remain silent. We
strongly condemn this barbaric crime. The perpetrators must be brought to justice. The mission of journalists requires
personal devotion and courage, and those who have these qualities deserve our deepest respect and protection.

Media freedom is an indispensable pillar of our democratic societies. Journalists are the guardians of properly
functioning democracies. Where there is no freedom of speech and people have to fear for their life every time they
criticise something, there is no democracy. For this reason freedom of expression, media freedom and pluralism are
guaranteed in the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights. They are among the core basic democratic values on which the
European Union is founded. These freedoms are an obligation for our governments. It is an absolute priority for all
democracies to protect journalists also from financial or political pressure. The importance of media pluralism as a
prerequisite of the rule of law and democracy was underlined by the Council in its annual rule of law dialogue last
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week.

Let me be clear: attacks on media representatives to silence their voices are unacceptable everywhere in the world. If
they occur, we have to act immediately: condemn the crime, find and punish the perpetrators and re-establish the
confidence of our citizens in the functioning of our democratic institutions. I am convinced that we are all aware of
the responsibility of our governments for the protection of journalists and the defence of media freedom.

We commend and trust in the Maltese authorities in ensuring that justice is delivered. As the Presidency, we would like
to join other Member States, which offered help to the Maltese authorities in the investigation of this appalling crime.
We owe this to the memory of Ms Caruana Galizia and to all journalists serving our societies.

Frans Timmermans, First Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, a renowned and brave journalist died in the
most brutal and shocking manner in Malta last week.

A wife, a mother, a mother-in-law, a friend, a neighbour, a colleague. Daphne Caruana Galizia appears to have been
killed because someone wanted to stop her from reporting. And it happened right here, in the European Union!

Let me first express my deepest condolences to her family and loved ones. Your loss, I cannot imagine. I did not have
the privilege to know Daphne personally but a few things stand out — her courage and doggedness in the pursuit of the
truth, her readiness to ask the questions that really matter about politicians of all colours.

The very heart of democracy is that those who the people choose to lead them are also accountable to them. Journalists
such as Daphne represent us all when they ask the difficult questions and when they keep digging even if it becomes
uncomfortable and dangerous to find the truth.

When I attended the spontaneous vigil last Wednesday in Brussels, when I stood here in silence with you earlier today in
the presence of Daphne’s family, to whom [ have had the chance to express my condolences in person this morning, my
deep concerns about what this tragic event represents in terms of our democratic values were dwarfed by the immediate
human tragedy: the three sons and a daughter-in-law suddenly and violently losing a mother, and a husband
prematurely and painfully losing his beloved wife.

At the European Council last week and again this morning, President Tajani made a strong call for a detailed in-depth
international investigation. On behalf of President Juncker and all my colleagues in the College, I can say that the
Commission very much agrees that ensuring an independent and thorough investigation of the facts and bringing
those responsible to justice must be the top priority for now.

Prime Minister Muscat gave such an assurance to his fellow leaders on Thursday and the eyes of Europe and the world
are now on Malta to ensure this is the case. I welcome the fact that the Maltese authorities have engaged with their
counterparts in Europe and beyond, including forensics experts from the Netherlands, the United Kingdom and the
United States, and wherever useful, Europol and Eurojust are there to help.

We know that good journalism can be a dangerous job. Last year 72 journalists were killed worldwide and more
than 50 others have died so far this year. But the targeted and brutal manner of Daphne’s killing and the fact that it
happened here on the soil of one of our Member States profoundly shocks. Even here in Europe, too many journalists
are threatened every day. The campaign ‘Mapping Media Freedom’ has already reported more than 300 alerts of threats
to journalistic freedom in the EU since the beginning of the year and more than 3 000 since the beginning of the
project.

[ pay tribute to all those who have stood up and asked the tough questions. Since — and I say this as a politician and
democrat among politicians and democrats — since professional journalism is a necessary job because it ensures that all
of us who are entrusted with certain responsibilities are also scrutinised for how we exercise them, that perhaps matters
now more than ever, as we find ourselves in an era where anyone can publish their views online, where facts and fiction
are sometimes mixed, where false information is repeated ever louder.

I have said before in this House that everyone is entitled to her or his own opinions, but no one is entitled to their own
facts. That is what journalists do. They are the human face of stubborn facts. That is their job, their mission. A free
media is the watchdog in our democracies.

Healthy democracy requires a free and pluralistic media, free from state intervention and from undue political or
commercial pressures. Ed Murrow put it well when he said that every healthy democracy needs a good dose of itching
pills, and as President Juncker said last week, the right of a journalist to investigate, to ask uncomfortable questions and
report effectively is at the heart of our values and needs to be guaranteed at all times.

Under the Treaties, the Commission has limited powers in this area. We can, however, encourage and guide, which is
why last year we chose to devote our annual colloquium on fundamental rights to the theme of media pluralism and
democracy. Three quarters of respondents to the public consultation covering all our Member States in preparation for
the colloquium said that they were aware of or have experienced limitations on journalistic activities by state measures,
and more than two thirds of respondents said they have experienced or are aware of censorship and self-censorship.
Such findings are very worrying. If journalists have to fear for their lives just for doing their job, they cannot operate
with a level of freedom and independence that is essential for the media in any democracy, in any rule-of-law based
society.

Media freedom and pluralism are fundamental rights enshrined in Article 11 of the EU Charter on Fundamental Rights
and constitute essential foundations of our democratic societies. It is the duty of the Maltese state to investigate and
prosecute this case in accordance with its constitution, its legal order and international human rights obligations. The
Maltese authorities and institutions must deliver on their commitment to do everything in their power to ensure that
the perpetrators will be brought to justice.

Malta needs to show to Europe and the world that its rules and regulations are healthy and robust. This is why it is
important that the Maltese Government has indicated that the investigation and prosecution should be allowed to run
their full course, that if problems of a more general or systemic nature are brought to light, they should also be
addressed, regardless of the consequences.

Today’s debate proves once more that the eyes of Europe stay firmly fixed on Malta, because the murder of a brave
journalist such as Daphne is a direct concern for us all. We will, it is our duty, continue to stand up for our shared
values. Why? Well, for the sake of Daphne, her loved ones and everything she stood for, for the sake of the European
Union and everything it stands for.

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Andiamo avanti su questa strada, e anch’io voglio salutare e dare il pensiero del mio gruppo politico, e anche mio
personale, ai familiari di Daphne e ribadire che ¢ un dovere morale, prima che politico, fare in modo che questa perdita
cosl dolorosa e cosi efferata nel suo svolgimento non sia vana.

Monica Macovei, in numele grupului ECR. — Un WikiLeaks intr-o singurd femeie: Daphne Caruana Galizia. A murit in
cruciada impotriva coruptiei din Malta. Daphne a scris in aprilie ¢ sotia primului-ministru maltez are un cont deschis
in Panama in care depunea si banii primiti ca mitd din Azerbaidjan. Acum o siptimand, Daphne a fost aruncatd in aer
cu tot cu masind. Nu inteleg de ce noi cerem guvernului maltez sd investigheze. Cine sd investigheze? Primul-ministru?
Cand Daphne a fost omoratd pentru ci scria impotriva primului-ministru? Hai sd nu mai glumim. In primul rand, acest
prim-ministru si tot guvernul trebuie si-si dea demisia.

La inmorméntarea ei, fiul a spus: ,Mama a fost ucisd pentru cd a ales s stea intre statul de drept si cei care incercau si-l
atace. A devenit o tintd §i pentru cd era singura care mai ficea asta.” Asta se intdmpld atunci cand institutiile statului
sunt incapabile. Ultima persoand rdmasd in picioare este, adeseori, un jurnalist. Ceea ce-] face sd fie prima persoand care
moare.

Mafia nu s-a oprit niciodatd. Avem guverne care astdzi sunt grupuri de crimd organizatd si transmit mesajul: cine mai
vorbeste si scrie despre banii nostri ascunsi, coruptia si frauda noastrd, asa va pati. S-au construit in timp imperii ale
coruptiei, apdrate de ziduri de fier.

Sophia in 't Veld, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, first of all, I would like to pay tribute to Daphne
Caruana Galizia. Her name has been mentioned several times here today and I would also like to give my condolences
to her family. I met her sons this afternoon and I was really impressed by their wisdom and their strength, but if you
read about her life, that's not surprising. She was an exceptionally courageous and strong woman, and I think that we
have to show the same courage, because I think we are all united today in shock, in grief and in our wish to uphold
freedom of the media, freedom of expression. But we also have to act.

The first one to act, obviously, is the Maltese Government: they will have to investigate her murder and make sure that
the murderers do not get away with impunity. But also those who actually wanted her gone should not get away with
impunity, because this was not just a murder tackling an individual person — she was exposing corruption and crime.
We should investigate that as well, because this is not a mere Maltese problem: this is a European problem. We are
talking about international networks of corruption and crime, money-laundering, hiding criminal money, and so on. So
I think there is a task here for the European Union, and I think the European People’s Party just suggested that we
investigate the rule of law in Malta — that was a kind of general statement, but I do think it is very important that we
get clarifications from the Maltese Government about the allegations of corruptions which she was investigating. We
have to continue that investigation, and I would suggest that first of all — in the very short term, within the next couple
of weeks — that we organise an ECON-LIBE hearing and invite experts on the Maltese situation; on the investigations
into corruption and crime. But I think we should also look into ways of continuing that and deepening that
investigation and make sure that we eradicate corruption and crime and money laundering from the European Union,
and Malta is part of the European Union.

Finally, Commissioner, you said that the European Commission doesn’t have the competences to actually intervene, and
I don't think (as Mr Gonzdlez Pons said) that it is for the European Commission to conduct a police investigation into a
murder. But you can investigate allegations of corruption, and you can indeed investigate allegations that, for example,
the judiciary or the police is not independent, because if one Member State — whether it is Malta, Poland, Hungary,
France or indeed the Netherlands or Romania — does not uphold the European standards when it comes to the rule of
law, that means that there is no rule of law in the European Union. We have an area of freedom, security and justice, so
if one Member State doesn’t function in this respect, then the whole system fails. So it is in everybody’s interests that we
investigate. Is that painful? Yes it is. But this is a political union: we all have to make sure that these problems are
eradicated, and I think we owe it to Daphne. We cannot just make statements here; we have to be courageous and go
against those who actually do not wish us to investigate.
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This has to be done, and I hope that we are going to find agreement amongst all the political groups for the exact
instruments — the appropriate instruments — in honour of Daphne.

Miguel Urbdn Crespo, en nombre del Grupo GUE/NGL. — Sefior presidente, lo primero, como no podria ser de otra
forma: desde nuestro Grupo queremos mostrar nuestra plena solidaridad y nuestro abrazo fraterno con los familiares de
Daphne y con sus seres queridos; pero también darle ese abrazo a todas las Daphnes del mundo que todavia siguen
perseguidas.

Sefiorias, hay que recordar que los paraisos fiscales en el seno de la Unién Europea son un hilo negro que une el fraude
fiscal con las redes de criminalidad, corrupcién y persecucion a periodistas y filtradores. El caso de Daphne Caruana es
un dramdtico ejemplo de la complicidad entre los intereses de las redes criminales y las oligarquias.

Hay que recordar que comisiones de investigacion, como la de los papeles de Panamd, son posibles gracias al trabajo de
periodistas como Daphne, que revelaron las cuentas de Panamd de varios ministros malteses. Su investigacion
amenazaba muchos intereses que incluso muchas veces se defienden también desde este hemiciclo, como son la
opacidad fiscal, el secreto bancario o la libre circulacion de capitales.

Entendemos que es imprescindible poner los derechos de los denunciantes por encima del interés privado de las
empresas. Hoy hemos aprobado un informe exigiendo una legislacién que proteja y abarque el conjunto de actividades
de denunciantes y periodistas. También, en el informe que presentard la Comision PANA hemos solicitado que se
establezca una agencia y canales de comunicacion especificos para proteger a quien arriesga su vida para sacar a la luz
publica informaciéon que beneficia al conjunto de la sociedad. Esperemos que todos los grupos de esta Cdmara voten a
favor de estas medidas.

