(2) Within the framework of the GATT, the Community and the USA have agreed to clarify the tariff definition of residues from the manufacture of starch from maize; whereas imports of these products into the Community are subject to laboratory analysis to verify their conformity with the tariff definition. The Federal Grain Inspection Service (FGIS) of the United States Department of Agriculture and the USA wet milling industry, under the regular review of the USA authorities, will certify that imports of these products from the USA into the Community are in conformity with the agreed definition.

(3) On the basis of the establishment of a system of accompanying certificates for checking the conformity of imports from the USA it is appropriate that the customary measures for checking should continue to be applied to imports from the USA accompanied by these certificates.

Ö A laboratory analysis shall be carried out to verify the conformity of Õ residues from the manufacture of starch from maize imported into the Community from the USA under CN code è1 2309 90 20 ç with this code for all shipments not accompanied by a certificate issued by the Ö Federal Grain Inspection Service Õ (FGIS) and a certificate issued by the USA wet milling industry as set out in the Annex I .
2. Shipments from the USA which are accompanied by two certificates Ö referred to in paragraph 1 Õ are subject to the customary measures for checking imports.

Article 2

The Member States shall communicate to the Commission before the end of each month the quantities and value of products imported under the CN code è1 2309 90 20 ç during the previous month and accompanied by the certificates of conformity specified in Article 1(1).

Regulation (EC) No 2019/94 is repealed.
