concerning the amendment of Annex IX to Protocol I: Overseas countries and territories 
[2017/2202] 

THE JOINT CARIFORUM-EU COUNCIL, 

Having regard to the Economic Partnership Agreement between the CARIFORUM States, of the one part, and the 
European Community and its Member States, of the other part (‘the Agreement’), and in particular Article 41 of 
Protocol I thereof, 

Whereas: 

(1)  Protocol I of the Agreement — Concerning the Definition of the Concept of ‘Originating Products’ and Methods of 
Administrative Cooperation — defines overseas countries and territories (OCTs) to mean the overseas countries and 
territories set out in Annex IX thereto; 

(2)  Following the change of status of Mayotte (1) and Saint-Barthélemy (2), and the entry into force of Council 
Decision 2013/755/EU (3) on the association of the overseas countries and territories with the European Union, 
the list of overseas countries and territories in Annex IX to Protocol I of the Agreement should be updated, 

HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS: 

Article 1 

Annex IX to Protocol I is replaced by the Annex which is annexed to this Decision. 

Article 2 

This Decision shall enter into force on the date of its adoption.
