COUNCIL DIRECTIVE 92/11/EEC
of 3 March 1992

amending Directive 89/396/EEC on indications or marks identifying the lot to
which a foodstuff belongs

THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European
Economic Community, and in particular Article 100a
thereof,

Having regard to the proposal from the Commission (*),
In cooperation with the European Parliament (3),

Having regard to the opinion of the Economic and Social
Committee (%),

Whereas it is necessary to take account of the insur-
mountable technical problems which made it impossible
to implement Directive 89/396/EEC (), as amended by
Directive 91/238/EEC (%), by 20 June 1991 ; whereas it is
therefore necessary to postpone the implementation date,

HAS ADOPTED THIS DIRECTIVE:

Article 1

The second indent of the first subparagraph of Article 7
of Directive 89/396/EEC is hereby replaced by the
following :
