Operative part of the judgment

The Court:

1. Declares that, by failing to adopt, within the prescribed period, the
laws, regulations and administrative provisions necessary to comply
with Directive 2002/87/EC of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 16 December 2002 on the supplementary supervision
of credit institutions, insurance undertakings and investment firms
in a financial conglomerate and amending Council Directives
73/239/EEC, 79/267/EEC, 92/49/EEC, 92/96/EEC, 93/6/EEC
and 93/22/EEC, and Directives 98/78/EC and 2000/12/EC of
the European Parliament and of the Council, the Kingdom of
Sweden has failed to fulfil its obligations under that directive.

2. Orders the Kingdom of Sweden to pay the costs.

Operative part of the judgment

The Court:

1. Declares that, by failing to transmit the report required under
Article 9 of Directive 1999/94/EC of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 13 December 1999 relating to the avail-
ability of consumer information on fuel economy and CO2 emis-
sions in respect of the marketing of new passenger cars, the Grand-
Duchy of Luxembourg has failed to fulfil its obligations under that
directive;

2. Orders the Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg to pay the costs.
