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Experience gained in the application of Regulation (EC)
No 494/98 has shown that the strict time limit of 2 days
is not sufficient to properly evaluate the identity of
unidentified animals. Member States should have the
necessary administrative discretion to evaluate the
situation on the basis of a risk analysis and to apply
proportionate sanctions.

Regulation (EC) No 494/98 should therefore be amended
accordingly.

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Atrticle 1

In Article 1 of Regulation (EC) No 494/98, paragraph 2 is
replaced by the following:

2. 1If the keeper of an animal cannot prove its identifi-
cation and traceability, the competent authority shall, where
appropriate, on the basis of an assessment of the animal
health and food safety risks, order the destruction of the
animal without compensation.’

Article 2

This Regulation shall enter into force on the 20th day following
its publication in the Official Journal of the European Union.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States.
