Annex thereto.

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1
The standard import values referred to in Article 4 of Regula-

tion (EC) No 3223/94 shall be fixed as indicated in the Annex
hereto.

Article 2

This Regulation shall enter into force on 6 September 2000.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States.

(2  Article 1(4) of Directive 91/689/EEC requires the
Commission to examine notifications from Member
States with a view to amending the list of hazardous
wastes laid down in Council Decision 94/904/EC (*).

(3)  Any waste inserted in the list of hazardous wastes must
also be included in the European Waste Catalogue laid
down in Commission Decision 94/3/EC (%). It is appro-

HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION:

Article 1

The list in the Annex to this Decision is adopted.

Article 2

Wastes classified as hazardous are considered to display one or
more of the properties listed in Annex III to Directive 91/
689/EEC and, as regards H3 to H8, H10 () and H11 of that
Annex, one or more of the following:

hazardous does not display any of the properties listed in
Annex III to Directive 91/689/EEC. Without prejudice to
Article 1(4), second indent, of Directive 91/689/EEC, Member
States may decide, in exceptional cases, that a waste indicated
in the list as being non-hazardous displays one or more of the
properties listed in Annex III to Directive 91/689/EEC. All such
decisions taken by Member States shall be communicated on a
yearly basis to the Commission. The Commission shall collate
these decisions and examine whether the Community list of
wastes and hazardous wastes should be amended in the light of
them.

Article 4

Member States shall take the measures necessary to comply
with this Decision not later than 1 January 2002.

Article 5

Decision 94/3/EC and Decision 94/904/EC are repealed with
effect from 1 January 2002.

Article 6

This Decision is addressed to the Member States.

Introduction

The present list is a harmonised list of wastes. It will be periodically reviewed and if necessary revised in accordance
with Article 18 of Directive 75/442[EEC. However, the inclusion of a material in the list does not mean that the
material is a waste in all circumstances. Materials are considered to be waste only where the definition of waste in
Article 1(a) of Directive 75[442[EEC is met.

Wastes included in the list are subject to the provisions of Directive 75/442[EEC except where Article 2(1)(b) of this
Directive applies.

The different types of waste in the list are fully defined by the six-digit code for the waste and the respective
two-digit and four-digit chapter headings. This implies that the following steps should be taken to identify a waste in
the list.

Identify the source generating the waste in Chapters 01 to 12 or 17 to 20 and identify the appropriate six-digit code
of the waste (excluding codes ending with 99 of these chapters). Note that a specific production unit may need to
classify its activities in several chapters. For instance, a car manufacturer may find its wastes listed in Chapters 12
(wastes from shaping and surface treatment of metals), 11 (inorganic wastes containing metals from metal treatment
and the coating of metals) and 08 (wastes from the use of coatings), depending on the different process steps.

If no appropriate waste code can be found in Chapters 01 to 12 or 17 to 20 the Chapters 13, 14 and 15 must be
examined to identify the waste.

If none of these waste codes apply, the waste must be identified according to Chapter 16.

If the waste is not in Chapter 16 either, the 99 code (wastes not otherwise specified) must be used in the section of
the list corresponding to the activity identified in step one.

Any waste marked with an asterisk (¥) is considered as a hazardous waste pursuant to Article 1(4), first indent, of
Directive 91/689/EEC on hazardous waste, and subject to the provisions of that Directive unless Article 1(5) of that
Directive applies.

For the purpose of this Decision, ‘dangerous substance’ means any substance that has been or will be classified as
dangerous in Directive 67/548/EEC as amended; ‘heavy metal’ means any compound of antimony, arsenic, cadmium,
chromium (VI), copper, lead, mercury, nickel, selenium, tellurium, thallium and tin, including these metals in metallic
form, as far as these are classified as dangerous substances.

If a waste is identified as hazardous by a specific or general reference to dangerous substances, the waste is
hazardous only if the concentrations of those substances are such (i.e. percentage by weight) that the waste presents
one or more of the properties listed in Annex IIl to Council Directive 91/689/EEC. As regards H3 to H8, H10 and
H11, Article 2 of this Decision applies. For the characteristics H1, H2, H9 and H12 to H14 Article 2 of the present
Decision does not provide specifications at present.

The following rules for numbering of the items in the list have been used: For those wastes that were not changed
the code numbers from Decision 94/3/EC have been used; The codes for waste that were changed have been deleted
and remain unused in order to avoid confusion after implementation of the new list; Wastes added have been given a
code that was not used in Decision 94/3/EC.

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European
Community,

Having regard to Council Regulation (EC) No 1706/98 of 20
July 1998 on the arrangements applicable to agricultural prod-
ucts and goods resulting from the processing of agricultural
products originating in the African, Caribbean and Pacific
States (ACP States) and repealing Regulation (EEC) No 715/
90 ("), and in particular Article 30 thereof,

Having regard to Commission Regulation (EC) No 191898 of
9 September 1998 laying down detailed rules for the applica-
tion in the beef and veal sector of Council Regulation (EC) No
1706/98 on the arrangements applicable to agricultural prod-
ucts and certain goods resulting from the processing of agricul-
tural products originating in the African, Caribbean and Pacific
States and repealing Regulation (EC) No 589/96 (%), and in
particular Article 4 thereof,

Whereas:

(1)  Article 1 of Regulation (EC) No 1918/98 provides for
the possibility of issuing import licences for beef and
veal products. However, imports must take place within
the limits of the quantities specified for each of these
exporting non-member countries.

