COMMISSION DELEGATED REGULATION (EU) 2021/1444
of 17 June 2021
supplementing Directive 2014/94/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council with regards

standards for recharging points for electric buses

(Text with EEA relevance)

THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION,

Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,

Having regard to Directive 2014/94/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 22 October 2014 on the
deployment of alternative fuels infrastructure ('), and in particular Article 4(14) thereof,

Whereas:

Directive 2014/94/EU establishes that technical specifications for the interoperability of recharging and refuelling
points should be specified in European or international standards. For standards not yet adopted, standardisation
should be based on standards that are being developed.

Pursuant to Article 10(1) of Regulation (EU) No 1025/2012 of the European Parliament and of the Council (3, the
Commission requested (°) the European Committee for Standardization (CEN) and the European Committee for
Electrotechnical Standardization (Cenelec) to develop and adopt appropriate European standards, or to amend
existing ones, for electricity supply for road and, maritime transport and inland navigation; hydrogen supply for
road transport; and natural gas, including biomethane supply for road and, maritime transport and inland
navigation.

Following the implementation of Commission request M/533, CEN and Cenelec have developed the standards
containing the technical specifications for recharging points for electric buses referred to in point 1.6 of Annex II to
Directive 2014/94/EU.

CEN and Cenelec have informed the Commission that Type 2 connectors, as described in standard EN 62196-2 are
the most appropriate type for alternating current (AC) normal and high power recharging points for electric buses.

CEN and Cenelec have informed the Commission that connectors of the combined charging system ‘Combo2’, as
described in standard EN 62196-3, should be used for direct current (DC) normal and high power recharging points
for electric buses.

Regulation (EU) No 1025/2012 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 25 October 2012 on European standardisation,
amending Council Directives 89/686/EEC and 93/15/EEC and Directives 94/9/EC, 94/25[EC, 95/16[EC, 97/23[EC, 98/34[EC,
2004/22[EC, 2007/23[EC, 2009/23[EC and 2009/105/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council and repealing Council
Decision 87/95/EEC and Decision No 1673/2006/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council (O] L 316, 14.11.2012, p. 12).

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(6)  CEN and Cenelec have informed the Commission, that standard EN 50696 should be applied for contact interface
automated devices for conductive recharging electric buses in mode 4, according to EN 61851-23-1, in order to
ensure interoperability. This standard, together with the above-mentioned standards, will play a crucial role for the
deployment of electric buses in cities.

(7)  Pursuant to Directive (EU) 2019/1161 of the European Parliament and of the Council (*), minimum national shares
of up to 22,5 % for 2021-25 and 32,5 % for 2026-30, of public procurement are reserved for zero-emission buses.
With ever more public transport authorities and operators switching to zero-emission buses in order to reach these
targets, the full interoperability of vehicle and recharging infrastructure is becoming imperative.

(8)  The interoperability of the different types of recharging for electric buses should be ensured to create a level-playing
field for manufacturers and operators and enable economies of scale while ensuring openness to technological
solutions. It should further enhance the use of smart charging including vehicle to grid services.

(9)  The Member State experts, consulted through the Committee on Alternative Fuels Infrastructure, and Member State
Transport Attachés, provided their advice on the European standards and technical specifications that are the subject
of this delegated act.

(10) The Commission should supplement point 1.6 of Annex II to Directive 2014/94/EU accordingly with the references
to the European standards and technical specifications developed by CEN and Cenelec.

(11) When new technical specifications in Annex II to Directive 2014/94/EU are to be implemented by means of
delegated acts, a transition period of 24 months is to apply,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1
The recharging points for electric buses referred to in point 1.6 of Annex II to Directive 2014/94/EU shall be equipped, for
interoperability purposes, as follows:

— alternating current (AC) normal and high power recharging points for electric buses shall be equipped at least with
connectors of Type 2 as described in standard EN 62196-2,

— direct current (DC) normal and high power recharging points for electric buses shall be equipped at least with
connectors of the combined charging system ‘Combo 2’ as described in standard EN 62196-3,

— contact interface automated device for electric buses on conductive recharging in mode 4, according to EN 61851-23-1,
concerning automated connection device (ACD) mounted on the infrastructure (pantograph), ACD mounted on the
roof of the vehicle, ACD mounted underneath the vehicle and ACD mounted on the infrastructure and connecting to
the side or on the roof of the vehicle, shall be equipped with mechanical and electrical interfaces, as defined in the
standard EN 50696.

