COMMISSION REGULATION (EU) 2022/63
of 14 January 2022

amending Annexes II and III to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 of the European Parliament and of the
Council as regards the food additive titanium dioxide (E 171)

(Text with EEA relevance)

THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION,
Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,

Having regard to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 16 December 2008 on
food additives (!), and in particular Article 10(3) thereof,

Having regard to Regulation (EC) No 1331/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 16 December 2008
establishing a common authorisation procedure for food additives, food enzymes and food flavourings (¥, and in
particular Article 7(5) thereof,

Whereas:

(1) Annex II to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 lays down a Union list of food additives approved for use in foods and
their conditions of use.

(2)  Annex IIl to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 lays down a Union list of food additives approved for use in food
additives, food enzymes, food flavourings, nutrients and their conditions of use.

(3)  Titanium dioxide (E 171) is a substance authorised as a colour in certain foods, in accordance with Annex II to
Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008.

(4)  Pursuant to Article 3(1) of Regulation (EC) No 1331/2008, the Union list of food additives may be updated either on
the initiative of the Commission or following an application.

(5)  Article 32(1) of Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 provides that all food additives that were already permitted in the
Union before 20 January 2009 are subject to a new risk assessment by the European Food Safety Authority (the
Authority’).

(6)  On 14 September 2016, the Authority published a scientific opinion on the re-evaluation of the safety of titanium
dioxide (E 171) as a food additive (*) concluding that the margins of safety calculated in the opinion would not be of
concern. Nevertheless, the Authority recommended additional toxicological testing, an extended 90-day study or a
multigeneration or extended-one generation reproduction toxicity study according to the current OECD guidelines,
in order to be able to establish a health-based guidance value (acceptable daily intake — ADI) for titanium dioxide (E
171). The Authority also recommended amendments to the Union specifications for titanium dioxide (E 171) by
introducing a characterisation of the particle size distribution and the percentage of particles in the nanoscale
present in titanium dioxide (E 171) used as a food additive, and revising the maximum limits for impurities of toxic
elements.

On 30 January 2017, the Commission launched a public call for scientific and technological data on titanium
dioxide (E 171), targeting the data needs identified in the scientific opinion on the re-evaluation of this substance as
a food additive.

On 2 October 2017 and 29 June 2018, in view of the recommendations made by the Authority, business operators
made a proposal for the amendment of the specifications for titanium dioxide (E 171) and submitted the necessary
data. On 7 August 2018, the Commission requested the Authority to provide a scientific opinion on whether the
data provided adequately support the proposed amendment of the specifications for titanium dioxide (E 171).

On 12 July 2019, the Authority published a scientific opinion on the proposed amendments of the specifications for
titanium dioxide (E 171) used as a food additive. The Authority concluded on additional parameters related to
particle size distribution to be included in the specifications and recommended a revision of the definition of the
food additive titanium dioxide (E 171) in the Union specifications. The Authority also concluded that, based on the
proposed change in the specifications, revisiting the toxicological database on titanium dioxide (E 171) as a food
additive should consequently be conducted in line with the data requirements specified in the 2018 ‘Guidance on
risk assessment of the application of nanoscience and nanotechnologies in the food and feed chain’ (¥).

On 6 March 2020, the Commission requested the Authority to assess the safety of the food additive titanium dioxide
(E 171), taking into account the proposed amendments of the specifications, the data from an extended one
generation reproductive study submitted by a consortium of interested business operators in reply to the public call
for data launched in 2017 as well as all new relevant data available since the completion of the re-evaluation of
titanium dioxide (E 171) in 2016, including the data considered to be in line with the data requirements specified in
the 2018 Guidance on nanotechnology.

On 6 May 2021, the Authority published a scientific opinion on the safety assessment of titanium dioxide (E 171) as
a food additive (). In light of the opinion on the proposed amendments of the specifications and following the 2018
Guidance on nanotechnology, the opinion also takes into account, in addition to all new relevant data, the data on
the potential genotoxicity of titanium dioxide nanoparticles published before 2016, that had not previously been
identified as relevant for the 2016 re-evaluation. In its opinion the Authority indicated that, based on all the
evidence available, a concern for genotoxicity could not be ruled out, and given the many uncertainties, it
concluded that titanium dioxide (E 171) can no longer be considered safe when used as a food additive. The
Authority neither identified nor recommended any new studies that could alleviate the genotoxicity concern and
other remaining uncertainties.

