2. Uitvoering van het programma “Creatief Europa” (debat)

Presidente. — L'ordine del giorno reca la relazione di Silvia Costa, a nome della commissione per la cultura e listru-
zione, sull’attuazione del regolamento (UE) n. 1295/2013 del Parlamento europeo e del Consiglio, dell'11 dicembre 2013,
che istituisce il programma Europa creativa (2014-2020) e che abroga le decisioni n. 1718/2006/CE, n. 1855/2006/CE e
n. 1041/2009/CE (2015/2328(INI)) (A8-0030/2017).

Silvia Costa, relatrice. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, Commissario, innanzitutto desidero ringraziare i relatori
ombra per il loro grande apporto. E la prima volta che facciamo una relazione di implementazione di un programma
pluriennale come Parlamento.

«Europa creativa» ¢ I'unico programma diretto dell'Unione europea per il settore creativo, culturale e audiovisivo, che
oggi coinvolge 39 paesi, con un budget di un miliardo e mezzo per il periodo 2014-2020. Un budget che ha registrato,
in questi sette anni, un incremento del 9 %, ma rappresenta appena lo 0,15 % del bilancio europeo. Eppure ci sono
alcune evidenze. La crisi europea rivela l'esigenza di un forte investimento nella cultura e nel dialogo interculturale e
nella ricerca collegata alla cultura.

Le attivita legate al patrimonio culturale sono una risorsa crescente di nuova occupazione, innovazione, competenze,
inclusione sociale e turismo culturale. Inoltre, il settore culturale e creativo audiovisivo rappresenta ormai oltre il 5 % del
PIL europeo, che diventa il 12 % se includiamo la moda e la pubblicita.

La grande quantita e qualita dei progetti presentati a «Europa creativa» dimostra una grande vitalita del settore, che pero
¢ prevalentemente costituito da soggetti no profit, piccole e medie imprese, istituzioni culturali e associazioni, che vanno
sostenuti, accompagnati nella sfida del digitale, nella formazione di nuove competenze e favorendo la cooperazione, la
mobilitd di artisti professionisti e prodotti culturali, sostenendo le coproduzioni, le reti europee di professionisti, raffor-
zando la capacita industriale dellaudiovisivo europeo e il suo accesso al mercato anche estero, favorendo in particolare
l'internazionalizzazione delle carriere.

Questi sono gli obiettivi pili strategici di «Europa creativa» avere riunito sotto un unico programma i precedenti pro-
grammi «Cultura» e «Media», pur mantenendoli distinti, con l'aggiunta di un settore trasversale si ¢ rivelato utile per dare
forza e maggiore visibilita al programma e per coordinare la governance, ma non ha ancora prodotto quei risultati di
integrazione fra i diversi settori e progetti che ci aspettavamo. Purtroppo, «Europa creativa» soffre del suo stesso suc-
cesso: il rapporto fra domande presentate e accolte ¢ estremamente limitato, con un tasso di successo pari solo al 16 %
per i progetti nel sottoprogramma «Cultura», e al 32 % per il sottoprogramma «Media».
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Con questa relazione di implementazione chiediamo con forza alla Commissione europea e agli Stati membri una
robusta integrazione dei fondi, in linea con le ambizioni del programma, ma chiediamo che finalmente la cultura diventi
l'undicesima priorita almeno del programma della Commissione; non compare la parola.

1l testo che stiamo per votare chiede: miglioramenti alla gestione del programma, miglioramenti nella valutazione e nei
criteri di valutazione dei progetti, per renderlo pili accessibile, semplice, trasparente, capace di sostenere ogni settore e
quindi essere pili equilibrato fra i settori, i soggetti di piccoli e di grandi dimensioni e anche naturalmente l'equilibrio fra
piccoli e grandi Stati membri (i partecipanti), dando spazio all'ambizione europea di contare sulla scena mondiale della
cultura e insieme di sostenere la creativita di giovani, di realta e di istituzioni storiche in cui riconosciamo le nostre
radici, cosi come abbiamo apprezzato i bandi finalmente rivolti anche all'inclusione sociale e anche agli immigrati e
rifugiati.

Sara necessario riorientare il programma sulla qualita e il valore artistico delle proposte culturali — e non solo econo-
mico, come talvolta sembra prevalere — sostenendo lintegrazione con altri programmi e l'apertura a partenariati con
paesi extraeuropei, soprattutto quelli che si affacciano nell'area mediterranea e in vista della nuova strategia per la
diplomazia culturale e per 'Anno europeo del patrimonio culturale, fortemente voluto dal Parlamento per il 2018.

Chiediamo di superare gli attuali automatismi per salvaguardare la diversita della produzione audiovisiva europea, ma
valorizzando le reali capacita di produzione e la circolazione di prodotti audiovisivi nonché un maggiore supporto alle
posizioni europee e alle coproduzioni in ambito anche televisivo, con produttori indipendenti, e piti accesso da parte
delle sale cinematografiche e della distribuzione online.

Si deve fare di piu per rafforzare le sinergie tra il programma «Europa creativa» e i diversi programmi pluriennali, in
particolare Erasmus+ e Orizzonte 2020. Il collegamento fra ricerca, innovazione e cultura ¢ assolutamente — e sono
felice che ci sia il Commissario Moedas, perché so che ¢ molto sensibile a questo tema — ma anche per l'innovazione
nelle piccole e medie imprese culturali.

Vado alla conclusione. Siamo in attesa, infine, di conoscere gli esiti del nuovo strumento finanziario di garanzia che
abbiamo fortemente voluto, dedicato a questo settore, poiché sono stati appena selezionati, da pochissimo, i primi due
istituti finanziari europei e speriamo che anche altri possano essere selezionati per coprire con equilibrio il territorio
europeo, ma chiediamo che sia dato seguito alla proposta di integrarli con I'EFSI, usandoli anche come front-loading per
rafforzare la dimensione economica e imprenditoriale del settore.

Carlos Moedas, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, next year we will be celebrating, as you know, the European
Year of Cultural Heritage. This is a perfect opportunity to bring Europe’s cultural richness into the spotlight and to recall
the shared values that connect us and make us stronger. So let me thank this House for its strong commitment to the
Year of Cultural Heritage.

The European Year will also be an opportunity to take stock of what the Creative Europe programme is doing for the
heritage sector in terms of cross-border cooperation, capacity building and awareness-raising, and more generally the
European Year can showcase the positive impact of the programme on Europe’s cultural and creative operators.

Your report comes at a very good moment, at a crucial moment — halfway through the programme’s lifespan when we
need to reflect on what we have achieved so far and start work to prepare the future. It is in our common interest to
keep a critical eye on how the programme is implemented. I would like to thank Ms Sylvia Costa, as rapporteur, and the
shadow rapporteurs for their positive and constructive recommendations. They will all be carefully taken into account in
the ongoing mid-term evaluation of the programme.
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Let me just make a couple of comments. First, the policy objectives of Creative Europe are to safeguard diversity — and
here, as Commissioner for Research, I feel that this is the biggest asset we have in terms of innovation and science and
technology, this diversity that your programme safeguards — and make the European cultural and creative sectors more
competitive. While these aims remain valid, we are faced with new political and societal challenges such as migration
and the rising of populism. Promoting cultural diversity goes hand in hand with opening up cultural participation to
more citizens and showcasing our common values with and beyond Europe’s societies.

I am very happy that Creative Europe has proven to be flexible enough to respond to these new challenges. To give you
an example, in 2016, following the refugee crisis, we issued a specific call to support cultural projects working to help
integrate refugees. At the same time, the number of countries in the EU neighbourhood participating in a programme is
growing; negotiations with Israel and Tunisia are underway. This shows the potential of cultural cooperation as a public
diplomacy tool in line with the recently adopted strategy of international cultural relations.

Your report calls for strengthening the cross-cultural and the cross-sectoral strength. I could not agree more. Key chal-
lenges such as globalisation, the digital transformation, skills development and access to financing are common to all
cultural and creative players without undermining the specificities of each sector. We need to find ways to address these
challenges in the framework of an integrated programme and reinforce the cross-sectional dimension further. Why?
Because today, most innovations are at these cross-sections. We have discovered everything we could at the core of
the disciplines. The new things are really at this border and that is one of the fantastic things about your programme.

We are already working on these and let me give you some examples. First, through dialogue with the stakeholders
involved. We have been trying to keep abreast of the changing needs of the audiovisual and cultural sectors. Second, our
cross-sectoral projects, such as creative hubs, are testing how best to promote innovation and ensure a structuring effect
to support industry adaptations to an evolving ecosystem.

Finally, the Guarantee Facility — and you talk about it in your report — that Guarantee Facility is now in operation. It has
been very well received with three agreements already signed with financial institutions in France, Spain and Romania,
and there are more coming up.

Let me now come to the question of funding. I am fully aware that many high-quality projects cannot be funded due to
the programme’s small budget and Ms Costa just mentioned to me before we came in how small the budget is. I am
equally aware of the frustration that this creates amongst applicants and potential applicants. As you rightly point out,
this is especially relevant for cooperation projects under the cultural sub-programme.

We are trying to address this issue within our room for manoeuver. First, the annual budgets are scheduled to increase
until 2020. Secondly, we are thinking about creating a dedicated envelope for smaller cooperation projects — and you
talked about it — that would allow us to reach out to new cultural organisations with little experience of working at
European level and to involve more grass-roots organisations. Finally, we will continue to make the programme more
easily accessible to smaller cultural operators and we are doing so by simplifying our application procedures. Simplifying
is essential and is speeding up selection of the decisions by cutting the red tape where possible.

There is only so much we can do, as Ms Costa told me before we came in, with 0.15%, 0.14% of the multiannual
financial framework (MFF) currently dedicated to Creative Europe. I am convinced that we can and should do better
than that.

Let us be more ambitious for the future. I know I can count on your continued support in this respect, so let us make
sure that Creative Europe can truly support and reinforce one of Europe’s greatest assets: its culture.
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Clare Moody, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Budgets. — Mr President, the Creative Europe programme
addresses two of the most fundamental issues that we face today. One is: what are the future jobs going to be? The
other is: how in this divisive time do we bring people and communities together? When we look at the possibilities that
the digital world of the 21st century will provide for skilled employment, the cultural sector is often rightly cited as the
source of jobs long into the future. The new financial instrument aimed at SMEs only deepens the importance of this
programme in supporting the growth of this sector.

Beyond the imperatives of growth, there is the separate work of bringing people together. In particular, this programme
has now taken on the responsibility of supporting social inclusion for refugees. Ms Costa’s excellent report highlights the
strength of this work, but also importantly points to what can be done to improve its delivery. We must ensure it has
the resources to fulfil its important role in our society.

Bogdan Brunon Wenta, w imieniu grupy PPE. — Panie Przewodniczacy! Na wstepie chciatbym podzigkowaé pani posel
Coscie za bardzo dobre sprawozdanie dotyczace wdrazania programu ,Kreatywna Europa” oraz wzorowa wspolprace
przy negocjacjach.

Pierwszy etap wdrazania programu oceniamy pozytywnie. ,Kreatywna Europa” to stosunkowo niewielki program o
szerokim zasiegu i duzych ambicjach. Potwierdzit on swéj niezwykly sukces, poniewaz z calej Unii z pro$ba o dofinan-
sowanie z funduszy europejskich wplynelo az 15 tys. projektéw. Dlatego bardzo wazne jest zwigkszenie, o czym zreszta
tu juz powiedziano, budzetu na ten program i o to apelujemy do Komisji i do paristw cztonkowskich. Uwazam takze, ze
podprogram MEDIA musi mocniej skupié si¢ na digitalizacji dziedzictwa filmowego, na partnerstwach miedzy szkotami
filmowymi i na wsparciu dla profesjonalnych sieci, z uwzglednieniem wszystkich graczy w sektorze, takze autoréw czy
pisarzy. Zasady udzialu w programie powinny by¢ bardziej przejrzyste i bardziej transparentne, aby zwigkszy¢ udzial
projektéw w programie ,Kreatywna Europa”.

Uwazam, ze waznym elementem jest tez otwarcie dialogu z sektorem muzycznym i nadanie konkretnej wagi temu
sektorowi w programie ,Kreatywna Europa”. Z zadowoleniem przyjmuje¢ réwniez uruchomienie w drugim semestrze
2016 roku instrumentu finansowego i gwarancji bankowych dla sektora kreatywnego. Wazne jest, zeby ten instrument
dziatal jak najszybciej i najefektywniej. Umozliwi to malym przedsigbiorstwom sektora kultury i sektora kreatywnego
uzyskanie kredytéw bankowych do kwoty 750 milionéw euro.

Luigi Morgano, a nome del gruppo S&D. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, oggi la produzione di contenuti di
qualita, la capacita di innovare, di narrare, di immaginare, di emozionare ¢ diventata la nostra vera materia prima ed ¢
fonte di occupazione, come ¢ gia stato sottolineato, in particolare giovanile.

«Europa creativa» — lo ha ricordato prima Silvia Costa — ¢ l'unico programma diretto dell'UE per il settore creativo,
culturale e audiovisivo. Si propone di salvaguardare e promuovere la diversita culturale e linguistica e coltivare e
sostenere la competitivita dei settori culturali e creativi. Un programma relativamente piccolo, diviso, come gia ricordato,
in due sottoprogrammi «Cultura» e <Media», ma assolutamente strategico, in particolare da quando, credo anche grazie
alla caparbia tenacia della commissione cultura del Parlamento europeo, nel 2016 ¢ stato dotato di un nuovo strumento
finanziario transettoriale.

Uno strumento di garanzia importante, seppure con un bilancio oggettivamente contenuto, pari a 121 milioni di euro, e
un fattore di moltiplicazione stimato al 5,7 che, come ¢ stato ricordato dal Commissario, ha gia portato comunque ad
alcuni risultati concreti. Nei primi mesi di quest'anno sono stati firmati accordi per il sostegno alle piccole e medie
industrie del settore, in Spagna, Francia e Romania. Purtroppo, il rapporto tra domande presentate e accolte resta il
problema fondamentale, perché ¢ troppo limitato. La soluzione passa da una necessaria semplificazione amministrativa
gia concordata, ma soprattutto da un pitt adeguato incremento della dotazione finanziaria, e il riferimento ad EFSI mi
pare obbligato.

