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Zastosowanie podejscia globalnego do migracji do regionow sasiadujacych z Unia

Europejska na Wschodzie i poludniowym Wschodzie

WPROWADZENIE

W grudniu 2005 r. Rada Europejska przyjeta podejscie globalne do migracji, ktore
poczatkowo dotyczylo gtéwnie Afryki i regionu Morza Sroédziemnego. W swoich
konkluzjach z grudnia 2006 r.' Rada Europejska wezwala Komisje do
»przygotowania (...) wnioskow dotyczacych pogitebionego dialogu i konkretnych
dzialan” w odniesieniu do zastosowania podejscia globalnego do regionow
sasiadujacych z UE na wschodzie i1 potudniowym wschodzie. Niniejszy komunikat
stanowi odpowiedz na to wezwanie. Proponuje si¢ w nim podejscie oparte na
koncepcji ,,szlaku migracyjnego” (glosariusz terminéw uzywanych w niniejszym

dokumencie i objasnienie skrotow zamieszczono w zataczniku I).

Niniejszy komunikat odnosi si¢ gldwnie do regionow sasiadujacych z UE na
wschodzie 1 potudniowym wschodzie, do ktérych zdaniem Komisji naleza:

Turcja, Batkany Zachodnie (Albania, Bosnia 1 Hercegowina, Chorwacja, Byla
Jugostowianska Republika Macedonii, Czarnogéra i Serbia, w tym Kosowo?); kraje
partnerskie objgte europejska polityka sasiedztwa (EPS) w Europie Wschodniej
(Ukraina, Motdowa i Biatoru$’) oraz w regionie Kaukazu Poludniowego (Armenia,
Azerbejdzan 1 Gruzja); Federacja Rosyjska.

Wdrazajac $rodki zaproponowane w niniejszym komunikacie, w pierwszym rzg¢dzie
powinno si¢ uwzgledni¢ zalecenia dotyczace bezposrednio wymienionych krajow.
Jednakze zastosowanie podejscia globalnego do regiondéw sasiadujacych z UE na
wschodzie 1 potudniowym wschodzie zgodnie z koncepcja ,,szlakow migracyjnych”
wymaga réwniez uwzglednienia krajow pochodzenia i tranzytu polozonych nieco
dalej. Nalezy w zwiazku z tym zwroci¢ uwagg na:

kraje partnerskie obj¢te EPS na Bliskim Wschodzie (Syria, Jordania i Liban), Iran i
Irak; Azje Srodkowa (Kazachstan, Kirgistan, Tadzykistan, Turkmenistan i
Uzbekistan); azjatyckie kraje pochodzenia, takie jak Chiny, Indie, Pakistan,
Afganistan, Bangladesz, Sri Lanka, Wietnam, Filipiny i Indonezja.

W odniesieniu do tych krajow i regionow w komunikacie przedstawiono zalecenia
dotyczace dziatan w perspektywie srednio- i dlugoterminowe;.

Dialog polityczny 1 gospodarczy, a takze wspoOlpraca migdzy wszystkimi
wymienionymi krajami a Wspdlnota opieraja si¢ na istniejacych ramach
instytucjonalnych, ktore zazwyczaj obejmuja problematyke migracyjna. W
niniejszym komunikacie opisano takie ramy w odniesieniu do kazdej grupy krajow.
W niektorych przypadkach dialog i wspdipraca w dziedzinie migracji i powiazanych

europejskiej polityce migracyjnej”, listopad 2006 r. — COM (2006) 735.
Zgodnie z rezolucja nr 1244 Rady Bezpieczenstwa ONZ.

W przypadku Biatorusi dialog powinien si¢ toczy¢ z uwzglednieniem restrykcji obowiazujacych w

stosunkach UE—Biatoru§ w zakresie kontaktow z wtadzami i na szczeblu regionalnym.
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obszarach (takich jak =zatrudnienie i1 edukacja) sa juz mocno zaawansowane.
Wszelkie potencjalne nasilenie dialogu i zacie$nienie wspOlpracy w zakresie migracji
powinno opiera¢ si¢ na obecnym dialogu 1 wspotpracy, przy jednoczesnym pelnym
wlaczeniu powiazanych kwestii 1 podmiotéw, zwlaszcza w dziedzinie migracji
zarobkowej. W zalaczniku II podano orientacyjny wykaz wielu aktualnie
realizowanych projektow w zakresie wspotpracy w dziedzinie migracji, wiz i
kontroli granicznej, finansowanych przez WE w wymienionych krajach; wazne jest,
by stale podkresla¢ i eksponowac tg¢ wspotprace.

Stosujac podejscie globalne, nalezy dokona¢ kompleksowej analizy legalnych i
nielegalnych form przemieszczania si¢ migrantéw, ogdlnej podazy sily roboczej i
popytu na nia, migracji zarobkowej i1 zarzadzania migracja ekonomiczna oraz
konieczno$ci  zapewnienia  ochrony  migdzynarodowej. Nalezy  rdwniez
przeanalizowa¢ szlaki migracyjne, tendencje i1 potencjalne zmiany szlakow. W
zataczniku III przedstawiono pewne wstgpne wnioski na ten temat dotyczace
omawianego regionu oraz roézne statystyki. Znaczenie tego regionu dla UE jest jasne;
okolo jednej trzeciej wszystkich obywateli krajow trzecich mieszkajacych w UE
stanowia obywatele krajow sasiadujacych z UE na wschodzie 1 potudniowym
wschodzie oraz obywatele Federacji Rosyjskiej. Rozszerzenie UE na wschod w
latach 2004 1 2007 zmienito podstawe¢ prawna transgranicznego przeplywu
pracownikow i migracji w przypadku wielu krajow sasiednich, natomiast korzys$ci
ptynace z cztonkostwa w UE, przektadajace si¢ na znaczny wzrost gospodarczy i
mozliwo$ci zatrudnienia, sprawiaja, ze nowe panstwa czlonkowskie staja sig
atrakcyjnym celem migracji dla obywateli z sasiednich krajéw wschodnich. Kraje
sasiednie do$wiadczaja skutkéw zard6wno zjawiska ,,pozyskiwania kadr”, jak i
»drenazu mozgdéw”, a korzysci netto pomagaja w tagodzeniu trudnosci wywotanych
wysokim bezrobociem i niskimi dochodami, ktore sa czgsto rezultatem problemow
zwiazanych ze zmianami politycznymi i gospodarczymi.

Nalezy zauwazy¢, ze podejscia globalnego nie zastosowano jeszcze do Ameryki
Lacinskiej i1 Karaibow, chociaz kwestia migracji stanowi jeden z tematow
systematycznego dialogu politycznego z tym regionem. Biorac pod uwage rosnace
znaczenie kwestii zwigzanych z migracja w stosunkach z krajami Ameryki
Lacinskiej 1 Karaibow, Komisja oméwi dodatkowo kwesti¢ migracji ze swoimi
partnerami w toku przygotowan do nastepnego szczytu UE—Ameryka tacinska i
Karaiby (Lima, maj 2008 r.). Rozmowy te bgda prowadzone w duchu podejscia
globalnego i w sposob umozliwiajacy realizacj¢ zobowiazan podjetych przez obie
strony na szczycie w Wiedniu w maju 2006 r.

