Vyroénd spriva o pokroku vo vykondvani stratégie Eurépskej tnie proti Sireniu zbrani hromadného
nicenia (2019)

Uvop
1. Tato sprava o pokroku vo vykondvani stratégie Eurdpskej tinie proti Sireniu zbrani hromadného nicenia (ZHN), ktort
Europska rada pruala v decembri 2003 (dokument 15708/03), sa venuje ¢innostiam vykonavanym v roku 2019. Sprava

nie je vycerpdvajtica, sistreduje sa na najdolezitejsi vyvoj. Vietky cinnosti sa vykondvali v $irSom kontexte bezpecnostnej
politiky EU a predchddzania konfliktom.

2. Vychddzajic z globdlnej stratégie Eurdpskej tnie pre zahrani¢nd a bezpecnostnd politiku (dokument 10715/16),
stratégie Eur6pskej tinie proti sireniu ZHN a novych smerov ¢innosti (dokument 17172/08) sa Eur6pska tinia aj nadalej
riadi tymito hlavnymi zdsadami:

a. u¢inny multilateralizmus vratane ochrany ustrednej tlohy a presadzovania vSeobecného uplatiiovania globalnej
architektiiry v oblasti nesirenia a odzbrojenia, a to prostrednictvom diplomatickej ¢innosti a finan¢nej pomoci tretim
krajinim a medzindrodnym organizdcidm;

b. tzka spolupraca s jednotlivymi krajinami v zdujme posilnenia medzinarodného rezimu nesirenia;

c. rieSenie otdzok nesirenia na drovni EU pocas dvojstrannych zasadnuti politického dialégu v oblasti nesirenia
a odzbrojenia, ako aj v rdmci neformalnejsich kontaktov;

d. G¢inné a komplementdrne vyuZzivanie Véetk)'fch dostupnych néstrojov a finanény‘ch zdrojov — rozpoétu spolocnej
zahranicnej a bezpecnostnej politiky, ndstroja na podporu stability a mieru (IcSP) a inych ndstrojov — s cielom
podporit ciele zahraniénej politiky EU.

4. Pracovnd skupina Rady EU pre nesirenie zasadala v roku 2019 jedendstkrdt, a to aj na drovni riaditelov, pricom rokovala
o pozicidch a budcich ¢innostiach EU. Delegdcie EU vo Viedni, Zeneve a New Yorku pripravili a koordinovali viacero
Vyhlasem EU na viacstranné féra a aktivne prispievali k tvorbe politik prostrednictvom pravidelnych koordina¢nych
stretnuti EU.

5. EU je aj nadalej plne odhodland presadzovat vseobecné uplatiiovanie a tiplné a Géinné vykondvanie Zmluvy o nesireni
jadrovych zbrani (NPT), ako aj nadobudnutie platnosti Zmluvy o vieobecnom zdkaze jadrovych skiisok (CTBT) a zacatie
a skoré ukoncenie rokovam tykajtcich sa Zmluvy o zdkaze vyroby stiepneho materidlu na pouzitie v ]adrovych
zbraniach a inych jadrovych vybusnych zariadeniach v rdmci konferencie o odzbrojeni. Prioritou EU je aj nadalej
zriadenie zény bez zbrani hromadného niCenia a ich nosi¢ov na Blizkom vychode. Rada v roku 2019 prijala
rozhodnutie (SZBP) 2019/938 (!), ktorym sa Institatu OSN pre vyskum v oblasti odzbrojenia (UNIDIR) poskytuje
2856278 EUR na podporu procesu budovania dovery, ktory povedie k vytvoreniu zény bez jadrovych zbrani
a vietkych dalsich zbrani hromadného ni¢enia na Blizkom vychode.

Zmluva o neSireni jadrovych zbrani a Medzindrodnd agentdra pre atémovii energiu

6. Cyklus preskimania NPT pokracoval od 27. aprila do 10. mdja 2019 v New Yorku tretfm zasadnutim pripravného
vyboru pre hodnotiacu konferenciu zmluvnych strin NPT, ktord sa bude konat v roku 2020. EU vydala styri
vyhldsenia: jedno v rdmci vSeobecnej rozpravy a tri v rdmci diskusif o jadrovom odzbrojeni, nesireni a o mierovom
vyuzitf; vydalo sa aj osobitné vyhldsenie na podporu vytvorenia zény bez ZHN na Blizkom vychode. EU tieZ

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zorganizovala spr1evodne podujatie a predlozﬂa pracovny dokument, v ktorom postdila uvedent zmluvu patdesiat
rokov po jej prijati. Vetky clenské stity EU podporili vyhlisenie tykajice sa jadrového programu Severnej Korey.
Na 74. zasadnuti Prvého vyboru Valného zhromazdenia OSN pre otdzky odzbrojenia a medzindrodnt bezpecnost
prispela EU ku vsetkym relevantnym diskusidm vratane tematickej diskusie o jadrovych zbraniach.

