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Tillampning av den 6vergripande strategin for migration pa Europeiska unionens 6stra

och syddstra grannregioner

INLEDNING

| december 2005 antog Europeiska radet den Gvergripande strategin for migration,
vilken inledningsvis inriktades pa Afrika och Medelhavsregionen. Radet uppmanade
kommissionen i sina slutsatser frdn december 2006 att “lagga fram forslag till
utékad dialog och konkreta atgarder” for att tillampa den overgripande strategin pa
de regioner i Oster och s6der som grénsar till Europeiska unionen. | detta meddelande
ges ett svar pa denna uppmaning och man foreslar en strategi som bygger pa
migrationsvagskonceptet (migratory route) (i bilaga I finns en engelsk ordlista over
alla begrepp och akronymer som anvénds i texten).

Meddelandet inriktas framst pa Europeiska unionens &stra och syddstra
grannregioner, som enligt kommissionens uppfattning omfattar foljande lander och
omraden:

Turkiet, véstra Balkan (Albanien, Bosnien och Hercegovina, Kroatien, f.d.
jugoslaviska republiken Makedonien, Montenegro och Serbien, inklusive Kosovo?,
partnerlander inom den europeiska grannskapspolitiken i Ostra Europa (Ukraina,
Moldavien och Vitryssland®), Sydkaukasien (Armenien, Azerbajdzjan och Georgien)
samt Ryssland.

N&r meddelandet skall omsattas i praktiken bor man i forsta hand beakta de
rekommendationer som direkt ror dessa lander. For att tillampa den Gvergripande
strategin pa Europeiska unionens 6stra och sydostra grannregioner enligt konceptet
med “migrationsvagar” maste man dock &aven ta hansyn till ursprungs- och
transitlander langre bort. Darfor maste dven féljande lander beaktas:

Partnerlander inom den europeiska grannskapspolitiken i Mellandstern (Syrien,
Jordanien och Libanon), Iran och Irak, Centralasien (Kazakstan, Kirgizistan,
Tadzjikistan, Turkmenistan och Uzbekistan) samt ursprungslander i Asien sasom
Kina, Indien, Pakistan, Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, Vietnam, Filippinerna
och Indonesien.

For dessa lander och omraden innehaller detta meddelande rekommendationer pa
medellang till 1ang sikt.

Gemenskapen har en institutionell ram med alla lander som omnamns, inom vilken
en politisk och ekonomisk dialog och samarbetsforbindelser har inrattats, i allmanhet
aven pa migrationsomradet. | meddelandet redovisas dessa ramar for varje grupp av
lander. | vissa fall &r dialogen och samarbetet pa migrationsomradet och narliggande
omraden (t.ex. sysselsattning och utbildning) redan mycket vél utvecklade. En

Enligt definitionen i FN:s sdkerhetsrads resolution nr 1244,

Né&r det géller Vitryssland bor dialogen &ga rum i enlighet med de restriktioner for kontakter med
myndigheter som galler for férbindelserna mellan EU och Vitryssland och inom en regional ram.
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eventuell forstarkning av dialogen och samarbetet pa migrationsomradet bér bygga
pa den dialog och det samarbete som redan finns och &ven till fullo inbegripa
relaterade fragor och aktorer, sarskilt pa arbetskraftsmigrationsomradet. | bilaga Il
aterfinns en vagledande lista 6ver manga pagaende samarbetsprojekt pa omradet
migration, viseringar och gréanskontroll som finansieras av EG i dessa lander, och det
ar viktigt att man fortsatter att betona och belysa detta samarbete.

For att tillampa den dvergripande strategin krévs det en omfattande analys av de
lagliga och illegala forflyttningarna, den globala tillgangen och efterfragan pa
arbetskraft, arbetskraftsmigrationen samt hanteringen av ekonomisk migration och
behovet av internationellt skydd. Migrationsvdgar, trender och eventuella
vagandringar maste ocksa undersokas. | bilaga Il presenteras vissa preliminara
slutsatser angaende regionen i detta hanseende och diverse statistik. Denna regions
betydelse for EU star redan klar. Runt en tredjedel av alla tredjelandsmedborgare
som bor i EU & medborgare i EU:s Gstra och sydéstra grannlénder eller i Ryssland.
Genom EU:s utvidgning 6sterut 2004 och 2007 &ndrades den réttsliga grunden for
granspendling och migration i manga grannlander, dven om de fordelar som ett EU-
medlemskap for med sig i form av hog ekonomisk tillvaxt och
sysselsattningsmojligheter gor de nya medlemsstaterna attraktivare for migration fran
grannarna i 6st. Grannlanderna upplever effekterna av bade kompetensinflode och
kompetensflykt och nettofordelarna bidrar till att mildra de pafrestningar i form av
hog arbetsloshet och laga inkomster som kan uppsta vid en politisk och ekonomisk
forandring.

Latinamerika och Vastindien har d&nnu inte diskuterats i samband med tillampningen
av den globala strategin for migration, dven om migration &r en del av den
regelbundna politiska dialogen med denna region. Med tanke pa att de
migrationsrelaterade fragorna har fatt 6kad betydelse i forbindelserna med landerna i
Latinamerika och Vastindien kommer kommissionen dessutom att ta upp
migrationsfragan med sina partner under forberedelserna infor det nasta toppmotet
mellan EU och Latinamerika/Véastindien (i Lima i maj 2008). Detta kommer att goéras
pa ett satt som ar forenligt med den Gvergripande strategin och som dven gor det
mojligt att genomfora de ataganden som de bada sidorna gjorde under toppmotet i
Wien i maj 2006.

LANDER | EUROPEISKA UNIONENS OSTRA OCH SYDOSTRA GRANNREGIONER

Vid utarbetandet av den évergripande strategin med lander i Afrika har olika verktyg
visat sig vara anvandbara for att samarbeta med partnerlanderna, sasom
migrationsprofiler och samarbetsplattformar om migration och utveckling (se bilaga
1). Dessa verktyg kan &ven vara relevanta for tillampandet av den Gvergripande
strategin pa de dstra och syddstra regionerna. Det maste dock undersokas for varje
land eller region om verktygen skulle kunna ge ett mervérde, sarskilt med beaktande
av befintliga ramar och foérbindelser med de berérda landerna och regionerna.
Dessutom skall detta meddelande l&sa tillsammans med meddelandet om cirkuléar
migration och partnerskap for rorlighet mellan Europeiska unionen och tredjeléander
som antas samtidigt som det har meddelandet.

2.1.1.

Turkiet och Vastra Balkan®
Nuvarande ram for dialog

Migrationsfragorna med Turkiet — som har haft ett associeringsavtal med EU sedan
1963 — omfattas av 2006 ars anslutningspartnerskap.

