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INLEDNING

Europeiska unionen behovs i dagens foranderliga och splittrade
virld. Unionen dr ett konkret bevis pd att fred, stabilitet, frihet
och vilfird kan bringas till en tidigare krigshirjad kontinent.
Var modell visar virlden att en allt titare union mellan manni-
skor dr mojlig om den bygger pd gemensamma virderingar
och mél.

Integrationen inom unionen har uppnitts genom att vi, med
hjilp av fordragen, infort unika och nyskapande strukturer
som gdr utover traditionellt internationellt samarbete. Vi har
infort den inre marknaden och euron och vara regeringar har
samlats kring en ekonomisk politik som nu tycks leda till en
period av stadig tillvixt. Vara grannar kan vilja att fa del i

detta vilstdnd, och vi har ett gyllene tillfille att lata dem gora
det.

Under de nirmaste tio dren kommer vi att slutfora den ekono-
miska integrationen och, nigot som dr dnnu viktigare, utforma
en politisk union. De kommande fem dren kommer att bli
avgorande.

Vi har redan tagit ytterligare ett steg mot politisk integration i
och med upprittandet av ett omrdde med frihet, sikerhet och
rittvisa och utvecklingen av en gemensam utrikes-, sikerhets-
och forsvarspolitik. Vara gemensamma intressen och mal upp-
nds bist med hjilp av en gemensam hallning och gemen-
samma resurser.

Den politiska integrationen kommer att bli en realitet da de
politiska ledarna och medborgarna inser att gemensamma vir-
den som frihet, fred och stabilitet, demokrati, manskliga rattig-
heter, tolerans, jamstilldhet, solidaritet och icke-diskriminering
bast kan frimjas genom en gemensam politik och gemen-
samma institutioner. Under det fortsatta arbetet for politisk
integration maste hdnsyn hela tiden tas till vdra nationella och
regionala identiteter, kulturer och traditioner. Det dr darfor
som den pagdende diskussionen om en stadga om grundlig-
gande rittigheter i Europeiska unionen ir sd viktig. Unionen
kan bara moéta det nya drtusendets ofantliga utmaningar om
det stdr enat kring grundldggande virderingar och politiska
mél och kan arbeta effektivt for att nd dem.

Utmaningarna dr manga. Vi bevittnar en genomgripande for-
dndring av ekonomin och samhillet. Globaliseringen l6ser upp
de traditionella grianserna. Den digitala revolutionen férandrar
vart sitt att kommunicera och pdverka varandra. Globala fra-
gor kriver allt oftare globala svar.

Ett land kan inte ensamt tackla de omfattande och komplice-
rade utmaningar som vi stdr infor och behovet av kollektiva
insatser frdn unionen har aldrig varit stérre dn nu. Virlden for-
vantar sig ett principfast ledarskap fran unionens sida och
medborgarna kriver effektiva insatser. Insatser som bygger pad

delade virderingar och stirker sjdlva kdrnan i véar europeiska
identitet.

Men for att kunna agera effektivt och fa en verkligt ledande
roll maste unionen fullf6lja de snabba forindringarna av sin
egen struktur. Det krivs fortsatt integration, foljd av en meto-
disk reformpolicy, for att forindra bade var ekonomi och vara
sociala system. Endast en union som genomgatt en grundlig
modernisering kommer att vara stark och anpassningsbar nog
for att mota de utmaningar som véntar.

Unionen behover ocksd starka institutioner som motsvarar nya
former av demokratiskt styre. Allmanhetens fortroende for de
nationella institutionerna och EU-institutionerna ar f6r ndrva-
rande 1agt. Medborgarna anser att avstindet till dem kinns for
langt och vill ha storre mojligheter att paverka hur saker och
ting skots pd unionsniva.

Vi tanker tillmotesgd deras krav. Kommissionen har redan bor-
jat sopa rent framfor egen dorr och det arbetet méste obevekli-
gen gd vidare. Vi har foresatt oss att forvandla reformen av
kommissionen till en framging — &vriga institutioner mdste
vdga gOra samma sak. Misstagen leder till minskat fortroende
for samtliga institutioner, eftersom manga méanniskor inte gor
nagon skillnad pa dem.

Men vi vill gd vidare och hitta en ny samverkan mellan EU:s
samtliga demokratiska organ som en del av en mer omfattande
forbattring av styrelseformerna i Europa. Vi vill finna en ny
balans mellan insatserna frin kommissionen, de andra institu-
tionerna, medlemsstaterna och det civila samhaillet. Mélet ir att
fora unionen mycket nirmare de medborgare den skall tjana.

Den union som vi onskar och som kan visa ett verkligt inter-
nationellt ledarskap dr en som tar varningarna om globalise-
ringens effekter pd allvar, inte minst frin dem som kdnner sig
maktlosa infor denna utveckling. Vart mal 4r dirfor en ny typ
av globalt styre for att skéta global ekonomi och miljo.

Unionens integrationsmodell som fungerar vil internationellt,
kan och bor tjdna som inspirationskilla vid utformningen av
ett globalt styre. Vi mdste fora fram denna modell samtidigt
som vi, tillsammans med véra samarbetspartner och framforallt
utvecklingslinderna, forsoker hitta rdttvisa och héllbara strate-
gier for jordens framtida utveckling.

Kommissionen har en central roll i detta arbete som EU:s verk-
stillande organ, initiativtagare och viktare av férdragen. Kom-
missionen har alltid varit en drivkraft i den europeiska integra-
tionen och kommer att kraftfullt leda detta arbete under de
ndrmaste dren.
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For att lyckas med arbetet kommer kommissionen att ha ett
nira samarbete med de andra institutionerna och en noggrann
arbetsfordelning med medlemsstaterna.

P det politiska omrddet ger kommissionen utvidgningen
hogsta prioritet. Processen mdste g vidare for att ge véar kon-
tinent okad stabilitet och se till att det rdder fred och demo-
krati samt att de minskliga rittigheterna respekteras. Handel-
serna i Bosnien och Kosovo, nira védra grinser, visar hur viktigt
detta dr. Malet 4r att uppnd denna stabilitet inte bara genom
att utvidga unionen, utan ocksd genom att utarbeta en samord-
nad utrikes- och sikerhetspolitik och utveckla en enhetlig poli-
tik for samarbete med véra grannar. Det kan fungera om alla
vet exakt vem som leder arbetet. Att alltfor manga aktdrer dr
inblandade leder bara till misslyckanden. Arbetet med att ge
Balkan okad stabilitet kraver ett fullt utbud av politiska och
administrativa myndigheter som tar fullt ansvar for sina hand-
lingar. Det dr ndgot som Europeiska unionen kan erbjuda.

Utvidgningen innebidr att vi madste reformera institutionerna
och fordragen — en uppgift for drets regeringskonferens.
Utvidgningen maste vara drivkraften i en fordjupad integration
snarare 4n en parallell och fristiende process.

Inte ens inom unionen kan vi ta virden som demokrati och
ménskliga rdttigheter, som vi forsvarar utanfor vara grinser,
for givna. De dr fast forankrade i fordraget och det finns medel
for att se till att de respekteras. Vi fortsitter att forlita oss pd
att unionen har en stabiliserande effekt pa sina medlemmar
och skdrper vart dtagande att bekdmpa intolerans, rasism och
fraimlingsfientlighet, utan att utesluta en eventuell uppstram-
ning av fordraget om det visar sig vara nodvandigt.

Pd det ekonomiska och sociala omrddet prioriterar vi kampen
mot arbetslosheten. Det betyder att vi utnyttjar det ekonomiska
uppsvinget till att genomféra strukturella reformer, pdskynda
inforlivandet av ny teknik, gora forskningen inom unionen
mer effektiv, modernisera arbetsmiljon, frimja investeringar
och modern infrastruktur och se till att det finns vilutbildad
och datakunnig arbetskraft med idéer som snabbt kan sl ige-
nom pa arbetsmarknaden. Mélet mdste vara langsiktig tillvaxt
och konkurrenskraft.

Vi kommer ocksd att arbeta for att forbittra och modernisera
vér sociala modell for att bevara den i en virld dir snabba och
okontrollerade forandringar riskerar att fordjupa klyftan mellan
dem som har och dem som inte har. Vi kommer att forbittra
den sociala och civila dialogen. Eftersom var befolkning éldras
och arbetskraften minskar mdste vi uppmuntra reformer av
socialforsikringarna, halsovdrden och pensionssystemen inom
unionen. Malet dr att erbjuda en vilfirdsstat byggd pé solidari-
tet som 4r rittvis och visar omtanke om alla medborgare. Detta
i en tid dd den offentliga utgiftspolitiken blivit alltmer forsiktig.

[ arbetet med att tackla alla dessa utmaningar mdste unionen
vara lyhord for medborgarnas oro. Forutom bekymren med
ekonomin och jobben forvintar de sig alltmer att unionen skall
forbattra deras miljo, sikerhet och livskvalitet. De vill ha effek-
tiva institutioner som tar ansvar for sina handlingar, institutio-
ner som ldter dem fé inflytande 6ver hur EU styrs och som tar
hinsyn till deras rika och méngskiftande kulturer och traditio-
ner.