Y también queremos lanzar un mensaje claro a la Comisién: que aplique cuanto antes lo que hemos aprobado en esta
Camara, asegurando la integridad y los derechos de denunciantes y periodistas, evitando asi convertirse por omisién en
coémplices de nuevos casos como el de Daphne.

Sven Giegold, on behalf of the Verts/ALE Group. — Mr President, 16 October 2017 has been the saddest day for me
personally as a Member of this Parliament. First of all, our sincere condolences go to the family of Daphne, whom I got
to know as one of the most courageous people in the fight for justice and the rule of law in Europe.

The way in which Daphne was killed tells us a lot about the unjust and criminal system which she was fighting. Daphne
was killed in the open, there was no hiding. Her murderers did not even try to make the attack appear to be an
accident. On the contrary, this was a brutal demonstration of power by those who consider themselves above the law.

It is very clear why the murderers did not place a bomb under the car of the police chief or the attorney general. It was
Daphne who shed light on a system of money-laundering and corruption in Malta, and not these authorities.

Let me just name a small selection of illegal, or at least illegitimate, activities that Daphne has made public: letterbox
companies owned by members of the government; the sale of passports to so-called investors; tax avoidance for
multinational companies; online gambling based on weak supervision and hyper-low taxation.

All these cases have one thing in common. Malta has sold its sovereignty to dirty money. Malta has replaced the rule of
law with a culture of impunity for the powerful, and fiddling between political and financial elites.

This is Europe, not Russia. Europe must act when fundamental rights are at stake. It is now up to us to finish Daphne’s
fight, and therefore we would like to suggest five concrete steps.
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First, an international investigator has to be appointed who will be fully involved in the ongoing investigations on
money-laundering and corruption in Malta. Second, Malta should take that opportunity finally to join the European
Prosecutor. Third, we demand a serious investigation by the European Commission on the rule of law in Malta and
systematic Treaty infringement procedures to enforce anti-money laundering law everywhere in Europe. Fourth, we also
support Daphne’s family in their demand for the Muscat government to step down because of its failure in enforcing the
rule of law in Malta. And lastly, we are proposing the introduction of a European Galizia prize here in this House for
investigative journalists, modelled on the Sakharov Prize.

The murderous attack on Daphne was an attack on European values, our fundamental principles. Let us not forget that
people who suffer from corruption in their countries put their hopes in Europe. Let us not disappoint these citizens. Let
us not disappoint Daphne and her family. Let us act together to defend our fundamental principles of democracy, the
rule of law and justice.

Ignazio Corrao, a nome del gruppo EFDD. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, diceva bene il presidente Pittella
quando rilevava che l'esplosione di una bomba ci manda indietro a tempi bui per il nostro paese: le uccisioni di giudici,
le attivita della mafia.

Parlamento. Quando ci & venuta veniva gid minacciata, veniva isolata, veniva uccisa in vita, come qualcuno ha
giustamente detto. E stata lasciata sola, ¢ stata uccisa nel modo piti barbaro, dando un segnale a chiunque, dicendo
«attenzione, se toccate questi nervi scoperti vi succede qualcosa del genere», perché questo le ¢ stato fatto: ¢ venuta
qui, ha raccontato tante cose, ha accusato anche politici maltesi, I'ha fatto nella sua vita, ha toccato nervi scoperti, ha
toccato delle cose sensibili e dobbiamo stare attenti adesso, dobbiamo dare una risposta diversa rispetto a quelle che
sono state date finora.

Perché se ¢ vero che il Presidente Tajani oggi si ¢ impegnato davanti ai familiari, dicendo che ci sara un’investigazione e
che verranno trovati esecutori e mandanti, noi dobbiamo impegnarci tutti affinché questo avvenga veramente, altrimenti
questo Parlamento fara una figura ridicola, quindi ricordiamocela questa cosa.

Mario Borghezio, a nome del gruppo ENF. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, non si pud non esprimere, e noi lo
esprimiamo come gruppo, un grande rispetto anche per la cerimonia, per le parole sentite e nobili con cui questa
mattina ha introdotto questa giornata il Presidente di questo Parlamento.

Diversa ¢ invece la valutazione politica che, a mio avviso, bisogna fare con severita circa la situazione che ha reso
possibile questo omicidio, che a noi italiani ricorda tante cose — io vorrei anche ricordare il precedente di un altro
grande giornalista, il giornalista De Mauro, che fu veramente una delle prime vittime di questa strage infinita di
operatori del giornalismo, degli eroi del giornalismo d'inchiesta.

Frans Timmermans, First Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, I have listened carefully to the contributions
from the Members of this Parliament. Today, for the Commission, is about honouring the memory of Daphne, it is
about sharing our grief in this Parliament. But I fully recognise that the only way we can really honour her memory is
by following up on the issues that underlie the assassination.

This starts, of course, with a full investigation of what has happened and bringing to justice those who are responsible.
As 1 said in my contribution, if in this investigation, and in the course of this analysis, things are brought to light that
are of a more structural nature or that warrant other actions, the Commission will certainly not hesitate to assume its
responsibility, where we have a responsibility. Let me also add that in our Work Programme for next year we have
insisted on the need, jointly with the European Parliament, to come up with a better protection of whistle-blowers. This
is also an important step we need to take.

My colleague Véra Jourovéd promised to the Special Committee of Inquiry on Money Laundering, Tax Avoidance and Tax
Evasion (PANA) in July that we would also step up our efforts to implement the decisions we have taken on fighting
money laundering. I can, for instance, give as an example that we have now — let me just check the numbers — we have
opened infringement cases that concern 14 Member States which have not notified laws transposing the 4th Directive
and two Member States whose laws clearly show that these were not sufficient to transpose the Directive. We will
continue this work in close contact also with this Parliament. We are always prepared to engage directly with the
Maltese authorities at a political level to make sure that they implement the rules that we agreed at European level.

Let me end on the following. The effect of such a public display of barbarism — which this assassination was — the
intended effect, of course, is to intimidate, to make sure that no investigation is carried out any more, that nothing is
pursued, that others will be self-censoring their own investigation.

I think this is the biggest challenge we face: that we are not intimidated by what was done; that we as Europeans
collectively accept the responsibility in the EU to make sure that we are not intimidated; that institutions can function
independently; that perpetrators are brought to justice; that if this is linked to organised crime or to corruption, that this
is pursued. And this Commission will leave no stone unturned in that area to make sure that this atrocious, barbarous
assassination does not lead to the conclusion which is clearly wanted by those who perpetrated it, namely that we don’t
dare ask questions or we don’t dare investigate. This will not happen. This is a promise I make on behalf of the
Commission, and this is how we will pursue the issue in close cooperation also with the Maltese authorities and other
bodies that could be implicated in the investigation.
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Matti Maasikas, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, just as First Vice-President Timmermans has just done
on behalf of the Commission, on behalf of the Council I can assure you that we will follow the developments closely,
and I will pay particular attention to the views expressed here today during this debate.

The Estonian Presidency, and the Council as a whole, attach great importance to the protection of journalists and the
defence of media freedom. We are all shocked by the appalling circumstances of the death of Ms Daphne Caruana
Galizia. Words of condemnation are never sufficient. We are confident that the Maltese law enforcement authorities
are capable of upholding the rule of law in the face of this atrocious murder and will conduct the investigation, with
international assistance if needed.

We no longer live in the medieval ages where
people with power simply killed their opponents or people they did not like. These kinds of actions have no place in
our societies, not in Russia, nor in the European Union. Media freedom is essential for a democracy to function;
corruption will flourish if there is no one to cast a light on it.

This barbaric crime was committed to silence a particular journalist, but we must not forget the wider implications of
this murder: the chilling effect on other journalists. Journalists should not have to fear for their lives, otherwise the
perpetrators and oppressors get an even bigger victory, and democracy with the rest of society suffers. This is why the
investigation has to be conducted with utmost seriousness, in order to bring the perpetrators to justice as soon as
possible.

— L'ordine del giorno reca la relazione di Marita Ulvskog, a nome della commissione per 'occupazione e gli
affari sociali, sulla proposta di direttiva del Parlamento europeo e del Consiglio che modifica la direttiva 2004/37|CE
sulla protezione dei lavoratori contro i rischi derivanti da un’esposizione ad agenti cancerogeni o mutageni durante il
lavoro (COM(2016)0248 — C8-0181/2016 — 2016/0130(COD)) (A8-0064/2017).

Marita Ulvskog, foredragande. — Herr talman! I morgon kommer vi att rosta for en betydligt starkare
arbetsmiljolagstiftning i EU. Det 4r inte vilken lagstiftning som helst, utan en som handlar om att skydda arbetstagare,
miljontals arbetstagare i Europa, frn cancerframkallande och mutagena dmnen.

Vi har vintat tio dr pd detta. Den tidigare kommissionen fick inte mycket gjort, tyvarr. Lyckligtvis har den nuvarande
kommissionen agerat annorlunda. Vi har frin parlamentets sida alltsd vilkomnat kommissionens forslag och i
utskottsarbetet har vi gjort allt vi kan for att gora forslaget dnnu starkare.

Fakta dr foljande: Mer 4n hilften av alla arbetsrelaterade dodsfall dr kopplade till cancer. Cancer dr den enskilt tyngsta
och mest omfattande arbetsmiljorelaterade dodsorsaken. S3 kan vi inte ha det. Inte i ett modernt samhille som sitter
manniskovardet hogt. Vi ska inte acceptera att konkurrera med daliga villkor, med farliga arbetsmiljoer; det kan aldrig
vara ett konkurrensmedel for EU. Vi ska konkurrera med att vara absolut skickligast och bast pd det vi gor, inte med att
manniskor ska do av sina jobb.

Ut6ver den enorma personliga kostnaden 4r ocksd den uppskattade kostnaden for medlemslidnderna 334 miljarder euro
arligen. Det ir alltsd vad cancern kostar. Det dr en sanslos forlust, inte bara i minniskoliv utan ocksd i
samhillskostnader.

I morgon kommer vi att rsta om tretton nya grinsvirden for cancerframkallande och mutagena dmnen som finns pé
arbetsplatserna. Det dr elva nya dmnen och tvd stycken som revideras. Det dr dmnen som finns i en ldng rad industrier
och pd en ldng rad arbetsplatser, bland annat byggindustrin, trdindustrin, pappersindustrin, i produktion av allt fran
16sningsmedel, papper, mébler, leksaker, bilar, flygplan. Sexvirt krom, kvartsdamm och hart trdidamm &r ndgra av de
viktigaste 4mnen som nu regleras, med tanke pd hur ménga arbetstagare som ir exponerade for just dessa gransvirden.

Jamfort med kommissionens ursprungliga forslag, som redan det var en stor forbittring, lyckades parlamentet kriva
ytterligare forbattringar i forhandlingarna. Det, herr talman, det kan vi vara stolta over. Vi har under hela processen
betonat vikten av att utgd frdn forsiktighetsprincipen. Vi maste sitta arbetstagarnas hilsa och sikerhet i forsta rummet.
Kommissionen foreslog tretton nya gransvarden, som i sig kommer att ridda mer 4n 100 000 personer Gver 50 dr. Det
ar en siffra som inte ens tar hinsyn till de forbattrade hilsokontrollerna eller de gransvirden som vi har dstadkommit i
forhandlingarna. Hilsokontrollerna i direktivet har nu kommit ikapp asbestdirektivet. Arbetstagare kommer tack vare
parlamentet att ha ratt till hilsokontroller dven efter det att de har limnat den arbetsplats dir de har exponerats.
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I 6verenskommelsen med radet sd ingédr det dven skirpta grinsvirden pa just sexvirt krom och hart tridamm i forslaget.
Detta dr dmnen som orsakar sd pass allvarliga cancerformer som lymfosarkom och lungcancer. Vi har dven kommit
overens om att kommissionen framdver mdste se over lagstiftningen for att utvirdera om direktivet ska breddas for att
inkludera 4aven reproduktionsstorande dmnen, det vill siga dmnen som kan skada fertiliteten hos bdde mén och kvinnor
och ofédda barn. Det dr min och utskottets mening att dessa dmnen dr sd pass allvarliga att de bor omfattas av
direktivets allra stringaste formuleringar.