(2)  The applications for import licences submitted between
1 and 10 August 2000, expressed in terms of boned
meat, in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 1918/98,
do not exceed, in respect of products originating from
Botswana, Kenya, Madagascar, Swaziland, Zimbabwe
and Namibia, the quantities available from those States.
It is therefore possible to issue import licences in respect
of the quantities applied for.

(3)  The quantities in respect of which licences may be
applied for from 1 September 2000 should be fixed
within the scope of the total quantity of 52 100 tonnes.

(4)  This Decision is without prejudice to Council Directive

THE COMMISSION OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European
Community,

Whereas:

(1)  On 8 August 2000 the President of the Court of First
Instance of the European Communities delivered an
order in case T-159/00 R Suproco NV v Commission of the
European Communities — hereinafter called the ‘Order’.

(2)  The Order stayed application with regard to Suproco NV
(hereinafter referred to as ‘Suproco’) of Commission
Regulation (EC) No 465/2000 of 29 February 2000
introducing safeguard measures for imports from the
overseas countries and territories of sugar sector prod-
ucts with EC/OCT cumulation of origin ().

(3)  Under the terms of the Order, Suproco has been author-
ised to import up to 400 tonnes of sugar sector prod-
ucts with EC/OCT cumulation of origin by 30
September 2000 at the latest.

(4 To allow Suproco to perform the operations authorised
by the Order, implementing rules should be adopted
which the Member States and Suproco must apply,
without prejudice to the ruling which the Court will
hand down in the main case,

HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION:

Article 1

Suproco NV, a company established under Netherlands Antilles
law and registered in Willemstad (Curagao, Netherlands
Antilles), is hereby authorised to import into the Community
400 tonnes of sugar with EC/OCT cumulation of origin under
the following conditions:

1. Import shall be conditional upon the issue of an import
licence. The competent authorities of the Member States

shall issue in accordance with the applicable provisions of
Commission Regulation (EEC) No 3719/88 (3.

Box 24 of the licence shall contain the indication: ‘ORDER

2. A security of EUR 3[tonne shall be lodged by Suproco. It
shall be released if import is performed in accordance with
the import licence.

Article 2

The import licence(s) shall be issued and import shall take
place by 30 September 2000 at the latest. However, Suproco
may release into free circulation in the Community's customs
territory, within the limits of 400 tonnes, any sugar delivered
to it free on board prior to 30 September 2000.

Article 3
Suproco may no longer submit any applications for import
licences under Regulation (EC) No 465/2000.

Atrticle 4
This Decision shall apply without prejudice to Council Regula-
tion (EEC) No 2913/92 ().

Article 5

THE COMMISSION OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES,

Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European
Community,

Having regard to Council Directive 92/59/EEC of 29 June 1992
on general product safety ('), and in particular Article 9 thereof,

Whereas:

(1) The Commission adopted, on 7 December 1999,
Decision 1999/815/EC (*) based on Article 9 of
Directive 92/59/EEC requiring the Member States to
prohibit the placing on the market of toys and childcare
articles intended to be placed in the mouth by children
under three years of age, made of soft PVC containing
one or more of the substances di-iso-nonyl phthalate
(DINP), di(2-ethylhexyl) phthalate (DEHP), dibutyl phtha-
late (DBP), di-iso-decyl phthalate (DIDP), di-n-octyl
phthalate (DNOP), and butylbenzyl phthalate (BBP).

(2 The validity of Decision 1999/815/EC was limited to
three months, in accordance with the provision of
Article 11(2) of Directive 92/59/EEC; therefore, the
validity of the Decision was to expire on 8 March 2000.

(3)  Article 11(2) of Directive 92/59/EEC states that the
validity of the measures adopted on the basis of Article
9 of the said Directive is limited to three months, but
may be prolonged under the same procedure foreseen
for the adoption of these measures.

(4)  When adopting Decision 1999/815/EC it was foreseen
to prolong its validity if necessary. The validity of the
measures adopted under Decision 1999/815/EC on the
basis of Article 9 of Directive 92/59/EEC was prolonged
under Commission Decisions 2000/217/EC and 2000/
381/EC for an additional period of three months each
time, in accordance with the provision of Article 11(2)
of the said Directive; therefore the validity of the
Decision is to expire on 6 September 2000.

(5 The reasons which motivated Decision 1999/815/EC
and its prolongation under Decisions 2000/217/EC and
2000/381/EC are still valid and it is therefore necessary

to maintain the prohibition of the placing on the market
of the products considered.

(6)  Certain Member States have implemented Decision
1999/815[EC, as modified by Decisions 2000/217/EC
and 2000/381/EC, by measures applicable until 6
September 2000. Therefore it is necessary to ensure that
the validity of these measures is prolonged.

(7) It is therefore necessary to prolong the validity of
Decision 1999/815/EC for a third time in order to
ensure that all the Member States maintain the prohibi-
tion provided for by that Decision; according to Article
11(2) of Directive 92/59/EEC the validity may be
prolonged for a period of three months.

(8)  The measures provided for in this Decision are in
accordance with the opinion of the Emergencies
Committee,

HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION:

Article 1
In Article 5 of Decision 1999/815/EC the words ‘6 September
2000 are replaced by the words ‘5 December 2000
Article 2

Member States shall take the measures necessary to comply
with this Decision within less than 10 days of its notification.
They shall forthwith inform the Commission thereof.

This Decision is addressed to the Member States.