Article 2

This Regulation shall enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the
European Union.

It shall apply from 26 September 2023.

This regulation only applies to charging points for electric buses that are installed after the date of application of this
regulation.

The Regulation does not apply to recharging infrastructure for trolley buses overhead wires (catenary).

Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 563/2014 (3) approved the basic substance chitosan hydrochloride
and included it in the Annex to Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011 ().

After Implementing Regulation (EU) No 5632014 entered into force, an error was noted concerning the CAS
number (Chemical Abstracts Number of the American Chemical Society) used for the basic substance chitosan
hydrochloride in the Annexes to Implementing Regulation (EU) No 563/2014.

The CAS number is a unique chemical substance identifier, which is also used for identification of an active
substance used in plant protection; it is used as reference for the purpose of trade and regulatory activities for
chemicals globally and not limited to pesticidal substances.

The column on common name and identification numbers mentions ‘Chitosan hydrochloride CAS no: 9012-76-4".
However, the CAS number 9012-76-4 is assigned to the substance chitosan, while chitosan hydrochloride has the
CAS number 70694-72-3. Therefore, as confusion about the substance identity may arise in chemicals
management and trade, a correction of the CAS number mentioned in Implementing Regulation (EU) No 563/2014
and consequently in Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011 is necessary.

For reasons of clarity, it is appropriate to replace Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) No 563/2014 and the
relevant entry in Part C of the Annex to Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011.

In the interest of clarity and legal certainty for economic operators and enforcement authorities, this Regulation
should enter into force as a matter of urgency.

Imports of certain prepared or preserved citrus fruits (namely mandarins, etc.) originating in the People’s Republic of
China are subject to a definitive anti-dumping duty, imposed by Commission Implementing Regulation (EU)
2020/1534 ().

Toyoshima Share Yidu Foods Co., Ltd (), TARIC (%) additional code A889, a company located in the People’s
Republic of China whose exports to the Union of certain prepared or preserved citrus fruits (namely mandarins,
etc.) are subject to the anti-dumping duty of 499,6 EUR/Tonne net product weight informed the Commission that
as of 22 January 2008 it had changed its denomination as ‘Hubei Fomdas Foods Co., Ltd, Yidu, Hubef’.

The company, following the change of its name, requested on 31 March 2021 the Commission to confirm that the
change of name does not affect the right of the company to benefit from the duty rate for cooperating exporting
producers not included in the sample applied to it under its previous name. The company specifically clarified that
it requests that the name change take effect as from the date of its request to the Commission, that is as from
31 March 2021.

The Commission examined the information supplied and concluded that the change of name was properly registered
with the relevant authorities and did not result in any new relationship with other groups of companies, which were
not investigated by the Commission. Accordingly, this change of name does not affect the findings of Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2020/1534 and in particular the anti-dumping duty rate applicable to it.

Given the considerations in the above recital, the Commission considered it appropriate to amend Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2020/1534 to reflect the changed name of the company previously attributed to additional TARIC
code A889.

The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Committee established by
Article 15(1) of Regulation (EU) 2016/1036.

The applicant submitted the supplementary dossiers required in accordance with Article 6 of Implementing
Regulation (EU) No 844/2012. The application was found to be complete by the rapporteur Member State.

The rapporteur Member State prepared a draft renewal assessment report in consultation with the co-rapporteur
Member State and submitted it to the European Food Safety Authority (the Authority’) and the Commission on
23 October 2019. The Authority made the supplementary summary dossier available to the public. The Authority
also circulated the draft renewal assessment report to the applicant and to the Member States for comments and
launched a public consultation on it. The Authority forwarded the comments received to the Commission.

On 9 February 2021, the Authority communicated to the Commission its conclusion (°) on whether calcium
carbonate can be expected to meet the approval criteria provided for in Article 4 of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009.

(11)  The risk assessment for the renewal of the approval of the active substance calcium carbonate is based on a limited
number of representative uses, which however do not restrict the uses for which plant protection products
containing calcium carbonate may be authorised. It is therefore appropriate not to maintain the restriction to use as
a repellent.