In light of the conclusion of the 2021 Authority’s opinion about the safety of titanium dioxide (E 171) when used as
a food additive, it is appropriate to remove the authorisation to use titanium dioxide (E 171) in foods. Accordingly,
titanium dioxide (E 171) may no longer be used in foods. As titanium dioxide (E 171) would no longer be
authorised for use in foods, it is also appropriate to remove the reference to it from the entry on the use of
potassium aluminium silicate (E 555) as a carrier laid down in Part 1 of Annex III to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008.

However, given that the Authority did not identify an immediate health concern linked to titanium dioxide (E 171)
used as a food additive and in order to allow for a smooth transition, it is appropriate that foods that contain
titanium dioxide (E 171) used in accordance with the rules applicable before the date of entry into force of this
Regulation may be placed on the market until six months after that date. Those foods may then continue to be
marketed until their date of minimum durability or ‘use by’ date.

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(14) Directive 2009/35/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council (°) restricts the use of colours in human and
veterinary medicinal products to those authorised in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 on food
additives, for which specifications are laid down in Commission Regulation (EU) No 231/2012 (). Uses of
excipients other than colours in medicinal products are subject to the Union rules on medicinal products and are
evaluated as part of the overall benefit risk profile of a medicinal product.

(15) In response to a request from the Commission, the European Medicines Agency (EMA) provided on 8 September
2021 a scientific analysis on the technical purpose of the use of titanium dioxide (E 171) in medicinal products, the
feasibility of replacement and possible timeframes for alternatives. In its conclusions, EMA indicated that titanium
dioxide is mainly used in medicinal products as a colour and opacifier, even if it has multiple functions. It also
stressed that titanium dioxide is used frequently in a number of essential medicinal products in oral-solid and oral
semi-solid dosage forms. EMA also stressed that, from a technical point of view, it should be possible to find
alternatives to replace titanium dioxide (E 171)-containing coatings, both as colour and for other uses. However, it
also underlined that its feasibility is not confirmed at this stage, as replacing titanium dioxide (E 171) would impact
in a negative manner the quality, safety and efficacy of medicinal products. EMA highlighted the need to carefully
assess alternatives, notably to ensure their compatibility with the various components of individual pharmaceutical
products. The replacement of titanium dioxide (E 171) in authorised medicinal products would require an
individual review and assessment, possibly requiring bioequivalence studies. Furthermore, EMA concluded that it is
difficult at this stage to recommend a precise transition period timeframe for the replacement of titanium dioxide (E
171) used in medicinal products, as the time needed to reformulate each individual product could take several years,
depending on the complexity of reformulation and studies required. Finally, considering the scale of the use of this
excipient and the volume of products impacted, and taking into account global supply chains, EMA stressed that a
requirement to replace titanium dioxide (E 171) would almost certainly cause significant medicines shortages on the
Union market.

(16) On the basis of the EMA scientific analysis, and in order to avoid shortages of medicinal products that could have
impacts on public health, titanium dioxide (E 171) should remain provisionally on the list of authorised additives to
allow its use in medicinal products as a colour, pending the development of adequate alternatives to replace it while
ensuring the quality, safety and efficacy of the medicinal products concerned. During this time, titanium dioxide (E
171) should however be included in the list of colours that may not be sold directly to consumers.

(17) Itis of critical importance that the pharmaceutical industry makes any possible efforts to accelerate the research and
development of alternatives that would be used as a replacement for titanium dioxide (E 171) in medicinal products,
and to submit the necessary variation to the terms of the marketing authorisations concerned. In the absence of such
efforts, competent authorities may request the concerned stakeholders to submit objective and verifiable reason
explaining the non-feasibility of the replacement.

(18) The Commission is committed to review the necessity to maintain titanium dioxide (E 171) or otherwise delete it
from the Union list of food additives for exclusive use as a colour in medicinal products within three years after the
date of entering into force of this Regulation. This review should be based on an updated assessment of the EMA to
be performed before 1 April 2024. It should take into account the progress made during this period to develop
alternatives to titanium dioxide (E 171) in medicinal products both for new products and for replacing it in
authorised products, and possible impacts on quality, safety and efficacy, as well as on the availability of medicinal
products. Where replacement of titanium dioxide (E 171) in medicinal products has not taken place or been
initiated within this period, only objective verifiable reasons related to the lack of feasibility of its replacement
should be taken into account.