Dopo i primi due anni di attuazione quindi di questo programma, possiamo affermare che «Europa creativa» € un punto
di riferimento fondamentale per l'arte e la cultura europea e bisogna anche dire che ¢ molto popolare tra migliaia di
cittadini.
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Hans-Olaf Henkel, im Namen der ECR-Fraktion. — Herr Prisident, Herr Kommissar Moedas! Sie sollten dieses Projekt
nicht mit Kultur, sondern mit Wissenschaft und Wirtschaft begriinden. Ich kenne wunderschone italienische Opern, aber
ich kenne keine europdische Oper. Ich lese portugiesische Literatur, aber ich habe noch nie ein Buch in europiischer
Sprache gelesen. Ich gehe gerne zum Italiener essen, aber haben Sie schon mal in Briissel ein europiisches Restaurant
gesehen? Ich nicht. Und ich kenne auch niemanden, der einer europiischen Fulballmannschaft zujubelt.

Meine Damen und Herren! In meinem Land ist Kultur eine Verantwortung der Bundeslinder. Es gibt in Deutschland
keinen Minister fiir Kultur, und ich finde das richtig. Die Frage ist, warum wir uns in diesem Hause mit der sogenannten
europdischen Kultur beschiftigen miissen. Jeder Versuch, den Biirgern weiszumachen, dass es statt italienischer, portu-
giesischer, britischer, schottischer, katalanischer Kultur nun eine europdische Kultur geben soll, ist nach meiner Meinung
anmaflend. Es gibt sicherlich reiche Kultur in Europa, aber es gibt keine europiische Kultur. Jeder Versuch, eine euro-
pdische Kultur hier zu kreieren, ist nach meiner Meinung anmaflend. Die europdische Kultur ist deshalb so vielfiltig, weil
sie in den Lindern und in den Regionen entsteht. Der Versuch, ihr eine europdische Kultur entgegenzusetzen, ist nicht
vielfaltig, sondern einfaltig.

Kaja Kallas, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, there was a sentence in an article in the Guardian about the age
of robots which said: ‘If you want a job, you must be as unlike a machine as possible: creative, critical and socially
skilled.” Creativity in the age of the internet is everywhere. People write stories on their blog, they upload songs, they
create short videos, and with innovation in robotics and artificial intelligence we will need more and more creative
people.

Creativity should not only be supported by the Creative Europe programme, it should be part of every policy, as
innovation should be. What is key to creativity, however, is diversity, and Europe has diversity: diversity of languages,
of cultures and of history. Therefore, I believe that the Creative Europe programme should also nurture this diversity.

However, when we look at the share of financing that each Member State gets from this programme, most of the
funding seems to go to the big five countries with high production capacity and, as I understand it, the same countries
want an even larger share of the funding. Therefore I would stress the importance of the Creative Europe programme
being open and fair to all creators and all projects, and not just the ones who might, on paper, get the bigger audience
and be the most profitable, because this is not what the programme should be about.

I also believe that we should stress another point: although Europe is very diverse, consumers’ wishes and behaviour are
very similar everywhere. Technology has brought them choice — choice to access content from anywhere, at any time
and on any device. No consumer wants to wait for six months or a year to see a movie on TV, and I do not think any
creator wishes to limit the amount of people who will see their work. But, by staying stuck in our current models of
movie distribution, of financing based on territoriality, and by lacking creativity ourselves in this respect, we are not
helping either consumers or creators — maybe only the middlemen in between.

The Creative Europe programme should not forget its own name: ‘Creative Europe’. It should support works that will be
made widely available and accessible to all European citizens, not only in movie theatres but also online. It should
promote innovative financing and distribution models that are not based on territoriality but on EU-wide access, and
it should help to create an environment for European online platforms to start up and scale up, because if the idea of
our current model is the best one for European creativity, why then do so many movies not even make it into cinemas?
This is wrong, as is the idea that only our current model, largely based on territorial exclusivity, is the best one, when
online platforms such as Netflix and Amazon have started to finance their own — very diverse and high-quality —
content.

Martina Michels, im Namen der GUE/NGL-Fraktion. — Herr Prisident, Herr Kommissar, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen!
Im Bericht heifSt es: Das Programm ,Kreatives Europa“ ist Opfer des eigenen Erfolgs — zu viele Projektideen, zu wenig
Budget. Was sagt uns das? Die Verantwortung der Mitgliedstaaten fiir Kultur sichert kulturelle Vielfalt, und regionale
Kultur wird letztlich auch in anderen europiischen Programmen gefordert. Und trotzdem — Herr Henkel — braucht es
auch eine europdische Kulturpolitik, die mehr bekommt als einen Katzentisch am Rande des europiischen Binnenmark-
tes.
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Unsere Zukunft wird kein schillerndes Gewebe aus 6konomischen Kennziffern sein, mit Abschottungsstrategien werden
wir nichts gewinnen. Aber unsere Zukunft hingt von unserer gegenwirtigen Fihigkeit ab, in vielen Sprachen zu kom-
munizieren, auch mit Musik und Bildern. Ein interkultureller demokratischer Dialog ist keine Selbstverstindlichkeit, er ist
im kulturellen Gedichtnis Europas eingraviert. Wollen wir iiber diese Schitze verfiigen, miissen wir sie starker fordern.
Die Einbindung der Siidlichen Partnerschaft Europas muss mit dem Programm ,Kreatives Europa“ viel umfassender
begleitet werden. Eine Aufstockung benotigen wir auch beim Teilprogramm ,Media“. Film und moderne Medien brau-
chen genau wie Chemie oder Ingenieursleistungen gute Labore, Platz fir Fehlversuche und Experimentierraume. Dafiir
brauchen wir mehr europiische Offentlichkeit. Und dann ist die Frage nach einem aufgeschlossenen Publikum nicht nur
eine Frage des besseren Marketings.

Um es kurz und deutlich zu sagen: Ja, Kultur kostet, doch Unkultur kostet mehr. Und deshalb werbe ich um Zustim-
mung.

Helga Triipel, im Namen der Verts/ ALE-Fraktion. — Herr Prisident, Herr Kommissar, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Das
erste, was ich betonen mochte, ist, dass die europdische Kulturpolitik von einem demokratischen Kulturbegriff ausgeht.
Es geht eben nicht um einen nationalistischen Kulturbegriff oder einen ethnischen oder gar einen rassistischen, sondern
die europdische Kulturpolitik ist zutiefst davon geprigt, egalitir zu sein. Es geht um Vielfalt und auch um den Umgang
mit kulturellen Minderheiten. Herr Henkel, Sie sind véllig auf dem Holzweg, wenn Sie behaupten, es wiirde hier um eine
Homogenisierung oder um eine falsche Einschrinkung gehen, es wiirde nur noch um europiische Kultur gehen. Das
Interessante ist gerade, dass es um die Anerkennung der Vielfalt geht. Es geht darum, diese zu fordern und natiirlich
Kunstler und Biirger in die Lage zu versetzen, die Vielfalt der europdischen Kulturen kennenzulernen, davon zu profi-
tieren, sie wertzuschitzen, wirklich zu wissen, welchen kulturellen Schatz der Vielfalt es in der Européischen Union gibt.
Alles andere zu behaupten, ist fast schon bosartig, denn es geht gerade darum, den Menschen klarzumachen, welche
Chancen sie mit der kulturellen Vielfalt in der Europdischen Union haben.

Es geht mir insbesondere darum, anzuerkennen, dass die europiische Kreativindustrie ein wesentlicher Beitrag zu dieser
Vielfalt ist — auch zur europiischen Investitions- und Wirtschaftspolitik. Deswegen muss die Kreativindustrie auch ein
wesentlicher Teil der europdischen Wirtschaftspolitik sein, und dieses Kulturprogramm muss vor allem leisten, den
Eigenwert der Kultur anzuerkennen. Wir haben gerade im Kulturbereich viele Projekte, die nonprofit sind, die nicht mit
groflen Summen umgehen, aber in der Lage sind, wirklich in die Gesellschaft auszustrahlen. Projekte, die die Menschen
auf einer Ebene ansprechen, wie andere Politiken es nicht konnen. Und dieser Teil ist an diesem europdischen Kulturpro-
gramm ,Kreatives Europa“ so entscheidend, und deswegen miissen wir es stirken und es nicht schlechtreden oder es
klein machen. Sondern es ist ein wesentlicher Teil einer wirklich gut verstandenen europiischen Politik, die die
Menschen erreicht, und zwar in ihren Herzen und in ihrer Vielfalt im alltiglichen Leben.

Deswegen ist es mir so wichtig, dass die Antragstellung auch gerade fiir kleine Projekte vereinfacht wird, weil sich viele
enttiuscht davon fithlen, dass sie wenig Moglichkeiten haben, auf einfachem Wege, wenn es um kleine Summen geht,
diese Programmantrage zu stellen — da kann einiges verbessert werden. Ich mochte auch nochmal betonen — wie schon
etliche Kollegen vor mir —, dass der Kulturetat, wie er jetzt in der Europdischen Union ist, bei Weitem zu gering ist.
Mit 0,15 % vom MFR reflektiert er eben nicht die wirkliche gesellschaftliche Bedeutung der Vielfalt der Kultur der
Europdischen Union. Deswegen soll das dringend gedndert werden, wenn es um die nichste finanzielle Vorausschau

geht.

Zum Gliick hat die Kommission ein neues Projekt fiir die Integration mit Kulturarbeit fir die Fliichtlinge gestartet. Wir
sind gestartet mit einer Summe von 1,6 Millionen. Das ist zwar besser als nichts, aber es macht angesichts der Aufgabe,
die wir da haben, deutlich, dass das viel zu gering ist. Deswegen nochmal mein klares Petitum: Der Kulturetat der
Europdischen Union fiir die Sicherung der Vielfalt und die Wertschdtzung der Vielfalt muss angehoben werden!

Isabella Adinolfi, a nome del gruppo EFDD. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, in primo luogo ringrazio la relatrice
per il lavoro svolto. La relazione che oggi votiamo rappresenta un buon compromesso. Sono convita infatti che il
programma Europa creativa, seppur presentando alcune criticita, nel suo complesso debba essere considerato e giudicato
positivamente.
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Questo ¢ vero soprattutto per quanto riguarda le opportunita che esso genera per le micro, le piccole e le medie imprese
e sono d’accordo con la richiesta di aumentare i fondi a favore del programma. Invece, proprio per questo motivo, non
giudico positivamente lo spostamento di fondi, di 3 milioni di euro, che verra effettuato per il finanziamento dell’Anno
europeo del patrimonio culturale nel 2018. Non credo, infatti, che questo tipo di operazioni possa essere avallato e non
possiamo distrarre fondi da un programma che gia risulta ampiamente sottofinanziato.

Ulteriori punti che mi sembrano degni di nota sono, da un lato, la necessita di snellire e semplificare le pratiche
burocratiche per la partecipazione ai bandi — come hanno detto gia molti colleghi. A tale riguardo, corretta ¢ la richiesta
di favorire I'impiego di strumenti digitali. Dall’altro, il riconoscimento che il sistema degli indicatori di rendimento del
programma prendano in considerazione gli aspetti creativi e artistici, e non solo quelli puramente economici.

Tutti dovremmo considerare questo riconoscimento come di cruciale importanza, se crediamo nella creativita. L'aspetto
creativo, per essere sviluppato appieno e generare opere di qualita, non puo essere sempre soggiogato al rendimento
economico. La spasmodica ricerca del profitto a tutti i costi uccide la creativita. Ben vengano quindi programmi come
Europa creativa che si prefiggono forme di supporto pubblico, stando sempre attenti a forme di abuso.

Dominique Bilde, au nom du groupe ENF. — Monsieur le Président, je salue le travail de la rapporteure avec laquelle je
partage certains constats et préconisations pour la mise en ceuvre du programme «Europe créative». Le rapport recon-
nait, en effet, la complexité de la structure administrative et financiére, notamment pour les PME, et exhorte la
Commission a plus de simplification, en particulier pour les procédures de candidatures.

Je soutiens, par ailleurs, les recommandations de la rapporteure sur les projets de traduction littéraire, qui devraient
prévoir la promotion du livre et de la lecture, objectifs fondamentaux, a mon sens, non seulement pour la santé de
nos industries mais également dans leur dimension éducative.

Jai cependant des réserves sur d’autres points. Cela ne vous surprendra pas.

Vous vous plaignez du budget limité, mais vous n’hésitez pas a soutenir et a vouloir pérenniser la mesure spécifique en
faveur de lintégration des réfugiés, dont le cofit s'éleve a 1 600 000 euros. Je vous rappelle que ce n'est pas aux Etats
membres, ni aux contribuables européens, de soutenir vos délires immigrationnistes.

Je souligne également que vous venez de concéder au Conseil et a la Commission, lors du trilogue pour I'Année euro-
péenne du patrimoine culturel, que 4 millions d’euros proviendraient du budget «Europe créative» sur les 8 millions que
va nous cofiter au total cette opération de communication.

Dans cette logique, je m'oppose a toute augmentation de budget du programme et jai déposé des amendements afin de
réaffirmer que, du fait de ce budget limité, le programme devrait se concentrer sur le financement des entreprises
européennes. Je m'oppose donc a tout nouvel élargissement aux pays tiers.

De plus, je souhaite rappeler la nécessité de laisser la possibilité aux FEtats membres de conserver leurs exceptions
culturelles en garantissant que la culture reste en dehors des négociations des traités de libre-échange. Vous m’opposerez
que Cest déja le cas, mais il est toujours bon de rappeler des principes fondamentaux afin qu'ils ne ceédent pas aux
sirenes du marché global.