KRAJE W REGIONACH SASIADUJACYCH Z UE NA WSCHODZIE 1 POLUDNIOWYM
WSCHODZIE

W  procesie opracowywania podejscia globalnego =z krajami afrykanskimi
odnotowano przydatno$¢ roéznych narzedzi, takich jak charakterystyka ruchow
migracyjnych i platformy wspotpracy w zakresie migracji i rozwoju (patrz zalacznik
). Narzedzia te moga by¢ przydatne w zastosowaniu podej$cia globalnego do
regiond6w wschodnich i poludniowo-wschodnich. Jednakze ich przydatnos¢ nalezy
rozwazy¢ indywidualnie w przypadku kazdego kraju i/lub regionu, ze szczegdlnym
uwzglednieniem istniejacych ram i stosunkow z danym krajem i regionem, i
korzysta¢ z nich jedynie wowczas, gdy mogloby to zapewni¢ warto$¢ dodana.

Ponadto niniejszy komunikat nalezy czyta¢ w powiazaniu z Komunikatem w sprawie
migracji wahadlowej i partnerstw na rzecz mobilno$ci migdzy Unia Europejska a
krajami trzecimi, przyjetym w tym samym czasie.

Turcja i Balkany Zachodnie®
Obecne ramy dialogu

Kwestie dotyczace migracji w stosunkach z Turcja, ktéra zawarla z UE uklad o
stowarzyszeniu w 1963 r., uwzgledniono w Partnerstwie dla cztonkostwa z 2006 r.

W przypadku Batkanoéw Zachodnich kwestie migracyjne uwzgledniono w uktadzie o
stabilizacji 1 stowarzyszeniu (USS), ktory stanowi umowne ramy stosunkow
nawiazanych lub nawiazywanych obecnie z kazdym z krajow w tym regionie’.
Ponadto kwestie migracyjne uwzgledniono — czgsto do$¢ szczegdtowo — w
odpowiednich europejskich partnerstwach lub partnerstwach dla czionkostwa (w
przypadku Chorwacji 1 Turcji). Kolejne etapy wdrazania partnerstwa $ledzi sig,
rozporzadzajac roczne sprawozdania z postgpOw 1 organizujac spotkania z
zainteresowanymi krajami. Kwestie migracyjne omawia si¢ réwniez w ramach
dorocznych spotkan ministrow wtasciwych ds. sprawiedliwosci, wolnosci i
bezpieczenstwa UE 1 krajow Batkandéw Zachodnich.

Jezeli chodzi o kraje kandydujace, a mianowicie Chorwacjg, Turcje¢ i Byta
Jugostowianska Republik¢ Macedonii, kwestie migracyjne sa szczegdlowo
omawiane na posiedzeniach witasciwych podkomitetow i moga by¢ poruszane w
Komitecie Stowarzyszenia i Radzie. W trakcie negocjacji w sprawie przystapienia do
UE prowadzonych z Chorwacja i Turcja kwestie migracyjne skontrolowano i nadal
sledzi si¢ je, migdzy innymi w ramach rozdziatlow dotyczacych sprawiedliwosci,
wolnosci 1 bezpieczenstwa oraz swobodnego przeptywu pracownikow.

Jezeli chodzi o inne kraje w regionie, kwestie migracyjne uwzglednia si¢ w ramach
szczegbdlnych proceséw doradztwa strategicznego i kontroli (Konsultacyjna Grupa
Robocza z Albania, Proces Kontroli Reform w przypadku Bos$ni i Hercegowiny,
Intensywny Staty Dialog w przypadku Czarnogory i Serbii), w tym na spotkaniach
grupy technicznej. W przypadku Kosowa sprawy te uwzgledniono w ramach
mechanizmu monitorowania procesu stabilizacji i stowarzyszenia (ang. Stabilisation
and Association Process Tracking Mechanism, STM).

Proces wspotpracy w Europie Potudniowo-Wschodniej odgrywa coraz wazniejsza
rolg jako forum wspolpracy regionalnej w catym regionie Europy Potudniowo-
Wschodniej 1 obejmuje wspolpracg w kwestiach dotyczacych sprawiedliwosci,
wolnosci i bezpieczenstwa. Czg$¢ tego procesu dotyczy tworzenia nowych ram

Turcje uznano formalnie za kraj kandydujacy w grudniu 1999 r. Negocjacje w sprawie przystapienia do
UE rozpoczgly sig¢ dnia 3 pazdziernika 2005 r. Chorwacja rowniez jest krajem kandydujacym,
prowadzacym negocjacje w sprawie cztonkostwa w UE. Bylej Jugostowianskiej Republice Macedonii
przyznano status kraju kandydujacego w grudniu 2005 r., ale kraj ten nie rozpoczat jeszcze negocjacji w
sprawie przystapienia do UE.

Obowiazuja juz USS z Chorwacja i Byla Jugostowianska Republika Macedonii, natomiast USS z
Albania zostat podpisany, ale jeszcze go nie ratyfikowano; ponadto parafowano USS z Czarnogéra i
zakonczono negocjacje w sprawie USS z Bos$nig i Hercegowina, natomiast negocjacje z sprawie USS z
Serbig zostaty wstrzymane.
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regionalnych, ktére zastapia w tym regionie Pakt Stabilnosci dla Europy
Potudniowo-Wschodnie;.

Wszystkie kraje kandydujace lub kraje oficjalnie starajace si¢ o cztonkostwo w UE
sa juz w pelni zaangazowane w proces przyjmowania dorobku prawnego UE. Aby
zapewni¢ terminowy przebieg tego procesu 1 jednoczesne lepsze zarzadzanie
przeptywami migracyjnymi na potudniowo-wschodnich szlakach migracyjnych,
proponuje si¢ nada¢ priorytet nizej wymienionym dziataniom.

2.1.2. Zalecenia

e W celu uzupetnienia dialogu na forach regionalnych i dwustronnych krajowe i lokalne
platformy wspélpracy w zakresie migracji mogltyby w wigkszym stopniu utatwia¢ dialog
pomigdzy wszystkimi zainteresowanymi osobami, korzystajac z do§wiadczen zdobytych w
ramach Inicjatywy na rzecz Migracji, Azylu i Uchodzcow (MARRI).

e Dialog z wladzami krajow kandydujacych 1 partnerskich powinien obejmowa¢ dyskusj¢ o
tym, jak wplyw migracji na rozwdj moze przyczyni¢ si¢ do zwigkszenia stabilnos$ci i
pobudzenia wzrostu gospodarczego w regionie. Nalezy rozwija¢ polityke majaca na celu
zapobieganie drenazowi moézgdéw poprzez dziatania takie jak inwestycje w szkolenia i
tworzenie potencjalu w celu poprawy warunkow pracy 1 zwigkszenia mozliwosci
zatrudnienia, tym samym zapobiegajac wyjazdowi z kraju wykwalifikowanych
pracownikow. Powinno si¢ analizowa¢ dalsze mozliwo$ci obnizania kosztéw przekazow
pienigznych oraz zwigkszania ich wpltywu na rozwoj krajow w tym regionie. Nalezy
organizowa¢ wizyty studyjne ekspertéw w celu nawiagzania kontaktow 1 pobudzenia
bezposredniej wspotpracy pomigdzy organami administracyjnymi oraz zbadania potencjalu
instytucjonalnego. Mozna rowniez organizowaé warsztaty dotyczace roéznych aspektow
migracji 1 rozwoju. Wreszcie, nalezy promowaé inicjatywy ukierunkowane na
nawiazywanie kontaktow migdzy wysoko wykwalifikowanymi migrantami, takimi jak
badacze, a ich krajami pochodzenia.