7. Okrem toho 15. aprila 2019 prijala Rada bezprecedentné rozhodnutie (SZBP) 2019/615 (%), ktorého cielom je finan¢ne
podporxt Urad OSN pre otazky odzbrojenia (UNODA) pri organizacii tematickych a regiondlnych konzultacii v ramci
pripravy hodnotiacej konferencie Zmluvnych strin NPT, ktord sa bude konat v roku 2020. Hlavnym cielom
rozhodnutia Rady je pomoct dosiahnut tspesny vysledok hodnotiacej konferencie NPT a vytvorenie realistického
a realizovate[ného stiboru opatreni a odportcani, ktoré mézu ziskat konsenzus. V rdmci tohto rozhodnutia Rady
zorganizoval irad UNODA v roku 2019 dva regiondlne semindre: 29. — 30. augusta v Addis Abebe a 3. — 4. decembra
v Bangkoku, ako aj tematicky semindr o mierovom vyuZzivani jadrovej energie, ktory sa konal 20. — 21. novembra
vo Viedni. Regiondlne stretnutia sa vztahovali na vSetky tri piliere NPT z hladiska regiondlnych priorit a obdv. V rdmci
vietkych Cinnosti sa vyvija Gsilie o vyzdvihnutie mnohych doterajsich prinosov NPT a potreby tieto prinosy zachovat.

8. EU nadalej podporovala zdkladné tlohy MAAE v oblasti nesirenia, jadrovej energie, jadrovej bezpecnosti a fyzickej
ochrany i technickej spolupréce.

9. Prostrednictvom rozhodnutia Rady (SZBP) 2016/2383 () prispieva EU k vykondvaniu plinu fyzickej ochrany
jadrovych materidlov a jadrovych zariadeni MAAE na roky 2018 — 2021. Finanénymi prostriedkami EU sa nadalej
podporovali ¢innosti MAAE zamerané na: vSeobecné uplatiiovanie medzindrodnych ndstrojov v oblasti nesirenia
a fyzickej ochrany jadrovych materidlov a jadrovych zariadeni; pomoc §titom pri vytvarani vlastnych technickych,
vedeckych a ludskych kapacit v oblasti fyzickej ochrany jadrovych materidlov a jadrovych zariadeni; posiliiovanie
kapacit v oblasti predchddzania trestnym alebo zdmernym nedovolenym ¢inom, pri ktorych sa pouziva jadrovy alebo
iny rddioaktivny materidl mimo regulacnej kontroly, ich odhalovania a reakcie na ne, ako aj ochrany osob, majetku
a zivotného prostredia pred takymito ¢inmi; posiliiovanie odhalovania pripadov nedovoleného obchodovania
s jadrovym a inym radioaktivnym materidlom a reakcie nafi; prispievanie k pocitacovej bezpec¢nosti v oblasti jadrovej
energetiky; posiliiovanie bezpecnosti radioaktivnych zdrojov, ktoré sa prendsajti do spolahlivych a bezpe¢nych skladov
v krajindch, ktoré potrebuji podporu, vrdtane ich navritenia do krajiny povodu alebo dodévatelovi; posiliiovanie
fyzickej ochrany jadrového a iného rddioaktivneho materidlu.

10. MAAE nadalej tspesne vykondvala rozhodnutie Rady (SZBP) 2016/2001 (*) z 15. novembra 2016 o prispevku EU
k zriadeniu a bezpecnemu spravovaniu banky pre mzkoobohateny uran pod kontrolou Medzindrodnej agenttry pre
atémovii energiu (MAAE) v rdmci stratégie EU proti $ireniu zbrani hromadného nicenia.

11. Spolo¢né vyskumné centrum Eurdpskej komisie (JRC) ukoncilo v roku 2019 podporu poskytovant databdze
incidentov a pripadov obchodovania (ITDB) agenttry MAAE.