Nar det galler Vastra Balkan omfattas migrationsfragor av stabiliserings- och
associeringsavtalet, som dr den avtalsméssiga ram for forbindelserna som har
upprattats eller kommer att upprattas med varje land®. Dessutom behandlas
migrationsfragor, ofta utforligt, i de berorda europeiska partnerskapen eller
anslutningspartnerskapen (fér  Kroatien och Turkiet). Genomfdrandet av
partnerskapen Overvakas framst genom de arliga framstegsrapporterna och moten
med de berdrda landerna. Migrationsfragor diskuteras aven inom ramen for det arliga
motet med landerna pa Vastra Balkan mellan ministrarna med ansvar for frihet,
sékerhet och réttvisa.

Nar det géller kandidatlanderna Kroatien, Turkiet och f.d. jugoslaviska republiken
Makedonien diskuteras migrationsfragor ingaende vid underkommittéernas maoten
och kan tas upp i associeringskommittén och associeringsradet. Under
anslutningsforhandlingarna med Kroatien och Turkiet gjordes en &versyn av
migrationsfragorna och dessa fragor 6vervakas nu bland annat i kapitlen om frihet,
sékerhet och réttvisa och arbetskraftens fria rorlighet.

Nar det géller de andra landerna i regionen diskuteras migrationsfragorna inom
ramen for de sarskilda processerna for radgivning och Gvervakning (radgivande
arbetsgruppen med Albanien, reformdvervakningsprocessen for Bosnien och
Hercegovina, den forstarkta stdndiga dialogen for Montenegro och Serbien), dven i
tekniska gruppmaten. Nar det galler Kosovo diskuteras dessa fragor inom ramen for
stabiliserings- och associeringsprocessens végledningssystem (STM).

Den syddsteuropeiska samarbetsprocessen (SEECP) har fatt en allt mer betydande
roll som forum for regionalt samarbete i hela den syddsteuropeiska regionen, och
omfattar aven samarbete i frdgor som ror rattvisa, frihet och sakerhet. SEECP deltar i
processen med att skapa ett nytt regionalt ramverk som kommer att eftertrada
stabilitetspaketen for syddstra Europa.

Alla kandidatlander och lander som har erkanda utsikter om att fa EU-tilltrade
arbetar redan med att anta EU:s regelverk. For att se till att den har processen kan
fortsétta utan forseningar och for att kunna hantera de strommar som kommer under
tiden langs de syddstra migrationsvagarna pa ett battre satt, foreslas foljande atgarder
som allménna prioriteringar:

Turkiet fick officiellt status som kandidatland i december 1999. Anslutningsférhandlingarna inleddes
den 3 oktober 2005. Kroatien ar ocksd ett kandidatland som forhandlar om EU-medlemsskap. F.d.
jugoslaviska republiken Makedonien fick status som kandidatland i december 2005 med har &nnu inte
inlett anslutningsférhandlingar.

Stabiliserings- och associeringsavtalen med Kroatien och f.d. jugoslaviska republiken Makedonien har
tratt i kraft, stabiliserings- och associeringsavtalet med Albanien har undertecknats men annu inte
ratificerats, stabiliserings- och associeringsavtalet med Montenegro har paraferats, foérhandlingarna om
ett stabiliserings- och associeringsavtal med Bosnien och Hercegovina har avslutats, och
forhandlingarna om ett stabiliserings- och associeringsavtal med Serbien har for narvarande lagts pa is.
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2.1.2. Rekommendationer

e FoOr att komplettera dialogen om migration i bilaterala och regionala fora och underlatta
dialogen ytterligare mellan alla inblandande aktorer skulle nationella och subregionala
plattformar for samarbete om migration kunna inratta med stod av erfarenheterna fran
det regionala initiativet for migration, asyl och flyktingar (MARRI)

e Dialogen med myndigheterna i kandidat- och partnerlanderna skulle kunna omfatta
diskussioner om hur migrationens inverkan pa utvecklingen kan bidra till att starka
stabiliteten och framja sysselsattningen i regionen. Man skulle kunna utarbeta strategier
for att forhindra  kompetensflykt, t.ex. investeringar i utbildning och
kapacitetsuppbyggande  for att forbattra arbetsvillkoren och for att Oka
sysselsédttningsmojligheterna, och darigenom férhindra att utbildade arbetstagare migrerar.
Man bor unders6ka hur man kan minska kostnaderna for penningdverféringar och stérka
deras inflytande pa utvecklingen i landerna i regionen. Det bor anordnas studiebesok av
experter for att framja kontakter och stimulera ett direkt samarbete mellan forvaltningar
och for att undersoka den institutionella kapaciteten. Man skulle &ven kunna anordna
worksshoppar om migrationens och utvecklingsdagordningens olika aspekter. Slutligen bor
initiativ stodjas som syftar till att knyta hogkvalificerade migranter som t.ex. forskare till
sina ursprungslander.

o Mojligheterna till cirkular migration bor utdkas samtidigt som man tar hansyn till de
temporara sasongsbetonade forflyttningarna 6ver granserna i regionen. Med undantag for
Kroatien som redan atnjuter viseringsfrinet med EU maste viseringsbestammelserna i
regionen ytterligare forbattras och harmoniseras for att géra det mojligt for arbetskraften
att cirkulera. Mojligheten att erbjuda ett bredare utbud av utbytesprogram for forskare eller
studenter bor ocksa undersokas. Man bor dven se till att migranter ar ordentligt forberedda
infér avresan genom att ge dem en realistisk uppfattning om levnads- och arbetsvillkoren i
EU. I denna process skulle utbildning eller specialprogram och matchning av utbud och
efterfrdgan pa arbetsmarknaden kunna vara till hjalp. Migrationsportalerna som kommer
att vara i drift i slutet av 2007 kommer att spela en viktig roll i detta. Efter en utvérdering
av erfarenheterna som gjorts inom centrumen for migrationstjanster skulle dessa kunna
anvandas som forebild. Genom att inratta kontaktpunkter pa varje arbetsmarknads- eller
inrikesministerium skulle man lattare kunna utarbeta lampliga politiska svar med en bra
balans mellan behovet av arbetskraft och migrationens sékerhetsaspekter. Nar det galler
kortfristiga viseringar kommer genomfdrandet av de gemenskapsavtal for forenklade
viseringsforfaranden som har inletts med vissa av landerna pa Vastra Balkan att bidra till
en forbattring och férenkling av viseringsforfarandena for vissa kategorier av medborgare i
dessa lander.

e Lagstiftningen om asyl och skydd for flyktingar bor starkas eller kompletteras for att
kunna erbjuda omfattande lagligt skydd av personer som kan behdva internationellt skydd.
Montenegro och Serbien har &nnu inte antagit grundldggande asyllagar och bér uppmanas
att gora detta. Turkiet maste gora andringar i sin asyllagstiftning och anpassa den till det
berorda regelverket, sa att detta kan genomféras pa ett effektivt satt och for att man skall
kunna inrétta en administrativ kapacitet som 6verensstdammer med EU:s bésta praxis. | alla
stater kravs det storre anstrangningar for att sakerstalla att lampliga rattsliga bestammelser
genomfors i praktiken.