Kommissionens fyra strategiska mdl for de kommande fem
dren 4r ddrfor f6ljande:

— Nya styrelseformer foér unionen. Det innebir att ge min-
niskor storre mojligheter att pdverka hur EU styrs, se till
att institutionerna arbetar mer effektivt och oppet (sdrskilt
genom att kommissionen reformeras och pa sé sitt blir en
forebild for de andra organen), anpassa institutionerna till
de behov som foljer av utvidgningen, inritta nya former av
samarbete mellan olika styrelsenivder inom unionen samt
att garantera ett aktivt och tydligt europeiskt bidrag till
utvecklingen av ett globalt styre.

— Ett stabilt Europa och ett storre internationellt infly-
tande for EU. Det innebir att arbetet med en framgangsrik
utvidgning ges hogsta prioritet, liksom utformningen av en
verklig politik for samarbete med vdra grannar. Vi kommer
ocksd att strdva efter nirmare samarbete mellan EU-institu-
tionerna och medlemsstaterna och forsoka se till att unio-
nen kan leda arbetet med att skapa en ny, global ekonomi.

— Ny ekonomisk och social dagordning. Det innebir en
modernisering av var ekonomi med tanke pd den digitala
eran pd ett sitt som frimjar sysselsittning och hallbar
utveckling. Vi bor samtidigt omforma véra socialf6rsik-
ringssystem for att bygga ett rittvist samhille som visar
omtanke om sina medborgare.

— Forbittrad livskvalitet. Det innebir att ge bittre 1osningar
pd frigor som péverkar medborgarnas dagliga liv, srskilt
fragor som miljo, livsmedelssikerhet, konsumenternas rat-
tigheter, rittvisa och skydd mot brottslighet.

Detta dr utmaningarna under de kommande tio dren. Virlden
kommer att studera hur vi méter dem. Lit oss gora detta till
ett framgangsrikt decennium — Europas artionde.

1. NYA STYRELSEFORMER FOR UNIONEN

For att mota de komplicerade utmaningar vi stir infor krdvs
nya former av styre inom unionen. De nationella regeringarna
samt regionala och lokala myndigheter utgér en integrerad del
av den styrande makten inom unionen och har alla ansvar nir
det giller att utforma, genomfora och presentera unionens
politik.
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Till exempel genomfors den gemensamma jordbrukspolitiken
till stor del av nationella byrder. Unionens struktur- och sam-
manhéllningspolitik forbereds och inrdttas i samarbete med
regionerna och ménga program utférs pd nationell eller regio-
nal niva. [ sjdlva verket finns det idag knappast ndgon del av
den sociala och ekonomiska verksamheten som inte berdrs av
Europeiska unionens politik och lagstiftning eller dir myndig-
heterna i medlemsstaterna inte har en del i hur unionen styrs.

And& upplever unionsmedborgarna inte situationen pd detta
sitt. De kidnner ingen delaktighet i de strukturer som styr deras
liv. FA av dem skiljer pd de olika institutionerna, de tror att
den nationella politiken och unionspolitiken ligger léngt ifrdn
varandra och dessutom ror det abstrakta begreppet "Bryssel” till
uppfattningarna. Egentligen dr det ju vi alla som ar "Bryssel”.

Den inbordes dialogen och samverkan i beslutsfattandet mellan
de nationella regeringarna och unionens institutioner har for-
stirkts mycket under de senaste dren. Den makroekonomiska
samordningen, riktlinjerna for sysselsittning och Cardiffproces-
sen om strukturreformer r levande bevis pd unionspolitik dar
den nationella politiska samordningen och gemenskapspoliti-
ken kompletterar och forstirker varandra.

De stora utmaningarna infor det nya seklet som globalise-
ringen, den dldrande befolkningen, Internetutvecklingen, upp-
giften att skapa sysselsittning och den sociala integreringen
kraver att denna process fordjupas. For att klara av detta beho-
ver vi starka institutioner, en gemensam vision och en driv-
kraft. Men vi behover ocksd demokratisk kontroll och medbor-
gare som deltar fullt ut i processen.

[ sitt yttrande om regeringskonferensen har kommissionen
klargjort att sarskilt infor utvidgningen maste unionen ha effek-
tiva och kraftfulla institutioner som stdr i kontakt med med-
borgarna. Den utvidgade unionen maste bdde vara bredare och
starkare. Regeringskonferensens ambitionsnivd mdste vara att
tillgodose 6ver 500 miljoner européers hopp om fred, stabilitet
och vilstind. Unionen maste ocksa se till att det som uppnatts
hittills inte urvattnas.

Kommissionen mdste fortsitta att vara drivkraften inom denna
process bdde genom sin vision och sina dtgirder. Kommissio-
nen kommer att fokusera sitt arbete pd huvuduppgifterna som
ar politisk planering, politiska initiativ, genomférandet av lag-
stiftning, kontroll av den sociala och ekonomiska utvecklingen,
stimulans, forhandlingar och nir sd ar nodvindigt, lagstiftning.
Idag dr mer 4n halften av kommissionens tjanstemin fullt upp-
tagna med verkstillande uppgifter med att genomfora politik,
forvalta program och projekt samt kontrollera dessa.

Vi maste faststilla vara prioriteringar tydligt och anpassa vira
atgdrder till de manskliga och ekonomiska resurser som kom-
mer att stdllas till vart forfogande. Vi maste se till att vi anvén-
der resurserna sd effektivt som mojligt. Detta kommer att ytter-
ligare stimuleras genom vitboken om reformen. Emellertid kan

denna omfokusering pd huvuduppgifterna inte goras av kom-
missionen ensam. Det krdvs ocksd att bide rddet och Europa-
parlamentet engagerar sig lika starkt och detta galler ocksd for
tillimpningen av subsidiaritetsprincipen.

Delegering och decentralisering av de lopande uppgifterna ar
ocksd en viktig del av de nya styrelseformerna. I en utvidgad
union mdste vi dessutom se 6ver bade innehdllet i var politik
och hur politiken utfors.

Unionens styrelseformer madste vara sddana att unionen kan
hivda sig och tala med en enda rost pd virldsscenen, oavsett
vir institutionsuppbyggnad och var struktur med de tre
pelarna. Vi har mycket att erbjuda genom vér erfarenhet av
integration och vér unika sociala modell. Vi dr en global aktor
och ledande inom handel, bistind och finanser. And4 &r unio-
nen inte representerad till fullo inom de internationella finans-
instituten eller FN:s organ. Detta dr en anomali som méste rit-
tas till. Den kommande europeiska sikerhets- och férsvarspoli-
tiken dr dnnu ett skil for unionen att skaffa sig en stark, sam-
manhdllen rost pd den egna kontinenten och i omvirlden.

Framfor allt maste medborgarna alltid ha négot att siga till om
vid utformningen av politiken och dess genomforande. Kom-
missionen maste darfor leva upp till sitt [6fte om Sppna styrel-
seformer och ansvarsskyldighet.

Det civila samhillet spelar en viktig roll i detta sammanhang.
Kommissionen kommer inom kort att ligga fram ett initiativ
om hur det civila samhdllet skall fi en viktigare roll inom
utformningen och genomf6randet av politiken for att unionens
sociala och ekonomiska mangfald skall representeras pa ett
lampligt sdtt pa unionsnivd.

For att frimja nya styrelseformer for unionen har kommissio-
nen for avsikt att ge ut en vitbok.

2. ETT STABILT EUROPA MED STQRRE INTERNATIONELLT
INFLYTANDE FOR EU

Unionen stdr infor flera utmaningar: de geopolitiska forand-
ringarna, globaliseringshanteringen och svagheterna i det inter-
nationella systemet.

Europa stdr i centrum for stora geopolitiska fordndringar. Det
ar en utveckling som ger hopp och fornyelse, men ar ocksa en
killa till osdkerhet och labilitet.

Vart mal dr att stabilisera den egna kontinenten och sprida
véra grundliggande virderingar. Vér strdvan bor vara att sprida
vér stabilitet och vért vilstdnd utdt.
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For att uppfylla denna stravan skall vi fortsitta var utvidgnings-
strategi som dr ett unikt tillfdlle att utdka vart omrade med fri-
het, stabilitet, vilstdind och fred. Vi utokar inte bara ett han-
delsomrdde, utan ocksé en tidigare aldrig skddad regional sam-
manslutning vars folk delar samma varderingar och ambitioner.
Kommissionen forvintar sig att de forsta nya medlemmarna
skall ansluta sig till unionen innan kommissionens mandatpe-
riod tar slut. Emellertid skall varje kandidatstat bedomas efter
sina egna meriter och alla tillgingliga instrument skall anvin-
das for att stodja kandidatlindernas anstringningar. Detta kom-
mer att f4 stora konsekvenser for vara institutioner och vér

politik.

Vi mdste ocksd inratta dkta strategiska partnerskap med de lin-
der som gransar till den utvidgade unionen. Grinserna fér inte
bli en ny skiljelinje mellan stabilitet och vélstind pa ena sidan
och labilitet, konflikter och forseningar i utveckling pd andra
sidan. Stabiliserings- och associationsprocessen med Balkan
madste fortsitta for att dessa linder skall nirma sig unionens
strukturer, samarbetet med Ryssland och Ukraina skall stirkas i
linje med vér gemensamma strategi, vdra forbindelser med
Kaukasien mdste utvecklas och i Medelhavsomradet 4r Barcelo-
naprocessen ryggraden i en helhetsstrategi som ocksd omfattar
ett Okat stod till fredsprocessen i Mellanostern och stirkta poli-
tiska forbindelser med Maghreb-linderna. P4 lang sikt bor detta
gora det mojligt att uppritta ett partnerskap som bygger pd
rittsstatsbegreppet och en hallbar utveckling.