Detta kommer kommissionen att dterkomma till, forhoppningsvis innan mandatperioden ir slut. Jag vill betona det goda
samarbetet som har legat till grund for att vi nu kan anta revideringen av detta direktiv. Det forslag som vi har framfor
oss dr ett resultat av konsultation med de sociala parterna och forskare.

Och jag vill tacka alltsd kommissionen, rddet, de sociala parterna, forskarna som bidragit under hela processen och jag
vill sdklart ocksd tacka skuggforedragandena i mitt eget utskott, i synnerhet Claude Rolin frén PPE-gruppen som nu tar
over som foredragande for den andra revideringen av denna lagstiftning. Det ar inte alltid vi kan jobba tillsammans i den
hdr kammaren — och det ska man inte alltid beh6va gora — men det har vi gjort. Jag tycker vi har gjort det pa ett riktigt
bra satt, forutsatt nu att den har lagstiftningen gar hela vigen. Symboliskt tror jag att det dr viktigt att samsas och samla
sig ndr man har en stor och viktig uppgift framfor sig, och det har vi gjort.

Marianne Thyssen, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, the investment of this Commission in a more social
Europe has many facets. There is the principle of equal pay for equal work at the same place, which has yesterday
been embraced by a large majority from East and West in the Council, but this Commission has also reinvigorated the
promotion of workers’ health and safety. The protection of workers’ health and safety at work has therefore also been
included as one of the principles of the European Pillar of Social Rights which was also embraced yesterday by the
Council, to be proclaimed in November by the three institutions

The fight against occupational cancer is also a matter of priority for me personally. Cancer kills more workers than any
other work-related disease and causes many families enormous suffering. I am pleased that the Council and the
European Parliament have reached a timely compromise on our first proposal to update the Directive on the protection
of workers from the risks related to exposure to carcinogens and mutagens at work. This agreement between the co-
legislators confirms the strong political commitment by all the European institutions to fight against work-related
cancer. It should also pave the way for the second and third batches with a view to continue enhancing the protection
of workers.

I would like to thank once again the rapporteur Ms Ulvskog for her commitment during the interinstitutional
negotiations. This indeed enabled us to reach agreement on this file at first reading. It is only fair to say that the
negotiations were not easy. For Parliament, one of the key points in the discussions was to include reprotoxic substances
in the scope of this directive. In the end, a fair compromise was reached with the Council. The deal was a review clause
which says that ‘not later than the first quarter of 2019 the Commission shall assess the opportunity of amending the
scope of this directive to include reprotoxic substances’.

I can assure you that the Commission will deliver on this clause. This, however, as you all know requires comprehensive
analytical work. Another difficult element in the negotiation was the exposure limit values to Chromium VI, respirable
crystalline [silica] and hardwood and softwood dusts. In the end, an agreement was reached in line with the results of
the scientific research and the discussions we had with the social partners. Thank you for all your work; I think we can
be happy about the results and we will continue to cooperate further.

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Claude Rolin, au nom du groupe PPE. — Monsieur le Président, demain, nous nous prononcerons effectivement sur la
révision de la directive sur les substances cancérigénes et mutagenes. Ce sera un pas important. Pas tellement parce que
C'est une priorité pour la Commission, mais surtout parce que, chaque année, entre 100 000 et 150 000 travailleurs se
voient diagnostiquer un cancer d'origine professionnelle. Nous ne pouvons pas accepter que des travailleurs détruisent
leur santé ou perdent leur vie en voulant la gagner.

Avant toute chose, permettez-moi de remercier vivement la Commission, et plus particulierement M™ la Commissaire,
Marianne Thyssen. Alors que de nouvelles substances ont vu le jour, il nous aura fallu attendre dix ans avant que cette
directive soit soumise a révision. Au travers de sa proposition, la Commission met fin a cet immobilisme.

L'accord institutionnel qui sera soumis au vote demain allie a la fois ambition et pragmatisme. Ambition, car il fixe des
normes strictes en matiere d’exposition professionnelle. Pragmatisme, parce qu'il prévoit des périodes transitoires
permettant aux entreprises de s'adapter et de se mettre en conformité avec les nouvelles regles.

Jaurais effectivement souhaité que les substances reprotoxiques soient directement couvertes par cette directive. Cela n'a
pas été possible, mais je me réjouis cependant que la Commission et le Conseil aient pris conscience de cet appel du
Parlement et statuent a ce sujet dans les mois a venir.

Enfin, je souhaiterais insister sur deux éléments. En ce début d’année, la Commission a déposé une seconde proposition
de révision de cette directive. Je souhaite que la Commission ne s'arréte pas en si bon chemin. Cette directive doit étre
revue régulierement, au regard des évolutions scientifiques et technologiques, afin d’avancer et d'améliorer la protection
des travailleurs. En tout cas, et dans la méme philosophie que celle adoptée par la rapporteure sur ce premier train de
mesures, nous allons poursuivre avec cette qualité de collaboration avec vous, Madame la Commissaire.

Je salue aussi les partenaires sociaux qui, de maniere préventive, négocient des accords sectoriels visant a mieux protéger
les travailleurs face aux substances cancérigénes, notamment l'accord NEPSI qui, pour moi, est vraiment un accord qui
montre le chemin a suivre.

En matiére de santé et de sécurité au travail les maitres mots, pour moi, doivent étre «prévention et concertation».

Brando Benifei, a nome del gruppo S&D. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, dopo dieci anni dall'ultimo
aggiornamento normativo sulle sostanze cancerogene, finalmente facciamo un passo avanti. Il lavoro della relatrice, la
collega Ulvskog, ¢ davvero degno di nota. Con l'accordo raggiunto al trilogo possiamo dire di aver aggiunto un tassello
nella battaglia contro il cancro, che rimane la seconda causa di morte sul lavoro in Europa, come ricordava bene la
Commissaria Thyssen.

Trattando molte sostanze che interessano diversi settori produttivi, siamo stati obbligati a uno sforzo per garantire
lequilibrio dei vari interessi in gioco, a partire ovviamente dalla salute dei lavoratori. Risultera fondamentale vigilare
affinché le norme siano messe adeguatamente in pratica, coinvolgendo le parti sociali. Un ottimo esempio €& l'accordo
Nepsi, un’eccellenza nel dialogo sociale e settoriale. Con la salute dei lavoratori non si scherza e dunque continueremo a
fare la nostra parte come Parlamento europeo.

Anthea Mclntyre, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Mr President, it is very important that workers can be confident that
they are working in a safe environment and that their exposure to carcinogens is very carefully controlled. So the first
thing we must ensure is that exposure limits are actually measurable in the workplace.

Now the limits originally set out in the Commission proposal were the result of many years of detailed work including
evaluations and fitness checks, and frankly it was easy for me, coming from the UK, to agree to the majority of the
proposed limits, as we already have these lower limits in Britain. But as well as enforcing the exposure limits, Member
States should be encouraging businesses to strive for the lowest levels possible, lower, in fact, than the levels set in
legislation.
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I am really concerned by claims that a consequence of Brexit will be a race to the bottom for workers’ rights and health
and safety standards in the UK. But in fact the UK has the highest health and safety standards. We have one of the
lowest fatality rates among Member States, second only to Malta, and our rates of work related ill-health, and of workers
reporting that their jobs risk their health, are lower than most other Member States’.

So, to conclude, there is an established and rigorous process for setting limits to ensure that they are evidence-based,
proportionate, measurable and achievable, and as policymakers we must respect this.

Anténio Marinho e Pinto, em nome do Grupo ALDE. — Senhora Comissdria, Senhor Presidente, meus Caros Colegas,
satdo este relatorio e a relatora sobre a protecio dos trabalhadores sujeitos a riscos relacionados com a exposigio a
agentes cancerigenos durante a jornada de trabalho, em primeiro lugar, porque se acolhe expressamente o principio da
precaucdo, com um sentido que, grosso modo, se pode resumir na seguinte proposi¢do: em caso de davidas sobre os
efeitos de certas substancias para a satde das pessoas, deverd evitar-se a exposi¢do dos trabalhadores a essas substancias,
mesmo que tal implique a sua supressdo dos locais de trabalho. Em segundo lugar, porque a Comissdo assumiu também
o compromisso de proceder, até ao final do primeiro trimestre de 2019, a um estudo sobre a inclusdo dos produtos
reprotéxicos numa futura revisio da diretiva.

Essa revisdo justifica-se por se recear que as reprotoxinas podem comportar riscos para a saide reprodutiva,
nomeadamente para o desenvolvimento do feto, bem como durante o periodo de aleitamento. H4, contudo, Senhora
Comissdria, Senhor Presidente, uma preocupagio que, ndo tendo sido suscitada especificamente pelo conteddo deste
relatério, estd sempre presente nos debates politicos que implicam questdes cientificas. Refiro-me a frequéncia com
que, sobre as mesmas matérias, se obtém pareceres cientificos de sentido diametralmente oposto.

Como é que pode haver cientistas que atestam que determinadas substancias ndo sdo prejudiciais para a saiide humana,
enquanto outros garantem precisamente o contrario? E necessdrio denunciar e combater aqueles que instrumentalizam a
ciéncia aos interesses econémicos esptrios de certas empresas e de certos empresarios.

Em época de fake news, é preciso também combater estes falsos relatorios e estas mentiras sob a capa da ciéncia. Muito
obrigado.

Patrick Le Hyaric, au nom du groupe GUE/NGL. — Monsieur le Président, une contradiction majeure est ici révélée. En
effet, comment affirmer le projet d'une Europe qui protége quand plus de 100 000 travailleurs perdent la vie a cause de
cancers professionnels? On ne mesure pas assez, je crois, les souffrances endurées, les déchirures pour les familles.

Le texte que nous allons voter peut constituer un progres des lors quiil va permettre d'imposer la limitation a
lexposition des travailleurs a onze substances cancérigénes supplémentaires. Encore faudra-t-il organiser une réelle
mise en ceuvre rapide et mettre en place une surveillance effective de la santé des travailleurs tout au long de leur vie.

Cela est dailleurs bien contradictoire avec ce qui se décide dans certains pays, dont le mien, en France: la fin de la
médecine du travail, la limitation du nombre d'inspecteurs du travail et la suppression des comités dhygiene et de
sécurité dans les entreprises. Or, ce sont bien de vies humaines dont nous parlons ici.

I faudra aller plus loin et plus vite, notamment par la mise en place d'une protection contre les substances
reprotoxiques, qui éviterait fausses couches, malformations congénitales et divers problemes de santé pour les futurs
enfants des ouvriers exposés, et protéger rapidement les 19 millions de travailleurs exposés aux émissions issues du
diesel. Entre la santé maximale et la maximisation des profits, nous devons choisir toujours la santé, toujours la vie
des travailleurs. N'attendons pas dix ans de plus pour le faire!

Karima Delli, au nom du groupe Verts/ALE. — Monsieur le Président, chers collégues, alors que personne ne devrait voir
sa santé menacée dans le cadre de son travail, le cancer, deuxieme cause de décés en Europe, est la principale cause de
mortalité liée au travail. Cent mille travailleurs en meurent chaque année, alors que tous les cancers liés au travail
peuvent étre évités.
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Nous pouvons, certes, étre fiers de cet accord qui permet justement de protéger des millions de travailleurs exposés
chaque jour a des substances particulierement toxiques, comme le chrome VI ou les poussiéres de bois. Fiers parce que
nous offrons, enfin, dans cette révision de la directive 2004, la possibilité d'une surveillance prolongée, méme apres
lexposition d’un travailleur ou d’une travailleuse a une substance, car le cancer se déclare souvent plusieurs années apres
I'exposition.

Mais jappelle la Commission a aller plus loin. L'objectif formulé d’étendre la directive a plus de 50 nouvelles substances
est encore loin d’étre atteint: onze substances dans le premier volet en faveur duquel nous voterons demain, seulement
cinq dans le deuxiéme proposé récemment, sans méme les vapeurs diesel auxquelles sont confrontés trois a
quatre millions de travailleurs chaque année.