(12) The Commission further considers that calcium carbonate is a low-risk active substance pursuant to Article 22 of
Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. Calcium carbonate is not a substance of concern and fulfils the conditions set in
point 5.1 of Annex II to Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. It is therefore appropriate to renew the approval of
calcium carbonate as a low-risk substance.

(13) Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011 should therefore be amended accordingly.

(14) Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/745 () extended the approval period of calcium carbonate until
31 August 2022 in order to allow the renewal process to be completed before the expiry of the approval period of
that active substance. However, given that a decision on renewal has been taken ahead of the expiry of that
extended approval period, this Regulation should start to apply earlier than that date.

(15) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed,

(1) On 17 January 2019, the Commission received an application from the company Probodelt S. L. for the approval of
dimethyl sulphide as a basic substance to be used as a non-lethal attractant for truffle beetle (Leiodes cinnamomeus).
Revised applications, received on 24 July 2019 and on 25 November 2019, were accompanied by the information
required under the second subparagraph of Article 23(3) of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009.

(2)  Two relevant evaluations, carried out in accordance with other Union legislation as referred to in Article 23(2) of
Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 were available, namely, an evaluation from the EFSA FEEDAP Panel (%) and one
from the EFSA CEF Panel (’). The outcome of these evaluations have been taken into account by EFSA as well as by
the Commission.

(3)  The Commission asked the European Food Safety Authority (the Authority’) for scientific assistance. The Authority
provided the Commission with a technical report on dimethyl sulphide on 17 July 2020 (¥). The Authority
concluded that the available information on dimethyl sulphide has not been properly considered by the applicant.
The available published information indicates that dimethyl sulphide is an irritant to skin, eyes and the respiratory
tract and a skin sensitiser. The Authority stated that details on acute toxicity, irritation, skin sensitisation and short-
term inhalation are publicly available on the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) website and they should have
been integrated in the application to have a complete overview of the basic substance. Toxicological data on two
metabolites of dimethyl sulphide are also publicly available on the ECHA website, but have not been properly
integrated in the dossier.

(4)  The Authority also noted that a scientific justification for the absence of long-term toxicity and carcinogenicity
concerns, considering the overall toxicity profile of the substance, was not provided.

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(5)  Additionally, the Authority concluded that, although residues in crops are expected to be low due to the type of
application (a vapour releasing product in a trap), further data should have been provided to show that there is no
concern for consumers via dietary intake.

(6)  The Commission presented the review report and a draft Regulation to the Standing Committee on Plants, Animals,
Food and Feed on 25 March 2021.

(7)  The Commission invited the applicant to submit its comments on the technical report of the Authority and on the
Commission’s draft review report. The applicant submitted its comments, which have been carefully examined.

(8)  However, despite the arguments put forward by the applicant, the concerns related to the substance cannot be
eliminated.

(9)  Consequently, it has not been established that the conditions laid down in Article 23 of Regulation (EC)
No 1107/2009 are satisfied. It is therefore appropriate not to approve dimethyl sulphide as a basic substance.

(10) This Regulation does not prevent the submission of a further application for the approval of dimethyl sulphide as a
basic substance in accordance with Article 23(3) of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009.

(11) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1

The substance dimethyl sulphide is not approved as a basic substance.

Article 2

This Regulation shall enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the
European Union.

Whereas:

(1)  Commission Directive 2008/127/EC (?) included potassium hydrogen carbonate on 1 September 2009 as an active
substance in Annex I to Council Directive 91/414/EEC ().

(2)  Active substances included in Annex I to Directive 91/414/EEC are deemed to have been approved under Regulation
(EC) No 1107/2009 and are listed in Part A of the Annex to Commission Implementing Regulation (EU)
No 5402011 ().

(3)  The approval of the active substance potassium hydrogen carbonate, as set out in Part A of the Annex to
Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011, expires on 31 August 2022.

(4)  Applications for the renewal of the approval of the active substance potassium hydrogen carbonate were submitted
in accordance with Article 1 of Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 844/2012 (°) within the time period
provided for in that Article.

(5)  The applicants submitted the supplementary dossiers required in accordance with Article 6 of Implementing
Regulation (EU) No 844/2012. The application was found to be complete by the rapporteur Member State.