(19) Annexes I and III to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 should therefore be amended accordingly.

(20) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1

Annexes IT and III to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 are amended in accordance with the Annex to this Regulation.

Article 2
Until 7 August 2022, foods produced in accordance with the rules applicable before 7 February 2022 may continue to be

placed on the market. After that date, they may remain on the market until their date of minimum durability or ‘use by’
date.

Article 3
The Commission shall, following consultation on the European Medicines Agency, review the necessity to maintain
titanium dioxide (E 171) or to delete it from the Union list of food additives for the exclusive use as colour in medicinal
products in Part B of Annex II to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008 within three years after the date of entering into force of
this Regulation.

Article 4

This Regulation shall enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the
European Union.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States.

(a) inpoint 2 of Part A, point 5 is replaced by the following:

‘5. The colours E 123, E 127, E 160b(i), E 160b(ii), E 161g, E 171, E 173 and E 180 and mixtures thereof may not
be sold directly to the consumer.’

(b) in Part B, point 1 ‘Colours’ is amended as follows:

1. the entry for the food additive E 171 (Titanium dioxide) is replaced by the following:

‘E171 Titanium dioxide (**)’;

2. the following footnote (**) is added after footnote (*):

‘**) Titanium dioxide is not authorised in the food categories listed in Part D and E. The substance is in list B1
because it is used in medicinal products in accordance with Directive 2009/35/EC of the European
Parliament and of the Council (O] L 109, 30.4.2009, p. 10).’;

(c) in Part C, point (2) ‘Group II: Food colours authorised at quantum satis’, the entry for the food additive E 171
(Titanium dioxide) is deleted;

(d) Part E is amended as follows:

1. In category 04.2.4.1 (Fruit and vegetable preparations excluding compote), the entry concerning the food
additive E 171 (Titanium dioxide) is deleted;

2. In category 09.2 (Processed fish and fishery products including molluscs and crustaceans), the three entries
concerning the food additive E 171 (Titanium dioxide) are deleted;

2. In Part 1 of Annex III to Regulation (EC) No 1333/2008, the entry concerning the food additive E 555 (Potassium
aluminium silicate) is replaced by the following:

‘E 555 Potassium aluminium silicate 90 % relative to the pigment In E 172 iron oxides and hydroxides’.

(2)  Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/1988 (°) lays down the rules for the administration of import
tariff quotas designed to be used following the chronological order of dates of acceptance of customs declarations
(first come, first served’ principle).

The Agreement in the form of an Exchange of Letters between the European Union and the Republic of Indonesia
pursuant to Article XXVIII of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) 1994 relating to the modification
of concessions on all the tariff rate quotas included in the EU Schedule CLXXV as a consequence of the United
Kingdom’s withdrawal from the European Union, concluded by Council Decision (EU) 2021/1197 (), amends
some tariff quotas with regard to the quantities of products to be imported from Indonesia.

The amendments made by those Agreements should be reflected in Annexes to Implementing Regulations
(EU) 2020/761 and (EU) 2020/1988.

Furthermore, in order to ensure transparency, Member States should notify the Commission of the quantities
covered by import licences for the tariff quota with order number 09.4003 in addition to those already listed in
Article 16(8) of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761.

The Agreement in the form of an Exchange of Letters between the European Union and Australia eliminates the
division in sub-periods for the tariff quota with order number 09.4129. This amendment should be reflected in
Article 27 of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761.

For the tariff quota with order number 09.4002 the tariff quota period starts on 1 July. It is appropriate to clarify in
Article 43(9) of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761 that import licences issued before the beginning of the
tariff quota period are valid for 3 months from 1 July.

Article 72(6) of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761 provides that the quantity is to be expressed in whole
units, rounded up. To ensure consistency with the rules on rounding laid down in Title II, Group 6 (Goods
identification), of Annex D to Commission Delegated Regulation (EU) 2015/2446 () and in Article 8(2), point (a),
of Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 20161239 (°), the certificates of authenticity and inward
monitoring arrangement (IMA1) certificates issued by third countries for the management of certain tariff quotas
should indicate the quantity for which they are used rounded to kilograms.