Au final, si je compte m'abstenir sur ce rapport, je ne peux pas m'empécher de constater avec tristesse votre capacité a
rendre tiede méme la meilleure des idées.

Sabine Verheyen (PPE). — Herr Prisident! Liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Das Programm ,Creative Europe“ mit seinen
Hauptteilbereichen MEDIA und Kultur fordert in besonderer Weise kulturelle Vielfalt und Innovationen bei den Kultur-
und Kreativprojekten in Europa und vor allem den kulturellen Austausch zwischen den einzelnen Regionen. Und Herr
Henkel, kultureller Austausch ist das, was die Kultur in Europa, in jeder Region, immer wieder nach vorne gebracht hat.
Stellen Sie sich den Kolner Dom ohne die Entwicklung der Gotik in Frankreich vor! Ich glaube, dass man vielleicht den
Kulturansatz, den Sie hier sehr nationalistisch vorgetragen haben, nochmal iiberdenken sollte.

Auch bei diesem Programm sind wir — genau wie beim nichsten Tagesordnungspunkt, den wir nachher beraten — mit
einer massiven Unterfinanzierung konfrontiert. Dies fithrt auch dazu, dass die Beteiligung kleinerer Projekte in den
Programmbereichen nicht ausreichend ist. Hier miissen wir zu einer besseren Finanzierung und vor allem zu einer
Verbesserung und Vereinfachung der Antragsverfahren kommen, damit auch kleine Kulturinitiativen und Projekte bessere
Chancen zur Teilnahme an den Teilprogrammen erhalten. Ich halte es dariiber hinaus fir notwendig, dass bei der
Ablehnung eines Projektantrags eine grofere Transparenz gewihrleistet wird, und dazu ist es wichtig, dass eine genaue
und eindeutige Begriindung fur die Ablehnung eines Projektantrags erfolgt und den Antragstellern auch erldutert wird.
Denn das hilft, das groffe Frustrationspotenzial bei einer Ablehnung auch zu senken. Des Weiteren bedarf es einer
verbesserten Einbeziehung der Kultur- und Kreativwirtschaft auch in andere Forderprogramme der EU wie z. B. Hori-
zont 2020, COSME, die europdischen Strukturfonds und den EFSL

Erste Schritte, hier Synergien zu nutzen, sind bereits angegangen worden, aber lange noch nicht ausreichend, da diese
Fonds nicht auf die spezifischen Bediirfnisse und die diversen Strukturen im Kultur- und Kreativsektor ausgerichtet sind
und nicht ausreichend auf die Bediirfnisse eingehen. Mit dem brancheniibergreifenden Aktionsbereich wurde zusitzlich
zu den Teilprogrammen MEDIA und Kultur eine weitere Fordersdule geschaffen, die gerade fir KMU und
Kleinstunternehmen eine Chance sein kann, wenn das volle Potenzial dieses Aktionsbereichs auch wirklich genutzt und
ausgebaut wird. Der Kultur- und Kreativsektor trigt mit 4,4 % des BIP der EU bei und schafft fir 3,8 % der
Erwerbstitigen in der EU Arbeitsplitze. Bei einer entsprechenden Forderung konnte auf Dauer das volle Potenzial dieser
Branche als Quelle von Wachstum und Beschaftigung und als Triebfeder fur kulturelle Vielfalt und grenziiberschreitende
Zusammenarbeit ausgeschopft werden. Darauf sollten wir alle gemeinsam hinarbeiten!

— Vielleicht sollten Sie sich zundchst
einmal etwas deutlicher informieren. Es gibt einen Kulturstaatssekretir, und der hat auch ein entsprechendes Budget. Der
hat zwar nicht so viel, wie wir uns das wiinschen, aber das ist in der Kultur — leider Gottes — in Europa, gerade auf der
nationalen Ebene, ja immer so. Gerade weil eben viele nationale Regierungen und Behorden und Ministerien kein grofes
Interesse daran haben, auch noch den grenziiberschreitenden Austausch und den Kontakt zwischen Kiinstlern zu for-
dern, ist es besonders wichtig, dass wir hier diese Aufgabe von der europdischen Seite aus tibernehmen und hier eine
Unterstiitzung dafiir liefern, dass sich Kiinstler und die Kreativwirtschaft gegenseitig befruchten konnen und eben genau
solche Dinge auch in Zukunft moglich bleiben, dass nidmlich Jazz sich bildet, der sich aus afrikanischen und amerikani-
schen Kulturen her zusammengemischt hat.

Julie Girling (ECR). — Mr President, I would like to talk about this in the context of Brexit. The UK receives more
funding than almost any other country through the Creative Europe Programme. Bringing together culture and media
programmes is an important part of our membership of the European Union. Although in financial terms it is tiny, this
is an area where we actually gain more than we put in.

One of the initiatives in this field is the European Capital of Culture. Truro, a city in my own region in the South-West
has announced a bid to be the City of Culture in 2023. I understand that the UK Government has been positive about
cities making their bids and I understand also that, at this moment, the Commission is sticking to its announcement that
there will be two capitals in 2023, one from Hungary and one from the UK. That may change — who knows? — and it
may well all become a sidebar in the big negotiation, but the advice for now is to carry on bidding. The UK is still a full
and active member of the EU.

Having visited other European capitals of culture, most recently San Sebastidn in Spain, I have seen at first hand the
benefits such a successful bid can bring. However, I would add a note of caution as I would not want to see Cornwall,
an area not known for being well off, overspend on a project which is inevitably something of a gamble.

Elena Gentile (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, non vi & dubbio che la creativita, l'ingegno, le qualita
artistiche del capitale umano, ossia il grande patrimonio che la storia d’Europa ha consolidato, siano il tessuto connet-
tivo che sorregge quell'idea di comunita che deve ritrovare nella cultura della bellezza la cifra della sua crescita.
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La cultura non conosce barriere, abbatte i muri, sostiene il dialogo tra le differenze, le valorizza intrecciando sentimenti
positivi, diventa occasione per promuovere economia e lavoro di qualita. Quindi non solo pill risorse, ma una nuova
connessione tra programmi e strumenti, ma anche semplificazione, maggiore accessibilita e un deciso cambiamento
rispetto a criteri di valutazione troppo rigidi e formali, che finiscono per penalizzare le idee pitt innovative e di qualita.
Idee innovative che, proposte da una rete straordinaria di associazione di piccole e piccolissime imprese, risultano molto
spesso penalizzati a fronte delle proposte del sistema industriale ovviamente meglio organizzato e strutturato.

La cultura ¢ una straordinaria opportunita di emancipazione, se orienta i suoi linguaggi dentro una nuova cornice di
solidarieta, di coesione tra i popoli, attraverso la rivalorizzazione delle piti antiche tradizioni umanistiche di questo
continente. Un’occasione per sconfiggere quindi la deriva populista xenofoba e razzista che sta contaminando negativa-
mente I'Europa. Dunque, l'auspicio ¢ che gli strumenti oggi a nostra disposizione vengano ripensati e riorientati anche
per favorire, attraverso la cooperazione, una nuova connessione tra le sponde del Mediterraneo.

La Unién Europea de hoy se apoya en unas bases histdricas y culturales muy sélidas, compartidas por los pueblos
europeos. La Unién Europea no es una construccion artificial, ni responde solo a un movimiento surgido tras la
Segunda Guerra Mundial, sino que tiene raices muy profundas, y esto lo tiene que conocer la ciudadania europea.

En este sentido, me parece necesario destacar la importancia del programa de rutas culturales europeas, lanzado por el
Consejo de Europa hace 30 afios con la proclamacién de los Caminos de Santiago como primera ruta cultural europea.

Sefior comisario, debemos cooperar estrechamente con este programa del Consejo de Europa y ayudar a estas rutas, que
me parecen un modelo de cooperacién transfronteriza cultural. Estas rutas tienen relevancia turistica y contribuyen asi al
desarrollo de zonas a menudo alejadas del circuito tan concurrido de sol y playa.

Estas rutas sirven también para preservar el patrimonio histérico y cultural europeo, tan rico y tan diverso, y al que se
refiere la propia declaracion —importante declaracion— de Bratislava de hace unos meses. Estas rutas son también muy
utiles para ensefiar a los europeos y a los jévenes los importantes vinculos histdricos, culturales, artisticos, dirfa incluso
espirituales, que nos unen a los europeos, poniendo asi de manifiesto la profundidad y solidez de los cimientos de la
construcciéon de la Unién Europea.

Como copresidente del Intergrupo de este Parlamento de Desarrollo del turismo europeo, patrimonio cultural, Camino
de Santiago y otras rutas culturales europeas, le pido que este programa de Europa Creativa contribuya al manten-
imiento, a la mejora, a la promocién de los itinerarios culturales del Consejo de Europa.
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Monika Smolkova (S&D). — V tivode chcem ocenit pricu spravodajkyne, pretoZe jej sprava poddva uceleny pohlad na
prinos programu Kreativna Eurdpa. Kultiira, kreativny priemysel, to nie st len odvetvia, ktoré ndm prindsaji dobré
pocity, zazitky, ale v skutocnosti majii vyznam aj pre hospoddrstvo. V dnesnej nejednotnej Eurdpe, pri silnejiicom
euroskeptizme, prave kultira, histéria a spolo¢né hodnoty pevne a stabilne spdjaji eurdpske krajiny.

Program Kreativna Eurdpa finanéne podporuje umelcov aj profesiondlov z oblasti kultdry, ale aj preklady knih, filmovy
priemysel, vytvdra aj priaznivé podmienky pre mobilitu umelcov i umeleckych diel a zvySuje kultirne povedomie.
Tradiciu podpory eurdpskych miest kultiiry povazujem za velmi tspesny projekt. Mojmu mestu, kde Zijem, Kosiciam,
titul KoSice — mesto kultiry v roku 2013 priniesol okrem mnozstva kultirnych podujati aj vytvorenie novych pracov-
nych miest a doteraz historicky najvacsi prilev turistov, ¢o md nezanedbatelny ekonomicky prinos a propagéciu pre
mesto a §tat.

Kinga Gél (PPE). — Elnok Ur, tisztelt Kollégdk! Mindig 6romoémre szolgdl, amikor olyan programrél dénthetiink, vitat-
kozhatunk, amelyek kozelebb viszik az Uniét a polgdraikhoz, és pozitivan hatnak a polgdrok életére. A Kreativ Eurdpa
Program pontosan egy ilyen keretprogram, mely a kultira, a kreativitds tdmogatdsat célozza Eurdpa-szerte, sajnos alulfi-
nanszirozottan.

Két vetiiletét emelném ki ennek, engedjék meg. Az dltalam tarselnokolt kisebbségi munkacsoportban tobb izben foglal-
koztunk mér az e programhoz tartozé projektekkel, ugyaniigy, mint az eurépai kulturdlis f6vdrosokkal. Az a tapasztalat,
hogy ezek a projektek fontos szerepet jtszhatnak a hagyomanyos nemzeti és nyelvi kisebbségi kozosségek életében,
identitdsuk megGrzésében a tobbség-kisebbség egyiittélésének elémozditdsdban. Ezeket a projekteket ilyen szempontbdl
is tdmogatnunk kell a jovében is.

A masik elem, amit kiemelnék, az eurépai kulturdlis és kreativ hdlézatok fontossagat hangsilyozva, az az eurdpai
tehetséggondozds témakore. A magyar példdra épitve, ma mdr egy igen erls eurdpai tehetségsegité hdlzat mikodik
az Unidban. Ez segiti tigy a tehetségek felfedezését, mint fejlesztését és gondozasat. Ez egy olyan teriilet, amelyre kiemelt
figyelmet kell forditanunk, és lehet6vé kell tenniink, hogy az érintettek hozzaférjenek a megfelel§ unids tdimogatdsokhoz,
hiszen a tdlentum olyan, mint egy természeti forrds, timogatdsa pedig befektetés a jovébe.

Alex Mayer (S&D). — Mr President, juggling, hula-hooping and spinning plates is not something I would normally do
as an MEP, but last week I swapped debating in this Chamber for trying out circus skills. I was in Great Yarmouth, in
my constituency, to visit Sea Change Arts. Their director told me how the EU projects that they have taken part in have
been transformational, in terms of both the money they received and the relationships built. They are now one of the
leading international organisations for street arts and circus.

I know some of my political opponents get into a spin about EU projects, but I can see the true legacy of Britain’s
membership of the EU in events like Great Yarmouth’s popular Out There festival. EU policy has played a significant
role in creating and nurturing a vibrant cultural and creative sector across Europe. Long may it continue.

Santiago Fisas Ayxela (PPE). — Sefior presidente, el programa Europa Creativa para el periodo 2014-2020 es, sin duda,
el mds ambicioso hasta la fecha, tanto en contenido como en forma, pero en esos tres afios de ejecuciéon se han
observado varias deficiencias del programa. La Comisién de Cultura ha puesto de relieve estas cuestiones en el informe
e instamos a la Comisién a actuar cuanto antes.

Hay una serie de prioridades que la Comisién deberifa llevar a cabo.

En primer lugar, deberfa perfilar el capitulo intersectorial: la Comisioén debe verificar la utilidad y el funcionamiento del
mismo, ya que los sectores se quejan de falta de acceso a los créditos. Los sectores audiovisuales se mueven en unos
entornos muy competitivos y debemos dar a nuestros creadores los instrumentos necesarios para seguir produciendo
piezas de calidad.

Ademds, la Comisién deberfa coordinar y reforzar las oficinas de Europa Creativa en los paises participantes para
facilitar el acceso de los creadores, crear sinergias y, asi, mejorar el uso de recursos.
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Y, en tercer lugar, y a pesar del aumento del 9 %, debe aumentarse el presupuesto destinado a este programa para
permitir seguir desarrollando una cultura plural y diversa en el seno de la Unién Europea y los paises de la vecindad.
Debe, ademds, instarse a los paises de la vecindad sur, que no forman parte del programa, a que se unan a ese espacio de
diversidad cultural y oportunidades.