e Powinno si¢ zwigksza¢ mozliwosci migracji wahadlowej, biorac jednoczesnie pod uwage
krotkoterminowy sezonowy ruch transgraniczny w regionie. Z wyjatkiem Chorwacji,
ktorej obywatele juz korzystaja z prawa do ruchu bezwizowego przy wjezdzie do UE,
systemy wizowe w tym regionie wymagaja dalszych ulepszen i1 ujednolicenia w celu
umozliwienia przeptywu sity roboczej. Nalezy réwniez zbada¢ mozliwo$¢ zaoferowania
badaczom lub studentom szerszej gamy programow wymiany. Powinno si¢ takze
poswigci¢ nalezyta uwage kwestii zapewniania, by migranci byli odpowiednio
przygotowani do wyjazdu z kraju, poprzez przekazanie im realistycznej wizji mozliwosci
zycia i pracy w UE. Pomé6c w tym moga szkolenia lub szczegdlne programy oraz ustugi
zwiazane z wyszukiwaniem pracownikéw w celu zaspokojenia konkretnych potrzeb na
rynku pracy. Portale migracyjne, ktdre zaczna dziala¢ przed koncem 2007 r., bgda
odgrywac¢ zasadnicza role w tym procesie. Wyniki oceny do$wiadczenia z istniejacymi
o$rodkami ustug migracyjnych sktaniaja do wniosku, Ze tego typu inicjatywy mozna by
powtarza¢. Ustanowienie punktéw ogniskowych w kazdym ministerstwie pracy lub spraw
wewnetrznych byloby przydatne w procesie formutowania wlasciwych strategii
politycznych, zachowujacych réwnowage miedzy zapotrzebowaniem na site robocza a
ogolnopojetym bezpieczenstwem migracji. W zakresie wiz krétkoterminowych wdrozenie
wspolnotowych uméw o ulatwieniach wizowych, ktére parafowano juz z niektérymi
krajami Balkanow Zachodnich, przyczyni si¢ do usprawnienia i uproszczenia procedur
wydawania wiz okreslonym kategoriom obywateli tych krajow.



e Nalezy wzmocni¢ lub uzupetlni¢ prawodawstwo w dziedzinie azylu i ochrony
uchodzcow w celu zapewnienia kompleksowych zabezpieczen prawnych dotyczacych
praw osob, ktore moga potrzebowaé ochrony migdzynarodowej. Czarnogédra i Serbia
jeszcze nie przyjety podstawowych przepisow w dziedzinie azylu, do czego nalezy je
zachgcad. Turcja musi wprowadzi¢ w swoim ustawodawstwie w dziedzinie azylu zmiany
zgodne z odpowiednimi przepisami unijnego dorobku prawnego, zapewni¢ ich skuteczne
wdrozenie oraz zbudowa¢ potencjal administracyjny w oparciu o sprawdzone rozwiazania
w UE. We wszystkich krajach konieczne sa dalsze starania, by zapewni¢ stosowanie w
praktyce wlasciwych przepisow.

Nalezy nasili¢ walk¢ z nielegalng migracja i handlem ludZmi. W tym celu FRONTEX
powinien rozwina¢ swoje stosunki z krajami w omawianym regionie. Wsparcia technicznego
na rzecz krajow partnerskich, obejmujacego dalsze szkolenia strazy granicznej 1 urzgdnikow
zajmujacych si¢ kwestiami imigracyjnymi, oraz opracowanie rzetelnych statystyk
dotyczacych zgtoszonych przypadkow, nalezy udziela¢ przy uzyciu instrumentdéw, takich jak
instrumenty pomocy przedakcesyjnej (IPA) lub programy partnerskie (ang. twinning) i Biuro
Wymiany Informacji o Pomocy Technicznej (TAIEX). Niektore dziatania w zakresie kontroli
granicznej 1 zarzadzania migracja w krajach kandydujacych do UE i potencjalnych krajach
kandydujacych mozna réwniez wspiera¢ w ramach IPA. Nalezy wprowadzi¢ w zycie
wspdlnotowe umowy o readmisji z krajami Balkanow Zachodnich i bezzwlocznie zawrze¢
wspélnotowa umowe o readmisji z Turcja’.

e UE musi promowa¢ zacie$nienie multidyscyplinarnej wspélpracy regionalnej organow
Scigania w zakresie zwalczania przestgpczosci zorganizowanej, w szczegolnosci poprzez
zacie$nienie wspoOlpracy migdzy Europolem a Centrum Zwalczania Przestepczosci
Transgranicznej (SECI) w Bukareszcie. W tym wzgledzie zostanie zawarty protokot
ustalen pomiedzy Europolem a SECI, dotyczacy w szczegdlnosci handlu ludzmi, natomiast
w perspektywie dlugoterminowej celem jest zawarcie umowy o wspotpracy operacyjne;.

2.2, Kraje partnerskie objete europejska polityka sasiedztwa w Europie Wschodniej
i regionie Kaukazu Poludniowego

2.2.1. Obecne ramy dialogu

EPS stanowi ramy stosunkéw z krajami Europy Wschodniej i1 Kaukazu
Potudniowego. Chociaz wspotprace w zakresie migracji, kwestie wizowe, azyl,
zarzadzanie granicami 1 inne powiazane kwestie gospodarcze i spoleczne
wymieniono tylko posrednio w umowach o partnerstwie i wspotpracy stanowiacych
podstawg prawna stosunkéw WE z tymi krajami, zagadnienia te figuruja we
wszystkich planach dziatania w ramach EPS, ktéore uzgodniono z krajami
partnerskimi. Niektore z tych krajow partnerskich maja réwniez wilasne krajowe
programy dzialania w tej dziedzinie. W przypadku Ukrainy istnieje odrgbny plan
dzialania w obszarze sprawiedliwosci, wolno$ci i bezpieczenstwa, stanowiacy
odpowiednik czesci obejmujacych te tematyke w planach dziatania uzgodnionych z
Armenia, Azerbejdzanem, Gruzja i Motdowa; Komisja prowadzi rowniez prace z

Wspolnotowa umowa o readmisji z Albanig obowiazuje od maja 2006 r.; umowy o readmisji z Bos$nig i
Hercegowing, Serbia, Byla Jugostowianska Republika Macedonii i Czarnogora zostalty parafowane i
maja wejs¢ w zycie przez koncem 2007 r.
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Ukraina na podstawie tabeli wynikéw ze wskaznikami, opartej na planie dziatania w
obszarze sprawiedliwosci, wolnos$ci i bezpieczenstwa.

Obecnie w odpowiednich podkomitetach szczegélowo omawiane sa kwestie
migracyjne z Moldowa i Ukraing; porusza si¢ je rowniez systematycznie na
szczytach trojki na szczeblu ministrow wilasciwych ds. sprawiedliwosci, wolnosci 1
bezpieczenstwa oraz na posiedzeniach Komitetu Wspolpracy i Rady Wspolpracy.
Podobne podejscie zastosowano do trzech krajow Kaukazu Potudniowego, ktorych

plany dziatania przyjeto w listopadzie 2006 r. Postgpy w dialogu 1 wspotpracy maja

rozne tempo w przypadku poszczegdlnych krajéow, zaleznie od ich potencjatu,
rozmiaru (kwestia szczegélnie wazna w przypadku Ukrainy) i polozenia. Chociaz
Bialoru§ stanowi odrebny przypadek,” wspolpraca techniczna w  sprawach
zwigzanych z kwestiami granicznymi, migracja i przestgpczoscia zorganizowana jest
mozliwa w formie kontaktow operacyjnych z urzednikami biatoruskimi oraz w
ramach dialogu regionalnego i programéw regionalnych.