12. JRC a MAAE popri 5. zasadnuti vysokych tradnikov EU a MAAE (15. februdra 2017) podpisali ,praktické opatrenia
na spoluprdcu v oblasti aplikicif jadrovej vedy“ s cielom rozvijat spolo¢né ¢innosti a zabranit duplicite dsilia. Jednou
z ¢innosti zahrnutych v tychto praktickych opatreniach je monitorovanie rddioaktivity v Zivotnom prostredi v celej
Eurdpe a na viacerych miestach na celom svete vo forme priemernych hodnot ddvok gama Ziarenia a najvyssich hodnot
tohto Ziarenia za poslednych 24 hodin. Tieto merania sa realizujd na 5500 monitorovacich miestach, ktoré
prevadzkuju prislusné vnatrostatne organy v 39 krajindch a ktoré nahlasuji najnovsie radiologické hodnoty Eurépskej
platforme vymeny tidajov o radidcii (EURDEP). Hldsenie o radiacnej havarii alebo radia¢nom ohrozeni sa po porade
s prislusnymi vndtro§titnymi orgdnmi poddvajii prostrednictvom sieti véasného oznamovania, ako je napr. ECURIE
alebo EMERCON, ktoré prevadzkuji Eurdpska komisia a MAAE.

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13. Spolo¢ny komplexny akény plan (JCPOA) je kldc¢ovym prvkom globélnej architektﬁry v oblasti ne$irenia jadrOV}’rch
zbrani a dspechom multilaterdlnej diplomacie. Pokracu)uce tplné a ¢inné vykondvanie tejto dohody ma zdsadny
vyznam pre eurdpsku bezpecnost EU nadalej prispieva k vykondvaniu JCPOA koordindciou spolocnej komisie
a viacerych expertnych pracovnych skupin, ktoré sa zriadili na zéklade JCPOA. EU taktiez dalej plne podporuje
dlhodobti misiu MAAE na tcely overovania a monitorovania zavizkov Irdnu v jadrovej oblasti. Od roku 2016 sa EU
angazuje vo vykondvani prilohy II JCPOA, najmi prostrednictvom projektov na zlepSenie jadrovej bezpecnosti.
Na civilno-jadrovii spoluprdcu s Irdnom a tri projekty na podporu irdnskeho orgdnu jadrového dozoru
a prevadzkovatela atémovej elektrdrne v Busehri bolo vy¢lenenych 15 miliénov EUR. V roku 2018 bol schvéleny
novy projekt s rozpoctom vo vyske 5 milibnov EUR, ktory sa vztahuje na doddvky laboratérneho vybavenia pre
Stredisko pre jadrovi bezpecnost regulacného orgdnu. Ocakdva sa, Ze zmluva na projekt sa uzavrie v roku 2020.

14. Civilnd jadrové spoluprica s Irinom je klti¢ovym pilierom JCPOA a tstrednym prvkom spoluprice EU s Irinom.
Pomdha lepsie pochopit irdnske potreby v civilnej jadrovej oblasti a postupne budovat doveru v mierovi povahu
irdnskeho jadrového programu. Spoluprica EU a Irdnu v roku 2019 zahffiala pravidelny dialég na vysokej Grovni
o politickych otdzkach s osobitnym zameranim na riadenie jadrovych otdzok; spolo¢ny workshop na tému
obcianskopravnej zodpovednosti a poisteni v jadrovej oblasti; projekty, ktorymi sa podporuje Gsilie irdnskeho organu
jadrového dozoru o zostladenie s medzmarodnyml normami v legislativnej a regulacnej oblasti, ako aj zriadenie
Strediska pre jadrovii bezpecnost navrhnutého v ramci predchddzajiiceho projektu financovaného zo strany EU; Gcast
1ranskych Studentov na letnej kole zameranej na vyradovanie jadrovych zariadeni z prevddzky a na pracovnom
semindri venovanom metrol6gii na ucely charakterizacie a likviddcie odpadu v Spolocnom vyskumnom centre EU, ako

aj spolo¢ny seminar EU a Irdnu na tému podivania sprav v rdmci spolocneho dohovoru o nakladani s vyhoretym
pahvom a radioaktivnym odpadom, spolocny seminir EU a Irdnu na tému havarijnej pripravenosti a reakcii
na radiologicki alebo jadrovii niidzovi situdciu a projekty na podporu modernizécie Vyskumneho reaktora v Araku
(Chondab) a na premenu zariadenia vo Fardo na jadrové, fyzikdlne a technologické centrum. Irdn zostal hlavnym
prijemcom podpory EU v oblasti jadrovej bezpecnosti.