e Kampen mot olaglig migration och méanniskohandel maste starkas. Den europeiska
gransforvaltningsbyran (Frontex) bor fortsatta att utveckla sina forbindelser med landerna i
regionen i detta syfte. Tekniskt stod till partnerlander, vilket skulle omfatta ytterligare
utbildning av gréanskontrolltjanstemén och immigrationstjansteman samt framtagandet av
palitlig statistik om rapporterade fall bor tillhandahallas genom olika instrument, t.ex.
instrumentet for stod infor anslutningen (IPA), partnersamverkan eller Byran for tekniskt
bistand och informationsutbyte (Taiex). Vissa atgarder som ror granskontroll och
migrationshantering i EU:s kandidatlander och mojliga kandidatlander skulle ocksa kunna
stodjas inom ramen for IPA. EG:s atertagandeavtal med landerna pa Vastra Balkan maste
genomforas och tertagandeavtalet med Turkiet maste undertecknas utan dréjsmal°.

e EU maste framja ett narmare regionalt sektorsovergripande samarbete for att bekampa
den organiserade brottsligheten, sérskilt genom ett forbattrat samarbete mellan Europeiska
polisbyran (Europol) och Sydo6steuropeiska samarbetsinitiativet (SECI) i Bukarest. For
detta andamal skall ett samforstandsavtal mellan Europol och SECI ingas som sarskilt
inriktas pa kampen mot manniskohandel, medan ett operationellt samarbetsavtal ar ett
langsiktigt mal.

2.2. Partnerlander inom den europeiska grannskapspolitiken i Osteuropa och
Sydkaukasien

2.2.1. Nuvarande ram for dialog

Den europeiska grannskapspolitiken utgér ramen for forbindelserna med léanderna i
Osteuropa och Sydkaukasien. Aven om migrationssamarbete, viseringsfragor, asyl,
gransforvaltning och andra relaterade ekonomiska och sociala fragor omnamns
indirekt i partnerskaps- och samarbetsavtalen, som utgor den réttsliga grunden for
EG:s forhallande med dessa lander, tas dessa fragor upp i alla handlingsplaner inom
den europeiska grannskapspolitiken som har uppréttats med partnerlanderna i 0st.
Vissa partnerlander har &ven ett eget nationellt handlingsprogram som ror dessa
fragor Nar det géller Ukraina finns det en sarskild handlingsplan for omradet rattvisa,
frihet och sakerhet — som motsvarar den del av handlingsplanerna som avtalats med
Armenien, Azerbajdzjan, Georgien och Moldavien — och kommissionens samarbetar
aven med Ukraina utifran en resultattavlia med riktméarken som grundas pa denna
handlingsplan.

Migrationsfragorna diskuteras redan ingaende med Moldavien och Ukraina i de
berérda underkommittéerna och tas aven upp i de aterkommande motena mellan
EU:s och Ukrainas ministrar med ansvar for frihet, sékerhet och réttvisa samt under
motena i samarbetskommittén och samarbetsradet. Ett liknade forhallningssitt galler
for de tre sydkaukasiska landerna vars handlingsplaner antogs i november 2006. For
varje land fortskrider dialogen och samarbetet med olika hastighet beroende pa
landets kapacitet, storlek (vilket ar sarskilt relevant i Ukrainas fall) och lage. Har ar
Vitryssland ett sérfall’, ar det mojligt att genomfora ett tekniskt samarbete nar det

6 EG.s étertagandeavtal med Albanien har varit i kraft sedan maj 2006 och atertagandeavtalen med
Bosnien och Hercegovina, Serbien, f.d. jugoslaviska republiken Makedonien och Montenegro har
paraferats och forvantas trada i kraft i slutet av 2007.

EU har inget partnerskaps- och samarbetsprogram med Vitryssland, och i enlighet med radets slutsatser
styrs EU:s forhallande till Vitryssland av en tvavégspolitik med begransade kontakterna pd ministerniva
och EG-stod som inriktas pa demokratisering och stod till befolkningens behov.
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galler gransfragor, eftersom det finns ett tekniskt samarbete nar det galler
gransfragor, migration och organiserad brottslighet som grundas pa arbetskontakter
med vitryska tjanstemé&n och som férs inom ramen for en regional dialog och
regionala program.
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2.2.2. Rekommendationer

Forbindelserna med de enskilda landerna skiljer sig naturligtvis at, men de
kortsiktiga prioriteringarna bor omfatta foljande:

e Det finns redan en ram for dialog pa bilateral nivda med alla dessa lander (forutom
Vitryssland), men en verklig dialog om dessa fragor maste inledas med Armenien,
Azerbajdzjan och Georgien inom ramen for deras respektive handlingsplaner inom den
europeiska grannskapspolitiken, och den befintliga dialogen med Moldavien och Ukraina
héller pd att fordjupas. Aven om forbindelserna med Vitryssland ar anstrangda bor
kontakter pa expertniva tas for att diskutera migrationsfragor. En sadan dialog &ar aven
viktig for att itu med problemet med framlingsfientlighet och dess inverkan pa migration
och integration.

e Nar migrationsfragor och andra fragor som ror detta tas upp pa regional niva kan man
anvanda sig av de erfarenheter som gjorts under Séderképing- och Budapestprocesserna.
Stodet for en forbattring av partnerlandernas kapacitet att behandla illegala migranter i
enlighet med internationella standarder bor ocksa starkas. Detta kan t.ex. gélla forvar av
illegala migranter och behoven hos offer fér ménniskohandel och andra utsatta personer
samt internationella standarder foér flyktingskydd dér dessa lander har vissa skyldigheter
(t.ex. som medlemmar i Europaradet), men fortfarande saknar effektiva lagar, processer
och metoder som ror asyl och flyktingskydd. Arbetet tillsammans med berdrda
organisationer bor fortsatta, t.ex. for dteranpassning av atervandande personer.

e | framjandet av en Gvergripande migrationsstrategi spelar Svartahavsomradet en sarskilt
viktigt roll nédr det galler transitmigration och maénniskohandel. Genom att anvénda
samarbetsstrukturerna i Ostersjbomradet som en inspirationskélla bor méjligheten att
inratta en regional samarbetsplattform undersokas, vilken kommer att féra samman berérda
EU-medlemsstater, EU-organ, andra lander som grénsar till Svarta havet och regionala
organisationer sasom SECI, Organisationen for ekonomiskt samarbete i Svartahavsomradet
(BSEC), aktionsgruppen mot organiserad brottslighet i Ostersjdomradet och
Svartahavsforumet (Black Sea Forum) i en anstrangning for att ta itu med migrationsfragor
pa ett battre satt. | detta sammanhang skulle man kunna framja informationsutbyte och
koordinera patrullerings- och 0Overvakningsverksamheten. EU:s bidrag skulle kunna
omfatta allt fran utbildning (partnersamverkan) av tjansteman inom brottsbekdmpningen
till samarbete med Frontex och Europol och fragor som t.ex. socialt skydd och utbildning
av tjansteman i arbetsmarknadsfragor till ateranpassning av offer for manniskohandel.