Globaliseringen innebdr nya mojligheter for handeln, investe-
ringar och teknisk utveckling. Men den medf6r ocksd vissa
negativa konsekvenser. Exempel pd detta dr att processen har
visat sig snarare leda till utslagning 4n till integrering och har
forstarkt olikheterna mellan linder, och inom linderna mellan
olika socialgrupper och dven mellan regioner. Globala aktorer
med virldsomfattande strategier dyker upp vilket kan leda till
att demokratiska strukturer marginaliseras och att en hallbar
utvecklingspolitik ifrdgasitts.

Unionens mal bor vara att forena globaliseringsprocessen med
det allminna samhillsintresset eftersom processen inte kan
lamnas dt sig sjilv, vilket visas av 1997 ars kris. Man maste
alltsd maximera dess potential och minimera de icke onskvirda
konsekvenserna av den. Unionen kan limna ett betydande
bidrag till reformeringen av den internationella ekonomins
organisation och till skapandet av en gemensam styrmekanism.

Unionen bor agera for en 6kad samstimmighet i hur virlds-
ekonomin fors, for att stegvis integrera utvecklingslinderna,
skapa en héllbar utveckling och faststilla och genomféra nya
grundliggande “spelregler” for att nyttan av globaliseringen
skall spridas pé ett jamlikt sitt och nd sd ménga som mojligt.
Vi bor ocksd inrdtta minimitrosklar for konkurrens, sociala
bestimmelser, miljobestimmelser och investeringar.

Unionen bekriftar sitt strategiska intresse i att millennierundan
dterstartas, och mot bakgrund av motet i Seattle, i en reform
av WTO:s arbetssitt.

Det svaga internationella systemet, det okande antalet konflik-
ter, fattigdomens utbredning och den 6kande organiserade
brottsligheten kriver starka insatser fran unionen.

Vart mal att gora unionen till en viktig aktor i vdrlden med lika
stor politisk som ekonomisk makt. Unionen maste kunna yttra
sig med kraft om de stora internationella frigorna och virlds-
politiken.

Vi bor utnyttja de nya bestimmelserna i fordraget for att
utveckla en verklig utrikespolitik pd unionsnivd i nidra sam-
arbete med den hoge representanten. Vi méste ocksd utveckla
véira civila och militira méjligheter inom ramen for en for-
svars- och sikerhetspolitik. I denna process har kommissionen
for avsikt att utéva sin roll som politisk bidragsgivare fullt ut
och inte bara ge tekniskt stod. Detta innebér framfor allt att ett
forebyggande system f6r krishantering mdste inrittas och inte-
greras med gemenskapsinstrumenten och dessutom méste man
inridtta en fond for snabba reaktioner pd icke-militira kriser.

Unionen bor ocksd stirka sin roll som solidarisk partner till
utvecklingsldnderna och skdrpa sina insatser mot fattigdomen.
For att vi skall kunna sprida vara grundliggande virderingar i
virlden och fullfélja vart mal att uppnd en hallbar utveckling
mdste vi ha en stark solidaritet, som stottas av en handelspoli-
tik som strivar efter att vara till gemensam fordel. Férutom
samarbete for utveckling bor vart mdl vara att integrera dessa
lander i virldsekonomin och uppmuntra goda inrikespolitiska
atgirder. Detta bor visas genom en bittre samordning mellan
samtliga dtgirder som péverkar utvecklingslinderna. Dessa
maste ocksd samordnas bittre med medlemsstaternas tgarder,
sé att de kompletterar varandra.

[ sina externa dtgdrder genomfor kommissionen ofta stodpro-
gram. Unionens trovardighet och dess uppfyllande av sina mal-
sdttningar maste ta sig uttryck i en rejdl forbttring av atgar-
dernas effektivitet och resultat. Kommissionen avser att ta tag i
detta problem med kraft. Den rdknar med 6vriga institutioners
stod for att inratta ett enklare och funktionsdugligare system.

3. NY EKONOMISK OCH SOCIAL DAGORDNING

Unionen utvecklas mot att bli en gemensam ekonomisk enhet.
Den ir den framsta handelsmakten och den storsta fordrings-
dgaren i virlden och dirigenom en av de viktigaste aktorerna
inom virldsekonomin. Unionens tillvixt dr pa lang sikt battre
dn Forenta staternas. Emellertid har Forenta staternas tillvaxt-
och sysselsattningssiffror 6vertraffat unionens under de senaste
dren.
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Unionen madste bli en ekonomi som &r globalt konkurrenskraf-
tig och som bygger pd kunskap och innovation samt en stra-
tegi for en héllbar ekonomisk utveckling. Den inre marknaden
och den gemensamma valutan ger unionen kraft att utnyttja
vérldsmarknaden och den tekniska revolutionen till fullo. Unio-
nens vetenskapliga och tekniska grund dr god, men underut-
nyttjande av resurserna dr unionens storsta svaghet. Vi mdste
slippa loss vér potential.

Tydligast dr detta inom sysselsittningen. Mer 4n 15 miljoner 4r
arbetslosa idag. Arbetslosheten dr den viktigaste orsaken till fat-
tigdom och social utslagning. Det tryck detta ligger pa de
sociala trygghetssystemen dr oacceptabelt. I framtiden kommer
den yrkesverksamma befolkningen att vara mindre och det ar
ju deras bidrag som behévs for att forsorja den icke yrkesverk-
samma befolkningen.

Unionen ligger efter sina frimsta konkurrenter, sirskilt Forenta
staterna, i att ga Over till elektronisk handel och anamma ny
vilstindsskapande teknik, sirskilt informationstekniken. Inom
andra omraden, som mobiltelefoni, leder dock unionen utveck-
lingen.

Energin kommer att vara en ytterst viktig faktor for unionens
konkurrenskraft och ekonomiska utveckling. Kommissionen
kommer att inleda en diskussion om energi och da sarskilt fra-
gan om energikillorna, som kommer att ha fortsatt strategisk
betydelse.

Unionen behé6ver en ny ekonomisk och social dagordning for
att bygga upp en konkurrenskraftig och kunskapsbaserad eko-
nomi som inte skapar utslagning och frimjar en stark och
oforminskad tillvaxt, full sysselsittning och social sammanhall-
ning. Det makroekonomiska klimatet for detta dr gynnsamt
och unionens ekonomi berdknas vixa snabbt under de nir-
maste dren. Euron har skapat ett allmidnt godtagande av en
ekonomisk “stabilitetskultur”, dvs. enighet om stabila priser,
sunda offentliga finanser och en mattlig loneutveckling. Genom
att detta infors fullt ut kommer vi att gd mot att dven fi en
dynamisk kultur som uppmuntrar innovation och en héllbar
utveckling under nédsta artionde.

Foljande prioriteringar géller for Europeiska unionens och
medlemsstaternas samordnade dtgarder:

— Strdva mot full sysselsittning som ett mél for den eko-
nomiska och sociala politiken och minska arbetslosheten
till de nivder dir de linder som har de bista siffrorna redan

ligger.

— Skapa en ny ekonomisk dynamik genom ekonomiska
reformer inom arbets-, varu- och kapitalmarknaderna med
syfte att stimulera foretags- och innovationsandan. Denna
reform kommer att stodjas av en string tillimpning av
konkurrensreglerna och av ytterligare framsteg i samord-

ningen av skattepolitiken. Overgdngen till ett informations-
samhille maste omfattas av samma politiska energi och
uppmirksamhet som dgnades den inre marknaden och den
gemensamma valutan. Europeiska rddets kommande extra
mote i Lissabon bor kunna ge impulser for nodvindiga
reformer.

Gora pensionerna sikra och hillbara genom en kom-
bination av sysselsittningsskapande reformer, okning av
inkomstbasen och Gversyn av pensionssystemen, i ljuset av
den nya demografiska situationen och folkhilsosituationen
inom unionen. Medlemsstaterna mdste dven fortsittningsvis
ha ansvaret for att modernisera de sociala trygghetssys-
temen. Men resultatet av denna reform 4r en gemensam
angeldgenhet. Unionens roll 4r att stodja medlemsstaterna i
moderniseringsarbetet.

Utforma en europeisk strategi for att bekimpa social
utslagning, minska fattigdomen och skillnaderna mel-
lan Europas regioner och omraden. For att klara av detta
kommer kommissionen att ytterligare utveckla sin social-
politiska dagordning for de ndrmaste dren. Man kommer
att strdva efter att integrera gemenskapsdtgirder som ror
sysselsittning, arbetsmiljo, social trygghet, social dialog,
jamlikhet, kamp mot diskriminering och &tgirder for social
integrering. Kommissionen kommer att uppmuntra med-
lemsstaterna att fortsitta arbeta med hogt stdllda men rea-
listiska mélsdttningar.

Se over de offentliga utgifterna och de offentliga
finansernas hillbarhet pi ling sikt. Kvaliteten pd och
sammansattningen av de offentliga finanserna dr nyckelbe-
grepp i den offentliga sektorns bidrag till tillvixt och sys-
selsittning. Vi mdste ocksd se till att de offentliga finan-
serna dr hallbara. Inom ramen for stabilitets- och tillvixt-
pakten dr kommissionen beredd att ligga fram forslag for
att fordjupa och bredda 6vervakningen inom detta omrade.

Stimulera forskningen inom unionen genom att for-
bittra sammanhallning och effektivitet i forskningen pa
nationell nivd. Kommissionen kommer att fortsitta den
nyligen inledda diskussionen om att skapa ett europeiskt
forskningsomrdde, ndgot som dr ytterst behovligt.