1l reste du chemin a parcourir en seulement 18 mois avant la fin de votre mandat. Dans ce rapport, vous vous engagez a
revoir la question des reprotoxiques dici a 2019. Laissez-moi vous rappeler que plus de 1 % des travailleurs y sont
exposés, soit entre un et trois millions chaque année en Europe, car, face aux Etats qui trainent les pieds, qui préférent
parfois protéger les lobbys industriels plutot que la santé de leurs citoyens, nous avons besoin de la Commission, qui
doit prendre enfin une initiative claire. Parce qu'une Europe qui protége, c’'est d’abord une Europe qui protége la santé de
ses citoyens.

Piernicola Pedicini, a nome del gruppo EFDD. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, anche noi sosteniamo questa
proposta della Commissione perché, di fatto, migliora la protezione dei lavoratori sul luogo di lavoro rispetto
all'esposizione a sostanze cancerogene e a sostanze mutagene. Pertanto siamo anche favorevoli alla proposta della
commissione EMPL del Parlamento di includere nel campo di applicazione di questa direttiva anche le sostanze che
risultano dannose per la riproduzione dei lavoratori.

Ricordiamo che stiamo parlando di sostanze che hanno un effetto soglia e quindi, di fatto, anche esposizioni minime a
tali sostanze creano un rischio non trascurabile, per quei lavoratori, di sviluppare patologie oncologiche nel corso della
vita. Purtroppo i dati sono allarmanti, I'avete gia detto: il 53 % dei decessi sullattivita lavorativa sono attribuibili al
cancro, ma ci sono 100 000 o anche piu casi che si registrano sul territorio dell'Unione europea. Quindi ci troviamo
di fronte a una vera e propria emergenza sanitaria, che ci deve vedere impegnati con il massimo dello sforzo, senza
nessun tipo di incertezza e tentennamento.

Fino ad ora, purtroppo, l'esperienza dei lavoratori ha preceduto la ricerca scientifica: questo € successo nel campo del
carbone, ¢ successo nell'industria dell'amianto ma anche nella manipolazione delle sostanze radioattive. Adesso basta, i
lavoratori non possono essere trattati come se fossero delle cavie. Quindi investiamo nella ricerca di soluzioni
innovative, di soluzione alternative che possano proteggere i lavoratori e le loro famiglie dalla maledizione del cancro.

Agnieszka Kozlowska-Rajewicz (PPE). — Panie Przewodniczacy! Pani Komisarz! Bezpieczne warunki pracy,
szczeg6lnie bezpieczefistwo zdrowotne, to jeden z kluczowych warunkéw godnej pracy i sprawiedliwego zatrudnienia.
Mamy to zapisane w Karcie Praw Podstawowych Traktatu, a wigc mozna to traktowaé takze jako prawo czlowieka. I w
tym kontekscie fakt tego sprawozdania, ktérego bardzo gratuluje sprawozdawczyni, i ten przeglad dyrektywy uwazam
za bardzo istotny, poniewaz rozwéj nauki pozwala nam w tej chwili w zasadzie dos¢ czesto robi¢ przeglady, ktore
zarébwno pozwola zweryfikowaé liste substancji szkodliwych, karcenogenéw czy mutagenéw, jak i moga pozwoli¢
zweryfikowa¢ te dopuszczalne poziomy, ktérymi si¢ postugujemy. I te sprawy sa bardzo istotne.
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Za szczeglnie wazng w tym sprawozdaniu uwazam - zreszta zgodnie z wczeSniejszymi wezwaniami Parlamentu
Europejskiego — t¢ propozycje poszerzenia zakresu dyrektywy o czynniki dzialajace szkodliwie na rozrodczosé.
Nieptodnos¢, choroby ukladu rozrodczego, zaburzenia laktacji lub wadliwy rozwdj plodu to s3 jedne z potencjalnych
efektéw dziatania substancji szkodliwych, a takze sa to jedne z najsilniejszych obaw pracownikéw kontekscie stycznosci,
ekspozycji na substancje szkodliwe w miejscu pracy. I ochrona prawna, i zwigzana z nig profilaktyka dotyczaca okresu
cigzy nie obejmuje tego czasu, ktory dotyczy okresu przed zajsciem w cigz¢ lub w ciazy na bardzo wczesnym etapie,
gdy jeszcze ona nie jest formalnie stwierdzona i zgloszona. I z tego powodu regulacje, ktére pozwolityby juz wczesniej
te profilaktyke prowadzié, sa bardzo oczekiwane.

Dzisiaj wiemy, ze tych substancji potencjalnie szkodliwych, ktére dzialaja szkodliwie na uklad rozrodczy, na
rozrodczo$é, jest co najmniej kilkadziesigt, wiec bardzo wazne jest, zeby je skatalogowal, zeby je analizowad i
stopniowo wprowadzaé do tej dyrektywy.

Ta kwestia dotyczy okolo trzech milionéw pracownikéw, ktérzy sa narazeni na dzialanie tych substancji, ale percepcja
tego problemu jest o wiele wazniejsza, gdyz nieplodnos¢ jest powaznym problemem w Europie. Co pigta para w
Europie nie moze mie¢ dziecka, wigc percepcja tego jest — tak jak powiedzialam — zupeknie inna.

Dodatkowg warto$cig sprawozdania sg te czesci, ktére dotyczg ulepszania metod zbierania danych i wymiany dobrych
praktyk miedzy panstwami czlonkowskimi oraz zapisy dotyczace skuteczniejszej kontroli, czestszej kontroli zdrowia
pracownikow.

Evelyn Regner (S&D). — Herr Prisident! Danke an Sie, Frau Kommissarin, fiir Thren Einsatz bei der Entsenderichtlinie,
aber natiirlich auch hier beim Kampf gegen die Karzinogene. Dank mdchte ich auch insbesondere Marita Ulvskog
aussprechen fiir ihre geleistete Arbeit bei diesem wichtigen Bericht.

Die Gewinner dieser Woche sind eindeutig die Arbeitnehmerinnen und die Arbeitnehmer. Krebs — das kann man gar
nicht oft genug wiederholen — ist die hiufigste Todesursache bei arbeitsbedingten Todesfillen in Europa. Jeder Tote ist ein
Toter zu viel. Diese Todesfille konnen und miissen wir vermeiden. Mit der geleisteten Arbeit ist hier jetzt einiges auf den
Weg gebracht. Fiir 50 krebserregende Stoffe sollen verbindliche Arbeitsplatzgrenzwerte umgesetzt werden, anstelle der
momentanen fiinf.

Und ich bin natiirlich auch froh, dass wir den Rechtsrahmen der Richtlinie um fruchtbarkeitsschidigende Substanzen
erweitern konnen. Zwei bis drei Millionen Arbeitnehmerinnen und Arbeitnehmer sind den reprotoxischen Stoffen
ausgesetzt, und der rechtliche Schutz war natiirlich bisher mehr schlecht als recht. Das wird sich in Zukunft dndern.

Czestaw Hoc (ECR). - Panie Przewodniczacy! Nikogo nie trzeba przekonywaé, ze narazenie pracownikéw na
substancje rakotworcze i mutagenne w $rodowisku pracy to kluczowy problem bezpieczenstwa i higieny pracy. Nie
ma nic cenniejszego niz zdrowie pracownika. Dlatego zapewnienie wszystkim narazonym pracownikom kontroli
zdrowia przez cale zycie czy tez wilaczenie reprotoksyn, czyli substancji dzialajacych szkodliwie na rozrodczo$é, w
zakres dyrektywy jest w pelni zrozumiale.

Wazne tez, by zna¢ maksymalne warto$ci dopuszczalnych stgzeft narazenia zawodowego dla benzenu, chlorku winylu,
pyléw drewna twardego, olowiu i jego zwiazkow nieorganicznych oraz azbestu. Wazne, by restrykcyjne wartosci
dopuszczalne, na przyklad dla zwigzkéow chromu, otowiu, pylu drzewnego czy tez krzemionki krystalicznej, byly
przestrzegane we wszystkich pafstwach czlonkowskich. Wazne, by monitoring tych substancji byl wiarygodny,
prawdziwy i poréwnywalny, by stale edukowa¢ pracownikow w tej kwestii. Wazne wreszcie, by chroni¢ zwlaszcza
grupy szczeg6lnego ryzyka: kobiety w ciazy, kobiety karmiace, osoby niepelnosprawne i mlodociane.

Paloma Lopez Bermejo (GUE/NGL). — Sefior presidente, el cncer es la primera causa de la mortalidad laboral en la
Unién Europea. Cada afio se atribuye al cancer el 53 % de las muertes laborales, segin los datos de la propia Comision.
Seguimos teniendo una informacion escasa sobre sustancias carcindgenas y niveles de exposicién. Ademds, aparecen
riesgos nuevos como los nanomateriales, que siguen sin estar evaluados.
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A pesar de conocer la relaciéon que existe entre los disruptores endocrinos y el céncer, la Comisiéon Europea sigue sin
cumplir la sentencia del Tribunal de Justicia de la Unién Europea y establecer una clara y ambiciosa regulaciéon de los
mismos. No se estdn analizando cémo las condiciones laborales precarias —como la rotacién de empleos, tiempos
parciales con horarios fragmentados— hacen que se puedan tener multiples exposiciones a sustancias cancerigenas y,
ademds, estas mismas condiciones dificultan el acceso a servicios de prevencién, por otra parte afectados por la
reduccion de los presupuestos dedicados a la misma.

No se cumple en muchos paises con la normativa de la OIT sobre la notificacién obligatoria a los trabajadores expuestos
a los carcindgenos, y eso tiene especial relevancia en las pequefias empresas. Y, a pesar de estos datos, seguimos
avanzando muy escasamente a la hora de establecer regulaciones que eviten que estas muertes se sigan produciendo.

Hay que crear registros nacionales con datos desglosados por sexo, edad y puestos de trabajo. Hay que evitar la
exposicién, pero también sustituir las sustancias cancerigenas, ampliar los servicios médicos especializados y aumentar
las inspecciones de trabajo, entre muchos otros aspectos.

Pero quiero destacar, para acabar, que ademds hace falta establecer planes, estrategias para la reincorporacién laboral de
los trabajadores afectados por el cdncer originado en el trabajo, ya que estos terminan por sufrir discriminaciones
laborales y, en el peor de los casos, pérdida de empleo.

Georges Bach (PPE). — Herr Prisident, geehrte Frau Kommissarin Marianne Thyssen! Die Europdische Union hat
weltweit mit die hochsten Gesundheits- und Sicherheitsstandards bei der Arbeit, und darauf konnen wir stolz sein.
Dies bedeutet aber nicht, dass wir uns auf dem bereits Erreichten ausruhen und gemiitlich zuriicklehnen konnen. Die
Arbeitswelt entwickelt sich immer weiter, neue Technologien, neue wissenschaftliche Erkenntnisse, neue Studien legen
dar, dass Stoffe, die jahrelang ohne Bedenken genutzt wurden, krebserregend sind und tausende Menschen das Leben
kosten. Asbest ist das bekannteste Beispiel fiir eine solche Entwicklung.

Aus diesem Grund begriife ich und begliickwiinsche ich die Kommission, dass sie den Forderungen nach einer
Uberarbeitung der Richtlinie nachgekommen ist. Ich mochte nicht im Detail auf die einzelnen Stoffe eingehen; das
haben die Kollegen zur Geniige getan. Wir miissen an dem Gedanken festhalten, dass Mafinahmen zum Schutz der
Gesundheit der Arbeiter Investitionen sind und nicht ausschlieflich als Kosten zu betrachten sind. Investitionen, die
den Arbeitern und deren Gesundheit zugutekommen, haben nicht nur positive Auswirkungen auf die Produktivitit der
Unternehmen, sondern auch auf die Gesellschaft insgesamt.

Natiirlich missen sich die Unternehmen — vor allem kleine und mittlere — auf die neuen Vorschriften umstellen.
Verniinftige Ubergangsfristen sind deswegen vorgesehen. Das Vorsorgeprinzip erscheint mir in diesem Bereich sehr
wichtig, und ich begriile zudem die Tatsache, wie manche Kollegen das schon gesagt haben, dass reprotoxische Stoffe
im Kompromiss beriicksichtigt wurden. Ich hoffe, dass das so schnell wie moglich in den Geltungsbereich aufgenommen
wird.