(6)  The rapporteur Member State prepared a draft renewal assessment report in consultation with the co-rapporteur
Member State and submitted it to the European Food Safety Authority (‘the Authority’) and the Commission on
19 December 2019. The Authority made the supplementary summary dossier available to the public and launched
a public consultation on the draft renewal assessment report. The Authority also circulated the draft renewal
assessment report to the applicants and to the Member States for comments and forwarded the comments received
to the Commission.

(7)  On 20 April 2021, the Authority communicated to the Commission its conclusion () on whether potassium
hydrogen carbonate can be expected to meet the approval criteria provided for in Article 4 of Regulation (EC)
No 1107/2009.

(9)  The Commission invited the applicants to submit their comments on the conclusion of the Authority and, in
accordance with Article 14(1), third paragraph, of Implementing Regulation (EU) No 844/2012, on the renewal
report. The applicants submitted their comments, which were carefully examined.

(10) It has been established, with respect to one or more representative uses of at least one plant protection product
containing the active substance potassium hydrogen carbonate, that the approval criteria provided for in Article 4
of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 are satisfied.

(11) The risk assessment for the renewal of the approval of the active substance potassium hydrogen carbonate is based
on a limited number of representative uses, which however do not restrict the uses for which plant protection
products containing potassium hydrogen carbonate may be authorised. It is therefore appropriate not to maintain
the restriction to use as a fungicide or insecticide.

(12) The Commission further considers that potassium hydrogen carbonate is a low-risk active substance pursuant to
Article 22 of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. Potassium hydrogen carbonate is not a substance of concern and
fulfils the conditions set in point 5.1 of Annex II to Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. It is therefore appropriate to
renew the approval of potassium hydrogen carbonate as a low-risk substance.

(13) Implementing Regulation (EU) No 540/2011 should therefore be amended accordingly.

(14) Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/745 () extended the approval period of potassium hydrogen
carbonate until 31 August 2022, in order to allow the completion of the renewal process before the expiry of that
approval period. However, given that a decision to renew the approval has been taken ahead of that extended expiry
date, this Regulation should start to apply earlier than that date.

(15) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed,

Having regard to Regulation (EU) 2016429 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 9 March 2016 on
transmissible animal diseases and amending and repealing certain acts in the area of animal health (‘Animal Health
Law’) (), and in particular Article 71(3) thereof,

Whereas:

(1)  African swine fever is an infectious viral disease affecting kept and wild porcine animals and can have a severe impact
on the concerned animal population and the profitability of farming causing disturbance to movements of
consignments of those animals and products thereof within the Union and exports to third countries.

(2)  Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 (%) was adopted within the framework of Regulation (EU)
2016/429, and it lays down special disease control measures regarding African swine fever to be applied for a
limited period of time by the Member States listed in Annex I thereto (the Member States concerned), in restricted
zones I, I and III listed in that Annex.

(3)  The areas listed as restricted zones [, Il and IIl in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 are based on
the epidemiological situation of African swine fever in the Union. Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU)
2021/605 was last amended by Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/1371 (%) following changes in the
epidemiological situation as regards that disease in Germany, Latvia, Poland and Slovakia.

(4)  Any amendments to restricted zones I, Il and IIl in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 should be
based on the epidemiological situation as regards African swine fever in the areas affected by that disease and the
overall epidemiological situation of African swine fever in the Member State concerned, the level of risk for the
further spread of that disease, as well as scientifically based principles and criteria for geographically defining
zoning due to African swine fever and the Union’s guidelines agreed with the Member States at the Standing
Committee on Plants, Animals, Food and Feed and publicly available on Commission’s website (*). Such
amendments should also take account of international standards, such as the Terrestrial Animal Health Code (°) of
the World Organisation for Animal Health and justifications for zoning provided by the competent authorities of
the Member States concerned.

(5)  Since the date of adoption of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/1371, there have been new outbreaks of African
swine fever in kept porcine animals in Bulgaria, in wild porcine animals in Germany, as well as in kept and wild
porcine animals in Poland.

Those new outbreaks of
African swine fever in wild porcine animals constitute an increased level of risk, which should be reflected in that
Annex. Accordingly, those areas of Germany currently listed as restricted zones I in that Annex, that are in close
proximity to the areas listed as restricted zones II affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever, should
now be listed as restricted zones Il in that Annex instead of as restricted zones I thereof.