(10) The Agreement in the form of an Exchange of Letters between the European Union and the Argentine Republic

pursuant to Article XXVIII of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) 1994 relating to the modification
of concessions on all the tariff rate quotas included in the EU Schedule CLXXV as a consequence of the United
Kingdom'’s withdrawal from the European Union, concluded by Council Decision (EU) 2021/1213 (), increased
the quantity available for tariff quota with order number 09.4168 for rice originating from all countries except the
United Kingdom. That Agreement created also two new tariff quotas with order numbers 9.4289 and 09.4290 for
poultry originating from Argentina. Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/1401 (*') made the
corresponding amendments to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761, including in the table for tariff quota

Council Decision (EU) 2021/1197 of 13 July 2021 on the conclusion, on behalf of the Union, of the Agreement in the form of an

Exchange of Letters between the European Union and the Republic of Indonesia pursuant to Article XXVIII of the General Agreement
on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) 1994 relating to the modification of concessions on all the tariff-rate quotas included in the EU Schedule
CLXXV as a consequence of the United Kingdom’s withdrawal from the European Union (O] L 260, 21.7.2021, p. 1).

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09.4168 in Annex III to that Regulation, and in the tables for the tariff quotas with order numbers 09.4213
and 09.4412 in Annex XII to that Regulation, where Argentina appears among the countries where the products
shall not come from. However, that amending act had omitted to adjust the distribution of the new quantity for
tariff quota with order number 09.4168 among its sub-periods, as well as to include a reference to Argentina in the
row ‘Specific entries to be made on the licence application and on the licence’ in the tables for the tariff quotas with
order numbers 09.4213 and 09.4412.

(11) In Article 47(3) of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761, the temperature of frozen meat is defined with a
reference to the entry into the customs territory of the Union, whereas in Implementing Regulation
(EU) 2020/1988 reference is made to the release for free circulation in the Union. In order to ensure consistency
and avoid any risks of misinterpretation, the wording of Articles 20(1) and 24(1) of Implementing Regulation
(EU) 2020/1988 should be aligned with that of Article 47(3) of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761.

(12) Implementing Regulations (EU) 2020/761 and (EU) 2020/1988 should therefore be amended accordingly.

(13) The amendments to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761 should apply to tariff quota periods starting after the
entry into force of this Regulation. However, the amendments to the tariff quotas with order numbers 09.4129,
09.4521, 09.4522, 09.4213 and 09.4412 should apply as from the first licence application period following the
entry into force of this Regulation.

(14) The amendments to Articles 20(1) and 24(1) of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/1988 should apply from the
tariff quota periods starting after the entry into force of this Regulation. The amendment concerning the tariff
quotas with order numbers 09.0126, 09.2105, 09.2106, and 09.2012 should apply as of the beginning of the
ongoing tariff quota periods.

(15) Itis necessary to set certain transitional provisions on the adaptation of ongoing tariff quota periods to the quantities
available following the amendments made by this Regulation. In particular, for the tariff quotas with order numbers
09.0126,09.2105, 09.2106, and 09.2012, operators who imported goods out of quota prior to the entry into force
of this Regulation should be reimbursed upon request.

(16) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Committee for the Common
Organisation of the Agricultural Markets,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1

Amendments to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761

Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/761 is amended as follows:

(1) in Article 16, paragraph 8 is replaced by the following:
‘8. For the notifications to the Commission referred to in this Regulation and related to beef and veal tariff quotas
with order numbers 09.4450, 09.4451, 09.4452, 09.4453, 09.4454, 09.4002, 09.4003, 09.4455, 09.4001
and 09.4004, the quantities shall be expressed in kilograms product weight, per country of origin and per product
category as indicated in Part B of Annex XV to this Regulation. However, for the tariff quota with order number
09.4003 the country of origin does not need to be notified.;

(2) Article 27 is amended as follows:

(a) in the third paragraph, the order number ‘09.4129, is deleted;