Debemos seguir apostando por la cultura europea: nuestro cine, nuestra musica, nuestra literatura, nuestros artistas. Es
esencial dar apoyo a estos sectores, facilitindoles la financiacién, la formaciéon y la discusion: se trata de la mayor
riqueza con la que contamos.

Bogdan Andrzej Zdrojewski (PPE). — Panie Przewodniczgcy! Kultura nie jest objeta polityka wspdlnotowsg i chee
wyraznie podkresli¢, ze to dobrze. Nie jestem zwolennikiem poszerzania kompetengji instytucji europejskich jeszcze o
kulture. Natomiast w odniesieniu do programu ,Kreatywna Europa” chce powiedzie¢ trzy rzeczy, ktore sg kluczowe. Po
pierwsze, ten program powinien by¢ maksymalnie odbiurokratyzowany i bardzo si¢ ciesz¢ z deklaracji, ktére dzi§ padly.
Po drugie, decyzje powinny by¢ podejmowane zdecydowanie szybciej, bo ten wolny tryb podejmowania decyzji, krétko
moéwiac, szkodzi programowi. [ trzecia rzecz kluczowa: w programie ,Kreatywna Europa” tkwi szansa na to, aby wykor-
zystujgc obecne technologie cyfrowe, sprawial, by w powiazaniu np. z programami stypendialnym takimi jak Erasmus +
uzyskiwal wysoka efektywnos¢.

Chee podzigkowad pani Silvii Coscie, ktéra zakoniczyla swojg kadencje na stanowisku przewodniczgcej Komisji Kultury,
bo pare rzeczy si¢ udalo. Po pierwsze, rzeczywiScie mamy program lekko odbiurokratyzowany. Po drugie, zlikwidowano
wreszcie zaleglosci platnicze. I trzecia rzecz: wygloszone dzi$ deklaracje sa efektem pracy calej komisji, aby ten program
wraz z programami pilotazowymi stanowil pewne uzupelnienie rozmaitych innych narzedzi, ktérymi si¢ postugujemy.

Csaba Ségor (PPE). — Elnok Ur, iidvozlom, hogy a jelentés kiilon kitér r: a Kreativ Eurépa Program keretében finans-
zirozott projektek kozott 2017 utdn remélhetdleg néni fog a kulturalis sokféleséget, a kultirdk kozotti parbeszédet és a
tobbnyelviiséget elémozdité projektek szdma.

A jelentéstevd, ezt a migransok és menekiiltek Unidba torténd jelentSs bedramldsaval indokolja. Nem kérdgjelezve meg
ennek fontossagdt, szeretnék ramutatni, hogy ezek a szempontok madr eddig is hangstilyos részét kellett volna képezzék a
programnak. Nemcsak a migransok vagy a jelent@s 1étszamt migracios hattérrel rendelkezd unids polgar miatt, hanem a
mintegy 60 milliés Gshonos nemzeti kisebbséghez tartozé unids polgdr miatt is. A kulturdlis sokféleség és a tobbnyel-
viiség elémozditdsa nemcsak azért szitkséges, mert 4j kisebbségek jelennek meg az EU teriiletén, hanem azért is, mert
évszdzadok 6ta ugyanazon a teriileten €16 nemzeti kozosségek id6kozben kisebbséggé véltak egy tagdllam teriiletén.

Ezen alacsony pénziigyi kapacitdssal rendelkezd kisebbségeket pedig azzal tdmogathatjuk nyelvik és kultirdjuk meg6r-
zésében, ha a kulturdlis programok koltségvetésének novelése mellett kiemelt figyelmet szenteliink a kisebbségi projekt-
eknek, beleértve az anyagi tdimogatdst is.

Sustin §i, domnule comisar, luati in calcul propunerea de finantare pentru ci aici vorbim de o culturd cu efecte radiale in
toate domeniile de activitate §i sper sd se inteleagd cd Europa poate fi unitd dacd ne cunoastem valorile, patrimoniul
cultural, traditiile si, folosesc ocazia sd spun ci ieri in Romania s-a sdrbatorit 1 martie, simbolul artd creativd — iatd acest
simbol, artd creativa.
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Ivana Maleti¢ (PPE). — Gospodine predsjednice, viSe od 8,5 milijuna radnih mjesta u Europskoj uniji je u kulturi i
kreativnim industrijama, koje sudjeluju s ukupno 4,5 % BDP-a. Zaposlenost u ovim sektorima godi$nje raste u pros-
jeku 3,5 %.

Upravo zbog toga program ,Kreativna kultura” kljucan je za stvaranje novih radnih mjesta i pomo¢ umjetnicima, kul-
turnim profesionalcima za europski film, glazbu, ocuvanje bastine, ali i industriju video igara. Klju¢na je razmjena
iskustava i znanja, te povezivanje drzava ¢lanica.

Kreativnu Europu moramo udiniti vidljivijom i prisutnjjom medu nadim gradanima, jer je upravo to program koji ¢ini
razliku, poti¢e europsku inovativnost i pozicionira nas kao lidere koji iznenaduju idejama i kreativnoscu, koji oblikuju
buduénost, ali na temeljima svoje kulturne bastine i tradicije.

Julie Ward (S&D). — Mr President, creativity and collaboration across borders are even more important in these days of
extreme nationalism and xenophobia. The arts and culture touch us all as human beings, providing a unique and
powerful means to change hearts and minds, to promote self-confidence and community cohesion, and to help people
live together as good neighbours in an increasingly complex and frightening world.

The great city of Liverpool in my Northwest England constituency, a diverse city built on migrant labour by the way,
was saved from obscurity through its designation as a Capital of Culture in 2008, delivering a world-class programme
with a lasting legacy, contributing to the local tourism economy and its wealth of entrepreneurs. I can tell you, as
somebody who worked in the arts before politics, that the Creative Europe programme, including in its previous incar-
nation, has been and still is of great interest to British artists and arts organisations, and that the tragedy of Brexit was
not the choice of the people of Liverpool nor the wish of the wider arts and media community or their audiences across
the whole of the UK, who voted overwhelmingly to stay in the EU and work together with their neighbours.

Nicola Caputo (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, innanzitutto complimenti all'onorevole Costa per l'ot-
tima relazione.

Il programma «Europa creativa» si ¢ rivelato utile per anticipare le nuove tendenze nei settori pertinenti, collegando la
cultura e la creativita, promuovendo la circolazione di giovani artisti di talento, lo sviluppo del pubblico nell'ecosistema
del mercato unico digitale e, in linea con la Convenzione dell'Unesco del 2005, la diversita culturale a livello interna-
zionale.

Auspico che la promozione della qualita culturale e il valore intrinseco della cultura siano inclusi tra i criteri di valuta-
zione e gli obiettivi della base giuridica del programma post-2020.

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Doru-Claudian Frunzulici (S&D). — Mr President, last but not least, I welcome the success of the programming
objectives of promoting European cultural diversity and strengthening the potential of the cultural and creative sector,
although it is important to call strongly for an increase in the seriously under-financed Creative Europe budget in order
to bring it into line with expectations. I believe we must continue to support the cultural, creative and audiovisual sector
strongly, asking for an increased budget for the programme, both to meet expectations and to avoid frustration, together
with better management of the existing programme, with more transparency and simplified procedures.

The creation of three new strands, on innovative crossovers, social inclusion and Creative Europe Mundus, to include
third countries, will feature in our objectives and priorities. We have to make Europe first.

Carlos Moedas, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank everyone for this very interesting
debate and for all the ideas that came out of the discussion.

I think everyone talked about diversity. Everyone used that word as something that we should really cherish and I think
that, more than ever, we need in Europe a creative and cultural programme.

As Commissioner for Innovation and as someone who lived abroad for a long time, firstly I believe deeply that we have
a European culture and those of you who, like me, have lived abroad felt that every day when you lived outside of
Europe. You feel that you have a culture that is different to others because it is a culture of diversity, because you think
differently, you feel differently, because you are more intolerant of inequality, because you feel yourself, when you are
abroad, that you are closer to your European friends.

I lived for years outside of Europe and most of my friends were always Europeans because we speak that language of
diversity, of understanding others. I think that it is very important to realise that, even with that diversity of languages,
we are so close, much closer than you might think, and especially when you live abroad, as I have lived.

The second point that came from the discussion that is essential is that innovation comes from these intersections —
these intersections of disciplines, these intersections of science and art and music — and so many of you here referred to
that. In 2015 I was at the Nobel Prize Award Ceremony and the person who won the Nobel Prize for Medicine was a
woman called Tu Youyou. This woman is not a medical doctor; it is a very interesting fact that most of the Nobel
Prizewinners are not specialists in their own field. They come from other fields. They come from those intersections.

Tu Youyou saved millions of people because she discovered a cure for malaria. She discovered that cure for malaria
because she was reading a poem in a book that was more than 1 700 years old. By reading that poem she found a plant
called Artemisia and then she found through that poetry how she could extract that plant, Artemisia, in a way that
would save people. She found this cure that has saved millions of people and I think that that is the future — the future
is this cross between culture and science and art. If we want to be at the edge, if we want to be at the best that
technology does, that science does, we have to be at these borders of culture and arts and science.

Thank you so much for the very interesting debate. It was a great place to be this morning, listening to all of you,
believers in Europe and believers in this programme, as I am.

Silvia Costa, relatrice. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, sono molto felice di questo bel dibattito a cui tanti
colleghi generosamente hanno partecipato e li ringrazio anche delle parole che hanno avuto nei miei confronti e ring-
razio molto l'attenzione vera del Commissario Moedas.

Io condivido perfettamente questa sottolineatura che Lei ha fatto: I'innovazione sempre di piu si colloca ormai nella
capacita di integrarsi fra i vari settori, fra i vari linguaggi e anche fra le diverse discipline. Penso che questa sia la sfida
per la seconda parte del settennio per «Europa creativa» che su questo fronte deve fare molto di piti, ma credo che sia un
problema interno al programma, ma anche esterno.
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Se ne parlava prima, dobbiamo assolutamente conseguire — come abbiamo chiesto — una maggiore attenzione trasver-
sale, anche delle diverse DG e delle diverse competenze perché, con Erasmus+, con Orizzonte 2020, con i fondi strut-
turali si avviino maggiori integrazioni e chiediamo naturalmente un rafforzamento serio e importante del budget. Avete
sentito che tutti i colleghi parlavano della frustrazione di tanti operatori della cultura che alla fine si stancheranno di
proporre — questo ¢ tremendo, in un momento come questo, della crisi che viviamo in Europa, che € una crisi culturale;
sarebbe strano che finalmente non si mettesse la cultura nelle priorita del programma Juncker.

La seconda valutazione — non posso rispondere a tutti, pero raccolgo alcune delle questioni pitt importanti e comuni —
un dilemma c’¢ stato fra diversita e unita e accompagna I'Europa dal suo nascere, ¢ chiaro che la politica culturale non ¢
una politica comunitaria ma la politica culturale ¢ basata sul trattato per due aspetti: valorizzare e sostenere la diversita
culturale e linguistica e dall'altra valorizzare e tutelare il patrimonio culturale europeo comune.

Quindi, la diversita nell'unita ¢ la cifra dellEuropa e anche quando parliamo di diplomazia culturale europea, su cui
siamo impegnati, si parla sempre anche di far conoscere come si ¢ potuto vivere anche in una dimensione di pace in
questo continente, proprio perché la diversita e il dialogo hanno portato a una possibilita di convivenza pacifica, all'in-
novazione e allinclusione. Questa ¢ la sfida della cultura sotto tutti i cieli. Quindi non ¢'¢ contraddizione.

Poi vorrei dire che le radici dell’Europa sono nella musica, nella filosofia, nei pensatori, nella spiritualita, nella creativita,
nel teatro, nella letteratura e tutti i pili grandi sono stati in tutti i paesi quelli che non si sono chiusi nelle piccole patrie,
ma che hanno dialogato con il mondo, che hanno cercato di capire, tutto si ¢ intrecciato nella storia della cultura
europea, sarebbe veramente miope non riconoscere questo.

Noi vogliamo percio con questo programma, pretendiamo che cosa? Intanto, una maggiore attenzione, appunto, a
questa integrazione dei settori; secondo: ad avere una maggiore attenzione ai criteri di valutazione — ¢ venuto da tutti
e sono d’accordo — quello di avere criteri che valutino pit il merito artistico e anche il merito intrinseco culturale dei
progetti.

Credo che sia giusto pretendere adesso che questi nuovi finanziamenti che si danno attraverso i prestiti, come strumento
finanziario, non devono riservarsi a quelle situazioni finanziarie accreditate, solo per i paesi dove queste risiedono ma
sono fatte per sostenere i progetti europei — deve essere molto chiaro questo — altrimenti sarebbe uno sbilanciamento.

E ultima cosa —il tempo ¢ tiranno — le reti culturali, ¢ verissimo, noi vogliamo sostenere di piu le reti culturali europee
che son quelle che attraversano I'Europa, gli itinerari culturali e le capitali europee della cultura che hanno compiuto
trent'anni dalla loro istituzione. Abbiamo chiesto di valutarli come risultati straordinari, perché in molte citta, che erano
anche in crisi industriali - lo dicevamo prima, Liverpool ¢ stata rilanciata grazie ad essere capitale della cultura e questo
ha portato a un ripensamento della citta, giocata piu sulla cultura.

Chiudo sulla questione della Brexit, dico solo una parola, non posso non menzionarla: io credo che — certo, 'ha detto la
collega inglese — I'Inghilterra ha avuto piti di quanto ha dato nella cultura anche perché ha tantissima ricchezza culturale.
Devo dire perd che le precondizioni per continuare a partecipare a «Europa creativa» sono chiare, sono quelle di accet-
tare almeno le quattro liberta fondamentali di circolazione delle persone, dei capitali, eccetera. Quindi, questa sara la
battaglia che dovranno fare i cittadini britannici, non noi.