Migdzy Unia a Biatorusia nie ma umowy o partnerstwie i wspotpracy; zgodnie z konkluzjami Rady, w
stosunkach UE z Bialorusia przyjeto polityka dwutorowa, w ramach ktorej kontakty na szczeblu
ministerialnym sa ograniczone, natomiast WE udziela wsparcia na rzecz demokratyzacji i potrzeb
ludnosci.
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2.2.2. Zalecenia

Stosunki z roéznymi krajami przebiegaja oczywiscie w rdézny sposob, ale do
krétkoterminowych priorytetow mozna by zaliczy¢ nastgpujace dzialania:

e Chociaz ze wszystkimi wymienionymi krajami (z wyjatkiem Biatorusi) okre$lono juz
niezbgdne zasady dialogu dwustronnego, prawdziwy dialog w omawianej dziedzinie z
Armenia, Azerbejdzanem 1 Gruzja w oparciu o ich plany dziatania w ramach EPS wymaga
dopiero rozpoczecia, podczas gdy w przypadku Motdowy 1 Ukrainy poglebia sig dialog juz
istniejacy. Chociaz stosunki z Biatorusia sa ograniczone, nalezy nawigza¢ kontakty w
sprawach migracyjnych na szczeblu ekspertow. Taki dialog jest rowniez wazny z punktu
widzenia konieczno$ci rozwiazania problemu ksenofobii i jego wpltywu na migracje 1
integracje.

e Na szczeblu regionalnym, w odniesieniu do kwestii migracyjnych i powiazanymi
zagadnien mozna korzysta¢ z doswiadczen procesu Soderkoping 1 procesu
budapesztenskiego. Nalezy rowniez udzieli¢ wigkszego wsparcia krajom partnerskim w
celu rozbudowania ich mozliwosci w zakresie traktowania nielegalnych migrantow
zgodnie z normami mi¢dzynarodowymi. Moze to dotyczy¢ przetrzymywania nielegalnych
migrantow w areszcie 1 potrzeb ofiar handlu ludZzmi oraz innych oséb w szczegolnie
trudnej sytuacji, jak rowniez migdzynarodowych norm w zakresie ochrony uchodzcéw,
jezeli na krajach tych spoczywaja zobowiazania w tym zakresie (m.in. ze wzgledu na ich
cztonkostwo w Radzie Europy), ale nadal brak im skutecznych przepisow, procedur i
praktyki w zakresie azylu i ochrony uchodzcéw. Nalezy kontynuowac prace podjete z
odpowiednimi organizacjami, w tym w zakresie ponownej integracji os6b odestanych do
krajow pochodzenia;

e W konteks$cie popierania kompleksowego podejscia do migracji region Morza Czarnego
jest szczegolnie wazny ze wzgledu na migracje tranzytowa i handel ludzmi.

Zorganizowanej Przestgpczosci i Forum
Czarnomorskie. W takiej grupie uczestnikéw mozna zachgca¢ do wymiany informacji i
koordynowac¢ dziatania zwiazanie z patrolowaniem 1 nadzorem. Wktad UE moze przyjac
formg réznorodnych dziatan i dotyczy¢ szerokiej tematyki — od organizowania szkolen dla
funkcjonariuszy organow $cigania (w ramach programow partnerskich) po wspolprace z
FRONTEX-em i Europolem, od opieki spolecznej i szkolen urzednikéw zajmujacych sig
sprawami pracy po rehabilitacje ofiar handlu ludzmi;

e Jak Komisja wyjasnita w komunikacie z grudnia 2006 r., mobilno$¢ osob jest
zagadnieniem najwyzszej wagi zarowno dla krajow partnerskich objetych EPS, jak i dla
UE 1 wazne jest, by w pelni zrealizowa¢ ten priorytetowy cel w obszarze polityki
zagranicznej. W zwiazku z tym Komisja zasugerowata ,.konieczno$¢ przeprowadzenia
bardzo drobiazgowej analizy, ktéra powinna przynie$¢ odpowiedZz na pytanie, w jaki
sposob doprowadzi¢ do tego, by procedury wizowe w mniejszym stopniu utrudniaty

Ponadto powinno si¢ przyzna¢ ulatwienia wizowe przy podrozach w celach innych niz
poszukiwanie zatrudnienia (np. podréze w interesach, w celach edukacyjnych i
turystycznych) 1 w przypadku urzednikéw udajacych si¢ na spotkania dotyczace reform
(mozliwos¢ taka juz istnieje w ramach obowiazujacych wspolnych instrukcji
konsularnych).

Komisja wyposazataby takie osoby w listy polecajace skierowane do ambasady lub
konsulatu danego panstwa cztonkowskiego UE 1 wspotpracowataby w ich sprawie z dang
ambasada lub konsulatem;

Przekazy pieni¢zne migrantéw sa rowniez waznym zagadnieniem w tym regionie, gdyz
Armenia, Gruzja, Motdowa i Ukraina naleza do krajow najbardziej zaleznych od takich
przekazéw na S$wiecie. Nalezy zbada¢ mozliwosci obnizenia kosztéw transakcji
zwiazanych z przekazami i1 zwigkszenia ich wplywu na rozwdj kraju pochodzenia
(pamigtajac o prywatnym charakterze przekazow). Powinno si¢ rowniez wspieraé
mozliwo$ci rozwoju spoleczno-gospodarczego tych krajow poprzez zapobieganie
dalszemu drenazowi moézgoéw, ulatwianie dobrowolnego powrotu (wysoko)
wykwalifikowanych 0s6b i zachgcanie duzych diaspor do wspomagania rozwoju ich kraju
pochodzenia. Nalezy promowac inicjatywy ukierunkowane na nawiazywanie kontaktow
migdzy wysoko wykwalifikowanymi migrantami, takich jak badacze, a ich krajami
pochodzenia;

Zagadnieniem szczegdlnej wagi jest zawarcie umow o readmisji. Parafowano juz umowe
o readmisji z Ukraing i zakonczono negocjacje z Motdowa, majac na uwadze wejscie
umowy w zycie w jak najkrdtszym terminie w ciagu 2007 r. W przysztosci nalezy
rozwazy¢ mozliwo$¢ rozpoczgeia negocjacji z innymi krajami. W przypadku tych krajow,
ktore zawarty juz z UE takie umowy, nalezaloby si¢ skupi¢ na ich zdolno$ci do wdrozenia
postanowien oraz zachgcaniu ich do zawierania podobnych uméw z ich wschodnimi i
potudniowo-wschodnimi sasiadami;

Chociaz kraje te juz otrzymuja znaczne wsparcie wspolnotowe, rozwijanie ich potencjalu
wymaga dalszego wzmocnienia, zarowno w zakresie zarzadzania wtasnymi granicami (lub
ogblnie egzekwowania prawa), jak 1 zacie$niania ich wzajemnej wspotpracy (Ukraina
wyraznie doswiadcza szczego6lnych trudnosci w zwiazku ze swoim polozeniem, rozmiarem
1 charakterem kontroli granicznych, za§ Biatoru$ wyrazita zainteresowanie wspotpraca w
zakresie ochrony granic i przestgpczosci zorganizowanej; mozna by tez wzmocnié starania
na rzecz rozwigzania problemu handlu ludZmi z Biatorusi).

oraz kwesti¢ krajowego potencjalu w zakresie gromadzenia danych i kontrolowania
przeptywow migracyjnych. Mozna by udzieli¢ odpowiedniego wsparcia technicznego, na
przyktad w zakresie bezpieczenstwa dokumentow podrozy, dokumentéw pobytowych i
naklejek wizowych oraz systemow informacji o obywatelach, na podstawie ktérych te
dokumenty si¢ wydaje. Podejmujac dzialania na rzecz poprawy bezpieczenstwa
dokumentow, trzeba begdzie skorzysta¢ z najnowszych osiagnig¢ technologicznych w
postaci biometryki.