15. Dohody o komplexnych bezpecnostnych zdrukdch st spolu s dodatkovymi protokolmi v stcasnosti normou pre
overovanie a EU gj nadale] vyzyva na ich vieobecné dodrziavanie. Uzka spolupraca medzi EURATOM-om a MAAE
umoziuje prijimat Géinné a efektivne bezpecnostné zaruky. EU aktivne podporuje systém bezpeénostnych zaruk
MAAE prostrednictvom podporného programu Eurdpskej komisie (EC SP) zameraného na bezpec¢nostné zaruky, ako aj
prostrednictvom podpornych programov niektorych ¢lenskych $tdtov. Uvedenym programom Komisie sa posiliuji
sposobilosti MAAE v oblasti jadrovych bezpecnostnych zaruk, pokial ide o overovanie vykondvania spolo¢ného
komplexného akéného planu, a to aj tym, Ze sa in§pektorom MAAE pre bezpecnostné zaruky poskytuje odbornd
priprava zamerana na doplnkovy pristup a fungovanie kombinovaného postupu na analyzu koncentrécie a obohatenia
urdnu (tzv. postupu COMPUCEA) na ucely overovania obohacovania UF6.

16. Eur6pska komisia nadalej riadi a aktivne podporuje Eurdpske zdruzenie pre vyskum a vyvoj v oblasti bezpe¢nostnych
zdruk (ESARDA), ktoré v roku 2019 osldvilo svoje 50. vyrocie otvorenym sympodziom, na ktorom sa stretlo
250 ucastnikov z celého sveta a na ktorom sa diskutovalo o jadrovych bezpe¢nostnych zdrukach a otdzkach nesirenia
jadrovych zbrani, a to najmi z vedeckého a technického hladiska. Zdruzenie ESARDA pokracuje aj v medzindrodnej
osvetovej cinnosti, a to prostrednictvom memordnd o porozumeni s Africkou komisiou pre jadrovi energiu
a Azijsko-tichomorskou siefou pre bezpecnostné zaruky a v uzke] spoluprac1 s Institdtom pre nakladanie s jadrovymi
materidlmi. Pracovné skupiny zdruZenia ESARDA vypractvaji, testujii a overuji inovacné bezpecnostné zdruky
a pristupy k nesireniu jadrovych zbrani, ktoré priamo vyuZiva riaditelstvo pre jadrové bezpecnostné zaruky GR ENER
a Odbor bezpecnostnych ziruk v rdmci Medzindrodnej agentdry pre atdmovi energiu. Vysledky vyskumu a vyvoja,
ako aj iniciativy v oblasti vzdeldvania a odbornej pripravy zlepsuji eurdpske a medzindrodné sposobilosti v oblasti
jadrovych bezpe¢nostnych zaruk a strategickd kontrolu obchodu, ¢o mé vedlajsi vplyv aj na iniciativy v oblasti jadrovej
bezpecnosti a jadrového odzbrojenia.

17. EU a jej clenské stity prikladaji celosvetovému dodrziavaniu jadrovej bezpecnosti a jej neustilemu zlepSovaniu
mimoriadny vyznam. EU prostrednictvom novely smernice o jadrovej bezpecnosti, ktord nadobudla Gc¢innost v roku
2017, dodala pravnu silu ciefom Viedenskej deklardcie o jadrovej bezpe¢nosti. KIG¢ovym prvkom novely smernice je
zavedenie ciela jadrovej bezpecnosti pre V§etk}'/ch prevédzkovatel’ov v snahe o predchddzanie havdridm a zabrdnenie
velkym tinikom rddioaktivnych litok. Novelou smernice sa taktieZ do prdva Euratom-u doplnili tematicky zamerané
partnerské hodnotenia. Prvé eurdpske tematicky zamerané partnerské hodnotenie uz dspesne prebehlo. Vsetky ¢lenské
staty EU transponovali nové poziadavky do svojich vniitrostatnych pravnych predpisov.
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18. Na roky 2014 — 2020 vy¢lenila EU na Géely podpory mierového vyuzivania jadrovej energie 325 miliénov EUR, a to

na podporu jadrovej bezpe¢nosti, ochrany pred Ziarenim a uplatiovanie u¢innych a efektivnych bezpe¢nostnych zaruk

v tretich krajindch. Europska komisia v spoluprdci s MAAE a dalsimi partnermi, podporuje vykondvanie strateglckeho

hlavného pldnu sandcie Zivotného prostredia v Strednej Azii, ktory sa mé financovat prostrednictvom osobitného tiétu

pre sandciu zivotného prostredla ktory spravuje Eurépska banka pre obnovu a rozvoj (EBOR). EU ako najvacsi darca

nadalej oslovuje prijimajtce krajiny (Kirgizsko, Tadzikistan a Uzbekistan) s cielom posilnit zapojenie a zacat konkrétne
dekontamina¢né a sanacné projekty.