e Sasom kommissionen forklarade i sitt meddelande fran december 2006 &r rorligheten for
personer av yttersta vikt saval for partnerna inom den europeiska grannskapspolitiken som
for EU, for att man skall kunna uppna resultat nar det galler denna utrikespolitiska
prioritering. Kommissionen foreslog darféor att man “noga undersdker hur
viseringsforfarandena kan férenklas for lagliga resor fran grannlanderna till EU och vice
versa. Detta maste naturligtvis atféljas av storre anstrangningar for att ta itu med relaterade
fragor”. Foljaktligen maste man Overvaga partnerskap for rorlighet for dessa lander,
vilket sarskilt bor omfatta mojligheter till forenklade viseringsforfaranden,
arbetstillstand och information som rér behovet av sasongsarbetskraft inom EU. Man bor
prioritera att undersoka mojligheten att inratta ett sadant partnerskap med exempelvis
Ukraina.
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e Forenklade viseringsforfaranden bor dessutom &ven kunna anvandas i icke-

arbetsrelaterade syften (t.ex. for affarer, utbildning och turism) och for tjanstemén som
deltar i relevanta reformrelaterade méten, vilket redan ar mojligt inom ramen for de
gemensamma konsuldra anvisningarna. Kommissionen rekommenderar starkt att
forenklade viseringsforfaranden tillampas, sérskilt av de medlemsstater 1 vilka de
viktigaste motena &ger rum (t.ex. de lander dar EU-institutionerna har sitt sate och de som
innehar det roterande ordférandeskapet). Kommissionen vill i synnerhet att detta sker med
omedelbar verkan for personer som reser i "EU-afféarer” (vilket utgér en mycket liten del
av viseringsansokningarna), och kommer att utfarda rekommendationsbrev till och fortsatta
att samarbeta med den berérda EU-statens ambassad eller konsulat i denna fraga.

Migranternas penningoverforingar ar ocksa viktiga for denna region. Armenien,
Georgien, Moldavien och Ukraina ar bland de mest overforingsberoende landerna i
varlden. Mojligheten att minska kostnaderna for dessa Overforingar och att 6ka deras
inverkan pa ursprungslandets utveckling bor undersékas (men med hansyn tagen till att
overforingar ar privata angelagenheter). P4 samma satt maste olika satt stodjas for att
stimulera dessa landers socioekonomiska utveckling genom att forhindra ytterligare
kompetensflykt, underlatta frivilligt atervandande av (mycket) kvalificerade personer och
uppmuntra det stora antal personer som lever i utlandet att bidra till sina ursprungslanders
utveckling. Initiativ som syftar till att knyta hdgkvalificerade migranter som t.ex. forskare
till sina ursprungsléander bor uppmuntras.

Man bor uppmarksamma undertecknandet av atertagandeavtal. Ett atertagandeavtal med
Ukraina har redan paraferats och forhandlingar om ett avtal med Moldavien har avslutats
med sikte pa att det skall trada i kraft sa snart som majligt under 2007. I framtiden bér man
ocksa dvervaga att inleda forhandlingar med de 6vriga landerna. For de lander som har ett
sadant avtal med EU bor fokus ligga pa landernas kapacitet att genomfora dessa avtal, samt
att uppmuntra dem att inga liknande avtal med sina egna grannar i 6st och sydost.

Trots att dessa lander redan far ett omfattande stod fran gemenskapen bor
kapacitetsuppbyggnaden for dessa lander stérkas, oavsett om detta avser forvaltningen av
landernas egna granser (eller brottsbekdmpning i allménhet) eller genom att 6ka deras
samarbete med varandra. (Ukraina star infor sarskilda utmaningar pa grund av landets lage
och storlek och typen av granskontroller; Vitryssland har visat intresse for ett samarbete
nar det géller gransskydd och organiserad brottslighet, medan det konkreta arbetet med att
ta itu med manniskohandeln fran Vitryssland skulle kunna forstarkas). EU:s
gransovervakningsuppdrag for Moldavien och Ukraina (EUBAM) é&r ett bra exempel pa
detta. Dessa initiativ maste Overensstamma med de pagaende anstrangningarna for att
bekdmpa korruption och organiserad brottslighet.

Brister i de rattsliga och institutionella ramarna och den nationella kapaciteten att samla
in uppgifter och 6vervaka migrationsstrommar maste belysas ytterligare.

Ryssland
1. Nuvarande ram for dialog

Det gradvisa utarbetandet av végkartan for EU:s och Rysslands gemensamma
omrade for frihet, sakerhet och rattvisa som antogs i maj 2005 sker inom ramen for
partnerskaps- och samarbetsavtalet mellan EU och Ryssland. Genomférandet av
detta gemensamma omrade kontrolleras vid de moten som halls i EU:s och
Rysslands standiga partnerskapsrad tva ganger om aret. Dessutom pagar en informell
dialog och moten pa expertniva. Det strategiska partnerskapet grundas pa
gemensamma Vvérderingar som stérker forbindelserna mellan EU och Ryssland som
forankras i partnerskaps- och samarbetsavtalet och i vagkartan. | dessa foéreskriva
uttryckligen att samarbetet bor starkas genom att de manskliga réttigheterna och de
grundlédggande friheterna i EU:s medlemsstater respekteras och att Ryssland, i
egenskap av medlem i Europaradet, maste respektera bestimmelserna i europeiska
konventionen om skydd for de maénskliga rattigheterna och de grundldggande
friheterna.

2.3.2. Rekommendationer

Efter Sovjetunionens upplésning har Ryssland blivit ett viktigt bestdimningsland for
flyktingar och ekonomiska migranter fran angransande lander. Samtidigt har landet
ett stort antal internflyktingar. Nyligen har det &ven blivit ett viktigt transitland for
migrationsstrommar framst fran sydostra Asien, Kina och Afghanistan till
Vasteuropa. Samarbetet med Ryssland nér det géller migrationspolitik och
rorligheten for personer ar darfor en viktig angelagenhet som far allt storre relevans.

Den omfattande dialogen med Ryssland om alla migrationsrelaterade fragor som t.ex. ror
asyl, kampen mot olaglig invandring och méanniskohandel, arbetskraftsmigration och andra
relevanta sociala aspekter av migrationen maste férdjupas. Framfor allt skulle vara bra att
utdka erfarenhetsutbytet mellan EU:s medlemsstater och Ryssland i fraga om hanteringen
av arbetskraftsmigration.