Uppmuntra investeringar i humankapital, genom att
ungdomar forbereds for kunskapssamhillet och genom att
den audiovisuella sektorn och multimedieinnehéllsindustrin
utvecklas.

Det idr ocksd nodvindigt att utveckla och forstirka den
europeiska jordbruksmodellen for att oka konkurrens-
kraften inom sektorn, sikerstilla dess hallbarhet och gynna
viktiga landsbygdsomraden.
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4. FORBATTRAD LIVSKVALITET FOR ALLA

Vid sidan av oron for sysselsittningen, den ekonomiska situa-
tionen och behovet av ett rittvist samhalle forvintas EU allt-
mer aktivt bidra till att forbdttra var livskvalitet genom att
erkinna vért rika och olikartade kulturella, lingvistiska och
etniska arv.

Problem med brottslighet och den personliga sikerheten stop-
pas inte lingre av nationella granser. EU-medborgarna forvin-
tar sig att deras rattigheter skyddas och uppritthalls var i unio-
nen de dn befinner sig.

Unionen bor paskynda upprittandet av ett omrdde med frihet,
sikerhet och rittvisa dir medborgarna kinner sig skyddade
och kan utova sina rittigheter. Kommissionen fortsitter for-
beredelserna for en stadga om grundliggande rittigheter i
Europeiska unionen och kommer att ligga fram forslag om
genomforandet av det omfattande program som faststilldes av
medlemsstaterna i Tammerfors och som syftar till att gora
unionen till ett omrdde med frihet, sikerhet och rittvisa. Kom-
missionen tinker bland annat utarbeta en verklig gemensam
asyl- och invandringspolitik. Den vill stirka den omsesidiga
rittsliga hjilpen och samarbetet och ta fram en effektiv metod
for att bekdmpa alla typer av brottslighet.

Miljoforstoringen gér allt snabbare och den nuvarande utveck-
lingsmodellen &r inte lingre hallbar. Den orsakar verklig oro
och upproérda kinslor som kraver en kollektiv och beslutsam
reaktion.

Unionen mdste ge flera svar pd dessa forvintningar. Forst och
fraimst behovs en strategi for hallbar utveckling som forenar
miljéutveckling, sociala framsteg och héllbar, ekonomisk till-
vixt. Uppféljningsmotet tio ar efter Rio-konferensen bor kunna
bli startskottet for en ny hallbar utveckling pd virldsniva.
Mélen ir nya framsteg nir det giller att integrera milj6fragor i
andra politikomraden och ekonomiska sektorer, konkreta resul-
tat pa europeisk och internationell nivd av de dtaganden som
gjordes i Kyoto och nya anstrangningar i kampen mot klimat-
forandringar. Dessutom bor var miljolagstiftning forbattras,
kompletteras och genomféras fullt ut.

Medborgarna framhdller med ritta behovet av stringa bestim-
melser for livsmedelssikerheten. De oroar sig for effekterna av
den nya tekniken och de nya affirsmetoderna i en union vars
inre grinser suddas ut. De forvintar sig ocksd att deras rattig-
heter skall uppritthallas pd den inre marknaden.

Kommissionen tinker genomféra forslagen i vitboken om livs-
medelssikerhet om upprittande av en europeisk livsmedels-
myndighet. Den har ocksé for avsikt att forsoka 6ka medborg-
arnas och konsumenternas fortroende, sarskilt i fraga om elek-
tronisk handel.

Medborgarna forvintar sig ocksd att unionen vidtar tgarder
for att losa transportproblem, sikerhet och forseningar i flyg-
trafiken och trafikstockningar i stdderna genom lésningar som
forenar behovet av sdkra transporter och okad rorlighet med
miljokraven.

Pé transportomradet tinker kommissionen genomféra en verk-
lig inre transportmarknad. Den kommer bland annat att foresld
att man inréttar ett gemensamt europeiskt luftrum och utveck-
lar de transeuropeiska niten. 1 detta syfte kommer man att
utnyttja ny teknik for att ytterligare utveckla ett intelligent och
multimodalt transportsystem. Man kommer ocksé att foresld
att en europeisk byra for lufttrafiksikerhet inrdttas. Kommissio-
nen avser ocksd att forbittra sikerhetsbestimmelserna och
utbildningen inom sjofartssektorn.

5. SLUTSATS

Arbetet i kommissionen under Romano Prodis ledning under
de kommande fem dren kommer att ske i en period av stora
forandringar med okad integration, samtidigt som utvidgnings-
processen paborjas, och slutligen kommer att leda till att
Europa aterforenas.

Ménga av milstolparna pd vigen finns redan pd plats: Rege-
ringskonferensen genomfors i &r, euromynt och eurosedlar
kommer att inforas i januari 2002, unionen kommer att kunna
ta emot nya medlemmar i slutet av 2002 och slutligen sker val
till Europaparlamentet i juni 2004. Forberedelserna for utvidg-
ningen och dess konsekvenser kommer att ligga grunden for
en revidering av Europeiska unionens budgetplan senast 2006.

Kommissionen dr beredd att vidta dtgdrder och att bedomas
efter vad den utrdttar under de kommande fem dren, sirskilt
efter hur val vi har lyckats med prioriteringarna i detta pro-
gram.

— Vi kommer att genomfora vir egen interna reform med
framgang och betona védra huvuduppgifter mer.

— Vi kommer att stodja utvidgningsforhandlingarna energiskt
och hjilpa till att utveckla ett effektivt samarbete med vara
nérmaste grannar.

— Vi kommer att, i samband med den omfattande millennie-
rundan, arbeta for att se till att globaliseringskrafterna
behirskas och anpassas till virldens behov och att en héll-
bar utveckling uppnas.

— Vi kommer att strdva efter att utveckla en ny ekonomisk
och social dagordning for att oka konkurrenskraft och
skapa sysselsittning.

— Vi kommer att bidra till att gora unionen till en bittre och
sikrare plats att bo i genom att vidta miljodtgirder,
genomféra dagordningen frin Tammerfors och dtgirderna
i vitboken om livsmedelssikerheten.
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— Vi kommer att spela en ledande roll i diskussionen om hur
den utvidgade unionen skall styras, s att man forenar
mangfald och decentralisering med behovet av starka insti-
tutioner och samordnade atgarder.

Ovanstdende kan endast lyckas om alla institutioner handlar
samstdimmigt och om allminheten har f6rtroende f6r unionen.
Det ldga valdeltagandet vid det senaste valet till Europaparla-
mentet visar hur viktigt det dr att f& allminheten att tro pd
hela integrationsprocessen.

Vi stdr infor tuffa utmaningar. Men om vi EU-medborgare med
vér starka identitet och de ndra band som f6renar oss agerar
tillsammans kan vi klara av det. Vi kan moéta det nya arhund-
radet med optimism och tillf6rsikt.

Lét oss tillsammans forma ett starkt nytt Europa.
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PRIORITERINGAR I LAGSTIFTNING OCH POLITIK AR 2000

I meddelandet om de strategiska malsittningarna for &ren
2000-2005 har kommissionen pekat ut fyra centrala frigor
som kommer att forindra EU som politiskt projekt under
betydligt lingre tid 4n denna kommissions mandat:

— Nya styrelseformer for EU.

— Ett stabilt Europa med storre internationellt inflytande for
EU.

— Ny ekonomisk och social dagordning.
— Forbattrad livskvalitet.

[ arbetsprogrammet for ar 2000 behandlas de forsta steg som
skall tas de kommande ménaderna for att de strategiska malen
for de nista fem dren skall kunna bli verklighet. Det &tf6ljs av
en forteckning 6ver de viktigaste initiativ inom lagstiftning och
politik som nu planeras for aret (1).

Liksom tidigare ar dr arbetsprogrammet inriktat pa forslag till
ny lagstiftning och nya dtgarder.

Det maéste dock for det forsta papekas att det forhallandet att
det pé vissa omrdden finns ganska fd nya forslag for 2000 ofta
speglar att arbetet dir 4r inriktat pd att styra en rad initiativ
genom de olika stadierna fran samrdd till lagstiftningsbeslut
eller genomforande av ett fattat beslut.

For det andra kompletteras detta centrala planeringsarbete av
alla de uppgifter som utfors av kommissionen. De omfattar allt
fran att tillsammans med medlemsstaterna forvalta och genom-
fora gemenskapsprogrammen pé olika omrdden som struktur-
fonderna, jordbruket och yrkesutbildningen, till humanitart bi-
stdnd i Europa och i hela virlden. Lika viktigt dr det stdndiga
dagliga arbetet med att overvaka genomforandet av det befint-
liga regelverket (sdrskilt pd den inre marknaden och i de all-
ménnyttiga sektorerna som forst nyligen har 6ppnats for kon-
kurrens), tillimpa konkurrensreglerna, forsvara gemenskapens
intressen i EG-domstolen och tillimpa de nya samarbetsformer
som vixer fram och som bygger pd gemensamma insatser,
jamforelser och breddat utbyte av erfarenheter och god praxis
mellan nationella, regionala och lokala myndigheter.