Zum Schluss mochte ich hervorheben, dass auf Druck des Parlaments die drztliche Uberwachung auch iiber das Ende
der Arbeit hinaus und zum Schutz der Gesundheit der Betroffenen als notwendig erachtet wird. Nochmals meinen Dank
an die Kollegen, auch fur die ziigige Arbeit. Wir haben hier in etwas mehr als einem Jahr ein ordentliches Dossierer
arbeitet. Ich begliickwiinsche nochmals die Kommission, auch dafiir, dass sie die néchstfolgenden Schritte schon so weit
etabliert hat.

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Julie Girling (ECR). — Mr President, I want workplaces to be safe, irrespective of their setting. I want to maintain the
EU’s reputation as a setter of very high standards, but I guess that on the day when this Parliament voted to disregard
the overwhelming majority of scientific evidence and restrict the authorisation of glyphosate, perhaps it should come as
no surprise that we are being asked to vote to lower acceptable limits on chromium 6, which similarly have no scientific
basis.

In order to ensure ongoing protection and confidence in the system, and that is what this legislation is all about, we
should ensure that decisions on substances and levels are robust and not political. They should be based on the scientific
evidence.

I therefore regret the inclusion of this item in an otherwise largely sensible and commendable trilogue conclusion and I
can only come to the conclusion that, sadly, I will not be able to vote in favour. I will have to abstain on that basis.

Danuta Jazlowiecka (PPE). — Panie Przewodniczacy! Pani Komisarz! Dla nas wszystkich kwestia zdrowia i
bezpieczenstwa pracownikéw jest kluczowa i traktujemy ja priorytetowo. Dlatego tez od samego poczatku delegacja
polska w grupie PPE popierala projekt Komisji Europejskiej w sprawie ochrony pracownikéw przed zagrozeniem
dotyczacym narazenia na dzialanie czynnikow rakotworczych lub mutagendw.

Limity zaproponowane przez Komisje Europejska byly oparte na rzetelnych analizach oraz na wypracowanym
porozumieniu pomiedzy partnerami spofecznymi. Niestety podczas prac nad ta dyrektywag w Parlamencie pojawily sie
proby drastycznego zaostrzania limitéw zawartych we wstgpnym projekcie, niekoniecznie wynikajace z koniecznosci
ochrony zdrowia. Konsekwencje takiego restrykcyjnego podejscia moglyby by¢ bardzo niebezpieczne. Zbyt wiele jest
przypadkéw, gdy w sytuacji braku mozliwosci spelnienia wygérowanych wymogdéw cze$¢ firm zaczyna naruszaé prawo,
i ma to bardzo negatywne skutki dla zdrowia pracownikéw.

W wigkszosci przypadkéw udato nam si¢ znalezé rozsgdne rozwigzania, jednakze nie moge zgodzi¢ si¢ na rozwigzania
zaproponowane przede wszystkim w przypadku pyléw drewna twardego. Limit, ktéry znalazt si¢ w wypracowanym
kompromisie, jest zbyt restrykcyjny. W moim kraju tartaki oraz producenci wyrobéw z drewna to gtéwnie mali i $redni
przedsigbiorcy i nieuzasadnione zmniejszenie pyléw drewna do dwoch miligraméw na metr szescienny jest dla nich nie
do spelnienia. Podobnie ma si¢ sytuacja dotyczgca chromu. Jestem przekonana, ze jako Parlament powinni$my opieraé
nasze decyzje na podstawie rzetelnych badan naukowych i przede wszystkim zachecaé przemyst i naukowcéw do
poszukiwania alternatywnych materialéw i sposobow produkgji, a przedsigbiorcom, szczegdlnie matym i $rednim, daé
czas na dostosowanie. Dzigkuje sprawozdawczyni za jej zaangazowanie w prace nad sprawozdaniem.

Sion Simon (S&D). — Mr President, [ welcome this measure as far as it goes and congratulate Parliament’s rapporteur
on a good piece of work which extends the scope to reprotoxics, which was a good thing to do, and which I understand
meant that she felt it could not be extended further. But I have to say that we have to do something — if not in this
measure, then in other measures — but we have to do something to address the exposure of healthcare workers to the
dangers of the carcinogenic drugs that they administer.

There are hundreds and thousands of healthcare workers in the United Kingdom alone dying from leukaemia, suffering
miscarriages and having appalling healthcare outcomes that are entirely preventable. The technology to prevent this
exists quite easily, and is only not happening because of cost. That has to change. It is indefensible.

Anne Sander (PPE). — Monsieur le Président, Madame la Commissaire, le cancer ne s'arréte pas aux portes de
lentreprise. Dans I'Union européenne, il est méme la premiére cause de mortalité liée au travail.

L'accord trouvé, qui révise certaines valeurs limites d’exposition aux substances cancérigénes et en intégre de nouvelles,
est donc le bienvenu. Il contribuera a mieux protéger nos travailleurs dans 'ensemble de I'Union européenne. Il fixera
aussi a nos petites et moyennes entreprises des objectifs accessibles.
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Parmi les éléments de l'accord, je voudrais insister sur le travail qui a été réalisé concernant la poussiére de silice,
présente dans la majorité des industries de manufacture et de construction, et qui a suscité de nombreux débats. De
mon point de vue, la valeur que nous avons trouvée est ambitieuse mais pragmatique, et représente une avancée notable
pour la santé humaine.

Elle doit aller de pair avec la poursuite de bonnes pratiques en matiere de prévention. Elle doit aussi s'accompagner de
programmes de recherche ciblés sur les processus de réduction ou de substitution, lorsque cela est techniquement
faisable. 1l nous faut également une meilleure collecte de données, des études et un suivi sur le long terme.

Actuellement, la Commission européenne travaille sur de nouvelles propositions pour couvrir davantage d’agents
cancérigeénes. Je salue cette démarche, qui devrait étre négociée avec les partenaires sociaux pour coller a la réalité, car
je crois que c’est ainsi que nous pourrons garantir l'efficacité des solutions proposées.

Elena Gentile (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, sono convinta che tra gli obiettivi pili qualificanti per le
istituzioni europee e per questo Parlamento vi sia quello del lavoro: non solo lavoro equamente retribuito, non solo
politiche che offrano a tutti gli europei la possibilita di costruire il proprio progetto di vita, ma anche e soprattutto
lavoro di qualita per la salute e il benessere, appunto, dei lavoratori.

Non vi ¢ dubbio: l'esposizione a sostanze cancerogene ¢ la prima causa di malattia e di morte tra i lavoratori non
protetti.

Podle tidajii Evropské agentury pro bezpecnost a ochranu
zdravi pii praci dojde ro¢né v Evropské unii az ke stotisicim timrt{ zpusobenych rakovinou nabytou pfi povolani.
Zdravotni problémy a tyto ztrity jsou samoziejmé na lidskych Zivotech nenahraditelné, ale daji se vycislit také
ekonomicky, idajné ztratou ¢tyf az Sesti procent hrubého domdciho produktu.

Novd pravni Gprava md tedy zajistit lepsi ochranu zdravi pracovnikil snizenim jejich vystaveni zdvadnym chemickym
substancim na pracovisti. Vyjednand podoba je vyvdZenym kompromisem i pro zaméstnavatele, ktef{ budou nakonec
muset realizovat tato opatfeni. Smérnice navrhuje limity, jeZ jsou pomérné striktni, a vytvai{ prostor pro jesté dalsf
zpiisnéni, zejména u ldtek, jako je krystalicky oxid kfemicity, Sestimocny chrom a dfevni prach.

Daarom ben ik zo verheugd over het verslag van mijn collega
Ulvskog. Ik denk dat daar goede normen in staan, strengere normen over schadelijke stoffen die vrijkomen bjj industriéle
productie, waaronder chroom(VI).

En toch, er zijn industrieén die zich enorm verzet hebben tegen deze nieuwe regels, die hun werknemers liever blijven
blootstellen aan schadelijke stoffen, omdat dat goedkoper is. Diezelfde industrieén hebben de Commissie tien jaar lang
dwarsgezeten over de strengere regels die de Commissie wilde voorstellen. Ik denk dat dat beschamend is. Ik had nooit
gedacht dat ik degene moest zijn die het bedrijfsleven moest bijspijkeren over de economie, maar laat ik dan zeggen: met
dode werknemers kun je een bedrijf niet winstgevend maken. Het zou de bedrijven passen als ze nu zouden aandringen
om met de nodige spoed te werken aan de omzetting van deze nieuwe regels.

Nicola Caputo (S&D). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, il cancro costituisce la principale causa di mortalita
connessa al lavoro nell'Unione europea, ben il 53 %, un valore dunque molto preoccupante in una societa avanzata
come la nostra, che dovrebbe assicurare la salute dei cittadini e dei lavoratori. La tutela della salute sui luoghi di lavoro
deve divenire effettivamente una priorita nellagenda europea.

Accolgo dunque positivamente la revisione della direttiva sugli agenti cancerogeni e mutageni, in quanto ¢ essenziale per
una migliore protezione dei lavoratori. Tuttavia, credo che il principio di precauzione vada applicato in maniera piu
incisiva nel nostro ordinamento. Vanno anche valutate pit attentamente le singole sostanze potenzialmente cancerogene
non ancora figuranti tra quelle sottoposte ai limiti di esposizione: penso, ad esempio, agli interferenti endocrini.

C’¢ bisogno di una piu stretta cooperazione tra Unione europea e Stati membri, che dovrebbero assicurare dati piti chiari
ed esaustivi per consentire alla stessa Unione di promuovere le migliori prassi.

Va infine ampliato il campo di applicazione della direttiva anche agli agenti reprotossici, trattati in maniera troppo
debole dalla direttiva sugli agenti chimici nonostante siano molto pericolosi per la salute umana.

Julie Ward (S&D). — Mr President, 100 000 people die each year in Europe because of work-related cancer diseases.
Whilst the Commission proposal is a good first step, we must broaden the scope of the directive, as suggested by the
rapporteur, to allow for the inclusion reprotoxic substances, a growing problem in workplaces — especially for women.
The French Agency for Food, Environment, Safety and Health indicated that 180 000 French workers have been exposed
to such substances, which can cause all manner of reproductive issues for both female and male workers.
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Improving workers’ health protection by reducing occupational exposure to chemical agents that may cause cancer or
mutations should take into account specific issues and real situations, including adopting a gender perspective. I
particularly want to highlight the role of trade unions and workers’ federations, who have been fighting for years on
this issue and have provided excellent evidence for the drafting of this report and the preparation of this debate.

Tania Gonzdlez Pefias (GUE/NGL). — Sefior presidente, el cdncer es la principal causa de fallecimiento relacionado con
el trabajo, con mds de 100 000 muertes en la Unién Europea. Por ese motivo debemos felicitarnos por este informe y
una mayor regulacién para prevenir el cancer en el dmbito laboral. Es un paso adelante que en esta propuesta se
incluyan sustancias tdxicas para la reproduccion, pero tenemos que seguir trabajando para proteger a las trabajadoras
embarazadas desde las primeras semanas de gestacién y prevenir los desequilibrios hormonales producidos por estas
sustancias.

Este informe contiene muchos elementos positivos. Sin embargo, sefiorias, de poco sirve este trabajo de regulacién sobre
seguridad y salud en el trabajo si después no se cumplen y no se aplican los protocolos. Es el caso de los cuarenta y
nueve trabajadores que en diciembre de 2012 sufrieron la intoxicacién por mercurio mds grave de Europa en la fébrica
Asturiana de Zinc. Un accidente repleto de negligencias: desde la evaluacion del riesgo hasta los equipos de proteccion y
ademds una medicacion que se les suministra demasiado tarde. A dia de hoy sufren graves consecuencias y ni siquiera
estan recibiendo la asistencia médica que necesitan. Siguen luchando y desde aqui los apoyamos para que reciban esa
atenciéon médica. Pero casos como este no pueden volver a repetirse.