(8)  Additionally, in August 2021, one outbreak of African swine fever in a wild porcine animal was observed in the state
of Brandenburg in Germany in an area currently listed as restricted zone I in Annex I to Implementing Regulation
(EU) 2021/605. This new outbreak of African swine fever in a wild porcine animal constitutes an increased level of
risk, which should be reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Germany currently listed as restricted zone I
in that Annex, affected by this recent outbreak of African swine fever, should now be listed as restricted zone II in
that Annex instead of as restricted zone I thereof and the current boundaries of restricted zone I also need to be
redefined to take account of this recent outbreak.

(9)  Further, in August 2021, one outbreak of African swine fever in a wild porcine animal was observed in the
Dolnoslaskie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone III in Annex I to Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2021/605, located in close proximity to an area currently listed as restricted zone I thereof. This
new outbreak of African swine fever in a wild porcine animal constitutes an increased level of risk, which should be
reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Poland currently listed as restricted zone I in that Annex, that is in
close proximity to the area listed in restricted zone III affected by this recent outbreak of African swine fever, should
now be listed as restricted zone II in that Annex instead of as restricted zone I thereof.

(10) In addition, in August 2021, one outbreak of African swine fever in kept porcine animals was observed in the
Dolnoslgskie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone Il in Annex I to Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2021/605, located in close proximity to an area currently listed as restricted zone I thereof. This
outbreak of African swine fever in kept porcine animals constitutes an increased level of risk, which should be
reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, that area of Poland currently listed as restricted zone I in that Annex, in close
proximity to the area listed as restricted zone III thereof affected by this recent outbreak of African swine fever,
should now be listed as restricted zone III in that Annex instead of as restricted zone II thereof and the current
boundaries of restricted zone I also need to be redefined and enlarged to take account of this recent outbreak.

Accordingly, that area of Poland
currently listed as restricted zone I in that Annex, in close proximity to the area listed as restricted zone II thereof
affected by this recent outbreak of African swine fever, should now be listed as restricted zone II in that Annex instead
of as restricted zone I thereof and the current boundaries of restricted zone I also need to be redefined and enlarged to
take account of this recent outbreak.

(12) Furthermore, in August 2021, two outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals were observed in the
Zachodniopomorskie and Mazowieckie regions in Poland in areas currently listed as restricted zones I in Annex I to
Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605. Those new outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals
constitute an increased level of risk, which should be reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, those areas of Poland
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currently listed as restricted zones I in that Annex, affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever, should
now be listed as restricted zones II in that Annex instead of as restricted zones I thereof and the current boundaries
of restricted zones I also need to be redefined to take account of those recent outbreaks.

(13) Finally, in August 2021, two outbreaks of African swine fever in kept porcine animals were observed in the
Podkarpackie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone II in Annex I to Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2021/605. Those new outbreaks of African swine fever in kept porcine animals constitute an
increased level of risk, which should be reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Poland currently listed as
restricted zone II in that Annex, affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever, should now be listed as
restricted zone III in that Annex instead of as restricted zone II thereof and the current boundaries of restricted zone
Il also need to be redefined to take account of those recent outbreaks.

(14) Following those recent outbreaks of African swine fever in kept porcine animals in Bulgaria, wild porcine animals in
Germany, as well as kept and wild porcine animals in Poland, taking into account the current epidemiological
situation as regards African swine fever in the Union, zoning in those Member States has been reassessed and
updated. In addition, the risk management measures in place have also been reassessed and updated. These changes
should be reflected in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605.

(15) In order to take account of recent developments in the epidemiological situation of African swine fever in the Union,
and in order to combat the risks associated with the spread of that disease in a proactive manner, new restricted
zones of a sufficient size should be demarcated for Bulgaria, Germany and Poland and duly listed as restricted zones
I, T and IIl in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605. As the situation as regards African swine fever is
very dynamic in the Union, when demarcating those new restricted zones, account has been taken of the situation in
the surrounding areas.

(16) Given the urgency of the epidemiological situation in the Union as regards the spread of African swine fever, it is
important that the amendments to be made to Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 by this
Implementing Regulation take effect as soon as possible.

(17) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed,