(b) in the fourth paragraph, the order number ‘09.4129, is deleted;
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(c) the fifth paragraph is replaced by the following:
‘Quantities under tariff quotas order numbers 09.4127, 09.4128, and 09.4130 which have not been used or
allocated during the previous sub-periods shall be transferred to tariff quota order number 09.4138 as of
1 October of each year. This shall also apply to quantities under tariff quota number 09.4129 that have not been
allocated before 1 September or used before 1 October.’;
(3) in Article 43, paragraph 9 is replaced by the following:
‘9. Import licences issued for the tariff quota with order number 09.4002 shall be valid for 3 months from their
respective dates of issue. Licences issued before the beginning of the tariff quota period shall be valid for 3 months
from 1 July.;
(4) in Article 72, paragraph 6 is replaced by the following:
‘6. The licence issuing authority shall note on the certificate of authenticity or IMA 1 certificate and on their copy
the licence issue number and the quantity for which that document was used. The quantity shall be expressed in whole
units, rounded to the nearest kilogram in accordance with the rules set out in Article 8(2), point (a), of Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2016/1239. The certificate of authenticity or IMA 1 certificate shall be kept by the licence issuing
authority. The copy shall be returned to the applicant to be used for customs procedures where so indicated in Title III

of this Regulation.’;

(5) Annexes III, IV, VIIL, IX, and XII are amended in accordance with Annex I to this Regulation.

Article 2

Article 3

Transitional provisions

1. Unless otherwise provided in Article 4 to this Regulation or in Annexes II to XII to Implementing Regulation
(EU) 2020/761, where the tariff quota period of a given tariff quota has already started on the day of entry into force of
this Regulation, the difference between the new quantity and quantities already allocated shall be made available to
applications lodged after the entry into force of this Regulation.

2. For the purposes of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2020/1988, the quantity available for the remainder of the tariff
quota period that is ongoing on the day of entry into force of this Regulation shall be the difference between the new
quantity and the quantities already allocated before the entry into force of this Regulation.
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If for tariff quotas with order numbers 09.2105, 09.2106, and 09.2012 the quantity previously available is exhausted on
the day of entry into force of this Regulation, the difference between the new quantity and the previous one shall be
allocated to operators following the chronological order of the acceptance date of the customs declaration for release for
free circulation. Operators who imported their goods out of quota before the entry into force of this Regulation shall be
reimbursed on their request and to the extent that the remaining balance of the tariff quota so permits as long as the
difference in duty has already been paid.

For the tariff quota with order number 09.0126, for which there was no quantity available before the entry into force of

this Regulation, operators shall be reimbursed on their request and to the extent that the remaining balance of the tariff
quota so permits as long as the difference in duty has already been paid.

Atticle 4
Entry into force and application

This Regulation shall enter into force on the seventh day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the
European Union.

Article 1 shall apply to the tariff quotas concerned from the first tariff quota period starting after the entry into force of this
Regulation. However, Article 1, point (2), and points (1), (4) and point (5)(b) of Annex I shall apply from the first licence
application period following the entry into force of this Regulation.

Article 2, points (1) and (2), shall apply from the tariff quota periods starting after the entry into force of this Regulation.
Article 2, point (3), shall apply as of the beginning of the ongoing tariff quota periods.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States.

THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION,
Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,

Having regard to Regulation (EU) 2016429 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 9 March 2016 on
transmissible animal diseases and amending and repealing certain acts in the area of animal health (‘Animal Health
Law’) (), and in particular Article 71(3) thereof,

Whereas:

(1)  African swine fever is an infectious viral disease affecting kept and wild porcine animals and can have a severe impact
on the concerned animal population and the profitability of farming causing disturbance to movements of
consignments of those animals and products thereof within the Union and exports to third countries.

(2)  Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 (%) was adopted within the framework of Regulation (EU)
2016/429, and it lays down special disease control measures regarding African swine fever to be applied for a
limited period of time by the Member States listed in Annex I thereto (the Member States concerned), in restricted
zones [, I and 111 listed in that Annex.

(3)  The areas listed as restricted zones I, Il and IIl in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 are based on
the epidemiological situation of African swine fever in the Union. Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU)
2021/605 was last amended by Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/2308 (%) following changes in the
epidemiological situation as regards that disease in Poland.

(4)  Any amendments to restricted zones I, Il and IIl in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 should be
based on the epidemiological situation as regards African swine fever in the areas affected by that disease and the
overall epidemiological situation of African swine fever in the Member State concerned, the level of risk for the
further spread of that disease, as well as scientifically based principles and criteria for geographically defining
zoning due to African swine fever and the Union’s guidelines agreed with the Member States at the Standing
Committee on Plants, Animals, Food and Feed and publicly available on Commission’s website (*). Such
amendments should also take account of international standards, such as the Terrestrial Animal Health Code (°) of
the World Organisation for Animal Health and justifications for zoning provided by the competent authorities of
the Member States concerned.