3.  Uitvoering van het programma “Europa voor de burger” (debat)

Presidente. — L'ordine del giorno reca la relazione di Marfa Teresa Giménez Barbat, a nome della commissione per la
cultura e l'istruzione, sull'attuazione del regolamento (UE) n. 390/2014 del Consiglio, del 14 aprile 2014, che istituisce il
programma «L’Europa per i cittadini» per il periodo 2014-2020 (2015/2329(INI)) (A8-0017/2017).

Maria Teresa Giménez Barbat, ponente. — Sefior presidente, estimado comisario, estimado presidente, estimados com-
pafieros, quiero comenzar dando las gracias a todos mis colegas de la Comisiéon de Cultura y Educacién, que han
trabajado conmigo con un gran espiritu de cooperacion y de comprension mutua en este informe dirigido a la imple-
mentacién del programa Europa para los Ciudadanos.

El programa Europa para los Ciudadanos es el tnico de la Comisién Europea que tiene como objetivo fomentar la
participacién directa de los ciudadanos en la Unién y promover el didlogo entre las instituciones, las organizaciones
de la sociedad civil y las administraciones locales. Por esa razon hemos pedido a la Comisién de Cultura un aumento del
presupuesto del programa para que sea posible alcanzar los objetivos fijados.

En primer lugar, hace falta recordar que el presupuesto acordado para este programa para el periodo 2014-2020 se
redujo significativamente, un 14 % en comparacién con el periodo precedente. En el Parlamento y en la Comisién
de Cultura y Educacién venimos solicitando un incremento del presupuesto, con la cifra de 500 millones de euros
para poder satisfacer adecuadamente las propuestas de proyecto que llegan a las agencias de evaluaciéon. Ademds, si lo
comparamos con el presupuesto de los programas Erasmus y Europa Creativa, que hemos hablado ahora, resulta evi-
dente que es necesario dotar a este programa con un mayor esfuerzo financiero.

En segundo lugar, hemos pedido a la Comisién que desarrolle una estrategia de comunicacién mds innovadora. Es
fundamental que este programa pueda conocerse mds en Europa. A diferencia de otros, Europa para los Ciudadanos
no es tan popular y la participacién es muy baja entre las organizaciones no gubernamentales, las fundaciones que se
ocupan de asuntos relacionados con la ciudadania europea, los ayuntamientos y las redes de regiones y ciudades que son
sus destinatarios.

Necesitamos disponer de una plataforma mds eficaz y accesible, que permita un conocimiento profundo de los fondos
disponibles y un fortalecimiento de las relaciones con los puntos de contacto de los Estados miembros. Pretendemos que
todas las organizaciones y administraciones locales conozcan en detalle las posibilidades ofrecidas por este programa y
que los paises participantes que atin no lo han hecho designen un punto de contacto nacional.

En tercer lugar, consideramos que el drea de memoria europea del programa Europa para los Ciudadanos tendria que
tener en cuenta no solo el pasado de Europa y su memoria, sino también su futuro. Pretendemos transmitir un relato
histérico que no se obsesione con las diferencias, sino que intente superarlas con espiritu de integracién. Creemos que
este proyecto contribuird a formar una visién mds optimista e integrada de Europa, con la vista puesta en forjar un
futuro comdin.

Por dltimo, pero no por ello menos importante, el informe afirma sin ambigiiedad que la préxima generacién del
programa deberfa adoptarse con arreglo al procedimiento legislativo ordinario, poniendo al Parlamento en pie de igual-
dad con el Consejo. Deseo subrayar que, como tnica institucién de la Unidn elegida directamente por los ciudadanos, el
Parlamento Europeo debe desempeiiar su papel de colegislador de la Unién cuando se trate de aprobar un programa
creado especificamente con el objetivo de fomentar la participacién de los ciudadanos. Por lo tanto, en mi informe insto
a la Comisién a que encuentre una base juridica adecuada para la préxima generacién del programa, que permita una
verdadera participacién del Parlamento Europeo en el proceso de adopcion y de aplicacién de este programa.

Por esta razon, estimados compariieros, os pido que apoyéis el informe, tal como se aprob6 en la comision.
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Julian King, Member of the Commission. — Mr. President, my colleague Commissioner Avramopoulos sends his regrets but
has asked me to say a few words on his behalf. Honourable Members, the Europe for Citizens programme offers a
unique platform to reach out to citizens and to engage them in a debate about the future of Europe. In the year of its
tenth anniversary as a fully-fledged programme with its own identity, the Europe for Citizens programme is well esta-
blished. Stakeholders and beneficiaries appreciate it as one of the most relevant means to involve citizens in shaping
their — that is, our — European Union. Projects funded by the programme will now also offer placements for the
European Solidarity Corps. This will allow young Europeans to put their civic engagement into practice fully in line
with the objectives of the programme.

This is why I am glad that the European Parliament has prepared this implementation report on the programme, which
looks back at the first three years. I would like to thank Parliament, and in particular the rapporteur Ms Giménez Barbat,
for the commitment and the effort that you have put into preparing this report, which not only gives an overview of
the programme’s implementation, but will also be an important starting point for the mid-term evaluation that we are
currently preparing. It will provide some first orientations for a new citizenship programme beyond 2020.

Let me stress the elements of your report, which we shall have the chance to reflect on jointly in the near future. First,
as you mentioned, the budget. Under the current Multiannual Financial Framework this has been a major challenge for
the Europe for Citizens programme. Participation in the programme has become very competitive and success rates have
decreased to very low levels in some measures, and we need to look at that. Second, the streamlined structure of the
current programme, with the two strands focusing on European remembrance and on democratic engagement and civic
participation, works well. It is positive, allowing for a more focused approach and increasing the programme’s impact.
Last, but by no means least, the issue of the legal base which you raise that could enable the European Parliament to get
involved in the adoption of a new programme as co-legislator. In view of the mid-term evaluation, let me assure you
that the Commission seeks the strongest possible cooperation with this House on both the political direction and the
implementation of the Europe for Citizens programme over the four remaining years and of course looking ahead
beyond 2020.

In conclusion, can I just acknowledge the European Parliament’s important role in both preparing and assessing the
current Europe for Citizens programme. We are only at the beginning of our cooperation to give new momentum to
this programme. The Commission looks forward to continuing to work with Parliament towards our common objective:
to encourage the maximum participation of our citizens in building the European Union of the future.

Santiago Fisas Ayxela, en nombre del Grupo PPE. — Sefior presidente, quisiera agradecer a la ponente, Teresa Giménez
Barbat, el excelente trabajo realizado y la buena cooperacién en la elaboracién de este informe.

En la situacion actual de la Unién —como bien debatimos ayer— de nacionalismos, populismos y euroescepticismos
rampantes, no podemos quedarnos con los brazos cruzados: tenemos la responsabilidad de combatirlos. La mejor
manera de hacerlo es implicando a los ciudadanos, acercindolos a la Unidn. Para ello, es esencial contribuir a mejorar
la comprension de la Unidn, de su historia y de su diversidad. El informe de evaluacién del programa Europa para los
Ciudadanos demuestra el éxito que suponen estos programas a medio y largo plazo para luchar contra estos fenémenos.

Esta iniciativa es todavia joven y poco conocida, pero el niimero de solicitantes de fondos refleja el interés que tienen los
ciudadanos en implicarse con el proyecto europeo: la calidad de los proyectos presentados es una buena sefial de ello.
Lamentablemente, muchos de esos proyectos se han ido con las manos vacias. Esto se debe a la insuficiencia de la
financiacién.

En el dltimo marco financiero —lo ha dicho la ponente— se redujo la financiacién en un 14 %. No es que los proyectos
no merecieran la pena, sino que no habia suficientes fondos para tantos proyectos.

Debemos ser mds ambiciosos cuando se trata de contribuir a un mejor entendimiento de la Unidén Europea, de su
historia y su diversidad por parte de los ciudadanos. Solicito a la Comision que se aumente el presupuesto hasta un
minimo de 500 millones de euros, lo necesario para garantizar el éxito del programa.

Europa para los Ciudadanos no serd la respuesta para todos los problemas, pero si contribuird de manera sustancial a
acercar a los ciudadanos al proyecto europeo.

Sylvie Guillaume, au nom du groupe SED. — Monsieur le Président, Monsieur le Commissaire, mes chers collégues, je
veux a mon tour féliciter ma collegue Marfa Teresa Giménez Barbat pour son travail.

Dans un domaine comme celui-ci, la coopération avec les groupes politiques et I'écoute sont indispensables pour aboutir
a un rapport ambitieux et donner un nouvel élan au programme «L’Europe pour les citoyens». Il s’agit d’'un processus
fondamental, alors que I'Europe est attaquée par le nationalisme et I'euroscepticisme et connait une forte montée de
l'intolérance, qui remet en cause le sentiment d’appartenance a un espace commun.

Quelles sont nos priorités? Elles ont été rappelées par mes collegues. Selon moi, elles sont au nombre de quatre.

Dabord, la question du budget. Je crois qu'il faut envoyer un message trés clair: nous voulons une augmentation sub-
stantielle des moyens mis a disposition de ce programme, qui concerne trés directement les citoyens européens. Ce
programme repose encore sur une enveloppe trop limitée. Il n’est pas normal, notamment, d’avoir un taux d’acceptation
de dossiers aussi faible. Ne pas évoluer signifierait décrédibiliser ce programme aupres des citoyens les plus engagés, et
Clest pourquoi nous avons demandé de porter ce budget a 500 millions d’euros, soit finalement un euro par citoyen.

Sur la base juridique ensuite. Nous voulons étre clairs: le Parlement européen en tant qu'institution représentant les
citoyens européens ne peut pas étre absent du processus législatif, une solution juridique doit donc étre trouvée, c'est
non négociable, je crois.

La troisiéme priorité, c'est le besoin d'une communication plus active. A lere du numérique et des réseaux sociaux, il est
important que le programme puisse étre plus visible sur le web et soit représenté dans un discours non bureaucratique
et surtout plus pédagogique. Ce programme doit aussi toucher de nouveaux publics, les jeunes en particulier, dont on
connait le trop faible engagement civique, notamment au moment des élections européennes. Il faut donc dépasser les
formats un peu compassés ou un peu trop traditionnels de réunions publiques en développant des projets plus dynami-
ques, qui permettent de faire partager des expériences.

Izaskun Bilbao Barandica, en nombre del Grupo ALDE. — Sefior presidente, quiero felicitar a la ponente de este informe
porque comparto le necesidad de incrementar el presupuesto del programa Europa para los Ciudadanos. Basta recordar
que, en alguno de sus apartados mds importantes, como es el de la memoria histdrica, solo llega a financiar el 6 % de
las solicitudes, no por falta de calidad de las propuestas ciudadanas, sino exclusivamente por falta de dinero.

También comparto, y he intentado, que los puntos de contacto de cada Estado ayuden a entender mejor el programa a
sus posibles beneficiarios. Y lo digo porque la amnesia nos estd jugando una muy mala pasada. Las mismas ideas
populistas y ultranacionalistas que firmaron las mayores catdstrofes de nuestra historia se presentan ahora como falsas
soluciones a nuestros grandes problemas.

Por eso, deberfamos dedicar mds imaginacion, interés y recursos a recordar qué resultados cosecharon estas recetas, a
poner ante el espejo de nuestra historia algunos lamentables discursos que sintonizan con las arengas que justificaron y
propiciaron nuestras tragedias pasadas y a subrayar que la Unioén Europea fue la respuesta eficaz y dtil frente a ese
lenguaje de egoismo, insolidaridad, guerra, violencia y pobreza.

Por eso pido mds fondos y, por eso, me alegro de que, tras una serie de iniciativas protagonizadas por varios diputados,
todos los regimenes totalitarios europeos vayan sumandose al nazismo o el estalinismo, primer objetivo de este pro-
grama para poder recuperar nuestra memoria. Por eso me alegro de que el 80.° aniversario de la guerra civil espafiola se
incluya entre las actividades elegibles para financiar actividades en favor de la verdad, la justicia y la reparacion.
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Porque, ochenta afios después del bombardeo de Gernika, uno de los dos Estados implicados en aquella masacre, mie-
mbro de la Unidén Europea, sigue sin reconocer su responsabilidad y pedir perdén por aquellos hechos. Porque hoy ese
mismo Estado no colabora con la justicia universal para investigar y castigar todos los crimenes de la dictadura, accio-
nes, que como muy bien recuerda el informe, harfan muy dificil el ingreso hoy de alguien con ese comportamiento en el
seno de la Unién Europea.

Curzio Maltese, a nome del gruppo GUE/NGL. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, il mio gruppo aveva votato contro
«L’Europa per i cittadini», io votero a favore di questa relazione sulla base di una valutazione pragmatica: questo pro-
gramma ha funzionato, questo programma ha coinvolto cittadini, associazioni che meritavano di avere voce e di parte-
cipare — la partecipazione ¢ la chiave per la salvezza dell'Unione e questo programma incoraggia la partecipazione dei
cittadini.

Se guardo all’elenco dei programmi finanziati, vedo nel mio paese cose molto positive: la lotta alla mafia, associazioni di
rom — i rom sono un grande popolo europeo di 12 milioni di abitanti che non sono rappresentati qui e che sono al
centro di una serie di discriminazioni.

Tuttavia, sono d’accordo con la relatrice sia sulla questione dellinsufficiente finanziamento, sia su un’altra questione
importantissima, che ¢ la base giuridica; ¢ paradossale che un programma che si propone di far partecipare i cittadini
limiti il ruolo del Parlamento europeo, che & I'unica chiave per i cittadini di partecipare, eleggendo dei rappresentanti.
Quindi, sarebbe importante cambiare questa base giuridica e permetterci anche di aiutare una migliore formulazione
degli obiettivi, che rimane molto debole, in qualche caso goffamente ideologica, per esempio, 'equiparazione della critica
all’Europa con l'euroscetticismo € assurda. I veri europeisti oggi non possono che essere molto critici.