2.3. Federacja Rosyjska
2.3.1. Obecne ramy dialogu

Stopniowe opracowywanie ,,mapy drogowej” dla wspodlnej przestrzeni wolnosci,
bezpieczenstwa i sprawiedliwos$ci, przyjetej w maju 2005 r., przebiega w ramach
Umowy o partnerstwie i wspoOtpracy miedzy UE a Rosja. Organizowane dwa razy do
roku spotkania Stalej Rady Partnerstwa UE—Rosja ds. Sprawiedliwo$ci i Spraw
Wewngetrznych sa okazja do kontroli ogolnej realizacji planu utworzenia tej wspdlne;j
przestrzeni. Ponadto toczy si¢ nieformalny dialog i organizowane sa spotkania na
szczeblu ekspertow. Nasze partnerstwo strategiczne opiera si¢ na wspolnych
warto$ciach lezacych u podstaw stosunkow UE—Rosja, zapisanych w Umowie o
partnerstwie 1 wspotpracy i ,,mapie drogowej”. W dokumentach tych wyraznie jest
mowa o zacie$nieniu wspolpracy poprzez poszanowanie praw czlowieka i
podstawowych swobdd w panstwach czionkowskich UE i w Rosji, ktora jako
cztonek Rady Europy musi przestrzega¢ przepisow zawartych w Europejskiej
Konwencji Praw Czlowieka.

2.3.2. Zalecenia

Od czasu rozpadu ZSRR Rosja stala si¢ dla uchodzcéw i migrantow ekonomicznych
z krajow sasiednich waznym krajem docelowym, a takze krajem o duzej liczbie
wewngtrznych przesiedlencow. Od niedawna jest rowniez waznym krajem tranzytu
migrantoOw przybywajacych gtéwnie z Azji Potudniowo-Wschodniej i Afganistanu,
kierujacych si¢ do Europy Zachodniej. Wspotpraca z Rosja w zakresie polityki
migracyjnej i przeplywu osob jest zatem kwestia nabierajaca coraz wigkszego
znaczenia.

e Konieczne jest poglebienie ogoélnego dialogu z Rosja we wszystkich kwestiach
dotyczacych migracji, w tym azylu, zwalczania nielegalnej imigracji i handlu ludZmi,
migracji zarobkowej i1 wszystkich spolecznych aspektéw migracji. Wigksza wymiana
dos$wiadczen pomiedzy panstwami cztonkowskimi UE a Rosja w temacie zarzadzania
migracja zarobkowa bylaby szczegolnie owocna.

e Realizacja zadan priorytetowych wyznaczonych w ,,mapie drogowej” dla wspdlnej
przestrzeni winna ulec przyspieszeniu, zwlaszcza w zakresie wymiany informacji na
temat polityki zarzadzania migracja, sprawdzonych rozwigzan, w tym oceny statystyk, a
takze nalezytej wspotpracy w sprawach dotyczacych krajow trzecich. W tym kontekscie
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3.1.

nalezy popiera¢ wspotprace wiasciwych organdw zajmujacych si¢ wdrazaniem uméw o
readmisji i ulatwieniach wizowych i uwaznie $ledzi¢ proces wdrazania, zwigkszajac tym
samym skuteczno$¢ walki z nielegalna imigracja przy jednoczesnym ulatwianiu kontaktow
migdzyludzkich. Ponadto, jak zaplanowano w zwiazku ze wspdlna przestrzenia, rozpoczat
si¢ dialog majacy za cel dlugoterminowy analiz¢ mozliwych warunkow podrozy
bezwizowej. Te nowo ustanowione ramy mozna wykorzysta¢ do zbadania mozliwosci
zacie$nienia stosunkOw w innych obszarach zwigzanych z migracja.

Do kwestii zwiazanych z przepisami rosyjskimi wprowadzajacymi w zycie konwencje w
sprawie uchodzcéw z 1951 r. nalezy si¢ odnie$¢ poprzez zacie$nienie wspOlpracy w
dziedzinie azylu z Federacja Rosyjska. Konieczne jest réwniez zapewnienie lepszej
ochrony przesiedlencom wewngtrznym zgodnie z migdzynarodowymi normami, takze po
to, by unikna¢ obciazenia systemow azylowych krajow sasiednich.

Nalezy zachgca¢ do wymiany informacji dotyczacych ram prawnych w zakresie wszelkich
form handlu ludZzmi, w tym w ramach Sit Zadaniowych Regionu Morza Baltyckiego ds.
Zorganizowanej Przestgpczosci. W szczegdlnosci powinno si¢ przyspieszy¢ prace nad
wdrazaniem umowy o wspotpracy Europol-Rosja z 2003 r. w sprawie zwalczania r6znych
form miedzynarodowej dzialalnoSci przestepczej. Nalezy réwniez udzieli¢ wigkszego
wsparcia staraniom Sit Zadaniowych Regionu Morza Baltyckiego ds. Zorganizowanej
Przestepczosci w zakresie zwalczania handlu ludzmi, ktore stuza poprawie regionalnej
multidyscyplinarnej wspolpracy w zakresie egzekwowania prawa w regionie Morza
Battyckiego, a w szczegdlnosci z Federacja Rosyjska. Powinno si¢ zbada¢ mozliwosci
wzmocnienia roli Europolu i FRONTEX-u w regionie Morza Baltyckiego.

Wazne jest nawiazanie skutecznej wspolpracy operacyjnej, przewidzianej w dokumencie
okreslajacym zakres uprawnien FRONTEX-u 1 rosyjskich stuzb strazy granicznej, w
szczegolnosci w kontekscie popierania sprawdzonych rozwiazan w zarzadzaniu granicami.

Irak)

o stowarzyszeniu i planéw dzialania w ramach EPS. Plan dziatania dotyczacy Libanu
zawiera szczegOlne odniesienia do wspotpracy w dziedzinie migracji 1 zarzadzania
granicami, partnerstwa z FRONTEX-em, mozliwosci lepszego zarzadzania migracja
zarobkowa 1 utatwien wizowych. Jordanski plan dziatania zawiera sekcje dotyczaca
kwestii migracyjnych, w tym mozliwosci rozwazenia wspOtpracy w zakresie
migracji tranzytowej, azylu oraz kwestii wizowych. Zarzadzanie granicami jest
kolejnym priorytetem w planach dzialania obu krajow. Jesli chodzi o Syrig, w chwili
obecnej nie prowadzi si¢ formalnego dialogu dwustronnego w ramach obowiazujace;j
umowy o wspolpracy. Euros$rodziemnomorskie partnerstwo, w ktorym Liban,
Jordania 1 Syria uczestnicza, stanowi rowniez forum dialogu regionalnego na temat
migracji pomigdzy UE a krajami partnerskimi. Nie istnieja zadne ramy dialogu z
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Iranem®, nie prowadzi si¢ réwniez oficjalnego dialogu na temat migracji i
powiazanych kwestii z Irakiem’.

3.1.2. Zalecenia

e Dialog z Libanem i Jordania dotyczacy migracji, wiz, azylu i zarzadzania granicami bedzie
nadal aktywnie prowadzony w ramach posiedzen odpowiednich podkomitetow i bgdzie
opierat si¢ na priorytetach wyznaczonych w planach dziatania w ramach EPS. Jezeli chodzi
o Syrig, po podpisaniu uktadu o stowarzyszeniu rozpocznie si¢ dwustronny dialog
dotyczacy migracji.

e Biorac pod uwage wzrastajace znaczenie kwestii dotyczacych uchodzcow w tych krajach,
szczegolnie w kontek$cie konfliktu w Iraku 1 jego wplywu na kraje sasiednie, oraz to, ze
dotychczas wigkszo$¢ uchodzcow zostaje w krajach przyjmujacych (z ktorych
najwigkszymi sa Jordania i Syria, bedace schronieniem dla odpowiednio 750 tys. i 1 mln
uchodzcow), UE musi by¢ gotowa do udzielania dalszego wsparcia i do udziatu w dialogu
regionalnym lub inicjatywach dotyczacych wspotpracy. W swoich stosunkach z Jordania 1
Syria  UE 1 jej panstwa cztonkowskie powinny nadal kias¢ nacisk na warunki
umozliwiajace spotecznosci migdzynarodowej udzielanie pomocy humanitarnej i ochrony
miedzynarodowej, w tym wsparcia poprzez rehabilitacje 1 inne programy.

e Wszystkie te kraje powinno si¢ rowniez zachgca¢, w stosownych przypadkach, do
ratyfikowania i/lub wdrozenia konwencji genewskiej, Konwencji ONZ przeciwko
miedzynarodowej przestepczos$ci zorganizowanej i jej protokoléw uzupetniajacych.