19. V jali 2019 bol Ukrajine na ceremonidli za Gcasti prezidenta Volodymyra Zelenského oficidlne odovzdany novy
bezpecnostny kryt chrdniaci zniceny reaktor ¢. 4 v jadrovej elektrarni v Cernobyle, ¢im sa zavisilo dlhodobé
medzindrodné dsilie o obnovenie environmentdlnej bezpecnosti tejto lokality, ktoré iniciovala skupina G7. EU je po
Eurépskej banke pre obnovu a rozvoj, ktord spravuje Fond na ochranny kryt cernobylského reaktora, druhym

najvacsim prispievatelom do tohto fondu.

20. EU a jej clenské stity nadalej dorazne podporujii program technickej spoluprice agentﬁry MAAE, a to aj
prostrednlctvom Vyznamnych prispevkov do fondu pre technickd spolupricu a k iniciative zameranej na mierové
vyuzitie. EU a jej clenské staty sa radia k najvacsim prispievatelom do programu technickej spoluprdce, ktory je
dolezitym ndstrojom umoziujicim bezpecné, zabezpecené a mierové vyuzivanie jadrovych technoldgii a splnenie
cielov Agendy 2030 pre udrzatelny rozvoj.

21. EU a MAAE usporadivajii kazdy rok zasadnutie na trovni vysokych tradnikov, na ktorom sa preskiimava a planuje ich
girokd spoluprdca. Posledné zasadnutie usporiadala Eurépska komisia 12. februara 2019 v Luxemburgu. Rokovanie sa
zameralo na posilnenie spoluprace v oblasti jadrovej bezpecnosti, fyzickej ochrany, bezpe¢nostnych zdruk, ako aj
vyskumu, inovacie a odbornej pripravy v jadrovej oblasti.

Zmluva o v§eobecnom zdkaze jadrovych skdsok

22. Nadobudnutie platnostl a vSeobecné uplatnovame CTBT st dolezitymi cielmi stratégie EU proti $ireniu zbran{
hromadného nicenia. Vietky clenské stity EU preukdzali svoje odhodlanie zmluvu presadzovat tym, Ze ju ratifikovali
a vykondvaji zdkladné povinnosti, ktoré z nej vyplyvaji. CTBT je silnym opatrenim na budovanie dovery
a bezpecnosti. EU sa v roku 2019 angazovala v diplomatickej osvetovej ¢innosti v stivislosti so vietkymi zostdvajacimi
krajinami uvedenymi v prilohe — II, ako aj s krajinami, ktoré v nej uvedené nie si. Cielom tejto ¢innosti EU bolo
usilovat’ sa o zavazky k ratifikdcii CTBT. Presadzovanie nadobudnutia platnosti CTBT bolo jednou z akcii v rdmci
programu generdlneho tajomnika OSN zameraného na odzbrojenie s ndzvom Zabezpecenie nasej spolocnej
budticnosti, ktort sa EU rozhodla podporit.

23. EU neustile presadzuje prinosy a prispevok tejto zmluvy k mieru, bezpecnosti, odzbro;emu a nesireniu zbrani, a to
vritane jej uplatiiovania v civilnej oblasti. EU nadalej finanéne podporovala pripravni komisiu pre Organiziciu
Zmluvy o vSeobecnom zdkaze ]adrovych sksok (CTBTO) ako sa uvddza v rozhodnuti Rady (SZBP) 2018/298 ()
o podpore zo strany Unie ¢innostiam pripravnej komisie pre Organizdciu Zmluvy o vSeobecnom zékaze jadrovych
skiisok (CTBTO) s cielom posilnit jej monitorovacie a overovacie sposobilosti. EU a jej ¢lenské $tty tiez prispievali
k udrziavaniu a posiliovaniu overovacicho rezimu CTBT prostrednictvom poskytovama technickej podpory
a poradenstva v rdmci pracovnej skupiny B CTBTO a dalsich workshopov a semindrov. EU sa aktivne ztcastiovala
na zasadnutiach pripravnej komisie CTBTO, jej pracovnych skupin A a B.

24. Na pozvanie vykonného tajomnika CTBTO sa VP/PK EU zicastnila na jedendstej konferencii o ulahéovani
nadobudnutia platnosti CTBT, ktord sa 25. septembra 2019 konala v sidle Organizdcie Spojenych ndrodov v New
Yorku, na ktore] predlozila dohodnuté vyhldsenie EU.