Genomforandet av de prioriteringar som anges i vagkartan for EU:s och Rysslands
gemensamma omrade bor intensifieras, namligen malen att utbyta information om
migrationshanteringspolitik och bésta praxis, t.ex. beddmningen av statistik, och samarbeta
med tredjelander pa ett lampligt satt. | detta sammanhang bor samarbetet mellan de berérda
myndigheterna  som ansvarar for avtal om atertagande och forenklade
viseringsforfaranden  uppmuntras,  samtidigt som man noga  Overvakar
genomforandeprocessen. Detta kommer att bidra till en effektivare kamp mot illegal
invandring och underlatta kontakter mellan folken. | enlighet med véagkartan for det
gemensamma omradet har en dialog inletts med det langsiktiga malet att undersoka
villkoren for viseringsfria resor. Denna nyligen inrattade ram skulle kunna anvéndas for att
undersoka vilka mojligheter det finns for att starka relationerna pa andra
migrationsrelaterade omraden.

De farhagor som finns angaende genomférandet av Genévekonventionen om flyktingars
rattsliga stallning fran 1951 i rysk lagstiftning maste bemdtas genom att stirka
asylsamarbetet med Ryssland. Dessutom maste man forbattra skyddet av internflyktingar
i enlighet med internationella standarder, inte minst for att undvika att grannlédndernas
asylsystem utsatts for pafrestningar.
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e Uthytet av information om den réttsliga ramen for alla former av manniskohandel bor
frimjas, dven inom ramen for aktionsgruppen mot organiserad brottslighet i
Ostersjomradet. 1 synnerhet bor genomférandet av avtalet fran 2003 mellan Europol och
Ryssland om att bekdmpa olika former av gransoverskridande brottslig verksamhet
fordjupas. Mer stod bor dven ges till det arbete som aktionsgruppen mot organiserad
brottslighet i Ostersjoomréadets bedriver for att bekdmpa manniskohandeln, som ett verktyg
for att forbattra det regionala sektorsévergripande brottsbekdmpningssamarbetet i
Ostersjoregionen och sarskilt med Ryssland. Metoder for att starka Europols och Frontex
roller i Ostersjdomradet bor ocksa undersokas.

e Det &r wviktigt att det operationella samarbetet i enlighet med reglerna om
kompetensomraden mellan Frontex och den ryska gransbevakningsmyndigheten fungerar
effektivt, sarskilt for att lyfta fram basta praxis i gransforvaltningsfragor.

3. OVRIGA OMRADEN

3.1. Partnerlander inom den europeiska grannskapspolitiken i  06stra
Medelhavsomradet (Syrien, Libanon och Jordanien) och andra lander i
Mellanéstern (Iran och Irak)

3.1.1. Nuvarande ram for dialog

Nar det galler Libanon och Jordanien diskuteras migration och fragor som ror detta i
underkommittéerna om migrationsfragor och sociala fragor inom ramen for de
berérda associeringsavtalen och handlingsplanerna inom den europeiska
grannskapspolitiken. Handlingsplanen for Libanon innehaller sérskilda hanvisningar
till samarbetet pd migrationsomradet och inom gransforvaltningen, sarskilt med
Frontex, mojligheten att pa ett battre satt hantera arbetskraftsmigrationen samt
forenklade viseringsforfaranden. Handlingsplanen for Jordanien innehaller ett avsnitt
om migrationsfragor, bl.a. om mojligheten att diskutera samarbete om
transitmigration, asyl och viseringsfragor. Gransforvaltning ar en annan prioritering i
bada landers handlingsplaner. Det finns ingen formell bilateral dialog med Syrien
enligt det nuvarande samarbetsavtalet. Partnerskapet mellan Europa och
Medelhavsomradet, i vilket Libanon, Jordanien och Syrien deltar, omfattar ocksa en
regional dialog om migration mellan EU och partnerldnderna. Det finns ingen ram
for en dialog med Iran® och ingen officiell dialog om migration eller frdgor som ror
detta med Irak®.

Forhandlingar om ett handels- och samarbetsavtal med Iran inleddes 2002. P& grund av den iranska
karnvapenkrisen har ingen forhandlingsrunda kunnat dga rum efter juli 2005. Nar det gar att ta upp
dessa forhandlingar igen skulle det kunna vara av gemensamt intresse for EU och Iran att ta med
sarskilda bestammelser for dialog och samarbete om migrationsfragor.

Kommissionen inledde i november 2006 férhandlingar om ett handels- och samarbetsavtal med Irak.
Dialogen med lIrak om migration, viseringar och asyl kommer att bero vildigt mycket pé
sékerhetssituationen i Irak, samt i hur stor utstrackning den irakiska forvaltningen har 6kat sina egna
kapaciteter.
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3.1.2. Rekommendationer

e Dialogen med Libanon och Jordanien om migrations-, viserings-, asyl- och
gransforvaltningsfragor kommer att diskuteras aktivt inom ramen for respektive
underkommittémate, och i enlighet med de prioriteringar som faststélls i handlingsplanerna
inom den europeiska grannskapspolitiken. Nar det galler Syrien kommer en bilaterala
dialog om migration att inledas s& snart som associeringsavtalet har undertecknats.

e Med tanke pa att flyktingfragorna blir allt viktigare i dessa lander, sérskilt mot bakgrund
av konflikten i Irak och dess verkningar pa grannlanderna, och med beaktande av det
faktum att de flesta flyktingarna hittills har tagits omhand av sina vardlander (Jordanien
och Syrien ar de storsta vardlanderna med 750 000 respektive 1 miljon flyktingar) maste
EU vara berett pa att fortsatta att stodja och delta i relevanta regionala dialoger och
samarbetsinitiativ. | sina forbindelser med Jordanien och Syrien bor EU och dess
medlemsstater fortsdtta att framja villkor som gor det mojligt for det internationella
samfundet att erbjuda humanitart bistand och internationellt skydd, t.ex. stéd genom
ateranpassning och andra program.

e lIran bor uppmuntras till att spela en mer aktiv roll i samarbetet med sina grannlander
(sérskilt med Turkiet och Sydkaukasien, men &ven med Pakistan och Afghanistan) for att
forebygga och genomfdra rattsliga  atgarder for manniskosmuggling och
manniskohandel. Man skulle kunna understka mojligheterna med pilotprojekt for konkret
samarbete pa teknisk niva.

e Alla dessa lander bor uppmuntras till att ratificera och genomféra Genévekonventionen
och Forenta nationernas konvention mot gransoverskridande organiserad
brottslighet och dess tillaggsprotokoll.

3.2. Centralasien
3.2.1.  Nuvarande ram for dialog

Migration och fragor som ror detta diskuteras i underkommittémotena om rattsliga
och inrikes fragor med Kazakstan och Uzbekistan inom ramen for respektive
partnerskaps- och  samarbetsavtal.  Migrationsfragor  diskuteras  aven i
samarbetskommittén inom ramen for partnerskaps- och samarbetsavtalet mellan EU
och Kirgizistan. Det finns dock annu ingen formell dialog om migration med
Turkmenistan och Tadzjikistan. Utdver de moéten som namns ovan finns det en
regional dialog om migration mellan EU och Centralasien. Med tiden kan EU
komma att vilja se till att migrationsfragor integreras i den politiska och ekonomiska
dialogen med landerna i Centralasien.