1.1 Utrikes- och sikerhetspolitik

kunna bidra till stabiliteten i Europa och sikra EU:s
strategiska mdl. Kommissionen har ett nira samarbete
med Javier Solana, den hoge representanten for den
gemensamma utrikes- och sikerhetspolitiken (GUSP).
EU:s stats- och regeringschefer beslot vid Europeiska
radets mote i Helsingfors att EU:s gemensamma siker-
hets- och forsvarspolitik skall utvecklas, nigot som kri-
ver Okad samordning mellan gemenskapens &tgirder
och GUSP. Man kommer att inrikta sig pa att utveckla
en icke-militdr krishanteringsformdga och ligga fram
ett forslag om en mekanism for akuta ingripanden.
Kommissionen dmnar ocksd striva efter bdttre samord-
ning av arbetet for manskliga rittigheter och demokra-
tisering genom att utarbeta en ny strategi for ménskliga
réttigheter.

Som forberedelse for utvidgningen av unionen kommer
sirskilda strategiska partnerskap att utvecklas med
grannlinderna och grannregionerna. I synnerhet dmnar
kommissionen fullfolja sin strategi for stabilisering och
associering gentemot linderna pd Balkanhalvén och
forsoka stirka och ge inriktning at de internationella
anstringningarna for att bistd linderna i omradet med
hjilp av stabilitetspakten. Partnerskaps- och samarbets-
avtalen och de gemensamma strategierna ger en grund
for en utveckling av relationerna med Ryssland och
Ukraina. Narmare samarbete kommer ocksa att sokas
med linderna i Kaukasien.

Barcelonaprocessen skall stirkas och fd nytt liv genom
en konferens mellan Europeiska unionens och Medel-
havslandernas stats- och regeringschefer i november. Sa
smaningom bor partnerskap byggas upp péd grundval
av principerna om rattsstat och héllbar utveckling.
Dirigenom kommer EU att kunna stirka sitt bidrag till
fredsprocessen i Mellandstern. Nar partnerskapet EU-
Medelhavslanderna fir ny vitalitet, kommer EU ocksd
att forsoka bekrifta sina historiska och politiska band
med Maghrebldnderna till fullo.

I véra relationer med Forenta staterna kommer vi att
vinnldgga oss om att sé ldngt som mojligt minska eller
eliminera tvisterna i den transatlantiska handeln. I stdl-
let bor vi bygga pa en bred grundval av gemensamma
virderingar och intressen for att bygga ett verkligt part-
nerskap som skall hjilpa oss att gemensamt uppnad vara
ekonomiska, politiska och sikerhetsmissiga mdl i hela
vérlden.

Europeiska unionen dmnar strava efter att stirka sam-
ordningen med andra globala ekonomiska aktorer. I
Asien vill unionen bidra till stabiliteten och sikerheten
och stddja ekonomiska reformer. EU kommer att stodja
anstrangningarna for att minska spinningar i omradet
och forbattra handelssamarbetet, sirskilt med Japan
och Korea. Kommissionen kommer att striva efter att
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fordjupa forbindelserna med Latinamerika och fortsitta
forhandlingarna om associeringsavtal med Mercosur
och Chile. Europeiska unionen kommer att inrikta sig
pd att sikra ett meningsfullt genomférande av resulta-
ten av toppmotet EU-Latinamerika i Rio de Janeiro i
juni 1999.

For att stirka unionens rost runt om i virlden kommer
kommissionens avdelningar for yttre forbindelser att
organiseras om.

Multilateral handel, utveckling och humanitirt bi-
stind

[ handelsforbindelserna dr vdra huvudmaél fortfarande
att arbeta for en fortsatt liberalisering av handeln som
drivkraft for tillvixt och utveckling, stirka det pa over-
enskomna regler baserade handelssystemet for att
bemistra globaliseringen, och ta upp utvecklingslinder-
nas sirskilda fragor. Att ministerkonferensen i Seattle
inte gav ndgra positiva resultat gor det mer nddvindigt
an ndgonsin att fortsitta med att skapa konsensus med
véra handelspartner. Det kommer att forbittra mojlig-
heten till framgdng i en omfattande ny handelsrunda.
Parallellt hirmed dmnar kommissionen studera om for-
bittringar kan goras eller behovs i WTO:s arbetssitt
(saval internt som gentemot omvirlden). Det dr viktigt
att behdlla dynamiken i processen under WTO:s led-
ning, och i boérjan av 2000 bor forhandlingar enligt
planen inledas om tjdnster och jordbruk. Utover det
multilaterala arbetet dmnar kommissionen strdva efter
att 16sa en rad problem kring marknadstilltrade i bilate-
rala forhandlingar med olika linder utanfor EU.

Kommissionen kommer att fortsitta och stirka gemen-
skapens relationer med utvecklingslinderna, men
amnar ocksd omformulera sin politik for utvecklings-
samarbetet och granska hur denna politik genomfors,
sd att vdra dtgirder kan samordnas och komplettera
varandra bittre. Uppgiften att utrota fattigdomen mdste
std i centrum de kommande dren. Komplementariteten,
samordningen och sammanhanget inom utvecklings-
samarbetet mdste stirkas.

Genom Europeiska gemenskapens byrd f6r humanitirt
bistdnd (ECHO) kommer unionen 4ven i fortsittningen
att vara varldens storsta bistdndsgivare. En viktig upp-
gift blir att granska utrymmet for forbattringar av
snabbheten och effektiviteten i arbetet och samarbetet
med andra institutioner och byréer.

Utvidgningen

Vid Europeiska rddets mote i Helsingfors besléts att
medlemskapsforhandlingar skall inledas med ytterligare
sex lander i februari 2000 och att Turkiet skall erkén-

nas som kandidatland. Dirmed kommer férhandlingar
att foras med tolv linder(!). De kommer att fortgd i
takt med landets egna forberedelser for medlemskap.
For Turkiet kommer kommissionen att genomfora en
foranslutningsstrategi med ett partnerskap infor anslut-
ningen. De bilaterala kontakterna och forberedelserna
for medlemskap kommer att fortsitta inom Europa-
avtalen och genom deltagande i gemenskapens pro-
gram och organ. Detta kommer ocksd att bli det forsta
hela dret med hojt ekonomiskt stod till kandidatlin-
derna genom Phare, Ispa (strukturstod till miljo och
transport) och Sapard (jordbruksstod). Kommissionen
kommer ocksd att ligga fram sin kommunikationsstra-
tegi som syftar till att skapa en bred forstdelse och stod
for utvidgningen i bdde medlemsstaterna och kandidat-
linderna.

DEN EKONOMISKA OCH SOCIALA DAGORDNINGEN

Viktigast i den nya ekonomiska och sociala dagord-
ningen blir att utveckla en ldngsiktig strategi for att
bygga upp en konkurrenskraftig, innovativ och kun-
skapsbaserad ekonomi som inte skapar utslagning. Det
ar enda sittet att skapa en kraftig och langvarig tillvixt
genom dtgiarder som syftar till att skapa full sysselsitt-
ning och stirka den sociala sammanhéllningen. Strate-
gin kommer till fullo att stodja sig pd begreppet héllbar
ekonomisk utveckling.

Ekonomisk framgang, sysselsittning och social sam-
manhdllning  stirker varandra Omsesidigt. Dirfor
behovs det allsidiga och samordnade &tgirder pa alla
nivder i unionen om vi skall kunna mota de krav som
stills i en alltmer integrerad och allt 6ppnare ekonomi.

Ett sirskilt mote med Europeiska rddet i Lissabon i
mars med temat "Sysselsittning, ekonomiska reformer
och social sammanhéllning — for ett EU grundat pa
innovation och kunskap” kommer att bidra till det
maélet. Det kommer att bli viktigt for den ekonomiska
och sociala politiken de nirmaste aren.

Den ekonomiska och monetira unionen, euron
och omvandlingen av ekonomin inom EU

Arbetet kommer att koncentreras pd dtgirder pd EU-
nivd som verkligen tillfor ndgot virdefullt och som
bygger pa nittiotalets ekonomiska resultat. Det giller

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bland annat ligre rdntor och liga och konvergerande
inflationssiffror. Malet bor vara att komplettera en kul-
tur av ekonomisk stabilitet med en av ekonomisk dyna-
mik.

Den ekonomiska och monetira unionen och euron
bidrar till sunda offentliga finanser, stabilitet och tillfor-
sikt. Det leder i sin tur till tillvixt och arbetstillfillen.
De ekonomiska utsikterna ar idag bittre 4n ndgonsin i
hela unionen. Samordningen av den makroekonomiska
politiken, riktlinjerna for sysselsittningen och Cardiff-
processen for strukturella reformer star som exempel
pa ett europeiskt sitt att leda, dir nationell politisk
samordning och EU:s politik kompletterar och stirker
varandra. Overvakningen och samordningen av den
ekonomiska och monetira politiken inom medlemssta-
terna kommer att fortsitta och bor stirkas kring de
arliga Allminna riktlinjerna f6r den ekonomiska politi-
ken.

Ett viktigt mal blir att modernisera EU-lindernas eko-
nomier och se till att bdde medborgarna och de
anstillda har de kunskaper som behovs i informations-
samhillet.

under dret.

Arbetet med att forbereda inforandet av eurosedlar och
-mynt 2002 kommer att fortsitta. Har ingar utokad
information for att forbereda affirslivet och konsumen-
terna, men ocksd ett forslag till forordning om
bekdmpning av forfalskning.