Wajid Khan (S&D). — Mr President, protecting people in the workplace is of the utmost importance, and while much
has improved, 53% of work-related deaths are still caused by occupational cancer. In the days before the EU, it was the
trade unions who stood up to protect workers from carcinogenic substances like asbestos, and now — thankfully — there
is a directive with specific exposure limits. As a proud union man myself, I want to thank them for the role they have
played and continue to play.

So about this report, which places limit values and 13 further carcinogens: given that around 50 carcinogens account
for 80% of total exposure in the workplace, it is very welcome that the Commission plans to introduce limits for
additional substances. Regular healthcare checks after exposure must continue for as long as it is necessary.

Finally, it is my hope that workers in manufacturing, construction and many other sectors will continue to be protected
after Brexit because, after all, they are the lifeblood of our economy.

Marianne Thyssen, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, once more, I would like to thank the rapporteur and the
shadows for reaching a balanced compromise that will clearly make a difference for workers’ protection from now on.
As always, we take note of your questions and remarks and, as I said, our work will not stop here. This legislative
proposal is a first step in a series of forthcoming initiatives in this area.
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I am pleased that in June this year the Council reached a general approach on our second proposal to amend the
Directive. This confirms the political commitment of both the Commission and the Member States to fight occupational
cancer. | count on the European Parliament to adopt its position on this second batch so that the interinstitutional
negotiations should start as soon as possible.

Dear Members of Parliament, some of you mentioned diesel engine exhausts and that this is one of the 25 chemical
agents evaluated that are of a major concern for causing occupational cancer. Why have we not yet proposed an
occupational exposure limit (OEL)? Diesel engine exhaust is a complex issue, in particular in terms of defining exposure
and identifying adequate measurement methods. It contains different components depending on the type of engine used.
Identifying the engines that produce carcinogenic exhaust requires further analysis. The Commission is continuing its
efforts to find the most appropriate action, and has the intention to include diesel engine emissions (DEE) in its

forthcoming second phase consultation of the social partners with a view to considering to address DEE in the fourth
batch.

Work-related cancer is a real tragedy for workers and their families, and is at the same time a heavy burden for the
whole of society. We now have a chance to make a real difference in people’s lives. The Commission counts on your
support on these legislative files that aim to further fight occupational cancer. I invite you also to continue our
constructive cooperation.

Thank you very much, and congratulations on the results of the trialogue.

Presidente. — L'ordine del giorno reca la discussione sulla relazione di Soraya Post, a nome della commissione per le
liberta civili, la giustizia e gli affari interni, sugli aspetti relativi ai diritti fondamentali nell'integrazione dei rom
nell'Unione europea: lotta allantiziganismo (2017/2038(INI)) (A8-0294/2017).

Soraya Post, rapporteur. — Mr President, my name is Soraya Post and I am a Roma woman from Sweden belonging to
the Sinti group. I was born condemned.

I have been a human rights activist for 40 years. So in 2014, when I got elected to represent the Swedish Feministiskt
initiative, I took on the mission of safeguarding the principles of democracy, of spreading and defending fundamental
human rights, gender equality and the respect of the basic values of our EU Treaties.

One of my goals with this report is to place the situation of the Roma on the political agenda and to make real, tangible
change at last.

The EU is at a very critical point at the moment, and the destiny of 12 million people is not a priority. This clearly goes
against the values of the EU. But this neglect is not a new phenomenon. It has been going on for 800 years. And the
result is that now, in 2017, the situation of the Roma people is not better than in third countries. And, as I said,
following my mission, I want to fight against injustice and inequality.

This is not an easy task. The last time we had a debate on Roma issues in this Chamber in April, three MEPs took the
opportunity to spread hate speech. And, although we have strengthened the Rules of Procedure of the European
Parliament, the President of the European Parliament failed to react, failed to condemn and sanction hate speech. I was
not very surprised.

Roma people have been neglected, discriminated against, stigmatised, excluded and dehumanised for 800 years. We have
never been good enough for European societies to accept us as equal citizens with guaranteed equal access to our
fundamental human rights. The result is clear to see in all the shocking reports of the EU Agency for Fundamental
Rights and NGOs.

Anti-Gypsyism, the specific form of racism directed against the Roma, was first recognised in the European Parliament
in 2015 through our resolution. Anti-Gypsyism, however unconscious it might be, can be revealed in the EU acquis as
well, which often fails to take into consideration the realities and challenges of Roma, who are unable to enjoy the same
rights and opportunities and the same level of protection as other EU citizens.

Until we manage to remedy anti-Gypsyism, the root cause of the unacceptable situation that Roma are still facing in
Europe in 2017, we will not see any improvement, even if the European Commission initiates good programmes.

Is there a need to improve this situation? Yes. Is there a way to improve this situation? Yes. Is there a way out of
mistrust from both sides? Yes, of course there is.

My report, which has been the first European Parliament report addressing anti-Gypsyism on a wide scale, lists 12 pages
of demands and recommendations, of which I will only mention a few. We demand the setting up of truth and
reconciliation commissions at Member State and EU-level to acknowledge the persecution, exclusion and disownment
of Roma throughout the centuries: to document these in an official white paper and to make the history of Roma part
of the curricula in schools, which is crucial for creating trust.
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We deplore the violation of the right of Roma to free movement. We also call on the Member States of origin to take
their responsibility to combat poverty and exclusion of all their citizens, and on the Member States of arrival to increase
cooperation across borders to combat discrimination and exploitation and prevent exclusion continuing in the country
of arrival. We demand active, meaningful participation for Roma at all levels.

We call on the Court of Auditors to check the performance of EU programmes, as they seem to fail to reach out to the
most disadvantaged. We call for compensation for Roma women having been subject to forced sterilisation. We call for
the continuation of an improved EU framework for national Roma integration strategies after 2020.

We call on the Commission for the introduction of anti-discrimination indicators in the field of education, employment,
housing and health, as anti-Gypsyism undermines the successful implementation of the national Roma strategies. And
we call on the Commission to treat anti-Gypsyism as a horizontal issue and develop an inventory of practical steps to
combat anti-Gypsyism.

Cecilia Malmstrom, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to start by thanking the rapporteur and
Parliament for the continued support to the Roma integration process. The 2011 resolution of the European Parliament
played a key role in the launching of the EU framework for national Roma integration strategies up to 2020. Today, I
particularly want to thank Soraya Post for her relentless and tireless work in this field — not only in this report, but for
the work you do in general.

This report, as the rapporteur says, rightly highlights anti-Gypsyism, which is being felt in our society through anti-
Roma hate speech, growing terms of segregation and forced evictions. Anti-Gypsyism and socioeconomic exclusion go
hand in hand, so we must tackle these together. Many parts of the report confirm the conclusions we also made in the
mid-term review — improvements in education, this is key of course. Fewer Roma leave school early and more Roma
children participate today in early childhood education. However, segregation in education has persisted, and the
situation has deteriorated. In several Member States, the majority of Roma children attend classes where most — or
almost all — classmates are Roma. Educating Roma children in segregated settings prevent them from equal chances to
participate in later higher quality education and from gaining access to the labour market, and this is why the
Commission launched infringements: to ensure effective, equal access for Roma to a quality, inclusive, mainstream
education.

[ am also grateful that the report recognises existing efforts and calls for continued action from the Commission’s side in
several areas. For instance, it explicitly calls for the extension of the Joint Programme on Access to Justice for Roma and
Traveller Women, piloted since last year in five Member States by the Commission and the Council of Europe. The aim
is to empower Roma women, improve their access to justice and fight the multi-faceted discrimination that they
encounter. These are all priority areas highlighted by the report.

The report’s call for setting up a truth and reconciliation commission is welcome. These bodies, focusing on national
histories and engaging directly with societies, are of course best placed at national level. This process should be
Roma-led, with the involvement of other stakeholders as well. Thus, and given its mandate, the newly set-up European
Roma Institute of Arts and Culture could be well positioned, rather than the Commission playing a leading role in this
process, and we are of course ready to support this.

There are many very valuable proposals in this report. We would like to thank again the rapporteur and the Committee
for the work that you have done, and we look forward to the discussion.

Jag dr glad att ha fitt leda arbetet i jamstilldhetsutskottet dir vi har tagit fram rekommendationer som
specifikt tar upp den utsatta situationen for kvinnor och flickor. Det ér ju s3 att den strukturella antiziganismen drabbar
kvinnor och flickor alldeles extra hart.

Situationen dr oacceptabel, men framfor allt kan man kédnna att det som 4r mest oacceptabelt dr franvaron av politisk
handling. Det ar det som detta betinkande forsoker komma till ritta med. I jamstilldhetsutskottet vill vi se riktade
satsningar for att stirka romska kvinnors rattigheter och situation, och det dr en viktig del av det politiska svaret for
att bekdmpa antiziganism. Vi vill se satsningar pd god hilso- och sjukvard, sirskilt sexuell och reproduktiv hilsa och
rittigheter, god abortvard, bra preventivmedel, god modravérd. Det borde vara en sjilvklarhet, men det ér det inte idag.
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Barn ska ha ritt till skolging, ocksd ndr de reser runt och ndr de jobbar i Sverige till exempel. Att satsa pd romska
kvinnor, som jag sade, dr en del och ett viktigt och konkret sitt att bekdmpa strukturell antiziganism. Kollegor,
antiziganismen, precis som Soraya Post sade, den dr odemokratisk, den dr ovirdig och vi kommer inte att ge oss forrin
den &r utrotad.

Pal Csaky, a PPE képviselGcsoport nevében. — Az Eurépai Néppért nevében iidvozlom ezt az anyagot. Fontosnak tartom,
hogy egy ilyen dokumentum megsziiletett az Eurdpai Parlamentben. Koszoném az egytittmtikodést Post asszonynak, aki
visszaigazolhatja, hogy az Eurdpai Néppdrt nagyon aktiv volt a mddosité javaslatok kidolgozdsdban, és a jelentés végsd
formdjanak kialakitdsdban. Ennek a jelentésnek a lényege az, hogy 1j megkozelitést probdljon bevinni az eddigi
romapolitikikba. Evek és évtizedek ota szinte minden tagdllam napirendjén szerepel a roma integricié kérdése.
Kiilonb6z8 megkozelitések, meglatdsok, otletek, stratégidk ldttak napvildgot, de 4ttorés sajnos nem kovetkezett be a
kérdésben.

El kell mondjuk azt, hogy a téma eurdpai szintre emelése se hozta el eddig a belé vetett reményt, bar be kell vallani,
hogy el6relépés tortént, és nélkille még rosszabb lenne a helyzet. A mostani jelentés lényege abban &ll, hogy a
ciganyellenességre, mint jelenségre helyezi a hangsilyt. Amig ez ellen a jelenség ellen harcolunk, és hozunk olyan
intézkedéseket, amelyek a lakhatds, a foglalkoztatottsdg és az egészségiigy, valamint az oktatds terén pozitivak lesznek,
addig van esély arra, hogy ki tudjunk keriilni a jelenlegi helyzetbl. Ugyanis amikor a tirsadalom rétegeibe mar mélyen
beleivodott a romaellenesség, akkor nagyon nehéz mds teriileteken is elGrelépni.

Fontosnak tartom végezetiil azt is, hogy a kérdés kozép-kelet-eurdpai 6sszefiiggései is bekeriiltek az anyagba. En magyar,
szlovdk és cseh szakért6k véleményét kértem ki, és dolgoztam be, és oriilok annak, hogy a romatelepek, roma
Lsettlement”-ek kérdése, amelyek elsGsorban Romdnia, Bulgdria és Szlovdkia problémdi, is helyet kaptak, és megolddsi
javaslatok kidolgozasdra szolitjuk fel az emlitett harom orszdg kormanyat.

Josef Weidenholzer, im Namen der S&D-Fraktion. — Herr Prasident! Wir fiithren heute eine sehr wichtige Debatte. Roma
und Sinti sind die grofite ethnische Minderheit in Europa — 20 Millionen leben in allen Mitgliedstaaten. Sie sind also die
einzige paneuropdische Minderheit. Viele Mitgliedstaaten haben weniger Einwohner. Roma sind seit vielen Generationen
diskriminiert. Sie waren wiahrend der NS-Zeit einem grausamen Holocaust ausgesetzt, iiber den viel zu wenig
gesprochen wird.