(5)  Since the date of adoption of Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/2308, there have been new outbreaks of African
swine fever in wild porcine animals in Poland. In addition, the epidemiological situation in certain zones listed as
restricted zones Il in Poland has improved as regards kept porcine animals, due to the disease control measures
being applied by that Member State in accordance with Union legislation.

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(6) In December 2021 and January 2022, several outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals were
observed in the Swigtokrzyskie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone I in Annex I to
Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605. Those new outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals
constitute an increased level of risk, which should be reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Poland
currently listed as restricted zone I in that Annex, affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever, should
now be listed as restricted zone II in that Annex instead of as restricted zone I thereof and the current boundaries of
restricted zone I also need to be redefined to take account of those recent outbreaks.

(7)  In addition, in December 2021, several outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals were observed in
the Wielkopolskie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone II in Annex I to Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2021/605, located in close proximity to an area currently listed as restricted zone I thereof. Those
new outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals constitute an increased level of risk, which should be
reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Poland currently listed as restricted zone I in that Annex, that is in
close proximity to the area listed in restricted zone II affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever,
should now be listed as restricted zone II in that Annex instead of as restricted zone I thereof.

(8)  Also, in December 2021, several outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals were observed in the
Wielkopolskie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone III in Annex I to Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2021/605, located in close proximity to an area currently listed as restricted zone I thereof. Those
new outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals constitute an increased level of risk, which should be
reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Poland currently listed as restricted zone I in that Annex, that is in
close proximity to the area listed in restricted zone III affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever,
should now be listed as restricted zone II in that Annex instead of as restricted zone I thereof.

(9)  Additionally, in January 2022, several outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals were observed in the
Dolnoslgskie region in Poland in an area currently listed as restricted zone I in Annex I to Implementing Regulation
(EU) 2021/605. Those new outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals constitute an increased level of
risk, which should be reflected in that Annex. Accordingly, this area of Poland currently listed as restricted zone I'in
that Annex, affected by those recent outbreaks of African swine fever, should now be listed as restricted zone II in
that Annex instead of as restricted zone I thereof and the current boundaries of restricted zone I also need to be
redefined to take account of those recent outbreaks.

(10) Following those recent outbreaks of African swine fever in wild porcine animals in Poland and taking into account
the current epidemiological situation as regards African swine fever in the Union, zoning in this Member State has
been reassessed and updated. In addition, the risk management measures in place have also been reassessed and
updated. These changes should be reflected in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605.

(11)  Further, taking into account the effectiveness of the disease control measures for African swine fever for kept porcine
animals in the restricted zones III listed in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 being applied in
Poland in accordance with Commission Delegated Regulation (EU) 2020/687 (°), and in particular those laid down
in Articles 22, 25 and 40 thereof, and in line with the risk mitigation measures for African swine fever set out in the
OIE Code, certain zones in the Mazowieckie region in Poland, currently listed as restricted zones IIl in Annex I to
Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 should now be listed as restricted zones II in that Annex, due to the
absence of African swine fever outbreaks in kept porcine animals in those restricted zones III for the past three
months. The restricted zones III should now be listed as restricted zones II taking account of the current African
swine fever epidemiological situation.

(12) Finally, taking into account the effectiveness of the disease control measures for African swine fever for kept porcine
animals in the restricted zone III listed in Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 being applied in
Poland in accordance with Delegated Regulation (EU) 2020/687, and in particular those laid down in Articles 22,
25 and 40 thereof, and in line with the risk mitigation measures for African swine fever set out in the OIE Code,
certain zones in the Mazowieckie region in Poland, currently listed as restricted zones III in Annex I to

() Commission Delegated Regulation (EU) 2020/687 of 17 December 2019 supplementing Regulation (EU) 2016/429 of the European
Parliament and the Council, as regards rules for the prevention and control of certain listed diseases (O] L 174, 3.6.2020, p. 64).
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Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 should now be listed as restricted zones I in that Annex, due to the absence
of African swine fever outbreaks in kept and wild porcine animals in those restricted zones III for the past three
months. The restricted zones IIl should now be listed as restricted zones I taking account of the current African
swine fever epidemiological situation.