Helga Triipel, im Namen der Verts/ ALE-Fraktion. — Herr Prasident! Herr Kommissar, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen!
L,Europa fiir Buirgerinnen und Biirger” — der Titel macht schon klar, worum es geht. Es ist ein Programm, das sich direkt
an die Biirgerinnen und Biirger wendet und ihnen zusitzliche Moglichkeiten geben will, gute Ideen umzusetzen, Projekte
gemeinsam zu verwirklichen und grenziiberschreitend zusammenzuarbeiten. Dieses Programm hat zwei Schwerpunkte.

Der erste Punkt ist Erinnerungskultur. Wie wir aufgrund aktueller Streitigkeiten wissen, ist dies ein Punkt, der gerade in
der Europdischen Union ausgesprochen wichtig ist, es geht ndmlich darum, die Geschichte des Stalinismus, des Natio-
nalsozialismus und des Faschismus aufzuarbeiten und dadurch wirklich zu einer demokratischen Gesellschaft beizutra-
gen, die in der Lage ist, mit Differenz und Minderheiten auf eine positive Art und Weise umzugehen und diese Menschen
nicht ausgrenzen zu miissen.

Der zweite Punkt ist demokratische Biirgerbeteiligung. Auch das ist ein Bereich, bei dem es gerade um die Qualitdt des
demokratischen Lebens in der Europiischen Union geht, wo die Biirgerinnen und Biirger die Mdglichkeit haben, im
Rahmen von Stidtepartnerschaften oder wenn sie besondere Ideen haben — einige Beispiele sind jetzt schon genannt
worden —, gezielt gefordert zu werden, um gemeinsame Projekte in der Européischen Union in die Tat umzusetzen.

Das Problem ist aber, dass dieser Haushalt so gering ist, dass er dem Anspruch, der verkiindet wird, gar nicht gerecht
werden kann. Es ist sogar noch schlimmer: Der Etat ist sogar mit dem letzten mehrjahrigen Finanzrahmen, der jetzt
lauft, noch abgesenkt worden. Also wirklich widersinnig in einer Situation, wo die Kommission und das Parlament
zu Recht sagen: Gerade mit diesem Programm miissen wir mehr tun, denn wir sehen ja an der Zahl der Antrige, dass
ein ganz grofler Bedarf da ist und dass die Biirgerinnen und Biirger dieses Programm annehmen, weil es ihnen wirklich
zusitzliche Moglichkeiten gibt.

Was ist also die Aufgabe? Wir miissen gezielt daran arbeiten, dass der Etat fiir dieses Programm angehoben wird, damit
wir den Anspruch, zusitzliche Moglichkeiten der Zusammenarbeit und des wirklichen Aufbaus von unten, was europii-
sche Biirgerschaft und europdische Projekte der Biirger angeht, auch wirklich in die Tat umsetzen. Also mit dem nich-
sten MFR muss es hier zu einer deutlichen Verinderung kommen, und das werden uns die Biirgerinnen und Biirger —
was Teilhabe und demokratische Beteiligung angeht — auch wirklich hoch anrechnen.
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Rosa D’Amato, a nome del gruppo EFDD. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, «L’Europa per i cittadini» sarebbe un
programma dall’alto contenuto simbolico, poiché mira allo sviluppo di un senso comune di identita e solidarieta euro-
pea, ma oggi deve far riflettere sulle cause della perdita di credibilita di questa Unione europea.

Al di la dei bei numeri e dei bei risultati che si sono susseguiti negli anni, nella parte relativa alla priorita del programma
e tra gli emendamenti di compromesso che sono stati votati, si legge infatti: comprendere e dibattere sull’euroscetti-
cismo. Bene, quantomeno, vi ¢ la necessita di accettare il fenomeno euroscettico come un dato di fatto della realta in cui
viviamo. Un esempio su tutti, ovviamente, ¢ cid che sta accadendo oggi con la Brexit, che mette in discussione I'esistenza
di un progetto europeo.

Dubito fortemente perd che il fenomeno euroscettico possa essere dibattuto in questo modo. Per farmi capire meglio,
faccio I'esempio della realta politica del mio paese. Gli italiani sono sempre stati annoverati fra gli euroentusiasti, ma
anche loro negli ultimi anni si sono progressivamente allontanati e hanno iniziato a guardare all’Europa con un disin-
canto che sta sempre pil crescendo. Questo ¢ avvenuto per diversi motivi economici, identitari, politici e per mancanza
di partecipazione democratica.

Cio che ¢ in gioco oggi ¢ la capacita stessa di risposta delle istituzioni pubbliche alle legittime domande che i cittadini
rivolgono alle autorita politiche e alle stesse istituzioni. Per questa ragione, nella relazione, abbiamo chiesto alla
Commissione e agli Stati membri di rafforzare il legame tra le priorita del programma in questione e tutte le politiche,
prime fra tutte, le politiche sociali e occupazionali. L'Europa ¢ stata a lungo considerata una sorta di ancora di salvezza
per0 oggi, senza la partecipazione diretta, non siamo pit credibili.

Laurentiu Rebega, in numele grupului ENF. — Multumesc, domnule presedinte, stimati colegi, programul Europa pentru
cetdteni este singurul program european care se adreseazd direct, prin cele patru linii de finantare, tuturor cetitenilor
Europei.

As face observatia cd domeniul culturii, cel care trebuie si dezvolte unitatea in diversitate din deviza Uniunii, este poate
cel mai vitregit, dacd ne gandim la finantare si, implicit, la importanta care i se acordd.

Raportul referitor la aplicarea programului Europa pentru cetiteni este pertinent si conform realititii. Poate singura
observatie este cd raportul este prea putin critic. Problemele mentionate sunt acute: regionalizarea proiectelor, izolarea
tdrilor excentrice, sumele forfetare defavorabile in multe cazuri, prioritdtile anulate neinteresante pentru unele tari, prefi-
nantarea micd, in general, si lipsa prefinantdrii la infritirea intre orase.

In Romania, in 2014 si 2015 a crescut foarte mult numiarul de aplicatii ajungandu-se cam la 3 000 de proiecte depuse
la fiecare termen limitd. Din pacate, din cauza subfinantarii, din acestea se finanteazd mai putin de 10% ceea ce, iIn mod
evident, duce in prezent la o lipsd de interes tot mai accentuatd fatd de program. Lipsa de interes a operatorilor creste si
mai mult datoritd finantdrii reduse pe proiect. Astfel, maximul de finantare este de 150 000 de mii EUR pe proiect la
doud dintre liniile de finantare, la celelalte mult mai putin.

Din informatiile pe care le am, punctele nationale de contact doresc sd le fie extinse atributiile si dupd depunerea
proiectelor pentru i le sunt solicitate informatii si dupd acest moment si, in plus, se creeazd relatii cu aplicantii si nu
dorim si-i dezamigim. Punctele nationale de contact doresc, de asemenea, si cunoascd procedura de selectie, modul in
care lucreazd evaluatorii, cum se acordd punctajele si, in general, doresc o mai mare transparentd si cooperare.

In plus, Punctul National de Contact din Romania doreste o altfel de relatie cu Comisia Europeand si Agentia Executivd
pentru Educatie, Audiovizual si Culturd pe bazi de parteneriat, relatia de acum este aproape umilitoare deoarece aceste
puncte de contact sunt veriga intre institutiile europene si aplicanti si datoritd lor programul este promovat.

Uniunea Europeand cheltuie foarte multe resurse nu numai bani ci i timp sau resurse umane in domenii care favor-
izeazd globalismul, uniformizarea si companiile multinationale. Prin contrast, cultura, educatia i, mai ales, proiectele
pentru cetdteni sunt un fel de cenusirese.

Sabine Verheyen (PPE). — Herr Prisident, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Das Programm ,Europa fiir Biirgerinnen und
Biirger” ist gerade in der heutigen Zeit, in der der Ruf nach mehr Demokratie und Beteiligung auf der einen Seite und
populistische, nationalistische und antieuropdische Bewegungen auf der anderen Seite immer mehr an Einfluss gewin-
nen, ein wichtiges Programm fiir den Zusammenhalt in der EU. Es fordert Geschichtsbewusstsein, biirgerschaftliches
Engagement und hilft, Barrieren abzubauen und die Begegnung und Freundschaft der Menschen in Europa zu f6rdern.
Wir brauchen heute mehr denn je ein Europa, das Menschen zusammenfiihrt, und nicht eines, das nur aus Steinen und
Gesetzbiichern gebaut wird.

Schon im vorherigen Forderzeitraum hat das Programm eine grofe positive Resonanz erfahren, war aber seit jeher
unterfinanziert, da die Zahl der Projektantrdge deutlich hoher liegt als die Zahl der genehmigten Projekte. Diese
Situation ist durch die drastischen Budgetkiirzungen durch die Mitgliedstaaten im aktuellen Forderzeitraum noch preki-
rer geworden, und viele gute und voll den Programmleitlinien entsprechende Projekte miissen Jahr fur Jahr abgelehnt
werden, was die Frustration bei den Antragstellern natiirlich deutlich erh6ht, denn viele geben sich viel Miihe, gute
Projekte auf die Beine zu stellen, und koénnen dann im Endeffekt doch nicht mit einer Unterstiitzung rechnen.

Das Programm, das am ehesten helfen kann, Verstindnis fiir Europa, die europdischen Werte und die Strukturen der EU
zu erhohen, wird finanziell bei weitem nicht addquat ausgestattet. Deshalb haben der Kulturausschuss und auch das
Parlament schon mehrfach eine Budgeterhohung von derzeit mageren 185 Mio. EUR auf rund 500 Mio. EUR im ndch-
sten mittelfristigen Finanzrahmen gefordert, was gerade mal ein Euro pro Biirger wire.

Dies wire neben vielen anderen Vorschligen im Bericht einer der ersten wichtigen Schritte, den Wirkungsgrad des
Programms deutlich zu erhohen, denn im Gegensatz zu manch anderen Initiativen und Programmen auf EU-Ebene
fehlt es hier nicht an guten Projekten.

Ivan Jakov¢i¢ (ALDE). — Gospodine predsjednice, obiljezavamo 10 godina ,Europe za gradane”, programa koji ima
svoje prapocetke u 90-im i ranijim godinama, kada je Vijee Europe imalo sli¢ne programe. Imao sam priliku sudjelovati
u takvim programima, koji su se tada zvali, na primjer, Ambasada lokalne demokracije, danas pretvorena u ALDA, a
koja je sastavni dio ovog programa Europe za gradane.

Dakle, ti prapoceci u kojima sam sudjelovao, moram vam odmah reéi na pocetku da su bili sjajni, da su znacajno
doprinijeli razvoju demokracije, da je prisustvo Vijeca Europe tada u Hrvatskoj, 90-ih godina, u Istri, u Brtonigli, u
jednoj maloj, dvojezi¢noj i multikulturalnoj opéini, bilo od iznimne vaznosti. Zato mislim da je razvoj projekata koje
danas imamo u zemljama koje su zemlje kandidatkinje, odli¢an razvoj tog programa. Htio bih naglasiti i bratimljenje
gradova, i to je jedan sjajan program.

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Patrick O’Flynn (EFDD). — Mr President, let me start with some common ground. Clearly, if your project for European
integration is to recover — mercifully, without the United Kingdom - it will require an enhanced level of social solidarity
between the peoples of Europe. So it is not surprising that integrationists should set such store by top-down projects
designed to tell the citizens of Europe’s nation states that their prime collective identity should be a continental one
rather than a national one. When, for example, German citizens are next told that Greek citizens need another euro
bailout, federalists will wish their first reaction to be, ‘Yes, we Europeans must stand together’ and not ‘Why should
more German money go to Greece?’

But I am afraid that you might as well push water uphill as try to indoctrinate people about the collective loyalties that
they feel. In no other continent on earth are so many distinct cultures, countries and languages held in such close
proximity. That is what makes Europe the most interesting continent. People like Mr Verhofstadt think Europe is a
continent of dwarves that cannot compete in the modern world and that we need to bring every aspect of public policy
under the EU umbrella. But there is a better way forward and that is to be less doctrinaire and less rigid, to get behind
NATO as our key defensive alliance, to allow nation states to return to national currencies that reflect their economic
conditions, to trust that the peoples of a democratic Europe will be too sensible to return to the days of ultra-natio-
nalism that caused the shedding of so much blood. But to try and force a European identity through top-down pro-
grammes such as Europe for Citizens is self-defeating. You are wasting your time and you are also wasting our money.

Dominique Bilde (ENF). — Monsieur le Président, 'économiste autrichien, Ludwig von Mises, a déclaré que, a la base de
toutes les doctrines totalitaires, se trouve la croyance que les gouvernants sont plus sages et d’'un esprit plus élevé que
leurs sujets. Qui mieux qu'un de vos maitres a penser libéral-libertaire pour vous décrire?

Ce texte est, en effet, un bijou de propagande totalitaire et une véritable attaque contre la liberté et la démocratie. Toute
critique contre votre projet eurofédéraliste doit étre éradiquée. Vous voulez méme utiliser l'argent des contribuables
européens pour lutter contre la stigmatisation des immigrés et élaborer des contre-discours. Pourtant, il me semble que
les peuples européens ont envoyé un message clair sur le sujet, que ce soit lors du référendum hongrois ou dans les
différentes enquétes d’opinion menées. En France, 56 % des personnes interrogées en 2015 s'opposaient a l'accueil des
migrants.

Comme a la fin de Tartuffe, votre fausse dévotion a la liberté et a la démocratie est démasquée et ce rapport, une raison
de plus pour que les peuples européens puissent se lever.

Marlene Mizzi (S&D). — Mr President, Europe is undergoing challenging times. In the current political season, with
elections to be held in various EU countries, the growing Eurosceptic sentiments are creating deep divisions and social
polarisation, threatening the very foundations and the very existence of the European project.