3.2. Azja Srodkowa
3.2.1. Obecne ramy dialogu

Migracj¢ 1 powiazane kwestie omawia si¢ na posiedzeniach podkomitetow ds.
sprawiedliwosci 1 spraw wewngetrznych, zaplanowanych w ramach uméw o
partnerstwie 1 wspolpracy z Kazachstanem i1 Uzbekistanem. Migracja jest tez
przedmiotem dyskusji w Komitecie Wspotpracy dzialajacym na podstawie Umowy o
Partnerstwie 1 Wspotpracy UE—Kirgistan. Jednakze brak formalnego dialogu
dwustronnego w sprawie migracji z Turkmenistanem i Tadzykistanem. Oprocz
spotkan wymienionych powyzej, prowadzi si¢ dialog regionalny dotyczacy migracji
pomiedzy UE a Azja Srodkowa. W odpowiednim czasie UE moze wymagaé

Negocjacje w sprawie umowy o handlu i wspoélpracy z Iranem rozpoczgto w 2002 r. W zwiazku z
iranskim kryzysem jadrowym od lipca 2005 r. ich kontynuacja byta niemozliwa. Kiedy ponowne ich
podjgcie bedzie mozliwe, UE i Islamska Republika Iranu moga uzna¢ wlaczenie do umowy
szczeg6lnych postanowien dotyczacych dialogu i wspotpracy w kwestiach migracyjnych za lezace w
ich wspdlnym interesie.

W listopadzie 2006 r. Komisja rozpoczgta negocjacje w sprawie umowy o handlu i wspdlpracy z
Irakiem. Dialog na temat migracji, wiz i azylu bedzie w duzym stopniu zalezal od sytuacji w zakresie
bezpieczenstwa w Iraku oraz od tego, jak bardzo wzrosnie iracki potencjal administracyjny.
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zapewnienia uwzglednienia kwestii migracyjnych w glownym nurcie dialogu
politycznego i gospodarczego z krajami Azji Srodkowe;.

3.2.2. Zalecenia

Mozna zbada¢ mozliwosci dalszej wspotpracy w dziedzinie zarzadzania granicami w
oparciu o program zarzadzania granicami w Azji Srodkowej (BOMCA, ang. Border
Management Programme for Central Asia) lub inne obecnie realizowane projekty w
zakresie zarzadzania migracja zarobkow3.

Mozna rozwazy¢ udzielenie wsparcia technicznego krajom w tym regionie, aby zachecié je
do dalszej wspotpracy z UE, Turcja i wschodnimi krajami partnerskimi objgtymi EPS w
zakresie zapobiegania nielegalnej imigracji i zwalczania przemytu i handlu ludzmi.

Kraje partnerskie powinno si¢ rowniez zachg¢caé, w stosownych przypadkach, do
ratyfikowania i/lub wdrozenia konwencji genewskiej, Konwencji ONZ przeciwko
miedzynarodowej przestepczos$ci zorganizowanej i jej protokoléw uzupetniajacych.

3.3. Azjatyckie kraje pochodzenia

3.3.1. Obecne ramy dialogu

Ramy polityczne wspotpracy z Azja wytycza komunikat Komisji na temat Europy i
Azji: ,Ramy strategiczne poglebionego partnerstwa”'’, w ktorym zapowiedziano
nasilenie dialogu 1 wspotpracy z Azja w wielu dziedzinach, w tym w dziedzinie
sprawiedliwos$ci i spraw wewngtrznych, ktora obejmuje wizy, azyl, imigracj¢ i inne
obszary polityki zwiazane ze swobodnym przeptywem osob, a takze polityke
spoteczna oraz globalne wyzwania i mozliwosci. Komisja uwaza, ze nalezy nasili¢
dialog polityczny 1 gospodarczy na szczeblu regionalnym na forach, takich jak
Stowarzyszenie Narodow Azji Potudniowo-Wschodniej (ASEAN), dialog Azja-
Europa oraz w ramach stosunkow dwustronnych.

Jezeli chodzi o Chiny, systematycznie prowadzone sa konsultacje na wysokim
szczeblu ze Wspolnota w sprawie zwalczania nielegalnej imigracji 1 handlu ludZzmi,
skupiajace si¢ na wymianie informacji i dziataniach shuzacych budowaniu zaufania.
Na tym forum wymienia si¢ informacje na temat prawodawstwa przyjgtego przez
obie strony i prowadzi si¢ rozmowy na temat readmisji, a takze dyskutuje o
legalnych sposobach podrézowania do Europy i po jej terytorium.

3.3.2. Zalecenia

Oprécz migracji 1 kwestii zwiazanych z rozwojem, inne dziedziny, takie jak wizy,
azyl, imigracja i inne obszary polityki zwigzane ze swobodnym przeplywem osob,
nabieraja coraz wigkszego znaczenia w stosunkach UE z Azja, szczegbdlnie w
kontekscie nasilajacych si¢ kontaktow handlowych, w tym wymiany handlowej w
sektorze ustug, zmian demograficznych, polegajacych na duzym wzroscie liczby
ludnosci na wigkszej czgsci obszaru Azji i jej spadku w Europie, oraz wzrastajacych
mozliwos$ci migracji zarobkowej 1 wyszukiwania pracownikow w celu zaspokojenia
konkretnych potrzeb na rynku pracy w pewnych sektorach gospodarki na szczeblu
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globalnym. Tendencja ta jest widoczna, jesli wzia¢ pod uwage wzrost imigracji z
tego regionu, rozwdj dialogu dotyczacego tych kwestii, wlaczenie migracji do
nowych umow o wspdlpracy z krajami Azji Potudniowo-Wschodniej oraz rozwoj
inicjatyw $wiatowych, takich jak proces z Bali. Ponadto niektérym krajom poswigca
si¢ szczegolna uwage ze wzgledu na priorytetowe znaczenie nadane im przez UE w
ramach polityki readmisji.

UE rozpoczgta réwniez dwustronny 1 wielostronny dialog z Azja w kwestiach
dotyczacych migracji zarobkowej, w tym zatrudnienia, polityki spotecznej i edukac;ji.
W zwiazku z powyzszym, oprocz staran zwiazanych z podstawowymi przyczynami
emigracji z krajow trzecich w tym regionie, nalezy podja¢ nastgpujace dziatania:

e Nalezy nadal wspiera¢ trwajace negocjacje w sprawie readmisji i inicjatywy zwiazane z

walka z przemytem ludzi i handlem ludZmi;

W perspektywie $rednioterminowej dialog dotyczacy wszystkich kwestii migracyjnych
powinien sta¢ si¢ zwyklym aspektem dialogu politycznego i gospodarczego z krajami
regionu.