3.2.2.  Rekommendationer

e Man skulle kunna undersoka mojligheterna till ett samarbete nédr det galler
gransforvaltning, i enlighet med projektet om gransforvaltning i Centralasien (BOMCA)
eller genom andra pagaende projekt for hantering av arbetskraftsmigrationen.

e Man skulle ocksa kunna 6vervéga tekniskt stod for att framja ett narmare samarbete mellan
landerna i regionen och EU, Turkiet och partnerlander inom den europeiska
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grannskapspolitiken i Ost i for att forebygga illegal invandring samt méanniskosmuggling
och manniskohandel.

e Partnerldnder bor uppmuntras till att ratificera och genomféra Genevekonventionen och
FOrenta nationernas konvention mot gransoverskridande organiserad brottslighet
och dess tillaggsprotokoll.

Ursprungslander i Asien
Nuvarande ram for dialog

Kommissionens meddelande ”"Europa och Asien: en strategisk ram for forbattrade
partnerskap™® fran 2001 utgér den politiska ramen for samarbetet med Asien. |
meddelandet foresprakas att dialogen och samarbetet med Asien bor starkas pa flera
omraden, daribland i rattsliga och inrikes fragor, vilket omfattar viseringar, asyl,
invandring och annan politik som ror den fria rorligheten for personer samt
socialpolitik och globala utmaningar och mojligheter. Kommissionen anser att den
politiska och ekonomiska dialogen maste utdkas bade pa regional niva, i forum som
t.ex. Sydostasiatiska nationers forbund (Asean) och Asien-Europa-motet (Asem), och
bilateralt.

Kina och gemenskapen har regelbundna samrad pa hdg niva, som inriktas pa
informationsutbyte och fortroendeskapande atgarder, om fragor som ror kampen mot
illegal invandring och méanniskohandel. Det &r inom ramen for dessa samrad som
information om bada sidors lagstiftning diskuteras och sonderande samtal om
atertagande ager rum, jamte diskussioner om lagliga sétt for att resa till och fran
Europa.

Rekommendationer

Utdver fragor som ror migration och utveckling far omraden sasom viserings-, asyl-
och invandringspolitik och politik som rér den fria rorligheten for personer tkad
betydelse i vara forbindelser med Asien. Detta géller sarskilt mot bakgrund av
Okande handelsforbindelser, &ven inom handeln med tjanster, demografiska
forandringar (dar en kraftig befolkningsdkning i stérre delen av Asien stélls i
kontrast mot befolkningsminskningen i Europa), Okade mojligheter for
arbetskraftsmigration och for att matcha tillgang och efterfragan pa arbetsmarknaden
pa global niva i vissa sektorer i ekonomin. Detta bekraftas av att invandringen fran
regionen okar, att det utvecklas en dialog om dessa fragor, att migrationsfragorna tas
upp i det nya samarbetsavtalen med ldnderna i Sydostasien och att det utarbetas
globala initiativ sasom Baliprocessen. Dessutom far vissa lander extra mycket
uppmarksamhet eftersom EU prioriterar dem i atertagandepolitiken. Exempel pa
detta ar lander som gemenskapen har ingatt atertagandeavtal med (Hongkong, Macao
och Sri Lanka), haller pa att inga avtal med (Pakistan) eller har for avsikt att
forhandla om avtal med (Kina). EU har &ven inlett en bilateral och multilateral dialog
med Asien om fragor som ror arbetskraftsmigration, sasom sysselsattning,
socialpolitik och utbildning. For att ta itu med de grundldggande orsakerna till
utvandring fran tredjelander i denna region maste foljande goras:

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e Pagaende atertagandeférhandlingar och initiativ. som ror kampen mot

manniskosmuggling och manniskohandel maste fa mer stod.

Pa medellang sikt bor dialogen om alla migrationsfragor bli ett standardinslag i den
politiska och ekonomiska dialogen med l&nderna i denna region. Man bor till fullo utnyttja
de mojligheter som ges i dialogen inom ramen for Asem och det virtuella sekretariat som
haller pa att byggas upp for att utbyta information och bésta praxis om migrationsfragor.

Man maste beakta den mdjliga arbetskraftsmigrationen fran Asien. En okad och
valadministrerad rorlighet for vissa kategorier av personer fran landerna i denna region kan
bli mycket viktiga for EU liksom for den socioekonomiska utvecklingen i landerna sjélva.
Arbetskraftsmigration har blivit en viktig frdga pa dagordning i den nyligen inrattade
dialogen mellan EU och Indien, och det finns mgjligheter att bredda dialogen med Kina, i
bada sidornas intressen, sa att man utover illegal migration och turiststrommar aven kan
diskutera hur man kan underlatta rorligheten. Ett utbyte om arbetskraftsmigration har ocksa
inletts inom ramen for Asem och mdojligheterna till en ndrmare dialog och tatare samarbete
med Asean pa detta omrade undersoks for narvarande. Kommissionen féreslar darfor att
man sonderar laget i utvalda lander i regionen via partnerskap for rorlighet.
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FORBATTRAD SAMORDNING

Ett flertal initiativ har redan tagits for att framja migrationshanteringen i saval
narliggande som mer avlagsna lander och regioner. Med tanke pa att vérdet for den
overgripande dialogen skulle 6ka om man kunde se till att samstdmmigheten och
komplementariteten mellan dessa initiativ sakerstalls foreslar kommissionen att
medlemsstaterna inledningsvis kompletterar listan Over gemenskapsinitiativen i de
lander och regioner som omfattas av detta meddelande (se bilaga 1) med en lista 6ver
sina egna nationella initiativ, for att ge en mer heltdckande bild av den nuvarande
situationen.

Dessutom skulle man kunna gora mer for att forsoka forsta omfattningen av
migrationsstrommarna fran st och syddst och vad som kannetecknar dem. Den
information som finns varken samlas in eller anvénds systematiskt. Flera
organisationer har vardefull information om de olika omradena som utgor den
Overgripande migrationsstrategin. Ett initiativ har lanserats for att inrétta ett natverk
for informationsutbyte mellan Frontex, Europol, Internationella organisationen for
migration (IOM), Internationella centret for migrationsutveckling (ICMPD),
Internationella arbetsorganisationen (ILO), flera FN-organ - sérskilt FN:s
utvecklingsprogram (UNDP), FN:s flyktingkommissariat (UNHCR) och FN:s drog-
och brottshekdampningsbyra (UNODC) - och andra internationella och regionala
organisationer sasom Syddsteuropeiska samarbetsinitiativet (SECI).

Med tanke pa omfattningen av manniskohandeln och méanniskosmugglingen kravs
det en mer samordnad strategi for att kunna driva fram politiska initiativ som tar
itu med detta fenomen. Konkret skulle man kunna ut6ka inventeringen av befintliga
initiativ (vilket redan gjorts av alliansen mot mé&nniskohandel), forbattra dialogen
med tredjelander om att framja effektiva metoder mot manniskohandel, och ta upp
sarskilt viktiga fragor sasom skydd av offer for manniskohandel, sarskilt kvinnor och
barn. Dessutom bor EU Gvervaga att aktivt delta i pagaende globala initiativ sasom
FN:s samarbetsgrupp om ménniskohandel (ICAT). Det nyligen antagna programmet
om forebyggande och bek&mpande av brottslighet méjliggér ekonomiskt stod till
projekt pa prioriterade omraden sdsom brottsforebyggande, skydd och stod till offer
samt atal och straff for forovare.