Att modernisera den sociala modellen och stirka
den sociala och regionala sammanhallningen

Att fora EU ndrmare medborgarna kommer att bli den
viktigaste drivkraften for den sysselsdttnings- och soci-
alpolitiska dagordningen frén dr 2000. Det blir viktigt
att omvandlingen av samhallet och ekonomin skots pd
ett sitt som maximerar mojligheterna att delta i sam-
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hallslivet och som frimjar den sociala sammanhall-
ningen. Den sociala modellen i EU mdste moderniseras
med tanke pé de grundliggande forindringarna i sam-
hillet och ekonomin, i synnerhet globaliseringen, de
tekniska forindringarna och de demografiska tenden-
serna. Allt detta dr faktorer i den kunskapsbaserade
ekonomi som ar pa vig.

Ett nytt socialpolitiskt handlingsprogram kommer att
laggas fram under dret.

Fler och bittre arbetstillfillen dr ett av kommissionens
viktigaste mdl. En stdrkt sysselsittningsstrategi for EU
kommer att bli ett anvindbart verktyg for framsteg pd
omradet, sirskilt som 2000 &r startret for den nya
generationen av program inom Europeiska socialfon-
den (ESF). Medlemsstaternas sysselsittningspolitik kom-
mer att bevakas och i bérjan av hosten kommer riktlin-
jer for sysselsdttningen. Detta stods av insatser for att
forbdttra framtagningen av uppgifter, sirskilt for ser-
vicesektorn.

Kommissionen fortsitter att stodja arbetsmarknadsdia-
logen pd EU-nivd och kommer att uppmuntra arbets-
marknadens parter att ge fler bidrag till sysselsttnings-
strategin. I anslutning till den tidigare utkomna gronbo-
ken dmnar kommissionen inleda den forsta fasen av
samrdd med arbetsmarknadens parter om anpassbarhet
och modernisering av arbetsorganisation och arbetsfor-
hallanden.

Man kommer ocksd att stirka samarbetet medlemssta-
terna emellan for att skapa moderna och hallbara
sociala skyddssystem inklusive pensioner.

Jamstilldheten mellan kénen kommer ocksd att std i
centrum. Kommissionen dmnar offentliggora sitt femte
ramprogram for jimstilldhet. Den kommer ocksd att
ligga fram ett EU-initiativ for samarbete medlemssta-
terna emellan kring social integrering och dmnar fora
fram forslag i den riktningen i enlighet med de sociala
bestimmelserna i fordraget (artikel 137). Den kommer
att fortsitta sitt arbete for genomforandet av de atgar-
der mot diskriminering som foreslogs 1999 enligt arti-
kel 13 i EG-fordraget.

Ekonomisk och social sammanhallning

Kommissionen vill arbeta for ekonomisk och social
sammanhdllning i syfte att minska skillnaderna i
utvecklingsnivd mellan olika regioner i unionen. Milen
inom Agenda 2000 pd detta omrdde kommer att
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genomforas genom fullt utnyttjande av de stodinstru-
ment som finns: Europeiska socialfonden, Europeiska
regionalfonden, EUGFJ, IFOP och Sammanhéllningsfon-
den. Forvaltningen av strukturfonderna kommer att
stirkas i samarbete med medlemsstaterna, och man
kommer harvid fullt ut att utnyttja bestimmelserna i
de nya forordningarna. De forsta besluten kommer att
fattas om den nya generationen av program for ekono-
misk utveckling, bdde sddana som fir bidrag frdn struk-
turfonderna och sddana som ingar i sirskilda gemen-
skapsinitiativ. Arbetet kommer att fortsitta med malet
att vid arsskiftet ha avslutat den strategiska helhetspla-
neringen, efter vilken medlemsstaterna kan utféra sin
detaljplanering. Riktlinjer kommer ocksd att antas for
alla de fyra gemenskapsinitiativen (Interreg III, Equal,
Leader+ och Urban II). Projekt kommer att inledas
inom ramen for Sammanhallningsfonden.

Den andra sammanhdllningsrapporten enligt artikel
159 i EG-fordraget kommer att offentliggoras. Den
innehaller en virdering av framstegen med den sociala
och ekonomiska sammanhallningen och en diskussion
av hur regionalpolitiken kan uppnd sina mil i en
utvidgad union.

Atgirder som syftar till att man i gemenskapens politik
skall ta hansyn till de sdrskilda forhdllandena i unio-
nens mest avldgsna regioner enligt artikel 299.2 i EG-
fordraget kommer att inledas igen. Detta ber6r en rad
av gemenskapens dtgirder, inte enbart dem som giller
ekonomisk och social sammanhaéllning.

Den inre marknaden, finansiella tjinster och skat-
ter

Enligt den nya strategin for den inre marknaden som
antogs vid Europeiska rddets mote i Helsingfors skall
kommissionen se 6ver och uppdatera sina mal for bort-
tagande av hinder for den inre marknadens funktion.
Centralt i den nya strategin dr den darliga Gversynen
och uppdateringen av madlen utifrin en analys av de
nationella marknaderna och de framsteg som gjorts.
Den forsta oversynen dger rum i april, vilket gor att
den inre marknadens utveckling ocksd kan bidra till
utarbetandet av de allmdnna riktlinjerna for den ekono-
miska politiken, som skall liggas fram vid Europeiska
radets mote i juni. Kommissionen kommer att fortsitta
att jamfora framgangar genom benchmarking och upp-
muntra utbyte av kunskap om bra metoder och 6mse-
sidig granskning. Sirskild uppmirksamhet kommer
under dret att dgnas reglerna for offentlig upphandling
och posttjansterna. En virdering kommer att goras av
huruvida den inre marknadens regler behover anpassas
ytterligare for att kunna mota den elektroniska han-
delns krav. En viktig uppgift blir att skapa en forutsdg-
bar milj6 dir den elektroniska handeln kan utvecklas,
samtidigt som konsumenterna har fullt fortroende for
den och effektiva mojligheter till reklamation. Dialogen
med medborgarna och dess aterforingsmekanismer
kommer att stirkas, for att konsumenterna och med-
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borgarna skall kunna bli aktiva deltagare pd en EU-om-
fattande marknad. Under dret kommer beslut att fattas
om huruvida vissa icke-medlemsldnders bestimmelser
om skydd av personuppgifter ar tillrickliga i forhdl-
lande till gemenskapens lagstiftning.

Nya steg for att genomfora handlingsplanen for finansi-
ella tjanster blir en viktig del av arbetet med den inre
marknaden, eftersom den sektorn kan skapa ménga
nya arbetstillfillen och stirka konkurrenskraften. For ar
2000 prioriteras att utveckla rambestimmelserna for
virdepappersmarknader och investeringstjanster och
skapa effektiva skydd for konsumenter och investerare.
Inom lagstiftningen kommer tyngdpunkten att ligga pa
att skapa rittsliga ramar for tilliggspensioner, dndra
den nuvarande lagstiftningen for forsakringsformedlare
och se over direktivet om prospekt for att gora det lat-
tare for foretag att skaffa kapital inom hela EU. Genom
andra initiativ som inte dr i form av lagstiftning kom-
mer man att ta upp detaljistbetalningar, redovisnings-
regler, anpassning av finanslagstiftningen med tanke pa
den elektroniska handeln och en eventuell 6versyn av
direktivet om investeringstjanster.

Pd beskattningsomradet har prioriteringarna linge varit
att hejda urholkningen av vissa kategorier av skattein-
takter, avskaffa skattemissiga hinder pd den inre mark-
naden och gora skattesystemen mer anvindarvinliga.
Kommissionen fortsitter sitt arbete for att modernisera
och forenkla moms- och punktskattesystemen. Den
damnar ockséd forsoka uppnd ytterligare framsteg i sam-
ordningen av skattepolitiken. Meddelanden kommer att
laggas fram om den framtida skattestrategin och tull-
unionen. Man kommer ocksd att ta fram forslag till
dndringar av den nuvarande momslagstiftningen med
tanke pd den elektroniska handeln.

Foretagsamhet, konkurrenskraft och konkurrens

Att forbittra foretagsamheten och innovationen kom-
mer att bidra till att behdlla och stirka unionens kon-
kurrensmissiga stillning i en global ekonomi. Att
frimja foretagarandan i EU blir huvudmalet for fore-
tagspolitiken tillsammans med atgarder for att forbéttra
konkurrenskraften hos EU:s foretag. Atgidrderna skall
std i samklang med andra politiska prioriteringar som
miljo och konsumentskydd. Att den inre marknaden
for varor och tjanster forbattras kommer ocksd att
bidra till konkurrenskraften.

En ny strategi for foretagsamhet och konkurrenskraft
kommer att liggas fram i ett meddelande under varen
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tillsammans med ett nytt flerarigt program om foretag-
samhet och foretagaranda. Andra dtgirder syftar till att
virdera de framsteg som gjorts pd EU-nivd och natio-
nell nivd for att forenkla foretagsmiljon, och andra till
benchmarking av goda rutiner. Som angetts i initiativet
eEuropa dmnar kommissionen se Gver de nuvarande
stodformerna for innovationer och riskkapital. Forslag
kommer att ldggas fram om att gemenskapens stodfor-
mer bor liggas om och inriktas mer pd att stodja inno-
vation och risktagande. Med tanke pé att tjdnster och
onlineverksamhet spelar allt storre roll i ekonomin
kommer man bland annat i den drliga konkurrensrap-
porten att utforligare behandla tjanstesektorn och inno-
vationen.