Europa hat nicht zuletzt deswegen eine politische Verpflichtung gegeniiber dieser Volksgruppe. Besonders die
Grundrechtecharta verpflichtet uns dazu, gegen jede Diskriminierung und Herabsetzung aufzutreten. Der Bericht von
Soraya Post ist ein sehr wichtiger Beitrag, weil er einen ganzheitlichen Ansatz verfolgt und die Aufgabe der Integration
der Roma unter das Primat der Grundrechte stellt.

Ja, es geht um viel mehr als nur um sozialpolitische Manahmen, fiir die in effizienter Weise geniigend Mittel zur
Verfugung gestellt werden miissen. Es geht um einen inklusiven Ansatz, der die Roma als wichtigen und
gleichberechtigten Teil der Bevolkerung behandelt — ohne Diskriminierung. Es ist daher auch verwerflich, Roma gegen
sogenannte einheimische Arme auszuspielen. Hilfsbediirftig sind alle, die der Hilfe bediirfen, ob dies beim Zugang zum
Arbeitsmarkt, im Bildungsbereich oder bei der Wohnungssuche ist. Es haben die gleichen Grundsitze fiir alle zu gelten.

Es ist Soraya Post zu danken, dass sie diesen Ansatz gewihlt hat und ihn mit Verve vertritt. Den zivilisatorischen
Fortschritt eines Landes kann man daran erkennen, wie dieses Land mit seiner Roma-Bevolkerung umgeht, und da ist
noch sehr viel zu tun. Da missen wir vor allem auch den Antiziganismus bekdmpfen.

Branislav Skripek, za skupinu ECR — Vazeny pan predsedajici. Ocefiujem vznik tejto spravy. Dakujem aj pani Soraya
Post, Ze tomu venovala vela tsilia a Ze sme na stretnutiach dlho preberali rézne zmeny v tejto sprave. Ako tieflovy
spravodajca chdpem potrebu jednat s diskrimindciou, ktord je klticové pre kazdi vyspelt spolo¢nost. Ale chdpem to aj
preto, Ze s touto komunitou [udi na Slovensku som sa stretal a aktivne som s fiou mohol pracovat. A videl som aj rdzne
zaujimavé veci.

Musim zd6raznit na tomto mieste, Ze pred Bohom sme si vietci rovni vo svojej ludskej dostojnosti, a preto postaveniu
Rémov v Eurdpe, ako aj ich zapojeniu do fungovania spolocnosti, musime venovat ndleZitii pozornost a musime urobit
vela preto, aby oni dobre fungovali v spolo¢nosti v kazdej jednej krajine, zvldst v nasich ¢lenskych $titoch.
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My na Slovensku mame velky problém. Nasa komunita Rémov je obrovskd a sme malou pét a pol miliénovou krajinou.
Méme pitsto tisic Romov, ktori sa hldsia ako Romovia. A napriek tomu si myslim, Ze tdto sprava malo ovplyvni Zivoty
Rémov, pretoze malo zdoraziiuje nutnost angazovat sa, pre nich samotnych. A ja ich vidim ako podstatnd stcast
rieSenia. Oni musia vediet, ako byt zapojeni do tohto procesu. My na Slovensku mdme dobré priklady, ked Rémovia
zobrali svoj osud do rik a jednoducho zodpovednost za svoje Zivoty a vysledky sa dostavili. Za pomoci roznych
krestanskych organizdcii prejavili velkd schopnost zacat pomahat sebe, svojim slabsim, chudobnejsim a stali sa fudmi
nddeje.

PRESIDENCE DE MME Sylvie GUILLAUME

Vice-présidente

Marina Albiol Guzmdn, en nombre del Grupo GUE/NGL. — Sefiora presidenta, la realidad es que el pueblo gitano sigue
sufriendo la discriminacién y el racismo en nuestros paises, la discriminacion en el acceso a la vivienda, la segregacién
en las escuelas —que en paises como Hungria, Bulgaria o Eslovaquia llega al 60 %—, una mayor tasa de
encarcelamiento o la esterilizacién forzosa.

Todo esto no son casos puntuales. El antigitanismo impregna nuestra sociedad y, por tanto, también nuestras
instituciones estatales y europeas y también los medios de comunicacién. Ahi tenemos el ejemplo de Espafia, donde
programas televisivos, como Los Gipsy Kings o Mi gran boda gitana, colaboran en el mantenimiento de estereotipos y
fomentan el discurso de odio.

Este informe reconoce el antigitanismo como una forma sistémica de racismo, un reconocimiento imprescindible para
poder empezar a cambiar todo el enfoque de las politicas. Imprescindible es, por ejemplo, acabar con las politicas de
austeridad y recortes en los servicios publicos garantes de la equidad. Nunca conseguiremos la igualdad si el Estado no
pone los mecanismos para garantizarla.

Y en la lucha contra la romafobia deberfamos empezar por este Parlamento, donde en demasiadas ocasiones hemos
escuchado discursos estigmatizantes, incluso llamadas a la violencia, sin que se produzca después condena alguna por
parte de esta Camara.

Bodil Valero, for Verts/ ALE-gruppen. — Fru talman! Jag vill ocksd borja med att tacka Soraya Post for ett oerhort bra
betinkande och ocksé skuggforedragandena for ett bra samarbete. Vi har mycket att skimmas for i Europa ndr det giller
hur vi hanterat och i manga fall fortfarande hanterar romerna i véra linder. Darfor dr det viktigt att vi uppmérksammar
inte bara medlemsldnderna och kommissionen utan ocksa oss sjilva pa de fordomar som vi ménga génger lart oss sedan
barnsben. Vi mdste forstd var de kommer ifrén f6r att kunna forandra.

Vi méste ocksé inse att den ldnga diskriminering romerna utsatts och utsitts for har ett pris. Priset handlar i forsta hand
om att vi faktiskt erkdnner vad vi gjort och goér och att vi ber om ursikt for det. Upprittelse dr avgorande for att nd
forsoning och for att skapa fortroende. Ett viktigt steg vore att utse den 2 augusti till minnesdag for forintelsens offer
och ocksé gottgora de Gverlevande.

Det ar mycket kvar att gora i Europa och i vérlden. Dagens debatt loser inte romernas problem men den dr ett steg pa
vigen mot ett mer inkluderande och accepterande Europa, dir romer inte tilldts sirbehandlas och dar medlemsstaternas
regeringar fullgor sina skyldigheter att ge alla medborgare en likvardig behandling. Men for att nd resultat behovs en
stirkt skyddslagstiftning med grund i de olika konventioner vi redan har och EU:s grundvirderingar. Ekonomiska
incitament har inte hjilpt hittills, men det vi kanske allra mest behover arbeta med ir en attitydfordndring hos oss,
majoriteten.

Jd se vds chci zeptat: Vy se skute¢né musite jen stydét nebo madte i
piiklad dobré praxe? Nefikejte mi, Ze ve Vasi zemi se viibec nic proti diskriminaci romskych obcanti neudélalo.

Bodil Valero (Verts/ALE), svar ("bldtt kort”). — Sjdlvklart finns det minga exempel pd god praxis. [ Sverige har vi arbetat
vildigt aktivt, ocksd bland annat med vitboken. Men vi har 800 eller kanske fler ar bakom oss ddr vi har mycket att
skimmas for och dir vi fortfarande inte har gjort upp med védr historia, ocksd till exempel nir det giller
tvangssteriliseringar etc. I vissa lander har vi faktiskt tagit ett steg for att komma till ritta med denna forsoning men
det dr oerhort mycket kvar att gora. Det finns det som &r bra, som pagér, men det finns mycket som vi har att skimmas
over och dir vi fortfarande inte har bett om ursakt.

Gilles Lebreton, au nom du groupe ENF. — Madame la Présidente, les Roms suscitent souvent un sentiment de rejet en
Europe. Ils sont méme victimes de discriminations dans certains Etats. Ils sont pourtant présents en Europe depuis
plusieurs siecles, car leurs ancétres originaires de I'Inde y sont arrivés dans le sillage des Mongols, mais leur mode de
vie nomade ne leur a jamais permis de s'intégrer.

Le rapport Post a donc raison de se préoccuper de leur sort; certaines de ses propositions sont raisonnables. Il invite, par
exemple, les Etats a condamner certaines pratiques barbares, comme la stérilisation forcée des femmes roms ou le retrait
illégal d'enfants roms a leurs parents. Il a également le mérite de demander a I'Union de priver de certains financements
européens les Etats qui persécutent les Roms.

Le rapport Post présente, hélas, aussi plusieurs défauts. 1l instrumentalise, par exemple, les Roms pour porter une
nouvelle attaque contre la liberté d'expression des eurodéputés nationalistes. Par ailleurs et surtout, il condamne
l'approche qui consiste a tenter d’assimiler les Roms, qu'il qualifie de «paternaliste». Or, je suis favorable a la politique
dassimilation des Roms par leur Etat de nationalité, car jobserve que, partout dans le monde, le communautarisme
déstabilise et fragmente les sociétés.

Respecter les Roms suppose leur assimilation et non leur condamnation pour l'éternité a rester un groupe a part.

— Sefiora presidenta, sefiora comisaria, es verdad: el pueblo gitano —nada
menos que 20 millones de personas en territorio europeo— ha sido histéricamente asediado por los estereotipos mads
humillantes, y se les ha relacionado, en un discurso estigmatizador, con la delincuencia, con la falta de formacién o con
la conflictividad social.
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Y hemos tenido que escuchar aqui, en este Parlamento Europeo, las expresiones mds miserables de esos prejuicios por
parte de algunos discursos realmente condenables que hubieran recibido y merecido sanciéon parlamentaria de
inmediato. Pero ese discurso ha contribuido a su exclusién social y, por tanto, es imprescindible tomar conciencia de
hasta qué punto hace falta un relanzamiento de la voluntad de integracién de los europeos y de sus Estados miembros
para promover oportunidades laborales y educacién y combatir el déficit de incorporacién a los ciclos formativos,
mirando particularmente a aquellas personas mds vulnerables —mujeres, menores—, que sufren, por tanto, un doble
déficit de exclusién social. Y quiero agradecer el trabajo hecho por nuestra comparfiera Soraya Post, que honra este
Parlamento Europeo con su compromiso contra el antigitanismo y contra toda forma de romafobia.

Anders Primdahl Vistisen (ECR). — Fru formand! Udfordringerne omkring romabefolkningerne i Europa er historiske
og dybe, men @ndrer ikke pd, at det forst og fremmest er en national opgave at std for integrationen af
romabefolkninger i de forskellige nationalstater. Det andrer heller ikke pa, at selvom vi fra EU’s side allerede har brugt
en hel del midler pd at lase denne problemstilling, sd er vi ikke kommet s& langt, som man kunne have hébet. Der ber
derfor vare en refleksion her i huset over, om flere penge virkelig er den bedste vej at gd, nar det handler om at
forbedre romaintegrationen i de enkelte nationalstater. Endelig er erfaringerne fra mit eget hjemland, Danmark, hvor vi
ikke historisk har haft en romabefolkning, at der finder et misbrug sted af EU’s regler for vandrende arbejdstagere for en
gruppe af romaer, der kommer, og ikke har et reelt enske om arbejde, men bruger systemet til at oprette lejre i
Danmark. Det er ikke intentionen med de vandrende arbejdstagere. Det er derfor heller ikke noget, der skal accepteres
af Den Europaiske Union.

Michaela Sojdrova (PPE). — Kolegyné a kolegové, Romové jsou nasi spoluobéané a ja osobné mam mezi nimi fadu
pratel. Maji svoje tradice, jazyk, mentalitu. Ale pfedev§im maji stejnd prava a stejné povinnosti jako vsichni ob¢ané EU.
Jsem si védoma toho, Ze v nékterych oblastech jejich integrace probihd velmi pomalu. Pretrvavaji ptekdzky a ty jsou ale
obvykle na obou strandch. Samoziejmé, Ze svoji odpovédnost za prosazovani prav md stit a Evropsky parlament se
pravem obraci na ¢lenské staty s fadou pozadavkd na zlepseni situace romskych spoluobéanti, zejména v zemich, kde se
integrace nedafi.