(13) In order to take account of the recent developments in the epidemiological situation of African swine fever in the
Union, and in order to combat the risks associated with the spread of that disease in a proactive manner, new
restricted zones of a sufficient size should be demarcated for Poland and duly listed as restricted zones I, Il and III in
Annex [ to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605. As the situation as regards African swine fever is very dynamic
in the Union, when demarcating those new restricted zones, account has been taken of the situation in the
surrounding areas.

(14) Given the urgency of the epidemiological situation in the Union as regards the spread of African swine fever, it is
important that the amendments to be made to Annex I to Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/605 by this
Implementing Regulation take effect as soon as possible.

(15) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed,

COUNCIL RECOMMENDATION (EU) 2022/66
of 17 January 2022

THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN UNION,

Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, and in particular Article Article 77(2)(b) and (e) and
Article 292, first and second sentence thereof,

Whereas:

(1) On 30 June 2020, the Council adopted a Recommendation on the temporary restriction on non-essential travel into

the EU and the possible lifting of such restriction (') (‘Council Recommendation’).

(2)  Since then, the Council adopted Recommendations (EU) 2020/1052 (3), (EU) 2020/1144 (), (EU) 2020/1186 (%),

(EU) 2020/1551 (), (EU) 2020/2169 (9, (EU) 2021/89 (), (EU) 2021/132
2021/892 (19, (EU) 2021/992 ('), (EU) 2021/1085 (3, (EU) 2021/1170 (*)
20211459 (%), (EU) 2021/1712 (), (EU) 20211782 ("),

(EU) 2021/767 (), (EU)
(EU) 2021/1346 (%), (EU)
(EU) 2021/1896 (%), (EU) 2021/1945 (), (EU)

2021/2022 (*) and (EU) 20212150 (*) amending Council Recommendation (EU) 2020/912 on the temporary

restriction on non-essential travel into the EU and the possible lifting of such restriction.

(3 On 20 May 2021, the Council adopted Recommendation 2021/816 amending Council Recommendation
(EU) 2020/912 on the temporary restriction on non-essential travel into the EU and the possible lifting of such

restriction (*) in order to update the criteria used to assess whether non-essential travel from third countries is safe
and should be allowed.
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(4)

The Council Recommendation provides that Member States should gradually lift the temporary restriction on non-
essential travel to the EU as from 1 July 2020 in a coordinated manner with regard to the residents of the third
countries listed in Annex I to the Council Recommendation. Every two weeks, the list of third countries referred to
in Annex I should be reviewed, and as the case may be updated, by the Council, after close consultation with the
Commission and the relevant EU agencies and services following an overall assessment based on the methodology,
criteria and information referred to in the Council Recommendation.

Discussions have since then taken place within the Council, in close consultation with the Commission and the
relevant EU agencies and services, on the review of the list of third countries set out in Annex I to the Council
Recommendation and in application of the criteria and methodology laid down in the Council Recommendation, as
amended by Recommendation 2021/816. As a result of these discussions, the list of third countries set out in Annex
I should be amended. In particular, Argentina, Australia and Canada should be removed from the list.

Border control is in the interest not only of the Member State at whose external borders it is carried out but of all
Member States which have abolished internal border control. Member States should therefore ensure that measures
taken at the external borders are coordinated in order to ensure a well functioning Schengen area. To that end, as of
17 January 2022, Member States should continue lifting the temporary restriction on non-essential travel into the
EU in a coordinated manner with regard to the residents of the third countries, Special Administrative Regions and
other entities and territorial authorities listed in Annex I of the Council Recommendation as amended by this
Recommendation.

In accordance with Articles 1 and 2 of Protocol No 22 on the Position of Denmark annexed to the Treaty on
European Union and to the TFEU, Denmark is not taking part in the adoption of this Recommendation and is not
bound by it or subject to its application. Given that this Recommendation builds upon the Schengen acquis,
Denmark shall, in accordance with Article 4 of the said Protocol, decide within a period of six months after the
Council has decided on this Recommendation whether it will implement it.

This Recommendation constitutes a development of the provisions of the Schengen acquis in which Ireland does not
take part, in accordance with Council Decision 2002/192/EC (*); Ireland is therefore not taking part in its adoption
and is not bound by it or subject to its application.

As regards Iceland and Norway, this Recommendation constitutes a development of the provisions of the Schengen
acquis within the meaning of the Agreement concluded by the Council of the European Union and the Republic of
Iceland and the Kingdom of Norway concerning the latter’s association with the implementation, application and
development of the Schengen acquis which fall within the area referred to in Article 1, point A, of Council Decision
1999/437[EC ().