The European Union needs to reconnect with its citizens, putting them back at the heart of its agenda. Encouraging civic
participation and enhancing people’s understanding of the history and diversity of the Union has never been as impor-
tant for the future of Europe as it is today. This is the litmus test that Europe cannot fail. That is why I support this
report and its very symbolic — and the first of its kind — programme, Europe for Citizens, which aims to bring the
European Union closer to its citizens.

The programme has reached more than seven million citizens in thousands of towns and cities around Europe, helping
them to better understand the European Union, promoting the Union’s ideals and values, and improving the conditions
for direct civic and democratic participation and active dialogue between the EU and its citizens. The programme
provides a unique opportunity to strengthen a sense of European citizenship and belonging, and enhances solidarity
and mutual understanding. Active citizenship, education and intercultural dialogue are paramount to the building of an
open and inclusive society. This programme is one of the key instruments to achieve this.
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Despite its success, we need constantly to reinforce the programme and increase its budget, projects and goals. Member
States also need to get actively involved and support the programme, further raising its profile by making people more
aware of it. It is important that the programme focuses not only on the past, but also on the future and on current
challenges such as migration, radicalisation and social inclusion, among others. I hope that the Commission and the
Member States will implement the recommendations of this report, which will help to reinforce the programme.

Luigi Morgano (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, grazie alla relatrice per l'ottima relazione, che evidenzia i
risultati incoraggianti ottenuti dal programma «L’Europa per i cittadini», tra cui il riequilibrio geografico dei progetti e
soprattutto la partecipazione dei cittadini.

Proprio per questo, pur iniziando dalla nota positiva, intervengo per sottolineare una persistente discrepanza tra le
preoccupazioni che I'Unione europea e gli Stati membri dichiarano di nutrire nei confronti di populismo e antieuro-
peismo crescenti e le scelte finora compiute.

Il programma «L'Europa per i cittadini», talmente prezioso da essere descritto come «unico per la promozione dell'im-
pegno civico tra i cittadini europei», continua ad ottenere una dotazione insufficiente a permetterne un’adeguata appli-
cazione. Pertanto, concordo pienamente con le raccomandazioni espresse, in particolare: una base giuridica piu parteci-
pata del programma e una dotazione finanziaria piti adeguata. Sul piano politico, la dotazione finanziaria ¢ metro di
misura che quantifica il livello di importanza effettivamente riconosciuto al programma.

Julie Ward (S&D). — Mr President, Europe is the sum total of its citizens and that includes the millions of British
citizens living, working and travelling within and beyond the European Union, particularly young people broadening
their minds, encountering the other, learning life skills. In fact, learning how to be good, responsible citizens in the 21st
century, both at home and abroad.

The young people who could vote in last year’s British referendum overwhelmingly voted to remain in the EU. However,
Teresa May’s continued direction towards a hard and damaging Brexit threatens to rob future generations of many
wonderful, life-enhancing, character building and community minded opportunities that benefit not just themselves
but the places in which they live.

Luke Ming Flanagan (GUE/NGL). — Mr President, I see that democratic engagement and civic participation are encou-
raged under this programme. Wonderful! A brilliant idea, but the problem is that this institution does not really believe
in it, because if this institution gave a damn about democratic engagement then when the Irish people voted against the
Lisbon Treaty, because they did not want to give up any more sovereignty, you would have respected that. When the
people of Ireland voted against Nice you did not accept it. You sent the bully-boys over. You sent the Commissioners
over with Michael O’Leary on Ryanair planes to convince us we were wrong.

Where is the connection there with democratic engagement? We engaged, you rejected! When it comes to Greece, you
rejected ‘Oxi’.

If you want to do something about scepticism, then kill the causes of scepticism. Appreciate democracy. Shut up talking
about it and do it!

Bogdan Brunon Wenta (PPE). — Panie Przewodniczgcy! Celem tego programu jest przyczynienie si¢ do zrozumienia
przez obywateli Unii jej historii, roznorodnosci, jak i budowa spoleczenstwa obywatelskiego oraz poprawa warunkéw
aktywnosci obywatelskiej i demokratycznej.

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Sedn Kelly (PPE). — Mr President, firstly I welcome the fact that Commissioner King is wearing a green tie. It may be
indicative of his desire to become an Irish citizen like some of his British colleagues have done here in the Parliament. If
so, you are most welcome, Commissioner.

A propos the debate ‘Europe for Citizens' the question is: are the citizens for Europe? Not so, or not enough of them,
and people have indicated reasons — populism, scepticism, nationalism, self-serving opportunism d la Marine Le Pen, and
so forth.

The rapporteur mentioned one or two other reasons today which are very important. One: the programme we are
talking about is not well enough known, and if people are not aware of something they cannot appreciate it. That is
the first challenge. The second is the low success rate in applications. Instead of people being delighted to apply and be
successful, they get deflated. We have to make sure that does not happen in the future.

I agree completely that we need a bigger budget, and we should also expand the programme into the voluntary sector
and the sporting sector, where there is a true dimension of European value.

Julian King, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank Members for the debate this morning and
for the report. Thank you for the various comments, which I shall make sure are reported in full and shared with my
colleague, Commissioner Avramopoulos. If I may, I would like to thank Mr Kelly. I have a very warm memory of the
five years I spent, in one way or another, on the island of Ireland.

We have got this report looking at the three years of the programme. We need now to learn the lessons from that
experience for the next generation of citizenship programmes. Let me take this opportunity to stress again the impor-
tance of this work, to reconnect with our citizens and engage with civil society, in particular — as a number of people
have said — with young people, to build an understanding of our history, to celebrate our diversity, and to counter
intolerance, not least at a time when, here and there, we see the rise of polarisation.

Today’s debate is an important contribution to what is going to be our joint reflection on how best to take this work
forward. Let us use the Europe for Citizens programme to establish a public forum for this important debate about our
shared future. Let us work together to reinforce the programme as an instrument which can reach out and engage
citizens across Europe.

Maria Teresa Giménez Barbat, ponente. — Sefior presidente; gracias, compafieros, por vuestras amables intervenciones;

Lidia Joanna Geringer de Oedenberg (S&D), in writing. — [ highly welcome any initiative that aims at bringing the
European Union closer to its citizens, therefore I strongly support the Europe for Citizens programme. The results of
this have shown that there is a need for such initiatives during the time of crisis. However, the insufficient budget caused
relatively a low level of success of individual projects. Moreover, quite often, the lack of qualifications of applicants
resulted in a lower approval rate for accepted projects. Therefore, I would suggest further development of a system of
training courses and workshops on drafting projects among potential applicants. Furthermore, the list of possible part-
ners in all Member States would facilitate the formation of certain collaborations among units willing to enter the
Europe for Citizens programme. I do not agree, however, with the selection of Article 352 TFEU as the sole legal base
for the proposal, limiting the role of Parliament in the legislation process. I call for reconsidering the base for the next
period of the programme. The involvement of Parliament on an equal level with the Council shall be re-established.

— The report has evaluated the implementation of the ‘Europe for Citizens pro-
gramme 2014-2020, presenting an overview of the current state of play in the implementation of the programme and
the main areas of concern for applicants and beneficiaries. The report shows the great interest raised by the programme
and the low rate of success of the projects, proposing therefore an increase in the budget. The report comes up with
several proposals to improve the programme: sharing best practices between Members States and beneficiaries in an
active network; changing the parameter in the calculation of the lump sum for travel costs to take into account the
geographical differences and cost of living in the participating countries; training courses and workshops on the topic of
identifying international partners; improving the method for providing feedback to rejected applicants in the current
programme by involving the network more.

Jodo Pimenta Lopes (GUE/NGL), por escrito. — Este programa assenta em pressupostos inaceitdveis e dos quais que nos
distanciamos em absoluto.

4. Gemeenschappelijk handelsbeleid in de context van duurzaamheidsvereisten voor
natuurlijke fauna (korte presentatie)

Der Prisident. — Als nichster Punkt der Tagesordnung folgt die kurze Darstelung des Berichts von Emma McClarkin
tiber die gemeinsame Handelspolitik der EU im Rahmen der Gebote in Bezug auf den Schutz der wildlebenden Tier- und
Pflanzenarten (2016/2054(INT)) (A8-0012/2017).

Emma McClarkin, rapporteur. — Mr President, the scale of recent trade flows in illegal wildlife and wildlife products is
unprecedented, with recent data showing a sharp decline in the number of some species, many of them facing extinc-
tion. This presents a serious threat to our environment and may have a permanent consequence on our biodiversity. We
must also concern ourselves with the impact illegal wildlife trade has on the global economy, good governance and the
wider connections with other criminal activities.

It was with these considerations in mind that I proposed to the Committee on International Trade (INTA) to draft an
own-initiative report on the EU common commercial policy in the context of wildlife sustainability, because trade policy
can, and should, address wildlife conservation, support sustainable development and environmental protection. My
report looks at the challenges we face and gives practical solutions on effective use of the resources available, with
better implementation of our current policies giving tangible and comprehensive recommendations to the Commission
on how trade and environmental policies can work together to tackle illegal wildlife trade inside the EU and globally.

However, the report strongly recommends that we do not overburden the existing framework with the creation of new
rules and mechanisms. Instead, the priority should be the implementation of the present framework in the context of
the global trade and environmental regimes, such as the WTO, CITES, the WCO, the UNDP and the OECD.

We must also seek further and deeper cooperation with the private sector and non-governmental organisations, ensuring
that all stakeholders involved have a say and contribute to the fight against illegal wildlife trade. Initiatives such as the
United for Wildlife Transport Taskforce should be widely promoted, as they draw upon the linkages between e-com-
merce, transportation and distribution to establish well-rounded and integrated approaches addressing both supply and
demand, as well as focusing on breaking chains to tackle illegal trade in wildlife and wildlife products.

Sharing data and knowledge is imperative and this report stresses that there is still work to do at this level, both within
the EU and with partner countries. Customs procedures must be assessed, and emphasis and resources should be put on
strengthening compliance and law enforcement at national and regional levels. The EU must step up its efforts in the
provision of training, information and capacity building, full customs in developing countries, and promote transpa-
rency and good governance.

To tackle illegal wildlife crime we must also tackle its enablers. Corruption is one of the main facilitators of this activity.
This report strongly encourages the EU and Member States to increase their vigilance, to reinforce cross-border measures
to identify and prevent money-laundering associated with wildlife trafficking. My report supports the inclusion of anti-
corruption provisions in future trade agreements. And as part of the EU’s ongoing commitment to sustainable develop-
ment, our trade policy must strive for solid and detailed sustainable development chapters in its future trade agreements,
similar to the one included in the EU-Vietnam FTA. It is imperative that we lead on the negotiation and implementation
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of higher standards covering trade in wildlife in the EU and globally. Trade policy is an important tool at our disposal
and we must make the best use of it to fight this crime, and to protect and promote wildlife and our natural resources.
If we do nothing, they will be extinct.

Finally, I would like to thank my adviser Alex Boyd for his advice and support, and colleagues in INTA for their support
and hard work on this file, proving that we are all committed to the fight against illegal wildlife crime and that we want
to keep this fight a priority so that future generations to come will enjoy the magnificence of our precious wildlife.

Occorre inoltre garantire lo stanziamento di fondi sufficienti per le misure di sviluppo delle capacita. L'Unione deve
puntare a offrire sostegno alla formazione nei paesi produttori non solo delle autorita doganali e di contrasto al crimine,
ma anche delle associazioni di produttori, delle cooperative e delle imprese sociali, che consentono alle comunita locali
di usufruire del commercio sostenibile legale.

Catherine Bearder (ALDE). — Mr President, my thanks go to Emma McClarkin for her well-reasoned and clear report
with recommendations to protect wildlife in current and future EU trade agreements. My thanks to the Commission for
the proposals to ban, in the EU, raw ivory exports.

Tomorrow is World Wildlife Day, so let’s celebrate this year’s progress in protecting wildlife against trafficking: China’s
full ban and the near ban in the USA, stricter rules in France on hunting trophies and the burning of ivory by the
Kenyan Government. However, this is just tackling illegal trade. The McClarkin report also tackles legal trade and, of
course, we know the crossover is mostly complicated as plants, animals, birds, etc. move between the two: legal or

illegal.
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The Convention on the International Trade in Endangered Species (CITES) COP recently delivered tough new rules and
more protection for over 500 species, but more needs to be done. Member States, politicians and the public have the
power to protect and reduce demand. This report is a good step along the road, so thank you Emma.

Andreas Schwab (PPE). — Mr President, I would like to thank my colleague Ms McClarkin so much for her report. My
congratulations to her. I do, however, want to stress here that we will miss the Brits negotiating on the basis of the
report that Ms McClarkin has just outlined. I do not really understand how the Brits will continue to try to convince
trading partners on the sustainability issue, because we can only convince our partners if we have the weight of the
whole European Union with its 500 million people. The smaller you are, the less chance you have to convince your
partners about these goals we have in common, and that I am sure we will have in common in the future also.

Ricardo Serrdo Santos (S&D). — Senhor Presidente, parece muito preocupante que o trifico ilegal de espécies selvagens
continue a aumentar e quero aqui salientar que afeta também o dominio aqudtico: corais vermelhos, ovos de esturjio e
alevins de enguia sdo alvo de trifico dentro da Europa e para fora da Europa.

Congratulo-me, como ¢ referido no relatério, pelos esforcos promovidos pela Unido Europeia junto da Organiza¢do
Mundial de Comércio para impedir os subsidios a pesca que seja prejudicial, que pode por em causa a gestdo sustentdvel
das pescas e ameagar a conservacdo de espécies sensiveis.

Como referimos na Comissdo das Pescas, parece-me importante reconhecer os campedes da luta contra o trafico de
espécies selvagens, atribuindo-lhes um reconhecimento de nivel europeu.