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LEPSZA KOORDYNACJA

Podejmuje si¢ obecnie wiele réznych inicjatyw majacych na celu promowanie
zarzadzania migracja w krajach sasiednich 1 bardziej odleglych krajach i regionach.
Wychodzac z zatozenia, ze warto$¢ podejsScia globalnego bytaby wigksza, gdyby
zapewniono wigksza spOjnos¢ 1 komplementarno$¢ tych inicjatyw, Komisja
proponuje, aby panstwa cztonkowskie wstgpnie pomogly uzupeti¢ wykaz
wszystkich inicjatyw Komisji w krajach 1 regionach objetych niniejszym
komunikatem (patrz zalacznik I) wykazem inicjatyw krajowych w celu uzyskania
pelniejszego obrazu sytuacji.

Biorac pod uwage rozmiary zjawisk handlu ludzmi i przemytu ludzi, potrzebne jest
lepiej skoordynowane podejscie w celu opracowania inicjatyw politycznych
stuzacych rozwiazaniu tego problemu. Konkretne inicjatywy moglyby obejmowac
dalsze rozszerzenie zakresu istniejacych inicjatyw (co zostato juz przewidziane w
ramach sojuszu przeciwko handlowi ludzmi), nasilenie dialogu politycznego z
krajami trzecimi w zakresie wspierania skutecznej polityki przeciwko handlowi
ludZmi oraz odniesienie si¢ do obszaréw szczegodlnie waznych, takich jak ochrona
ofiar handlu ludZmi, w szczegodlnosci kobiet 1 dzieci. Ponadto UE powinna rozwazy¢
aktywny udziat w trwajacych inicjatywach swiatowych, takich jak miedzyagencyjna
grupa wspotpracy ONZ ds. handlu ludZzmi (ICAT).

W dziedzinie nielegalnej migracji wigksza rol¢ powinien odgrywa¢ FRONTEX,
przy jednoczesnym zapewnieniu spdjnosci i koordynacji jego dziatan z ogdlna
polityka UE w dziedzinie stosunkow zewngtrznych.

W ramach
konkretnych inicjatyw powinno si¢ ocenia¢ i przewidywaé Swiatowa podaz sily
roboczej 1 popyt na nia na ré6znych poziomach kwalifikacji oraz odnosi¢ si¢ do
kwestii z tym zwiazanych, takich jak uznawanie umiejgtnosci 1 kwalifikacji, dostgp
do rynku pracy, integracja migrantéw, promowanie i utatwianie nowych form
migracji, w tym migracji czasowej i wahadtowej, oraz budowanie potencjatu ustug w
zakresie zatrudnienia w krajach trzecich.

Wspdlnota moze wesprze¢ te dzialania ze $rodkdéw Europejskiego
Funduszu Granic Zewngtrznych.

Ustanowienie wspolnych osrodkow skladania wnioskéw wizowych — takich jak
ten otwarty w Motdowie przy wspotpracy Austrii, Wegier, Lotwy 1 Stowenii, a
wkrotce takze Estonii i Danii — mogloby rowniez by¢ przydatne w podziale migdzy
panstwami cztonkowskimi obowiazkow zwiazanych ze $wiadczeniem ustug.
Ponadto uruchomienie systemu informacji wizowej w regionie mogtoby by¢ zacheta
do wzmocnienia reprezentacji panstw czlonkowskich 1 ustanowienia wyzej
wspomnianego wspdlnego osrodka.

UE 1 panstwa cztonkowskie doktadaja coraz wigkszych staran w zakresie wsparcia
udzielanego krajom trzecim w celu lepszego zarzadzania migracja. Instrument
wspoOlnotowy, jakim jest Biuro Wymiany Informacji o Pomocy Technicznej
(TAIEX), zajmujace si¢ krotkoterminowymi zadaniami specjalistycznymi, odgrywa
wazna role w procesie udostgpniania potrzebnych ekspertow krajom trzecim, takze w
innych aspektach obszaru sprawiedliwo$ci, wolnosci i bezpieczenstwa. Obecnie
uprawnienia biura obejmuja jednak tylko kraje kandydujace i1 objgte EPS. W
przysztosci bedzie mozna rozwazy¢ nowe formy wspotpracy.

Regiony sasiadujace z UE na wschodzie i potudniowym wschodzie sa wazne z
punktu widzenia legalnej 1 nielegalnej migracji, zar6wno pomigdzy krajami w tym
regionie, jak i w kierunku UE. Dialog i wspotpraca w dziedzinie migracji sa juz dos¢
zaawansowane z wieloma z tych krajow, w szczegolnosci w zakresie zwalczania
nielegalnej imigracji. Zastosowanie podejscia globalnego do tych regionéw wymaga,
w miar¢ mozliwosci, dalszego zacie$nienia, zréwnowazenia 1 rozszerzenia
wspotpracy — szczegdlnie w zakresie skuteczniejszego rozwiazywania problemow
dotyczacych aspektéw migracji zwiazanych z mobilnoscia 1 rozwojem — by
umozliwi¢ UE zdobycie wiarygodnos$ci w oczach jej partnerdw i przejs¢ na nastgpny
etap wspotpracy.
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Na pierwszym etapie za niezbedne Komisja uwaza nasilenie dialogu i wzmocnienie
porozumien dotyczacych mobilnos$ci z krajami partnerskimi objgtymi EPS przy
wykorzystaniu istniejacych ram w zakresie migracji. Aby zrealizowaé to
priorytetowe zadanie polityczne, przed koncem 2007 r. powinno si¢ przeprowadzié
ocen¢ obowiazujacych procedur wizowych i rozwazy¢, w ramach obowiazujacych
systemow wizowych, mozliwo$¢ wprowadzenia praktycznych $rodkéw stuzacych
utatwieniu mobilno$ci najwazniejszych kategorii podrozujacych. Z uwagi na zmiang
granic UE w nastgpstwie rozszerzenia, szczeg6lnej uwagi wymagaja teraz kwestie,
takie jak wspieranie wspolpracy regionalnej z regionem Morza Czarnego 1 w obrgbie
tego regionu, zwlaszcza na obszarach kontroli granicznej, oraz walka z nielegalna
imigracja. Powinno si¢ rowniez nadal prowadzi¢ i zacie$nia¢ wspotprace z Federacja
Rosyjska. Ponadto nasila¢ si¢ begda dialog i wspolpraca z krajami i regionami
pochodzenia lezacymi dalej na wschod.

Zasadniczym celem zastosowania podejscia globalnego w tych regionach jest
potrzeba utrzymania spdjnosci polityki 1 zapewnienia komplementarnos$ci z aktualnie
prowadzonym dialogiem oraz z inicjatywami wspotpracy w dziedzinie migracji i
powiazanych kwestii, podejmowanymi obecnie w og6lnym kontekscie polityki UE w
obszarze stosunkéw zewngtrznych. W $cistej wspotpracy i koordynacji z panstwami
cztonkowskimi 1 wszystkimi innymi zainteresowanymi podmiotami, Komisja
zapewni t¢ spdjno$¢ i komplementarno$¢ oraz podejmie odpowiednie dalsze
dziatania dotyczace koordynacji podejscia globalnego w przedmiotowych regionach,
w miar¢ mozliwosci podajac takze ich harmonogram.

2. G LOSSARY

Asia-Europe Meeting: ASEM is an informal dialogue process initiated in 1996. The EU
Member States, the FEuropean Commission and thirteen Asian countries (Brunei,
Burma/Myanmar, China, Cambodia, Indonesia, Japan, South Korea, Malaysia, Laos, the
Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam) participate in the process. The ASEM 6
Summit held in September 2006 decided to admit India, Mongolia, Pakistan and the ASEAN
Secretariat to the ASEM process, upon their completion of the necessary procedures.