Frontex bor ges en mer framtrddande roll ndr det géller att ta itu med illegala
migrationsstrommar, samtidigt som man sakerstaller samstdmmighet och samordning
mellan byrans verksamhet och EU:s allmanna utrikespolitik. Frontex geografiska
prioriteringar under 2007 omfattar utvecklingen av samarbetet med Ryssland,
Ukraina, Moldavien, Georgien, lander pa Vastra Balkan och i Asien, da sarskilt Kina,
Pakistan och Indien. Nu nér strategin och arbetsprogrammet ar pa plats maste
Frontex fa de resurser som man behdver for att utfora sitt arbete pa ett effektivt sétt,
och medlemsstaterna maste se till att de har lampliga resurser for att kunna delta i
byrans gemensamma atgarder och riskanalyser. Enheten for snabba ingripanden vid
granserna (RABIT) bor dven kunna satta in vid de 6stra och sydéstra granserna.
Frontex bor fortsétta att utveckla lampliga underrattelsemetoder for att se till att
riskanalyserna blir tillférlitliga och bor &ven uppmuntras till att delta i projekt,
moten, konferenser och utbildning med tredjelénder.

Det kravs aven en mer samordnad strategi for att uppna forbattringar i hanteringen av
arbetskraftsmigrationen. Pa detta omrade behdvs det initiativ som omfattar alla
berérda aktorer, framst handels-, arbetsmarknads- och utbildningsministerier, men
dven andra intressenter sasom arbetsmarknadens parter. Konkret bér man gora en
utvardering av och prognos Over den globala tillgangen och efterfragan pa
arbetsmarknaden utifran kompetensniva och ta upp fragor som ror detta, sasom
erkdnnande av kompetens och kvalifikationer, tilltrdde till arbetsmarknaden,
integrering av migranter, framjande och underlattande av nya former av migration
sdsom temporar och cirkular migration samt kapacitetsuppbyggande i form av
arbetsformedlingar i tredjelander. Dessa initiativ dr ndra sammankopplade med
framjandet av ett anstandig arbete for alla inom migrationsomradet.

EU:s medlemsstater skulle kunna Oka sitt antal sambandsméan for invandring i
regionen och utveckla natverk for dessa langs de vikigaste migrationsvdgarna.
Gemenskapen kan bidra till dessa anstrangningar genom fonden for de yttre
granserna.

Inrattandet av gemensamma centrum for viseringsansokningar — sasom det som
har 6ppnat i Moldavien, i samarbete med Osterrike, Ungern, Lettland och Slovenien
och inom kort Estland och Danmark - skulle ocksa kunna bidra till att
medlemsstaterna far ett gemensamt serviceutbud. Dessutom skulle genomférandet av
Informationssystemet for viseringar pa regional niva kunna vara en drivkraft for att
forbattra medlemsstaternas representation och inréttandet av gemensamma centrum
for viseringsansokningar i regionen.

EU och dess medlemsstater intensifierar sina anstrdngningar for att stddja
tredjelander i att hantera migrationen pa ett battre satt. Harvid spelar Taiex-
instrumentet for kortfristiga expertuppdrag en viktig roll for att stidlla nédvéandiga
experter till forfogande, dven inom andra omraden for rattvisa, frinet och sakerhet.
Byrans mandat &r dock for narvarande begransat till kandidatlanderna och de lander
som omfattas av den europeiska grannskapspolitiken. Man skulle emellertid kunna
undersoka nya former for samarbetet i framtiden.

SLUTSATSER

De regionerna som grénsar till EU i 6st och syddst &ar viktiga nar det géller laglig och
illegal migration bade mellan lander i regionen och till EU. Dialogen och samarbetet
om migrationsfragor ar redan mycket vél utbyggda med flera av landerna i regionen,
sérskilt i kampen mot illegal invandring. For att kunna tillampa den Overgripande
strategin pa dessa regioner maste samarbetet fortsatta att utvecklas, balanseras och
utokas, med de medel som finns tillgangliga, séarskilt genom att pa ett battre satt
diskutera rorlighet och migrationsfragornas utvecklingsdimension, sa att EU kan
vinna trovardighet hos sina partner och ga vidare till nasta steg i samarbetet med
dem.

| ett forsta skede anser kommissionen att dialog och avtal om migrationsfragor maste
forbattras med partnerlanderna i den europeiska grannskapspolitiken, inom de ramar
som finns for att diskutera migration. For att kunna omsétta denna prioritering i
praktiken bor de nuvarande viseringsforfarandena utvarderas och praktiska atgarder
for att underlatta mobiliteten for viktiga kategorier av migranter enligt nuvarande
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viseringsordningar undersokas fore utgangen av 2007. Med tanke pa forandringarna i
EU:s granser efter utvidgningen kravs det nu att man féaster sarskild uppméarksamhet
pa att framja det regionala samarbetet med och inom Svartahavsomradet, sarskilt nar
det galler granskontroll och kampen mot illegal invandring. Samarbetet med
Ryssland bor ocksad fortsatta och intensifieras. Dessutom kommer dialogen och
samarbetet med lander och regioner &nnu l&ngre Osterut fortsatta att utokas.

Ett viktigt mal i tillampningen av den 6vergripande strategin i dessa regioner bestar i
att uppratthalla en politisk samstammighet och att se till att den kompletterar den
dialog och de samarbetsinitiativ om migration och fragor som ror detta som redan
pagar inom den Overgripande ramen for EU:s politik for yttre forbindelser.
Kommissionen kommer att i nara samarbete och samordning med medlemsstaterna
och alla andra inblandade aktorer sdkerstdlla denna samstdmmighet och
komplementaritet och en lamplig uppfdljning, om mojligt med en tidtabell, for
samordningen av den Qvergripande strategin i dessa regioner.

2. G LOSSARY

Asia-Europe Meeting: ASEM is an informal dialogue process initiated in 1996. The EU
Member States, the European Commission and thirteen Asian countries (Brunei,
Burma/Myanmar, China, Cambodia, Indonesia, Japan, South Korea, Malaysia, Laos, the
Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam) participate in the process. The ASEM 6
Summit held in September 2006 decided to admit India, Mongolia, Pakistan and the ASEAN
Secretariat to the ASEM process, upon their completion of the necessary procedures.

Bali Process: brings participants together to work on practical measures to help combat
people smuggling, trafficking in persons and related transnational crimes in the Asia-Pacific
region and beyond. Initiated at the "Regional Ministerial Conference on People Smuggling,
Trafficking in Persons and Related Transnational Crime" held in Bali in February 2002, the
Bali Process follow-up is a collaborative effort participated in by over fifty countries and
numerous international agencies.