Kommissionen kommer ocksa i fortsittningen att strikt
tillimpa konkurrensreglerna. Den pédgéende reformen
av dessa regler vad giller konkurrensbegrinsande sam-
verkan, koncentrationskontroll och statligt stod kom-
mer ocksd att bidra till att géra EU mer attraktivt och
konkurrenskraftigt som marknad. Procedurreglerna for
tillimpningen av lagstiftningen kommer att f6renklas i
fraga om konkurrensbegrinsande samverkan. Foretagen
kommer att fa besked om hur de nya reglerna om ver-
tikala avtal skall tillimpas. Behandlingen av horisontella
samarbetsavtal kommer ocksé att ses over. Vigledning
kommer att ges for olika delar av reglerna for koncen-
trationskontroll. En rapport om utvirdering av grupp-
undantagsforordningen om bilf6rsdljning (som utloper
2002) skall tas fram, och en forordning med uppdate-
ring av gruppundantaget for linjesjofartskonsortier
kommer att liggas fram.

I fraga om statligt stod ligger tyngdpunkten pd att ta
fram forordningar om gruppundantag for smd och
medelstora  foretag, utbildning och sysselsittning.
Oppenheten kring de finansiella ordningarna mellan
stat och foretag som handhar uppdrag i allminhetens
tjdnst skall oka, och nya regler skall utvecklas for stod
till film och TV och till bilindustrin.

Konkurrens- och koncentrationsirendena far en allt
viktigare internationell dimension. De bilaterala kontak-
terna med vara storre handelspartner kommer att stir-
kas. Det multilaterala regelverket kommer att hivdas
kraftigare.

Informationssamhillet och forskningen

Genomforandet av initiativet eEuropa kommer att sté i
centrum for EU:s politik for informationssamhallet.
Viktigast under det forsta halvaret kommer slutférandet
av kommunikationsoversynen att vara. Den inleddes i
november 1999 och syftar till att skdrpa konkurrensen
ytterligare och samtidigt till att forenkla nuvarande
lagstiftning och anpassa den till online-ekonomins
verklighet och den pégdende konvergensen inom kom-
munikationstekniken och -industrin. Det kommer att
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leda till ett lagstiftningspaket som omfattar licensgiv-
ning, samhillsomfattande tjanster, samtrafik och till-
trade samt skydd av personuppgifter. En annan uppgift
blir att fortsitta med det internationella samarbetet
inom olika organ for att skapa en gemensam forstdelse
av informationssamhillets verkningar. Behovet av
starkt samarbete for forvaltning av radiospektrum kom-
mer ocksd att tas upp. Meddelanden kommer att antas
om databrottslighet, den senaste tidens utveckling i for-
valtningen av Internet och resultaten av samrddet om
gronboken om tillgdng till information fran den offent-
liga sektorn. Kommissionen dmnar stodja skapandet av
en gemensam Internetadress (".eu”) vid sidan av nuva-
rande nationella och generiska toppdominer. Slutligen
skall en eftertradare tas fram till programmet Info
2000, som har gjort mycket for att stirka produktio-
nen av multimediainnehdll i EU.

Inom forskningen 4r en stor uppgift den dagliga for-
valtningen av det femte ramprogrammet, som omfattar
en ling rad forskningsaktiviteter. Dessutom har en
grundldggande diskussion inletts om forskningens roll
och ekonomins behov i EU. Kommissionen foreslar att
ett europeiskt omrdde for forskningsverksamhet inrat-
tas. Utgdngspunkten for detta initiativ dr det faktum att
det finns en betydande klyfta mellan satsningarna pa
forskning i medlemsstaterna och hos véra viktigaste
konkurrenter. Vidare dr samordningen dalig mellan de
insatser som gors, och effekterna blir darfér mycket
mindre dn vad som vore mojligt.

Utifrén en utvirderingsrapport om de gdngna fem édren
tanker kommissionen ligga fram sina forsta riktlinjer
for det kommande sjitte ramprogrammet. P4 ett nérlig-
gande omrade, rymdpolitiken, kommer arbetet att fort-
sitta med att utveckla en Overgripande rymdstrategi,
och dir kommer alla berorda aktorer att delta — bland
annat kommer Europeiska rymdbyrdns expertis att
utnyttjas.

Jordbruk och fiske

Jordbruket och fisket dr mindre paverkade av de paga-
ende tekniska fordndringarna men madste 4ndd anpassa
sig till globaliseringstrycket, utvidgningen, de veten-
skapliga framstegen, belastningen pd miljon och hin-
syn till konsumenternas krav i friga om livsmedlens
kvalitet och sikerhet. Pd jordbrukssidan kommer arbe-
tet att vara splittrat. Pd internationell nivd har vi vikten
av att sld vakt om den europeiska jordbruksmodellen i
internationella handelsoverldggningar, att sluta ett antal
bilaterala avtal och att stodja utvidgningsprocessen
med genomforande av foranslutningsstrategin. Inom
unionen kommer blickpunkten att ligga pd genom-
forandet av de program och férindringar som inforts
genom avtalet om den framtida finansieringen av den
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gemensamma jordbrukspolitiken (ett avtal inom
Agenda 2000). Vidare kommer man att arbeta for att
forbittra jordbruksprodukternas kvalitet och for att for-
enkla den komplicerade lagstiftningen. Dessutom skall
over 150 projekt for landsbygdsutveckling godkinnas,
och dirmed bor denna nya dimension av jordbruks-
politiken komma igdng. Ytterligare tvd verksamhets-
omraden blir att fastare inforliva miljohdnsynen i den
gemensamma jordbrukspolitiken och problemen pa
flera enskilda marknader (sarskilt olivolja, socker, ris
och griskott).

Kommissionen dmnar fortsitta att arbeta for att for-
bittra fiskesektorns konkurrenskraft och miljomaissiga
hallbarhet. Grunden for detta blir att finna den ritta
balansen mellan fingstkapacitet och tillgdng pé fisk
och att genomfora de beslut om marknader och struk-
turer som radet antog i slutet av 1999. En viktig del av
detta blir att konsolidera drygt tjugo géllande f6rord-
ningar i en enda lagtext. Nar lagstiftningen formuleras
kommer sirskild uppmarksamhet att 4gnas att den
stimmer Overens med de milj6- och utvecklings-
politiska malen. En nyckelfriga pa det internationella
planet dr slutandet av ett nytt ramavtal for fiskesam-
arbetet med Marocko. Man kommer att forsoka gora
framsteg i frigan om gemenskapens deltagande i regio-
nala fiskeorganisationer.

I MEDBORGARNAS INTRESSE

EU handhar frimst sociala och ekonomiska fragor,
men medborgarna begir allt oftare att EU ocksa skall
losa lokala och regionala problem som beror vardags-
livet och som maste tacklas pd ett samordnat sitt. Det
kan gilla miljon, matens kvalitet, konsumenternas rat-
tigheter, folks onskan att resa riskfritt och deras oro
over brottslighet, rittvisa och invandring — sddana fra-
gor som inte stannar vid nationsgrinserna. Samtidigt
ser medborgarna att EU ar ett uttryck for mangfalden
och den rika kulturen i Europa, vilket skapar en kinsla
av europeisk, nationell och lokal identitet.

Miljo

Tonvikten kommer att ligga pd att ta fram det sjitte
handlingsprogrammet for miljon som kommer att
utgora miljodelen av ett bredare program for hallbar
utveckling, som skall utarbetas till "Rio+10-konferen-
sen” &r 2002. Huvuduppgiften dr som tidigare att for-
ena en miljomassigt hallbar utveckling med sociala
framsteg och en héllbar ekonomisk utveckling. For det
nya programmet kommer man att utnyttja erfarenhe-
terna frdn det forra och utgd frén medborgarnas
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vixande forvintningar i frdga om miljon. For att dessa
skall kunna uppfyllas méste vi aterigen se till att de
regler som finns foljs och att dtgarder vidtas for att for-
battra tillgdngen till uppgifter om miljon. Ett nyckelele-
ment i miljostrategin dr att fortsdtta arbetet med att
integrera miljohinsynen i arbetet inom andra sektorer
och i gemenskapens ovriga politik. Sirskilda atgédrder
kommer att vidtas for att forbittra det rittsliga regel-
verket for genetiskt modifierade organismer och att
gora lagstiftningen om vattnets och luftens kvalitet full-
standig. En vitbok om miljoansvar kommer att offent-
liggoras. Strategier kommer att liggas fram for den
framtida behandlingen av PVC och for den kemiska
industrin.

Livsmedelssikerhet, folkhilsa och konsumenternas
fortroende

Det viktigaste krav konsumenterna har dr att livsmed-
len skall vara sikra och bra. I borjan av januari antog
kommissionen en vitbok om livsmedelssikerhet med
ett forslag om att en europeisk livsmedelsmyndighet
skall bildas och principer faststillas for livsmedelssaker-
het, sparbarhet, kontroll och nodfallsitgirder fran jord
till bord. Kommissionen kommer att arbeta for att
genomfOra sitt program, som utgdr en omfattande
reform av livsmedelslagstiftningen. Djurens vilfird sir-
skilt under transport ir ett annat omrade dér det kom-
mer lagstiftningsinitiativ.

Mer allmidnt dmnar kommissionen utnyttja sina nya
befogenheter enligt Amsterdamfordraget for att ligga
fram ett meddelande om en halsovardsstrategi for Euro-
peiska unionen med forslag pd hur fordragets bestim-
melser om hilsa och hélsovard kan forverkligas. Ovriga
insatser som kompletteras av detta dr atgardsprogram-
met for frimjande av hilsa, en utveckling av varnings-
systemet medlemsstaterna emellan for overforbara sjuk-
domar och ett direktiv om stringa normer i friga om

blod och blodderivat.