PredloZend zprdva vyznivd velmi kriticky, jako by vSechny stity v EU jen necinné pfihliZely diskriminaci svych ob¢ant.
Jako by vse bylo jen negativni, ale to neni pravdal Musim se dtirazné ohradit z pozice poslankyné za Ceskou republiku.
Osobné jsem 3 roky pracovala na projektu Rovnost a kvalita ve vzdéldvani a monitorovala jsem vzdélavani
znevyhodnénych déti, tedy i romskych. Mohu potvrdit, Ze nékteré malé romské déti jsou diskriminované, ale predevsim
svymi vlastnimi rodi¢i, ktef{ je nevodi do matefské Skoly, nevodi je do zdkladni $koly. Nefikdm, Ze vSichni rodice,
protoze zndm mnoho rodin, kde se situace méni. Ale pokud se vice nez 50 % romskych déti nepfipravuje na zakladni
skolu, pak v ni také neuspéje a pred¢asné ukonéi dochdzku. Abychom tomu zabrénili, tak jsme v leto§nim skolnim roce
zavedli povinné predskolni vzdéldvani od 5 let, zavedli jsme podptrnd opatfeni, kterd maji pomoci prekonat tyto
piekazky pii integraci znevyhodnénych déti. Zménili jsme legislativu, navysili jsme rozpocet, abychom témto détem
pomohli k lep$imu startu do Zivota, nez méli jejich rodice.

V letosnim roce ¢eskd vldda rozhodla o Gpravé pietniho mista pamétky romského holokaustu, o vykoupeni vepiina
v Letech. Jsem hrdd na to, Ze to je ministr za KDU-CSL, ktery tuto historickou kfivdu napravi. Kolegyné a kolegové,
méjme odvahu kritizovat, ale uznat také ptiklady dobré praxe.

Péter Niedermiiller (S&D). - Elnok Asszony! Mindannyian tudjuk, hogy Eurdpa legkiszolgdltatottabb és minden
szempontbdl leghdtranyosabban megkiilonboztetett kisebbsége egyben Eurdpa legnagyobb, szdmardnydt tekintve
legnagyobb kisebbsége is. Az eurdpai romdkrdl van szd, akik ugyanolyan polgdrai az Eurdpai Unidnak, mint kozilink
barki mds. Mégis gyakran egészen mds, embertelen, megaldzé koriilmények kozott kényszeriilnek élni. A romdkat ki
lehet telepiteni, ha egy onkormdnyzat dgy kivdnja, a roma gyerekeket lehet lepusztult iskoldkban, szegregalt

osztdlyokban tanitani, a romaktdl meg lehet vonni akdr 6nkényesen is a szocidlis segélyeket, s alig emel valaki szét az
érdekiikben.

A roma emberek jelentds része szdmdra Eur6pa nem védelmet, biztonsdgot, hanem megaldztatast, kirekesztettséget és
reménytelenséget jelent. Olyan sokszor mondtuk mdr el, hogy mindez elfogadhatatlan, morélisan is, politikailag is. Mégis
alig torténik valami, pedig nincs madsra szitkség, mint az emberi méltdsdg tiszteletben tartdsdra, a befogadé tdrsadalom
megteremtésére, és a romdknak az eurdpai tirsadalmakba valé befogaddséra.

Jest tam wiele liczb, ktére dokladnie
ilustrujg ten stan rzeczy. Ponadto na te wszystkie niemoznosci nakladaja si¢ stereotypy i uprzedzenia, przez co tworzy
sie bledne kolo, z ktérego bardzo trudno wyjs¢. A przeciez romska tozsamos¢, romska historia i romski holocaust nie
powinny by¢ tylko i wylacznie tematem rozméw ekspertéw, ale powinny by¢ po prostu czescig naszego Zycia.

Dlatego z uznaniem przyjmuj¢ omawiane dzisiaj sprawozdanie, gdyz prezentuje ono nowe podejicie, nowy jezyk w
odniesieniu do kwestii Roméw, a takze podkresla wage wzajemnego zaufania i zacheca panstwa czlonkowskie i
Komisje Europejskg do jego budowania. Uwazam, ze jest to klucz do rozumienia tego sprawozdania i jego przestania.
To sprawozdanie stawia za cel aktywne uczestnictwo Roméw w zyciu spotecznym, politycznym i kulturalnym poprzez
konsultacje z przedstawicielami romskiej spolecznosci, wspieranie przywodztwa, ksztalcenie i wspieranie miodych
lideréw spolecznosci romskiej, a przede wszystkim przejscie z postawy paternalistycznej do pelnego partnerstwa.
Pierwszym krokiem w tym kierunku jest proponowany w sprawozdaniu audyt programéw realizowanych w panstwach
cztonkowskich. Programy te s3 od lat realizowane z pelnym zaangazowaniem, dlatego warto si¢ im przyjrzeé, aby
zobaczy¢, dlaczego nie sa one tak efektywne, jak bySmy chcieli, i poszukaé nowych rozwigzafi, m.in. poprzez wigczenie
w te ocene romskich beneficjentow.

Csaba Ségor (PPE). — Elnok asszony! A jelentés valoban étfogd, a romaintegracids folyamat és cignyellenesség részletes
attekintésén alapszik. Kilon kiemelném a Bizottsdg felhivdsit gyakorlati 1épések kidolgozdsira a cigdnyellenesség
lekiizdésére, illetve a felszolitdst a nemzeti romaintegracids stratégidk, sikeres helyi gyakorlatok és programok alapjin
torténd elkészitésére. Minden orszdgon beliil szitkségszert a sajdtos helyzethez megfelel§ gyakorlatok alkalmazésa.

Romdnidban jelentSs eldrelépés az elemiiskola-elhagydk ardnydnak csokkenése, azonban majdnem célszertitlen, ha
mindez nem terjed ki a kotelezd 10. osztilyig, ami a legtobb munkavdllalds feltétele. A didkokat mentesiteni kell a
csalddeltartds terhétl, tovabba roma szakért6k és iskola medidtorok hozzdjaruldsat litom sziikségesnek. Ugyanakkor a
beavatkozdsi tervek nem az egyént, hanem a csalddot kell megcélozzdk, kiilonben szimbidzis alakul ki a gyereknevelési

tdmogatas és a csalddeltartds kozott.

Javasolndm a tdmogatdshoz valdé egyenl6 hozziférést és a teljes kozosség bevondsival és fejlesztésével vald
romaintegraciot, ellenkez$ esetben az intézkedések akdr konfliktusokat is eredményezhetnek. Ugyanakkor a szocidlis
tdmogatdsokat a munkaerdpiacra valdé bevonds aktiv eszkozeként kellene biztositanunk, hisz csakis igy érhetjik el a
passziv tdmogatdsok csapddjabol vald kitorést.

Julie Ward (S&D). — Madam President, Roma, across Europe, including in my country, face countless problems such as
unemployment, poor access to public services, notably education, health and housing, multiple forms of discrimination
and social, cultural and economic exclusion.

This situation has worsened in the UK since the referendum with Roma children in Manchester, for example, too afraid
to play outdoors because of racist attacks. I fully support Soraya Post’s position and agree that the problems related to
Roma discrimination must be addressed through a rights-based approach.

We are talking about the respect of the human rights of Roma people who have been living in Europe for centuries. The
EU has a responsibility to go beyond the social inclusion aspect. We need a global strategy and a transversal approach if
we really want to make a difference.

I want to focus particularly on Rome women who find themselves at the intersection between anti-Gypsyism and
sexism. As a founder of the Elie Wiesel parliamentary network to raise awareness of genocide, I particularly welcome
Soraya’s call for a truth commission on the Roma Holocaust.

Benedek Jdvor (Verts/ALE). — ElGszor is szeretném megkoszonni a kivald jelentést Soraya Post asszonynak, és a roma
érdekek védelmében folytatott munkéja sordn az egyiittmtikodést is. En egyetlen elemére szeretném felhivni a figyelmet
ennek a jelentésnek. Elhangzottak itt a mai vitdban olyan vélemények, hogy a Bizottsdgnak, az eurdpai intézményeknek
nem kéne beleszélniuk a tagorszdagok tigyeibe, és nem kéne a roma integricié kérdéséhez hozzdszélniuk, ezek
tagorszdgi, tagdllami feladatok.

A Bizottsag azonban beleszdl ezekbe az tigyekbe, tobb mddon. Tobbek kozott az eurdpai forrdsoknak az erre a célra
valo elkilonitésével és folydsitdsival. Azonban azok a pénzek, amelyek — azok az eurdpai pénzek, amelyeket a
tagdllamok haszndlnak fol a roma integraci6, a roma felzarkdztatds céljaira —, ezek nagyon sokszor nem érnek célt.
Nem a ténylegesen legkiszolgdltatottabb csoportokhoz jutnak el, nem megfelel6képpen haszndljék fel a tagdllamok,
kézen-kozon elttinnek, ezért a Bizottsdgnak mindent meg kell tennie annak érdekében, hogy ezek a pénzek célszerten,
hasznosan a roma kozosség érdekében keriiljenek felhasznalasra.

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Cecilia Malmstrom, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, it is extremely timely that we have this
comprehensive report on anti-Gypsyism, which not only describes the problem but also comes with concrete ideas.

The Commission supports the creation and development of national Roma platforms to ensure the inclusive
involvement of stakeholders in both implementation and in monitoring. As you know, this year we launched the
Roma civil monitor project and it is supposed to promote civil society capacity building. Today, over 90 NGOs are
involved. Roma participation here is, of course, a key element.

We also support the efforts of the European Parliament and the proposal in the report to commemorate the Roma
Holocaust, and we have called upon Member States to commemorate this on 2 August. As you know, the Commission
has participated in several events on 2 August, but also 27 January, which is Holocaust Memorial Day, in order to
commemorate the victims of the Roma Holocaust, and I think that would be a good thing.

Lately, efforts have been made to try to improve the effectiveness of the different funds with increased Roma
participation, as well as increased efforts to make sure that they reach the intended recipients and to fight fraud in
this regard.

As you know, we have a variety of legal tools to fight discrimination and hate speech, and we will continue to do so.
These are good, they are very good. We will continue to open infringement proceedings against those countries which
discriminate, for instance, against Roma children in education. We had a few other cases as well that we are looking at
and we will continue to do so. That is the role of the Commission and we will take that role very seriously.

So, we have tools of many kinds, but as Ms Post correctly says, legal tools, laws, all that is important, but what is most
important is people’s attitudes. So we need to keep on fighting hate speech and pure discrimination of course, that goes
without saying. But what is also very important is awareness-raising, information, education, inclusion and measures to
prevent daily prejudices and the stereotypes that also lead to hate speech and hate crime.

In this fight there are a lot of things to do, but I think the report is a very important tool, and I want to thank Ms Post
for the work that she has done.

Soraya Post, rapporteur. — Madam President, I would like to thank all colleagues for their comments and for all their
dedicated work. I would also like to show my gratitude to my shadows — Bodil Valero, Cecilia Wikstrom, Marina Albiol,
P4l Csdky and Branislav Skripek — and their advisers, assistants, and the secretariat of the Committee on Civil Liberties,
Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE).

I would also like to thank the Committee on Women’s Rights and Gender Equality (FEMM), which gave a lot of input, so
[ feel very comfortable not putting all my energy into all that, because I know they will do their work. I am also very
grateful for the input received from experts and NGOs, who are working day by day to make the desperately needed
changes.

It is our obligation as politicians to safeguard the human rights of all people. Otherwise, we cannot uphold the values of
the EU or talk about democracy. All EU citizens have a responsibility to act and to react to injustice. We have to show
will and commitment to make a change. Twelve million Roma are considered second-class citizens, and 800 years of
human rights deprivation and harassment is enough. We cannot stay in the Middle Ages in 2017. I hope you all agree.

So let us make this change together because we can only do this together, with huge trust in each other, if we want to
make a change.