As regards Switzerland, this Recommendation constitutes a development of the provisions of the Schengen acquis
within the meaning of the Agreement between the European Union, the European Community and the Swiss
Confederation on the Swiss Confederation’s association with the implementation, application and development of
the Schengen acquis which fall within the area referred to in Article 1, point A, of Decision 1999/437/EC (¥) read in
conjunction with Article 3 of Council Decision 2008/146/EC (*).

GUIDELINE (EU) 2022/67 OF THE EUROPEAN CENTRAL BANK
of 6 January 2022

amending Guideline (EU) 2021/830 on balance sheet item statistics and interest rate statistics of
monetary financial institutions (ECB[2022/1)

THE GOVERNING COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN CENTRAL BANK,
Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, and in particular Article 127(2) thereof,

Having regard to the Statute of the European System of Central Banks and of the European Central Bank, and in particular
Articles 5.1, 12.1 and 14.3 thereof,

Whereas:

(1)  Article 11(2) of Guideline (EU) 2021/830 of the European Central Bank (ECB/2021/11) (*) provides that national
central banks (NCBs) may grant derogations to reporting agents from certain indicators relating to statistical
information to be reported on monetary financial institution (MFI) interest rate statistics that are contained in
Annex [ to Regulation (EU) No 1072/2013 of the European Central Bank (ECB/2013/34) (3.

(2)  The indicators relating to which derogations may be granted in accordance with Article 11(2) of Guideline (EU)
2021/830 (ECB[2021/11) should be in alignment with Article 17(3) of Guideline ECB/2014/15 of the European
Central Bank (%), which was repealed by Guideline (EU) 2021/835 of the European Central Bank (ECB/2021/16) (%)
with effect from 1 February 2022.

(3) It is necessary to make Articles 12(1) and 15(6) of Guideline (EU) 2021/830 (ECB/2021/11) more precise with
regard to references to the reference reporting population and with regard to the conditions under which the
Executive Board may exercise its delegated powers to grant or withdraw the permission to apply the threshold
referred to in Article 15(1)(c) respectively.

(4)  Therefore, Guideline (EU) 2021/830 (ECB/2021/11) should be amended accordingly,
HAS ADOPTED THIS GUIDELINE:

Article 1

Amendments

Guideline (EU) 2021/830 (ECB/2021/11) is amended as follows:
1. in Article 11, paragraph 2 is replaced by the following:

2. NCBs may grant derogations from any of the following statistical reporting requirements relating to interest rates
on, and business volumes of, collateralised or guaranteed loans to non-financial corporations:

provided that the national aggregate business volume of total loans in the corresponding loan size category and initial

period of interest-rate fixation category, as set out in indicators 37 to 54 in Table 2 of Appendix 2 to Annex I to
Regulation (EU) No 1072/2013 (ECB/2013/34), represents less than:

(i) 10 % of the national aggregate business volume of the sum of all loans in the same size category; and

(ii) 2 % of the euro area aggregate business volume for the same size and same initial period of interest-rate fixation
category.

Derogations granted by NCBs pursuant to this paragraph shall be without prejudice to Article 4 of Regulation (EU)
No 1072/2013 (ECB/2013/34).;

2. in Article 12, paragraph 1 is replaced by the following:

‘1. Where the statistical information on MIR received by the NCBs does not represent the reference reporting
population due to the use of sampling, NCBs shall select and maintain the sample and gross up statistical information
on the new business volumes to ensure that 100 % of the reference reporting population is represented, as specified in
Part 2 of Annex III to this Guideline.’;

3. in Article 15, paragraph 6 is replaced by the following:

‘6. The Governing Council of the ECB may delegate to the Executive Board the power to grant or withdraw the
permission to apply the threshold referred to in paragraph 1(c) pursuant to paragraph 2. When exercising that
delegated power, the Executive Board shall consider whether the reporting burden for the relevant NCB would be
disproportionately affected in the absence of the threshold.”.

Article 2

Taking effect

1. This Guideline shall take effect on the day of its notification to the national central banks of the Member States whose
currency is the euro.

2. The national central banks of the Member States whose currency is the euro and the European Central Bank shall
comply with this Guideline from 1 February 2022.
Article 3
Addressees

This Guideline is addressed to all Eurosystem central banks.