Julian King, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank Members for this morning’s presentation,
and the debate and comments that have been made on a subject which, I must say, is actually very close to my heart. In
particular, I would like to thank the rapporteur, Emma McClarkin, for her excellent report. As has been pointed out, the
scale of illegal wildlife trade and the impact on populations of vulnerable plant and animal species are extremely serious.
Concerted international action is needed to prevent the loss of such species due to greed and ill-informed behaviour.

We are focusing today on trade-related aspects of this fight. At the same time, we should recall the importance of EU
action in other policy areas as well, such as the provision of support to developing countries through our cooperation
work. The report refers to the Trade for All communication, which underlines the importance of a values-based trade
policy. I welcome the high degree of consensus that I understand exists between the political groups on the need for
action to tackle this appalling phenomenon of illegal wildlife trade, an area of economic activity that is clearly contrary
to our values.

The key multilateral instrument to address wildlife trade is, as we all know, the Convention on International Trade in
Endangered Species (CITES). CITES decisions apply to all CITES parties and, furthermore, it has the ability to take action
if a party fails to follow the rules. Support for the effective implementation of CITES is a key feature of our trade policy.
It is one of the international conventions that must be implemented effectively by beneficiaries of trade preferences
under the EU’s GSP+ scheme. Commitments on effective implementation of CITES are included in the trade and sustai-
nable development chapters of EU free trade agreements and the Commission does not hesitate to raise CITES issues
directly in our dialogues with trade partners as necessary.

Today’s report also correctly identifies an important role for the private sector in tackling wildlife trafficking, including
businesses in the aviation and shipping sectors. The concept of responsible business conduct is one that is strongly
supported by the EU and is increasingly reflected in our various trade agreements.
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A high-value illegal trade such as that of illegal wildlife creates the conditions for corruption, as has been noted. As
announced in the Trade for All communication and referred to in today’s report, the Commission intends to include
provisions to address corruption linked to international trade in future trade agreements. The EU also successfully
proposed, at the last Conference of the Parties to CITES, a resolution which explicitly calls for dedicated action against
corruption linked to wildlife trafficking.

[ can assure you that the report will be considered very carefully by the Commission, including in the ongoing work on
the implementation of the EU Action Plan against Wildlife Trafficking, and today’s timely debate has again highlighted
this critical issue at the intersection of environmental and trade policy. As many of you have said, it is imperative that
we take action to tackle the scourge of this trade. So thank you to the rapporteur and thank you to those who
participated in this morning’s discussion.

Michela Giuffrida (S&D). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, il settore farmaceutico deve fare i conti con due
importanti diritti: il diritto alla proprieta intellettuale e il diritto alla salute e alle cure.

Si scontrano interessi pubblici e privati pero, interviene la concorrenza di prodotti che arrivano da Stati Uniti ed Asia,
enormi profitti economici, si incide profondamente in pratica sulla sofferenza reale delle persone. Per questultimo
aspetto piti che per gli altri, € dunque necessario intervenire nel modo pitt chiaro possibile. Bisogna garantire ai cittadini
laccesso ai farmaci a prezzi moderati e tutelare il diritto alla salute di tutti e per fare questo la ricerca sulle nuove
tecnologie e i farmaci innovativi deve essere condotta anche e soprattutto dalle istituzioni.

L'Unione europea deve invertire la tendenza dei prezzi dei nuovi medicinali negli ultimi anni: sono cresciuti a tal punto
da essere proibitivi per molti cittadini europei e insostenibili per i sistemi sanitari, visto che in Europa la spesa farma-
ceutica rappresenta ormai il 20 % della spesa sanitaria totale negli Stati membri.

Rosa D’Amato (EFDD). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, I'accesso alle medicine rientra nell’ambito della tutela
dei diritti dell'uomo, cosi come sanciti anche dalla Carta europea dei diritti fondamentali.

Tuttavia, i costi elevati — anche di farmaci salvavita — e le politiche di austerity che si sono abbattute sul comparto
sanitario, escludendo milioni di cittadini dall'assistenza medica, come avvenuto ad esempio in Grecia e in Spagna,
hanno privato molti cittadini europei della possibilitd di accedere a cure e farmaci essenziali per la propria salute.

Inoltre, vi ¢ la tendenza a diminuire sensibilmente gli obblighi richiesti alle aziende farmaceutiche sulle prove da fornire
per l'approvazione di nuovi medicinali con sperimentazioni piu ristrette, autorita di controllo non sempre indipendenti
dall'influenza o dal finanziamento delle imprese e percorsi agevolati per la commercializzazione dei farmaci.

C’¢ quindi una prevalenza delle logiche di natura commerciale e il cittadino ¢ considerato un consumatore anziché un
soggetto il cui diritto alla salute deve essere tutelato prioritariamente. Questo diritto dovrebbe essere protetto, non solo
nell'ottica dell’'accesso e di un approccio migliorativo per il paziente, ma anche per quanto riguarda la facolta di scelta
degli strumenti, degli standard, degli approcci, delle terapie e dei farmaci anche alternativi che dovrebbe essere ugual-
mente garantita. Per questo il mio voto ¢ positivo.

Na druhou stranu, a to povaZuji za pozitivni, si myslim, Ze Evropskd unie miZze podpofit a posilit vyzkum nékterych
ndro¢nych 1ékaiskych preparit, které bud komer¢né nejsou atraktivni, nebo jednotlivé vyzkumy v jednotlivych stitech
na né nemaji dostatek penéz. Myslim si, Ze to md logiku, koncentrovat finanéni prostfedky na evropské trovni a
podpofit vyzkum a vyvoj urcitych lékaiskych prepariti. To podle mého ndzoru je pfidand hodnota této zpravy, a
proto jsem ji podpofil.

Michaela Sojdrova (PPE). — Pane piedsedajici, jd jsem tuto zpravu Evropského parlamentu také podpofila, protoze
povazuji spoluprdci clenskych stdtt v ochrané vefejného zdravi za velmi prospé$nou. Samoziejmé nejde o né&jakou
nezbytnou vzdjemnou regulaci, ale skute¢né o spoluprdci, zejména v oblasti vymény informaci a osvéd¢enych postupti.
Stejné tak je nezbytnd spoluprice v oblasti investic do vyzkumu, a to zejména pii vyvoji 1éka v piipadé vzdcnych
onemocnéni, kdy investice do vyzkumu ze strany komer¢nim subjektii jsou nedostatecné.

Povazuji také za nutné, aby byla povinnost zajistit dodavky 1ékti rozsifena nejenom na distributory, ale také na vyrobce,
kteti distributory zdsobuji. Ochrana lidského zdravi ale nemutze byt redukovdna jen na lékovou politiku. Musi se zamé&Fit
také na prevenci a na zdravy Zivotni styl a zodpovédné uzivani léka.

Stanislav Pol¢dk (PPE). — Pane predsedajici, jd jsem rovnéz tuto zprdvu podpofil. Podle mého nédzoru je velmi ddlezité
pravé podporovat vyzkum, vyvoj, inovace a samozfejmé i vyménu informaci v oblasti 1ékové politiky. O tom uz tady
bylo hodné feceno i od kolegti, ji se k tomu pFipojuji.

Nicméné, chtél bych zminit jesté jeden aspekt, ktery zde nezaznél, a ten se tykd otdzky transparentnosti pravé v oblasti
cenové politiky. To je velmi podstatné, protoze se velmi Casto stdvd, Ze pokud je drahy 1ék nahrazen jistym generikem,
tak toto jeho nahrazeni provazi velmi ¢asto hned vyvstaly spor z hospodafské soutéze, z nekalé soutéze, z ochrany prav
dugevniho vlastnictvi.

Anna Ziborskd (PPE). — Svoju podporu tejto sprave som avizovala uz v rozprave. Nedd mi vSak neupozornit na tomto
mieste aj na problematiku re-exportu, ktory v niektorych ¢lenskych $tatoch vedie k nedostatku liekov pre domaécich
pacientov. Kombindcia jednotného trhu a roznych cien liekov, ktoré vychddzaji z finan¢nych moznosti systému zdra-
votného poistenia kazdej krajiny, vedie Casto k tomu, Ze pre distribu¢né spolo¢nosti je vyhodné nakipit liek v jednom
¢lenskom 3tate a predat ho v druhom.

Zmluvy nasfastie umozZiiuju vynimku zo zdkazu dohdéd obmedzujicich trhovi sitaz. Je vSak na rozhodnuti Stidneho
dvora, ako ju interpretuje vo vzfahu k opatreniam na trhu s liekmi. Uvedomujem si, Ze systémy solidarity verejného
zdravotného poistenia v ¢lenskych $tdtoch sa lisia. Napriek tomu sa vSak nemé6Zem ubrdnit dojmu, Ze tento problém by
si vyzadoval systémové rieenie.
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Nicola Caputo (S&D). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, nei prossimi anni i sistemi sanitari dell'Unione europea
dovranno far fronte a sfide importanti quali I'invecchiamento della popolazione, 'onere sempre pit gravoso delle malat-
tie croniche, il costo significativo dello sviluppo di nuove tecnologie, gli effetti della crisi economica sulla spesa sanitaria.

L'assistenza sanitaria ¢ un diritto fondamentale dei cittadini europei, ma l'accesso insufficiente ai farmaci essenziali e i
prezzi elevati dei medicinali innovativi rappresentano una grave minaccia per la sostenibilita dei sistemi nazionali di
assistenza sanitaria. A cio si aggiunge lo scarso collegamento tra le esigenze cliniche e la ricerca, le norme sui brevetti, le
restrizioni di bilancio, procedure amministrative ingiustificate, lunghi intervalli tra le autorizzazioni allimmissione in
commercio.

L'aumento della spesa nel settore farmaceutico, come anche le asimmetrie osservate nelle capacita di negoziazione dei
prezzi tra societd farmaceutiche e Stati membri rendono dunque necessario il rafforzamento della cooperazione europea
e l'adozione di nuove misure per assicurare a tutti i cittadini europei maggiore facilita di accesso ai medicinali, ed ¢ per
questo che ho votato a favore di questa relazione.

Ehhez képest még most is tobb tizezer olyan nyugdijas
van, akinek 50 000 forint korili, tehdt 200 eur6nal kevesebb a havi nyugdija, és alapvetd megélhetési gondjai vannak.
Ilyen koriilmények kozott visszataszitonak tartottam volna megszavazni az ilyen teljesen zavaros Kreativ Eurdpa cimii
programot, amelynek, tessenek figyelni, hogy mennyi a koltségvetése: 1,46 millidrd eurd.

Ha forintban szdmolunk, tessenek ezt a szamot haromszazzal beszorozni, ennyi forintot adnak ki Kreativ Eurdpdra, és
hogy ez mit rejt azt a 25. oldalrél megtudjuk: Az elmdlt években a migrdnsok és menekiiltek Unidba torténd jelentds
bearamldsdnak fényében tidvozli, hogy a program egyre inkdbb interkulturdlissd valik, aminek koszonhetSen 2017-t6l
remélhetdleg néni fog a kulturdlis sokféleséget, a kultardk kozotti parbeszédet és a tobbnyelviiséget elémozdit6 projektek
szdma, tekintettel arra, hogy az integrdcidé szdmos tagdllamban val6szintleg az elkovetkez$ években is kiugrdst fog
jelenteni. Tessék ezeket pénzeket dtcsoportositani, az életszinvonal normalizdldsira K6zép-Eurépédban.

Michela Giuffrida (S&D). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, con una semplice frase, la relatrice, I'onorevole Costa,
che ringrazio, esprime con chiarezza e sintesi la situazione del programma «Europa creativa» che soffre — dice l'onore-
vole Costa — del suo stesso successo.

In sostanza, troppe domande, troppi progetti, troppe aspettative, troppo impegno, per una dotazione finanziaria cosi
limitata. A volte, i progetti vengono esclusi solo per uno 0, di percentuale, vengono presentati troppi progetti e questo
non puo che rallegrarci. Attraverso il programma «Europa creativa», i cittadini europei dimostrano la loro vivacita e la
loro fantasia. Finanziare solo il 15 % dei progetti, perd — e questa ¢ la percentuale — rischia di scoraggiare i contendenti:
le industrie, le associazioni, la societa civile, che in questi progetti, dall'alto valore europeo, crede. Non sono molte altre
le fonti di finanziamento per la cultura. Mi associo, dunque, all'appello della collega e spero che nel prossimo budget ci
sia effettivamente pitt spazio per chi costruisce I'Europa con le idee, pit che con i numeri.

Bogdan Andrzej Zdrojewski (PPE). — Panie Przewodniczacy! Poparfem to sprawozdanie z dwoch powoddw. Po
pierwsze dlatego, ze zmniejszono biurokracje, ktéra ograniczata mozliwosci tego programu, ale takze z tego powodu,
ze zlikwidowano zaleglosci platnicze, ktére byly powaznym mankamentem w realizacji programu ,Kreatywna Europa”.

Toto je piiklad projektu, ktery
by mél byt podpoien i evropskymi penézi, protoze pouze tieba z narodnich penéz by takovyto projekt nevznikl.

TakZe ja to vitdm a je dobfe, Ze ten samotny materidl fesi otdzku zjednoduSeni administrativy a odstrafiuje nékteré
zbyte¢né problematické bariéry, které komplikuji uvolnéni penéz na konkrétni projekty.

Tomds Zdechovsky (PPE). — Pane piedsedajici, nevéhal jsem tuto zprdvu podpofit, jelikoZ pfindsi mnoho podnétd, jak
zvysit efektivitu programu Kreativni Evropa, a to v ndvaznosti na predchozi systematicky monitoring jeho dosavadniho
plnéni. Hlavnim problémem, ktery je tfeba Fesit, je nedostatecné kvalitni ¥{zeni celého programu, které s sebou ptindsi
velice nizky pocet podpofenych projektt.

La storia che ci accomuna — che accomuna tutti noi, anche in quest’Aula — non va usata soltanto
come monito e non va ridotta ad una sequenza di drammi e conflitti, il suo valore ¢ nell'esperienza e nel dialogo tra
generazioni.