Bali Process: brings participants together to work on practical measures to help combat
people smuggling, trafficking in persons and related transnational crimes in the Asia-Pacific
region and beyond. Initiated at the "Regional Ministerial Conference on People Smuggling,
Trafficking in Persons and Related Transnational Crime" held in Bali in February 2002, the
Bali Process follow-up is a collaborative effort participated in by over fifty countries and
numerous international agencies.

Budapest Process: a consultative forum of more than fifty Governments from the wider
European region and ten international organisations, which aims to promote good governance
in the field of migration, a harmonised approach in dealing with irregular migration
challenges and support for the transfer and common understanding of migration concepts and
policies.

Cooperation platforms on migration and development: A concept proposed in the 2006
Communication on the Global Approach and endorsed by the December European Council.
The idea is to bring together migration and development actors in a country or region to
manage migration more effectively, in the interests of all, along specific migratory routes.
Such platforms would bring together representatives of the country or countries concerned
with Member States, the Commission and international organisations.

Global Approach to Migration: brings together migration, external relations and
development policy to address migration in an integrated, comprehensive and balanced way in
partnership with third countries. It comprises the whole migration agenda, including legal and
illegal migration, combating trafficking in human beings and smuggling of migrants,
strengthening protection for refugees, enhancing migrant rights and harnessing the positive
links that exist between migration and development. It is underscored by the fundamental
principles of partnership, solidarity and shared responsibility and uses the concept of
'migratory routes' to develop and implement policy.

MARRI: an initiative forming part of the South-East European Cooperation Process which
aims to enhance regional cooperation. Participating states are Albania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Croatia, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Montenegro and Serbia.
Its regional centre is located in Skopje.
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Migration portals: web portals with information about legal migration opportunities and
various other aspects of migration. The establishment of these web portals will be financially
supported by the new budget line, 'Preparatory Action: Migration management — Solidarity in
action'.

Migration profiles: a tool to bring together and analyse all the relevant information needed to
develop policy in the field of migration and development and to monitor the impact of
policies implemented.

Migration routes initiative: work along the main migratory routes through a particular
region and towards the EU is identified and takes into account the need to work in close
collaboration with the third countries along these routes.

Mobility partnerships: would provide the overall framework for managing various forms of
legal movement between the EU and third countries. Such partnerships would be agreed with
those third countries committed to fighting illegal immigration and that have effective
mechanisms for readmission. Mobility partnerships are in the process of being developed —
see the Communication on Circular migration and mobility partnerships between the
European Union and third countries, adopted simultaneously.

Regional networks of ILOs: coordination mechanisms to bring together Immigration Liaison
Officers so as to better coordinate and share information at the regional level.

Soderkoping Process: supported by the EC, its strategic objective is to facilitate cross-border
cooperation between a number of EU Member States, Candidate countries and the countries
of Eastern Europe on asylum, migration and border management issues.

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2.3 Asian countries of origin

As regards Asiatic countries, a big distinction is to be made between 1) actions providing material help
to internally displaced people (IDPs) of countries in crisis situations or to its nationals having
massively fled in a neighbouring country, which were carried out mainly through the "Aid to Uprooted
People" budget line, and 2) actions more specifically addressing other aspects of migrations and in
particular migrations towards the EU.

As concerns the "Aid to Uprooted People" budget line, there have been several large scale
interventions concentrated in a few countries. Among them Afghanistan was a priority. €145.4 million
was allocated between 2001 and 2006. Interventions aimed at facilitating return and reintegration of
internally displaced Afghans or Afghans willing to repatriate in particular from Iran and Pakistan by
facilitating land and houses recovery, access to information and employment, removal of various legal
and material obstacles. The programme also supported the functioning of the Afghanistan
Comprehensive Solutions Unit (ACSU), whose task is to steer the overall collection of information on
Afghans abroad and promotion and coordination of their return and reintegration back home, while
coordinating among all the State agencies and the actors involved into this process.

Furthermore, the "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line mobilised between 2001 and 2004 up to €3.8
million to support Bhutanese refugees in Nepal. In the same period, €26 million were allocated to help
Burmese refugees in Burma, Bangladesh and Thailand. Additional €18 million were allocated under
the budgets 2005 and 2006 of that budget line.

In Indonesia €15.7 million were mobilised by the "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line, with focus on
Sulawesi and Timor populations.

The "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line mobilised €8.5 million between 2001 and 2004 for projects
implemented by UNHCR in the Philippines aimed at assisting internally displaced people, with special
focus on Mindanao. At the same time, in Sri Lanka the "Aid to Uprooted people" budget line provided
up to €15.5 million between 2001 and 2004 for projects implemented by UNHCR aimed at assisting
internally displaced people.

Furthermore many more interventions of a purely humanitarian nature were promoted by ECHO.

Overview of the migratory situation and flows from and in the Eastern and South-Eastern
regions neighbouring the EU and statistics

The latest available data indicates that around 5.5 million migrants from countries in the Eastern
and South-Eastern regions are residing legally in the EU, which represents nearly 30% of all
resident third-country nationals. The most important countries of origin are Turkey, Serbia,
Montenegro, Albania and Ukraine.

In terms of illegal immigration, and in comparison to migration from Africa, migration from the
Eastern and South-Eastern regions is different in nature: the flows are more constant (there is no
specific seasonal cycle), more diffuse (given the multiplicity of possible entry points and the fact
that an important share of illegal immigration is due to persons who enter the EU legally but
overstay their visa) and more under the control of networks connected with organised crime and
involved in multiform criminal businesses.

As regards numbers, a rough analysis suggests that migration flows to the EU originating in
neighbouring countries reached its peak at the end of the 1990s and that this is now stabilising if not
slightly declining; this is a trend that is likely to continue due to economic growth and increased
political stability. At the same time there is evidence that migrants from Asia are seeking new
routes into the EU via Africa, the Mediterranean and the Atlantic. It is predicted that flows from
Asia will increase.

While illegal immigration negatively impacts on the EU, countries of origin are also significantly
affected by migration. Whilst in some cases, attracting migrant labour is an important concern for
the EU given the sharp decline in population, for countries of origin difficult economic situations
can generate high levels of emigration among people of working age, people who may then
however remit important earnings to their country of origin.

Assessing the scale and nature of migratory flows from, through or to the countries in the Eastern
and South-Eastern regions neighbouring the EU is a difficult task which must take into account the
changes in the EU's external borders: following enlargement of the Union to include Bulgaria and
Romania, the EU now has more extended external borders with Serbia, the former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia, Ukraine and Turkey; a new external border with Moldova; and an
additional external sea border at the Black Sea which brings the countries of the Southern Caucasus
closer. Land borders are also due to change as soon as the newer Member States join the Schengen
area. As the borders of the EU shift, migratory routes also shift, displacing existing routes or adding
new ones. New routes also appear when certain routes are closed off following increased action by
enforcement agencies charged with tackling illegal immigration and organised crime. In addition, in
recent years migratory flows have increasingly diversified and new migratory flows are emerging
alongside traditional and relatively long-standing ones. In this context, migration is more difficult to
manage and Member States increasingly turn to the EU to seek solutions via cross-border dialogue
and cooperation with and within the partner regions.

Regarding asylum, according to UNHCR, seven of the ten main countries of origin of asylum-
seekers in the EU in 2004 were countries in the Eastern and South-Eastern regions neighbouring the
EU, namely in the Western Balkans, the Middle East and Asia. This is compared to three countries
in sub-Saharan Africa. Capacity to ensure proper asylum processing in many countries of these
regions is weak. Even when refugees staying in the region enjoy legal security, the poor social and
economic climate is a barrier to integration.