Budapest Process: a consultative forum of more than fifty Governments from the wider
European region and ten international organisations, which aims to promote good governance
in the field of migration, a harmonised approach in dealing with irregular migration
challenges and support for the transfer and common understanding of migration concepts and
policies.

Cooperation platforms on migration and development: A concept proposed in the 2006
Communication on the Global Approach and endorsed by the December European Council.
The idea is to bring together migration and development actors in a country or region to
manage migration more effectively, in the interests of all, along specific migratory routes.
Such platforms would bring together representatives of the country or countries concerned
with Member States, the Commission and international organisations.

Global Approach to Migration: brings together migration, external relations and
development policy to address migration in an integrated, comprehensive and balanced way in
partnership with third countries. It comprises the whole migration agenda, including legal and
illegal migration, combating trafficking in human beings and smuggling of migrants,
strengthening protection for refugees, enhancing migrant rights and harnessing the positive
links that exist between migration and development. It is underscored by the fundamental
principles of partnership, solidarity and shared responsibility and uses the concept of
'migratory routes' to develop and implement policy.

MARRI: an initiative forming part of the South-East European Cooperation Process which
aims to enhance regional cooperation. Participating states are Albania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Croatia, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Montenegro and Serbia.
Its regional centre is located in Skopje.
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Migration portals: web portals with information about legal migration opportunities and
various other aspects of migration. The establishment of these web portals will be financially
supported by the new budget line, 'Preparatory Action: Migration management — Solidarity in
action'.

Migration profiles: a tool to bring together and analyse all the relevant information needed to
develop policy in the field of migration and development and to monitor the impact of
policies implemented.

Migration routes initiative: work along the main migratory routes through a particular
region and towards the EU is identified and takes into account the need to work in close
collaboration with the third countries along these routes.

Mobility partnerships: would provide the overall framework for managing various forms of
legal movement between the EU and third countries. Such partnerships would be agreed with
those third countries committed to fighting illegal immigration and that have effective
mechanisms for readmission. Mobility partnerships are in the process of being developed —
see the Communication on Circular migration and mobility partnerships between the
European Union and third countries, adopted simultaneously.

Regional networks of ILOs: coordination mechanisms to bring together Immigration Liaison
Officers so as to better coordinate and share information at the regional level.

Soderkdping Process: supported by the EC, its strategic objective is to facilitate cross-border
cooperation between a number of EU Member States, Candidate countries and the countries
of Eastern Europe on asylum, migration and border management issues.

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2.3 Asian countries of origin

As regards Asiatic countries, a big distinction is to be made between 1) actions providing material help
to internally displaced people (IDPs) of countries in crisis situations or to its nationals having
massively fled in a neighbouring country, which were carried out mainly through the "Aid to Uprooted
People™ budget line, and 2) actions more specifically addressing other aspects of migrations and in
particular migrations towards the EU.

As concerns the "Aid to Uprooted People” budget line, there have been several large scale
interventions concentrated in a few countries. Among them Afghanistan was a priority. €145.4 million
was allocated between 2001 and 2006. Interventions aimed at facilitating return and reintegration of
internally displaced Afghans or Afghans willing to repatriate in particular from Iran and Pakistan by
facilitating land and houses recovery, access to information and employment, removal of various legal
and material obstacles. The programme also supported the functioning of the Afghanistan
Comprehensive Solutions Unit (ACSU), whose task is to steer the overall collection of information on
Afghans abroad and promotion and coordination of their return and reintegration back home, while
coordinating among all the State agencies and the actors involved into this process.

Furthermore, the "Aid to Uprooted people” budget line mobilised between 2001 and 2004 up to €3.8
million to support Bhutanese refugees in Nepal. In the same period, €26 million were allocated to help
Burmese refugees in Burma, Bangladesh and Thailand. Additional €18 million were allocated under
the budgets 2005 and 2006 of that budget line.

In Indonesia €15.7 million were mobilised by the "Aid to Uprooted people™ budget line, with focus on
Sulawesi and Timor populations.

Overview of the migratory situation and flows from and in the Eastern and South-Eastern
regions neighbouring the EU and statistics

The latest available data indicates that around 5.5 million migrants from countries in the Eastern
and South-Eastern regions are residing legally in the EU, which represents nearly 30% of all
resident third-country nationals. The most important countries of origin are Turkey, Serbia,
Montenegro, Albania and Ukraine.

In terms of illegal immigration, and in comparison to migration from Africa, migration from the
Eastern and South-Eastern regions is different in nature: the flows are more constant (there is no
specific seasonal cycle), more diffuse (given the multiplicity of possible entry points and the fact
that an important share of illegal immigration is due to persons who enter the EU legally but
overstay their visa) and more under the control of networks connected with organised crime and
involved in multiform criminal businesses.

As regards numbers, a rough analysis suggests that migration flows to the EU originating in
neighbouring countries reached its peak at the end of the 1990s and that this is now stabilising if not
slightly declining; this is a trend that is likely to continue due to economic growth and increased
political stability. At the same time there is evidence that migrants from Asia are seeking new
routes into the EU via Africa, the Mediterranean and the Atlantic. It is predicted that flows from
Asia will increase.

While illegal immigration negatively impacts on the EU, countries of origin are also significantly
affected by migration. Whilst in some cases, attracting migrant labour is an important concern for
the EU given the sharp decline in population, for countries of origin difficult economic situations
can generate high levels of emigration among people of working age, people who may then
however remit important earnings to their country of origin.

Assessing the scale and nature of migratory flows from, through or to the countries in the Eastern
and South-Eastern regions neighbouring the EU is a difficult task which must take into account the
changes in the EU's external borders: following enlargement of the Union to include Bulgaria and
Romania, the EU now has more extended external borders with Serbia, the former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia, Ukraine and Turkey; a new external border with Moldova; and an
additional external sea border at the Black Sea which brings the countries of the Southern Caucasus
closer. Land borders are also due to change as soon as the newer Member States join the Schengen
area. As the borders of the EU shift, migratory routes also shift, displacing existing routes or adding
new ones. New routes also appear when certain routes are closed off following increased action by
enforcement agencies charged with tackling illegal immigration and organised crime. In addition, in
recent years migratory flows have increasingly diversified and new migratory flows are emerging
alongside traditional and relatively long-standing ones. In this context, migration is more difficult to
manage and Member States increasingly turn to the EU to seek solutions via cross-border dialogue
and cooperation with and within the partner regions.

Regarding asylum, according to UNHCR, seven of the ten main countries of origin of asylum-
seekers in the EU in 2004 were countries in the Eastern and South-Eastern regions neighbouring the
EU, namely in the Western Balkans, the Middle East and Asia. This is compared to three countries
in sub-Saharan Africa. Capacity to ensure proper asylum processing in many countries of these
regions is weak. Even when refugees staying in the region enjoy legal security, the poor social and
economic climate is a barrier to integration.