Att tillmotesgd konsumenternas forvantningar genom
att skapa regler som garanterar deras rittigheter i en
mangfacetterad och allt mer grinslos online-ekonomi
stdr i centrum for konsumentpolitiken ocksd under ar
2000. Bland prioriteringarna mérks fragor som siker-
het for produkter och tjinster, vilseledande reklam,
konsumentkredit och avbetalningar, forbdttrat sam-
arbete medlemsstaterna emellan och fragor om tilltrade
till allménnyttiga tjanster.

Transport och energi

Medborgarna kommer ocksd i framtiden att bekymra
sig over problemen kring resor och transporter, for-

seningar i flygtrafiken, trafikstockningarnas och ener-
givalets inverkan pd miljon och sikerheten i luften och
till sj6ss, men ocksa det pris de betalar for gas och el.
Bade transport och energi kommer dirfor att vara vik-
tiga delar av arbetsprogrammet for ar 2000.

Utifran gemenskapens dtagande efter Kyotokonferensen
att minska vixthusgaserna kommer ett strategiskt
dokument att liggas fram om olika energikillor och i
synnerhet om frdgan om siker tillgdng bide inom och
utanfor EU. De nuvarande riktlinjerna for de transeuro-
peiska niten pd energi- och transportomriddena kom-
mer att ses Over, sd att de inriktas pd de kvarvarande
flaskhalsarna och pé en forbittrad interoperabilitet mel-
lan olika nit. Kommissionen tinker aktualisera 1992
ars riktlinjer for den framtida utvecklingen av gemen-
skapens transportpolitik och dé sirskilt rikta in sig pa
avvagningen mellan vig-, jarnvigs- och sjétransporter.
Aret blir ocksd avgorande for det europeiska satellitna-
vigationssystemet (Galileo), och malet 4r att under aret
bilda ett samriskforetag som kan genomfora projektet.

Man kommer att Gverviga om det behdvs ytterligare
atgdrder for att forbdttra tillgdngen péd energi Over
grinserna inom EU, nu nir elektricitets- och gasmark-
naderna har Oppnats for konkurrens. Kommissionen
tanker foresld rambestimmelser for skapandet av ett
gemensamt europeiskt luftrum, nigot som tillsammans
med ett forslag om bildande av en europeisk byra for
lufttrafiksikerhet dr avsett att f3 bort forseningarna i
flygtrafiken och stirka konsumenternas och foretagens
fortroende for sektorn. Forslag om skdrpta sikerhets-
normer och forbittrad utbildning inom sjétrafiksektorn
ar ocksé pa vig.

Transporternas och energins paverkan pd miljon och
klimatforandringarna blir huvudtemat i en gronbok
som granskar de allmidnna transporternas roll och pri-
vatbilismens roll i stiderna. Ett annat meddelande kom-
mer att hdvda att man mdste anta en teknikstrategi for
klimatf6randringarna.

Ett omrade med frihet, sikerhet och rittvisa

I Amsterdamfordraget behandlas vikten av att unionen
utvecklas som ett omrdde med frihet, sikerhet och ritt-
visa.

Kommissionen kommer dirfor att arbeta for att
genomfora det ambitiosa program for frihet, sikerhet
och rdttvisa som antogs vid Europeiska rddets mote i
Tammerfors i oktober 1999.

Det forsta steget blir att inrdtta en “resultattavla” som
en metod for att mita framstegen for dtgirderna for
frihet, sikerhet och rittvisa. Under 2000 dmnar kom-
missionen frimst arbeta pé foljande omraden:

[ frdga om asyl och invandring mdste man finna en
balans mellan den 6ppenhet som speglar EU:s traditio-
ner och internationella skyldigheter och behovet att
sikra unionens yttre grinser. Frigan om forfaranden
vid asylans6kningar kommer att tas upp.

I friga om mojlighet till réttslig prévning dmnar kom-
missionen ligga fram ett meddelande om forbattrat
omsesidigt erkdnnande av domar i civilmal och han-
delsmdl. Kommissionen tinker ocksd ligga fram en
gronbok om rittshjilp och granska fragan om brottsof-
fers rdttigheter. I frdga om brottslig verksamhet med
europeisk dimension kommer uppmirksamheten att
inriktas pd kampen mot organiserad brottslighet, sir-
skilt genom forstirkt polissamarbete.

Man kommer att ligga fram forslag om en ny forord-
ning om EU-medborgares ritt till uppehdll inom
gemenskapen, dir de olika bestimmelser som nu finns
forenas i en enda atgird.

Kommissionen kommer ocksa att samarbeta med med-
lemsstaterna for att ta fram en stadga om grundlig-
gande rittigheter i Europeiska unionen.

Utbildning, kultur, idrott och audiovisuella medier

Genom att fora en aktiv politik i friga om utbildning,
kultur, audiovisuella medier, ungdomsfragor och idrott
kan kommissionen frimja medborgarnas intressen och
stirka en europeisk identitet grundad pd vért gemen-
samma kulturarv. Utbildningen (inklusive fortbild-
ningen) stdr hela tiden i centrum for de strategier som
skisseras ovan for hur vi skall modernisera EU:s eko-
nomi och inhidmta ny teknik pé olika omrdden sam-
tidigt som vi skapar ett samhille som alla har del i. Ini-
tiativet eEuropa syftar till att alla som gir ur skolan
fran slutet av 2003 skall vara datorkunniga — ett viktigt
mal.

For idrotten och medierna foreslog kommissionen i slu-
tet av forra dret tvd program (stodprogrammet mot
dopning i idrotten och Media plus) som ger en
inriktning at EU:s verksamhet pd dessa bidda omriden
som dr viktiga fér medborgarna. Kommissionen kom-
mer ocksd att granska vilken verkan de nuvarande
rekommendationerna har haft i frdga om att skapa for-
troende till de audiovisuella tjansterna genom att
skydda minderdriga mot skadligt audiovisuellt innehall.
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4.1

En rad flerdriga program — Sokrates och Leonardo (som
bada tas upp ovan), Kultur 2000 och Ungdom for
Europa — kommer att drivas hela dret. De bidrar till
utbytesverksamheten med studenter, arbetare och ung-
domar och understoder samtidigt gemenskapens kul-
turella utveckling. Under hela dret kommer det att foras
en dialog med ungdomen i syfte att &r 2001 ta fram
en ny strategi for EU:s ungdomspolitik.

REFORM OCH OMVANDLING AV EU:s ARBETSSATT

Idag finns det knappast ndgon social eller ekonomisk
sektor som inte pdverkas av Europeiska unionens poli-
tik och dir inte myndighetsutovandet i medlemssta-
terna ocksd innebir att genomféra EU-bestimmelser.
Integrationstakten Okar nir den inre marknaden ar
genomford, ekonomiska nyckelsektorer har oppnats for
konkurrens och hundratusentals studenter och ung-
domar, chefer och arbetare studerar, arbetar eller av
andra skil vistas i andra medlemsstater.

Framgédngarna har redan krdvt nya sitt att leda verk-
samheten. Den makroekonomiska politiska samord-
ningen, riktlinjerna for sysselsittningen och Cardiffpro-
cessen for strukturella reformer visar i hur hog grad
den nationella politiska samordningen och gemen-
skapspolitiken kompletterar och stirker varandra. Idag
styrs EU genom oOmsesidigt beroende och partnerskap,
omsesidig granskning och jimforande analys. Trots det
ar det ett centralt tema fér kommissionen att finna
arbetsmetoder med vilka medborgarnas och de lokala,
regionala och nationella aktorernas fortroende kan ater-
vinnas och som ger dem en storre kinsla av delaktighet
i EU:s politik.

Intern reform
Intern reform

Sédana diskussioner kommer att pagd si linge kom-
missionen finns. For dret har kommissionen satt upp
som mél att dter visa att den 4r en offentlig forvaltning
i varldsklass. Det ldngsiktiga programmet for reform av
kommissionens arbetssitt och organisation kommer att
paskyndas av den kommande vitboken om reformen.
Kommissionens avdelningar har organiserats om och
uppdelningen gjorts mer logisk. Ar 2000 kommer
arbetet frimst att gilla att forbereda kommissionens

Den har vidare for avsikt att diskutera med
det civila samhillet om hur ett stirkt partnerskap mel-
lan gemenskapen och organisationslivet skall skapas.
Ett forslag till forordning om allminhetens tillgdng till
gemenskapsinstitutionernas handlingar har lagts fram,
och ett offentligt register 6ver kommissionsordféran-
dens brev kommer att ldggas ut pd Internet. Kommis-
sionen dmnar s mycket som majligt utnyttja Internet
och andra elektroniska medier for att skapa ett brett
samrdd om kommande forslag.

Regeringskonferensen

Kommissionens reformplaner har en parallell i de for-
dndringar som unionen och alla dess institutioner
behover genomgd for att kunna fungera effektivare, sir-
skilt som EU i framtiden kanske har over tjugofem
medlemsstater. Det 4r den centrala uppgiften for den
regeringskonferens som formellt sammankallas for att
ta upp dessa fragor i februari. Kommissionen har alltid
havdat att man i diskussionerna, som nu ir centrerade
kring rostviktningen i radet, omrostningar med majori-
tetsbeslut och kommissionens sammansittning, mdste
gora en bred genomging av de forindringar som
behovs for att utvidgningen skall bli en framging.
